FRAUDULENT BiANKERîS.

In our issue of 27th August w-e wore
induced to write " A word on Bianidng,"
from facts that we-e known te us at the
time, but which prudence prevented oui
specifying-more particularly, lest the pub-
lie confidence, thon rapidly returning te
business and banking circles, should be
retarded. It did not prevent us, however,
from cloing what we believed to be our
duty, in pointing out some of the înost
seriaus defects attending the banking sys-
ten of this country, with the injury that
w-ould in all P'Obability ensue, if un-
checked i and at the saine tine incdicating
a mode of auditing the books and vei-ifying
the returns of bansking institutions, that
would give seme security te the stock-
holders and the public generally ; that the
representations of. bank maiagers anid
directors were te be relied upon, and not
touched up I couleur de rose," te deceive
and despoil a tooconfiding public. Since
thon, recent events that have transpired,
naturally lcad us te the same range of
thought as before. The disgraceful failure,
or ut leanst, suspension under very dis-
creditable circumstances, of the MIechanics
Bank, of this City, fully justifies the high
ground w-e have taken, boti with refier
ence te the responsibility of directors and
bank officers, and the danger te be appre.
hended by the sharelolders froin collusion
betw-een any of the directors and the
manager ofa bank. When our first article

appeared ive were accused of advocating
a policy se severe, as te reflect seriously an
some of our most respectable citizens. Such
w-as not our intention, nor do w-e believe
that bank clirectors conscious of an honest
discharge of their duty, would place that
interpretation uponi it, but rather court an
investigation, that would unquestionably

prove ticir intogrity. To tie mniserable
decoy director, wiho bas-tors an honourable
naine andti an honest character l'or a few
thousand dollars of unpaid shares, and
owinsg te a reputation for instegr'ity nover
deserved, who decoys the confiding artisan
te siink the few hundred dollars, earned by
the swcat of his brow, and intended for
the education of lis cisildron, or iiduces
the guardian of the widow and orplhan,
te invest thseir osnly means Of support, in
the stock of an institution conceived in
fraud and carried on in iniquity, and
as rotten as the principies of those
who tried to boister it up by syste-
matic lying and deception - te such
creatures we say, (evn ltiougih they
mnigit by sone b considered "I honorable
men,") the prospect of a thorougi investi-
gation into tise position of tieii-banîsks, by
men above bribery, and capable of' per-
formninsg their du ty, mueant detection and
puniishient. AidI "ne acconnnolatiion

te baink directors," ineant a suddei
bursting of the bubbles of bogus manu-
facturing and mining compani-ies, and a
winding-up of' land syndicates, speculat-
ing with the money of shar'holders, thus
abusing a sacred trst. Buit are they not
"I honorable men," whose benefactions are
loudly spoken of' and whose extreme
respectability places thin in a position
where 4l vulgar stealling " could nsot for a
moment b suspected ?

Ionorable men issdeed ! 1 Rather let us
call ioiisebi'eaker's os' higiw-ay robbers,
ionourable mon, as they run the risk of

immnsediate and sever punishiient in
tieir nefarious calling, whilst the decoys
who obtain tie " little ail" of tieir con-
fidinsg dupes, and give in exciaige for
theisr prosperity and happinless, ain equi-
valent in tise shape et' wor-'tiless bank
stock, with its attendants - want and
misery-run no risk of detection, until
their villany is consummsated, and stand
very little chance of puinislhimeint, evei
after tiey are found out.

To the shareiolders of the Mechanics
Bank, we would say: hold a prelimîinsary
meeting, and appoint a comnittee of in-
vestigation at once without any regard te
the wisies or appontments of your direc-
tors, who, to put it in the mildest possible
manner, have proved such miserable
failures as te warrant the wi'thdrawal of
all confidence in their management, and

let that committee have the assistance of
one ci' more competent accountants, fea,-
less men, who will not shield the guilty,
nor consent te the covering up of wronsg
doing, thougli the Il ieavens should fall."
After getting at the facts of tie case, lot
the law be invoked ta secure tise con-
demnation of any te wion the br1'anId of
l accoinplisied swindlers " may belong, re-

gardless of their position or pretensions,
and lot a speedy example be made of all
such deccivers, terrible as the injury they
have doue to an outrageci counnity.

THlE DUTY OF THE PiESS.

Tie power of' the press " foi wcal or for
w'oc "l is se g'e'ally conceded i 0111 day,
that it is only iccessary to mention tise

fouiti estateo" for thougitful imsein to
realize in soie measure the treindous
influence that it wields on ahnost every
sitject et' modern thougit. 'tie latest
cevelopmneints Of applied science, os' the
results of scientific reserch, are ais-
nounsced by the saine issedium that con-
veys intelligence of the estaiblislsnient et'
a frieshs dogisma or' a now cleparture in the
religious world. And whilst histoi-y is
beiig recorded by the journal professing
te reflect the views oi' its munsserous
readess on the leading tapies ci' the d1ay,
tiougis in reality msoulding their thosigits
on these very subjectssolitics is by no
ieans rejected n and it is sonetimies as-
toinishing to sece a Leiv of the more rabid
party dailies lashiig tisesisolves te fury
in their exess of' zoal te accoiiplisi the
injury or ruin of their p olitical oppolnents,
on the mîsost trivial pietext. But it is not
of tie power of the press fron a scicistitie,
s'eligiois, historic os- political standpoiit
that w-e wisi te speak at the proseit
isoincut, but ethe wonderful influence
it exeits for evil os' good in ours finanicial
world, where the reputation it ias gaiiied
for adiering strictly te the truth in its
reports, and its supposed reflection ot' tie
opinions of tie mnost trustworthy financiers
in its ieading articles, gives its sligitest
uttorances i weiglst little dreaieid of by
their writer, anid clothes it with an
authority more te be fearcd tian tiat of
the greatest despot wlio curses Our fair
earth with absolute tyrainy. The filet
that the press of our day possesses this
extraoi'disaiy power is 'ell kisown te
unprincipled stock ganblers, Who, fre-
queitly succeed in getting the msîost
simple 'scts nlsertecd in commsîercial
journals, and in such a distoited formi as
te convey the impression that there is
sonething seriously wrong with a banking
or otier stock company ais whichs they
intend to operate. Ot tiis class of

