-THE cigarette has found friends at last. This death dealing
whisp of a amoke has been seriously considered by the Medico.
Legal Society of New York. The gist of the papers is to the
effect that the atories of harm done by cigarettes are fictions or
gross exaggerations; that they contain no opium, arsenic or
other poisons, but are the best pure tobacco (1.0925 grammes
each) wrapped ln pure paper (0.038 grammes); that they never
caused a case of insanity; and that they are simply injurious ln
the same way and to a corresponding extent as other forma of
tobacco. These statements are supported by certifcates of phy-
sîclans and by reviews of special cases of insanity charged to
cigarettes, showing that the insaity had matured Independently
of them..

-GLOUcEsTER fishermen object to the U.S. conceding Canada
the duty on fish on the plea that free fish will demolish the
Gloucester fishing industry, which besides the money loss would
rob the country of a valuable nursery for the navy. To this the
N.Y. "Journal of Commerce" replies that the removal of sails
from war vessels has greatly reduced the importance of seamen
and made it possible to use a large proportion of landsmen in
manning the navy." We cannot get concessions," it says, '. from
Canada without making concessions in return, and the free fish
concession, which is a concession to our consumera as well as to
the Canadian fishermen, would be unfavorable to a very limited
interest here, and would be extremely welcome to the Dominion."

Basle correspondence referring to ribbon fashions for next

year says :-Fashion for the coming spring and summer appears
to be inclined to neglect the novelty samples sent eut, in favour
of rich plain millinery qualities, mostly ln wlde widths, and ln
such goods manufacturers are heavily engaged for a considerable
time to come. Thon, again, smooth-faced faille tout soie, moire
antique, and coloured double faced satin varieties have been
largely pushed forward by large Basle manufacturers. Such
goode now appear to obtain preference for the coming season for
trimming and millinery purposes. This is especially so as re-
gards the German market. England has been producing freely
of late; but America and other foreign makets have so far not
gone beyond average quantities. It is anticipated, however.
that as the season progresses, these customers will become more
active buyers. As regards prices, all ribbon varleties above re-
ferred to have been able to secure a gradual advance without
much difficulty.

GROCERY NOTES.

Importers and jobbers in the tes trade lu New York are taking
steps te organize a Tea Importera and Brokers' Board, Referring
te the benefits the tea trade could derive from proper organiza-
tion, the convener of the meeting said : " The tea trade bas
been .only a mass of separate atomus. Ilence in the race of life
other interests have shown far butter results; tea has suttered
more than any. 1 can remember wlen there were about 65
louses who were elther importera or jobbors. Of these about
ten of their direct successors still remain te tell the tale; aud
about tlfteen more established since make about twenty.five who
take the place of the 65. That is a more disastrous loss than our
war with Spain. The absence of organization has worked untold
injury. If a railroad shouîld choose to deliver our teas in a
smnashed and unmerchantable condition we could write our in-
dividual protesta, which had little force, and be told that nothing
could be doue for us; while il the secretary and president of the
Tea Importera and Brokers' Board should tell thatcompany that
this injustice mnust cease or otherwise all the importers in tiis
city would ship, by another route, the stmasled teas would b
coopered." M ontreal tea men could proiltably go and do like-
wise. Want of hartmony is working nisdhief with the toit busi-
ness here. One of the tirst things that could be doue would be
te put an end to pedrling importing. With every " Tom, Dick
& Hlarry" bînylng direct from Mincing & Rood Lane, the regular
importer is getting more of a figureiead in the tea business
every day.

According te statistics furnished froin lime te tlime by the Cali-
fornia Raisin Grocers' Association, there la apparently a stock of
raisins suflcient to last for some time. Taking figures gleaned
from letters and statements of differant dates the crop of 1897
was in excess of requirements, as In an address to the Association
rocently its president stated that 1,000 cars of 1897 crop were
shipped out in the fall of 1898.

miore by 300 cars than was apparently used in 1897-8 througiout
the vear. The advanced'prices on the coast based on a short
crop have apparently been based entirely on the crop of 1898
without regard to carry-over froi 1897, or average consumption.

The effect of the duty upon tea in the U.S. has been to greatly
decrease the withdrawals'of tea fron wareiusteo for consump-
tion. This lu probably due to the oporation of two related causes
-the large withdrawals in anticipation of the duty and the hand-
to-mouth nethod adopted by wholesalers and retailers regarding
their supplies since the duty took offect on June l3th last. The
actualcollections of duty for the tive months ending with Nov-
eiber have been nearly $1,250,000, or at the rate of about $250,-
000 per month. The withdrawals of tea for consumptien upon
which these duties have been collected have been only a littie
more than 12,000,000 pounds, or at the rate of a little less than
30,00,000 pounds per year. The actual importations of tea dur-
ing the calendar year 1896 were 83,987,665 pounds valued at $10,-
753,254, and the importations of 1897 were 99,708,133 pounds
valued at $13,445,080. Su that ilt will be seau that the duty when
consumption reaches the average mtaximui will earn consider-
able revenue. There is said te be ne probability of the abolition
of the duty for the next 18 months.

HARBOJR ELEVATORS.
The requirenents for the export trade of the coun-

try are niaturally forcing attention to the question of
storage and elevators in Montreal. This is not a local
question, but rather one in which every Canadian pro-
ducer is interested.

There is a general agreement of opinion that in-
creased accommodation must be provided for the trade
which is contintuously increasing. It is now admitted
that Montreal should not only be a place for tranship-
nient of produce but that it should be an entrepot for
the caretaking of the products of the country, aceumu-
lating, as they nust do at sone point, to' await the
opening of navigation.

As regards grain elevators, nixed ideas prevail as to
who shouîld construct thcmn--whether they should be
bu-ilt by private enterprise or bilt and owned by the
Ilarbouro0nmmissioners. Much miglt besaid in fa'vour
of either view. It is desirable in all such cases that
private enterprise, which is generally. caleulated to
invite wholesone competition, should have the prefer-
ence ; but situated as we are hore now it iniglit be in
the general interest for the Hiarbour Board to build and
run the proposed elevators,-as has been strongly
urged-if suitable sites could be fonud within the
jurisdiction of the board, but not otherwise.

