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A L1TTLE steamer for Bishop Ridley'swork in his
new diocese of Caledonia, on the coast and is]am'is
of the extreme north-cast Pacific, was launched_ in
August, being named Zrengelinc by Mrs. Hills,
wife of the Bishep of Columbia.

Tue incomes of Bishops in the Prussion Protest-
ant Church are not sufficient to tempt mercenary
persons. One of these Bishops in Brandenburg
receives 1n all at present $400 a year ; and seven
others have incomes falling below $700.

AT arecent Art sale in London, a picture by
Landscer was sold for ¥i4,750. The auctioncer
stated that while he was werking at the picture
Milluis called, and Landseer said, “If I don't live
to finish this prcture, you will do i} for me." .La_nd~
seer died, and the picture was finished by Millais.

At Holy Trinity, St. Ann Street, Liverpool. the
xown has been abolished, and a surpliced chor in-
wroduced. The choir of St Saviour's, Breckfield
Road, has alse adopted surplices, There are now
surpliced choirs in thirteen of the city and in twen-
ty-onc of the suburban churches: Preaching in the
surplice has become very general.—Chureh Times.

A xew stattan has been established by the Rev.
S, Trivett, near Fort Macleod, in the Saskatchewun
Diocese, among the Blood Indians, a branch of the
great Blackfeet nation. The Indians number be-
tween .three and four thousand, and are all heathen.
In May last the Bishop of Saskatchewan, with
Canon Mackay, visited the station, and had several
meetings with the Indians.

Caxox Scorr Ronertsox’s table of missionary
contributions has been published, and in spite of
the tall talk of the Nonconformist party as to their
liberality, ave find that the Church of England
stands at the head of the list with £465,816, and
sacieties supported jointly by Churchmen and Dis-
senters contribute another £161,074, out of 2 tatal
ef a ltde over a million sterling.— Zhe Church
Review.

Tur London Presbyterians are afflicted by se-
cessions anf the inroads of Sacramentalism. At
the last meeting of the Presbytery, Dr. Fraser said
the members were falling into new moulds ; hence
serious anomalics might grow up. He would like
to have afull discussion of the views respecting
adult baptism, and they shonld knew mere about
the accessions to, and leakages from their Churches.
The subject of the leakage was a very serious mat-
ter. Hewould also like te know about the pos
tures at the Lord's supper, for it was said that in
some Churches the people knelt.

Ix answer to an invitatien to attend a temperance
demonstration, sir Garnet Wolseley bas written the
following :—“There is no one in England whose
heart is more sincerely in the good cause you advo-
cate than mine.  About ninety per cent. of the
crime of our army is owing to drunkenness. During
the operations 1 conducted in South Africa in 1579,
my own personal escort was composed almost entire-
Iv of teetotalers. They had very hard work to do,
but grumbling was never heard from them, and a
better behaved set of men I was never assisted by,
afact which 1 attribate to their being almost ail total
abstainers.

AT Thiengen, in Baden, a promising work among
the Italian Jabourers, whose spiritual welfare has
hitherto been neglected, is begun by the Old Catho-
lic, Pfarrer Kaminski, who once resided six years in
Italy, and is familiar withits language. He recently
nvited them to assemble on Sundays in the church
of Thiengen, where he would expound to them the
Gospel for the day. They were assured that they
were not to listen to the discourses of a believer in
Papal Infallibility, but toa presentation of true
Catholic Christiamity, Immediately sixty or more
of these Ttalians responded to the invitation, and
other fellow-countrymen have followed them.

Tre Rev. Dr. Nevin, United States Chaplain in
Rome, has written a letter to the (Eng.) Guardian,
n which he replies to the doubts that have been
cast upon the motives of the recent cenversion from
Romanism of the Count di Campella, Dr. Nevin
says the Count “has renounced Romanism, but in
faver simply of Christian reform, not of Methodism.
He used the Methodist chapel, as the only Ttalian
Protestant place of worship at the time opeu in
Rome, to make his renunciation of Romanism in.
He wanted to do it openly,and in 2 place of Chsss-
lian worship, that it might be known openly that
he did not change from Rome to unbelief, but was
and-would remain distimctly Christian.”

WurN Dean Stanley was cailed upon to preach
a Sermonon the death of Charles hckens he said
in despair to a friend, “If only | could read any of
his works with amy pleasure. or appreciate his
jokes!' Dut he could mot. Yet his Sermon was
pronounced a sympathetic masterpicce by those
who could.

A Larur congregation assembled in Trinity
Church, Fayetteville, Central New York, on Satur-
day, Dec. 3d., to witness the Ordination to the Dia-
conate of Rev. C. H. Tindell, who was till lately a
Unitarian _minister in New Jersey, Rev. ]J. H,
Hartzell, D. D., well known as a Universalist min-
ister in Albany and Buffale, and Rev. F. A. D.
Launt, formerly a preacher among the Baptists.

THE actress Sarah Bernhardt was mohbed, as a
Jewess, at Odessa tecently.  Sicnes were thrown
at her carriage, but her coachman brought her safely
to the hotel. The troops occupied the houses of
the wealthier Hebrews to deiend them from aggres-
sion, and patrols promenaded the streets inhabited
by the Jewsall through the night.  Nevertheless,
many excesses were committed, and several shops
were wrecked, including that of Solomon Bernhard,
who was belicved to be a relative of the actress.

SoMe one recalls the fact that the official acts of
two Bishops, only two, have been sullicient to estab-
lish the continuity of the American Church’s Epis-
copate for the past century. Bishop White, in the
soth year of his consccration, gave the order and
received the testimonials for the consecration of
the present presiding Bishop, the Rt. Rev. Benj.
Bosworth Smith, D.D., LL.D. and who, in the fif:
tieth year of his consecration, has appointed the
day for the consecratien of the Rev. Cortlandt
Whitehead, D.D., to the Diocese of Pittsburgh.

Ix making up his forms, the foreman of a Mon-
treal paper mixed an articie on Roman Catholic
Missions in Africa, with a recipe for making tomato
catsup. As published, the article reads: “The
Roman Catholics claim to be making material ad-
vances in Africa.  During the past three years they
have ebtained a firm feoting in the interior of the
continent, and have sent forth several missionaries
into the equatorial regions. They are accuslomed
to begin their work by buying heathen children and
educating them. The easiest and best way to pre-
pare them is to first wipe them with a clean towel,
then place them in dripping-pans, and bake them
till they are tender. Then you will have no difficulty
in rubbing them through a sieve, and will save time
by not being obliged to cut them in slices and cook
for several hours.”

