Tho third word is Jesus. Although our
Lord had human nature, He was not a human
person, Ia the Sucond Person of the Blessed
Trinity there were two natures, but only one
peruop, and that was a divine person.

thisa Feart which ls worthy of all devotion;
this Heart whioh s still the treaaurs by
which all nur sine are remitted, ¢ Tois
Heart,” as 83, Augustine says, ‘' which con-
$aine the precious blood of the 8econd Persen
of the Blossed Txlnity,” and to thia IIeart
onr Lord wishes us o direot all our love and
affsction.

@bitanry of tha Hight Revd. Projecins J.
Muchcuen!, Bishep of Denver, Cot.

Wednmday morniog, 10th instant, Bishop
Machebaut died in hix upirsopal citv after m short
illoess, aged 76 yeare. His burisl will take
place nexs Tueadsy. The name of this ¢ood und
apostolic prelate is enshrized in the memory of
the Catholics of Oolorado snd New Mexico,
where he labored with wonderfn] sucocss as
mimionary, Vicar apostolic snd Bishop sinos
1551 amid fnrduhipn and d-flicalties of the mosh
trying kind. Eis memory u no less cherished
by the pioneer Oatholios uf ncrthwessern Uhio,
t0 whom aa priest he minivtered zualonsly and
disinterestediy for & numnber of yeara prioz to
1351, aod at a period that demanded welf nacri-
fios and privation on the part of the piooeer
prieas. Tiffin, San1usky, Toledo, Fremons,
and she intervenming territory ocomprieed the
Iarze field of his 1abora in the present diovcess ot
Qleveland He wax noted for bis sffacility,
z3al and kindoaes of hears. In hia **Remimse-
cences,” kindly sent by him to the writsr of this
aketoh and published 1 the Catholioc Uagiverss,
1ast Qotober, aud framn Februatry to June «f this
year, he gave & wketch of bis priestly labora in
Ohio, that was fouod must interseting to the
lovera of the early history of che asrugglea and
iriala of Catholicity inthis country. He had

BIOGBAPHTCAL SKETCH,

The Rt. Rev. Prcj«ctus f. Machebeof wpy
born in the city of Riom, Franoe, August
1812, He mads hir ecclesastical studies in
pative gity. also in St. Sulpice Semioary, Darf i
apd ab Mont Ferrand. Bishop Ferun, of
diooens of Clermont, ordained him to the prie. .-
hood December 21, 1885, At the invitationf.f
the R, Haev. Bishop Purgell he came to O
in August, 1839. mosh immediately afte
acrival a8 Cincionati hs was sent vo Tiff
sasist ho pastor of St. Mary's church, the Rev.
Juseph McoNamee, who taught him the firat
rudimenta of English. He remained a$ Tiffin
till December of tha same year, meanwhile at.
tendiug some of the missions attached to Tiffin,
Among them were Pern, Fremont (then known
‘1'. {:;war Bandusky), Maumee, Sandurky and

'oledo.

Hins nexb appointment was Sandusky, where
he resided from Christmas, 1839, till Jlnunry
1851.  During this period he continued to at-
tend Fremont till 1847, and Toledo till tha ad-
vant of his botom friend Father Rappe,in 1841,
At Bandusky he organized Holy Aagels'
congregation, the aldest in that city, and under
his direction was built the present church.

more delicaoy than he would the Hottentots
to whom, in & momeat of cassal candour
which disclosed the inner sentiments of his
heart, he compared bim.

