shell liad been thrown from the Redan in‘o our rn’rht
attack, and during its passage the fuze had acciden-
tally dropped out. ‘U'le shell full, thercfore, like a
round shot into part of the appronch connecled with
the olil advanced or third parallel.  Some men of
the 47th regiment were near, wailing for the reliefs
tn the arrive. and ready to veturn to camp.  One of
these soldiers alter examining the unexploded shell,
actually had the foolhardiness to jerk the ashes of the
tobacco in his pipe, which he had just finished smok-
ing, into the fuze-hole. Another of the men stand-
ing by, and observing the action, had only just time

reckless author of the mischief suffered severely—
hoth his legs were shattered, and he was frightlully
scorched abont the lead and.face.

Raiu has fallen at intervals during the day but ot to
be any considerable depth. Tt has had the bencficial
eﬂ'ycr, however, of cooling the nlmocphere, and al-
reatly some, though only a qhvrhi inerease has taken
p"me in the quantity of water flowing from the
springs.  Had the weather continued hot and dry,
the,,drought by this time must have heen the source
of very serious inconvenience. "The fire from the
batleries on both sides was very incessant during the
whole night. The Russians not only threw a “vast
amount of sheils into varions parts of the works, but
kept up a constant discharge of grape and “bou-
quets” against tiwe advanced trenches. These bou-
quets consist of & number of small shells or gre-
naues ; they are thrown from a mortar, ahout ten or
twelva at one discharge; they burst closely together,
and: their fragments are seattered in all divections.—

A constant fire of this kind is gning on against the
'Freneh works on the Malakofl' Hill, and in addition
the sharpshooters maintain an unceasing fusillade.—

The loss of awr allies, {rom casmlhes of all kinds,
is naw srid to be equal in pumbers to a regiment per
| month, or nearly one hundred men per diem.
I'seems to'be a very larze number, but the great ex-
teiit.jof around they occupy, and the strength of
forc_c employed in guarding the trenches and in work-
iny parties, with the closeness to the enemy’s lines,
wil sufficiently explain the apparent improbability of
thetstetement. - - The proportion 6f.our own casual-

jority have not been providentislly of a very grave
character. From the great weight of our sliells. and
the superior pawer and comparafive proximity of onr
guns, the loss in the ranks of the enemy must also be
very great. A constant fire has been. kept up all
day in 1 the balteries.

July 27.—The fire in the batteries was very heavy,
and continued incessantly all night. A Circassian
chief, apparently of very higl: mnl\, with a staff of
[ive or six atlendants, was excorted over the works
on the Mamelon Vert by a French general officer
to day. ‘The novelty of lis costume, egually with
that of his followers, who all carried the cartridges
for their pistols slung in a row like a necklace, and
dependent upon their bighly embroidered vests, at-
‘tracted general attention as they rode through the
camps. ‘They were powerfully framed men, and
bore a spirited and soldierlike bearing. 1'he officers
of Engineers in the field are very much reduced in
munbers.  The arrival of others is said to be daily
expeated.  The sad losses in this vorps, both on the
Tth and 18th of June —no less than five being killed
in the two attacks, and several wounded—greatly
i redueed their already diminished numbers.  Colonel
{ Tylden, who was dangerously wounded on the 18th
¢nf June, and to whose “ eminent services” the fute
Commander-in- Chief called particular attention in.
ane of his despatches, lelt yesterday for England, in
ithe William Jackson, transport. It is sad 1o relate
that he is reported to be ina very precarious state.
From the commencement of the siege” Colonel Lyl-
den has been most 'u'ln'e, and his "'ﬂhnt conduct on
more than one occasion, in repulcmg the enemy when
making an attack on our works, was so censpicuous
as to artract general attention. He had previously
distinguished himself at the Cape of Good Hope dur-
ing the Kaflir war. Colonel Gordon is also absent
on account of ill health. Although the bembardment
has not as yet commenced qﬁczal[_/, yet our batte-
tries are far from remaining idle either by night or by
day. The report asserts that an order was deliver-
ed from head-quarters 1o the effect that no shot from
the enemy was to remain unacknowledged, but in
every practicable position he was to receive, if pos-
sible. two for one. We ure too near his stronghold
for Johnuy Rusky te leave us une:oticed, and as soon
as the clink of some unlucky pickaxe rings in his ears
a shower ef grape or canister, a Imhr ball and :a
a bouquet of shells, give us nalice that we are not
sufficiently careful.

