It is atill 8 more noticesble taot
that in the lagt year the epirit traude hus shown more
buoyancy, and seems to be recovering from the long
depression canged by excessive duties. A mueh
larger quantity of whigkey bas been exported thaa
for soma years past, Thisa msy, perhaps, be atiri-
butable to maere successful exertions in pressing the
articie on the Baglish market,and to the iocreased
demand for admixture with other spiritaogs liguors.
In the exports of aheap and plgs we fiud & vary lurga
increase, sufficient to 18ave a very considerable bal-
ance of advantage after aettling off a decrease in the
exporig of cattle, The fulling off ia the latter may
be accounted for by the alarm occusicned by the.
spread of the rinderpest in Ecgland, and the natural
indisposition to purehase beef in quantiiies. The
timidity of Boglish dealers, and the distrust 'which
coasumera felt in some localities, have checked for a
while the supplies from this couantry, but as sgon as
coofidence shall bave heen restored we may expect

The following extract is from the Funeral Sermon
on the late Bishup: Murdock, by the Reverend Mr.
Forbes :— o o
“ Dr. Murdock was consecrated Bishap on the 20tb
October, 1833. [ may mention, at the outset, that
his elevation to the Kplscopate made not in him the
slishtest chaoge, except 1o add to his burdens.—
Along with the duties of Bishop, he. for years upon
years, performed all the functions of a Priest, the
eame atier &8 before, the same as his youngest carate.
But we must view him however, for & faw moments,
u3 Bishop. His administration, as Bishop, was ever
distinguisbed for mildvess, prudence, and zeal, for
relipion. Ever mild an ever merciful, he never had
recourse to strong measures until every other meuns
had fwiled. To some this might seem weakness,
butto is" who kpew better, it was the kindness of
an indulgent and affectionate father. His prudence
and his zesl have ever been pre.eminent and success-
ful; and here [ might well apply the Saviour's rale
—* By uaeir fruits ye shall know them,' Nioce he
became Bishop, priests have muliiplied, ehurches
have been built, religious orders have been intro-
duced, the faithful bave increased, and the whole
coudition of Catholicity bas been chaoged with a
rapidity and effect that seem almost incradible. —
When he came to Glasgow there were in this low-
{and portion of the district bus three priessts, and
when he became Bishop there were not ten—now,
over the district there are nearly one hundred. Re.
gulars, thers were none. Now-—glory he (0 God | —
we have three distinct orders of Holy Fathera—the
Jeaaiis, the Vincentiaus, and the Passionists. Reli
gious Erathers, there were none.

A
few years ago in this district, there was not one
Coavent, We bave now five dis.inct orders of nuns,
all labouring in their respective vocations to promote
the cange of religinn educadon, and charity.

Dr. Corexso AT NaTiL.—By the Natal Times of
Natal, of Nov. 22, we ( Guardian) learn that Bishop
Colenso had not oaly arrived, but had succeeded in
preaching io the cathedral churek at Petermaritz.
burg. It appears that on the pravious Friday after.
noon Messrs. Williams aand Dickinson, the church-
wardens, waited upon bis lordshin at Bishopatowe,
and havded him their protest against his lordehip’a
preaching at the casthedral. The Bisbop, neveribe~
less, firmly declared his intention to preach as bad
been announced. The churchwardens them with-
drew. Ou Saturday it becams pretty well knowa in
the city that the sntry of the Bishop would be forei-
bly denied, sad the Bishop's friends then made up
their minds to appeal to the strong arm of the law,
Acoordiogly Mr. Advocate Shepsione, the Bishop’s
registrar, waited upon the Ohief Juslice,as lats as 1en
o'clock on Saturday night, and applied to s Lord-
ship fer ap interdict restraining the Dean and
Ohurchwardens from locking the doors of the Ca-
thedral on Sunday ; whereupon the Ohief Justice
granted ac interdict. Immediate stepa were taken
to gerve this document upon the churchwardens,
which gervice was performed about eleven o'clock on
Saturday night. On Suaday morning, before ten
o'clock, Charoh street presented a most crowded ap-
pesrance. Instesd of its customary quietude (says
the Natal ‘Times), Mr. Dickinson csme out of the
north door, and; standing inside the locked gates,
read a protest against the Bishop's entry. Mr Dick-
inson thea unlocked the gates,and the erowd rashed
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Taroball, io bis capacity ag regiatrar to the Biashop
of Qapetown, then read the, gentence,of - deprivalion
which had been passed upon the Bishop of Naial by
the Bishop of Oapetown In the pame building. The
Dean, who -bad-duriag the proceedings- turned to-

At the ‘concluaion of the sermon, Bishop Jolenso
pronounced the Benediction, and the congregation
quietly dispersed. At the ususl hour of openiug the
cathedral, six o'clock, there was again a large crowd
about the Oathedral doors; but, owing to some mis-
take, there was no service.

