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AGREEMENT

Canada We&t Coal Co., Limited

It is hereby agreed between the
Canada West Coal Company, Ltd.,
of the first part, and employees of

the said Company, as represented
by the United Mine Workers of

America, District No. 18, of the
second part.

That the agreement existing
prior to December 9th, 1907, re-

specting general provisions and
scales of contract prices and
wages shall govern the parties
hiereto for the period commencing
December 9th, 1907, and eikding
March 31st, 1909, in so far as the



same may not be mcdiilad or af-

fected by the provisions of this

agreement; it being ixnderstood

and agreed that the parties here-

to will meet in conference sixty

days prior to the expiration of

this agreement to discuss a renew-

al thereof.

This agreement covers the mines
and outside plant operated by the

said company, and all persons ac
oepting employment at these

mines agree to be governed by the

foliowing rules and regulations:

Settlement of Local and General Disputes

(a) In case any disputes or griev.

ances arise und'er this agreement,
or any local agreement made in

connection therewith, whether the

dispute or grievance is claimed to

have arisen by the company or

any person or persons employed
or by the men as a whole, then

the parties shall endeavor to set-

tle the matter as hereinafter pro-

vided. But before any grievances

shall be submitted to the Pit



committee, t .» person or persons
affected shall eikd^avor, by person-
al application to the Pit Bo? ;, to
settle the matter, and in the erent
of their agreeing their decision
shall be final.

(b) In case of any local dispute
arising in any mine, and failrre to
agree between the Pit boss and
any employee, the Pit committee
and mine superintendent shall en-
deavor to settle the matter, and
if they agree ti;9ir decision shall
be final.

(c) In the event of the failure of
the Pit committee and the mine
superintendent to settle any dis-

pute so referred to them, as well
as in the event of any other dis-
pute arising, the matter in dispute
shall be referred to the OenerrJ
Superintendent or General Mana-
ger of the company, and »-he oflE -

ers of District No. 18, X, ll.W. of
A. for settlement, and if they
agree their decision shall be final.

Should they fail to agree, it shall



be referred to a joint committee,

said committee to be made up of

three operators appointed by the

Canada West Coal Company, Ltd.,

and three miners appointed by
District No. 18 of the XJ.M.W. of

A., for settlement. If they agree

their decision shall be binding up-

on both parties. A majority of

the full committee must vote in

fa(vor of any action before it can

be declared carried. In the event

of a failure to &g^ree, the commit-
tee shall endeavor to select an in-

dependent chairman, and failing

to agree on an independent chair-

man, the Minister of Labor sUall

be asked to appoint such chair-

man; the decision of the committee
thus constituted shall be binding

upon both parties. The joint com-
mittee, when necessary, shall

meet on the second Mondiay of

each moiith.

(d) In the meantime, lAd in all

cases, while disputes are being in-

vestigated and settled, the miners,

mine laborers and all other p&rt-



ies involved must continu* to
work ponding investigation and
until final decision has been
reached, but where miner, miners,
mine laborer or mine laborers has
or have been discharged by the
Company, he or they shall not re-
main in the employ of the Com-
pany while his or their case is be-
ing investigated and settled. If a
claim be made within five days
where a man or men have been
unjustly discharged, the case shall
be dealt with according to this
article, and if it is proven that he
or they have been txnjustly dealt
with, he or they shall be reinstat-
ed. If claim is made for compen-
sation for time lost, in case wQiere
reinstatement shall follow, it shall
be left to the joint committee to
decide what amount, if any, is to
be paid.

(a) Any breech of this agreement
by any of the parties hereto is not
to void the said agreement, but
same is to continue in full lorce
and effect. It is not intended.

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however, by tlxis subsection to

abridge tbe rig>ht of the xneii to

suspend work after final settle-

ment as herein provided, if any

operator or operators refuse to be

botind by any decision igiven

against them under this article.

Article 2—^No miner working at

contract work on coal shall be al-

iowe»d to hire laborers.

Article 3—The Company gives

the U.M.W. of A. a full recogni-

tion, and concedes to the check-off

system; that is to say, upon tiie

individxial request in writaag of

any of the Company's employees,

the Company shall deduct such

monies from tbeir wages as is de-

signated for dues, assessments,

fines and' initiation fees; in otfltxer

words the Company will retain

from wages due employees any

sum they may have given orders

upon the Company for, in writing,

payable to such officers of the TJ.

M.W. of A. as may be designated

in such orders.

Article 4—Thie Compaxxy will

furnish screened coal to their

workmesx at ^2.50 per ton, within

a radius of one mile from the

mine. Beyond this radius haulag«

to be charged.

Article 5—The Company will de-

liver ail timbers as near the work-

ing I'ace as possible.

Article 6—^The hours of labor are

to remain as at present.

Article 7—^The Company will fur-

nish duplicate statements to all

workmen and will pay by cheque

s^mi-monthly.

Article 8—The Company will

make deductions from all contract

miners for wages of check-weigh-

ers.

Article 9—The employees will

have the right to make th«ir ov^
doctor and hospital arranerements,

the Company agreeing to make
the usual deductions for same, the

i.

Domestic Coal Company

Duggan, Hmitrods & Company

Agreement made this 7th day of

December, 1907, between the Do-

mestic Coal Co., of Taber, Alta.,

of the first part; Luggan Htmtrod
and Company of the second part

and the employees of the said

companies as represented by the

U.M.W. of A., District No. 18, of

the third part.

The agreement entered into on
the 6th day of December, 1907,

between the Canada West Coal

Co., Limited, and their envployees

as represented by the TJ.M.W. of A.
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District No. 18 shall, mutatis mu-
tandis, and except in so far as
changped or modified by this
agreement apply to and be bind-
ing upon the parties hereto re-
spectively.

The Companies will ftirnish du-
plicate statements to all workmen
and will pay semi-monthly in the
same manner as at present.

Commencing Dec. the 9th, 1907,
the following schedule of wages
will be paid at the Duggan Hun-
trod & Co., and the Domestic Coal
Co.'s mines, located at Taber, Al-
berta.

It is imd«r-
stood that rooms are to be 16
feet wide. Rooms ordered to ex-
ceed 16 feet to be paid extra in

proportion.
