Sir William Lockhart’s Forces
Ready for the Advance

AGAINST THE AFRIDIS AND ORAKZAIS.

Now to Off

The Belligerent Tribesmen Said to be Ready

er Terms.

Britain as Well as His Com
tion and a Warning to All

London, Oct. 5.—The news from the |
Indian frontier is. favorable. Sir Wil-
liam Lockhart's forces will commence
the advance on Tirah, the summer head-
quarters of the Afridis and the Orak-
zais, from Peshawur on Friday next,|
moving in three columns. Sir William |
Lockhart- and Major-General Lord Me- |
thuen have already arrived at Kohat.

The Mullahs of Tirah on hearing of
the advance contemplated, began their
preparations to oppose it, but it is now
also reported that they are prepared to
offer *terms om behalf of the Afridis,
the Momunds and the Malakand tribes-
men.

‘ Ameer to the Afridis.

The Ameer of Afghanistan has pub-
lished at Cabul his reply to the peti-
tion of the Afridis who solicited his as-
sistance .against the British. He ve-
minds them that they have never before
complained of British conduct, but on
the contrary acquiesced fully in the
Afghan alliance with England. He
quotes from the Koran on the sacred
duty of fulfilling agreements, which, he
says, the British have kept faithfully,
and in conclusion he declnes -to assist
them out of trouble which they have
brought upon themselves, adding ‘to
do s0 would bring ignominy upon my-
self and my people.”

Warmng te All Afghans.

The Ameer has also issued fhroughout
Afghanistan a long proctamation, dated
Aug. 13, and entitled, “A clear declara-
tion and warning to all Afghans.”

This is much the same as the reply
to the petition of the Afridis. It clewrs
England of any disloyal intenilon to-
ward Afghanistan, justifies the alliance
as a ‘“protection against foreign inva-
sion,” and taunts the tribesmen with
rebelling at the instigation of a fakir
of unknown paremtage, after accepting
British subsidies, and with pretending|
to raise a Jehad while all. Mahommed-
ans and most of the Khans are taking
sides with the English. Finally, wash-
ing his hands of their affairs, the Amecer
addresses the tribesmen as follows:

“Your real object is to make me fight |
the British Government. If 1 were to
do such a foolish thing I am sure you
would assume the position of simple |
spectators. I am not such a fool as t_g‘
acnoy and offend others for your sake.

EVACUATION OF THESSALY,

Will Be the Prime Object of the New
Government of Greece,

Athens, Oct. 5—The Boule met to-
day, but its proceedings attracted little |
interest.

DEATH OF THOMAS FIELDEN,

A British M.P. Whe Was Pepular With
All Classes of Pcople.

London, Oct. 5. — Thomas Fielden,
Conservative member of Parlinment for
the Middleton division of Lancashire,
died suddenly to-day near Dunkella,
Scotland, while out sheoting.

The late Mr. Thomas Fielden was a
great - sportsman and exceedingly pop-
ular with all sorts and conditions of
men in Lancashire, He was a director
of the Lancashire and Yorkshire Rail-
way and a believer in bimetallism. He
was born in 1854, and was the son of
Joshua Fielden, M.P. for the east divi-
sion, west riding Yorkshire, from 18063
to 1880. Mr. Fielden was a justice of
the peace for west rding Yorkshire,
He was educated at Wellington College
and Trinity College, Cambridge. His
country seat was Grimston Park, Tal-
caster, Yorkshire, and he was a member
of the Carlton Club, of St. Stephen's
and Boodles.

SICK MAN WAS THROWN OUT

The Office Handed Over for the Bene-
fit of an Active Worker.

Mr, Mulock Yields to tie Demands of
Hungry Office Seekers—The New Incum-
bent of the North Teromte FPostoflice
Says He Does Not Care a Continentanl
What the Tories Think About it.

Every day occur fresh instances of the
Dominion Government's weakness in yleld-
ing to the demands of hungry effice-seekers,
and Postmaster-General Mulock seems to
have succumbed at last to this kind of pres-
sure.

