Younger Brother of Emperor Kwang
Su Has. Left Pekin
for Berlin.

TO PATCH UP VON KETTELER AFFAIR

Spectacular Departure—German Of-
ficers Will Conduct Prince
Chun and His Family,

. Pekin, July 12.—The departure to-day
from Pekin of Prince Chun, younger bro-
ther of Emperor Kwang Su, who has been
gelected formally to apologize at Beriin
for the murder of Baron Von Ketteler,
was a spectacular event. 2

A special train took Prince Chun and
his suite from here to Taku, from which
port he will proceed by steamer to Shang-
hai. He sails from Shanghai July 20 for
Genoa, and will proceed directly from
there to Berlin by rail.

Prince Chun came to the railroad station
in Pekin on horseback. He was gorgeously
attired In the royal yellow, and followed

by a long procession, composed of mem-
bers of his staff, their servants and :he
luggage on carts. Here he was met by
the present German Minister to China, Dr.
Mumm Von Schwarzenstein, a German mili-
tary band and a guard of houor, and two
of his brothers. Many Chinese had as-
sembled at the station to bid the Prince
farewell.

Two German officers formerly attachad
to the staff of Field Marshal Count Von
Waldersee will personally conduct Prince
Chun and his party to Berlin.

Speaking of the great fire the gentlemen
informed The World that a-tract of 30,-

000 acres was swept, the timber from
which will have to be cut soon to save it.
Within two ‘miles of their land the flames
reached, and their fury was awful to wit-
ness. A Toronto man, who has lately
cleared his holding and was just be-
ginning to reap the benefits of his settle-
ment duties, had an experience that he
will not soon forget. He was working
fourteen miles from his home and saw
the onward progress of the-great funnel of
smoke towards him. With one thpught
for the safety of his wife and baby he ran
across the unbroken country and reached
the house in two hours and a half to find
the fire all about the little home
and his wife frantic in the midst of the
terrible situgtion. She was about to leave
the house and run into the teeth of the
great sheet of flame, when he took the
babe in his arms and led the half-erazed
woman to the well. There they sought a
haven, remaining underground for four
hours until the dying down of the five
allowed them to emerge with safety. Not
a stick was left of their comfortable home,
the: result of years of hard labor.

Another man saved his team of horses
and what - valuables he could crowd into a
wagon by driving fariously ahead of the
fire, and he, too, lost his homestead.  Care-
ful enquiry places the number of families
burned out.as 45.

The flames léaped across rivers a quarter
of a milé wide, and but for, the provi-
dential rains, which sonked the unburnt
country, the horror of the calamity would
have been far-reaching. The Afire was
caused by A\ settler burning his clear-

ing.

Continued Drouth in Corn Belts of
States and in Grain Districts
fof the World.

PRICES ROSE NEARLY FOUR CENTS

Corn is the Dominant Factor, But
the Speculating Public Should
Be Wary of Its Boom.

Under the influence of a continued
drouth in the corn belt§ of the western
and southwestern States, the grain
markets of the world-have advanced rapid-
ly in price during the past few days. At
Chicago yesterday September corn rose

23%c per bushel to 54%ec,July wheat advanced
2%he to B7%e, and September wheat climbed
up 3%c to 68%c. The closing figures for the
day, which were near the top, showed the
following advances for the week: Sep-
tember wheat nearly 4c, September corn
nearly 7ec.

Corn. Is the dominant factor In the
market and wheat sympathizes In the ad-
vance, because, if the coarser grain crop
fails, wheat will have to take .its place
_for many purposes.

The public should be wary of the boom
in corn, for there is no doubt that the
big speculators are using it to the full
lmit. A couple of days’ rain over the
heated belt would change the whole situa-
tion, and in any event the corn crop can
no doubt stand fjuite a long siege of
drouth without suffering any more dam-
age than has been already discounted by
the market's advance. By the way, a
Kansas wire yesterday reported cloudy wea-
ther’ and the prospect of rains. An ac-

The present system of dispensing food and ’
drink to soldiers breeds bribegy, degrades

the moral tone of armies: and encourages

middlemen, greedy for large profits, to

adulterate the articles they sell and divide
