Not very long ago, says a Neéw York
writer, somebpdy compiled an unoffi-
cial set of attendance figures result-
ing from the champlonship games
played by the teams of the American
and the Natiopal Leagues. It was
shown. that the American League as &
whole had drawn_ a ‘total of 3,398,764,
while the National League had at-
tracted a total of 2,787,793, ‘indicating

an increase in the ‘patronage of. the
former and a falling off in the latter.

In the American League Chicago was
posted at the top with 666,307, or an
average attendance of 8963 per game,
while in the National League New
York carried off the honors with 538,-
350, an average.of 7887. !

These” attendance figures wera com-
plied from the estimated crowds and
alleged turnstile counts as handed out
by some of the baseball managers who
belleve in exaggerating everything if
there is a chance to secure S0me free
advertising. ' But as a matter of fact
not one of the big major league clubs
gave out the exact paid attendance at
any time, for the reason that some
years ago it was decided that such a
gourse was not good business policy.
It is but natural, therefore, that con-
servative baseball men have been
ridiculing the exaggerated attendance
figures in both of the major leagues.

Defenders of the electric syndicate

when thefompetition of the Incandes-
’oeist Light Company was got rid of thru
a‘legal subterfuge. This kind of special
pleading is peculiar to public-service
 corporations, but no velid reason has
' ever bBeen advanced why they alone
shoyld be.immune from competition,
and, in addition, should be held gullt-
less when formal agreements are violal-
ed fin spirit if not in letter. The Electric
Light Company admittedly has no right
of monopoly, and the city has the un-
_dcubted right to grant a franchise to
&;ly other company that chose to enter
the ﬂeld There is no difference in
_point of principle between the competi-
tion of a company licensed by the city
and the direct competition of a muni-
cipal system—if that is right this can-
not be wrong. But it is urged that the
. eity is not entitied to sell at rates below
" those of the company. hy not, if a
"' competing private compdny may? The
city was deprived of a competitive sy_s-
tem when the Toronto Electric Light
and the Incandescent Light companies
&.xere engineered under one control—
th&t of the electric ring. Toronto would
only be getting back its own if it estab-
ligshed a competitive municipal system
secure from the Macchiavellian tactics
of high electric financiers.

Some merit might béfconceded to the
pleadings of the electric monopolists
and their organs had the Eleotﬂq Light
Ccmpa‘ny treated the city fairly. But
the city newspapers that are doing their
best to queer the power bylaw—with
all their effrontery—are not audacious
enough to justify the disappearance of

: the Incandesgent Light Company from
the competitive scene. If that manoeu-
vre was indefensible the company can-
not complain if the citizens w deter-
mine to insist for their : right—

Niagara electricity at a price which will|

"bring it within the reach of the poor
as well as the rich. Public-service cor-
‘porations are simply trustees who have
undertaken to meet a public need, and
their responsibility extends to the peo-
ple as well as their shareholders. This
is another side of the issue that is con-
veniently ignored by the mouthpieces of
the elecotric syndicate. They deplore
what they call inroads on private capi-
tal, but they never refer to the enor-
: mous losses of shareholders’ money that
have arisen from the operations of high
finance. Take the New York street
rallways ag’a conspicuous example. Mil-
lions on millions of the shareholders’
.money has passed into the pockets of tha
traffickers in valueless franchises bogus
leesing companies and omnibus-holding
companies.

Clinton Rogers Woodruff was intro-
duced to the Canadian Club yesterday
as a “real live Philadelphia lawyer."”

The Toronto Civic Guild
of Civic Art co-operated with the Can-
adian Club in securing his a.dvogacy’
for Toronto of what is called the new
civic life. The object of the movement
is to create a public sentiment in favor
of a comprehensive plan of improve-
ments which may embrace the develop-
ment of the city during the next cen-
tury. !

When Mr. Woodruff went to Wash-
ington he heard that they had pre:par-
ed a plan for the next hundred years
there, and he expected to be told of

millons of dollars of expenditure. He :

found nothing but a map or chart of
what was to be done, and in future
all improvements must be in accord-
ance with this plan.

