LONDON, Aug. 6—The Rev. R. J. 
Campbell, whose curious change in his 
theological views recently caused a sen­
sation and offended a large eectio'n of hie 
congregation, seems now inclined to enter 
the field of politics in the social labor in­
terests. He has been formally invited 
by the labor party to contest the next va­
cancy in the parliamentary representa­
tion of Cardiff, but he replied that he 
could not at present say whether he 
would accept the proposal or not.

Addressing a political meeting just prior 
to this, Mr. Campbell declared hie con­
viction that socialism is the practical ex­
pression of Christianity as he understood 
it. The land question, he said, was at the 
bottom of most social evils. The first need 
of tire people, he continued, was to get 
hold of land and decrease the cost of 
transportation.

He also strongly advocated oscular edu­
cation and turning the parson, whether 
church ' or chapel, out of ti*e schools, 
“for," said he, “the physical well beiiig of 
the children is far more important than 
their religious instruction.”

It is noteworthy that during the war in 
South Africa Mr. Campbell was a strong 
imperialist, and he aroused considerable 
discuæion by roundly denouncing the 
workingmen as idle and worthless.

He had over $400 when he arrived in 
St. John from Bath, Me. His story of 
the alleged robbery in the Sheffield street 
house, and of the Ferrish woman having 
offered him $400 to say nothing about it, 

there was as big was much the same as his statement made 
earlier. He also stated that, he had not 
gotten his money as yet.

Detective Killen then produced a pocket 
book which Lounsberry identified as the 
one that had been stolen from him and 

more or also some papers. He money contained 
in the pocket-book, witness said, was sim­
ilar to that of which he had been robbed.

Cross-questioned by Daniel Mullin, K.

(Francis) got it, and defendant said “nev­
er mind." Francis asked witness if he 
wanted to go away with him, and witness 
replied he did not think so. later they 
both went into Garnett’s and Francis 
handed the money over to Mr. Garnett 
and gave him a gold piece. They had a 
drink» and went out and went down Char­
lotte street and at the comer of Duke 
street met Billy Bums, who asked him 
what was the matter. Witness replied 
“There’s something up to me I don’t 
want to do.” Bums replied, "you look 
worried.” Francis asked Billy Bums if 
he would go, and Bums said lie would. 
Defendant said “we will take a trip to 
Amherst and then go on to Halifax. They 
walked up the street and defendant went 
into Garnett’s to get the money. Later, 
Bums told Bessie Hope, who was also 
with them, to go and pack her trunk, as 
Francis offered to pay her way.

Bessie was to take the train here 
and meet Francis and the others 
at Coldbrook, where the men went later 
on, but were told by a man at the siding 
that the train did not stop there, and they 
came into the city, where they regaled 
themselves with drinks and chowders and 
at the suggestion of Francis went over 
to the Real Estate to have a game of 
pool till train time. Pete Williams, an­
other colored man told him that some 
money had been stokn and advised him 
not to go with defendant.

“He is the best trained athlete in the 
sixty year old class in the world today, 
and he is 68 at that,” says the doctor. “I 
tell you, Mr. Rockefeller has been bom 
twice physically, and he is only 14 years I 
old now. He is growing up again, and is 
growing up scientifically, adding to his 
muscle, to his lungs, to his heartpower 
with every breath of fresh air he takes 
on Forest Hill.” The doctor says it cost, 
Mr. Rockefeller $5,000,000 for his seeMÉ 
life.

Mr. Rockefeller came to Cleveland in 
1893, ■ in the middle of the panic period, 
completely broken in health and spirit, 

-too. “Doctor, I’m a sick man. I’m afraid 
I’m going to die.

sick bed for three days past, looking 
steadily at the suit of stage clothes he 
wore as Baron Cheveril when he played 
that role. When his wife, upon the order 
of the alarmed physician, would have re­
moved the coat and breeches from his 
sight the actor wept eo uncontrollably 
that they were ordered spread out before 
him again.

Save for his wife, who goes to him when 
he most insistently demands’ her presence, 
none of the actor’s entourage is allowed 
to speak to him any more. His brother 
helix, the English poet and author, who 
came with him from abroad, enters the 
chamber only on the rarest occasions. 
Even the sight of his brother is said to 
unnerve the sick man.

Rousing sometimes from his prolonged 
staring at the Cheveril costume or from 
his declamations to his wife, Mr. Mans­
field calls for food in enormous quantities 
and in most impossible courses, and when 
the nurses have brought them to his bed­
side, relapses into lethargy again, refus­
ing to touch a mouthful.

That he is much worse than when, 
nerve-wrecked, he hurried off to Europe 
in the early summer is admitted, even by 
his brother and his wife. Even since his 
arrival in America he has failed. Two ex­
tra nurses have been summoned and Dr. 
Lemieux’s coming was unlooked for when 
the party arrived at Saranac Lake.

Mrs. Mansfield and her friends are mak­
ing every effort to keep her husband's 
real condition from the public.

The devoted wife gave out this state­
ment:

“It appears that the English voyage did 
Mr. Mansfield little, if any, good. His 
extensive travel in search of health was 
wrong. It was too much exertion. But 
now that we have returned we find the 
quiet and the mountain air are better. I 
look for-a speedy -recovery and my hus- 

’ band’s quick return to bis career.’-’
To this the brother, Felix, added:
“Mr. Mansfield suffered a severe- nerv­

ous breakdown due, without doubt, to 
overwork. He sees nobody but the mem­
bers of his family. He is convalescing 
slowly, but satisfactorily, and we believe 
it is just a question of time when he shall 
regain his old time strength and vigor.”

SARANAC LAKE, N. Y., Aug. 6.—
Richard Mansfield will probably never be 
seen upon the stage again.

Shattered in body, impaired in mind, 
the American actor lies guarded night 
and day in a little cottage in the heart 
of the North Woods at Ampersand, de­
claiming parts he made famous, and weep­
ing when they carry from hie sight the 
costumes he wore in his favorite roles.

Even while his wife and brother de­
clare Mansfield is steadily improving, they 
are wiring to Montreal and New York 
for specialistS to hurry to his side. It is 
said that more intimate friends have been 
forewarned that, while no immediate dan­
ger of death appears, there is grave doubt 
that the actor will ever leave his bed.

Stretched on a couch in the invalid car 
of a special train, Mr. Mansfield, accom­
panied by his wife and brother Felix, 
with several maids and valets, reached 
Saranac Lake from Montreal a week ago. 
In the thick of the forest—five miles be­
yond the range of campers and the sum­
mer hotel guests—a little cottage had been 
taken, and to this secluded spot the 
stricken Thespian was borne.

This spot was chosen by physicians be­
fore Mansfield left England, because there 
is no other spot in America which will 
aid nature so well in healing consumptive 
lungs. That Mr. Mansfield is on the verge 
of consumption is denied only by his 
brother and wife. Dr. Lemieux, the great 
French tubercular specialist from Mon­
treal, who attends him, refuses to answer 
when questioned about his patient’s lungs,

To the persistent reports that insanity 
and neuraesthenia are also imminent, or 
have already appeared, they answer in the 
negative.

Yet it is known that the sick man 
weighs leas than one hundred pounds; is 
too weak to rise ftom his bed; cannot 
speak a dozen words without a paroxysm 
of coughing; yet insists that his valet 
shall spread out at his bedside all the 
stage raiment he has worn in his triumphs 
from “Richard III,” to "Heidelberg;” 
then calls his wife to listen by the hour 
while in husky, whispering voice and with 
gestures pathetically weak he plays dver, 
line for line and word for word, the great­
er dramas of his career.
