WHEN BABY SUFFERS WITH SCARLET FEVER

HILE babies under one year of
age are not so likely to con-
tract scarlet fever as older
children, they do sometimes

take the disease and should mever be ex-
posed to it, #f ¥ can be avoided.

Scarlet fever is one of the most serious
contagious diseases. It is not only the
diseage itself that is dangerous, but the
complications that are likely to occur
are much to be dreaded.

Epifemics of scarlet fever are more
likely to be seen in the fall and winter
months than in the spring and summer.
The germs are very easily carried, and a
child may take the disease by means of
a third person, by clothing, toys, books,
eto.; by being in a room which has not
been prorerly fumigated, even months
after the person who has had the dis-
ease fs well; or by direct contact with
a case; hence the greatest precautions
should be gbserved in handling a case
of scarlet fever,

Scarlet fever generally begins suddenly
with vomiting and €ore throat, .and
sometimes with a. general convulsion,

he fever is usually quite high, and the
child is very ill. The throat looks red
and congested, and there may be some
white spots on the tonsila. The tongue
is ugually ceated white, with many little
red dots, which gives it the name of
“strawberry tongue,”’ because it looks
so much like a strawberry. i

The rash generally makes its appear-
ance within the first twenty-four
or thirty-six hours, and is very differ-
ent from that of measles. It is bright

®* . red and very fiae, so close together that

the whole skin has a scarlet appearance,
and is often likened to that of a boiled

s e R i e s R

.. 1obster.

The rash Is usually seen on
the neck and chest first, but it spreads
rapg‘dly. The length of time which the
rash remains out varies greatly; some-
times it remains for a week, and again
it fades in a few hours. In the average

case it begins to fade after the fourth -

or fifth day, and then the skin begins
to peel. The scales which peel off are
sometimes very large, and it is at this
stage of the disease that others are
most likely to contract it. The patient
should not be allowed to come in contact
with other children until all signs of
peeling have ceased. This usually takes
two or three weeks, and may take six.

The treatment of scarlet fever de-
pends a good deal upon the severity of
the case’ahd general symptoms.. ar
must be left to the family physician.

The strictest isolation must be ob-
served, and the mother or nurse who is
taking care of the baby should not go
near the rest of the family, nar should
she go into rooms they are likely to
enter.

A warm sponge bath given under
cover of a blanket night and morning,
or oftener, if the child is restless from
a high fever, will often soothe him and
make him much more comfortable. A
little alcohol may be added to the wa-
ter, if the fever is very high. A nice
caf placed on the child's head will often
help to reduce the temperature and
quiet the restless patient. Great care
should be taken of the baby’s mouth:
it should be washed out several times
daily with an antiseptic sclution, such
as boric acid, apd the throxﬁ %prayed or
swabbed. if very sore. ubbing the
body with carbolize?\ vaseline is also
quite necessary in t is disease, for it
helps to keep the scaleg from scat-
tering.

,carefully watched; the urige should ba
saved and showh to the d r fre-
quently, as he may wish to take a speci-
mmen for examination. baby is

The meother
must be constantly on the alert for this
trouble.

Another frequent com) uca.tig is ear-
ache and abscesses in t enrx the
child streams as if in severs i or
guts his hand to the side of his head,

eat should at ogce be applied io the
ears, and the docfor should be asked to
examine the drums and make an open-
ing in them, if necessary. If this were
more promptly done than it usually is, a
great deal of deafness from scarlet fever
would be obviated.

The child should not be allowed to be
out of bed until the peeling has ceaged,
and all draughte should be carefully
avoided, for a cold will often bring on
the dread kidney disease.

At the close of the disease the child
and nurse should take a bath such as
was described in the article fm measleg
and all general rules for dis n oi
the clothing, room, e#c., sho rig-
idly enforced. Everythlng that is nqt
too valuable should be burmt and the
paper on the wall scraped off ard esh
put on.

Pioneers of 1892-~A Most Remarkable Gathering.

Well, no, yesterday’s up-river excursion
party did not get quite to the north pole
but it did get so far upriver that all
previous records melted like a snow bank
in July.

Tt was an occasion to date time from
for more than one reason. Some mem-
bers of the party will not forget it for
years others will never forget it; at least
not so long as their friends are alive to
refresh thgir memories. -

It was a memorable day, and in years
to come when the history of the Empire
is written by pens yet unborn the child-
ren’s children of the youngest of the
party will tell with pleasurable pride
how their ancestor formed one of that
noble erew that voyaged the St, John in
midwinter on Candlemas day 1906.

1f by afly chance any misguided mortal
should mention that other explorers have
crulsed the river in' winter, forget it,—
there has been only one, there will be
only one. We are IT.

The success that attended the attempt
of the city nmewswriters and ‘a party of
the elitest of the elite to make the journ-
ey farthest morth on the St. John river
is no doubt due in a large measure to
the complete and careful organization.
1t was a specially selected party that un-
dertook that trip and they looked it.

Even the most prejudiced of the sever-*
al thousand spectators ~who- thronged
North Wharf to witness the stars could
tell at a glance that this was no ordinary
assemblage. re were no ‘low brows”
here.
