Mobile Minister Says Alabama System 
is Worse Than That of Florida.

Mobile, Ala., Aug. 2—Attacking the 
convict leasing system in Alabama, 
Rev. W. E. Lockter at the First Bap.Worcester, Aug. 2.—An investiga­

tion of an alleged “bootleggers” insur­
ance company which provides counsel 
and pays all fines and costs assessed 
on its members when they are con­
victed in court is being made by the 
station 2 liquor squad and startling 
developments are promised.

The police say that the “president” 
of the insurance club is a well known 
store-keeper, who deals in malt, hops 
and othfr ingredients used for the 
manufacture of home brew and tiioon- 
shine.

The club members, numbering more 
than 1,000, according to the police, con­
sist of customers at this store, who 
pay $1 a week for the protection, and 
the customer is promised the service of 
any lawyer he may select at no cost to 
the prisoner, the insurance company 
paying the bill and any fine that might 
be assessed by the courts.

The police say they have the names 
of a number of people who have been 
reqiiested to join the club and also the 
names of. several of the members. Just 
what action will be taken against__the 
members has not been decided.

The police say that if the club has 
as many members as alleged, the head 
of the club is making an enormous 
profit, as the total amount assessed on 
fines weekly by the court does not ex­
ceed $500 at any time, and some weeks 
the amount is much smaller.

“That article would make it appear 
that the Retail Merchants’ Association 
was persecuting Amdur’s, Limited, in 
connection with the alleged ‘Guessing 
Contest,’ hut nothing was further from 
the intentions of the local officials. The 
-fact is that the R. M, A. of Canada 
took thé stand that all such contests 

illegal and contrary to the best 
interests of retail business and instruct­
ed the secretaries of the various pro­
vincial branches to so advise their 
members.

“In New Brunswick many dealers 
who were preparing to conduct such 
contests have been notified by the sec­
retary that it was contrary to law to 
do so, and have desisted, some of them 
after having spent feonsiderable money 
in preparing.

“The first to refuse was Amdur’s, 
Ltd., who were requested, and even en­
treated, to desist, but they evidently 
felt that they had found a weak point 
in the law, and their solicitor stated 
that their campaign was quite legal.

“The head office of, the Retail Mer­
chants’ Association of Canada at Ot­
tawa, on learning the facts, at once in­
structed the secretary of the N. B. 
branch to retain counsel to see that the 
law was enforced.

“The legislation was clearly Intended 
to cover such contests, and, in justice 
to the hundreds of retailers all over 
Canada who have refrained from con­
ducting same, it is absolutely necessary 
that a decision be given as to whether 
the law will hold witer or not.

Council Asked for Permis­

That he had not been notified that 
judgment was to be delivered afld had 
no official notification as yet of the 
finding of the court was a statement 
made this morning by the building in­
spector, James Carleton, when asked 
if he had yet issued a permit for re­
pairs to Mayor Fisher’s building in 
Charlotte street. Yesterday afternoon 
Mr. Teed had called at his office and 
told him the court had decided the 
Mayor had a right to repair the build­
ing and requested that a permit be 
issued, but he had no notice from the 
court.

Questioned as to his intentions in the 
matter, Mr. Carleton said he did not 
think he would issue anv permit until 
the final judgment had been given two 
weeks hence.

Mayor Fisher won the first round of 
the dispute with the building inspector 
as to the right to repair his building, 
damaged last winter by fire, when Mr. 
Justice White yesterday ruled that un­
der the building regulations he had a 
right to repair the structure.

He rpled against the contention that 
a permit was not necessary for repairs, 
finding that no work could proceed 
without that document. He also found 
the building inspector was in error in 
refusing to grant a permit when it was 
asked for after attaching such condi­
tions as he deemed necessary to ensure 
safety.

Final judgment was set for 15 days 
from yesterday to give the building in­
spector an opportunity to issue the per­
mit and attach the conditions the law 
provides for without the court deliver­
ing judgment on this point.

A request for permission to use the 
Queen Square, West, for ball games 
was presented at a meeting of the 
cil this morning by a delegation of 
west side men, but no action was taken 
as it was pointed out that the city could 
not legally give permission for the use 
of the grounds for this purpose, it be­
ing a public square.

The delegation consisted of A. W. 
Covey, P. J. Legge, Charles Emerson 
and S. Olive. Mr. Legge said that the 
west side had no grounds for the boys 
to play on and they would like to use 
the Queen Square until the play­
grounds were developed. Any damage 
which had been done had always been 
made good and they would 
least to finish out the games in the 
league, which will end on August 17.

Mayor Fisher said the council had no 
knowledge of the matter, but Com­
missioner Thornton said that a letter 
had been received from Patrick Walsh 
objecting to ball playing there and he 
had no recourse but to instruct the 
police to stop the games.

Charles Emerson said the damage 
complained of by Mr. Walsh had been 
done by a school boy league and the 
grounds committee had replaced the 
broken glass.

A. W. Covey said he thought the 
boys should be encouraged and given 
an opportunity to play.

The Mayor said the delegation could 
see from the information furnished that 
the city council had no right to grant 
any permission and they withdrew 
from the council chamber.
