1921 LOST §11,000

The St. John Exhibition Association
lost more than $11,000 by the operation
of the fair this year gnd the attendance
was twenty-five' per cent less than in
1920, according to reports made at the
annual meeting of the shareholders, held
last evening, ; .

At the shareholders’ meeting election
of twenty-one directors for the coming
season took place and resulted as fol-
lows: W. S, Allison, T. H. Bullock, W.
F. Burditt, John Calder, F. A. Dykeman,
G. D. Ellis, J. H. Frink, W, H. Golding,
F. E. Holman, J, B, Jones, Mrs. H. L.
Lawrence, G. C. McAvity, G. C. P. Mc-
Intyre, I. H. Northrup, R, O’Brien, R.
R. Patchell, E. A. Schofield, E. J. Terry,
John Thornton, W, J. Wetmore and W.
H. White, These directors will meet in
the near future and add ten additional
directors to the board. All the city com-
missioners were made directors owing to
the fact that the exhibition is a civle
project and the citizens are directly in-
terested, 1

"The financial report showed that the
association owned buildings valued in
excess of $185,000, in addition to plant
and equipment worth more than $11,500.

The question of complimentary passes
was dealt with in the directors’ report

and it was said that this subjeet had !

been a source of worry to the directors
for several years and open to much
abuse. A recommendation was made
that the free list be abolished entirely.

The report said that the year’s opera-
tion had wiped out the cash reserves and
left the assoeiation in debt. There was,
however, approximately $6,500 due from
Ottawa for prize money whenever an-
other show was held. This amount is
based on the prize money paid out this
year.

‘President
Harding and his advisers will bend every
‘energy to that task, since they are re-
sponsible for the conference and have
the strongest reasons for desiring a suc-
cessful outcome, If this assembly of
ambassadors - of peace achieves the de-
gired result, the name of President
Harding will be forever linked with the
most momentous event in international
history, and the American people in the
generations to come will be able to point
with pride to the noble part their coun-
try played in the great crisis in human
history.

Carlisle Prison for Women
Latest of Several Which
Have Closed.

London, Oe¢t. 17—(By Mail)—The
elosing of female prisons, which has been
marked in recent years, still continues.
The latest to be closed is Carlisle.
‘Women prisoners from that district will
in future be sent to Newcastle.

This policy of the Home Office is due
in part to the desire to e¢conomise; but
it is to be attributed mainly to the great
diminution in the number of female pris-
onersc¢ The decrease has been continu-
ous over a long series of years. During
the ten years ended 1914 the daily aver-
age number in female prisons fell from
3,198 #a.2,376. In 1920-the number fell
‘o L7, On October 4 it was 1,207. Not
nan}” years ago there were 100 female
yrisons; today there are only twenty-
Ive, and of these sixonly had a daily
verage exceeding fifty in 1920. There

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Mystery Surrounds Finding
of Man’s Body Under Pa-
vilion at Ocean Grove—No
Water in Lungs.

Ocean Grove, N. J, Nov. 9.—The body
of a man, his legs bound with iron chain
from the ankles to the hips, was found
on the beach here.

The mystery of whom the man was,
what the cause of his death, whether
murder or suicide, and the circumstances
surrounding his end, had not been solved
late tonight. About all that was known
was that the body had been in the water
for several hours and had been washed
ashore, but that death was not caused
by drowning.

A fisherman named Green found the
Yody about 2.30 o’clock. Green told the
police he had been out fishing and had
come in about noon, going home for
lunch. ~He passed the spot at which
the body was found later, but saw noth-
ing out of the ordinary. When he re-
turned to put in his boat, however, he
found the body. Then he notified the
pelice.

The police said the chain around the
man’s legs was about fifty-three feet
long and weighed about twenty-five
pounds. It was the kind of chain fish-
ermen use to weight their pound nets. A
man could easily have wound it around
his own legs, according to the police,
but they could not tell whether that
"had been done in this case.

Tall and Robust. .

The man was about six feet one inch
1tall and 200 pounds or more in weight.
‘He was apparently about sixty-five years
old. Aside from the chain about his legs
the only strange thing about his appear-
-ance was a knitted blue skull cap, like
the regulation United States Navy cap,
which covered his head. But all the
garments he wore were those of a civ-
jlian. He wore a dark tweed suit, a
mmadras shirt, a stiff collar and heavy
shoes. A dark overcoat of rough
material, rather stylishly cut, lay some
distance from the body. All the man’s
clothing was wet except the overcoat.

In his pocket was $18 in bills, but no
Jetters by which the man could be iden-
tified. There were no marks on the
clothing that might lead to identification.
Those who saw the body and speculated
on the man’s station in life thought he
might have been an engineer or a skilled
mechanic. His hands were soft, how-
cver, as though he had been unaccus-
tomed to manual labor.

The body was found under a pavilion
at the southern end of Ocean Grove.
The water is shallow there. It is a part
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of the resort chiefly devoted to the

summer colony. At this time of the
vear fishermen make it their headquar-
ters.

Drowning Not the Cause.

The body was taken to a morgue,
where an autopsy was performed by Dr.
Charles E. Jamison, the coroner’s phy-
sician, and Dr. Earl Wagner, whose as-
sistance was requested. The physicians
said afterward they were convinced that
the man hgd not died from drowning,
because . there was no water in the
lungs. There was d faint trace of coal
dust in the lungs, the physicians said.

