HERE AFTER ATTENDING 
SONS I ENGLAND CONVENTIONLATEST REPORT SAYS 

MAXIM GORKY S1I
Peking, Sunday, Aug. 17—(By the 

Ass’d Press)—An official report to the 
Chinese government regarding a dash 
’between Japanese and Chinese soldiers 
on July 19 at Chang-Chun, Manchuria, 
it was said in government circles today, 
indicates that the Japanese provoked the 
trouble. There is no definite proof of 
who fired the first shot, but the Chinese 
contend that the fact that Japanese sol­
diers with fixed bayonets and loaded 
rifles forced an entry into the Chinese 
military encampment shows that they 
were the aggressors.

The Chinese report says eighteen Jap­
anese were killed and seventeen wound­
ed and twelve Chinese were killed and 
fourteen wounded. It was addd" that 100 
Chinese soldiers are missing, but it is 
believed that many of them fled and 
have feared to return.

The Japanese embassy at Washington 
announced that the Chinese government 
as a result of the incident at Chang- 
Chun had dismissed from office three 
leaders of the Chinese soldiers and had 
repreamnded the governor-general of 
Kirin province. The statement said that 
the clash was provoked by the Chinese 
who fired upon the Japanese. Nineteen 
Japanese were killed and fifteen wound­
ed seriously.

London, Aug. 20—Maxim Gorky has 

been captured and shot by Lettish 
troops by order of “Jake” Peters, tiie 
extreme Red, who was leader of the 
Houndsditch gang of thieves here in 
1911, says Vorwaerts, the Socialist or­
gan in Berlin.

The arrest of Gorky, Russian novelist 
and politician, has been reported sev­
eral times in recent months. Bom in 
1868, he was successively a painter of 
ikohs, a peddler of beer, a scullery boy, 
gardener, watchman and baker’s appren­
tice. He visited the United States in 
1906 and was so impoverished that he 
served as a waiter in an Adirondack 
hotel.

Gorky’s fame as a novelist came ; 
quickly and declined as rapidly. He en- 
listed in the Russian army in 1914. After 
the revolution he seemed to be friendly 
with Le nine and Trotzky and was re­
ported to have accepted the post of di­
rector of Bolshevik propaganda. Then 
he and the Bolshevik leaders quarreled 
and Gorky wrote in The New Life, a 
journal he published in Petrograd, thus:

“Lenine, Trotzky and their comrades 
are already infected with the indolent 
poison of power.”

Recent despatches from Russia have 
called “Jake” Peters “the man-killer,” 
and accused him of slaying hundreds of 
persons suspected of fomenting a coun­
ter revolution.

14, Dead as Result of Revolver 
Accident

Toronto, Aug. 20—A bullet accident­
ally discharged from a revolver in the 
hands of his mother mortally wounded 
Clifford Wilde, the 14-year-old son of 
Mr. and Mrs. John Wilde, at their home 
at 995 Queen street east. The tragedy 
occurred as the lad and his mother were 
packing a suitcase in preparation for a 
journey to Stayner, Ont. The boy had 
brought the revolver together with a 
belt of cartridges to his mother, and 
asked her to pack them in her suitcase 
as his grip was full. Mrs. Wilde took 
the revolver from her son and, while 
examining it, the weapbn was accident­
ally discharged, the bullet entering 
Cliffords right side and pentrating his 
lungs. As the lad toppled dead at her 
feet Mrs. Wilde, hardly realizing what 
had happened, screamed fot her husband, 
who was downstairs at the time.

Mrs. Wilde was unaware that the 
wound in her boy’s side had been fatal 
and when the police were forced to 
break the news to her she became hys­
terical

At detective headquarters, where she 
was taken by Detectives Wickett and 
Mitchell, she repeated the tragic cir­
cumstances to Inspector of Detectives 
Gutrie, who, after hearing the facts, 
permitted her to return to her home.

SALE Ottawa, Aug. 20—More than 4,800 civil 
servants, or more than enough for a full 
brigade of four battalions, with several 
batteries of artillery besides, if mobil­
ized together, volunteered for military 
service during the war, according to sta­
tistics published in The Civilian. It is 
said that the list of names is several 
hundred short of the actual total. The 
men listed were exclusively volunteers 
and the thousand employes of the gov­
ernment railways who went to the front 
are not included. Nineteen women of 
the civil service went overseas as nurses.

One civil servant became major-gen­
eral, several brigadier-generals and many 
commanded infantry battalions or ar­
tillery brigades. Decorations won by 
civil servants numbered 204 and include 
two Victoria Crosses, forty-seven Mili­
tary Crosses (with six bars), thirty-three 
D. S. O.’s with eight bars; twenty-five 
Military Medals and eleven D. C. M’s. 
Foreign decorations totalled twenty-two.

this morning against Edward Sears, 
charged with not having a fire escape 
on the Sears building in King street used 
by the Y. W. C. A. Magistrate Ritchie 
gave Mr. Sears one week Tb which to 
make arrangements to have the neces­
sary escapes erected, in the meantime 
accepting a deposit of $200.

Mrs. Mary E. McAvity, president of 
the Y. W. C. A, said that the hostel 
had been in operation since March; there 
were five dormitories, each containing 
two to six beds, and some small rooms, 
accommodation for thirty-eight to forty 
ladies, on the fourth and fifth floors. The — 
place was intended as & business girls’ 
home, hut any woman coming under the 
Y. W. C. A. standards could obtain 
lodging there.

Miss Margaret Maxwell, matron, said 
that a staff of five were resident in the 
hospital and they have had as many aS 
forty girls and women sleeping there 
over night, mostly all permanent resid­
ents. She said that the expression, 
’coming up to the standards of the Y.
W. C. A.” meant that those desiring 
lodging should promise to become mem­
bers of the Y. W. C. A. and do all they 
could to further the work of the organ­
ization. ,

Chief Blake said that he had visited 
the building; that there was a very nar­
row hall way and he had recommended 
that a fire escape be erected. He was 
pf the opinion that if a fire took place 
in the building while there were forty 
people in it, they would never all get out. 
There was no exit through the area in 
the rear except through an alleyway in- _ 
to King street, He said further that 
the wiring in ^wo places next door had 
been condemned by the electrical in­
spector and that at the present time 
there was a pile of shavings in the rear 
court* where some carpenter work was 
being done.

He said he wrote Mr. Sears 
again at the end of that time and his 
lawyer, J. B. M. Baxter, asked the in­
spector to put the matter off for an­
other week. Three weeks later, nothing
