London, Aug .3—Today’s announcement by Premier Asquith in

the House of Commons is anxiously awaited as an official proclama-
tion of England’s position in the Armageddon that is seemingly at
hand. That Great Britain will back up Russia is not doubted, but it
is learned today that dissension has arisen in the cabinet over the
question of whether British armies and fleets should enter the con-
flict at once.

A special cabinet meeting was called early today. Leaders of
the Unionists, the opposition party, visited the premier before the
ministers were called, and pledged their support to the government
in whatever decision might be reached.

All England, unquestionably, stands united behind the govern-
ment. There is no wild excitement here, but only a grim resolve that

every man will do his duty when called upon,

President Poincare in his decree pro-
claiming a state of siege says that it is
to be maintained throughout the dura-
tion of the war. Is the first time that
the word war has officially been men-
tioned by the French republic.

The rapid and aggressive action taken

the German forces indicates that
they are attempting to strike a decisive
blow at France in order to be ready to
meet the Russian armies, whose mobil-
ization requires more time than those
of France, ‘

utes after Brussels had flashed an an-
nouncement that the Belgian govern-
ment had refused a German offer of an
entente provided the movement of Germ-

at France along the latter’s northern
and eastern frontiers.

German Troops Near Liege.

Brussels, Aug. 83—According to the
newspaper “Etolie Belge,” German troops
have reached Vise, on the river Meuse,
only twelve miles northeast of Liege,
Belgium.

In France.

Paris, Aug. 3—Martial law has been
decreed throughout France and Algiers.
Baron Von Schoen, the German ambas-
sador, had another interview with Pre-
mier Viviani on Sunday afternoon. Re-
ports concerning military concentration
in France are most satisfactory.

Tondon, Aug. 3—M. Viviani, the
French premier and minister of foreign
affairs, has sent another telegram to
the French ambassador here, saying:—

“The German government has made
acts of war against France without prov-
ocation on our side and without a dec-
laration of war on erther side.

“France has scrupulously respected a
zone of ten kilometers, which we have
maintained ever since rrobilization, be-
tween our troops and the frontier.”

In Japan '

Tokio, Aug. 8—The Emperor has
specially summoned the privy council to
consider Japan’s attitude with relation
to the European war. The Emperor
has asked Lieut. Genera] Oka, the min-
ister of war, to report to him on the
condition of the army.

German merchant steamers, which
were taking temporary refuge in Jap-
anese ports, were ordered by Germany
today to hurry to Tsing Tau.

Financial

Liverpool, Eng., Aug. 8—The direct-
ors of the Liverpool Cotton Association,
at a meeting this morning, resolved that
the cotton exchange be closed indefinite-
ly. A resolution also was passed declar-
ing that until further notice, all trading
in futures, and all tenders and settle-
ments for future contracts be suspended,
and that unti] arrangements to safeguard
the interests of all concerned can .be
made no trading in spot cotton shall be
allowed.

Viena, Aug. 8—The  Austro-Hungar-
ian bank has raised its discount rate to
eight per cent.

Athens, Aug. 3—The council of min-
isters decided today that Greece would
maintain her neutrality through the
Austro-Servian conflict but if any Bal-
kan States profited through the situa-
tion Greece would be compelled to take
action.

Paris, Aug. 3—A German officer at
Conchery, a frontier town, today killed
a French corporal. Two German patrols
subsequently attacked the town and re-
ports received at noon said that fighting
was going on.

Helped Stranded Tourists

Washington, Aug. 8—Reassurances
were given by Secretary of State Bryan
that all Americans in distress in Europe
for lack of money, or means to return
home, would be assisted by the United
States government. The secretary had
been advised by bankers who usually
serve the state department abroad in
normal times that hotels and steamship
companies abroad would accept checks
issued by authority of the United States
government through its diplomatic rep-
resentatives abroad. This is one of the
steps in the department’s plans to afford
relief to the thousands of stranded Am-
ericans abroad, who had found it prac-
tically impossible to cash checks or let-
ters of credit because of the financial
stringency resulting from the European
war. -

American Legislation,

Washington, Aug. 8—legislation to
prevent Suspension of trans-Atlantic
shipping and an embargo on the move-
ment of crops during hostilities in Eur-
ope, was considered in the house today,
in the form of a proposal to amend the
Panama Canal Act, so as to permit for-
eign ships to take American registry.
The amendment was to be pressed for
immediate passage. Its chief feature
would eliminate the requirement that
ships must be five years old to qualify
for American registration, authorize the
president to suspend provision that all
watch officers must be Americans and
suspend the requirement for survey. in-
spection and measurements, by United
States officers, of foreign built vessels
admitted to American registry.

London, Aug. 8—A Paris despatch to
the Daily Telegraph says that all com-

munication with Germany, either by
telegraph or railway, has ceased, as well
as all railway communication with Bel-
gium. No French train proceeds further
than the frontier towards Belgium and
Holland. The Germans have blown up
the lines at all frontier stations. No
trains are running in Belgium, and more
than 100,000 Germans in Paris are anxi-
ously wondering how they are to return
home. They seem to have no sense of
their situation, but sit outside the cafes
talking German.