rumours was the little paragraph in the
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Eoaing Star of the 27th September, ta the

effect tiat same accounts hadi been with-

drawn froi the Merchants Bank and

placed in other banks, " althousgh there

haîd not been any run on the bank so far."

Tlsis Iwas ndoubtedly calculated ta create

a run on that bank, and it is sonewhat

singular or rather a remarkable coinci-

dece, itat at the very time of the publi-

cation of the iijurious ruinaur, an or-

gasnized Cfort was made to depress the

stock of tiat institutn. We can iardly
tltiic that our. contemrsporary vould will-

ingly lend iiinself ta any "stock gamn-
bling clique'' ta further thteir questionable
operations. Suci a thing would be simply
disgracefu l; lut whcther it was the in ten-
tion or not ta play inta the hands of the

" bears "' on tis particular stock, they
accomnplisied thscir object, los' the time
bcintg, in dopressing it, but did not and
will not succeed in getting up a run upon
ane o our best and most liberal banks.
It was the plain duty of the Star ta ascer-
taini accurately as ta whether any run had
takei place or not, and, when il possession
of tise filet that nothinig of the kisid iua
occured, na reforence wihatever should
iave been made ta it, as the very mention
of a run on a banik, or the hint that suchi a
thiig nay possibly occur, in Limes like
the presenrt, is sufficient ta precipitate
such a state of afflairs, and is a course of
conduct tiat ia respectable journalist
would adopt under any circumstances.
The plain duty of the press at present is
nlot ta iold up the spectre ofI "hard times
and worse coming " continually befote
their r-aders,but rather ta ignore, as muscl
as possible, the fact of a sliglht monetary
stringency, and do all in its power ta
bring about a return of confidence ta the
nercantile and banking comnunity. This

is nisdnobtedly requisite ta the prosperity
of tie country, and we shall expect Our
conitemnpo-aries lis future ta avoid " ays
tihat arc dark anud tricks thai arc vain "

and ta labour earnestly ta croate a more
icalthy toue in linancial circles.

PROPOSED INCREASED
PR1OTECTION IN 1THE UNITED STATES.

The Mir. WAIDE aliucitd ta in the ex-
tract given below from the N. Y. Tr'ibunie,
is a leadinîg and infiuentiai member of the
Radical iepublicas party in the United
States. le was formerly governor of the
State Of Ohio, and was for several years
later a prointsent Senator from that
Siltate. He is more noted for iis
ceal, eariestness, and positive will in
te advocacy Of his views, and tise ten-

acity With whici ie adheres ta lis opi-
mionls, thais for a higi order of cultiva

tion or refinsement, for extensive iearning
and enlightensed ability, or for distin-
guishied liberality of sentiment. Never-
thseless, aiongst his party in the Eastern,
MiddIe, and Western sections, lie is, per-
haps, the most patent of any of the old
members of the Radical Republican divi-
sian. Being from the second State of the
Union as ta population and wealths, and
bordering on this Dominion, and havinsg
close comiimercild relations withi Vite Pro-
vinceof Ontario across Lake Erie, htis ex-

pressed opinions are of mare ilnterest ta
the people ai' Canada than those of most
of te politicianss of' the present dominant

party i the Repuiblic. We iave little
doubt tiat lis uitterings betokens the fin-
ancial programme of his party at the next
andI succeeding sessions of' the Federal
Legislature. Cantada ihus forewcaruc<l
should be forcarmliedi

Ie should be inclined ta think that lie
present duties levied ite United States
ais those importeid manufactures which
come into competition with the mai-
ufactures of that country, ranging as
they do (including onerous incidental
charges) from 35 per cent. ta 130 per cent.
ad valorem, ais the prime cost in the for-
eign counitry wiience they are imrported,
would b Iigi enough, ii aill conscience, or
ltie legitimiate protection of the home in-
clustry" of thte Uniteci States. If it be in.
tendedc ta adopt thse "lasnd TLerriapinî" policy
of entirely proiibiting the importation of
ail foreign manufasctures competing wvith
their own, that is another and a diflferent
question. Suci exclusion by plainly ex-
pressed enactinent, in direct and unequi'
vocal terms, would be iore straigt-for-
ward, manly andjust thian seeking ta effect
il indirectly by the sinister mode of tariff
rcgulations. Pirofessing to loreign nations
a disposition ta foster liberal commer-
cial relations and intercourse witi thein,
is hardly consistent iith the enfo-ceineti t
ofonerous and selfisi tariff exactions and
impositions certain ta cripple and embar-
rass, if iot totally ruis and destroy all
such international trade and commerce.