The proposition that elevators should be placed on
the new piers-when built, is an unfortunate one. On
the surface, looking at a paper plan,_it.may look-feaiible
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but it is simply delusive and only calculated to divert
attention 'from what is really practicable. Leaving
out other objectionable features, such as using the bar.
bour space for purposes for which nature lias better

provided at no cost, the idea of building elevators on
an insecure foundation is so contrary to common sense,
that it must be fatal to this project.

The question of high or low level 'wharves is pro-
bably not yet settled. If the former is adopted
there will be in the new wharves a mass of made
ground to a depth of 55 to 60 feet. This will be made
up of all kinds of mixed iaterial fron quicksand
to boulders dredged from the river, and will therefore
have an irregular bearing power even if iL did not rest
on a bed of quicksand at the.bottom of the water,as in
most cases it would do. Apart froum that feature this
immense mass of made ground will only be- confined
by cribwork to repress the lateral pressure fromn the
superincunbent weiglt of a large elevator building
with the enorlions weight of its contents added ; this
will at once show the unwisdom of such a proposition.

Ifcarriei out itcould only end ina lamentable failure,
if not a catastrophe. The recentcalamitous collapse of
a large gas tank iii New York should be a warning in
connection with this elevator question. The enquiry
into that matter is not yet closed, but suflicient h'as de-

veloped to showthat in the opinion of competent men,
tie Stone fouidation supporting the steel frame of the
tank was built on made ground which, yielding to the
pressure put upon it, had to give way.

Beyond all this the fact remains that elevators
placed on the new piers would not be suitable for win-
ter storage. From their position they would be inacces-
sible for the railroad companies. When once the wiin-
ter set in, and during the early winter and spring floods,
they would always have froma five to ten feet of water
over the wharves on whiclh they would rest.

With the natural sites provided at both the east and
west end of the harbour for these trade facilities, it
would seem to be folly to advocate unsuitable ones.
Sucli a course would tend only to retard any progressive

movement by private parties or companies.
Nature lias provided sites for all such purposes at

both the west and the east end of the harbour. Perhîaps
no'better or more advantageous position for grain eleva-
tors ean be found thaii the space between the Lachine
Canal and the Windmill point wharf. On one side the
water borne freight could be discharged into the eleva-
tors and f rom the sane building be delivered by gravi-
tation into the holds of sea-going vessels lying at the
wharf and easily .accessible by rail at all seasqns. At
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the east end the high batiks of the river being above
flood level, offer equal facilities and advantages for all
the trade that is bound to come to Montreal through
existing lines, whose natural termination is the east
end, and other and new lines that will inevitably seek to
have a similar termination.

No special advantage could possibly be derived from
having elevators placed on the wharves, and yet they
would occupy space that will bave cost from four to
five dollars per square foot. No matter where the
elevators are placed, in ail probability the greater part
of the grain vill have to be taken to the ship iii lighters
as is done in.great ineasure at the present time.

The regular lines have their berths and sheds all
located, and ià is not likely that they will take their
vessels to the elevators in the future any more than
they have done in the past. IL is cheaper to lighter the
grain than iove the vessel and interfere with the load-
ing of general Cargo. That has been ·the experience
here so far, and it is the experience lof the great port of
New York.
-Tle~ cll should be for elevators and storage bouses

accessible ail the year round, and yet so placed that
grain may be spouted direcut into vessels of any kind
afloat. These requirements cannot be provided on the
new wharves. They must of necessity be providced on
land, suitable sites for which are to be found at both
ends of the harbour.

THE JOINT H[GIH COMMISSION.
One thing is positively known in regard to the Joint

Hligli Commission at Washington, which is, that no
final agreement lias been arrived at in the matter of
reciprocity. The prospect of an early settlement of
this knotty question is not bright. Anierican papers
are complaining of the " obstinacy"> of the Canadian
Coumissioners. This is usually the case -when .two
parties are unable to agree. The one juryman who re-
fused to accede to the verdict agreed upon by his eleven
colleagues said : "I never met sucli an obstinate set of
men in my life." Probably the Canadians are thinking
much the sane of their American fellow com-
missioners.

Mr. John Charlton,.31LP., who is not credited with
any superlative anxiety for Canadian interests, bas been
lecturing at Washington to a distinguished audience,
amongst wvhom were Mr. Dingley atid other American
prominent politicians. le used the occasion to point out
that Canada gave entry to American imports at an
everage duty of 12½ per cent which, said Mr. Charlton,
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is less thanî the average duty upon dutiable imports
from1 reat B3ritain or any otlier country. hie lon.
Clarke Wallace, who lias been vorking ont the sane
comnparisons, speaking on the saie night as Mr. Cliarl-
ton, stated the average rate of duty inposed by Canada
on the total of ßritish inports as 20-. per cent, and on
the total of Anierican 12 per cent. On dutiable im-
ports under the present tarif, the ex-comptroller of
Custons gave the rate on American imnports as averag-
ing 25 per cent andt on British 29- lper cent, "in spite of
thei preferential tarif."

Too mnuch stress shiould not be laid on such com pari-
sons. The time has not yet arrived for niking reliable
estinates of the etlect of the preferential tariff in favour
of Great Britain. This is an exceptional year, it is the
lirst prosperous one Canada lias had siice 1892. We
are buying more foreigi goods this year thian for somtie
years past because we have more miîoney to spend. This
would bave been lie course of trade had no preferential
tariff been establilied. It is not justifiable therefore
to attribute the larger imports of 1808 to the tariff.
Neither is it reasonable Io afliri tbat a tariff dis-
criminuales against any country ipon whiose goods the
urerie duties coIlected on the entrance into Canada
exceed lthe eerrc duties on the goods of another coun-
try. Froi one country our iiîports may be chiefly of
luxuries bearing aI high rate of duty, and from another
couitry chielly of necessary articles, or tbose whiclh
are partly raw iaterials, bearing a low rate of duty.
There is no discrimination ere, or the least injustice,
inless it is alleged that all goods, of wliatever class,
ought to bear the sauie rate of duty. Ib so lap-
pens that a larger volume of goods of the former
class, and a smaller volume of the latter, propor-
tionately to the wliole iiports, corne inîto Canada from
G reait Britain thain front the States, lience the result is
a igher average luty on the total inports fromn Grcat
lBritain than on those fron the States,

IHlow titis superficial appearance of discrimination
against the Britishi imîports Vill be affected by the-pre-
forential tariff cai only be discovered at a later period.
Whei imenl wlo, on fiscal imatters, are so diametrically
oppoFed to eacli otler as Mr. Charlton and Mr. Clarke
Wallace agree in hinking that our tariff unduly favours
the U nited States, we niay be sure that their judgment
lias iot been swayed by political prejudices. When
ton they botl agree, as they do, that the American
tariff restricts imîports into the States of Canadian
goods, but does not restrict the exiiortatioi of American
gonds to Canada, we miay be certain that such a con-
dition is precisely what the United States desires, and
coisequently the cause of reciprocity is not furtiered
by this existing condition being dwelt upon by the
Canadiant Coniinissioners.