Or the Princess Beatrice’s Birthday Book, the
London Guardian gives the following description :
—A page is allotted te each day, enclosed in very
chaste and varying borders. Each month has its
special illustration of appropriate verses from
Longfellow, George Herbert, Keble, Waodsworth,
Milton, Morris, Monsell, Bonar, Mrs. Hemans, A.
Proctor, F. R. Havergal, or Eliza Cook, surround-
ed by an elegant berder of flowers emblematical
of the season—for instance, violets and primroses
for March, apple blossoms for April, dog roses and
woodbine for June, and holly-berries for December,
There are several pages for a complete index at
the end. The binding, paper and printing are of
the best. Altogether it is a very handseme and

 beautiful boek, worthy of the natural gifts and

cultivated taste of the youngest daughter of Prince
Albert and the Queen, A concluding page, dia-
pered with the crown and menogram of the Royal
Princess, has the following kind remembrance for

“Another milestone on life’s journey passed,
- Another year gone by !

INCONSISTENCIES OF CHRISTIANS,

have heen governed n their daily conduet by the
principles of his gospel.  They ate conseious of the
falsity of their present attitude, vevertheless  they
are powerilly influenced in the wrong direction
despite all warnings and counsels.  I1Uis a lament-
able fact and one that shoutd lead every Chyistian
to humble himself before Gou, that the best of us
by our weaknesses, foibles and inconsistencics
aflord the wnconverted wo many occasiens for
stumbling.  Some one has justly remarked that “as
the uscfulness of every Christian lile grows out of
little deeds well done, so the miluenen of many a
Christian_is sadly marred ar wholly destroyed by
little iruliscretions, litthe sins, oy intle meannesses
in theiv business, or Ly sume petty jealousy or
spite

Many years ago the keeper of a light house off
the coast of Florida, accidentaly broke a pane of
glass while lighting his lamps for the night, [t
was to Jate for him to repair it, and as the wind was
blowing strongly, he fitted a strip of tin into the sash
to prevent the lights from being extinguished.
The lamps sent their cheering rays far out to sea
save where the piece of tin threw a dark shadow,
widening as it fell upon the distant waters, tl it
covered many a mile.  Vessels passing that way
during the night saw no light where one ought to
have been and some were wrecked upon the rocks
and precious lives were lost becanse, while the
lamp was burning brightly it did not shine where it
should. 5o a single fault, or an uncontrolled tem-
per often hinders some of the Christian’s light, and
souls ave lost because they abide in that shadow,
and they arc not led to the true light that lighteneth
every man that cometh inta the worid,

FOREIGN MISSIONS.
CHINA.—X.
Tur Fun-Kiex Missioy,
((Jn;inued.l
in our last paper we gave an account of the suf-
ferings which the native Christians of Fuh-kien had
to undergo for the sake of their faith, Their trials
but deepened and perfected their Christian charac-
ter, as the following account of one of the missien-
stations, Kesig-Tau, shows :—

*“The catechist, Sin-Kieng, who was married just
before going down, to one of the English-speaking
Chinese girls from Singapore, is a hard-working,
carnest man. The number attending scrvice has
increased very largely this year, numbering now
abeut 160, and the chapel is proving quite too
small to seat the congregation, even though the
forms are placed outside ir: the courtyard; and on
my last visit there in Janwary I was delighted to
find that the Natives were considering the possibility
of buying ground and building a church for them-
selves ; they have a site already selected, belonging
to an aged Christian man, who had for years been
the great supporter of the work there. This site he
has offered to present to the Church, and they are
just now considering how much money they can
collect for the building, Here, tao, the catechist’s
wife, “Patience,” a2 hard-working carnest woman,
has started a Sunday-school for children, and a class
for women on Sundays—the former number about
sixteen, and latter eight or ten. There is no work
in the Mission that we are loeking fora greater
blessing upon than Sunday-schools ; it has net been
tried before this year, and is still in its infancy ; but
new at four or five other places the attempt has
been made, and, by)means of very small giits, the
equivalent to a penny being the largest sum for the
best behaviour during the month, we hope that the
children of other places will be induced to follow
the example of Kéng-Tdu. We scarcely think that
these gifts can come under the head of “bribery.”

The old Christian of whom I have just spoken is
an illustratiom of the blessing that may. be boped
for from teaching children. I asked him, while we

were walking along the road tegether, and he told
me that some ten years ago his little girl, who kad

been taught at one of the American chapels, was

lying apparantly en her death-bed,  ‘There was no

one else then it the house who believed but this

little girl, She asked her father to bring her Bible

and hymm-book ard read oul to her; he did so,

and day after day read in the New Testament the

words of the Saviour she had learned to love. As

time went on, she wot better, and finally recovered ;

and, when she did she told her father and mother

they wnst keep on reading the Hely Hook and be-

lieve in the Lord Jesus.  He told me that he'did as
she asked him, and that first the mother believed,
and then hedid, There were then only two or three

Christians in the place. and, when his fricnds heard
that he was abiout te join the Christians, they tried

tn dissuade bim.  “You have always been in debt,™
they said ; “and now, if you keep one day in seven,
you will be worse off than ever.”  He replied thas.
he believed in Gov and must keeo 1lis command-

ments—even if he starved, he wust do 565 but that.
Gon could help him, if he obeyed Him. ] asked

him if Gow had helped him, and how it had fared.
with him since. He replied, “leacher, befote

t hielieved 1 never ended the year without being in’
debt ; but now, these ten years, 1 have never once”
been hard pressed for money ; 1 have always had

euough for my wants, Gowv has been very good 1o

me.  Even when the years have been bad, apd all

around have been suffering. I have . always
had enough. Gon has taken care of me. “Twice,” -
he said, “I began to get celd and forget

Gav: but He called me back cach time in a
kind of vision or dream, in which 1felt that the

presence of Gob was mysteriously near me When .
he first joined, he had to give up his former work,

because of the dificulty of keeping the Sabbath’;
but he soon got other work to do, and, though lab-.
ouring hard (rom Monday morning till Saturday

night, he bad never failed al} these  years, '(hb(lg*l'
surrounded by heathenisnu, (o keep the Sabbath holy.