From the Dominion of OCanads, from the
hroad United States, from Australia and the
Faropsan Continent these condemnatory let-
tors stream in, and every one s aigned with a
uame which represents something consploucus
ju clvic worth, We have statesmen and
acholars, prelater and professors, gevernors
of territorlea snd arlstocrats of anclent de-
scent, all agreeing that to look upen William
O'Brien snd his sasoclates an if they wers of
the same kidney as Robert Maoaire and Bill
Sykes ia sn absurdity and au Iniguity,

To ron over the roll of those who stigma-
tize thiy Cromwelllan imitation as barsh and
degrading would be to fatigus the reader,
especially the reader of The Universe who bas
long since made up his wind on the subject,
and esteems those who bave been arreated,
handouffed, clad in prison grey, fed on bread
and water, oast Into solitary conSnement,
olipped like poodles, snd chafed with other
Indigolties as but cemplimented morully and
endeared to She mation which has produced
and which 1s prond of them.

Why the Appeal of the Evangelical Alliance
was not Acted Upon.

Orrawa, Jaly 10.—With regard to the
Evangelioal ailiance petition to the Queen to
disallow the Jesuit act, it appears that the
etitlon has been carried to she foot of the
brone and presented to the Queen, The
petition was forwarded through the Gover-
nor-Gensral's office to the Coloaial cffice laat
April, A few days ago Lord Knutaford's
reply waa recelved, Iiv exact language oan-
not yet be given for publlcation as it has not
yot been placed before the Councll, Its
tenor, however, may be ontlined,

Iin Lordship states that he had dely carrled
the petition to the foot of the Throne, where
is was most graciouely recelved by -Her
Mujeety, He regretted, however, that he
couid not recommend Her Msjeaty’'s granting
the prayer of the petitioners, as the matter
whae one which should be entirely left to the
decislon of the Dominion Government,

This despatoh is entirely different to the
communioation from Lord Knutsford, dated
March 21 last, whiok haa been extensively
reterred to as similar in 1ts terms, The
March letter dealt withshe petltion of the Pro-
testant Alliance of England to Her Majesty's
Governmeat and Her Msjesty Government
paseed on it. The evangelical petition was to
the Throne itself and to the Throus it was
taken, although with no better result.

BUREKE MUST GO BAOK.

Judge Bain Decides in Favor of Exiradition

- WINNIPEG, July 10,—Judgment was given
in the Burke extradition csse to-day, when
Judge Bain remanded the prloner for extra-
dision. Counsel en both sides entered into
elaborate arguments, after which the judgs
summed up the case. In reviewing the evl-
dence he gald that the links fixted into each
other and formed a complete chain, Hu
thought that the formalities and technicali-
tios of extradition canes should be very mach
simplified, and it seemed to him that the fact
that the indiotment was found agalnet the
prisoner by a grand jury of bis own country-
men should be soffictent to warrant a judge to
seud a priscner oack to trial, He waa not
trying the vase, but merely as a magiatrate
bhe belleved it right that any leanings he
might have should be in favor of extradition,
in whioh view he was supported by the Cniet
Juaatice ot Qatario,

He could come to no other conclaslon from
the evidenoe adduced that the testimony
raised a strong presumption that the prisoner
waas an accessory to Orunin's deatb, and, con-
sequently, he had no alternatlve but to re.
.mand him for extradition, The mutter now
reated with the Octawa suthorities. Henotl-.
fied the .prisoner that he would not be de-
livered up for fifteen days, and could, in the
meantime, apply for a writ of haheas corpus
and have the oase reviewed by the full court,

A correspondent at Rome—aotnal or sup-
positious—of the New York Times, had a
tong istter oontaining various eurmises and
speculations as to who probably will ba the
enocemeor of the present Sovereign Pontiff uf
the Church, Lzo X1IL. We have seen similar
earmisee, from time to time, in a number of
thu leading dally newspapers of our country,
and paid little or no atientlon to them, be-
cause, however plausible some of them seem-
ed, when locked at from a metely temporuary
or sccular point of view, they were ull un-
worthy of consideration, owiog to the two-
fold faok that firet they were atiompta to
peec into futurity ; snd, secondly, becau.e
the cflice of vialbie head of the Canurch is one
which God watchea over and guards in a
special manner ; and with regard to choesing
an incumbent to that eoffice He rules and
overrales altke secular movements, and the
intentions and purponen of those who are in-
traated with the cholce of a Sovereign Pon.-
tiff in & way that seta at defiance all human
surmlses, and often disappoints the expacts-
tlons of those who thiok they sarein best
poeition to form a correct eatimate of the
probable result of the action of the (ardinale
in Conclave, Time and sgain has every oue
whose election was thought probable been
patsed over, and some one else been chosen
who had not even been thought of before the
Cardinals entered into Conolave,