On the whole, the ruse ¢
guerre was salisfactory in the extreme to all cen-
cerned, except the sufierers.  We were surprised #
fow evenings since to see, while it was yet day, u
number of Russiun sailors suddenly deboueh from tin:

ravine under the Malakofl, aml running up the lili,
endeavor 1o shelter themselves behind some rocks arnd
bushes en tirailleuwr. They evidently imagine from

their position they could turn the fank of the French
sap by the left, while they themselves remamed ua-
exposed. Our soldiers, however, crawling dows,
succeeded in getting within two hundred paces of
these sharpshooters, and turned the tables on themn
most compielely, as before the Russinas could cor-
rect their unfortunate error we shat down about ter
of them. Most probably they liad been sent out as
a punishment for some offence against military disci-
pline. . Many reforms have taken place in the inte-
rior economy of our routine since the change at onr
liead-quarters ; they give universal satisfaction. Our
new commander-in-chiel scems determined th view
all things for himsell, and will take nothing on hear-
say. He was nearly taken as a spy by some soldier

ignorant of kis rank not long since, as the latrer

could net understand what business an officer in a
sery shabby uniform, and without any attendants,
had in promenading through the most advanced and
exposed trenches, locking inte the magazines, taking
the directions of the mortar batteries, and making
himself iaster of the whole plan of our attack.

July 28.—8everal days have been named for the
commencement of the new bombardinent and attack.
Tt is not probable that the event will be post poned to
a much later Jate.  The number of casualties in the
trenches and new works is a subject of ‘serious’ con-
sideration, and though hardly so great as might be
,experted from.the relative position of the besiege:d
‘and besiegers, must act as a’strong incentive to the

commanders to perfect as speedilyas possible the
preparations for the renewed attack. Some of ‘the
new batteries of. our. allies, destined 10 act: against
the Rission mayine; are .hot .yet ‘finislied, and a
.change is also ‘being made in the- armament ‘of certain
poruons of our works, wlnch is not hkely to he coun
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pleted for several days from the present date. The
appraches towards the Malakoff, close as they are,
will have to be extended still further belore the as-’
sault can be made with full security.

The extensive pre-
parations which are in progress, and the care which
is being bestowed upon the works on all sides, afford
reasonable ground for believing that this consciousness
of approaching success does not proceed from undue
confidence.

The facts which have been stated in this article
can be relied upon by our readers. They have been
gathered from the most authentic sources.

We understand that about 4 o'clock yesterday
erening, a woman and ten children were found in
the ruins of Quinn’s house on Main street, durned
into cinders.

(Fram the Louisville Courter.)

In the presence of heaven, before this community,
we deny, utterly deny, that the aggressions in the
lower part of the city, of Monday afternoon, came
from thie foreigners. Reason revolts -at the very
idea of such a senseless charge. The foreigners
knew well that they were a small body in the midst
of a multitude of persons, ready at a moment’s warn-
ing to commit any deed of violence. 'They had long
been threatened ; throughout the day, in every effort
to enjoy the right of suffrage guaranteed to them by
the constitution and laws of this Commonwealth, they
had been pursued by mobs of half-grown boys.—
Their lhouses were threatened, and warned by the
expericce of the day, they prepared to defend their
lives and property.

As we have already shown by the testimony of
respectable gentlemen, the difliculties in the Eighth
Ward, late Monday evening, were commenced by
an attack on three peaccable Irishmen while they
were quietly walking along the streets. They were
knocked down and brutally beaten, and aflter :sue-
ceeding in getting into their houses or houses of their
friends, they were still pursued and fired at. Every
‘man’s house is his castle, and forced as they were to
the wall, they defended themselves as they best
could. Mr. Rhodes was then killed, probably by a
random slof,

This was the offence committed by the Irish, and
for which numbers of innocent menand children were
murdered, and helpless womea turned out “of ‘their
liomes. For defending their property against mali-
cious and unprovoked violence, the Irich were hunted
like beasts of prey and were shot down as remorse-
lessly as though they had been vermin. Hours after
the flesh had been burned from their bones ‘amidst
the smouldering ruins of their ‘homes, the reckless
youths who had been actors in these things, spoke of
their deeds in terms of levity that were shocking.—
They said they did nof know how many they killed,
but that they popped down every Irishman they saw.