[a the majority of casea the ultimate collections
awmounted to nothing, and fioally a Bankruptcy Law
was passed which was repealed ag s0 nasit had
done 1ts work of cancelling ell claims. Tollowing
bard on these events camethe repudiation of tha
debts of some of the principle States—a repudiation
which in four instances hes been maintained to this
hour—asnd, finally, the stoppage ard uiter break-up
of the United States’ Bank, the shares of which were
largely beld in Eurcpe, and especially in Holland.
To the grest majority of our tradicy population
these are forgottea facts, but tiere are gome of our
banks and discouat establishments that must atill
bear t56m in remembracce. It is for them to con-
sider whotber any of the festures of 183G gan be trac-
ed (on a scale targer in pranortion to the subsequeat
growtl of commerce) in 1866, — Times.

The coroner for Liverpocl reports that 938 inquests
were beld in the borougk 1n 1883, and 747 cases had
beeu reported to the coroner, in which ro inguest
wes necessary.

Uader the caplion ' The Lust New Discase, the
Loodon ZLancet publishes an article showing the
changes which arises from the use of the fizsh of 1hy
*unclezn beast’ as an article of food : —

We have lately had to refer more Lhan once to the
prevuilance of parasitiv disease in Germany, arising
from eating pork infested with the newly observed
trichina spiralis. Dr. Trudichum addresges us with
the following particulare of the outbreak at Heder-
sleben :

Reliable accounts of the epidemic of trichiniasia at
Hedersleben,in Prussian Saxony, show it to have been
the most extensive and fatal of all outbreaks hither-
to recorded. While the Hettstadt ocutbrezk caused
seyere sickoesa 10 upwards of 150 persons, nod the
death of 28 out of thia number, the epidemic at
Hedersleben has already (up to Dee. 21, 1865) pro-
duced upwards of 90 deaths. From these fgarve we
may fairly conclude that the total number of persons
attacked amounts to several hundreds. All this
havoo has been cauged by one trichinoua pig! The,
butcher, havieg recognised the aboormal sppearance
of the meat of this pig, bad carefully disguised it by
mizing it wit the meat of two healthy pigs, or added
it in small pieces to larger jnints of pork 10 makse up
weight. He made this confession shortly before his
Ceath, which wag caused by trichiniasis covtracted
from his own meat. His wife also died of the dis-
easa.

The most lamentable part of the history of ihis
outbreak ia, howerer, the circumstance thut the prac-
titioner resident at Hedetsleben failed to diagnose
the disease in the early atages of the firat cases, when
there would have been time to seize and destroy
much of the fatal pork then exhibitiag in the
butcher’s shop. The sudden and simultansous seiz-
ure of many pergons with vomitiag aod purgmg
with griping, spasm, and collapse, effectually
pimulated & commencing epidemic of cbolera, and
oprum was used freely to arreat the symptoms,—
When the course and fatality of the outbreak at last
led to a correct appreciation of its patore, the time
;or prevention, mitigation, or palliation hed passed
5. .
Many physicians from a!l parts of Germuny have
gone to Hedersleber to study the disease. The pub-
lic have beed roused once mors to a sense of the
dangvr. Panic impels to uareagonable propositions,
and reasonable measores are neglected. [gnorance
and folly form a grotesque back ground.

The Commussioners of
Customs seem to think that the warning given
to them 5 not lo be despised, and additional
precautions for the safety ot the Custom House
bave beea taken, by increasng the number of
watchmen on duty, and by baving the apparatuy
for extinguishing fice always on baod ready for
use.

As the winter advances the attention of the
public journals is drawn to the probability of the
appearance of cholera with the warm wealher,
and the necessity of talting some steps to prepare
tor the reception of our unwelcome, but expected
visitor.

are epacted in the United States amidst the
loud plaudits of the Liberal press, We do not
cite thia latter fact as a phenomenon to be mar-
velled at, for the marvel would be were it other-
wise ; oF were Taberalism m America to be so
false to all its European antecedents, as to re-
probate m the Western Feimisphere that which
it has always preached up, and when in power
practised in the Eastern.

Roussesu in his evangel
did but logically carry out, and propose to apply
to the then exisuag social and political systems of
Europe, the priaciples of the Reformition, of
which the Jucobies of Frazce also were the most
logical aud consistent disciples whom the world
has as yet seen. ‘They never broached a single
new 1dea ; they did but repeat, and carry wte
practice what bad been said, and what had been
atlempted to be reduced to praclie, some twe
buadred years before their day, by the Protest~
anlised peasaats of Germany.

Mr. Graham’s objecttons are of value, how-
ever, as showiog the impossibility of any com-
bined system of Catholic and Protestant educa-
tien. TFor if from the study of geo,raphy, his-
tory, and uts collateral branches, everything is to
be eliminated which may give offense to eithep
one or the other, about as mwuch valuable or