WORCESTER FOR THE EASTERN.

BIG MONEY IN BASEBALL.

The National League season, just closed,
was not such a general financial success as
that of last year. The fast pace set by
the Rostons, Baltimores and New Yorks in
the middle of the campaign killed most of
the interest in the other cities, and several
clubs will come out of the battle with
lo#ses to make up.

The big money makers were the Boston
and New York clubs. It is believed that
the Boston club cleared nearly $100,000, in
spite of the fact that the South ' End
grounds are the smallest in the league.
The new champions drew larger crowds on
the road than any other team and the
attendance at home was phenomenal.’ The
New York club, in spite of its $100,000 ex-
penses, had a profitable season. 1t has
been stated that the elub made $75,000, but
this is regarded as excessive.

The Baltimore and Cincinnati clubs will
probably finish about $20,000 ahead of the
game. ' The ex-champions drew well on the
road, but the patronage at home fell off
surprisingly. - The Cincinnatis did not be-
gin to drop in the.race until they had
finished their home schedule, and then they
received the benefit of large attendances.

The Washington club, it is estimated, will
be about $15,000 winner, if not more.
Washington is a good ball town, and the
cranks have had a better team to patron-
ize this year than ever before. The team,
by the way, finished higher in the race
than at any time since the Washington
club has been a member of the league.

Chicago and Cleveland may make about
$10,000 apiece or a trifle more. The slump
of Anson's team might have resulted in a
big deficit only for Sunday games. The
Clevelands, with a low salary list, have
made good money on the road. The Louis-
-ille club, strange as it may seem, will

ardly be a loser. The team did well dur-
ing the best part of the season.

The losing clubs are Philadelpbia, Brook-
lyn, Pittsburg and St. Louis. Two years
ago the Philadelphia club finished third in
the race, with Arthur Irwin/ as manager,
and Reach and Rogers were reported to be
more than $100,000 ahead of the game.
Last yvear they made about $30.000 with a
losing team, and this year, with a nine
that has finished lower than any previous
Philadelphia team, the financial loss is es-
timated at anywhere between $20,000 and
$40,000. The estimate is based upon the
fact that only 25 cents admission to all
bleachers and 50 cents admission to the
grand stand preyvail in that city. As the
team has been dragging along in the rear
almost from the start,-the attendance has
been uniformly small

A year ago the Brooklyn club lost some-
thing like $11,000. It is thought that the
elub has dropped a similar amount this
season, although the team has done sur-
prisingly well under Manager Barnie. The
failure to secure grounds at South Brook-
Iyn is the principal reason ascribed by the
officials for the poor business, coupled,
of course, with the failure of the team
to stand higher in the race. F. A. Abell,
the leading owner of the club, however,
has decided to pocket the loss, and put up
more money for new men in order to pro-
duce a winner next season.

The Pittsburg club, usually a winner, has
had a disastrous season. It is reported
that about $10,000 will cover the losses.
The St. Louis club will lose so much money
that the league may be compelled to take
some action this winter, so certain mag-

nates say.

The
editor of The Globe virtually states
that the people of Great Britain are
now making the offer, or will make it
the- first opportunity they have of de-
claring themselves at the polls,

Mr. A. P. Low Tells of the
Diana's Trip.

ON THE DAY OF JUBILEE

The Steamer Entered Hudson's Strait
—Met Thick Weather.

Douglas Harbor Found to Afford Good
Bhelter—The Geologist Miad Seme Ex-
perience With Ice After the Diana Left
Ilim-Reached Stupart’s Bay on the
First of August—-Ungava Bay Navigaticn
1s Dangerous—No Gold Found.