“After all, Toronto is only on the
threshold of its greatness,” pleaded
Mr. Woodruff, and what was planned
now would tend to increase the beauty
and value of the city. In Cleveland
when it was found that the new fed-
eral buildings, a new library, a new
county building, a rail ay terminal
and other public buildin were want-
ed it was argued that they might as
well group them all ther in an
esplanade or mall. The result was the
now famous Cleveland group-plan,
Which was carried out at a cost ot |
816,000,000.' In addition to .being the!
means of the regeneratIdii of Cleveland |
and setting the pace for other cities,
the property had almost doubled in
value and was now worth ‘$30,000,000.

The recognition of the rights of the|
community as paramount over those of |
the individual was a feature of the
mavement. The New York Art Com-|
mission now passes on all buildings
and plans 4nd ensures thelz\ conform-
ity to the public interest. ;

GOOD TURNIPS.
™

Mr. James Boyd of Cedar Grova,
York County, stated to The World
that he had a yield of two thousand
burhels. of Swede turnips from two
and a half acres. These turnips were
grown from trial seed, furnished by
the Steele Briggs ‘Seed Co., Toronto.
This is an average of eight hundred
bushels to the acre, and is remarkable
when you remember .that the usual
yield is never more than five hundred
bushels to the acre. This crop repre-
scnts forty-two different. varieties, and
Mr. Boyd states that every turnip
was sound and that there was not a
decayed one in the whole lot.

 ABOUT BIRDS.

Interesting News About the
Headed Gull in Scotland.

Black

The Ayrshire Post in its agricultural
columns has this to say about the guil;
Black-headed gulls have so greatly
increased in number in recent years
that farmers in localities whefe they
most abound view ‘them with sonme sus-

picion. It has been customary to regard
this bird as a harmless visitor, which,
finding its means of subsistence in or
near the sea, only betakes itself to the
land by way of diversion or to escape
inipending storms. The Cumberland
county council recently instituted an
enquiry into the feeding hdbits of the
black-headed gulls, as affecting the
farming. and fishing industries. A num-
ber of gulls were captured in different
localities and at different seasons of
the- year, and the contents of the sto-
machs and gullets of 100 birds were
examined. Of this number 40 obtained
food which would justify the bird being
described as harmful, among the con-
tents being fishes, cereals and useful
insects; 47 contained beneficial food, in-
(-hz(}mg injurious insects and molusca.
carrion and waste animal matter; and
82 contained neutral food, such as earth-
worms, crustacea, and spiders, harmless
insects and mollusca, and vegetable
matter other than cereals. The evi-
dence. obtained proved that the gull is
not .a fastidious feeder, but takes al-

most anything that comes its way, in-
| cluding corn, and more particularly
} oats. However, as it takes wireworms,
jdaddy-longlegs, and other harmful in-
| sécts, in large quantities, it is entitled
to some consideration, ‘and may be
classed -with the: rook as being usef:l
and tolerable in moderation, but most
‘objectionable and destructive when pre-
'sent in excessive numbers. !

Klondiker Purchased ‘Outright First
~State Bank.

KANSAS CITY, Dec. 7.—To pay a
debt of gratitude and protect the in-
terests of a bank which was involved
In the suspension of the National Bank
of Comme}fce in this ecity, Joseph
Brown of” Argentine, Kansas, who a
few years ago accumulated a large
fortune mining in the Klondike, to-

lay purchased outright the First State
Bank of Argentine, which closed its
doors last Thursday for one day only.

The bank ‘‘grub-staked’ Brown when
he started on his Alaska mining ven-
ture, and when he learned that the
btank was in trouble, he notified its of-
ficers that he would come to their as-
sistance. The bank was ga branch of
the National Bank of Commerce, and
to-day, accompanied by the bank ex-
aminer of Kansas, Brown called on
the receiver of the National Bank of
Commerce and bought the Argentine
institution, paying all of its indebted-
ness and buying its securities, __ The
‘amount involved was $40,000, which
was paid In cash.