According to the physicians, there
were no marks of/violence on the body,
the pupils of the eyes were dilated, and
there was no evidence that the man
might have been a drug addict. To de-
termine whether poisoning was the cause
of death, the physicians removed the
stomach, which will be chemically an-

alyzed. The other organs also will be |

analyzed in an attempt to solve the mys-

tery. !
The physicians said the stomach and

the other internal organs were still
warm when the autopsy was made. The
police say the body was warm when it
was found, and inner bills of a roll of
money in a pocket also were warm.

County detectives made a thorough
canvass of Ocean Grove and Asbury
Park, but failed to find any one who
wcould identify the body. No one was
found who remembered having seen a
man of his description or any stranger
near the place where the body was
found. The detectives were unable to
find the owner of the chain which was
around the man’s legs.

KILLS HIS WIFE;
PLUNGES TO DEATH

Husband Crushes Woman’s
Skull, Stabs Her 5 Times
and Leaps from Window.

New.York, Nov. 9—William H. How-
den, fifty-five years old, variously 'de-
scribed as a former contractor and

baker out of employment, stabbed his
wife, Ada, forty-five years old, to death
with a bread knife in their home, on
the fifth floor of 151 West 129th street.
When policemen ‘approached to arrest!
him he leaped five stories from a front
window and was instantly killed. Mrs.
Howden died a few minutes after the as-
sailt. i

A note left by the dead man convinced
the police that the murder and suicide
was superinduced by insanity and was
not, as thought at first, the upshot of a
quarrel between Howden and his wife
overheard by neighbers in the morning.

Mrs. Elizabeth Wade, ‘sixty-six years
old, janitress of the apartment building,
just escaped being struck by Howden's
body as she was passing on the side-
walk beneath his window.- She later
was found lying near the furnace in the
basement suffering from paralysis caused
by the excitement. She was taken to
Harlem Hospital.

At eight o’clock in the morning Mrs.|
Howden appeared lightly clad on the
rear fire escape and shouted to _her
ge{ghbor, Mrs. Winifred McCourt, for
! help.

My hitisband is killing me,” she scream-

Before Mrs. McCourt was able to
throw open her kitchen window, How-
den had grasped his wife, and dragged
her back into the apartment, where he
Igtruck her with an iron crowbar. Accord-
ing to the police Howden stabbed his
wife five times with a bread knife as she
lay unconscious on the kitchen floor, and
then cut her throat.

Neighbors, powerless to enter the
apartment, said they could hear Howden
cursing loudly as he swung the iron bar
with which he crushed Mrs. Howden’s
.skull. Men and women were gathered in
{the halls, and several attempted to force
the door of the apartment while Mrs.
| McCourt telephoned for the police.

“You won’t get me,” Howden shouted
through the door as Policeman Lehring
and Pill of the West 123d street station
demanded admittance. The policemen
then hurled themselves against the bar-
ricaded door and as they broke it open
Howden leaped out the front window.
Mrs. Howden’s body was found in the
kitchen, her night garments torn, an iron
crowbar near at hand and a crimson
bread knife on the stained floor.

The note which was turned over to
George Hohman, assistant medical ex-
aminer, read!

“Take dogs and kill them. Biry us in
Englewood, N. J, on top side of the;
hospital and notify Englewood Odd Fel-
lows. (Signed) William H. Howden.”

The dogs referred to were a poodle
“Minnie”  and “Oswald,” a bull terrier,
which the police discovered locked in a
‘bathroom. They also found $133 in $1
notes and account books of a New Jersey
loan association. Neighbors told the pol-
jce Mrs. Howden was a waitress and
that her husband was unemployed. The
couple moved into the apartment two
months ago and quarreled often, the pol-
ice were told.

Dr. Hohman pointed out that Howden
evidently had’carefully prepared for the
murder. All the doors of the flat were
i barricaded, and towels hung over the

' GOVERNMENT TRAINS NURSES

They Get $30 a Month in First Two
Years and $50 in Third Year ia U. S.

Training school for nurses will be
established by the United States Public
Health Service. Schools will ge opened
at Fox Hills, S. I, and at. Fort
McHenry in Baltimore. The service hos-
pitals provide experience in surgical
nursing, including orthopedic, eye, nose
and throat; medical, including communi-
cable, nervous and mental diseases; X-
ray and laboratory technique; experience
in the diseases of children, and public
health nursing. Gynecology and obstet-
rics will be provided in the second or
third year of the course through afiilia-
tion with civilian hospitals. Lectures,
recitations and laboratory work will pe
given in the required subjects in‘ each
hospital training school.

Candidates should make application in
person or writing to the Surgeon Gen-
eral, United States Public Health Ser-
vice, Washington. Special consideration
will be given to candidates who have
taken the course in g¢lementary hygiene
and home care of the sick with the Red
Crcss or who served as nurses and aids
in army or civilian hospitdls throughout
the war. ' Candidates must be between 21
and 85 years of age, must pass satisfac-

| tory physical examination, and must be

graduates of a recognized high school or
present evidence of an educational equiv-
alent.

No tuition fee will be required. Stu-
dents will be provided with quarters,
subsistence, laundry and textbooks
through the course. They must provide
their own uniforms. A monthly allow-
ance of $30 will be made for the first two
years and $50 for the third. Reasonable
medical treatment will be supplied.