“The extraordinary quiet of Paris,”

the despatch continues, “makes a strong
impression. The French mobilization
be%-an on Friday, notices bein, osted
calling out the reserves.

GERMANS MEET TWO DEFEATS;
FRENCH BEAT OFF INVADERS

Paris, Aug. 3—Two defeats of German troops invading France
were announced by a news agency here today. It is stated that in one
engagement on the frontier a division of Uhlans, the famous cavalry
of the Kaiser’s army, was routed by French troops and 2,000 prisoners
captured. A German patrol that crossed the border near Longwy was
repelled. Two German officers and twenty soldiers were killed.

London, Aug. 3—A wireless despatch to the admiralty states that
a German column, consisting of 20,000 men, were heavily repulsed
while attempting to invade France near Nancy on Sunday.

GERMAN CRUISER BOMBARDS RUSSIAN PORT
OF LIBAU ON BALTIC; PLAGE IN FLAMES

Berlin, Aug. 2—Via Brussels, Aug. 2—The small cruiser Augsburg has

Germany and France Each Fencing To Force Other To
Make First Declaration of War---Active Fighting Al-
ready---Russians Cross German Border---Local Officers
Volunteer and Offer To Raise Regiments For Active

Service

London, Aug. 2—Four great powers of Europe, Austria-Hungary,
_Aussia, France and Germany, are now engaged in actual warfare, but
the extraordinary position obtains that two of them, Germany and
France, have not only not declared war against each other, as far as
is known here, but have not suspended diplomatic relations, and this,
despite the fact that Germany’s ultimatum to France has either been
ignored or rejected.

The explanation would appear to be that Germany and France
are each seeking to throw upon the other the onus of beginning the
war. In fact, while the nations of Europe are flying at each other’s
throats, they are vieing with each other in protesting their desire to
maintain peace, and they repudiate the responsibility for plunging
the whole continent into bloodshed. .

In this curious situation France, according to British opinion,
has the strongest justification. She certainly was the last to mobll}ze
and seems to have taken the greatest precautions to avoid frontier
collisions.

On the other hand, Germany, in addition to invading French ter-
rittory without making a formal declaration of war, has violated the
neutrality of Luxemburg and declines to give any understanding in
respect to Belgium’s neutrality.

The efforts of the British ambassador at Berlin to secure such
an understanding have been wasted. It is difficult to see how Great
Britain can avoid being drawn into the conflict to protect Belgian

and Dutch neutrality, and on this point Premier Asquith’s official

How Russia Broke With Germaay.

St. Petershurg, Aug. 2—The rupture
of diplomatic relations between Russia
end Germany took place under dramatic
circumstances. It was midnight Friday
when Count Von Pourtales, the German
ambassador to Russia, visited Foreign
Minister Sazanoff and.asked for an urg-
ent interview. As soon as he was re-
ceived he formally called upon Russia
to cease her mobilization in twelve hours.
The allotted period of time passed with-

, out an answer.
At 7 oclock Saturday evening Count
Von Pourtales again called upon M. Saz-
anoff and again asked if Russia would
cease mobilizing her forces. .
To this the Russian statesman re-
plied: :
“Insomuch as the Russian govern-
ment has not answered within tht-: time
you specified, it follows that Russia h'z}s
declined to agree with your demands.
"Three times Count Von Pourtales re-
peated the German ultimatum, and each
time the Russian foreign minister met
his statement with the same answer.
Finally the count rose from his chair,
bowed and left the room without an-
other word. He and the members of his
staff departed: from St. Petersburg by
way of Finland.
'The protection of Russians in coun-
tries at war with Russia has been en-
trusted to Spain.

Germany’s Challenge.

London, Monday, Aug. 3—By invad-
ing and occupying the Neutral Duchy
of Luxemburg yesterday, Germany has
struck the first blow of the war on the
contineat, and she has aimed it directly
at France. ;

The operation opens up the famous
Trou de Trevs gap in the French forti-
fied lines, which is approached by the
Luxemburg railway. About this place
apprehensions were expressed by mili-
tary men in France a year ago. This
goup, which may affect the course of
ghe Franco-German operations in a vital
manner, was made without a declara-
tion of war upon France, so far as is
known here.

Almost at the time with the news of
the aggressive movement by Germany,
word came of an actual violation of
French territory in the vicinity of Cirey,
near ‘Nancy.

One report, which seems to be well
based, says German cavalry was recon-
noitering there.

Rich Prize Intercepted.

London, Aug. 2-—The steamship
Kronprincessin Cecille, of the North
German-Lloyd line, carrying $13,000,000
in gold and silver, has been intercepted
by four British cruisers. They are said
_to be escorting her to Southawmpton.