The apologists for the enornously iigli
cluties on imports in the United States,
arc w'ont ta urge the excuse Vtat the re-
demuption of their icavy national debt
makes it necessary. That debt ias caused
in a great degree by the expenses of tlie Se-
cession war, and aIso in na slight measure
by the extravagant outlays in speculative

projects and expensive piblic works, aii in
lthe largo incs-case of oflices and augmen-
tation of official salaries and perquisites
durinsg the decacle w1-hicli has Clapsed silice
Vite war ani likewise by the unexampled
peculations of oìficials anîtd coitractors.
IL is belioved that if a balance sheet

was fairly and filly madeof the finan-
cial condition of the Federal Govern-
ment, it would show that the national in-
debtedness bas been bnt little reduced
since the war closed i 1805. Sound political
economists in the United States and in
other Countries do not hesitate ta express
the conviction that, if the duties levied
on imtports were one-third less in amount,
the aggregate secured ta the Trea-
sury would be one-third more. At pre-
sent tli heavy duties repress importa-
tions. Decrease the duties, and imports
will be inereased and the revenue aug-
miented beyonsd the ratio of the reduced
diuties, anid the noney whereby to dis-
charge the national debt would be in-
creased ini a corresponding degree.

WVo are disposed ta doubt the poiver of
the Ultra-1rotectionists of the U. S. ta
iiduce the present or the next Congress ta
come into the views of LEr. Wade, and
adopt his panacca. There are duiliculties
of a formidable chtaracter attending the
administration of the physie recomnended
hy the political doctors of lis school.
Mansy staple products and articles of
necessity used in manufactures of differ-
ent kinids camat be grown or imade il the
United States. Others are lot produced
in suflicient quantity for the denand of
the home manufacturers; ex. gr. ivool,
and dye, stuffs, and acids employed
iii the manufacture of woollens and
it seeins ta us that this fact should deter
the sound statesmnîs of the Republic fromt
being led astray by selfishi capitalists esi-
gagedi in manufacturinîg, who often seek ta
advance thseir own personal interests,
regardless of the welfare and interests of
the agricultural, mechanical, conmercial
shipping, and other producing andi work-
ing classes equally entitled ta protection
and favor. The idea of any country being
wholly independent of all others, and
producing within: itself aill it needs, is
too fanciful to be realized, and ought to
b discourageid by all good men as selfishs,
uncivilizing and, in fact, both wicked and
absurd.

Wletler the farmers or inechanics and
those engaged il commerce and navigation
andall othersnot engaged in manufacturing
establishîments i the United States will
agrec ta be taxed from 50 ta -150 per cent,
for the superior articles of foreign mansîu-
facture they may wish ta buy,ii preference
ta shoddy Anerican fabrics, under the
pretence that the tax is for " the encour-
agement anid protection of home industry,"
or ta enable the poor working people ta be

given employment, is in our judgment not

a fixed fact. Tie intelligent wool grower
may demand ta be informed w'hy it is that
the raising of sheep and the growing of
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American wool wherewith ta supply the
American woollen manuifactories are not

encouraged ani protected in like manner

and by like duties as those inported for
the benefit of the maniifacturing capital-
ists. The dut.y on foreign wool imported

in the United States ouglit, in justice ta

the agricultural interest, bc the same as
the duty on inanufactured w'oollens. And
a bounty foi' imuportet shep inight well

be passed until an iample supply is ob-

tàiincd in the United States ta mucet the

haine deanid for wool, thereby avoiding
- the necessity of importing foreign wool.

Uitil saie such policy is adoptei it is

mnockery ta style the .Piotectio, systeii of
the United States the I American systen,
and ta urge that it will render the Repub-
lic " independeint of all ather nations."
Such duties in aIll analagous cases should
be levicd, if equality and fairness te all

classes is sougbt ta be attaiied.
The course of tlie Dominion is plain

antd obvions. The L. S. will not permit

us ta idopt the Free-trado doctrine with

r.pect ta them. They constrain us to

resort ta counter protection l'ai' our ownl

industries against thei' impositionîs and
exactions. Il augnenting the Dominion
duties on imports from the U. S. equal ta
those now levied that may be lercafter
levied by that country on Canada products

Or manufactures; and on the prodits or
'InuIufactures of those couitr'ies wehich,
haviig trade or- commerce wiih the Do-
mninion are soUiag I bc carried into

the U. S. from Canadat, our Parliament
ought ta kcep steadily in view' the various
matters above hinted ut, and its policy
ouglit ta be, to aford equal protec-

tion antI encouragement to all Canadian
industries alike. 'Te fliarinr, the Opera-

tor or worlding man, the fisherinan, the

merchant, and those engaged in navigation
and commerce, are all as vell entitled ta
protection and oncourageient against the
illiberal courses of the U. S. towards us, as
arie the inaufacturing capitalists. The
'U. S. cannot justly find fault if ie should
levy the saine duties an imnports fromu

thein ta us as tlhey levy upon oui' exports
ta them. " Wlhat is good sauce for' the
goose is good sauce foi the ganetii." If
tiey do no 't regard tic fact of our being a
neigihbouring political comniunity, In saine
degree necessarily conected with the,,
and our interests in many respects on
that account idenitified with theirs inore
than with inany other countries, as of any'
moment, so b it. We can only take the
saime course.