'lie imipossibility of establishing reciprocity between
Canatida and the States without somtie trade interest or
interests being sacrificed, is the comnbinîation lock whici
k tees that " openi door" policy frot being arranged.
Ainerican journals are all "ar, sixes and sevens," as the
old saying is, as tg whicl business should be the victium.
They are illustratinmg the williigntess of the great
huinourist to sacrifice all his wife's relations on the
altar of his couintry. According to their several
localities so are their selectiois of victins. Even the
Gloucester fislhery industry, of the suproie ipilortanîce
of whici we have heard so munch as to its national
value as a trading interest and in regard to iLs provid-

ing'a training ground for searnen, is ridiculed as of
much ovei--rated value iiiie first connection, and as of
no value whatever in the latter. On the otier band
the protection of the American fishery industry from
Canadian competition is declared to be essential to the
very life of the Republic. Equally violent contrasts of

judgments are being shown in regard to the lumber
and timber questions, those also relating to agricultural
and manufactured products. Canadians may well feel
proud of their country when they read, as they can in
al] the leading Aierica n papers, how their gigantic
neighbour stands iii dread of Canadian coimipetition.

hie Dingleyites seeni to be in dread of a raid fron
Canada which will recall the line :

"l The Assyrian camne down like a wolf on the fold,

should we be given a chance to sell more goods in the
States and buy more froi themr. For Canada to be
timid is more natural, as her industrie§ night be
swamped ont of existence by a flood of Anerican
goods put on this market witli that intention. We
may with advantage remeaber the men of old wlho
feared the Greeks even when bringing gifts.

On an English toml are the words, "I was well, I
wisbed to be better, and-here I am." 'That would be
a highly appropriate inscription on the industrial
monument Canada has built up, if, by an over-zealous
desire to cultivate friendly relations with the States,
the life is crushîed out of the manufacturing enter-
prises of this country.

TUE VICTORItA SQUARE FIRE.

One of the nost disastrous fires whiclh ever occurred
in this city, devastated the wholesale w'arehouses of
Messrs. S. Greenshields, Son & Co. and McIntyre, Son
&,Co., during the night of the 20th inst. 'The buildings
burnt occupied the corner of Victoria Square and Craig
street. The premises have an unfortunate history.
Prior to the early 10's the St. Patrick's Hall occupied
this site. After a heavy fall of snow, the niglit after
a ball, the roof fell in and destroyed the upper storeys.
This part was repaired with an arched wooden roof said
to be strong enougli to suspend a locomotive fron the
framework. Sooti after reconstruction a tire took place
which was conumnuicated fromn Messrs. Shaw's furni-
ture varehouse, separated by a narrow lane. For years
the latter building lias beeii occupied by Mr. Jas.
Leggatt, shoe manufacturer, who also is burnt out.
. The section of the building fronting on Victoria Square

was rebuilt in its late style by Messrs. Duncan Mfc-
Intyre and W. Clendinneng. Soon after completion
an enormous block of stone over the corner door fell
and nearly brouglt down.a large part of the outer wall.
Mr. Clendinneng niext occupied the corner as a stove
warehouse. On June 13ti, 1882, another serions fire
occurred, the gross loss being about $400,000, by which
also Greenshields and McIntyre, French & Co., suffered.
After it was rebuilt the middle store was occupied as a
rubber warehouse, and afterwards was tenanted by
Messrs. Cautlie, Eiwan & Co. Messrs. Greenshields added
this central portion also after they líad taken over a por-
tion of theMcMaster business in Toroito. The Craig St.
front wall was founîd not long ago to be ont of plumb,
and was rebuilt. Thefront of the Mclntyre warehouse
is pitted by bullet marks made during a riot, near vhich
a. citizenl namned lIackett, was shot dead on a cer-
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tain 12th July, about 16 years ago. To crown this list
of misfortunes, the structure is nlow almost obliter-
ated, only about one.third of the front walls of the
Greenshields' premises with the whole of the MeIntyre
warehouse walls being left standing. A visitor fron
London, who saw the fanous Tooley St. conflagra-
tion, by which the Thames was literally set on ire
by its surface being covered with flaming oil,.says that
although the area of the recont one in this city
was siall, the devastation the scenie presented
next morning was far more impressive than the one in
the metropolis, at which Chief Braidwood was killed.
IL very rarely indeed happens that the outer walls of
such a building are brought down by a fire, but the
whole Craig street front and a portion of that on Vic-
toria square came crashing into the roadway like a
hanse of cards. Luckily both firns lad sent out the
greater part of the spring samples tlirough their
numerous travellers, so that froin these orders can be
taken aud filled by cable. Tie property belongs to the
Duncan McIntyre estate. The lease of Messrs. Green-
shields ends two years from lst May next. This firm
las reinoved to premises on Lenoine and St. Helen
streets, the warehouse formerly occupied by Lord
Mount Stephen (Wm. Stephen & Co.), efterwards by
Robertson, Lintou & Co., and lately by Robert Linitoi
& Co. Messrs. MclItyre Son & Co. have taken a portion
of the extensive premises of Messrs. E. A. Small & Co.
at west end of Victoria square, which are also owned by
the Mentyre heirs. Messrs. M. Fisher Sons & Co., whose
large wholesale voollen warehouses are directly oppo-
site on Craig St., escaped with loss by water, smioke and
broken windows. The danage to their stock will reach
several thousand dollars.