I had many long-talks with the old man jn the

chapel, and as wg trtidied nlong the rond_t@gcthcr.,;. i
and 1 thought Kvhil the snoney spent in the P
Chow Mission produced no wmore result than this
one old man —so patient, so holy, so hard-werking
—it would not have been wasted,

Some six or seven years ago, when Mr, Mahood
was almost killed at Kuchenfi, in ronsequence of
the reports that the Christiams were poisening the
wells, some 300 men came to this old man’s house
and told him that they had just puiled down a
Christians house at some little distance, at a plac
called Ting-A, and that now they were come to puil
down his.  He replied, “You have power, and can
pull down my house if you like, but T'am not
ashamied te say that [ am a Christian.  You can
kill my body ; you cannot hurt my seul.  But, to
show yeu that we Christians are not guilty of this
thing. if yeu bring me some of the poison which you
say you found in the other Christisn’s house, T will
eatit.”"  They brought him some of the supposed -
poison, which he ate befcre their eyes ; but, as he
did not se=m to suffer at all from the effects, they
let the old man off, and his house escaped.

From another station, the Rev. R. W. Stewart
writes :—

“Dear Ting-Ing-Soi, the catechist at this station,
has left us for a better world ; the persecution he
underwent at the hands of the heathen two years
ago has brouzht him 10 the grave; he nevef re-
covered from the ill-treatment then received, and
cach month growing weaker and weaker, at length,
just as we entered on our New Year, he passed
away into a new life with the Saviour he had loved
so well,  He was the best student I ever had in the
college, and .o one could know him without loving
him  Wc often visited him as he lay on his death-
bed in the foreign hospital, and his one sorcow wasg
that he had done so hitle for the One who had suf-
fered so much for him; and yet he has left a name
in the Hek-Chiang country which will never be for-
gouten.  He used often to talk of the joy of going
to heaven; one day, when the end was fast ap-
proaching, he said to me, “Itis not death— living
15 death, dying is /i/e.”” His widow, who has much
of the same spirit, and who was formerly for 2 few
months in the Bible-women's class, has now come
back to it again, and will, we hope, be as useful -
among women as her husband was among men.
Fourteen were baptized during the year, and there
are now about twenty or thirty inquirers.”

The Jast report from the much-tricd converts of -
the Fuh-kien Mission is given in the “Church Mis- -
sionary Intelligence” of August, 188s. They now -
number 3,556.  They have but z European and 4
native clergy, but these are assisted by roo volup- =
tary, unpaid native lay agents. About $1,700 are -

DIOCESE 0F NEWFCUNDLAND.

Coxerrrioy Rav.—For several years past a
Clerical Association has existed in the Rural Dean-
ery of Conception Bav, in connection with which,
previous 1o \he present vear a series of missionary
muectings was amaually held and much done to stir
up a missienary spirit. By a valuable measure
enacted at the Tast meeting of the Diacesan Svnod.,
eatitled, an *Act to establish a Home and Forejen
Mission Fand,” the work has besn taken oxnt of the

Vhands of the Associaticr, and made an obligatory

jart of diovesan operations. This valuabie act s
already bearing good fruit, a portion of which s
the -tuccession of gatherings of unusual spint and
taterest reeently held in varivus towas and scttle
ments of the above deanery.

In accordance with  the  Act the  various
Fasishies and missicns have been visited by deputa-
tons of clergy, (with the exeeption of {larbour
Grace. where a neeting will be held eardy in Janu-
aryty large assemblics held and addresses, able,
carnest and eloruent, delivered. Nowwithstanding
the severity of the weatlier on some occasions large
numbers came long distances to attend. The most
successiul meeting, prohably, was that held in the
Church at Bay Roberts en the 22nd ult, on which
accasion there were seven hundred persons present,
wiio Estened with marked attention for two hours
to the carnest words of (he difierent speakers,  The
deputztion on this oceasion consisted of the Revds.
I. Gudden, R.TH Taylor and +. ] J. Swith,  Mr.
Godden dwelt upon facts in connection with the
work in China. and appealed to the lany —the
trank and Al of the army of Christ—to awaken
toa dueper miterest in the grand work of bringing
the nations o the foot of the crass.  Mr. Taylor
spoke of the work in Africa, showed the great
niogress made since the consecration of the first
Lisliops of Cape Town, Newcastle, Mclbourne and
Adelande 1347, and dwelt on the sad end of the
heraic Bishop MeKenzie and his brave companions
i the centre of the Dark Continent. Mr. Smith
spoke of Diritain, her position, oppertunities and
qualifications for mission work.  After taking bis
hearers on an imagieary tour around the globe in
order to grasp some idea of the magnitude of the
Fmpire, he urged the necessity of seizing the op-
jportinilivs stieh vast possessions afiord and pointed
out the specal qualifications of Anglician  Chris-
tianity far spreading the knowledge of Christ.

The st mecting was held in the Chureh at
Spaniard’s Bay, on the 2gth ult.  On this occasion
the deput dion eongisted of Revds 1. Godden, R.
IL “Tavler and Chas. F.oSmith. The kst named,
owhitg 1o his recent removal to Hearts Content was
unable to attend.  The proceedings were  mogt
interesting and the meeting a highly successful one.
At the opening, Bishap Heber's famous missionary
hymn, “From Greenland's Icy Mountains,” was
sung by the assembly, followad by stitable inter-
cessions.  For two hours the speakers continued
to tell of the progress made and being made in
spite. of obstacles and  reverses. The meeting
closed with the well-known hymn—

sJesns ahadl where'er the sun
Proth his on v journies rum”

The Clergy of Conception Bay are certainly
taking the lead in this particular part of Church
wark, and by their labours an impetus is being
given to it which must result in immense goed to
the Church at large. A wave of missionary enthu-
siasm is spreading, which, itis to he hoped, will
roll on till every naok and corner of the vast Dio-
cese has felt its influence. When will Churchmen
In St. John's awaken to a due interest in this mat-
ter? Lot the much-esteemed Rural Pean and a
committee of Clergy take the matter in hand. The
latent power in St. John's, properly applied, would
result in effects before unequalied in this Colony.

It is cheeriug to note that notwithstanding the
Aard times the collections have exceeded the ex-

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.
{From our avr: Correspondents.)