The Cardinals are men of like passions as
curselves ; mostly very holy mren, and poe-
sessed of great pradence and wide knowledge
of the affalrs and condition both of the world
and of the Church, They are men, too, whe
glve due weight to conslderations of true and
real expediency I coming to a conclusion for
whom to vote. But, along with all this and
beyond [It, they constantly lnvoke divine
asaistance ; and God, ln apswer to theic
prayers of the Church, and In fulfillment of
she divine premise to Peter, watohes over
and directs the procesdings of the Conclaye
0 that Hiz own purpose is carrled out in the
cholee of a snocessor to Pater, and sometimes
in suoha way that the firat exceptions and
dentres of the cardinala themaeelves are disap-
polnted.

Looking back upon thix In the light of hix-
tory, the hand of divine Providence can be
plalnly seen by those who rend history with
believing minds and hesrts, in procesdingw of
the Conclave in timev of great exoltement and
sonfaslon, and even in the few Instances in
which from a purely human point of view the
gelootion of a Sovereign Pontiff ssemed a
most untortunats one, Even ‘where thix
agemed most obvione God had His own nupre-
mely wise purpose ko falfill tbl’pl_l%l it, aad
God did thus fulfill Bix purpose, " But in the
vsat majority of lnstances tbe cholce has
quickly been recognized az & most wise and
happy one, even when beforshand It was
entirely ‘unthought of and entirely un-

They are more ambitious
to acquire Englich tban the English-speaking
vouth are to learn French, Be that as it may,
undeniable it is that for the want of proper
training in both langusges many of our Irish
Catholic yourg men find themselves deprived
of situations they could otherwiee cbtain, snd,
as might paturally be expected, the Freuch
Capadisn who can make Limself understood
in either language carries off the prize, We
need nob reiterate here how frierdly we are
to the French Oanadian, whose mauny good
qualities we sincerely admire. It is neverthe.
less oar duty to point out to Irish Catholic
parents that they should insist on having toe
French language a branch of the studies in the
achoola under their control, po thab their child-
ren may pot be handicopped in their futuie
career a3 they moab certainly will be, and have
to look on whilst others carry off the gocd
thipgs that might be theira had their educa-
tion in this vital particular not been neglected.
It mueb not be forgotten that a million and a
balf ot the population of the Dominion is
French-speaking ; that they sre in an ovar-
whelming majority over all obher races com-
bined in the Province of Quebec, and to be
able to carry on business euccessfully a knowl-
edga f the French Ilanguage s of
prominent importance, There is no need
hers to speak of the immense advantage
the man possesses mentally who has mastered
two langusges. His grasp of mind is broader,
his perception keener, his kuoowledge of men
and things more varied. He is superior in
almost every sense, Our objech is to draw at-
tention to a serious drawback in the syatem of
education in mapy of our echoole where
French {s almost wholly neglected to the se-
rious detriment of the future prospecte of cur
boys, who, with a fair field, no favor bus
equal chances being offsred them, can hold
their own againsb all comers.