One of the worst features of the riots of Mon-
day was in the youthfulness of the generality of the
persons engaged in them. Multitudes of haif-grown
boys, rendered perfectly devilish with -ungoverned
passion and whiskey, filled the streets-with yells
and violence. They were armed with clubs, pistols
or shot-guns, and in almost every instance thesepre-
cacious springs of wickedness cotnmenced “the “work
that brought on violence. And men calling them-
selves Christians, professing to belong to a-system of
morals which ordains that its members “shall ‘avoid
-even the appearance of ‘evil, yea, at least one who
says he has been called to preach the gospel, were
seen busily engaged in wrging on the young and
thoughtless to deeds of vislence and murder I'l'1—
We forbear to give the names now, but we shall do
it hereafter. They have courted notoricty, and they
shall have erough and to Spare.

tive of death by the bullet, the knile, or the erack-
ling flames, Let no oue then attempt to screen the
cuilty from the just verdict of an enlightened com-
munity. He who does so by seeking to throw a por-
tion of the Dblame upon the unhappy victims, shares
the guilt of their murderers, and is unfit to hold up
his head among honest men.

Already the punishment of this crime begins to be
felt. The foreign-born population of Louisville are
leaving in a body the spot stained with (he blood of
their kindred. re long their loss will be appre-
ciated. A respectable citizen has stated lis opinion
that since that fatal day property in the city has
fallen twenty-five per cent. in value, Ttis a warn-
ing that every State in the Union may take to itself.

OUR NOBOCRACY.

In a country where the people govern themseves by
laws of their own making, which are administered
by ufficers o} their own choosing, a mobocracy is an
anomaly which cordlicts strangely with the theory of
a* Democracy. But there is a very essential differ-
ence between an American and a Evropean mob.

The “action of Eoropean mobs is almoust invariably
diiected against the Government, and is fomented hy
some permanent griavance, which al Jast becomus
too galling to be endvred, and is mitigated by an
open resistance on the part of the oppressed. This
was notably the ease with the recent Sunday riots in
Loudun. ‘The people had gradnally been restricted in
their Sunday enjoyments, until at list they found
they ‘were to betoo closely bound by a bill to be
passed by Parliament, when by ‘mustering in their
strength,and manifesting their displeasuie, they com-
pelled the governing classes to withdraw the obnoxi-
0us measure.

The Loaden mob might be considered a maclel mob,
and our own mobocracy eould take a profitable lesson
from the moderate and subdued measures of the Ceek-
‘ney multitude. Though they mustered to the num-
ber of a hundred and fifty thousand, and riet a soldier
‘was ordered out'to oppose them, they contented them-
selves by merely making a-few speeches, smashing
a few windows, and fizhting a few policemen. Sueh
a mob could not have been assembled anywhere in
this country without the most serivus consequences
resulting from it. The mob-spirit with us is bitter
‘and fearless, and the tragic results of the mobs which
‘have oeccurred in ‘various parts’ of the Unjoni-daring
the past few years, 'are snfficient 10 show-hbw neces-
sary it is that every precaution should be takeu to
repress -the mob-gpirit belore it has an opportunity to
manifest its force. Mobs, in this country,-are not di-
rected  against the Government. The only instance
of the kind that has occurred was the lale mob in
Portland, ahd even in that instance ‘it was not the
legilimiate action of the Government, but an “alleged
‘improper-action of one of ils officers, that excited the
‘mab-spirit. Our mobs liave been the resull, gene-
rally, of some very trifling caunse,- which has excited
a leeling of animosily between aecidental factions
and parties. Such was the case with the Astor-place
riots, which-had no higher origin than a petsonal dif-

ficulty beiwéen actors. This was the most tragical
riol” that has‘ever otcurred in oor city;-dnd it is ‘ot

unlikely that the sérious consequernices of that fuolish
affair 'have been -the means - of preventing -tiots on
miore -important ‘cceasions, ~There have been-three
or four impromptiand tragical mobs growing out-ot
attempls, to rescue fugitive slaves, and these are, in
fact, Lhe only mobs that have an-American chatacler,
and which Seem (o be directed at he Govetiimentiiselt.
‘But thé” riost ‘§&Fions’ ‘niobs’ which'we lidve ' yet'‘béen
‘dik@iiced by in‘tliis ¢ounlry, ‘since’ the forimution” of