Ottawa, Oct. 5.—A., P. Low of the
Geological Survey, who went north last
spring with the Diana, returned to the
city yesterday. The Diama: enteved
Hudson Strait on Jubilee Day, June
22. On July 6 she met thick weather
and was fast in an ice pack; on the
Oth she reached loose ice, and on the
12th clear water in Hudson Bay. On
July 16 Mr. Low’s party were landed
near Douglas Harbor, a place Mr. Low
describes as affording first-rate shelter.

the 18th the Diana steamed away

d Mr. Low set forth on his coastwise
jcurney eastwards, On ithe 26th their
yawl became fast in the shore ice and
remained until Aug. 1.

“That,” said Mr. Low, “was the last
we saw of the ice, and we had com-
paratively plain sailing from then to the
close of our boat voyage. The ice ap-
pears to melt in the straits.”

At Stupart's Bay.

It was on Aug. 1 the party reached
Stupart’s Bay, where some years ago
the observer, after whom the plice
is named, established a station. = Mr.
Low found everything intact at the
ctation. Along th's part of the route
the coast is bold and rocky, towering
tc a height of 70) to 2000 feet above
| the shore line; south and east of that
{ along the Ungava Bay coast the shores
| are low and the coast navigation rather
| dangerous by reason of numerous bould-
ers, and the great rise and fall of the
tide, amounting to fully 40 feet. Mr.
Low sailed up Paine River some dis-
tance, exploring that stream. urther
south a trip was made to the head cf
Hope's Advance Bay, the most import-
ant inlet of Ungava Bay, but it was
fcund to be much smaller in extent than
described on the maps. Moreover, Mr.
Low satisfied himself that it had. no
connection with the large indentation
on the western side of the peninsula in
Hudscen Bay, known as Mosquito Bay.

The Island of tkpa.ck.

Off the mouth of Hepe's Advance lies
the Island of Akpatok, diftering in its
geological featurcs from the coast, the
tatter being of Laurentian and the
island of Silurian formation. The pariy
zeached the southernmost part of [n-
gava Bay on :Aug. 24. There at Fort
Chimo they found the Hudson Bay Com-
pany’s steamer Erik, which had. arrived
o the 20th from Fort Churchill on the
west coast of Hudson Bay, the earliest
passage on record. The captain re-
ported, however, that the ice pack had
been the mest formidable in his exper-
ience of six years’ mnavigation of these
waters, Krom Ifort-Chimo, Mr. Low
made a trip in his sail boat across to
George River, on the east side of Un-
gava Bay, returning on Sept. 7. Next
day the beat and her outant were put
on the Erik, which took them out of
the strait and around vo Nachvak on the
Atlantic coast. From St, John's, Nfid,,
Mr. Low sailed for home. Mr. Low’s
party made no mineral discoveries, but
of game they found an abundance. Mr.
Low declined to speak of the probable
length of the Diana's stay, but says
that up to November she will be able
to force her way through the thin ice
of the straits.

Dr. Bell and his party made a very
successful survey of the coast. Taey
also traveled for seven days into the
interior of Baflin Land, and discovered
an immense lake over 80 miles long.
He further explored the region for gold,
but found nothing of much practical use.

Apples in Cold Storage in Steamships.

In connection with the ecircular issued
from the Department of Agriculture lately
on the need r ventilated chambers on
steamships for the carriage of apples, the
following is a case in point:

A lot of 267 barrels of apples was carried
lately in cold storage to Glasgow. They are
reported as having averaged 18s per barrel.
Ar the same time a lot of 325 barrels of
apples was shipped in the old way to Liv-
erpool, without cold storage, and realized
only 8s per barrel. Both lots of apples
were from the same stock. Of the 325
barrels of ‘apples shipped in the old way,
without cold storage, 124 barrels were re-
ported as “wet” and ‘‘slightly wet,”” and
81 barrels were reported as ‘“‘slack.” Thus,
out of the total shipment of 325 barrels
shipped in the old way, without cold stor-
age, 205 barrels were reported as arriving
in a damaged condition.

The reason for
haste is the fact that the fire does not
releage the Government from Its obliga-
tions under the contract with the broom

company.

One-fifth of this
amount is on the building and the bal-
arce on the machinery.

Sued the Wrong Company.