Students who complete the prescribed
course and pass physical examination
become members of the regular United
States Public Health Service Nurse
Corps. All students except those to
whom credit for collegiate or technical
work has been given will be eligible for
registration in any State except those re-
quiring three full years in a hospital.
They will also be eligible for member-
ship in the American Nurse Association
and other organizations for enrollment in
the nursing service of the American Red
Cross, and for post graduate courses in
the teaching administrative and public
health fields.

FIGHT DISEASE IN FRANCE.,
Remarkable Results From Rockefeller

Foundation’s Adti-Tuberculosis Cru-
sade,

The Paris correspondent of The Jour-
nal of the American Medical Associa-
tion writes that the anti-tuberculosis
commission of the Rockefeller Founda-
tion for some time has been carrying on
an active propaganda to awaken the in-
terest of the people in its campaign
against tuberculosis. The propaganda
consists of popular gatherings, talks to
children in the schools and to workmen
in factories, distribution of pamphlets,
plecards, &c., and motion picture exhi-
bitions on tuberculosis and hygiene.

At the beginning of 1918 the commis-
sion had only one mobile unit, but by
the need of the year there were two.in
the field, and in ‘January, 1919, there
were four in operation. The personmel
of each unit consists of a woman di-
1ector, two lecturers (usually a man and
a woman), and a chauffeur, ‘who, in
addition to driving the automobile truck
with the motion picture apparatus and
the advertising matter, manages the
films. :

The four units have been traveling
constantly. A large number of people
have been reached by this form of
propaganda and the results secured
have been remarkable, says the physi-
cian. A considerable sum of money has
been collected for the creation of anti-
tuberculosis dispensaries, the number of
which has increased from twelve to
more than two hundred. A law recently
enacted requires each department in
France either to erect a tuberculosis
sanatorium or to make arrangements
with a neighboring sanatorium for tak-
ing care of its tuberculosis patients.

The following statistics give an idea
of the anti-tuberculosis activities under-
taken by the commission from January,
1918, to December, 1919: Cities visited
by mobile units, 821; lectures to adults
on tuberculosis, 1,505; talks to school
children, 8857; lectures, followed by
moving picture exhibitions, 2,354; total
number of auditors present at lectures,
1,718,605; Punch and Juddy shows, 872;
spectators at Punch and Judy shows,
104,900; pamphlets and leaflets dis-
tributed by the units, 4,941,520; publica-
ticns sent directly from headquarters,
8,908,575; total number of publications
distributed, 8,851,095.

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NANCIAL FEDERATION
‘OF PUBLIC CHARITIES

I—From the Stamdpoint of Contributors

(By James S. Brierley in Montreal
Gazette.) 1
Financial Federation of the Protestant
and non-sectarian public charities «of
Montreal is in the air, and it is stiggest-
ed that two brief articles, one dealing
with the subject from the standpoint of
the contributor to the funds of the char-
ities, the other from that of the worker
in the secial agencieés, might stimulate

interest and remove misapprehension.
A word, at the beginning, as to the
meaning of the term. Financial federa-
tion implies the pooling, or collection into
8 common fund, of the mongys contri-
buted by the public for the support of
gharities, and their division among the
gdemted agencies. This short definition
ay require interpreting in some re-
spects, to. avoid umwarrantable implica-
tions, but it will suffice to make clear

what it is we are discussing. i
this first article, therefore, an en-'

“Avor will be made to show what Fin-
adcial Federation means from the point
of view of the men and women who are
at present furnishing the great bulk of
the moneys which support the publie
charities of Montreal.

(a) Instead of these moneys being col-
lected day by day and week by week,
through wpersonal solicitation, until the

very sight of a collector, or of a begging

letter, has become a positive weariness
to the flesh, they will be collected in one
week in the year, throigh the medium of
a drive, and contributors will thereafter
be guaranteed immunity for ome year
from appeals on behalf of the federated
agencies. .
. (b) The results of this method of col-
lecting, judging by the, experience of
other cities, are that moke people con-
tribute, more money is i a8
wider interest in the welfare\of the char-
itable agencies is created.
These are consequent of thy utmost
fmportance, for if our charities\are to
maintained in a state of reasonable
efficiency the community spirit must be
aroused. More than one institution is
beiEg faced by the possibility ef having

to sturn the key in their doors, and cease

tions, owing to inadequacy of funds.
The bsurden that has been borne for,

years by a few has become intolerable
pwing to the growth of the city and the
fncreased costs of maintenance. Over 60
per cent. of the mgneys contributed to
public charities by private citizens has

een given by a few hindred people—
as a matter of faet, 8 per cent. of the
contributors have given 67 per cent, of
the total collected by. thirty-four chari-
ties. This means that the community as
@& whole, although' benefitting by the re-
lief \work and preventive efforts of the
spcial agencies, is ignoring its duties to-
wards them. The annual cagpaigns for

Federated Finance, and the educational
work inherent in them, inevitably create
a healthy sense of community responsi-
bility. .

(c) The eost of collecting is sensibly
reduced. Nowadays these costs are out
of all proportion to the net sums realized
by the agencies, which are forced to pay
salaries or commissiens, to defray heavy
printing and postage bills, and to hold
bazaars, entertainments, and tag days,
in order to beguile people into contribut-
ing to the support qf institutions whieh
could easily be maintained were the
community spirit aroused on their be-
half.