A Threat to Britain,

London, Aug. 3—The occupation of
Luxemburg is regarded as a direct chal-
lenge to Great Britain as one of the
chief powers outside of France guaran-
teeing the meutrality of Belgium by the
Treaty of Paris in 1867.

Germany declares that the occupation
of Luxemburg’s railways, which is part
of the Prussian State system, is not a
hostile act, but merely a measure of pre-
caution. FEngland asked Germany for
a pledge not to violate the neutrality
of Belgium, but Germany refused. The
invasion of Belgium, south of Liege, is
expected also.

London, Aug. 2—England has asked
Germany if the Kaiser’s armies will re-
spect the treaty guaranteeing the neu-
trality of Belgium in event of war with
France. The 'German ambassador today
presented the tentative reply of the
Kaiser, which is that Germany is unable
to answer the interrogation at this time,

Two British Colliers Seized.

London, Aug. 3—The German High
Seas fleet came out of the Baltic through
the Kiel Canal today and at once began
operations against British commerce..
The Wilson Liner Castro was seized in
the canal.

Another vessel, the Saxon, a British
collier was seized with her cargo at
Brunsbuttel and taken to Cuxhaven.
The Saxon sailed from Kings Linn, near
Norfolk, England, last Thursday. Her
destination was Brunsbuttal, near the
mouth of the Elbe.

The reports of the seizures reached
Hull today ,and steamers were sent from
that port at once to bring back the fish-
ing fleet which is in the North Sea. All
sailings to German and Russian ports
have been cancelled.

The railroad companies have also can-
celed most of the trains running to ports
connecting with France.

Flying Machine Brought Down.

Berlin, Aug. 2—German troops today
fired upon and brought to earth a
French flying machine near Wesel.

Premier Borden’s Statement.

Ottawa, Aug. 2—The following offi-
cial messages were handed out from the
premier’s office this afternoon:

Ottawa, Aug. 1, 1914—My advisers,
while expressing their most carnest hope
that peaceful solution of our existing in-
lernational difficulties may be achieved,
and they strongly desire to co-operate in
every possible way for that purposeé,
wish to convey to his majesty’s govern-
ment the firm assurance that if, unh@P'
pily, war should ensue, the Canadian
people will be united in a common re-
solve to put forth every effort and to
make every sacrifice necessary to ensurc

the integrity and maintain the honor of
our empire,

Laurier to Aid,

Ottawa, Aug. 2—Sir Wilfrid Laurier
sent word yesterday that he was cut-
ting short his holiday in Arthabaska
and starting at once for the capital. He
arrived tonight and is ready to co-oper-
ate with Premier Borden in all necessary

measures for the assistance of the
Motherland and the defence of the
Empire. Other Liberal leaders wil] be
here tomorrow on the same mission.

A. is at present in England attending a
boys’ conference convention and Rev. J.
A. McKeigan and Mrs. McKeigan are
touring there on a honeymoon.

Mr. Cross left the city about three
weeks ago and sailed from New York,
He expected to return home about two
weeks from now, but it is possible that
the prospect of war may delay him.
Mr. and Mrs. McKeigan left before Mr.
Cross by about three or four weeks on
an extended tour of Great Britain and
the continent. They are in England at
present and have been placed in the
same position as Mr. Cross.

Cable Tells of Her Safety,

The anxiety of the friends of Miss
Edith Hegan, daughter of George B.
Hegan, 51 Hazen street, of this city,who
has been spending some time in Europe
was relieved on Saturday by the receipt
at her home of a cablegram informing
her relatives of her safety. Miss Hegan
has more lately been in Germany and
due to the recent decree ordering all for-
eign students and other aliens to leave
the country some little anxiety was felt
as to her safety and general welfare
which, however, has been relieved on the
recepit of her cablegram.

In her message Miss Hegan states that
she is in Baden-Baden where she will re-
main for the present or until some op-
portunity of leaving the country. and
getting home is ‘presented. Two other
New Brunswickers who may have been
affected by this decree are: George M.
Trueman, formerly of Point de Bute
but more lately the principal of Stan-
stead College, Stanstead (P- Q.), and his
wife who was formerly Miss Agnes
Fawcett, of Upper Sackville and who
have been in Germany some months
where Mr. Trueman is taking some post-
lg'mduate work at the University of Ber-
in.

It is not
known how long this order will continue
in force, but it is understood it will re-
main until England has come to a defin-
ite conclusion in the tense sittiation, and
should she cast her lot with Russia and
France in the triple entente, it will be
in force undoubtedly for an indefinite
period.

“The situation is not at all serious to
the local consumer,” one manager of a
big milling concern said last night, “but
after a while the price will no doubt
soar a little.

DE FONTENOY
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Head of the Wilson Steamshi
Line—Odd Burial Requests
—Wellington, Napoleon and
Blucher Recalled
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(Copyrignt, 1914, by the Brentwood
Company) {

Lord Nunburnholme, who is due in|
New York from England tomorrow
night or Wednesday on board the
Olympic, is the head of the Wilson line
of steamers, served throughout the
South African war. where he won the
D_istinguished Service (rder, was mem-
bér of parliament and sheriff of Hull,!
prior to his accession to the peerage on
his father’s death, and is married to
Lady Marjorie Carrington, daughter of
the Marquis' of Lincolnshire.