But il all cases, and at all tiins we oight
ta seduilously kecp in view tue priciple
tlat laws, ta be juSt, shouild iflord equal
encouragement andi protection to every

species of iiidustry. We are disposed ta
entertain e. favorable opinion of a sugges-
tion that we have lcardi made, tiat special
enactinents securing ta the operator or
wor'kingnainn oirn manufactoiles at lcast
aportion of the benefit of such protect-
ing imîîpost, instead of allowing the mau-
facturing capitalists ta receive aIll the bon-
efit. Sucli Iaw-s would be salutary and efli-
caciots of good. And at the saine time
the uinost care shoutil be taken ta steer
clear of doing injury ta our navigating and
shipping interests, and ta our foreign
traie and commeirc othier thin with
the United States whicl, we iepeaît, arc
quite as important as the interests of' the
inaifctui-ing capitalist ofany article, and
w'lich arie fully as valiable iidustrics, and
give einployment te as inany workingnen
and use as mucli capital, as do nmn'uifac-
turcs ; nor should the faiscre, lisheriman,
ai' lnuberinan be overilookedi.

Those seeds are sown, aio ratier loosely
scattered, withl a sliglt hape that tlicy imay
be nurîî'tured and produce soine fruit, in
the United States as 'ell as in Canali,
anId perhaps aid in defeating Mlfr. Wade's
piject.

" Ex-Sonator B. F. Wado of Ohio ivas in-
vited ta malte aild-fashione tariffspeech
at Youngstown, Ohia, the other day, but lie
deciined ou account of ill icalth. In uis
letter he said: 'Tlie oily cause for pro-
sent evils is the îvant of' ahigli protective
tariff. This w'ould enable lis ta do our
own work, and it is the only reieudy for
flie thoisands now out of work and who
can find no employment. No nation over
hadi a better currency tian we lave now,
anid no relief will comle from any attempt
ta change it. Wliat wve walnt is t) do oui
own work at hone. Look et France,just
ont of the most disastrous and expensive
Vai's knowin to Iiistory, and ta the enormîous
indennity she cihad ta pay ta Gerinainiuy.
What mir'ac!c in lier belialf enabled liai'
ta pay it ai sa soa in gold ? 1t was be-
caulse France tdoes all he' wi'ork aît home,
and consequently owes nothing abroad.
We shouîld have a tarif' on all foreign
fici'y talit vould make ouir foals ant
voild-be aristocracy open tliir eyes. If
any mani or iwoman desires ta liv in a
style beyond the skill of' our aown work-
men, l-t theim py for thei' vani ty. But
the Republican party have becone weak-'
lueed ou this sibject, and teicy do not
pronounce tue w'ord protection above
theii. breath. Oh, for the firinnes, cour-
age, and ionesty 'of olt llenry Clay.'

OFFIcIAL sTATEMENT OF TnE iA, s.-Our
reiders have w oidered, no douibt, that the

ilonthly oflicial stitement of the banks acting
undcir charter in Ciala did not lppear in our
clumîus last week. We refrained from publisli-
ing it solely because we discovere somle incon-
sistenîcies lin the stateient is publisiil in the
oflicial Gazelle, and ci makiing further examina-
tion, it was fiuid Iliat the errors w'ere of such a
character,that, if they were wiuiely dissemiiinted,
the consequences ta two of our most respecta-

ble baniks might prove injurious, mure especially
in these timhes Of fiinicial rumiors and cenise-
quent distrust. We were sorry to see ilmt such
serious imiistilkes should occur and issue froml
Ottawa, witlh all the sanction appertaining to
oflicial iuithority, but we were soeiilwhat iston-
islhed to fiîid se iany of our commercial
contemporaries re-publishing it, errors and ail.
It is to be boped that the iron will not ciler
their seuls so deeply in future it the sound of
the clipping shears of this palper. If our
rildiers will refer ta the following items in the
statement of the Exchange lBank, as iilblislhed
in these time-lhonoured journals, they will
obserre the nature of the serious errors tim
proiulgated without detection and correction:
" Notes, &c., overdue aund not specially secured"'
(rtihier a bai showing for the Bank if it were
truc), "notes and bills discoîunted and cur-
renît," and "overduie debts seciured.' The
Dominion Bank was madle to show nearly tirce
millions iunder " Loan te Corporations " whlile
"notes and bills discouited and current ' were
oily 521,100, and its condition as to "lotes,
&c., overduIe, anid not sIceciatlly secured," was
as enviable as that of the Exchange llank was
deplorable!

NEW YORK DRY GOODS TRADI.

A New York reporter wlio lias spent several
days past in feeling the puise of the trade of that
City, writes as follows :- The stagnation itat
lias existed in the dry goods trade for several
years owing ta panices in the ioney market,
higli tariffs and other causes, as is well Iniown,
has caîused numerous failures of old houses And
led to IL gencral feeling ofîalarn in the cointry.

Last year rasi markeld by il large numîîîîber of
faiiiIiires of dry goods importers anîd jolbers, und
during ifie spring an] sumnimer the impression
lias grown in conmmercial circles that there
were breaikers ahead; tiait the suîspenîsions of
lest year were likely to be followel by manvîîîy
othars this fIhl and winter.

It is gratifying te lkinow' lhat such aL calaiity
is notl at all likely to occur.