The insurance loss is very beavy and complete
it will almost equal one-seventh of the total net
Canadian-income of the fire insurance companies. It wili
be renembered, however, that according to one of the
niethods pursued of late years, most of the large offices
place a moiety, more or lass, of their takings in what are
terned Treaty companies, chiefly in England. The fire
would have been put out vit.h a few dollars' loss had the
brigade service been more efficient at the start. Tie
bravery of our fireien is undoubted. But, at a ire it
is water well directed that is needed, not heroic deeds
however drainatic and noble. When th lfire was de-
tected in the Greenshields' basement a nozzle was pushed
through one of the windows and pointed at it-but,
there was no water, so the lire did not wait for this at-
tention, but went on its way. The brigade lias splendid
machinery equipuients, but at the recent fire there was
a lamentable lack of mental ones. Brass garnishings
are pretty, especially on gala days, but brains are more
needed for effective service at a fire.

One of those fortuitous circumstances that we somte-
timues hear of outside of the Temple of Fortue-very
rarely in business -is shown by the fact (as we under-
stand) that the Messrs. Greenshields placed $60,000
additional insurance on their stock the day before the
fire-to cover domestic goods just wareloused. It is

rather an example of the reward that follows prompt
business nethods. The following is a sehedule of the

It is understood that the practice of the fire insur-
ance com panies is now to carry larger lines than they
did in former years.

-A CoMnINATîoN of all the rubber concerns in Trenton, N.J.
has been formed with a capital of $5,000,000. The six companies
interested will operate from one office. The consolidation will
throw many salesmnen and clerks out of employment, but it ls
believed it will increase the number of operatives, because the
trust will reach out for new business, and will try to lead the
rubber business of the country. Nearly all lines of rubber
goods are manufactured by these factorles excepting shoes and
clothing.

-The first offlcial rrport on the Indian rice crop for the current
season states that in Bengal the area cultivated with both
autuma and winter rice ls greater than last year and is above the
average, the estimates for both kinds being 29,860,000 acres.
Burmah, with 5,750,000 acres, shows an increase of 0,9 per cent
over last year's figures.

dian business was somiewhat highier than on the general
business of the ßritish comipanies, there were seven of
these companies whiose losses in Canada were below the
average over the whole field in 'which they were opera-
ting. On the otier hand the _ percentage of expenses
to premtiums on the Canadian business of British com-
panies, was lower than the average for their whole
business. lu a nuniber of instances the lower ratio of
expenses to premsiums in Canadian branches of British
companies, was sullicient to offset the higher ratio of
losses, so as to bring the total expenditure on the Cana-
dian business of these conipanies below the average for
tlieir whole business. Out of the 19 companies in-
cluded in the above return, there were 17 cases of the
expenses in Canada falling below 31 per cent, and 11
which went below 30 per cent, of the other two, one
was only 3.64 per cent, and the other only 32.08 per
cent. The ratio of the expenses on the general busi-
ness of those 19 companies in no single instance, fell
below 31 per cent, only 3 were below 33 per cent, 7
were between 33 aud 34 per cent, 4 from 34 to 35 per
cent, and 5 from 35 to 37 per cent. Tie old standard
of 30 per cent for the expenses of fire insurance com-
panites is evidently below the mark. A remarkable
feature in the statenient of the percentage of fire losses
to preniims on the general business, is the narrow
range of variations between the coipanies. Six of
themi run from 50 to 55 per cent, four from 55 to 56.
live fron 56 to 58, two froi 59 to 60, and only one is,
over 60 per cent. The percentages of losses on Cana-
dian business differ very much more thlan on tie gene-
ral, the range being fromu 42.47 per cent up to 83.20.
The surplus of preiiums over losses and expenses on
the general business runs as follows : oune company
had an excess of 14.60 per cent; eight an excess of from
10.40 to 12.60; nine from 4.80 to 9.60, and in one case

the losses and expenses exceeded the premiums by 140
per cent. As the companies have also an income froni'
investments, we do not regard the financial results of
their business in ]8eY7 as being on the whole unsatis-
factory, as enough was realized to pay good dividends
on capital and lay by a fair amount of reserve. Cana-
dian policyholders in British fire insurance companies
certainly had no reason to complain of the distribution
made for losses, as they were proportionately larger than
the average, and'they received not only the protection of
these impregnably strong couipanies, but the benefit of
their more profitable business in other parts of the
world.

THE BANK OF OTTAWA.

The annual meeting of the Banl of Ottawa was one
of unusual interest in view of the coniments made by
its President on the important public questions of a
commercial nature upon which so much attention is
now centred. It was one also especially gratifying to
the shareholders and all connections of this very pros-
perous institution.

The net profits were stated to be $185,284, which
equals 12.35 per cent on the paid up capital, and 7.06
per cent on the paid up capital and rest combinied.
This indicates there having been in the past year an
active employment of the bank's resources, and an im-
munity fromn losses so far as to ensure exceptionally
large net profits. In this respect the General Manager
has naintained the high record lie has enjoyed for
many years to which is owing the eminent position at-
tained by the Bank of Ottawa amongst the banks of
Canada.

The distribution of the profits was as follows
$120,00 in two half-yearly dividends of 4 per cent
each; $15,000 as a bonus of 1 per cent ; $5,000 for the
officers' pension fund; $15,000 carried to reserve fund,
and $281 to balance of profit and loss. The reserve
fund was raised to $1,170,000, which is 78 per cent of
the paid up capital, a suin which, under such manage-
ment as now obtains, is more than suflicient for the
protective uses of a reserve fund, but highly service-
able as a source of profit supplenentary to the ordinary
business.

The power secured last year to increase the capital
has not been exercised. The leaving this in abeyance is
in accordance withi what the President said at the meet-
ing in 1807, " At the present tiime additional capital is
not required and could not be profitably employed."
This is proved by the increase in deposits payable after'
notice last year having been invested in securities. This
is a general movement amongst the banks, and accounts
for the number of new branches opened this year in
hope of securing.comimercial business.

The President, Mr. Charles Magee, des ribed the
lumber trade of the Ottawa district as having recently
improved, demand being larger and prices hardening.
Still he considers the manufacture of sawn lumber at
the city of Ottawa and vicinity to be "a diminishing
industry." le regards the local waterpower, however,
as likely to develop other manufactures for one of
which the mahing of paper and other products from
pulp, the Ottawa district is advantageously situated.
The Parry Sound Railway was declared to have fulfilled
expectations and to be benefiting not only Ottawa but
Montreal. Of the increased export of grain from this
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port of Ui¾ millions of bushels this year, the Canada
Atlantic & Parry Sound roads had carried 9 nillion
bushels, and 40,000 tons of flour, nearly all of which
business the Presideht said was new to Montreal, and
did not affect the other railways as it was diverted from
American ra.ilways and steamers.