Oxe feature of the missionary work of the
I',ﬂbr.'ldor Mission ought not to be passed over in
silence, the perindical visiis of the Bishep. These
entail & large e<penditure of time and moeney, be-
sides a good deal of roughing it, and some danger.
The coast may be reached cither by the regular
trading schooner from Quebcee, the run down
occupylng from ten days to a month; or by the
lucky chanee, if the time suits, of a passage in the
Government  steamer  visiting  the light-houses.
Your readers may imagine what a month's trip on
a small coasting schooner would be, with a little
crib for 2 cabin, with the deck occupicd by heavy
freight, so as to preclude promenading, with the
bad smells, and the insupportable weariness of
waiting day after day in some miserable little
harbour for a favourable wind which will not come.
The dificulty, however, is in getting away from the
coast.  Twice the Bishop of Quehec has had to go
all the way round by St John's. Newfoundland,
and Ialifax and Portland, in a voyage by steamer,
covering nore than 2 fortnight, to reach Quebec
when his work on the coast was done.  The visita-
tion itself of the coast, though somewhat tedious, is
most Interesting. It is almost a house to house
visitation ; indeed, it was literally this when the
present writer accompanied the Bishop e the
coast ten years ago. The visitation is made in the
open boat of the Mission, the Bishop sleeping in
the houses of the settlers, and thus becoming inti-
mately acquainted with them all.  Whenan isslated
house is thus reached, the full services of the
Church ave afforded. as if in a cathedral. the Daily
Office, Confirmation, Address, Holy Communion.
‘The eager attention on such occasions, and the
affectionate warmth of the poor settlers are most
touching. Two months of the Bishop's time is
accupied every five years with the Ypiscopal visita-
tion of these few poor scattered fishermen. It is,
however, to the Bishop a labour of leve, and is in

the trucst sense pieaching the Gospel to the poer.

‘The fact is tha
the whole, or nearly the whole, of the revenuve o
the Islands has hitherto been spent by the pro-
prietors in improvements for the lenent of e
tenants.

An endowment of Sgoo has been obtained for
Headingly by the sale of 180 acres of the glebe.
This parish has also become vacant by the resignha-
ton of the Rev, Alited Pinkham, whe, after a short
residence in Headingly, te the regret of the parish-
wners, accepted the parish of Morris.  Mr. Gardner
wis obliged to leave Merris by the illness of his
wife. The duty was waken for 2 year by the Rev.
H.1nCooper, a clergyiman of the diecese of Joronto,
who was, T believe very acceptable to the people.
During his residence & very neat church  was eree-
ted, which | opened last summer. [ have oflered
Headingly to o clerzyman of considerable experi-
cice, wha is well spoken of, the Rev. T, Aitkens. a
graduate of St. Johw's College, Cambridge. He s
father of the clergyman who is neminated to Turtle
Mountain, Several of his sons are comiag to this
country as farmers, Tt is thought best for all the
family to corme.

I am advising the Colonial and Contincntal
Church Socicty 1o give the grant which has been
hitherto given 10 Headingly to a district of which
Gladstone would be one centre. [ have for years
been endeavoring to obtain a grant for this district
from that Sacicty, but, from want ef funds, they
have not been able to do this ; indeed, their grant
1o this district was reduced this year by £z3. 1
am not, however, certain till inquiry be made, under
what circumstances the churck would now cnter
this district. With so many district unprovided for,
we must select those were we shall be met by sab-
stantial help. Failing Gladstone, there could be an
tmportant district formed partly out of the present
Rapid City district, with Mirnedosa as enc centre.
I hope, however, in view of the great extent of
courtry being settled, the society may arrange for
cur having another grant, so that we may have both
districts.  We have a clergyman in view as the mis-
.\lOllal'y.

The Rev. G. Turnbull, whe resides in the Rapid
City district, is te have an aliowance for partial
service.  The Rev. W. A, Burman, of the Sioux
rescrve, may also be able to render seme help to
the scttlements near his reserve. A new church
nas been opened atr Rapid City. There isa large
district containing Beaconsfield and other places
where there are many earnest Churchmen. There
have been two readers in this district deserving of
our best thanks. One of them, Mr. Dabbs, has
been holding services regularly at four different
centres and the other Mr. Ashley at two. Several
visits have been paid to the districtof Mr. Jukes
and Canon Grisdale. A grant in aid kas been
guaranteed te us threugh the Rev. W.S. Rainsford,
from 8t. James' Cathedral, Toronto, and it has been
assigned to this district. The appeintment-of a
missionary is te be offered to a clergyman of the
diocese of Husen,

What are the moving causes for the propesed
legislation > Simply these: Certain gentiemen
baving violated the law are striving very persistently
to have their offence condoned Dy the Legislatures
But why should the country at large permit this
class legistation®  What right have a few ndivid-
uals, because they are wealthy, wio have married
their deceased wives sisters, to change the law to
suit themselves, and force upon many hundreds of
thousands of other pceplc' what will be most ob-
noxious to them ?

But the point we want especially to draw atten.
to now, is this, that this clunge in the law is asked
for simply as regards one of the degrees of aftinity
forbidden, while the others are left untouched. But

degrees  now  forbidden?  Fither a table of

Now, are
our legislators prepared, in the face of Scriptural
prohibitions, to do away with the Table alto-
gether, to please any man, or sct of men?
i they are, are the prople willing that it shall be
so?

Wiy, in the Divcese of I'redericten, cannot
sometling Le done like the work of the Woman's
Auxiliary to the Board of Missionaries in the
United States.  This iusticution was organized in
1871, lts uscfulness and benefits have gone on
increasing year by year. ‘The organization extends
now to 36 Dioceses and Misstonary jurisdictions.
Many &f those have far less ability for the work
than the Diocese af Iredericton. The sununary
for the year just closed, as given by statistics, js—
in money, for domestic Missions, $10,287 ; Freed-
men, §4,404 ; Indian, §1.4,821; Foreign, 819,949;
total 840,462 ; boxes of clothing for Missionaries
and their families, and for peor children in Church
schools, to the value of $g4,233. Grand total for
this year in moacy and boxes, $143,695. This
institution has also provided, during the past vear,
for 150 Scholarships at the Theological Colleges,
and the salaries of twenty women engaged in Mis-
stonary work or teaching.

Who in this Diccese of Tredericton wilt origi-
nate such a work as this? (Matthew xxvi., r3).