Mr, McAddie, ome of tbe
witnesses recently examined, and Wwhoisan
expert on atmospheric electriciiy, gives it a3 his
opinion that the firat effeot of a ** current
charge” of electricity on a human being was un-
conrclousness ; ita second, paralyeis of the
perves apd muscles, and its third a sue-
pension of reepiration sud circulation. He
doubted if the machine proposed to be used by
the s&tate would kil & man. Thia
ig the general temor of the  testimony
now teing adduced, and when it is understood
that there is a dispute regarding the death-deal-
ing properties of the *‘alternating current” and
vhe ‘*continuous current’ systems, any discri”
minative mind will be atle to eee the objech
which the inventors of theta two systems have
jn view by pushiog the investigation, If the
¢ aontinuons current” should prove more dead-
ly in ite effect by contact therawith, . it wonld
undoubbedly cause a great boom in *'alternating
current” stock, snd shis evidently is the object
now in view, Meantime execution by eleotri-

I think that the interchange
cf ideas caused by the Freanck immigration to
New England will, however, be an important
meake-weight in faver of annexation, It is said
that there are to day over 750,000 French
Canadians living in the United States. A
great number have bren uaturalized, and have
sect representatives b all the legislatures and
manicipal councils of tte New Eogland States.

States, Like the Germans, they have estab-
lished their own newspapers, and all thece
papers, without exception, are strong advocates
of snnexation. * * My own conviction is
that the people at large, outside of those per-
sopally intevested in the continuance of the
present erder of things, are favorable to a
change that will draw closer the relations of
both countries. And when the day comes for
such a chaoge it will be found thab the Freneh
Canadians will not be in the way to impede
the progress snd the prosperity of their native

‘' Paying For Dispeasations.”

Thia is a matter geanerally wmilzunderateod
by Protestante, and about which winny
Cathclice are not eutficiently well Inatruoted
to meot the eneering suggestiona to the rira-
parugement of the Church sometimes hsard
on this tople. Some words from s letter of a
Ostholio priest published in an Eoglizsh pro
vincial paper puta the matter in » popular
and at the same time a very satisfaotory way
and herce we quote them:

 Dispansations from ecclesiastioal lawe
{from divine laws there are no diepensations)
are granted as often as sufficlent grounde oan
be eatisfactorily proved to justlfy exemption
from the existing "law. Witheat snch
grounds fer a dispeseation, woe beliove we
are justiied In thinklog thas a millionaire
might place hla fortmne at the dispoeal of the
Church without the slightest chance of ob-
talning it. On the otber hand, we know by
actual and constant experience that tho
poorest luborer kus ovly %o prove his case
and add that ho is not rich, and the required
dispensation s gramjed to him absolntoly
without charge of any kind, Tae law of the
Roman Chancery is that all dispensatiopsa
shall be gratultous to the poor, and it farther
defines what 1% meius by the poor am ‘all
who live hy labor or industry’ or ®whoso
fortoune does not exoced £200° (Gury Bellerm,
4, 866.) It would be easy to cite hundrede
-of suoh gratuitons dispensationz in this or
any other country.

It Is undoubtedly true that, In denling
with the wealthier classes, Coanoery accomp-
anles the grant of a diepensation with a fine
or tax commensurate with the means and
poeltion of the petitioner. It ja not my pur-
pose to ingulre whether {t doss so by way of
‘aonts of inquiry’ or as a salutary deterrent,
or on the principle that a rich man wha, even
far good reasons, seeks oxomption from a law
intended for the common good ought, if he
geta [, to compenaate the community by some
gift or charitable work by way of indemnity.
Bat it should be borne In mind that it ia pre-
oleely such ‘conts’ and donations taken from
the rich that go to support the tribunal and
thus ensble It to give gratuitounly time, Iabor
and justice to the oases of the poor, Such
methoda of proceedure will not seem strangd
‘or inequitable to thosée who are most familiar
with the history of jorlsprndence in' Earepe,”

Oonsumpﬁon ia Curable.

The recently published atatement of [ra,
Pruddun, Biggs and Loomls to the Now Y.rk
board of health in regard to thelzontsgioun-
nese of pulmonary tuberculosis (consumption)
and the meane of protection therefrom con-
talns useful Information that merite the at-
tentlon of every man, womsn and child in
the land. Brietly put, the substanoe of the
statement Is that cootumption Is pot In-
herited, is distinctly preventible and ls often
cared.