{he story was got up by Mr. Spong us a pretext to
increase the police lorce in the district with a view to
sustain him in carrying out his inteutions 1o elear the
estate of a portion of its terantry. Mr. Spong’s
statement was that while he and his wife were walk-
ing on the road a man walked in front of them, and
after muttering some inarticulate sounds, which ten-
ded to pnt Mr. Spong on his guard, he preseuted «
pistol at the latter, the muzzle reaching within one
foot or eighteen inches of Mr. Spong?s breast, and
fired. Mr. Spang wus not touched; the assassin
fired a second shiot with precisely the same resoli;
at the same time Mr. Spoug made use of his 1evol-
ver, amd, fired three shots withont bringing down his
assailuut.  Himself, however, struck his Joot agaivst
a stone, and fell, and the revolver dropped from his
hand. His assailant 1mmediately took it wp and
scampered away. Mr. Spong betook himsell to 2
neighboring house, und secured limself. The swoin
depositicns of other persons, who were not far ofl,
differed materially fiom those of Mr, Spong. T'he -
former affirmed there was not three shots, while the
latter swore there were five in snceession. No blood
twas shed ; no arrest was made, no trace of the al-
leged perpetrator could be fouud ; and on the trial,
the Protestant Rector and the Catholic parish priest
were both produced and swore that they believed no
such ontrage as that stated by Mr. Spong had occur-
red ; nor was there any testimony produced’ by the
plaintiff but the affidavit of himself-and wife, yet the
Jury fouud a verdict iv his favor.

Remarganrhe Caxxoss ror Toe CRimesa.—A letter
from Turin says:—® Cannons of the invemtion of Col.
Cavalli, of the Artillery, of tesrible power, have jost
heen sent ta the Crimea, The cannon is rifled, and
is of an unusually long range. The ball, which is of
large calibre, is of conical form, and has a point in
steel ; it is, besides, made hollow, in order to be filled
with powder, and is sappiied with a percnssion cap to
light the powder. There are few obstacles which can
resist the steel point of this ball, aud any object that it
meels with, causes the percussion cap to go off, and
the projectile to burst into fragments. A central of-
fice for recruiting for the English has been establish-
ed Novarra. The British government has given its
minijster at our Court full powers to organise an Italian
legion.”

The London Times contains a leader on the pro-
posed bombardment of Sweaborg, evidently written
in a pot very hopeful spirit as to the resnit of that
event. After referring to the little that has been ac-
complished in that sea, it says:— After 2ll the real
wark of the Baitic Fleet is the blockade and the el-
fectual accomplishment of thai purpose is of no small
importance even if Admiral Dundas does not destroy
Sweaborg and Cronstadt. It has, however great reli-
ance on that officer’s ability and diseretion but never-
theless, warns its readers against extra expectations.”

In the House of Commons’ on August 10, in answer
tu Sir H. Willoughby, Mr. Monsell said :—-The ]ast
accounts receivedl from the Crimea contained most
satisfactory assurances thal the army was well sup-
plied with guns of all kinds. He wasalso able tostate
that the numbers of every description of guns and bat-
teries sent out had been greatly increased during the
last three weeks, and there wes every reason to believe
that in a short time the state of things in the Crimea
would be more salisfaclory than ever it had been. (Hear.)

Arrempr 1o Munrper 4 Wire.—Charles Criddle
was indicled at the Wells Aszizes lor altemptiug to
mnrder his wife, Susannah Criddle, at Chedder. [t
appeared that for some time past the prisoner and his
wife had lived unhappily, and on the day in question
they were living separate and apart {rom each other.
The wile supported herself and her two children as
best she could by her own exertions, the prisoner not
contributing anythiug towaids their maintenance. She
was at work ina feld at Chedder with some other
women, gathering peas. The prisoner borrowed a
gun, and went to a shop at Axbridge, where he pur-
thased some powider, shot, and caps, and was parti-
cularly anxious that the caps shonld be good. He
went 1o the field where his wife was at work, and
told her with an oath what he intended ta do for her,
recommended her to say her prayers, and prepare to
die; and for that purpose he said he wauld give her
five minutes. The wife gotup and ran away, scream-
ing out when the prisoner presented the gun at her
and snapped it; but it did not go off. He presented
it a second time, and snapped it again ; but it did not
then go-off. He then said, < If I can’t do it ene way,
I will another,” and pursned his wife, and beat her
with the butt end of the gun, se much as to break the
stuck in pieces. Leaving his_ wife insensible on the
ground, the prisoner came back, and with the barrel
of the gun'he beat Ann Wolle, whom he met, add left
heralso insensible. The screams of the other women
attracted the attention of a man who was working in
a neighbonring field, and he came up, pursued the
prisoner, and apprehended him.—Verdict: Guilty—
Sentence : Transportation for life.—Ib.