The suit of H., B. Caston, barrister,
against the Consolidated Plate Glass Com-
pany fell through in the Civil Assizes yes-
terday afterncon, as far as the company is
concerned. In February last, as Mr. ston
was boarding a street car at ‘the corner of
King and Church-streets, he was struck
by the platform of a passing wagon used
bi‘;o the P’late Glase any. The bone
above the left eye was broken and he was
badly injured. He sued the company on
the ground that the driver, Willlam Mack-
enzie, was negligent, but It was proven
that Mackenzie was not in the employ of
the glass company, but of the Cobban
Manufacturing Company. Judge MacMahon
ruled that the action had en brought
against the wrong company and issued a
stay of proceedings for twenty days.

SEVERAL KILLED, 20 WOUNDED.

A Fierce Political Riot in Sante Dominge
Between Rich and Influential
Resldents.

New York, Oct. 5.—The first news of
a most serious riot at Santo gDomingo,
in which several men, one of them rich
and the others more or less well known,
were killed and more than twenty men
wounded, was brought here by Hairi-
son R. Williams, until recently United
States Consul at San Jose, Costa Rica,
who arrived here to-day on the Atlas
Line steamer \lene from Port Limon.
The riot was between influential parti-
sans of President Iglesins asnd his op-

ponents, {
Both parties had planned a ‘dE@-
stration in their club rooms in_Santo
Domingo, three weéeks ago last Sunday.
On the afternoon of that day they par-
adéd through the streets. About one

hundred men were in each marching

party. In order_ to- reach their club’
rooms they had "to pass one another.
They met in the main. street, opposite
the cathedral. Someone fired a pistol.
In a twinkling bullets were whizzing
plentifully, Inives were used an

rocks thrown. KEvery man was bent on;
bloodshed, -
The Priests Rushed Ount.

‘The priests came running out of the|
cathedral and called on the rioters to
desist. The riot waged for some -time,
longer, but finally the efforts of the
priests were suceessful. The ground
was then strewn with bleeding men.
Three were already dead and thirty or
more wounded. This is a conservative
estimate, 5

Among the killed was Senor Samora,
one of Costa Rica’s richest men. He,
was with neither side, but seeing his,
son was in the procession ranks and in
danger he ran to assist him, He was
struck with a bullet,

President Iglesias declared himself
dictator, Mr. Williams says he did this|
so as to have absolute assurance of
preserving the peace and preventing any
repetition of the deadly riot. Mr. Wil-
liams says that he will be re-elected
President, not because he has announced,
himself dictater, but because the ma-
jority of voters support him and will
vote for him.

Chicago, Oct. 5—The defence in the
Luetgert murder trial rested its case
to-day after two witnesses had testified.

Luetgert did not go on the witness
stand in his own defence. He yielded
to the advice of his attorneys, but the
disappointment to him was great. e
has declared for months that he must
tell his story to the jary.

Lmetgert’s counsel feared to put him
on the stand and he accepted the situa-
tion. N

Soon after court convened ex-Jydge
Vincent and Attorney Phalen ask
mission to consult th:ir client privately.
Judge Tuthill said they might do so,
and Luetgert and his lawyers retired
to a private room. It was knowm that
the matler under deliberation was
whether or not Luetgert should go up
on the witness stand. Ex-Judge Vinceat
vigorously opposed the suggestion. Ie
pointed out to Luetgert that William
Charles, his business partner, had told
practicaily the story Luetgert would
tell.

Keep Mum.

“You cannot add to it anything that
will benefit you,” said Judge Vincent.
“If you go upon the witness stand you
will be subjected to a cross-examina-
tion lasting days and covering the eatire
period of your life. You will get ex-
cited and you will say things that will
injure your case. My adv.ce to you is
‘keep mum.’”’

Atterney Phalen was inclined to favor
Luvetgert's desire to go upon the witness
stand. He thought he might be able to
eaplain some things more satisfactorily
than scme witnesses had aone. He also
bel eved that the absence from the wit-
ress stand of the principal actor in the
great tragedy might prejudics him in
1the eyes of the jury. But Attorney
T'halen was willing to admit the logic
of ex-Judge Vincent’s position, and
Luetgert said he would abide by his
counsel’'s advice.