(d) The moneys collected by the
“Drive” are divided by a budget com-
mittee, composed of leading bisiness men
and of representatives of the agencies.
This committee receives an application
from each society for the sum deemed
necessary to carry on its activities for
the coming year. The committee scrut-
inizes closely the evidence submitted in
support of the application, such evidence
consisting of the income and outlay of
preceding years, the growth or decrease
| of activities, the. development work be-
ing undertaken, etc. The sum finally
agreed upon is placed in the budget and
becomes part of the total to be collected.

It will be seen that herein lies a guar-
antee for which large givers have long
sought, viz., that the moneys they con-
tribute are being spent to goed advant-
age. There is no suggestion that a bud-
get committee should interfere with%he
independenee of a federating agency. but
it is evident that a charity asking that
it be budgetted for, say $10,000, must
justify its demand. By thus securing the

endorsation of the budget committee it
will unquestionably strengthen its posi-
tion in the eyes of the public. In this con-
nection, it is only proper to say, the re-
verse of this argument must not be ad-
vanced. That is, failure to affiliate, and
consequent non-participation in the bud-
get committee’s endorsement, should not
tend to lessen confidence in a charity, for
lit is quite conceivable that agencies of
the best type may not, for perfectly good
| reasons, see fit to federate.

(e) Under federation, money contri-

buted in the campaign may be ear-
marked by the giver for any particular
charity in which he is interested, or he
may devote it to the general find, to be
divided by the budget committee. Ix-
perience shows that as confidence in the|
committee grows the allocations dimin-
ish and the general fund increases,
. (f) Economy of the marked character
has resulted from co-operative action
voluntarily taken by the federating
agencies in regard to certain functions
common to all. The purchase of coal may
be given as a typical example,

(g) Pederation is not a new and un-'
tried method of collecting and treating
moneys for charitable purposes. It has
been applied in Liverpool for many
years, and some of the larger cities of
the United States have it in operation.
The Jewish peeple in Montreal maintain
a federation, and in Toronto the results
are said to be extremely satisfactory to
all concerned. Action has not been
taken heertofore on behalf of the Pro-
testant and non-sectarian charities of
Montreal because of the desire of those
directly interested to await the lessons:
of experience. Toronto, in particular,
was looked upon as likely to be a useful
guide, and its experience has certainly
stimulat ed new interest in the subject
in Montreal. Instead of 5,000 contribu-
tors, Toronto boasts of 80,000 and its
contributions have grown in three years.
from $275,000 to $392,000. Obviously,
these results imply a remarkable broad-
ening in public interest in the charities,
and indicate an increase in material help,
which must add greatly to the effective-
ness of the work.

Clergyman Who Has Been
Heard in St. John Officiat-
. ed in Regina.

Rev. A. S. Lewis of Regina. Mr. Lewis
is & native of Nova Scotia, and has been
heard in St. John pulpits. The Sun re-
port follows:— <

In the Baptist church, Sunday night,
Rev. Arthur 8. Lewis, of the first Bap-
tist church, Regina, delivered a strong
and inspiring appeal to a congregation
which taxed the capacity of the build-
ing to the utmost, the occasion being the
anniversary of the First Baptist church
in Swift Current. Mr, Lewis was the
special speaker of the day. At the morn-
ing service his subject was, “Intensive
Cultivation of Neglected Areas.” Un-
der this subject the preacher discussed
the necessity for an intensive cultiva-
tion of home life. He showed that
theoretically the home is the central in-
stitution of present-day life, in that it
is the greatest moulder of human life of
“The essen-
tials of the true home,” said the
preacher, “are more than a bed, a table
and a cooking stove. By the combined
efforts of husband and wife home must
be made a nest, a haven, a play-ground,
a conseryvatory, and a chapel all in one.
We need homes in which love is green,
and where through companionship -un-
sullied and unbroken, children are taught
to live together with sweet considerate-
ness and good will, and trained to go out
into society to live the ‘Jesus way, be-

cause they have learned its method and |

caught its spirit in everything they have
seen and heard in their parents.” The
preacher dwelt upon the necessity for an
intensjve cultivation of our social order,

Mr, Lewis made an appeal for an in-
tensive cultivation of church life to the
end. that churches adequate tp their
tasks might be produced. An adequate
church the preacher defined as ome that
puts at the heart of its message a per-
sonal relationship to Jesus Christ, and
is characterized by a warmth and glow
of spiritual life, as well as aflame with
social passion. “A church which is con-
sidered judicious,” quoting Dr. S. Parkes
Cadman of Brooklyn, “because it never
judges, or charitable, because it never
condemns sin in lives of its adherents, or
satisfactory, because it lacks moral back-
bone, may be a sanitorium for the spirit-
ually morbid, but it will never pe a fort-}
ress for the defence of Jesus Christ, or
a place in whi¢h to entertain wanderers
from the byways and hedges.” “The
church that is going to lead in our day,”
said Mr. Lewis in closing, *is the church
that flings aside all megsures, reckonings
and numbers, and taking her stand be-
side the great Christ, stands with Him
against caste and class, injustice, jnhu-
manity and every wrong that disfigures
humanity and drags it towards the pit”

Sunday Evening Address,

The subject “of the evening address
“Building a Life; The Sublime
Task of < Human Existence.” Mr.
Lewis developed the following factors as
entering into the building of life, First:
the care of one’s health. Here he de-
picted the utmost care of one’s body
with a view to making it a physical basis
for the superstructure of soul life. He
said in part: “When I see young peo-
ple surfeiting their stomachs with rich
food; wasting their nerve fluid on use-
less and senseless pleasures, undermining
the delicate membranes of the throat,
nose and lungs and poisoning the sensi-
tive nerve cells of the brain, one does not
be a prophet, or the son of a prophet,
to know what will happen a few years
hence. Your hodies are the vehicles of
your brain; make them the finest vehicle
God can help you to build; your body
js the temple of your soul; make it the
most heautiful temple it can become.”