His very pretty sisters are the Count-
ess of Chesterfield, Mrs. Guy Fairfax,
Mrs. Eric Chaplin and Lady Cowley
who, having been parted by the divorce
court in turn from Sir Charles Har-
court and Lord Cowley is now about to
contract a third marriage.

Lord Nunburnholme owes the for-
tunes of his family to his grandfather,
Thomas Wilson, who in 1835 founded
the firm of shipowners bearing his
name, with one small vessel. While" in
those days the dockage of Hull com-
prised less than three acres today there
are some 200 cares of docks, most
of which, if not all, owe their exist-
ence to the Wilsons, whose fleet num-
bers considerably -more than 100 splea-
did ocean liners, with a tonnage of more
than a quarter of a million.

Old Thomas Wilson had two sons,
Charles, who made his home at Warter
Priory, in Yorkshire, and Arthur, who
owned Tranby Croft. The latter place
was the scene of the Baccarat scandal!
which created so great a senasation,
twenty-three years ago, resulting in the
social extinction of the titled bearer of
an ancient Scottish name, married to a
wealthy and charming New York wo-
man. It was because of this Baccarat
scandal, with which the name of Tran-
by Croft will always be associated, that
Charles Wilson, raised to the peerage
as Lord Nuaburnholme, refused to per-
mit cards to be played under his roof
at Warter Priory, and why he likewise
always declined to countenance horse-
racing, on account of the evils of bet-!
ting, and the consequent suffering of
wives and children. Having more than|
10,000 men in his employ, and the Don-
caster race course within easy distance,
he spoke with knowledge about the
matter.

The late Lord Nunburnholme was so
much attached to Warter Priory, a
country seat and estate which he pur-
chased from Lord Muncaster, and fa-
mous for its hospitality and for its
shooting, that he insisted on being bur-
ied within the gardens of the priory.
It is owing to his insistence that he
should be buried at one particular spot.
situated in the centre of the lawn of
the Italian garden, that neither his wid-
ow, nor his children, can gaze out into
the grounds from one entire side of the
house, without having before their eyes
the grave of the late peer, to whom
they were deeply, attached. Under the
circumstances,; i@ not: astonishing that
the present Lord §8uhBurnholme. should
prefer to make’ his" country home at
Ferriby Hall, mear Brough, in York-
shire, rather than take over the Warter
Priory estate, which he has abandoned
to his mother for the.remainder of her
life.

Other Such Cases

Fortunately burials in gardens are
relatively rare. There are only three or
four instances in England that I can
recall. Thus, Sir William Temple, the
friend and patron of Dean Swift, au-
thor of “Gulliver’s Travels,” was most
anxious that his body should rest in
his garden at Moor Park, his beautiful
home near Farnham, in Surrey. Sir Wil-
liam’s dying request was not fulfilled
in its entirety. For only his heart is
buried beneath the old sundial which
is still one of the features of the lovely
old garden, while the remainder of his
body rests beside that of his wife in
Westminster Abbey.

Swift, was in the employ of Sir Wil-
liam Temple as his secretary, at Moor
Park, and William III., who was a con-
stant visitor to the place, is on record
as having on one occasion amused him-
self there by teaching Swift how to cut
asparagus in true Dutch fashion. Near
by is Waverley Abbey, from which Sir
‘Walter Scott took the name now prin-
chipally associated with his novels.

Then again, there was a celebrated
naturalist, Charles Waterton, who died
in 1865.
other Englishman to make his country-
men and Europe generally acquainted
with the natural history of the United
States and Canada. He was buried, ac-
cording to his testamentary directions,
between two old favorite oak trees -in
Walton Park, his ancestral home in
Yorkshire.

Liberation of 100 years ago. Among
them was the traveling carriage of Na-
poleon, and which was captured at the
battie of Waterloo by a detachment of
Prussian cavalry, under the command
of Major von Keller, immediately after
it had been hurriedly abandoned by Na-
poleon, just in .time to escape being
taken prisoner.

The contents of the carriage included
a sword enriched with diamonds, one of
the emperor’s overcoats, with a large
quality of unmounted diamonds in its
pockets, to the tune of several millions
of dollars, some very valuable papers,
and a superb agrafa or brooch, of large
Brazilian diamonds, which Napoleon oc-
casionally wore on his chapeau, for the
purpose of fastening the tricolor cock-
ade. Everything was turned over to
King Frederick William III. of Prussia,
who retained possession of the sword,
the papers, and all the diamonds, the
latter now constituting the finest neck-
lace worn by the German Empress on
state occasions; while he presented the
traveling carriage as a memento to Fild
Marshal Blucher, who was associated
with the Duke of Wellington in the vie-
tory of Waterloo. .