We ire surprised, as will also le the reader, te
find that all the fecrs Of those Who looked for a
crusil in flic market ire groundless, and that at
no tfime wi thin a period of five yeairs has the
dry goods aiiriet presented al mer-' gratifyinîg

exiibit or al better prospect for the future. Ail
importers and jobbers agree tlat the mairlket
lias. revived beyond the expecatious of the
most sanguine, that the volume of transactions

is greater this fall thali for iianiy years, that
credits are uinusually good, that buyer plroPt-
ly imcet tileir obligatios, that iiporters bave
inauîgurated al policy ai' conservatisin and onîly
imported barely suflicient to mîect tlhe demîalds
of trade, that prices arc down, and, in short,
that there is a sound, leal thy market anl IL
feeling ofsceurity in all branches of tle traide.
This is certainly gratifying intelligence tlIt
should satisfy the I croaker " class, who ever
naintlîain tat business is îunisettled and a paiiie

immîîîîincent,that they lire not correct baromieters of
business prospects. IL would be futile te
atteplit te enter into a lengthy discussion f the

causes that hIVe led te this sIuidden and gratify-
ing revirIal o the dry goods business, and the
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probable revival of other branches 0f trade that

nove in symiîpathy witlî t. llut ainPllg the many

It is more mîarked, of course, on those Iles of
goods taint are styled -' off-color, " or iundesir-
able either as to colors or style. Owing to tlic
discovery by heavy importers of a disposition
on lie part of consimlers to patronize hoe
li anuîîfacitures, and the fiet tît the mjills and
ioms of N\cw England have been yeaîrly bring-
ing their mîatuîfactures up) tio c standard lwhere
tiey eni compete with forcigni miantifacturers,
the impo Mrations ilus year are not as large as
they have been in previons years. This ias led
to a firmness in the market on inporteil goods,
and a conîtiilance of last yetr's prices onî all
lesirable articles. While the imîporters do not

agree as tio the shrinikage in lrices on varions
lnes of goods there ean bic o donht 1 at the
following is a fair average estimuate on domtes-
tics:-

auctioners and the " breaks "-h y large bonses,
Who, te force the market and te stimiîuîlîtte btusi-
ness, mark aî particular invoice down to or be-
low actual cost,soie retailers are enabled to SOI
away elow ohliers. This isshlown ln the cotton
salesby Il. 1. Claflinî & ou., tiat caused suclh a
omtoition in the market last week. These

" breaks" are principally in douiestic mianti:ac-
tires of att lunsaleable or undesirable quality or
style, and do not extend ta importations to any
great extent.

In sine retail houses certain goods were fbund
thirty lier cent. less thtan last yetr's prices iii
otilers the saie goods were beld ate declinue of

ten Or twelve, in anotier t a decline of fifteei
or twenty lier cent. Somie firais scei to have
been taking adviaintige of Il breaks " and al-
tions, aid, therefore, have narked prices down
and do a " driving " trade, while those VhIo
have niot tiaken ucli chances lave narked tiieir
goods accordingly ait a figure nîetrer last year's
rulings.

TIE FAILURES OF THE PAST TIiREE
MONTIIS.

The following table exhibits, says the
Times, flic results of the failires of the past
therce mîonths, seo flr ts the balance shects
hitherto publislied reveai them It is not a
complcte list, but the miajority of the more in-
portant firums lire lere included. Of those
about which there are as yet lno particulars the
maost conspicuious aire Fothergill & Hankey,
Satderson & Co., and Yontig, B3ortliwick &
Co. Regarding the first of tliese we are told
that the assets depeud tipupo whether a public
company catn be formîîed for working the valu-
ible mines cand works owned by lie lirmi. If
capital can e fround te do this, [lie estate niy,
it is said, pay in full-thatt is, if the shareliolders
will take ui tlic firm's litbiliies-buiît i forced
sale imiglt yield almîîost nothing. The liabili-

ties are about £t,250,000. The other two lirns
are the discount louses brouglht down by Foth-
ergill & Ulnlkey and Alexander Collie respect-
tively, and ihicr actml position cantnot yet be
shown because te good many of the ir bills have
not, yet comte to maturity, and becaus tlic
bankrupt estates on which they ranik have not
yet beie realised. Sanderson's estate is lnt
explectel to turn out well i the creditors lliay
get 2s or 2s 6d in the pouniti. Youang, Borth-
wick k Co.'s iasts are, we hear, evein less sub
stantial. It appears thai the cCapital of ilis
firmwaias netarlyifnliit quitcali hldî by thie batik of
Eîigland tis ilargin con advances at the tile of
its stoppage, and that mtoney leing flirfeited,
there is littile left for the ordiiary creditor ot
of tlie estate itself. Sandersoi's estate, on the
other hatînd shows a better stiate of tîlairs lital
would otherwise have bien lthe cac, iirouglh
their aliving in hand a considerable deposit
fron Futhergill, rHinikey & Ca., whiich tlit
lirmi forfeited whei it faiiled. The liabilities of
hie tventy-line firms whose baince-sheets are

simmtîîaarisel bIlow tiamiouent to £L,306,656,
against assets of £1,493,000, excltisive of
£59.,000 which is iarked "doibi fuil" At the
best, therefore, these staîtemenits show anî abso-
ilute loss cf somîîething like :£5,000,000, and it
iiy well bc niuch more. The Collie group ls,
as miglt be expected, lite worst, firmts coeîiiict-
ed wi li ils ventures hiving fidled for £3,831,000,
against whiclh onlly £839,000 good assets cain
be set, the £551,000 Il doubtfl " beinîg ivorlh
probably next, to nothing, consisting tas it does
inî great part of claiis igainst the Aiericain
Governement, which, so far as we know, were
never admitted by it. It wcill bc well, indeed,
if the "good " assets prove good to the aimont
set down. If we inclide the probable deficit of
a couple of millions on the iner firms'estaites,
and on these naied above-whichi is probtably
much withiin the iark, tlic nominal liabilitics
oafthe two discount bouses and Fothergill &
Iankey. alone reaching over ten muillions-we