He complained of the inadequate warehouse and
other shipping accommodations at this port which he
regards as " a Dominion Harbour." By neglecting to
provide the needf ul facilities at Montreal, Ottawa and
otherinterests are likely to suffer. The President's re-
marks under this head were very pointed and weighty :

" We are not interested in the question of the loca-
tion of the dry dock in Montreal, nor in the contest be-
tween the land owners in the East End and vested in-
terests in the West End of the city, but we are inter-
ested in having there additional wharfage, warehouses,
elevators and the most uodern port facilities for the
prompt handling, storing and shipping of grain and
other products of the great West. Montreal is bound
to be one of the great cities and ocean ports of this
continent. The Dominion Government should, and I
have no doubt willdo their share, not only in mnaking
improvements in the harbour of Montreal, but i'n deep-
ening and maintaining the channel. so that ocean ves-
sels of the largest tonnage can safely reach the port,
and the Harbor Board should so adjust their wharfage
and other port charges a§ to compete with New York
and attract new steamship fines and rail or inland
water lines that can by their natural conditions, increase
the business and tonnage of the port."

These words coming from one of snch large business
experience and one who as President of a prominent
bank has a wide field of observation continuously in
view, who, too, has no local axe to grind in connection
with our harbour, will have great weight with the
authorities and the country.

The branch of the Bank of Ottawa recently opened
in tiis city was announced to be making satisfactory
progress. We invite attention-to the statement, direc-

+ tors' report, and the President's address which are pub-
lished on alater page of this issue.

THE NEW WINTER PORT ON TRE ST.
L~AW RENCE.

The name of the Atlantic and Lake Superior Railway
bas long been before the publie in its ever varying
phases. It has often been reported as vitally affected-
if not dead-but it has generally turned up again very
much alive. The latest move has been-now that its
railway is all but completed to Paspebiac on-the Baie des
Chaleurs-to establisi a line of steamships thence to
England. The belief is expressed that a Canadian port
having the shortest route connecting this continent
with Britain and open all the year round, can be found
at that point.

What looks like a strong company to give effect to
that belief has been formed in connection with the rail-
way company, and to prove their faithi, first-class ves-
sels have been bought to commence a regular weekly
service next spring. lin the mieantime to solve practi-
eally the feasibility of a winter-port ii the waters of
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, there will be a partial service
during this winter. The first vessel of this experimen-
tai service js the " Gaspesia,". which although a con-
paratively slow vessel (steaming only 13 knots an
hour)is reported to have made a successful winter voyage,
arriving at Paspebiac on the 18th inst. There appears

to have been no ice nor other impediment in the way of
this very important experiment, the success of which
may possibly have important bearings on the future
development of Canada. We opine it was not expected
that this experimental trip, so inodestly undertaken,
should yield a profitable return. If this effort to open
up an all-the-year-round service is successful, it cannot
fail to prove a great benefit to the eastern sections of
the Dominion, more especiallt to the province. of Prince
Edward Island.

It looks now as though the line may be successful in
so far as the eastern. interests are eoncerned. Time
and experience must deterniine what may be the effect
on the trade from Montreal and firther west. This
S.S. company has undoubtedly some strong names con-
nected with it inEngland-that fact cannot be ignored.
The railway company, which has the very ambitions
title of the "Atlantic and Lake Superior," is the pos-
sessor of mucli vigour and vitality, as its history proves.
In order to reaci the upper provinces it will have to
use the Intercolonial as far as Levis, fron that point to
Montreal it holds a Dominion charter to build a rail-
way on the south shore; and the same interested parties,
we think, hold a charter for a bridge fron Longueuil
to Montreal and lience by other possessed connections,
reach the waters of Lake Superior.

Should this initial enterprise prove a success in de-
veloping an all-the-year-round port in the waters of the
St. Lawrence, we may reasonably expect to see, within.
a short timie, the completion of the south shore road-
a considerable proportion of which is already built-
also the commencement of the Montreal bridge
which many of its enthusiastie advocates con-
fìdently believe is sure to be built in the near future.

Should the experience of this winter prove that Pas-
pebiac can be relied upon as a good and safe winter-
port, the country as a whole will be benefitted. A new
avenue for commerce does not necessarily mean injury
to those already existing, at the sane time a healthy
competition often lias a stimulating etfect. At the
lunch given on the ship before sailing, the idea of con-

petition with other lines aiid ports was disclained, the
intention being to build up an entirely new trade. - If
the aspirations of the A. & L. S. railway. company are
to be realised, some portion of that trade must be
drawn froin the upper sections of the Dominion, but
we believe that in the future there will be business for
all the lines, old and new. If the venture proves suc-
cessful it Vill of course be an important feeder to the
Intercolonial railway, and naturally will receive en-
couragement from that management.

As regards distances from Montreal, as a central
point, it is about 300 miles nearer than Halifax, and
about fifty miles further than St. John by way of the
C.P.R. short route which passes through a portion 'of
,the State of Maine. Of course Portland bas the advan-
tage of the shortest railway;.from Montreal,~but then
Portland. is ot in Canada, and possibly the facilities
for getting there may suddenly bo interfered with by
our, at present, very good neighbours. We have de-
monstrated within the last two or three years that we
have winter-ports of our own suitable and available for
all our national purposes, and in that respect we are
independent of all favours that may be grudgingly
bestowed. It is therefore of considerable importance
to have clearly demonstrated that within -the waters of
the Gulf of St. L4awrence we havé a zood· and safe all.

i.,
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the-year-round harbour witLhin easy reach of all parts
of the .l)ominion. For that among other reasons we
extend our congratulations upon the initial success of
the enterprise. As a set-off or compensation for the
additional length of the railway haul, it is claimed on
behalf of Paspebiac Lthat the sea route froi that port
is nearly 200 miles shorter to Liverpool than iL is fromu
i lalifax, over 400 miles shorter than from St. John and
over 500 miles shorter than from Portland.

Distances are undoubtedly important factors in such
matters, anîd the new company will have the advantage
of being in a direct line for muakting Prince Edward
Island and the southerni terminus of the Newfoundland
railway ports of cail both w'ays.

THE NICARAGIUAN CANAL.