We may add, that while in Nova Scotia there is a
very valuable Society of a similar kind which sup-
ports in part several Missions, it is confined to the
City of Halifax, whereas, the American  Auxiliary
has its branches in hundreds of Parishes through-
out the country. It some earnest Christian wWomen
would take the lead, and invite the Rectors of
Parishes to nwne some lady in his Parish who
would act as corresponding and organizing Secre-
tary for the work in that Parish, this very usefu]
Society might speedily be sot to work. Wil not
sone of our readers think over this matter, and see
what can bLe dore in the beginning of a new year?

OUR COLLECTS.

Turik History AND SOURCES.

(Compiled for the Church Gaardian by Kev. 1:aac¢ Brock,
Sherbrooke, Quebec.)

Un the 209th May, A.DD, 1660, King Charles 1.
was restored to the throne of his ancestors. On
ths 25th March, 1661, the King's warrant was
isstied appointing twelve Dishops and twelve Pres-
byterian divines, with nine co-adjuters on cach
side, to confer together in reference to the Book of
Common I'rayer.  The place of meeting was the
Jishop of Londow’s palace, in the Savoy, in Lon-
don; hence this conference has been called the
Savoy Conference. The Presbytcrians stated at
length their objections to the Prayer Book, and the
Bishops replicd.  The only practical result of this
Conference was the appointment, in November,
1661, iy the Convocation of the Church of Eng-
land, of & commuttee of eight Bishops 1o revise the
Prayer ook, At the head of that Committee of
Revision was John Cosin, the Bishop of Durham.
In the reign of the unhappy Charles 1. Cosin had
been Dean of Peterborough.  Under the Usuepa-
tion he was the first clergyman who suffered for his
loyalty to the Church and Crown of England. The
House of Commons cjected him frem his Deanery.
After seventeen years of exile and poverty in France
he returned at the Restoration to  Ingland and re-
sumed his Deanery, from whence he was quickly
promoted to the important Bishopric of Durham,

‘The Revision of our Prayer Book, carried out
under the auspices of Bishep Cosin, was speedily
completed.  On December 20, 1661, the Revised
Prayer Book was adopted and subscribed by the
clergy of both Houses of Convocation and ef beth
the Provinces of Canterbury and York.  This has
been, so far, the final revision of our Prayer Book.

"T'o this final revision we owe four of our Collects,
These four, which we may call the Restoration Col-
lects, are the Colleets for the Third Sunday in
‘Advent, for St. Stephen’s Day, for the Sixth Sun-
day after Epiphany, and for LEaster Eve. They
all supply real gaps in the serics of Collects as our
Reformers left them, and they are all not only sound
and Scriptural, but fine compositions. Yet, says
Dean Goutbourn, we may trace in them some slight
declension (very faint, and only beginning to peep
out) from the standard of Cranmer’s Callects,
though in respect to their explicit references to Holy
Scripture they are marked by a clese resemblance
to his.  We lase sight of the balanced clauses and
antitheses so characteristic of the old Sacramen-
taries, and which Cranrmer had happily reproduced.
Nevertheless the Restoration Collects have their ex-
cellences and strong peints.  Fach-of them is built
upon a single, clear, and definite idea, which is
worked out very satisfactorily. In two of them—
that for the Third Sunday in Advent and for St
Stephen’s Day—are found direct addresses to Gop
the Son, which, though very unusual, as Canon
Liddon has pointed out, in the Collects in the
Communion Office, is a valuable feature, as dis-
tinctly recognizing the Divinity of our Blessed
Lord ; and in the case of the St. Stephan Day Col-
lect, very happily keening ative the memery of the
Martyr's dying praver ; while the Collect for the
Sixth Sunday after the Epiphany has at its close a
direct invocation of the Holy Ghost, with a direct
adoration of all the Three Sacred Persons in the
One Gop, which is unusually solemn and edifying.

In consequence of the advanced age of Juxon,
the Primate of the English Church, he was unable
to act on the Caroline Committce of Revision. The
Presidency of that Committee was entrusted, as we
have abserved, by Convocation to Bishop Cosin of
Durham. To his pen, therefore, we awe, in all
probability, the four Resteration Collects.

The last of these Collects—that for Easter Eve
—has, however, another great historical memory

connected with it besides that of Bishop Cosin. The
Reformation Divines provided ne Collect for Easter
Even, though they provided for it an Epistie and
Gospel. Thus matters stood for cighty-eight years,
from A. D, 1340 (the date of the First Prayer
Book of Edward VL), to A. D. 1637, In thy
year, by a proclamation of King Charles I, a
revision of the English Prayer Book adapted to the
Scotch Church was introduced into Scotland. 1t
is well known that the attempt to thrust this
Revised Prayer Book upon the Scotch peaple wa,
a failure.  The name connected with this Revision
was that of Archbishop laud, who had become
Primate of England in 1633. This Prayer Book
for the Scotch Church contained a Collect for Fas-
ter Kven drawn up by Archbishep Laud. This
Collect Bishop Cosin, in 1661, re-wrete, retaining
its main features, but pruning its redundances and
reducing it more te the usual compass of a Coljeat,
The ninety-eight Collects which have been
under consideration in this series of papers may
thus be arranged : To the Sacramentary of Leo we
owe seven; to that Gelasius, twenty-four and a hali;
to that Gregory, thirty and a half ; to that Alcuin,
one ; to our Reformers we owe thirty-one, and to the
Revisers we owe four. The histary of our Collects,
therefore, reaches from Leo, Bishop of Rome, A.]).
440, to Cosin, Bishop of Durham, A. 1. 1661,
and thus embraces a period of over twelve hundred
years.  The history of our earlier Ceollects recalls
the fortunes of the Church of Christ, when amid
the breaking up of the Western Roman Empire the
three great Sacramentarics were compiled. The
history of the one unchanging Collect of our Com-
munion Office recalls to us the days of Charlamagne
and Alcuin.  The adoptian of the sixty-three Col-
lects of the early Sacramentarics by St. Osmund
into his Liturgy of Sarum rccalls the conflicts be-
tween the Saxon and Norman clergy that followed
the Nomnan Conquest. The Cellects of the Refor-
mation and the Restoration recall the meck and
learned Archbishop Cranmer and the devout and
scholarly Bishep Cosin, and the manifold blessings
which, in eur Reformed English Church, we owe
to our Reformers and Revisers.  1n the matter of
our Collects which we have been considering, it is
almost impossible for an English reader to estimate
the greatness of our debt te our Reformers ; not
only do we owe to them, as has been shown, many
new Coilects, which are quite worthy to take their
place by the ancient ones—to them also we owe it
that the old Latin ones bave been rendered into
such exquisite English. It would hardly be fitting
in papers like these, addressed to general readers,
te quote frem the old Latin Collects proofs that in
numerous instances our English Cellects are super-
ior to their Latin originals. [ will conclude by
quoting the words of Dean Burgon on this subject :
“Nor may we omit to advert to the exquisite taste
and astonishing command of the English language
which they (the Refermers) displayed. In count-
less instances they have transfused the curtest,
baldest, and darkest of the Latin Cellects into truly
harmonious and transparent Fnglish, while they
have invariably surpassed their originals in felicity
of expression, evcn where the Latin is most con-
spicuously happy.” After quoting a number of
instances showing the surprising skill of our trans-
lators, the Deanadds : “There is a general wealth of
diction, a devotional exuberance of phrase, in some
of these passages (frem our Collects) which reminds
us that our English altars were first kindled by a
glowing coal from the East.”
THE REVISED VERSION Ol THE NEW
TESTAMENT.
A Paper read by the Rev. D. Ssmirie at a Rural
Deavery Meeting, held al Cow Bay, on St,
Juke's Day, 1881.