Tuaberculosly Is very common, Domestic
animals, and eepecially cattle, aro {reguently
affected by it. About one-fourth of tho
deaths are caused by it and nearly one-half of
the entire population acquire it at one time or
another during lite,

It 18 catised by a llving germ, the tuberole
pactllus, which finds its way into the body
and multiplies there, if the conditions favor,
producing tubercles. Theae tubercles soften
and glve out a discharge contalning the llving
gorms, which Is thrown off from the
bedy.

W hen the tubercles are in the luage, con-
stitutlng * consumptien,” the expectoration
conafets largely of thess fatal germe. The
latter do not grow ontslde the body, but
they rotaln thelr vitallty and virnlence for »
long time, even when thoroughly dried. It
ts when drled and floating in the alras an
Impulpable dest that they are most dan.
geroas,

Consumption la commonly producpd by
breathing air in which the living germs are
cuspended as dust. The orlgin of the polsen,
as already stated, ls chivfly in the expectora-
tlon of persone sufferlog from conrumption.
They cough up a sputam which contalos the
gorms In enormoas quantities. This s deporit-
od {o places where it aftorwarda dries, ae on
flnora, carpets, clothing, handkerchbiefs, &c.
VWhen dry It readily breake np Into minute
bits which float In the slr as duet. The en-
tire surroundings of consumptive patience are
made polronous with th's. Repeated expert.
ments show that the duet gathersd from
almoset any part of a hospltal ward, asylum,
prison or private house whers a consumptive
residen will produce tuberoulosls i(n snimale
inooulated with it, while the duat frsm places
whore tho disease doos not exiet has o suck
effact,

It Is Impnrtant to note that the breaih of &
perion having consump:lon does not com-
municats the dlrease, nor doeas the wpit of
the consnmptive patient commuaicate It e
long an It is retained in its receptucle fn n
moist state, It Is only whea it dricy and i+
reattered by currents of wir that itls dun-
geraus,

The prevalent belisf that conenmptinn Is
heredltary ls due to thefact that the ehlldes::
of consumptives are more than others exposed
to the tuberclo bacllll, which flad tho way tn
their lungafrom handkerchisfs, oarpete, i:0ix
and the clothiog of the sillicted parent, 1% re
copneded to bn [ikely that tho cbild may in-
herit a weak conditlon of the luogs, which
rendere 1t more Ik.bl: than another to ene-
cumnb, but it {a pow known that ¢he disense
ituclf can be caused only by the entrance of
tha germ into the body.

I% moy eater otherwiee than by way of the
lungs. Ii may bo transmltited by meat or
m lk from anlmsle suffering from tuberculosis
The milk of cowe whose lange are zffccted
oftea contalna the living tubercle baoillus,and
the need of cauticn In the purchare of milk {a
emphusized by the fact that 20 or 30 per cent
of atall-fed cows have the dlsense. Boiling
the milk and throughly cenking the meat de.
stroya the gorms, and this Is & precaution
that should vover be omitted when tiere in
any reagons to tuspect one’s milk or beof sup-
plies.

Consumption Is, however, as n rale, com-
musnicated lrom man to msn through the
medium of the pernicious dust whose origin
we have desoribed. 'To prevent the forma-
tion of thie dust by preventing the drylng of
the expectorations of consumptive personns la,
therefore, the onmly eflective meana of pre.
venting the extension of consumption to
theso about thy patient and of curlng the
patient himself, The patient may diminish
his chances of racovery by eelf-inaculation if
he neglecta the proper procaation.