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

I'he Canadu, from Liverpool on the 18th instant,
arvived at Halifux on Wednesday, bringing very im-
portant news from the seat of war, First, from the
Baitic we learn that Sweaborg had been bombarded
by the gun and mortar boats of the Allied Fleets
from Uhe 4th to the 17th inst., ‘with great success,
and with little or no loss to the Alltes. According
10 a despatch from the Frencli Admiral, the enemy’s
magazines and arsenals had been destroyed with most
of the principal buildings in the town and dockyard.
“The British loss is stated at 2 wounded, and none
kifled. The French loss is equally trifting. The
Fleet had returned to Nargen.

From the Crimea, we learn that an attack in force
by Lipranci on the Allicd lines on the T'chernaya had
been repulsed by the French and Sardinian troops,
with «reat loss to the Russians ; but the numbers are
not stated. About four hundred prisoners were taken.
(General Simpson telegraphs on the 15th, that he was
about to open fire from bis batteries upon Sebastopol
on the following narning at daybreak. It is also re-
ported that Prince Gortschakoff has received instrue-
tinns from St. Petersburg fo sink the Russian vessels
at the Malakofl walls. Omar Pacha has been or-
dered hack to the Crimea.

From the Pacific we learn that the Allied squad-
ron las again visited the Kussian stronghold of
Petropolovski, where they experienced a serious re-
pulse fast year. Upon this occasion however, they
found that the Russians, in compliance with orders
frow howe, hiad abandoned the place, and bad moved
off tn a new establishment which the Russian govern-
ment is forming on the river Amoor, and which is
dastined to be the Sebastopol of the Pacific.  The
Allies under these circumstances, contented them-
selves with blowing up the fortifications, ant destroy-
ine the public buildings at DPetropolovski; having
aceomplished which they returned to San Francisco.

Queen Victoria, escorted by six men of war sailed
for Boulogne on the 17th. Ske will remain in
‘France about a week. It is said that the French
:;nd British governments have addressed energetic
remonstrances to King Bomba of Naples upon Lis
pro-Russian tendencies. Letters from English cor-
respondents state that it is inpossible for Russia to
provision . mere men than are now in the Crimea.

Derhapsa few
extracts from some of the journals published in the
afflicted districts will serve to illustrate our meaning.

*The citizens of Norfolk seem to have suffered
most scverely from the fatal disease; and 1he local
papers are lond in their complaints of the brutal in-
humanity with which they have been treated, and of the
shameful cowardice of the Protestant ministers, wio,
at the first appearance of danger, consulted their
safely by a precipitous flight from the infected neigh-
borhood. The Argus, a Norfolk paper, is very se-
vere upon the heartless maaner iu which bhis fellow-
citizens have been treated :—

# We have been taught’?— he says— < 1hat tithes of
mint and anise and comin, do not atone for the omis-
sion of the weightier matters of the law, for that mercy
and lave which have been widely inculcated in the
present generation, hut which appear to have failed
most singularly when most ueeded. We have been
taught that the Levite ¢ who passed by ou the other
side? was i just object of severe judgment ; aud we
blindly supposed that his case was withont parailef
in our own section of the conntry. But it seems that
doctrines of this kind may suvit the fanatical, or the
Sisters of Charity, the anxious parent, or the puignant
lover ; they will do for the tongne and the pen in the
day ol security, but they are out of place at this time
in this latitnle. The Yellow Fever is an antidete 1o
benevolence and religion,”—Southern drgus.