When the lawyers and Luetgert re-
turned from their consultation, Lauet-
gert sat down rv;,&\ a’ grim smile upon
his face.

The Weathér Was Cloundy.

The first witness called to-day was
Henry J. Cox ofi:the United Statss
weather bureau. Witness Cox came
with charts and date to prove that the
right of May 1, 1897, was cloudy in
Chicago and vicinity.

This evidence was brought out by the

defence to countemact the testimony of |

witnesses who had sworn that they
stood across the street at 11 o’clock the
right of May 1 and saw Luetgert and
his wife walking towards the sausage
factory.

The first witness called after the con-
sultation of Luetgert and his lwyers
was- Mrs. Mary Charles, wife of Wil-
liam Charlzs, ILuetgert’s buosinass part-
ner. Mrs. Charles said that upon sev-
eral oceasions Mrs, Luelgert had said
io her~ “I am going away. My hus-
band has failed in business and peuple
will now peint their tingers at me and
say, ‘she is the wife of the sausage
n}zal'o'r who failed.’ I cannot stand
that

On May 1 the witness said she saw
Mrs. Luetgert for the last time. It was
about 11 o'clock in the morning,/ Mrs.
J.uetgert again  said she wa$ going
away, and repeated that she could not
stand the disgrace the' failure had
brought upon tha family.

“She turned away and I never saw
her again,” conecluded the witness.

A Bramatte Scene.

A dramatic scene folowed. It has
been agreed that Luetgert has offered
an explanation of every accusation cf
the prosecution except the rings found
in the middle vat, in which the body of
Mrs. Luetgert is alleged to have been
disintegrated.

The rings found in the vat were stuck

together when discovered, according to
the story of Policeman Dean, who found'
them. Experts who examined them
said the rings were glued together by
human flesh. In one of these rings
were engraved the letters “L. L.”, the
initials of Mrs. Louise Luetgert. The
theory of the prosecution was that they
Lad dropped from the dissolved finger
of Mrs. Luetgert in the vat and had
been glued together by flesh tissues.
The defence put off an explanation of
these rings until the last moment. It
was the climax of the sausage maker's
story.

London, Oct. b5.—KEdward Langtry,
former husband of Mrs. Lily Langtry,
the actress, who recently obtained
divorce from him in California, and who
is said to have privately married Prince
Paul Esterhazy, has lbeen found wan-
dering in a demented condition on the
| railway line near Chester and been sent
to a lunatic asylum.

The condition of Edward Langtry, the
former husband of Lily Laugtry, the
actress, is the same this morning as
when he was admitted yesterday into
the asylum for the insane. Mr. Iang-
try was found wandering in a dementd
condition on a railroad line near Ches-
ter. He talked in a very rambling man-
ner and was very restless, The sudden
break down of Mr. Langtry’s health is
strange and unexplained up to the pre-
sent. He bas always enjuyed the best
physical condition, was an ardent sports-
man, lived a great deal out of doors
and was @emperate in his habits.

An investigation into hLis collapse
shows Langtry was traveling last Sun-
day from Cork to London. At Crewe,
the great railroad junction twenty-one
miles southeast of Chester, Langtry
wandered from his train and was twice
found in dangerous -positions on ‘the
rails.

The father took the ap-
peal to this Divisional Court. This court
holds that there is no appeal, the act in
guestion not intending that there should be
uny, either to the sessions or to any other
tribunal. The appeal is dismissed, but
withont costs. Thus, a father may be
deprived by a
tices of the peace sitting for him, of the
rustody of his children, and he is with-
cut redress in Ontario.

The same court in IPisken v. Spe dismiss-
ed the plaindiff’s appeal from the order of
CEief Justice Armour refusing the appli-
cation by the plaintiff, who is tenant for

life of certain property on Charles-street, |