The second factor Mr. Lewis men-
tioned was “Choice Friendship.” “If you
would build your life cultivate all the
choice friendships you -can, but make
one friendship supreme, Through the
gateway of your willing mind, conduct
Jesus Christ to the citadel of your life.
Live with. Him and your life will take on
the softness of velvet but have in it the
solidity of steel; it will assume the
sweetness and the beauty of the flower
hut will be characterized by the sacri-
ficial strength and heroism of the
martyr.”

The third factor in the building of life,
Mr. Lewis suggested to be “High Ideals.”
n this connection he counselled young

“Nothing I can say to you tonight,” said
the preacher, “is more important than
this one sentence: take care of your
ideals; set high ideals in the sky of your
life and then pursue them, and still pur-
sue them, and they will lure you to the
zenith of greatness and usefulness, as the
morning sun lures the lark above the
poisonous fogs and mists of the valley.”

The fourth factor in the building cf
life was suggested to be a “Worth While
Task.” Mr. Lewis went on to say:
“Happy. is the young man or the young
weman who has a great cause to serve;
nothing so crystalizes our manhood aad
womanhood or calls forth one’s best ef-
fort as a great cause to serve. Away
with dreams of ease and luxury and go
out and ally yourself with some great
task; find snmc group for which you can
have a tongue ar to which you can be-
come a shield, and remain with this pil-
grim band until you have brought it to
the ‘Lsnd of Promise’ This will spell
life, large, rich and abundant.’

This inspiring address was brought to
& close by Mr. Lewis repeating the fol-
lowing quotation: !

© “Go forth into life

Net maijlec in scorn,
But in the armor of a pure intent:
Great duties are before thee and fresh
songs, -
And whelher crowned or crownless
So that God’s work is done.”

ARTIFICIAL SILK.

Artificial silk may offer severe compe-
tition to the natural product of the lower
grades as a result of present conditions
in the silk market, the National Bank
of Commerce in New York believes., In
the Navember issue of its magaazine,
Commerce Monthly, it declares that the

greatly increased capacity of domestic

producing plants indicates that Ameri-
can manufacturers of artificial silk goods
may in the future be practically inde-
pendent of foreign supplies.

“The position of the United States in
international trade in artificial silk has
been radieally changed since the begin-
ning of the war,” the bank says, “For
some ten years befare domestic produc-
tion began in 1911 the United States im-
ported artificial silk threads and yarn,

: although the quantities are impossible to

trace before that year. From 1911 until
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1915 both production and importation
increased, the former more rapidly, so
that in 1915 about sixty per cent. of the
total consumed in the Unifed States was
produced at home. The submarine war-
fare and the intense need of all textile
materials in Europe,-coupled with a re-
duced production in: most European
countries, caused a sharp decrease in
imports at the same time that produc-
tion in this country was rapidly expand-
ing. In comsequence, ninety-eight per
cent. of the 1918 consumption was of
domestic manufacture, Soon after the
close of the war European production
was resumed and expansion begun and
American imports in 1920 and 1921 ap-
proached in volume and greatly exceed-
ed in value the high figures of 1914 and
1915 despite a greatly increased domes-
tie produetion. In 1920 domestic yarns
comprised about eighty per cent. of the
total consumption.

“The first producing plant in the
United States was established in 1911 as
a branch of an English firm and used
| the viscose method. For many years
' this was the only important produce in
ithe United States, From the 1911 figure
" of 320,000.pounds the production of this
concern mounted to 9,000,000 pounds in
1020, and at the present time expansion
Js under ‘way which will more than
double its eapacity. The increased de-
mand for artificial silk in 1920 led several
other large concerns to enter the field.
The most important of these are affili-
ated with prominent manufacturers in
Belgium, France and Italy.

«Artificial silk is chemically unlike
naturally silk and differs in most of its
physical properties, so that there has not
been direct competition between the two
fibres. In the period of activity in tex-
tile markets which followed the close of
the war the demand for both these fab-
rics exceeded the supply. Such substi-
tution of artificial silk as was possible
served only to release matural silk for
other purposes. The present condition
of the silk market, however, offers the
possibilit yof severe competition between
artificial sil kand the lower grades of
natural silk, as the supply of the latter
is in excess of immediate needs.

'  Vancouver, Nov. 9—A gross profit of
$75,000 a trip is being made by marine
bootleggers engaged in the ‘liquor traffic
between. this port and the coast of Cali-
fornia, providing their launch is large
enough to carry 1,000 cases of Scotch
whiskey. Quite a number of boats car-,
rying this freight sail openly from Van- |

no law against exporting liquor to Mex-
ico, the ostemsible destination of the
hardy little voyagers.