Many visitors to London, will recall
seeing there at the Tussaud celebrated
wax-work exhibition in Baker street a
carriage which purports to be the travel-
ing coach of Napoleon, captured at the
battle of Waterloo. The real carriage is
in the possession of the present head
of the house of Blucher, Prince Gebhard,
or rather  was, until it was seized by
Austrian treasury officials of Troppau,
for non-payment of taxes by the prince.
Probably he will redeem it, as he did
some ten or fifteen years ago, when
it was seized by the Prussian authori-
ties, at his Prussian chateau of Krie-
blowits, for an unsatisfied judgment ob-
tained against him from the Prussian
tribunals by his two sons, the Counts
Gustav and Gebhard Blucher. The
prince, who is in bad odor, both in
Germany and Austria, makes his home
in England, and in the Channel Islands,
where he owns the island sof Herm,
within sight of the coast of France,

|_The Living Sphinx of Fgypt

(London Tit-Bits.)

Such was the title once bestowed up-
on Lord Cromer, the great pro-consul
and maker of modern Egypt, who at
the moment of writing is reported to be
lying seriously ill at his London resid-
ence.

It was as Major Evelyn Baring that he
began his work in Egypt, thirty-seven
years ago. He was then in India, and
duly dined by his friends. On that oc-
casion one of his hosts is said to have
perpetrated the following = witty im-
promptu:— .

The Egyptians some patience have
shown;

But our Evelyn Baring is such

That they will live to own with a groan

There’s' an Evil-in-Baring too much!

Later the Khedive would probably
have said “Amen” to all that. Lord Cro-
mer’s long duel with: Abbas was a tri-
umph of strategy. Once when his high-
ness was more than usually restless,
Lord Cromer led him to a window and
silently pointed to the court yard of
the palace below, which had suddenly
filled with thousands of bayonets. Crude,
perhaps, the hint was, but it was none
the less successful. .

Lord Cromier’s quick and daring me-
thods in dealing with an Egyptian ris-

ing incident. There were rumors of a
native rising. Cairo was almost openly
disaffected, and the British garrison was
small. His lordship however, caused it
to be known that a regintent was on the
way from India, but he was careful not
to explain that it consisted of sick-leave
and time-expired men and bandsmen.
All the able-bodied soldiers in garri-
son were ordered to parade all over the
town in small parties, and the natives
did not take in the fact that they were
a sort of stage army—the same men
over and over again. The last straw
was when Lord Cromer coolly put on
flannels and publicly played game after
game of tennis. This final piece of
bravado nipped the threatened rising in
the bud.

The Assassin’s Mistake,

Several times during his early days
in Egypt Lord Comer’s life was in
danger. An English visitor who resemb-
led him was found stabbed to death,
having been killed in mistake. for the
great proconsul; while on another oc-
casion a dervish was found*to have a
knife concealed in a petition which he
was about to present to His Lordship.
And it was because he was always a
man of deeds, not words, that Lord
Cromer became known as the “Sphinx
of Egypt” He made himself a power
in Egypt, which admitted of no riv-
alry, and, although in 1883, when he was
chosen agent and consul-general, highly
placed Egyptians told him it would be

impossible to do away with bribery and |
the buying and selling of justice in the !
land, the answer was, “¥ am here to
change all that.” i

‘Lord Cromer once went to the Khed- ;
ive to demand the instant dismissal of |
a high official who was the Khedive’s in= '
timate friend. Enraged at the request |
the Khedive refused point-blank to dis-
miss him. “Well,” Lord Cromer replied, /
quite cooly, “unless I have an order of |
dismissal in five minutes I will go and} i
cable to England at once that I am com-
ing home. That will mean your de-}
thronement.” And before Lozd Cromer i
left the palace he had in his pocket the |
order he had demanded from the dc- :
spotic Khedive.

“Modern Delilahs”

The only occasion on which Lord
Cromer seems to have expressed his
views with more than usual verbosity
was when he gave his opinion some time
ago regarding suffragettes, to whom he
is strenuously opposed. \

“My main .objection to women’s suff-
rage,” he said, “is that women are not .
men. I think that covers the whole }
ground, though it admits of being ampli-
fied and illustrated. All the informa- |
tion I have goes to show that the cause
of women’s suffrage is going down hill |
rather than up-hill.. The suﬂ'ragettelf
seem to have bored the country. . |

“What I am afraid of, however, is
that in the heat of contested elections |
weak-kneed candidates, in order to get :
votes, will give rash and half-hearted
pledges, from which they will find it dif<
ficult to escape, and thus, having beem
shorn by a number of modern Delilahg
of that strength which comes of inde-
pendence, they will be unable to resis#
suffragette and suffragist Philistines.”

The views are a little strong, perhapsy
but they are typical of the man who
never minces his words.