shall arrive at £7,000,000 las the net soin of float-
ilig capital lost through the recent collapse. It
nay bc found to be acetually £10,000,000 to
£12,000,000 wlient all the losses of country
bouses and of fims that have ot falede are
taken iito accouent i but, es itiated at its sinall-
est, there is a very heavy stum for even a wealthy
commercial coninnity like ours to lose. That
the loss lias been Iitierto sustained without
any suspension of credit is very strong testi-
niony to tlie essential stability of the institu-
tions upon whicLI it hias chiefly fallen. Takaein
ii conjunction with the exceeding clcapness
ofnmoncy now, we should Say hibat two things
seemecd to bo proved by tle faet that su heavy
a loss lias been borne without any serious straiai
Oi crenit-that there is an Caen ot s accumula-
tion of wealt io e mc cployed, and tait before
the crash taille an amont iuîîch beyond tlhat
r elresenltel by the subsequent losses was ei-
ployed in vecry dangerous business. If the legi-
timate business of the country can n1ow b idone
oi so much less capital that in Spite of losses
lilke thesc money cain hardly finIl a borrower,
this would secn to bc conîcluîsively proved.
Somîe, however, question hilether enougli ac-
connnîîodatioti is niow beinlg givien to trade, and
we have received a ,t-rong coiplaint fromte Man-
chester [o the effect ulîî the London banikers
will no langer discouit Manchester bills, how-
ever good they uty be, bectause Collic professed
to be a lanchester ierclît nt. If [lit lbe the case,
no doubt the bankers are umîling at itistake, but
oi the whole we should say it is ounly the big ad-
ventures thatare at presen t tabooed. Siall gen-
uine trade bills find no0 diflicilty in getting dis-
colnted, althougi, as a rule,stcli discouînting is
done at raîtes mîuehî abuve the lresent Batik of
Entland minimum. If the batiks werc to fbr-
bid aîltogether dangerous comnitmients on vent-
tures uiiba cked by capital, such lis they bave
sil'ered by, tlie comiu nity wouîld have pur-
cliasel future stîbility ilt a very cheatp figure,
lieavy thotgh tiese lusses bc.

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NOVA SCOTIA COAL TRADE.

Our readers have alrcady been made aware
that meetings of tie coal mine owners of the
Provinces have takzen place, to devise somle
action to improve, if possible, tihe condition,
of the coal trade-cither by the imposing of
a duty on the coal coining fron the United
States, or by securing the abolition of the
duty collected on Provincial coail entering
the United States. On Tlukrsday last ansother
meeting was held ai Stellarton, N. S., and we

learn that the meeting was attended by the
leading managers and represcntatives of the
several coal mines in the Province. We un-
derstand thait vas resolved tiait application
should bc made flor tle remssission of the roy-
alty now charged on coal by the Local Legis-
lature, tise revenue to the Local Treasusry be-
ing made up) by the Dominion Goverimsîent
on the samne principle as the lumber dies in
New, Brunswick were provided for. It was
also agreed that the Dominion Goverînment
should be ieiorialized to impose a duty ou
Anthracite coal imnported froms abroad. Tise
question of tIse prefcrencee t proscont given te
the loading of steaners wse discussed, and it
was agreed tiait a mnethod should be adopted
by whici steamers shouîld only obtain such
preference tu a certain limsited extent.

.it certainly [aippears strange, if not un-
fair, tiait Anerican coal is admitted into the
British Provinces frce of dud1, while Provin-
cial coai coming te the Unlited States is
charged with a duty of seveinty-five cents
per tont, gold. There cas be hardly any
danger that Amenrican Bitumninois coals will
Jose grounsd in the Eastern States by tise
abolition of this duty, if wo may judge front
the Statistics :-In tihe years 18,54 te 1S85
tiere was no duty imposed cn Provincial
coail coming into the United States.-From
Junie, 1854, to Marchs, 1800.-The sales made
of the coal raised and receilpts at United
States ports was as below:

THE USE OF NARROW CGAUGE
R'AIhiROADS.

They begin te alk of railroails don in
Mexico, ani- the .lexicins sce tise importace
of building t lisse te coinInect with our rail-
road systei, to gis-e tihemî access with tieir
products to outr markets, s wiell as ensable
ihemî to obtain ours msore clheaply. At tise

same time the value of iaîrrows gauge roads
begins Once smsre te be discussed. It is doubt-
ft if the iarroe gausge is suitable for a trsun
linc whici has reasoiable expectations of ia
great and constaut trailie ; thoigli there are
iot wsaIting exiiced railroal men who
assert that three-foot gauge is the best fur
all railrsal. lowever that iay be, there
is i doubLt hiat for branch lines for railroads
in sparscly settled districts and for inessîs toin-
ous coutries tie iarrowe gauge is the best.

But the truti is lint we do net yet kiow
all about the use aind the economvy of the irois
track. It is s tremnious machine, whichl
we have Leguns te use isi a crude and, as will
bye-and-bye be liscoverel, a costly way. Tise
economy of evei the isost costly railroad over
such common roads as this country has, or in-
deed over any comnmon road, is so great tiait we
la'vehiastensed to extedil the crude system wsithout
stopping te consider how the greatest economy
miglht ie effected. For a long time it w-as
thouglt that a six-foot gauge was preferable
te a leouîr-footeigit; and when the Pacific
Railroad was plintnsed there was a vigorous
atteipt te male that a six-foot gauge. Nosw
iowever, the Erie company will, as soon as
thsey can borrow moiney to do it, narrow tieir

gauge because they ctnnot compete writh tlieir
rivals on other teris.