Now that ithe United States owns the Hawaiian and
the Philippine islands, il is a matter of vital importance
to that country for a shorter shipping route to be avail-
able to those possessions tian round Cape Ior. Had
the fanous Panama canal beeu constructed connecting
the Caribbeau sea with the Pacific ocean this shorter
route would have beei provided. There is little hope,
however, of that ill-starred enterprise ever being resus-
citated, though it is still spoken of as a live project.

The scheme which was advocated by President Mc-
Kiniey in his Address to Coigress, is known as theNica-
raguan canal, which is designed to cUt through the
isthm us of Panama about 400 miles west by north of
the nitfinished Paanma canal. It is laid out so as to
utilize the waters of a lake which extends 90 miles in
the State of Nicaragua in a line parallel to and soie 10
to 40 miles froitm the Pacilie coast, entrance to which
lake would be made by the river St. Juan, which ruts
tterefro to the eastern coast. That State has British
territory on its easteru side, and on the north-western
runs out to Fonseca Bay, one side of . which bay is
also British territory, St. Salvador. The island of
Jamnaica lays betweenl Cuba and the point whence te
proposed canal would have its eastern terminus. Other
British colonies are near at hand, so that the project is
one having a close bearing upon British interests.

The canal would run its whole length across a for-
eign state having an independent, republican govern-
meut of Lite South Anmerican type, which is somewiat
volcanic in character. IL is mîanifest that a canal in
such a location would be liable to seizure by the State
Lthrougi which iL ran, or ils traflie to interruptions in
case of trouble arising with the owiers and the Nicara-
guan Republic, or indeed with the governmtent of
Costa Rica along the boundary of which State iL would
run on the east side.

Were the United States to secure the right to fortify
and garrison the canal, there would practically bo an
extension of their authlity and power in a region'
which is now dotminated by British interests and the
Britisht-flag. The Nicaraguan canal under such condi-
tions would be lilke an American wedge drivei between
British colonies, which would be nenacing to their in-
tegrity and allegiance. Were Aierican forts and gar-
risons,as are proposed, to le placed across Nicaragua
fron the A tlantic to the Pacific, 'they would he a per-
petual source of irritation. to the local authorities. Dis-
putes would inevitably eventuate in that State being
placed under the SLais and Stripes, that is, unless Great

Britain interfered, as she did a few years ago, to stdp
American aggression.

Sucl conditions would be fraught with danger to the
world's peace, as Great Britain would iot be alone in
resisting any attempt by the States to secure possession
of Nicaragua, one decided step towards which would le ê:.'

the establishment of forts and garrisons along te
course of Lthe canal. Yet, without armed protection
and surveillance, this passage miglit very easily le
blocked up by a condition of or bordering on war
arising between the State through vhich it would run
and the United States by whou it would be owned.
Dynattite placed under one of the locks might render
the canal uscless just when it was tmost needed.

Were one of the great powers of Europe to becomne
angered by the conduet of the States in the East, the
stoppage of the isthmus canal would be certain as there-
by a very serious obstruction would be easily placed in
the movement of Amnerican war and transport vessels.
The canal cannot be built and fortified, as is proposed,
without infringing upon the treaty and the natural.
rigits of Great Britain. American troops there would
be a mienace to British, French and Dutch colonies.
Were this canal built and controlled as an exclusively
United States enterprise, and placed under the protec-
tion of forts and garrisons mitintained by the forces of
the United States, it would be certain to create grave
international disputes. As the Nicaraguan canal then
would be one of the higiways of commerce between the
eastern and western worlds, it would be wiser to build
it as an international enterprise, with its neutrality for
ever guaranteed by the United States, Great Britain
and one or more of the great nations of the European ]
continent.

THE SPANISH AMERICAN TREATY.

I'e treaty between Spain and the United States
which formally closes the wvar is a long document, but
iLs provisions can be expressed in a few sentences.

Spain cedes Cuba, Porto Rico, the Ladrone islands,
and the Philippine islands to the United States. For
ten years Spanisi ships and goods will enter Philippine
ports on saine terms as those of the States. Both
parties will release prisoners of war and return then to 4
their respective countries. AIl claims of indemnity for
the war are t o mutually relinquished. Private pro-
perty is to be respected, and Spaniards who choose to
remain in the conquered isiatids may do so either as
subjects of Spain, or of the States. Reli-ious freedon
to be guaranteed and civil rights protected. Copyrights -<
and patents ownled by Spaniards are to bc respected.
Spanisi consulates to he established in the relinquished
islands. All obligations in regard to Cuba are to le
understood as only continuing during its occupation
by the States, who will advise the assunption of them
by any goveinment which is establisied in the island.

The terns of the Treaty cannot be regarded as at all
harsh towards Spain conisidering how completely.sie
was in Lte hands of ier enemies. The insistance¯of the
Eiglish languag.. being adopted in all official procla-
mations and returns in Cuba, &c., .will for a time prove
very irritating to adult natives and to other Spanishf
residents, but it will prove the wiser policy in the long
run. Whether the Treaty in its integrity will be rati-
fied by the Senate is regarded by nany as doubtfunl, as
public opinion in the States in regard to the expansion
which it will establish, is a very uncertain factor.
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THE' EXTENSION 0F BANK BRANCHES.
Fro recent announcenents in the Ontario press we learn

that soveral private bankers have oaci opened a branch in au
adjacent town or village. Thore seemns to ho a branch bank
epidemic abroad. We note also that a private bankor at
Watford, Ont., lias sold ont to the Merchants' Bank of Can-
ada. The latter movement semoins more promising thn' the
former so far as the extension of banking facilities is con-
cerned under conditions which will best promote the financial
interests of any locality.

At the saine time there is a danger of the branch extension
moveient being pushed so far as to ho unprofitable to the
banks, and not so serviceable to their new ôonnections as
branch banks should be. The precedent set by a number of
British banks, which have a large number of branches, an
example ve have heard cited in justification of branch ex-
tensions in Canada, is not as relevant as same imagine.