To these may be added “console” for “comfort”
in chap. xi. 19, while strangely enough “comfost” is
retained in verse 31, as the rendering of the same
word.

Compare again the changes in the renderings of
the verb “feles” :

While many minute alterations have been made,
it is often difficult, if not impossible, to understand
the principle by which the Revisers have been
guided. In ninety cases they have altered the
rendering of “onn’ from “then” te “therefore” and
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us0” ; but they have retained “then,”” under the
same conditions as those under which it has been
discarded, in chap. i 2§, xiii. 30, xvili. 3. ‘fA
man” is retained as lhc_;_cndcrmg of the indefinite
proneun “fis” in chap. iil. 3, 5 ; where it is some-
times suppesed by persons of little cducanor! to
countenatice Adult, as opposed to Infant Baptism.
The retention of it here is the more unaccountable,
when wt observe that in the following passages in
the Gospels “a man’’ and “any man” as the render-
ing of * #s”” have been changed to “one” and “any
one” (Matt. xi. 27 ; Mark viii. 4, xi. 3 ; Luke xix.
31; John ix. 32, x. 28. .

Before leaving St. John's Gospel T would just
call your attemtion to two remarkable readings
which are given in the margin: “the only begotten
Gop,” chap. i. 18; and “he that cometh from hea-
ven beareth witness of what he hath seen and
heard,” chap. #ii. 31. 4

1 pass now to_the First Epistle to Timothy, the
alterations in which, as has been said, are about
two hundred and cighty-five, twenty-cight of them
being for textual reasons. The most important of
these “jios” “he who” for “theos” “Gop' in chap.
iii. 16, has already Deen noticed. None of the
others have any bearing on the doctrines of the
New Testament. I give a few as specimens. ““The
“ather” for “our Father,” chap i. 2. “A dispensa-
tion of Gop (vikonomian theou), tor “godly edifying”
(vikodomian  theon) chap. 1. 4. “We strive”
(agenizometha), for “we sulfer rcp'roat':h‘: (quem’t::u-
methay chap. iv. 10.  “The life which is life indeed”
{tes entos zoes), for “eternal liief’ tes atonion soes),
chap. vil. 19. And the omission of “frem such
withdraw thyself,”” chap. vi. 3.

Of the two hundred and fifty-seven changes of
translation which I have marked, I will mention 2
few. Byattention to the rules of the Greek article,
which were but little understood when the Author-
ized Version was made, we have, “the (A. V, A.}
good warfare,” ch:\p.'i. 18. “SI}_C shall be szu'c_d
through ¢4e child-bearing,” chap. ii., 13, the margin
having “her child-bearing,” and the Autherized
Versien “in  child-bearing.” The passage, as
altered, refers to the Incarnation. Attention to
the rules of the article has given ws a great
improvement in chap. vi., 10 ; “the love of meney
is a root of all ‘kinds of evil,” not t/c root from
which all evil springs, but a roet from which all
evils may and do arise. Two verses later are two
other changes, “Iight the good fight of 74¢ faith,”
the fAght which the faith, the profession of the
Christian soldier mvolves upon him ; and “didst
confess the good confession,” the profession of
faith and devotion 1o the service ef Gon which
cach one must make at his baptism. In the next
verse is a similar change, “who before Pontius
Pilate witnessed £/ good confession,” the reference
being to the witness, to His Person and Truth borne
by our Saviour, and recorded in the 18th chapter
of St. John. The following seem to me to be great
improvemeats.  “The Gospel of the glory of the
blessed Gob,” “the Gospel which is the glad tidings
of the glory of Gon,” chap. i., 11 ; “Gedliness is a
way of gain,” for “gain is godliness,” chap. vi., 5;
and “the uncertainty of riches,” for “uncertain
riches,” chap. vi., 17. But “my own child in faith,”
for ‘‘mine own son in e faith,” chap. i, 2; (with
which compare 2 Timothy, i, 4; “my true child
after a common faith”} does not commend itself,
so far as the omission of the article is concerned.
‘True, there i no article in the original. But it is
a rule, acknowledged by the Revisers elsewhere,
that the articlc may be omitted in Greek after a
preposition, where it must be supplied in English.
And surely “my own child in 24¢ faith” is more
suggestive of the relatiens between the Apostie and
his disciple than “my ewn child in faith” There
are many changes also for etymological reasons,
the Revisers having endeavoured 1o find the most
exact cquivalent for the original word, and always
render by it.