What then, s tc be done? Oaly this—
%o burn the epittle of the consumptlve person
before it has time tu dry., Huandkerchicis
should be bolled very scon slter being used
by a consumptive person ; in his hands they
are extremely dangerons articles, Kxpecto-
ratioa on the floor or porch should pot of
course be though$ of for n moment. In a
word the cure aud prevention of consumption
lle in jealousa and uninterrnpted personal
ocleanliness,

‘I'he home-
leaa families wore taken in by neighbors whose
homes sacaped the fury of the tem;esn,

A NEW MOTOR,

W. G. MoLaughlin, of Omaha,the Inventor
of the chemical motor, which has been suo-
cesafully tested in Omaka, but which finan.
clal conslderations have prevented from telng
placed In actual use, has perfected a etill
cheaper, more elmple, and etqually eflscting
motor. The sum and snbstance, the Alpha
and Omega of thia new motor, is a little
simple machinery propelled by air and water.
Nothing could be cheaper, except the power
to say to a car, ‘‘go, and It goeth, and to an-
other, come, and it cometh.” An upright
cylinder Is partly filled with water and the
upper part with compreased air. Tha pres-
eure of the air upon the water gives the
power throngh connection with the piaton,
which by cog-whesls or belt-pulleys, sonnects
with the thing to be moved, ‘When the
machinery e once in motlon it Is entirely
automatio. The air pump continuen the sup-
ply af alr, and the very slight waste of water
by evaporation is as continueusly snpplied.
Should, by any possibility,the cylinder burat,
no oae nesr it would experience anything
worse than a wetting. Mr. MoLanghlin
claimn that the power In applicable to any
purpose, It will run street oars,railway-cars,
dynamoe, and clovators, It will, if he {8 cor-
rect, revolutonize the motive power of the
oountry, The exhibitlon waas by the srudeat
and moat imperfeot applinnces, and yet the
results were truly astounishing, and eufficient
to give assurance of perfect eucoess with
machinery specisally adapted aund constraoted
for the purpose, :

ENGRAVING ON GLASY,

Mr, Plante, a distinguished French elsctri-
olan, hes recently invented a process of en.
graving on glaee in which electriclty takes un
tmportunt part. The surface to be engraved
ie first covered with a eclation of nitrate of
pctash and [a then conbected with one of the
poles of a battery. By means of a platinam
point the plcture to be engraved is thus traced
upon the sarface of the glase, It I sald that
thie method secures a delivacy of outline
which has not been attalned by apy other
tool. In itaaif the prooeas la perhaps only in-
tereating to the technical men who are coo-
cerned with this class of work, but it serves
to #how the general reader how rapld are the
applioations of the electrlc forces to she arts
of tife,—Pittsburg Dispatch.

REUBBER SURSTITUTE

A eubetitate for rubber to be known as
¢ kelgum,” has been invented by Henry
Kellogg, of New Haven, Ii s produced
from vegetable oils, which are treated eo as
to remove all the unctucus matter leaving a
restdum of a gammy character, very much
resembling India.rabber gum, though not
posseasing so much of the elastic guality. As
it does not retala any unctuous matters it
poasesses &n advantage over rubber. Nelther
1a it affected chemlcally or changed by the
aotfon of heat or light, It can bo vulcanizad
exaotly as rubber Is, except that it Is not
pecessary o use sulpbur. Another peculfsrity
of the anbatance s that it inoreaces in welght
instead of diminlshing, aa s the case with
rabber, It le more durable than rabber un-
der many oonditions, as when exposed to
Hgbt and heat, and also in many oaees where
rubber is injured by hea$ kelgum Is not.

DIGRITY OF FARMING.

Hon. A, W. Knight, ex-epesker of the
Kansas Legislature, saya in a late essay It is
refreshing to note tbat the importance of
agriculture snd the fact thst farming is a
aciance 1s being admitted. The old idea that
anybody knows enough to farm iz a great mie-
take. It requiree as much knowledge, as
clear judgment, a8 good business tact, to be a
saccesefal farmer aa it does to succeed in any
of the other activitiea of life. Knewledge ia
the symhol of succees, the key that unlocks
the coveted treasure.