But whilst the epidemic has thns proved amongsta
eertain class of Christians, “an antidole 1o benevo-
lence and religion”—whilst white chokered ministers,
professors of tle holy Protestant faith, and ardent
denouncers of Romanism and its abuminations, are
fleeing from the diseased city as fast as stenm and
rail can convey them—strange to say, annther class of
persons are turning their faces southward 5 and though
the prospect of almost certain death stares them in
the face, are hurrying with alacrity towards those
very cities from whence the Protestant clergy are so
rapidly hastening.

Tn {ront these belis are ornamented in high reliel
with a Cross, beautifully finished ; above which is in-
scribed the mame of the bell, and below it, that of
the donors.

Tue Empress of THE Frexcu.—It is now po-
sitively stated. that the Empress -of the. French is
enceinte. This has been already reported .many
tirhes; and as often turned out untrve. It has.now,
hoivever, been coimunicated officially to their rés-
pective Governments by more than one diplomatist.

THE RETURN or GENERAL CANRGBERT.—The
return of General Canrobert to France appears to
be confirmed. He will be created a marshal before
the time of the arrival of Queen Victoria, simuitane-
ously with Pelissier, Rumor even mentions the crea-
tion of four marshals, but public opidion divides be-
tween three generals and one admiral, or two generals
and two admirals.  As to the motive of Canrobert’s
return, peoile observe that he is a personal prolégé
of the Empress, and that his recal isin no wise tanta-
mount to a disgrace. But the true reason is, that
Pelissier not having realised the hopes based on his
kaown energy, a reaction is evident among the troops
in the Crimea in favor of Canrobert, and might em-
barrass the General-in-chief.

ConvicTion oF Poriticar OrFreENDERS.—The
Tribunal of Correctional Police has pronounced sen-
tence of conviction on 50 persons, accused of having
been members of secret societies, called the « Ma-
rianue,” the ¢ Fraternité,” and the ¢« Fraternité
Nouvelle.” No part of the proceedings has been
alfowed to be published, nor does the text of the
judgment, which is all that is given of a trial that
Jasted the iwhole week, throw any light on the plans
and designs of the conspirators. The sentences vary
from one to five years’ imprisonment,avith five years’
‘privation of civil rights, and the payment of 100f,
fine. There is a rumor of the police having arrested
some Italian refugees, charged with entertaining cul-
pable designs, but it is not said of what the parties
are particularly accused.

ProsecteD TusNEL RAILWAY BETWEEN FRANCE
anp Excranp.—M. Favre, an engineer, has lately
published some observations relative Lo the possibility
of making a railway under the Channel from France
to England. The length of the work, he says, would
be 30 kilometres (18% English miles), and pierced at
such a length as to always leave 25 metres at least
between the arch and the bottom of the sea. The
tunnel be proposes to have lined with a double arch-
way, one of bricksand the other of iron, this latter,
pierced with narrow openings, to at once allow the
slightest infiltration to be perceived. Engineers are
at present, M. Favre states, in conclusion, engaged
in ‘estimating as accurately as can weil be done, the
utmost cost of the execution of a ‘tunnel under the
channel between England and France. Suchis M.
Farre’s plan, which, whatever may be thought of its
feasibility, certainly is not iwanting in boldness.

SPAIN.

A REpPorTED SpanisH LEGION ForR THE CRIMEA.
—A report is current in Madrid that the Cortes will
be convoked shortly in an extraordinary meeting,
and for a most extraordinary purpose. According
to this rumor, Ministers assembled in Council and re-
solved that Spain must and should take her place
amongst the nations of Europe; that whilst a small
State like Piedmont could send forth 10,000 of lter
‘biest and bravest men to share the dangers and glo-
ries of the Crimea, it ill behoved Spain to stand aloof
in inglorious ease and watch the conflict, The
Ministers, therefore, resolved to convoke the Cortes,
and proclaim their intention to send 25,000 Spanish
troops to join ‘the "Allies before Sebastopol. Such
is the story now running about Madrid.

GERMAN POWERS.