Buying in large quantities, the liquor
runner pays from $35 to $40 a case for
his goods, and- has no difficilty in dis-
posing of it to the California bootleggers
for $115 a case. All sales are for cash
and- are consummated outside the three-
mile limit, so that the American must as-
sume all risks of capture by the revenue
cutters.

It is currently rumored that the ab-
sence of the revenue cutters from the
spot where the transfer of the liquor
takes place is almost too regular to be
due to chance, but it is difficult to prove
any collusion between the excise men and
the smugglers. Once in a while a rev-
enue cutter does make its appearance,
and the small American launch is in for
a chase. If escape is impossible the $75,-
000 cargo is quickly dumped ovérboard.

Fifth Avenue Hospital, With
Centralized Control, Sepa-
rate Rooms for All Pati-
ents, Eliminating Danger
and Inconvenience of the
Wards.

That the new Fifth Avenue Hospital,
an institution in which rich and poor
vatients alike will be housed in separ-
te single rooms, will cost no more to
sperate than the present type of hospital
which houses free patients in open wards
is the opinion of Dr. Weley B. Wood-

bury, its director. .
«There is an enormous waste in the

administration of the free ward,” said
Dr. Woodbury this morning, “which is
pot realized by any except those who
have had direct experience with it. This
waste will be eliminated to a large ex-
tent by housing patients in separate sin-
gle rooms. And the keynote of. the
whole thing will be the flexibility of the
service.

«In the first place, it is the business
of a hospital to cure people. No one
will say that noise, confusion and un-
sightliness are conducive to cure. Al
separate room for each patient to-

/ gether with other provisions for pri-
vacy and comfort in this new hospital
will eliminate noise, confusion, and un-
sightliness—and with them, fear. What
that will save in energy and worry to
doctor and nurse and patient is in-
ealculable.

«Next, the single room system will
‘save the nurse’s' time. In the ordi-
nary ward all the supplies are kept
st the end of the ward, and the nurse
has to travel its entire length to get
what she requires every time she goes

«With the ward system there is often
a waitifig list for the women’s surgical
ward, while severad beds are empty in
the men’s ward. This means that two
things happen: People who urgently
need surgical treatment are denied it
and empty beds add their quota to the
overhead without working for it.

“Again, in the classification of diseases,
the maternity watd of the.old type hos-
pital may be half empty and the surgical
and medical wards full. Yet it js im-
possible to put surgical and medical
cases into a maternity ward, for fear of
infection. That means more beds wasted
also heat. and light\and service. It is
equally wrong to put children with
aduns. But in a wardless hospital in
case of an epidemic among children the
children can easily be put into adults
rooms.

“pneumonia and typhoid patients
should never be put in open wards
at all, because it is impossible to con-
trol the source of infection. These cases
need varying temperatures; some, more-
over, are of a virulent form and some
are not; and-some may be fairly safe at
the start and develop into virulent cases
later and infect others.

I have often seen a fifteen-bed ward
occupied by only two patients. Of
course, in cases like this it would be
cheaper to put the patients into single
1ooms and close the wards; but fre-
quently
and ail the heat and service and
and equipment needed for fifteen people
have to be expended upon two.

“On the_other hand, when a single
room is unoccupied the lights are put
out, the heat is turned off, the door is
locked — and that room costs nothing
for upkeep until it is occupied ‘again.

No Transferring of Patients.

«Another economy is the elimination
of tranfers of patients from one depart-
ment to another within the hospital.
This occurs, for example, when a medi-
cal case develops an acute surgical con-
dition, requires an operation, and must
be transferred to a surgical ward. Or a
surgical case in an open ward may con-
tract pneumonia and require transferring
to a single room. Or a patient in an
open ward becomes hysterical and has to
be removed for the sake of the other
patients. This will all be unnecessary
in our hospital.

“Friends and relatives of the occupants
of wards are invariably distressed by the
rigid rules concerning visiting hours.
These rules are necessary. People who
are critically ill and those who are con-
valescent are all together in the same
ward. Their requirements, of course,
are different—those who are recovering
need to be amused, to see their friends ;
and this is sure to disturb the critically
ill even during a very limited visiting
period. When all are in separate rooms,
visiting hours will be limited only by the
physician in charge.

A Type of Mistake P‘recluded.

«There are a number of worse dan-
gers, too, that are minimived by the
single room system. The first time
the real horror of these dangers came
forcibly to my attention was when I
was director of the government hos-
pital in Manila, A patient suffering
from bubonic plague got past the ex-
amining room and was wheeled into the
open ward. His condition was dis-
covered before there was time to take
him off the litter and nothing happened.
But we had all the horrors and all the
thrills. We thought we had) an air-
tight examing department there, btit mis-
takes do occur. The best thing is to
make sure that as little hame as pos-
sible will result from such mistakes, and
this can be done only by separating the
patients. :

«Centralization of control is the final
gesolving point of all these separate
problems. All the activities of the hos-
pital radiate from its central control, the
centre of the basement floor, which is
like the middle point of a spider web.
This point\is connected by telephone and
telautograph — which reduces clerical
work and eliminates the chance of error
—with every part of the building.

YOUNG OLD LAND.
New Guinea One of the World’s Ancient
Spots.

New Guinea, second largest island on
the globe, occupies the paradoxical posi-
tion of being at once the oldest and
youngest spot on the earth. There are
found animals that roamed centiiries
ago, when ferns grew to the size of giant
trees and glaciers were making valleys,
and there, too, is one of the few unex-
plored portions of the world.