Six Fires Near Quaco

It is believed that incendiaries “have
been at work ‘in the vicinity of Ryan’s
Settlement, near Quaco, for within a
radius of three miles six buildings have
been destroyed by flames, including the
quaint old Catholic church, two dwell-
ing houses, and three barns. One of the
houses was owned by Thomas Ryan,
and another by Frank Baxter of this
city. Neither had been occupied for
some time, which lends ground for the
suggestion of incendiarism. The little
Catholic church was more than sixty-
five years old, and was quaintly beauti-
ful. It is now a heap of ruins. The total
loss of the buildings burned is about
$4,000.

CANADIAN LOYALTY.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier once observed that
to make a parade of the loyalty of a
people was like the conduct of a man
who would boast about the virtue of his
wife and sisters.

Are there still a lot of people in Can-
ada who are surprised at their own loy-
alty, or is the parade that is being made
in certain quarters indicative-of another
“flag election” in the near future?

The Montreal Star on Friday last de-
voted nearly half a page to the follow-
ing sentences, set in very large type with
a Union Jack on either side.

“Stand by the flag. Disaster to Brit-
ish arms means dissolution of Caneda.
Australia and New Zealand stand by
mother land. Canada’s duty impera-
tive.”

Why should there be any suggestion

_that Canada will not stand by the flag?
Why should it be necessary to insinuate
that Canadians are not conscious of their
duty? From every province in the Do-
minion, and before Sir Robert Borden
and his government had cabled to Lon-
don their views on the matter, there had
come the offer of groups of men and of
regiments for active service in defence
of the Empire. Prominent militia of-
ficers throughout the country had also
tendered their services, and entirely
without distinction as to polities.

“When England is at war Canada is
at war,? to quote again from Sir Wil-
frid Laurier. All that it will be neces-
sary for any Canadian newspaper to do
in this crisis will be to give the public
the news. Canadian patriotism will
know, without any frantic appeals from
the Montreal Star or any other newspa-

with the latter power. This alliance
was joined by Italy three years later.

By the Treaty of Berlin the area of
Bulgaria was reduced by more than
one-half. Bosnia and Herzegovina
were placed under the control of Aust-
ria-Hungary, along with the Sanjak of
Novi-Bazar, and while Servia and Mont-
enegro were recognized as independent
principalities they only received slight
accessions of territory.

There have been many changes in the
Balkans since 1878, and Turkey has
been shorn of more and more of her
power. Austria-Hungary, however,
has continued to be jealous of the grow-
ing power of Servia, while the Servians,
perhaps encotifaged by their conscious-
ness of Russian sympathy, have been
quick to resent any real or fancied
grievance. The tension between the
two countries has been all the greater
because Bosnia and Herzegovina, which
were handed over to Austria by the
Treaty of Berlin, are inclined to be
Servian in sympathy, as many of the
people are in race and religion. Indeed
millions of Austrian subjects are of the
Serb race, and Austria’s ambition has
Leen to absorb more and more of the
territory to the south.

Behind all the racial feeling and local
troubles lie the rival ambitions of the
Austrian, German and Russian Empir-
es, and if the present trouble between
Servia and her big neighbor cannot be
localized, it will be because the great
powers so long gathering their forces
for a titanic struggle believe the hour
has struck, and that a fitting pretext
may be found in the smaller quarrel on
the banks of the Danube.

To understand the relations between
Russia, Austria and Servia it is neces-
jary to go back to' the period prior to
the Russo-Turkish war and the treaty
of Berlin, and to consider also the ef-
fect of race and religious sympathy up-
on political affairs.

While Russia had great territorial
ambitions and sought to secure an out~
Jet for her fleet in the Mediterranian, she
was also interested in the welfare of
those peoples of Slavonic origin in the
Balkan Peninsula, who were also mem-
bers of the Orthodox Greek church.
[he people of Bulgaria, Servia, Bosnia
and some other portions of what was
formerly the Turkish Empire in Europe
belonged to the Orthodox Church and
also claimed a national kinship with the
Russian people. In Hungary, on the
other hand, the Magyars, who formed
the ruling race in that part of the
Austro-Hungarian Empire, have always
been more in sympathy with the Turk
than with the Servian, Bulgarian or
Russian. Freeman tells us that “the
geographical function of the Magyars
has been to keep the two great groups
of Slavonic nations apart, and to his
coming more than to any other cause
we may attribute the great historical
gap which separates the Slav of the
Baltic from his southern kinsfolk in the
Balkans.”

Russia has never forgiven Austria-
Hungary and Germany for their atti-
{ude when the treaty of Berlin was
formed in 1878, at the close of the Rus-
so-Turkish war. Russia had entered
upon this war partly no doubt to en-
large her own territory, but also to
cmancipate Bulgaria and Servia, and to
set up in the Balkans buffer states
which would regard Russia as their
friend, and whose people were akin to
her own in race and religion. After
her victorious armies had arrived at the
very gates of Constantinople, and were
in a position to dictate the terms of
peace, the other great powers inter-

~ vened, and refused to ratify the treaty
of San Stefano. By the terms of that
ireaty Turkey would have been com-
pelled to recognize the independcnc'e of
Roumania, Servia and Montenegro, all
of which were to be increased in size,
and there was also to be established the
autonomous tributary principality of
Bulgaria, extending from the Black Sea
to Albania, and from the Danube in
the north to the Aegean in the south.
This would have practically blotted out
Turkey as a FEuropean power. Bosnia
and Herzegovina were to be granted
extensive reforms.