Il is not probable hait any important line in
the country will be altered to a snarrower tisan
the preseiît ruling gauge ; but it is very likely
thiat iereafter branch lines will be built con a
three-foot or even a two-foot-aisd-a-ilsf gnauge
and if this systeis is Once begun many local-
ities imay gain the great convenience and
advantage of ai railroad coiniection whicih are
nowi writhoit ; for a niarros gauge road, ssitli
liglht iron, net intended for higi speedi, inay
bc rin as common roads are, up) and downu
hill, at se saving of great sumis in cuttings
and other engineering extravaigaices. Tise
comnmon desire te go ait top speed hais done
musssclh to hindser the extension of iiarrow gauge
and econsomsietil iron tracks-N.'.ape.

AN INSURANCEI BOMBISflEhb.

Tise serenity of the Convention of Insurance
Coissioniers and Superintendents in Newî
York was uînpl casantly distirbLed by Commis-
sioner Johnt A. Fincli, of indiana, who quietly
dropped a bomsîbslell plump into tie msidst Of
the body. %'hien Mr. Finch's turn came to
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speak he made a compact, logical argument,
intended to show his colleagues the errors un-

der wlich the wiole system of Life Insurance

has been laboring for many years past. He

coitended that the contract for life insurance

is the niost one-sided known in business ; that
it biids the policy-holder as with a chain of

rivetted steel, and ie Company as vith a rope
of sand ; fint the coipanies have every ad-
vantage of the policy-holder in regard te pay-
ilents of dividlends, the satisfaction of claims,
the sclection of agents and solicitors ; that ie

responisibility for contracts is shifted from
solicitors to general agents, from geieral agents
to the colipanies, and fromt hie comipanies back

again ; that the Coiipalies " sit in a shiatdow of
mystcry and speak in technical phrases," and

thit when a policy is forfeited or lapses frot
any caise, " ic holder receives what the coin-
pany graciously will give."

This is a Stern indictiment, striking ait the root
of the preseit system of conducting hie Life
Instrance business. By way of remnedy, Mr.
Finli proposed the passage of a iiw generil
law, whicli shall iake ail life policies non-for-
feitable ifter the first payeiicit; comipel the

companies to be responsible for the acts of ac-
credifing agents and solicitors; permit lin de-

fence ait laIw for fraud in aapplications ifter the
lapse of five years ; and mIcake a contract betveenî
company and iolder as binding ifs anîy other
contract. This proposition is sufliciently sw-eep.
inig to stir the m hole Life [nsurance interest to
its founidation. It wl I please flie great muss of
people who are policy-lioldlers-nid it will dis-

please a good mîanîy of the coipaniies who have
figured conspictioisly fin the law courts in con-
tests ove'r claims. Bui, considerin g the fact thuat
tiiere arc it the State of New York ilone more
tbian 800,000 hiolders of life policies in the dif-
ferent grades, and the additional fte that this
vast arimly of the prudent are fisured to flic
anount of S2,000,000,000, the nelw departure
suggested by tfie Indiana Coimiiîissioier be.
contes at once a sibiect of poilmlar iiterest.
The bold defence of the policy-holders vill
natirally imake Mr. Finch the leader in a new
agitation. Tlhtur il te Brooklyn Arglus. The
following conments on the Same subject are
rom flic New York 1/lcrald :

The stability of lite ilsirance is of suchi
extremîîeî importance to the liundretds of thon-
sands of famiilies who depend in a grealter or
less degrce uîpon it for security against suddcn
poverty or dire iisfortune that ini iosI Of ouir
States coiiiiissioners, who ouglit to be and
oftenest are scilled imleil, are appointel to ivatch
over the mnafigemfient of coiIp)anîies, to exanine
thior assets frOn time to tine and to prohibit
coiesIIicc not solvent or dloing business in al
unsatisfoactory wa:y fromt enterinîg the State.
Aside froi this safegimird the coipetition of

coM ailies, the wlatchifuluess of actuaries and

tlc occasional investigation of stockliolders,
Whli are gelerally the iisured, all Combine to
keejp the Managers of conipanies on their guard,
to force them to adopt improvemenis and to
lead themîî to iaintain a coiservative course in,
al flic dctails of tieir business, which is tleir
Ilighest duty.

Every Imanît w'h kIceeps a witchfiil eye on the
iiiinagCiiient of this great interest dos a

public Ser-vice, and sich a meeting as that of
the Insurance COomissionners cf difier-iitStates,
which lias been in session in this city for soete
days, is of great importance. The address of
Mr. Fincih, of Indiana, will probably attract a
gond del of attention, but somte of fils views
will be contested b inost of flic actuaries and
other experts. ie errs, it Scms to us, in
iimaking fthe interest of the comipianiies hostile to
liosc of' the iistired. Ili fact , mîost of the life

iiistraince companlies of this cointry are now
condicted on th m tual system, in wlhich the
companyis muanaged for the bendlit of the
assured and not for tiltt of stockholders. le
appears to thiiil that soie wroig is done to
persois insiiriig ileir lives, becaiuse a great
iany of tiem discontinue tlicir payments. t
as they iistire volintarily and drop their iisuir-
aice at will also it is diflicult to sec liow tihey
are wroiig except by their own voluîntary act.