The precedent fails in this respect bocause the conditions
are very different in Great Britain fron those existing in
Canada. In the first place, the expenses of a branch bank in
the old country are considerably lowor in proportion to
the business done than they are in this country. There are
hundreds of bank branches in England which do quite a large
business, which is transacted by a much sinaller staff than is
customary lere. A branci manager in England often acts as
teller, ledger-keeper and accountant. He is never in the
manager's rooi except when sone especially private natter
bas te ho discussed. Such private interviews are exceeding-
ly rare. We venture to say that the vast majority of the
custoners in an English bank never saw the manager in bis
private roon. So rare are these interviews that a customer
who is seen to emerge from "the sweat-box" as the manager's
room is called, is liable to ho talked about, and, if these in-
terviews becomne frequent ie is apt to suffer in credit. The
manager is usually at or near the counter, so, if another of-
ficer is acting as teller, or cashier, lie can advise with bis
chief unostentatiously. But the custom is so general of re-
ceiving mercantile bills before being passed upon by the
manager, that he is not constantly in requisition for this duty,

ain-Canadian banks.
As all choques recoived daily which are drawn on-outside

banks, are sent at night to the'bank's London agent, and all
cheques on the bank itself are received from its London
agent which have been remitted to all parts of the country,
there are vory few remittance and acknowledgmnent letters
heede. As, too, all bills are made payable in London, they
are sent there to lie retired by advices from the bank where
the payee keeps bis account. This systein savesa consider-
able amount of elerical labour.

A great saving of work and worry is effected by the strict-
ness with whicb, in the old country, bills -ar required to be
paid at maturity. Renewals are practically unknown. The
few bills unpaid when due are, as a rule, returned owing to
erroneous advice as to their date, &c. The amounts of the
bills unpaid are înerely trifling; they are those given by the
smallest class of storekeepers, for a merchant of any standing
dreads to let a bill go to protest as it would do bis credit very
serions injury, and probably bring bis credito.s upon him.

All these more strict and more conservative methods of
business so far differentiate the work required in an Engiish
branch bank from what is usually needed in a Canadian one,
that their economic conditions are wholly dissimilar. There
are no:elaborate returns to be made out constantly, nor
such complicated accounts between the different branches and
the head-ofiice as to require an expert accountant at each
branch. Nor is the manager's time taken up so mnuch by
private interviews and correspondeance, as is the case in Cana-
dian branch banks.- Neither doos an English bank manager
regard it as infra dig. to serve at the counter, and help in
the bookkeeping.

In hundreds indeed of British bank branches the stalf con-
sists only of the manager and a junior clork, who is often î

more boy, who, between them, do all the work which is distri-
buted in our branches of a relative size amongst three or four
adult oflicers. The conditions here, no doubt, demand a.
larger staff at a branch than is needed for the work to ho done.
Our towns are often situated so far away from aci other
and'tbe head oflice that it is not prudent to have the staff
kept at the ininimum strength. Another difference is this-
although the old-fashioned abstinence from competition is not
observed now as it once was by English bankers, to their
very great advantage-there is more regard paid to the actual
needs of a place for another bank than there is in Canada
where three or four banks are found in towns where the
business is onily suflicient for one, ar enough to find t.wo a
bare living.

The grave miszhiefs caused by banking coipetition os-
pecially in small towns, are too familiar to need remark.
We could give the details of cases whir a large quantity of
the bills discounted at a branch bank were duplicated and
even triplicated for discount at three competing banks. We
doubt much wbether this could bo doue in the old country,
where there is a inost wholesome objection to a trader having
more than o e bank account. Somne merchants and marin-
facturers who have establishments in different places require
a bank accout in oach locality. But they are very closely
watched to see if their transactions iniicate any improper
advantage being taken of this nocessity, and a banker who
is worth bis salt soon detects any irregularity, and stops it
peremptorily with scant ceremony.

Those thon who defend the extension of banlk branches in
Canada on the ground of British precedents, are not aware
of-or overlook-the above variations in the respective con-
ditions under ývhich banking is conducted in the two coun-
tries. We could naine others, but we have stated enough to
prove that the alleged analogy between banking circum-
stances in Great Britain and in Canada does not exist.

3RITISH CEREAL CROPS.
The British Board of Agriculture bas been aroused'from

its lethargie routine into issuing an early stateient showing
the estimated total yield of the cereal crops of last season
from which we extract the following statistics

The total acreage devoted to wheat, barley and oats in
Great Britain, Ireland not included, was this year 6,023,632
acres, vhich yielded cereal crops to the extent of 260,001,691

• bushels, making the general average of all those three crops
over 43 bushels per acre. This differs from the yield aver-.
ages on above tables as worked out by the Board of Agricul-
ture which are not correct if the total acreage and total
yields are given correctly. As the returns are stated to o
estimates only the defective arithmetic of the depart-
mental officials will nô doubt -be' corrected when the
roturns are completed. The salient toature in this
statement is the very large yield of the crops per acre,
which average more than double that of siinilar crops
in Canada, and in the western States of Amerièa.
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This fact is of nuch significanze in connection with the
theory of Professor Crookes that population is increasing so
much faster than the supplies of wheat as to justify alarm.
Tho land in Great Britain onan average, is cortainly no botter
than on this continent, nor is the climate as favourable for
cereals. The larger yield of land in Great Britain is wholly
owing to a higher state of cultivation. It is manifest that
were the sane cultivation applied to land on this side, the
crops of wheat would yield several hundred millions of
bushels more tLhan they have ever done. The question of
raising the productive capacity of wheat lands by the appli-
cation of fertilisers to the extent which obtains in Great
Britain, is one of vital importance. Land is the most grate-
ful thing under the sun, for every dollar spent over its en-
richment it returus ten-fold to the liberal donor.

LAKE ST. LOUIS IN HISTORY.

Although faniliar in a general sense with the fact that
the island on which llontroal is built is rich in historic
mnenories, there are few who are well acquainted with its
annals. A work is before us written by the Hon. Justice
Girouard, wlich is intensely interesting as a record of the
trials, the sufferings, the enterprise and the bravery of the
early settlers in the district extending froin the west of this
city, along the picturesque shores of Lake St. Louis from
Lachine around the island to Bout de l'Isle. The shore of
liake St. Louis over two centuries ago was dotted vith trad-
ing posts vhere the Indians exchanged furs for goods oilered
by French traders. In 1678, when the beaver was the only
currency, the trade of Canada aggregated 60,000 to •80,000

beavers per atnnumn. To increase trade the merchants sent
out parties of " commercial travellers" as fur buyers who
pusied thcir way west as far as the Mississippi and Missouri
rivers. In 1697 fron 4 to 5 hundred of the tinest young
men in Canada were busy in the trade with Indians. Bout
de l'Isle was settled by Frencli ollicers and nobleien who
thought to ronew in that lovely district the reign of the
seigneurs of thoir native land. This fori of aristocratic
settlemenit has wholly disappeared, but, all along the shores
whero Indians once swarmîed and where the rude homes and
storehouses of the fuir traders were established, there are nov
the haudscno residenices and luxuriant gardons and beautiful
lawns of the aristocrats of trade. No city in the world las
m12ore charimiing suburbs than Montreal. Within less than
an hour's drive w have scenes of picturesque loveliness in
lakes and rivers, and iountains, which in beauty rival those
of Europe.