Time will not permit me to examine any mere
passages. 1 have already extended my paper far
beyond the limits which I proposed to myself when
i began. But I could not, if T would do more
than skim the surface of my subject, say less than I
have done. I am conscious that I have, after all,
dealt very feebly with a vast subject. But to the
best of my ability I have endeavoured, by the pas-
sages which I have examined, and the analyses
lying before ‘me, to give some idea of the nature
and extent of the alterations which have been made
in our dear and time-honeured version. Many
alterations will net scem to many of us as improve-
ments ; in regard to others the Revisers seem to
have interpreted with great freedom their rule “to
mtroduce as few alterations as possible, cousistently
with faithfulness ;" but notwithstanding this, the
more 1 study the Revised Version, the more I am
convinced that on the whele it represents more
faithfully the original Scriptures tham does the
Authorized Version, The charge is sometimes
made that in many places it weakens and emascu-
lates statements of doctrine. But we may spare
ourselves the investigation of such charges, uniess
there be an attempt to shew that its renderings are
weaker than the original. It is said, too, that the
old system has suffered considerably. Well I do
not feel myself able to deal with such an objection.
1 do not see how changes could be made to the
extent that they have been without its suffering in
some degree. But, on the other hand, is it not just
Possible that some passages are less musical, #af £o
themselves, but to our cars, and that they will sound
differently to another generation.

1

My task is done. The length to which my paper
has run is due, in some measnre, to the vastaess of
my subject ; or, perhaps I shauld say to the inde-
finiteness of it. If it be decided to continue the
study of the Revised Version at our meetings, and
I know ne more interesting and profitable subject
of study, I would suggest that seme one aspect of
the work, or some one book, or portion of a book
be taken each time. I now submit my paper to
your criticismy, my only desire being that our dis-
cussion will tend to clearer views of the spirit, as
well as of the Jetter of Gow's most Holy Word.

FURTHER REMARKS ON THE POSITION
AND NEEDS OF THE DIOCESE OF
FREDERICTON.

In the further consideration of the subject of
Missions in the Diocese of I'redericton, it is well to
notice the very great advamtages being afforded to
it. For the most part, in the early settlement of
the country there was a very strong Church ele-
ment, especially in the more important places.
Excepting, perhaps, in the case of Connecticut, no
Diocese in New England or Canada could compare
favorably with our own in the point alluded to.
Through the intfluence of Churchmen in the Legisla-
ture grants of land were made for glebes or Church
purpeses, which, in many instances, are now of
great value. It would be startling to recken up the
enormous sum of money paid by the 8. I’. G. from
the first appointment of missionarics in New Britas-
wick to the present day, apart from tho amount
given for scholarshlps, and the grant made by the
8. P. C. K. for Church buildings. To this must be
added the generous cndowment of the Bishopric,
mostly by funds raised in England. Under these
circumstances, ought there to be so many portions
of the Diocese now uncared for ; ought any of our
present Missions to be in danger ?

"Then there is another clergy waat, which, per-
haps, might have been more casily supplied in
past years than row. We speak of Church schools
of rcligious education. In this respeet, the Church
in this Diocese is far behind many of the various
denominations, and far behind every one of the
Dioceses in the United States. The first object
in the cstablishment of a new Diocese or Mis-
sispary jurisdiction in the United States is the
making provision for Church schools. By this
means, more perhaps than any other, this com-
munion has made such increasing strides. Painful
iastances are daily afforded us of the terrible want
of sound, religious education for our boys, For
girls it is cven nore requisite. They, who are to
be the mothers of the future generations of Church-
men, need careful dogmatic teaching as te the posi-
tion and principles of the Church of England to be
imparted te their children in coming years. Till
something of this kind is effectually done, the
Church will go on “dragging its slow length along”
without any pointed improvement,

With all these immense advantages we have
spoken of, with the value of the endowments in
many of our Parishes, with the means in the pos-
session of Churchmen, this Diocese should be in
a positien to say, to-day, te our kind benefactors in
Englard, with our warmest thanks for continued
favours,—keep now your funds for the benefit of
the more destitute portions of the world. With
what we already have, and with our well adjusted
machinery in our Church Secicty, we will under-
take our own missionary work ; m this we will all
unite, and we will alse provide, in some way, for
the Church training, for the religious education of
our boys and girls.

Why are not these matters pressed upon the
considerations of the Tepresentatives of the Church
at aur apnual mecetings?  The Church Society, by
its censtitution, has its Anniversary Meelings.
But there is no Socicty in Christendom that is so
debarred from this privilege as ours. We have a
public meeting to advance the claims of Forcign
Missions, and we have a special session. But take
the case as it was last July, and it has been the
same for many years past, neither at the various
public meetings, nor in the sermon at the Anniver-
sary Scrvice, was the subject before us attended te.
A stranger present at these meetings would have
had little idea of our Diocesan wants.  Zle gfficers
of the Socicty should be held responsible in this mat-
ter, and they should look to it, that in future, when
the representatives of the Church are present from
all parts of the Province, when it is a question of
life or death for many of our Missions, the oppor-
tunity is given for stirring up the hearts of Gopn's
people, and it should be so arranged that the funds
of the Society reap the benefit from such appeals.—
Cox.

durir{g the coming session. An association te
“amend the marriage kaw” has been formed, and
the names are given of a committee, evidently
selected for the purpose of influencing public opin-
ion as widely as possible, who arc to use every
cffort possible 10 secure the passing of the Bill. Let
me ask you for a little space to answer two ques-
tions: What is the duty, at this crisis, of the friends
of the existing law ? and, Is it hopeless to make
any stand against the vroposced legislation? 1
answer, whether hopeless or not it is cqually our
duty to do eur best to prevent a great wrong such
as this being done.  We have to answer to Gon,
not for success or failure, which are in His hands,
but fer doing cur duty. He can save by many or
by few ; and even ifwe be few, it may please Him
to save our country by our hands, David, when a
stripling, slew the boasting Philistine, beeause he
was true to his Gop. To gain a hattle is not always
victory, nor te lose one defeat.  The very story of
a gallant stand made unte death by a few in one
age has often stirred up weak souls for gencrations
to fight many a noble battle, It will be 10 our
eternal disgrace if we to whom Gop has entrusted
the interests of His Kingdom in this land strike
not a single blow when one of its most important
battlements is assailed ; whereas, a brave, carmest
battle, even if lost, will open the eyes and strengthen
the hearts of thousands of our own people setting
against the temptation te have anything to do with
this uncleanness. That the blood of the martyrs is
the seed of the Church is true for cvery age, and
means for us that to stand fast and fight manfully
for the cternal principles of Christ's Kingdom amid
apparent defeat is the true way to make those prin-
ciples triumphant.  But I do not think our cause
at all helpless, for the following reasons :