The farmer is dealing daily with the eszen-
tials of life, honce a thorough knowledge of
his professionis indispensable. A kpnowledee
of the great economic questlons of the day
and their eflect and bearing upon his indus-
try i2 a necessity ; & knowledge of govern-
ment fs & duty ; self-government among the
farmers of Amerloa Is an instinct ; and his-
tory teaches that where the ownership of the
soil 18 largely dlstributed good government s
the rale,

It has been truly sald that whatever dlis-
turbances may threaten the order of 1oclety,
whatever wild tbeorles traneplanted from
other olimes may seek foot-hold here, the
Republlo of the Ualted States must rest upon
the basia of agriculture, where the farmers of
the revolution and the farmers of the Consti-
tution plaved It.

The tarmer In this country who owne
broad acres, which he bas earned by his owa
name, fa not apt to have any sympathy with
the oommuniatic theory that no one has &
right to the soll. Thera can be no guestion
of the fast that the man who has the product
of his labor in wheat, In corn, in pork, ia
boef, In cotton, Inrlce, or In sugar is not easily
led astray with wild aod revolutionary theo-
rias,

Ouor government reste largely npoo the
rhoulder of the farmers, They are responsi-
ble for its success and perpetuity. Thay are
the coneervative elements of society, and in
the end are the guiding, restralning, and con-
trolling force ; in government agalnst theorles
of adwinlstraticn that have drenched other
lands In blood ; sgainet the spirit of anarchy,
that would sweep away the landmarke and
safeguarde of cur Christian wociety and re-
publican goveroment ; agafnst political mur-
der and ballot box corruption, the farmers of
Amerlea stand and will coptinaoe to staud as
the shield and buckler, themseives the willing
subjects of lawe, and thereforeits safest and
strengest administratora,

The Importance of developlng every branch
and phrase of agricnlture cannot be overesti-
mated. Itis the foundation of all onr wealth,
proaperity, and happineee. It ia the founda-
tlon on which sll othier industrien reat,

Agriculture, commerce, and mapufacture
are the three pursuits which enrich a nation,
but the greatest of these is ngricolture, for
without |ts product. the spindie cannot
turn snd the ship capsot esll. We honor
commerce with its busy marte and the waork-
shop with its patient toil and «xhoustless en-
ergy, but history teaches that tho moat heroic
champlons of human f{reedom nnd the most
iluetrions apostles of its principle have come
from the bruad field of agriculture. It was at
the handlrs ef the plongh and amld the
brentbing of odors of 1ts newly.-opening fur
rowse that the charncter of Cuicingatas wae
formed, expanded, and matured. It was
nioid Bcldu of waving graln, smid the song:
of the resper and the tinkling »f the shep-
herd’s bell that were matared thare rare vir
tuee snd prinolples of patriotiem and self-
sacrifice which clustersd star-like 1n the char-
acter of Washington and lifted him in moral
stature head and shouldsrs above even the
demli-goda of anclent hiutory. Then let it be
the patriotic Inepiratlon of every Isrmer, to
the extent of his abllity, to develop the In-
dustry and uee his opportanities far the good
of the entire .people.

MEASURING HAY,

There is ¥o much difference In the quality
of hay that It 1s imposeselble to decide the mat.
ter aocurately, It {s generally belisved that
400 cublo feet In a large bay taking it right
through, or 500 oo o long, wide, desp eoaffold
will repreaent a ton. When the bayls out
eatly, is ntored avenly over the mow, s well
trodden when stowad away, aod la allowed
to settle 3wo or three months before mearur-
iog, perhaps it will hold out at the ahove
hgures. wWhen graes is allowed to rtand un.
til nearly ripe before cutting, it will ocoupy
nearly if not quite twenty-five per cent. more
bulk, especially on & ecaflold, than the early
out, and reguire about that many more cuble
feet for a ton. Qonrse hay, as timothy and
clover, will not welgh as heavy, bulk for
bolk, as that which is fine like common prai-
ris or wild hay, It i muoch mors satlsfactory
to both buyer and seller to weigh the hay
when possible, In estimating by measure-
ment, multiply togsther the fignres represent.
ing the length, width and height of the hay,
and divide the prodnot by the number of fest
{o a ton. For sxamplae, If the bay is forty feet
long, rixteen feet wide and eightoen feet from
the bottom to the top of the mow, and the
bulk sgreed to Is 480 fpet to the ton, the mow