Aprivate letter from Viensa says:—* In reply to
your inquiries I'am unzble to tell you swhat answer
has been returned by.the Archduchess Sophia to the
Empress "Dowager, of Russia, but- here; even ‘the
‘Rissian parfy, seeing’the Emperorse favorably dis-
posed towards the ‘Western alliance is of opinion that
Russia ought to accept the interpretation of the four
guarantees as given by the allies. A person wrote
lately from St. Petersburg to say that the grand
‘Dike Constartine Himself “was begimiing’ to despair
of the cause of Russia, bécause she had to fight
against fiviucible fleets and’armies-of invasion at the
extremities of the Empire. <If France and Eng-
land, said the Grand -Duke, ¢ were -conterminous
with Russia we should issue from the stfuggle tri-
umphantly, for we should bave only to show to our
valiant’people the riches of the West, and its luxury,
‘to'sitbjugate’it.’  Gerinany ‘in “‘the ensemble of ‘its
States, without excepting Prussia, thinks that Russia
ought to renounce her projects of conguest, so that,
‘though it Toves Russia at heart, it will -never -take
her part-against-France and England, for in'this case
-the wrath of these Powers would:justly fall on Ger-
wany alone.” L

IncenpIARY FIRES AT ST, PETERSBURG.—There,
have been no less than four large fires lately, and-
rumors are current that they are the work of incen-:

Otchakoff it
will be remembered, commands, together with Kil-
baum, the strait about 2} miles in width, by which
the Lagoon on the Dnieper communicated with the
Black Sea, and must be passed on the way to Niche-
laiff Kherson. The boat referred to was probably
taking soundings.

RussiaN TREACHERY AND MURDER—OFFICIAL
PaPERS ON THE AFFAIR oF HanGoe-Upp.—A
further series of official letters velating to the attack
on an English boat’s crew at Hangoe, on the 5th of
June, has been presented to parliament. They fix
for ever on ¢ the affaic at Hangoe-Udd” the stain of
treachery and murder. General de Berg had re-
marked on the approach of the Cossack’s boat armed
with'a gun, and laid stress upon the haste of the
boat’s crew to get rid of the .piece by throwing it
overboard at the commencement of the attack. It
is now proved that the boat in question was not fitted
with a gun, and has never mounted one on any occa-
sion.

"action| in question, was met on the part of General
de Berg by a sweeping charge, that -ever since the
opening of the war the English bad made f{oul play
with the flag of truce.

SOMETHING IS REALLY TO BE DONE IN THE Bat-

portant and hitherto intact part of his dominions.
Vessels are daily arriving from onr out-stations ;
gunboats making their appearance constantly, in twos
and threes, from Cronstadt and elsewhere. The
Calenftn and Folus have arrived, full of shell and
other warlike stores. ‘I'he mortar-vessels, under the
command of Lieut. Nilast, are ready for service, and
crammed full witl 13-inch sheil carcases, &e. ; and
lust, though, perhaps, not the least owminous, the
Belleisle hospital ship has made her number full of
medical men, nasty physic, and sharp knives. Rumor
(who tells horrible untruths in the Baltic this year),
says that Thursday or Friday are the days on which
an altack is to be made on . The poor fel-
lows in the Heet off Cronstadt, who scent from atar
the breath of our preparations here, are awfully dis-
gusted at not being able to join us; but the position
they liold is a most important one, inasmuch as it
leeps the enemy in check, and in ignorance of the
real nature of our kind intenlions regarding him.
Four mortar vessels were taken away this week by
the Cossack and the Magicienne for the purpose of
shelling a fortification near Viborg, which, from in-
formation received, was supposed ta be withia range
of these vessels from the water. On arriving there
it was found that the fort was nearly four miles fromn
the nearest point to which they could approach it, so
that the idea was abandoned and the vessels brought
back here. The Arrogant has been pitching into
Cossacks, destroying earthworks, bridges, &c., and
keeping the neighborhoad of Vibarg alive. Her first
lieutenant has at last received Lis well-earned promo-
tion—to cverybody’s satisfaction.

UNITED STATES.

Tae Maise Law.aN Mrcuigan.—We do not know
what could be more cowardly than the mauner in
whizh the friends of the liquor law are enforcing it in
this city. It is perfectly notoricus that the retail
liquor traffie is openly and boldly carried on from one
end of the city to'the other, and that the wholesale
traffic is unrestrained. It is perfectly bpotorious that
whisky is daily vnloaded upon our docks, and that
there are immense stocks of liquors in store for sale.
Yet the eforts to enforce the law are confined to half
a dozen arrests per week of small retailers—some of
‘the smallest in the ejty. There seems to be an inten-
tion to annoy individuaals, rather than a desire to stop
the sale of spirits, for the sources of the traffic are not
touched—the wholesale dealers are unmolested. No
attempt has been made to put in force the search,
seizure and nuisance clauses of the act. Why is
this? The law exists—why do not ils friends carry
it into full effect ? They dare not doit. They know,
in their hearts, that in its main features it is invalid—
that it is an oppressive, outrageous, and unconstilu-
tional enactmeni. They dare nol carry it into effect.