Thirty-six years ago Great Britain,
Holland and Germany divided the island
on paper, and with the exception of a
few Prading posts on the -coast . little
change has been made. The portion form-
erly held by Germany has been placed
under the control of Australia. The in-
terior Is still held by wild tribes which
bear a strange resemblance to the
negroes of Africa and their origin is a
mystery. The Papuans, as the natives
are called, are Ethopian in almost every
characteristic—woolly hair, flat noses
and thick lips, while the natives of the
adjacent islands are Malayan.

The Papuans. seem to have a weak-
ness for elevated homes. In the north-
ern and eastern portions of the island
they build their houses on piles and in
the southeastern part they live in rude
huts in the trees. While undeniably sav-
age, head hunting and cannibalism are
still practiced there. The natives have:
the virtue of cleanliness to a marked de-
gree. Bathing with them is almost a
of their religion, and they believe
the spirits of the departed are as much
addicted to water as the living. This
belief accounts for the carefully made
paths which lead in a tribal cemetery
to the water. The living have made
smooth the way of the dead to the bath.

The area of the island is close to 300,-
000 square miles and supports a pula-
tion estimated at 1,000,000. f New
Guirfea could be superimposed on the
United States with its southeastern point
at Norfolk, Va., it would extend across
Virginia, West Virginia, Ohio, Indiana,
Michigan, Minnesota and North Dakota,

At its greatest width it would
extend from the morthern end of Lake
Michigan to a point just south of Terre

Virtually the only portion of the is-
land known is"the coastal region and is,
of course, tropical in character, as the
equator is only about twenty miles off its
northernmost point.

The animal life in New Guinea is
strange to western eyes and represents a
fauna of bygone ages. All of the native
animals are marsupials, having pockets,
like the opossum of North America, and
many of-them lay eggs, like birds. In
the number and beatty of its birds the
island is without a rival. One of the
most beautiful gembers of the feathered
family native to the island is the gorge-
ous bird of paradite. Bird skins form
one of the chief items of export from
the island.

(Toronto Globe.) .

The way in which New York City is
overcoming the housing shortage is a
lesson in taxation for all communities.
The situation last year was so critical
that a special session of the legislature
was called to try to find a remedy.
While the rent law gave the tenant
some protection and prevented evictions,
it was not' a stimulant to building.

A bill was introduced at the special
session of 1920 providing for the ex-
emption from taxation for ten years of
dwellings begun before April 1, 1922,
and completed before April 1, 1924.

American Woman, 83 Years
Old, Writes a.Letter from
Petrograd — No Meat for
Three Years.

Riga, Latvia, Oct. 11—(By Mail) —
After several years of censored silence,
letters are now coming out of Russia
from American, English and Russian
pesple of gentle birth who remained and
swvived the great experiment in hyman
lives in communistic Russia. These tell
in an impressive' way what the mere
| task of keeping alive has meant to these
| persons accustomed, before the revolu-
\tlon, to lives of luxury.

Here is an extract from a letter
vritten by an American woman, 83
years old, from Petrograd:

“In three years, I have not heard from
any of my friends, the dearest I have
in the world. They rhust be greatly
astonished to my having so far survived
gll these horrors, at my years, when
thousands of younger people are daily
dying of starvation and untold hardships.

“Jt was most kind and thoughtful of
you to send that money. I only hope
it may arrive. For, of course, althodgh
I work sevem to eight hours a day(of-
ficial . translation work, comparatively
well ‘paid) the economic conditions are
so monstrous that it is impossible to
earn anywhere near enough for the very
barest necesBities of life. No wonder
wlen butter and sugar are 25,000 rubles
a pound.

“Therefore, what I need more even
then money is food, the plainest articles
of food. These three years I and my
faithful companion, for many years my
maid, but for whom I should certainly
not be living today, have subsisted on
black ryebread and water, porridge and
gruels, drinking our so-called ‘eat’ and
‘coffee’ (sorry surrogates) without milk
and sugar, with black bread, well shlted.
We have forgotten what wheat bread is
like, and as for eggs, I should like to see
one before I die.

Longing For Sweets.

“Now the assistance I would crave
of you is simply this: From time to
time send me food. We have not seen
mest for three years, and for pity’s sake
send sweets, and sweets, but most
especially candy and chocolates. Do not
laugh at me, just imagine, three years
without sugar or anything sweet. The
longing for sweets at times becomes ab-
so’utely morbid. -

“One thing more, gnd an essential
one; send two or three candles. We are
given electricity only for a couple of
hours. Kerosene or candles are not to
be had any more for any amount of
money, so we have no means of striking
a light during the dark hours of night,
which is not anly extremely uncomfort-
able, but may on occasion be a real dan-

Here is an extract from another let-
ter, this from a' young woman to whom
an American in the Baltic S#ites sent
a package of food: “I wish you would
write and advise me what and how we
could do to get away from here. To
condemn Mamma to starvation here
would be a crime. We must think of
some way out, but I simply get lost
when I try. v

vied foreigners, and thus become foreign
subjects, when they can freely leave the
country, but I haven’t considered that.

- With them it was
if the spring came to our house. In the
beginning it was strange, but from that
time the grave’s stillness of our house
had gone and we returned td life. Cer-
tainly for you it is difficult to under-
stand us—but in our life with you went
away all happiness and light.”