: England and Austria-Hungary re-
fused to recognize the treaty of San Stef-
ano, and gained the support of Ger-
many, France and Italy. The Congress
of Berlin was therefore called,, and after
» month of deliberations the Treaty of
Berlin was signed, modifying and mak-
Ing such changes in the treaty of San
Btefano that Russia, while forced to
yield with a good grace, was filled with
bitterness that has never been overcome.
Bhe expected nothing from England,
since the latter had always opposed her
movement toward the Dardanelles, but
she did expect something from Austria-
Hungary, and much from Germany.
We are (old that as the congress pro-
gressed, and the treatment of the Slavic
cause at the hands of the Germans and
Magyars became more apparent, an in-
tensely angry feeling sprang up in Rus-
sia, and so violent became the manifes-
tations of the feeling against Germany
and Austria-Hungary that Bismark
deemed it prudent to form an alliance

\

\

What can Germany hope to gain by
rushing into war? What is behind her
action in challenging Russia and France,
and becoming even more belligerent than
Austria-Hungary, whose quarrel with
Servia would probably not have em-
broiled Europe in a general war but for
the attitude assumed by Germany?

The answer to these questions does
not lie on the surface. The swiftness
with which the present situation has 'de-
veloped baffles the enquirer who seeks
for an adequate and justifiable cause.
Neither is there any appearance of wis-
dom in the course pursued by Germany.
The combined sea forces of Britain,
France and Russia should not only be
able to destroy the German fleet, but
cripple her commerce. The combined
armies of the same three powers and of
Servia should overmatch those of Germ-
any and Austria-Hungary. In this war
Russia will be fighting from her home
base, and with her immense resources
in men can keep her armies up to fight-
ing strength for an almost unlimited per-
iod. Without in the least disparaging
the fighting quality of the German forces
on sea and land, and the added strength
of Austris-Hungary, the ordinary ob-
server can see mo prospect of an out-
come of this war that would compen-
sate Germany for the losses she must
sustain. It is therefore extremely dif-
ficult to assign a reason for the policy
she has adopted. An awful responsibil-
ity rests upon Emperor William and his
advisers. They seem to have deliberate-
ly chosen to deluge Furope with blood,
when wiser counsels would have averted
a catastrophe the extent of which no
man can estimate.

The Amazing Land of the Argentine

(London Answers.)
Every now and then we come across
~ &kcounts of the wonderful wealth and
resources of the South American re-

publics. Sometimes too, we read of re-
volutions and bloodshed, so that in the
minds of many of us there still lingers
the idea that the man who goes adven-
turing in Latin America takes his life
in his hands.

Even the Argentine frequently comes
under this head, but that this is an in-
justite to one of the most wonderful
countries in the ,world may be realized
by all who read “The Amazing Argen-
tine,” by John Foster Fraser, recently
published by Messrs. Cassel & Co,
Ltd.

To British Enterprise,

For every year, principally from Spain
and Italy, but also from Russia, Syria,
France, Germany and England, more
than 800,000 fresh arrivals land in the
Argentine. Of these, many thousands
come from Italy for the harvest only, re-
*urning, when the harvest is over, to
_aeir native land for the rest of the year.

But even allowing for this el® and
flow, the annual increase in the popu-
lation of the Argentine is something like
250,000 and there are no assisted pas-
sages, nor does the government make any
grants of free land. The fact that there
is no poverty, as we know it, is a tri-
bute to the prosperity of this amazing
country.

To the railways, whose existence is
due principally to British enterprise,
the Argentine owes its wonderful de-
velopment. Twenty thousand miles of

ilroad winds its way through the rich-

st parts of the republic, bringing down
‘0o the busy ports millions of tons of
produce every year much of which finds
jts way into the poorest homes of Eur-
ope.

Argentina is a queer mixture of old-
world customs and modern luxury, a
fact which is typified by the railways.
This fact struck Mr. Fraser forcibly,
for he writes:

The Light and Shade.

“T recall one night, when at a forgot-
ten siding the engine drew out to get
water, taking a saunter along the train
side. It was brilliantly lit with elec-
tricity, and the restaurant car with the

usual little red-shaded lamps on the!
tables, was busy, crowds of passengers
were dining, and the usual waiters were
scurrying, and there was the usual con-
tinental fare, and champagne and Mos-
elle wines, and the ysual mineral waters
you get on the Nord express.

erica was the symbol of what railway |
enterprise has done in Argentina.”

The difference between life in Buenos*
Ayres and life only a few hundred miles |
up country, is probably, far greater
than the difference between Buenos
Ayres and London.