iIr. Finch seems also to reverse the positions
of the assuirCd and the iisirers. In fact, the
pcrsoin who desires to insure fis life is flie
applicant ; ie has IL iiiiiibier of companies to
clioose fron; lie lias the opportiuity to examine
the conditions on wiieh they will grant
assurance.and if ais .Mlr. Finil asserts and ils
IIIIy be true, solicitors somicinfuies iiake I iidiue
aid ufi itair refresent aifos,' it ls the place of
the iisirer to iniake diîe inquiry, as in any
other business transaction. The Solicitor is nîoît
a Servant of' the insurance comlipaniy, and iiany

coimipanlies oIeIIlV ste that they vill nîot be
leld reponîsible for the retreseati ions or

promises of suehl peIsons. For the retuîrii madle
by a niedical examiner of the condition of' ii

insured person wre beliee the companies arc
leld respniIsible, as they ouglit to o. IL nay
bh idded thit life iisirance Coipanies are very
averse to disputing the parîyient of a claiin, be-
cautse it brings theii infto ili foc'r:r wvith the
public. Nothiig woild so qui ckhly cripple a
company ais he fact that it freqiently hesitated
to pay claimîis or dispited tieif. But tILe pri-
Vate history of any of the great comîpinîies ;vill
show that tlicy ire ablost coistantly the
objectives of swindlcrs, who attempt to obtain
ioney by fraudulent inuîcîrance claims, and it

is a duty whiicli managers owe to tlheir con-
stittients to be on tlcir guard against such
atteiipts.

Mr. Finch's suggestion that afi'er five annual
iaymieis have becnimade a cilompany shoild

be debarred froi pleading false representaitions
by ai insurer is pirobably sound. Such a
regiulation woild Put ipon the Companies flie
just respoinsibility of satisfyiig theimselves
hit fihe repreeitations male are accirate, and

woutild remove a calise of dispute which it is
but fair to have settled while the insuired is
alive to defend his inîterest. But, as we said
before, life inîsu rance colipiiiiies are very loatl
to dispute claimîs, and, vlein tiey do, juries are
vcry apt to give a verdict agnlîîst Iliem unîless
a clear case of frauîd is proved.

Charlottetown has a series of grievances
wlich the Hlerald of that city describes thus :

becoies chealip aid agreeable. WC slouîld not
forget to mention the shoals of agents and
trVe'ilers taIt freiieit Our coasts. They comle
froi every point of tIe coimpass ; they solicit
orders for every imaginable article of iierchari-
dize."

A t present it is a rare thing to see a new
well going down on any of tic oli territories,
the old is left for better. For the beneit of hie
town we hope to sec operctors back to hie
old territories again.

EMIIGRATIOx FROM cEiAND.-Tihe la'l Mall
Gazente notices soite interesting information
lately publisied in Iceland as to he increase of
eiigration front that country. Duîring the last
thirty years the population off Ieland hias grownr
fron 50,000 to 70,000, and it is now too large to
obtain suflicient maintenance in the island, so
tliat cmigration las becomne a iccessity. An
Icelandic immigration society waus formîed at
the beginning of last year in the Nortli Amteri-
cati Stite of Wisconsin, where there have for
souie lime benli a t'ew iundred Icelandic set-
tiers. This Society, ait the instigation of its
secretary, Joint Olafson, propossd to found ait
Icclandic colony in the territory Of Alaska, and
made an application to he Goveriment a
Washington on uithe subject. The result was
thait three icelanders, Johnt Olafson, Ol'a Olaf-
son, inid Patil Bijoriisoi-obtiiiiied at free pas-
sage fron the Goverinient to Alaska in order
to survey tlie country and iialke prieparations
for its colonization. On the 15th of Septeimber
Inst the1y left Sait Francisco, and arrived oit
the 14th of October at the mouth of the Cook
river, where they landed. They werc not, how-
ever, satisfied with eiLlier the climate or the
soil of this district, ined they consequently pro-
ceceled to lie Island of St. Pali, where there is
good pasture aînd a considerable region of fer-
tile land. The locality seînee d to Johnt 01afsou
to prescnt so mancy advantages tliat lie ai once

retuirned and madle ad most fiavourable report to
the Governiment of the suitability of the island
for an Icelandic colony. The two other eiis-
saries, however, reiained at St. Paul, to msale
themselves more thorougliy atcquaîîinted with
its cliiate. They returnei to San Francisco
a short tiie ago, and tlie rawness of the wiiter
in Alaska seems to have so cooled their enthu-
siasn that they now strongly deprecate tise
idea of sending Icelandic Selliers there, and
iave reconunîîîended to hlie immigration Society
tait immigrants should be advisei to settle Oic
hie northern coasts of Aiicrica.

prepared. ConsiderabIle doubt lits beel ex-
pressed whether the pilchard and i the sardine
are ilenticali but, Ile question would appear
to have been settled in the afliriative, for tle
lish prepared by the aboe-named company tire
flilly eqiuail in flavour te the best sardines imiî-

ported fron France. Thle fislh tre beheaded
atnd cleaned, andîî nfter being cured aire placed
in tins, which are filled tit with li best olive
oil and hermetically sealed. Both large and
siall fislh are prepîared in this way, he former
being called "l Pilchards in oil," and hie .latter
l Coruisli sardines, and both formt a very valet-
uble addition to the food produce of Lite country.

Up to lte present time pilchards lave lcou

alinost unknown beyond the limits of Devoin-
shire and Cornwall, except that quantifies are
anniially exported to Italy in a salted condition
under lie naine of " fumadoes," whicl has bheen
corrupted into " fair mnaids,"' and an immiense
waste or food lias folio wved, in consequence of
hie want of' somte meanus of preparing the pIl-
chard for the Englisli market.