Sites whicl two centuries ago lad o .ly a nominal, if indeed
any value, are now very costly, being in great demand for
sumnor residences. Many of these almost palatial houses
were built on the site of log huts wherein the dvellers were
massacred by the Iroquois. li 178J the fur trade of this
district with Great Britain anounted to $1,000,000. The
whole of the goods te and fro of furs and drygoods were car-
ried in canoes. From Lachine a fleet of 700 to 80) was
launched every spring. To these pioneers Montrealowes the
origin Of its great drygoods and fur trades. Fron Lachine
were selected sixteen mon te accompany Sir John Franklin
on bis famious Aretic explorations. lIe history of Judge
Girouard gives the naiies of these voyageurs, all of which are
familiar ones in this city to-day. The place where those
men built and stored their canoes is now occupied by large
factories, where.iron bridges, wire and other modern products
are mîade. The narrative of the developmient of the St.
Louis district and its being brought inte coser connection
with Montreal by canal and railway, is deeply interesting,
and is told graphically in. the work under notice. The volume
cniains 97 well executed illustrations, including portraits of
pioneer settlers and historie personages; views of old farn
houses, stores, widmills, ehures and local scenes; also of
the principal residences which are no0w so striking a feature
of the shores of lake St. Louis. It is little known that the

naine " Lachine" was given in derision of La Salle's expedi-
tien to China having failed. La Salle, however, was wiser'
than ho knew, when ho claimed to have discovered a route to
China via lake St. Louis, for, to-day, Lachine is on the high-
way to thatEinpire. Judge Girouard's chronicle is worthy
of a place in every private Canadian collection and onght
to be in every public library in this and other lands.

BUSINESS DIFF1CULTIES.

Letendre & Rosseau, general store, St. David de Yamaska,
have compromised with liabilities of $1,650, and assets nominally
a thousand more. The settlement Is on the basis of 60o in the
dollar, 10c payable in 3 menthe, 25c in 6 months and 25e lu 9
months. This business was formerly. carried on by Valois &
Letendre, who disseolved in Dec., '94, the latter continuing alone,
In July, 't0, he failed and compromised at saine figure as pre-
sent.

few orders are set down for filling. The
under drugs have respectively advanced,
and declined recently : Advanced-boracle
acid ergot, menthol, balsain peru, cascara
sagrada, oriander seed. Declined : opium,
cocon butter. golden seal, celery seal. En-
quiries in the chemical market are few
these days. An interesting Item turns up
respecting suma. Sicilian exporters of
sumac will beginning of year put certain
combination arrangements in force. Only
one brand of sumac will be put up for ship-
ment; said brand ta consist of three grades.

Stocks of oatmeal
are quite large, and market is duli, Prices
are $8 45 to $8.60, accordiug to quantity,
for oatmeal in wood, or $1 75 in baga.
Cornmnal is quiet at $1 to $1.05 in round
lots, and 100 to 15a more for small transac-
tions.

GROcERiEs.-London cable reports a
continuied weak market for beet surar.
On spot, reflnera maintain values at the de-
cline noted at last writing, and there ls
.very little doing. In the tee market the
dullest season la at its height. More or
less talk l heard of shortage in the coun.
try, but experlence has demonstrated tiis
to lie a weak straw on which to hang hopes.
Yokohama advices of Nov. 80th state:-
stocks are reduced to 4,500 picis, and
prices rule flrm, arrivais are snall and
supplies yet to come forward are small.
Shanghai advices state -- comparatively
lowi fiures have recently been accepted
for Pingsuey teas, dealers iaving at last
recognized the futility of holdling for better
values, and put supplies on offer ta bring
what they could. Settlements are thus ir-
regular. perhaps l% ta 2 taels below Oct.
ober. Stocks of both dried frnits and can-
ned goods la the hands of distrihutors are
held ta lie smaller than ustal ait this season,
and holders are consequently looking for
gond business to continue after the turn of
theyear. Mail advices from Liverpool re-
port that the firm tone of the market thera
on currants is maintained, and that nothing
la obtainable under 15s, while on some
grades aven higher figures îre quoted.
Tie stock of Valencia raisins left ln first
bands in Liverpool la reported ta be unusiu-
ally snall for this season. Fron the com-
mencement of the season to December 7th
Liverpool received 4,428 tons, or 329 tons
more than for the corresponding period last
year. Nuts are le good demand, and with
exception of Grenoble walnuts, are ßrmi,
these are Inclinei to be unsettled owing ta
a break in Npw York where large arrivais
have demoralized the market. Molasses
are In steady request at Bic ta 32o for
emiall pkgs., and B0e in car lots.

LEATIER AND HIDEs.-To ail appear-
ances'the old year will pasa away without
the expected advent of manufacturers uîpon
the market, whicli bas bean looked for
from week ta week for several " moons."
Jobbers are sanguine, however, that so son
as 1899 la issered in stocks will begin to
move, and tannera, ln their turn, express
confidence In the situation, and are disposed
ta keep a atill upper lip in anticipation of
the 'good time coming." Prom the boot and
shoee metropolis, St. Roch's, comes, never-
theless, a cold wave ta these anticipations,
one prominent manufacturer there being
quoted as anything but cheered bypresent
orimmediate business prospects. Inl ides,
there le soma demand from thesmall trade,
but large buyers, as a raie, are disposed to
hold back untilafter the holidays. Receipts
of boe iides are correspouding ta the sea
son, heavy. Chicago wires the hide market
thera as follows : 11e ta 1134c for native
steers, 10e to 103, for Texas; 10e for buItt
brands; 9%4c for Coinrados; 9%c to 9%'c for
branded cows, and 10% ta l1e for 'native
cows.