If the propesed alteration in the law is effected
it will be owing to the efforts of an interested few,
not because the great bedy of the people feel the
existing law any hardship.  ‘This has been proved
over and over again in England, and it is reasonable
to believe that it is the same here.  The great mass
of the people, I suppose, know little or nothing upon
the subject. They will be found ready to acknow-
ledge of every law it should remain undisturbed
until it is proved te be bad, much more one like
this, which has been the law of England ever since
it was a nation. To influence these s not hopeless.
We must, however, make up our accounts for a
certain amount of bias en the wrong side, as the in-
terested few have been active agamst the law for
many years, using the press largely, while those on
the right side in this country have not used it at
all, so thatall that the great bedy of the people
have read has been written by the agitators for
change. That this has been so, Ly the way, is
owing to a shameful neglect of du‘y on the part of
the right-minded, for which we shall assuredly have
to give an account.  Next, there are a large num-
ber of quite thoughtful persons, especially a great
many good women, whose feelings are against the
change—they do not like it—Dbut this feeling is not
grounded in any dreply-rooted principle, and, hav-
ing no strong sense of immediate and personal in-
terest in maintaining the law, their very quictness
and modesty keeps them from making themselves
heard.  These have only to be aroused to a sense
of duty.  But surely there are many in the Domin-
ion, however comparatively few, who do feel dezply
the magnitude of the interests which are at stake,
True, all of these do not support the law for the
same reasons. Some of them deprecate change on
the ground that the Law of Goo would be violated ;
others, whe, perhaps, may not have deeply studied
that aspect, see very clearly the grave social evils,
the social revolution which the proposed change
would introduce.  'There is no reason why these
two classes should not cordially work together; and
I am satisfied that if all who are friends of the ex-
isting law, on whatever ground, would unite their
forces and make a vigorous stand, the casc is by
no means hopeless.  But we must bestir oturselves
at once, and we must imitate, we must surpass the
assailants of the law in their devotion to their bad
cause. They are in earnest, energetic, organized ;
they have got up their case thoroughly, and know
how to argue it out plausibly. They are always
ready with a short, cleverly-written baok to put into
an inquirer’s hand. Not onec Churchman in ten
thousand can give you a reasonable account of why
these unions are wrong, or know where to lay their
hands on a book that can.

You are right in appealing to our Bishops to come
forward and head a practical movement. Our
Venerable Metropolitan, the Bishop of Nova Scotia
and the Bishop of Ontario have done good service
with their pens. But more than this is needed.
The law-breakers are moving (nof ‘Heaven, but)
certainly every source of influence on earth, Their
assault is an organized one. Surely we are most
deeply to blame that we have not erganized long
since. It is by organization, by the “Marriage Law
Defence Association, that the persistent attempts
to change the faw in England have been defeated.
Not an howr is 1o be fost in organizing defence.
Then, too, the press ought to bo used to the ntmost.
Here also we are forestalled. 'The law-breakers
have the command of the Canadian press. How
is this done? That there is a lavish expenditure
of mopey is well known, but I am unwilling to
ascribe venality to our Canadian press. But may it
not be that the influence of the press, hitherto ro
baneful en this question, is gained in this way?
Men of influence ought to goto the managers and
get leading articles, written from "eutside, as well as
letters inserted. One of the oblest, if not the first,

newspaper men in Canada, acklowledged frankly to
me some time since that during the entire newspaper
discussion of the Deceased Wife's Sister Bill, which
took place in Canada two years ago, onc side only
had been heard.  Let eur leading men, who under-
stand the question, and can wnte, begin to do so
all the couutry over in cvery newspaper. Let us
make oursolves heard. Let the Provincial Synod
Comwittee, appointed 10 oppose the Bill, organize
action in this as weli as other respects,

Then, what absut the pulpit? Has it been
used?  Brave and eloquent words were spoken in
the Provincial Synod by speakers (rem various
sections of the conntry. 1t was casy enough to
spcak out tihere.  The rapturous applause of a
sympathizing audience was the speaker's imme-
diate reward. But was that all?  Now that the
time fer action has come, if those cloquent speaks
ers do nothiug, bring in influence to bear,—if they
do not now comte te the front in open active work,
what couclusion can be drawn respecting  that
debate, but a most painful ene ?

The case is urgent.  Qur opportuity is now, or
never.  If we de nothing, we arc traitors wo the
great interests entrusted to us. IHow shall we
answer for our laches in the Day of Judgment?

KING’S COLLEGE ENDOWMENT.
('F'o the Editors of the Church Guardian).

Sirs,—Net infrequently we hear persons speak-
ing on the subject of the King's College ndowment
remark—*What a disgraceful thing it is for
wealthy persons throughout these Provinces, who
profess 10 have the interests of the Church and
College at heart, to give so little 1owards either.”
Of course it is disgraceful ; and every one who
reads this paper can think of persons in Halifax
alone, who are treated with external deference and
internal contempt for this very reason. But how
often it happens that those who condenm others are
themselves in a position thatis no bewer! And
this, not from any unwillingness to give, not from
any indifference on the subject of Church schemes,
but because they can give so Jittle that they think
it is not worth giving at all. ‘This is a gieat mis-
take. The same Jaw is laid down for rich and peor,
Those whe can give only a dolar are a5 muc), re-
sponsible as those who can give a thousand dollars,
And I think T am net wrong in saying that it is the
sympathy and co-operation of the not wealthy many
more than of the wealthy few, that we are most in
need of at Windsor. .

To counteract (if only to a small degree) the in-
activity of people who can give a little, and dp not
doit, and to help thé College as much as lies in
their power, a number of persons have formed
what they have called the Zndoroment Aid Associa-
tion, by which they agree to assist in the Endow-
ment work by monthly contritutions. ‘The plan
of working is simply this.—Any one wishing to be-
come 2 mcember of the Association sends his or
her name to the Secretary, and the amount sub-
scribed at such time in the month as may be most
convenient. Contributions may be of the smallest
sums, according to the wishes and means of a mem-
ber ; and all amoants are kept most strictly private
by the Secretary. At the end of each month the
combined contributions are forwarded te Archdea-
con Gilpin in Halifax, with the names of the givers,
but sot with the amotunts givenby each. The Asso-
ciation is by no means limited to those who have
studicd at Windsor, and there ought to be many
who have enough public spirit to join in helping
our institution that has been of such assistance to
others. Neris it confined to men. I am sure
there are numbers of women who must have the
interests of King's College as much at heart as the
warmest sons of Alma Mater ; and there is no rea-
son why they should be idle when there is so much
to be done. )