will centaln 40 multiplied by 16 multiplied

by 18, which ls equal to 11,520 cublo feet ;
11,520 divided by 400, which ‘equnls 28 tons
and 320 feet, or 28 4-6 toms, It would re-
quire considerably more than ‘400 onbio feet
from the top of such a mow for » ton ; while
at the bottom it will bave become, packed so
wolidly from the great weight above it, that
400 onbio feet will weigh considerable more
than 5,000 1ba. - ‘ . : :

What are called the milk
testh gradually divappear in front., At the
ond of thres years the second palr of psrman-
ent teeth ars well grown, at four yeara the
third pair, and at five the fourth and last palr
beve sppoarcd, ana ab vhis s the dential
palr are full size, A$ seven years a dark line
caused by the wearing of the teeth appesrs
on all of them, and on the central palr a oir-
cular mark. At eight years this circolar
mark appears on all of them, and et nine
yeara the central pair begins to shrink, and
the third at eleven, After this period the
age can only be determined by the degres of
shrinkage generally. At fifteen years the
testh aro mearly all gone,—Orange Judd
Farmer.
FEEDING UPON GRASS,

It [s & well- known faot that the different
domestic animals of the farm all pull and eat
their grass in difierent ways, says an English
paper. Thia is partly das to several canees,
euch as the predilsction of each kind of par-
tioular grasses, and aversion to othere, and
aleo the arrangement of the Inclaor teeth in
the moutb, as well as the size of the muzzle
itself, The sheep 1a one of the closest feeders
wo have ; in Iact, with the exception of the
rabbit and the kangaroo, it will eat & pasture
barer than any other animal. This is, of
couree, due to the smail size of the mouth,
together with the predilection for the finer
graseen, Next to the sheep comes the horse
in this respeot, for although hls mouth is
Iarge, yet the fact that he bas teeth above
and below enables him to bits close, Itis
very notlceable in a pasture where horses are
alone thut they eat over the land very un-
equally, Soma of the *‘sweoter’” spots are
nibbled Idto the very roote, while other spots
aro nct touched, but left rough. Cattla, on
the other hand, have not ouly a large murzle,
but nlso the absence of upper teeth, so that
of necessity they cannot bite fine or cloze, and
therefore we find with them that their grass
{s rougher and less bare in parts thon with
the others,

ing attached to the letter by the recelver the
polson may be transmitted to him In turn
tnrongh the saliva. Another oamse may
be the infectlon of the stamp with dizesse
germs, The stamp having been exposed in &
room where a dlseased person lies, may be-
come slightly moistened and thus retatn the
germ.

The * Hab” Fairly Deluged in Blaod -Foar

The neighbora were aroused
about 1 o'clock by & mumber of plate]l ghote
and the police were novficd. Tae offi:ors en-
sered the front door and found the body of
Thomas Smith, A bullet had entered bis
forehead., Ha was the cldest of tae obildren,
of whiob there were five,

MUBDKRED IN HER BLEEP.

Mrs, Smith was found dead in bed. The
Jadicatlonn are that she was shot while
avlesp. Willle Smith aged 12, was shot
through the body, He dled later. Augustas,
sged 2, was shot in the moutn. Hls recovery
is poasible. Obarles, aged 5, was slightly
wounded. He was in bed with hia little alater
Mahel, one year younger. Five shota for
five persons, aud four of them fatai, shows
prent deliberation on the part of the mur-
decer,

TRasenberg jumped from a window after ae-
complishing his bloody work and was pre-
sumad for some time to bave ssoapad, bat his
doad bodv woa shortly afterward found in a
conrt, 500 feet from the scvne of the marder.