PALMERSTON AS A MISSIONARY.

The following is the conclusion of the report of Lord
Palmerston’s speech al the dinner given by the East
India Company to the new Governor-General:—¢ The
noble Jord remarked upon the eurious fact that, where-
as of old all civilisation came frum India, thiough
Egypt, now we, who were barbarians, were bringing
back civilization and enlightenment to the parent
source. Perhaps it might be our fale to coufer on the
countless millious of Indin a higher and holier gift
than any mere human knowledge, but that must be
left to the hands of time and the gradoal improvement
of the people. In counsequence of this report, the
Lord Privy Seal, the War Minister, and the Home
Secretary, as the three members of the present Admi-
nistration who profess some regard for religion, are
understood 10 bave waited upon the Premier, and re-
monstrated against snch stalements being given w0
the public as the views of the Cabinet on missionary
enterprise.. A conversation to the fullowing effect is
believed 1o have taken place :—The Duke: Butdo
undersiand that this was really what yonr lotdship
said ?—The Premier: 1 can’t answer for your under-
standing ; but you were piesent, and so were yon two
others, and you know what I said.—The Duke: Don’t
let us joke about it, please. lt is certain that yon
could not have meant to say that, and I thiuk a cor-
rected report cught 1o be published.—The Premier:

But it is an omnious sign of weakness
when wanlon ineasures are permilted an introduection
by a government, liberal iu profession, and withdrawn
simply from compulsion and terrorism.  On the other
hand, what are the examples set by the rich and ig-
fluential? Most painful, indeed, are the details of
certain bankrapteies, the eircomstances of which are
still under investization. Scarcely are they made
publie, when we read from a foreign correspondent
that three English gentlemen, (one of them bearing
a titled name, and another @ name well known in the
highest commercial circles,) connected with, and
concerned in the direction of, certain continential
railways—after an iuvestigation before the Brussels
Tiibunal de Premiére Instance, are acquitted, indeed,
from the charge of corruption and bribery of public
officials ; but all three are charged with having, ¢“irom
1848 to 1851, stolen shares and money from the pro-
prietors of the Great Luxembourg Company, at a time
when they were receiving a salary from the Com-
pany ; and are further to be judged by the Tribunal
Correctional at Brussels, under accusalion of swindl-
ing, to the detriment of the said Company, or subsi-
diarly, or of complicity of the abuve-mentioned mis-
demeanors.”

It i a fearful fatality by which Catholies are perse~
cuted, Nuns threatened, and the poor are outraged by
afeeble government and classes whose dwellings
expose . such fronts of ¢ glass® as thase of -Downing
street and -Belgr avia.

There ure two semi-annoal examinations: the first 1owards
the end of January, the second before the antual commence-
ment tewards the middle ot Joly.

At any time during the year, and especialiy at the first ex-
amination, it any cne be found worthy of’ passing up t a
hirher ¢lass he will be promoted ; and such promotion shal
be held equivalent to the honors of the class Ivom which he
passed np.  Candidates for the degree of Bachelor of Anis are
required to undergo an examination in Natural, Irtellectual
and Moral Philusophy, and in Mathematics, before the faculty
of the University, ‘Thev must, besides, have given evidences
of their progress in the Greek ‘and Latin languages and in
literature.

Candidates for the degree of Master of Arts must. for the
space of two years, have ereditably pursued some liberal and
learned profession.

When it is the wish of parents or guardians to have sons
or wards filted lor commercial pursuits, means are taken to
direct and adapt their stndies accordingly,

There are two preparntory classes, in which beginners are
taught spelling, reading, writing, the first clements of Eng-
lish Grammar, of Geography, and Arithmetic.

The'German and Spanish languages are taught, if required,
bat together with music, drawing. nnd other similar accom-
plishments, form extra charges. Twice a week there is a
gratuitons lesson of vocal music for the beginuers of the pre-
paratory elasses.

The Collegiate vear commences on the first Monday of
September, and ends about the 13th of July, with a public ex-
hibition and disiribution of premiums.