That’s Court’s Advice to Am-
bitious Young Musician.

Toronto, Nov. 9. — A boy named

as a result of the shock he received. He
sued the municipality of Niagara Falls
for $20,000 damages, and was awarded
$2,000 for himself and $271.05 for his
father.

“ 1 the finger spoiled his future in this re-

spect.

The Appellate Court here upheld the
award made at the trial court. Chief
Justice R. M. Meredith, delivering judg-
ment on the appeal, referred to -the plea
that the boy had intended being a
musician, saying: “It is possible that'it
is a case of an ill wind blowing some
good. Farmers are needed more than
musicians, and are likely to be more
prosperous and independent.”

HE MAKES BASEBALL BATS.

Mr. Hillerich of Louisville Got Some
" Brand-New Ideas at World’s Series,

J. A. Hillerich of Louisville, Ky, a
manufacturer of baseball bats, returned
home after attending the world’s series
with many new ideas for improving
bats, he says. Mr. Hillerich was in daily
corference with all the big league owners
ancd champion players while he was in
\New York regarding improvements in
the standard bats now used, and said
that he had enough data, including
models and ideas from the baisman
themselves, to keep him . very busy
throughout the winter and until spring
training’ practice begins.

“Thirty years ago,” said Mr. Hill-
erich, “after playing a lot of baseball
myself and not liking the baseball bats
.of the day on account of their lack of

some along my.own ideas. My first
bats found favor with the old Louisville
‘Sluggers, champions of the day, and,
of course, their approval meant that
others soon tried them. In succeeding
years I was often chided by my friends,
relsatives and business men, who did not
believe the business of baseball bat-
making was a dignified life work. But
it seemed otherwise to me, and last year
we made over a million first-class bats
and sold them in all parts of the world.
“Every ball player has his own ideas
of what his bats should be, although
very few can readily tell exactly what
they want. Managers used to call me
into consultation when the team ran
into a batting slump, and almost in-
variably we could improve the average
by catering to the wishes and whims of
the individual men. When a batsman
likes a certain model, we try to supply
it in two weights, although otherwise
identical in every way, for even the
most powerful athletes vary in strength
from day to day, and a difference of
three or four ounces in the weight of
their bats will adjust this. Also when a
batsman finds himself hitting in any
direction, and ‘the opposing fielders
tguessing him, his best resource is a
change of bats, either lighter or heavier
as the case may be, but the bat in every
other way identical to his usual one, and
giving him a slightly faster or slower
swing to change the course of his hitting.
“Ruth, of course, takes the heaviest
bat a ball player ever used. It is 52

. NEW KIND OF SPORT SHOE.

The Sole of It Is Made of Unvulcanized
Crepe Rubbez.

Sport shoes with soles cut from un-
vuleanized plantation crepe rubber have
béen introduced in England. A showing
of the new type of sole at the rubber
exhibition last summer popularized the
idea, and boot and shoe manufactufers
are now preparing te make sport s oes
with the new soles readily available for
the trade. Trade Commissioner Hugh
D. Butler reports that Englishmen play-
ing tennis on Far Fastern rubber plan-
tations discovered that they got much
better wear from crepe rubber soles
than they did from that which had been
, put through the vulcanizing process.

i - Shoes soled with the raw crepe rubber

are said to present a most attractive
| appearance, as the rubber is of a bright
i golden color with corrugated surfaces.
Only blanket crepe, which is close knit
and gristly, is deemed suitable for the
raw rubber sole. They are exceptionally
resilient since they contain many times
as much rubber as the ordinary vulcan-
Shoes equipped with
the new type of sole have not proved
thus far to be as cheap as shoes with
the standard vulcanized sole, but it is
the opinion of the promoters of the
project that, as soon as the new soles
are made in quantity, they can be sold
at a price not much higher than a good
grade of standard shoes. .

There is a very large“market in Eng-
land for durable sport shoes. The most
popular type is known as “Plimsoll,”
which 18 a cheap canvas shoe used for
any purpose for which shoes with rub-
ber soles are needed. Their average
life is two or three weeks, and the trade
would therefore welcome a sole which
offers more substantial service,

FROM ART CRITIC

French Woman Declares He
Spoiled Picture Sale.

New York, Nov. 9—Damages of $500,-
000 are asked in a suit brought against
Sir Joseph Duveen, international art
dealer and critic, who is. alleged to have
prevented the sale-of the painting “Belle
Ferronniere,” owned by Mrs. Andre
Hahn, of Paris, to the Kansas City Art

Institute, by expressing the opinion that

the painting was a copy and not the
original work of Leonardo da Vinci. The

plaint, had been expertized by George
Sortais, the official expert of the French
Government, and prenounced by him
genuine. This, it is said, he had estab-
lished by many methods, including ident-
ification of the finger-prints in the paint
as those of the great master. The paint-
ing was brought to this country last
year, and negotiations for its sale were
about to be concluded when a New York
raper, on June 17, 1920, published an in-
terview with Sir Joseph in which he was
quoted as saying: “The picture sent to
Kensas City is a copy, hundreds of
which have been made of this and other
Leonardo subjects and offered in the
market as genuine. Leonardo never
made a replica of his work. His origin-
al ‘Belle Ferronniere’ is in the Louvre.
Georges Sortais’ certificate is worthless
if it really relates to the Kansas City
picture. He is not an expert on the work
of Leonardo.”