In “B. A.,)” as it is called, you will find
luxury on an exaggerated scale—expens-
ive shops, costly motor-cars, well-bred
horses, magnificent restaurants, and all
the other accompaniments of a golden
civilization. But a few miles out you
come upon the gaucho, who practical-
ly lives on his horsé, and whose one idea
of comfort is a “blow out” on meat;
roasted in the open air. l

Mr. Fraser has many interesting
things to say of the gauchos, though
here some who have lived amongst them
will not agree with all that he says. He
describes the gaucho thus:

Concerning the Gauchos,

“He still wears his old, picturesque
costume, the broad sombrero, the shirt,
and wide Turkish trousers, which may
be any color in the spectrum, tucked in-
to his boots. In cold weather he wears
over his shoulders the poncho—a blanket
which has as many varieties of hue as
his trousers. His saddle is ornamented
with silver, and he has fancy stirrups
and jingling spurs. But the chief part
of his equipment is the big knife—often
a foot long, and usually of fancy pat-
tern—stuck in his belt. This is used free-
ly for defensive purposes or to avenge
some real or imaginary insult; it also
serves when eating his lunch.”

Mr. Fraser might have added that the
knife is also used for skinning dead ani-
mals, chopping firewood, cutting up raw
hide when making lassos or harness, and
also for the purposes usually confined
to a toothpick. The “wide Turkish
trousers” are called bombachos.

Then, successively, I caromed agau}st
him in the little streets of the Big City
after his trip to Alaska, his voyage as
cook with a treasure-seeking expedition
to the Carribbean, and his failure as a
pearl-fisher in the Arkansas River. Be-
tween these dashes into the land of ad-
venture he usually came back to
Chubb’s for a little while.

‘o police that gang.

“But let me tell you about that trip
[ took to Mexico with High Jack Snake-

Ehe latest thing in pointed-toed, rubber-
heeled, patent kid moccasins and Ma-
iras hunting-shirt with turned-back
sufis. He was a friend of mine. I met
him in Tahlequah when I was out there
during the land boom, and we got thick.
He had got all there was out of col-
lege and had come back to lead his
people out of Egypt. He was a man of
first-class style and wrote essays, and
had been invited to visit rich guys’
houses in Boston and such places.

e took me to see her a few times. Her
name was Florence Blue Feather—but
you want to clear your mind of all ideas
of squaws with nose-rings and army
blankets. This young lady was whiter
than you are, and better educated than
I ever was. You couldn’t have told her
from any of the girls shopping in the
swell Third Avenue stores. I liked her
3o well that I got to calling on her now
end then when High Jack wasn’t along,
which is the way of friends in such
matters. She was educated at the Mus-
rogee College and was made a specialty
of—let’s see—eth—yes, ethnology. That’s
the art that goes back and traces the
descent of different races of people, lead-
ing up from jelly-fish through monkeys
and to the O'Briens. High Jack had took
up that line, too, and had read papers
about it before all kinds of riotous as-
semblies—Chatauquas and Choctaws
and chowder-parties, and such.

“*It sounds to me, says I, like either
a clean-up of the slaughter-houses or
s new kind of Boston pink. I don’t
know.’

“I believe, says he, ‘that I am the
reincarnation of Tlotopaxl. My re-
searches have convinced me that the
Cherokees, of all the North American
tribes, can boast of the straightest de-
scent from the proud Aztec race, That,
says. he, ‘was a favorite theory of mine
and Florence Blue Feather's. And she

In these days of tense anxiety, while
the empire awaits the word which may
mean that Great Britain and her col-
onies may be plunged into a tremendogs
conflict the part the imperial navy wgll
play either in preventing war or in
fighting for the preservation of :tl\c na-
tion is a topic of absorbing interest.
Many questions have been asked re-
garding Britain’s naval resources, and
particularly about the reserve lines re-
garding which there has been a general
request for information.

F. J. Punter, a former naval man,
now resident ia St. John, is in a posi-
tion to give the facts and talked in an
interesting manner on this subject. Dg—
scribing the naval arrangements, he said
that the service is supplied by boys who
may enlist for training between the ages
of fifteen and eighteen and then by the
men who sign on for regular service at
the age of eighteen. The period of ac-
tive service is twelve years and during
this time it is possible to give the men
a training far superior to that gained
in navies where the term is only three
or four years.

At the end of their twelve years of
active service about ninety per cent

|
of the men sign for a second term of
ten years at the end of which they are

entitled to a pension for the rest of
their lives. i

A man who does not re-enlist may
join the fleet reserve which forms the
first line of  reserves. Under this ar-
rangement the men go up for additional
training once a year to keep them:
abreast of the times and at all times,
for a period of ten years are subject to
call in case of need. During this time
they draw six pence a day as a retainer
and full pay and compensation during
their annual training.

Pensioners may also join the fleet re-
serve under the same terms and are
subject ‘to call in the same way.

Helped Stranded Tourists

Washington, Aug. 3—Reassurances
were given by Secretary of State Bryan
that all Americans in distress in Europe
for lack of money, or means to return
home, would be assisted by the United
States government.
