The fleeing soldiers, who 
were in a state of semi-starvation and ut­
terly demoralized, are said to have set fire 
to all the houses in the village.

Defeated—Street Car Motoman

New York, Nov. 8—A street car con­
ductor, who did all his campaigning from 
the rear platform of the car over which 
he officiated, is one of the successful 
Brooklyn candidates for the state legis­
lature. He is Joseph Monahan, a Demo­
crat, elected from a hitherto rock-ribbed 
republican district. His opponents were 
two lawyers, Edward Karutz, Republican, 
and Jacob Kernfeld, Progressive. The re­
sult gave Monahan a plurality of nearly 
3,000 votes.

Cincinnati, Nov. 8—Congressman Nicho­
las Longworth, Colonel Roosevelt’s son-in- 
law, was defeated for re-eleçtion by Stan­
ley Bowdle, Democrat, by sixty-five votes, 
according to the unofficial canvass of the 
vote in the first Ohio district.

Berlin, Nov. 8—Germany, Austria-Hun­
gary and Italy will not intervene in the 
Balkan situation, so long as their special 
interests are not affected and unless they 
are requested to do so by the contending 
nations.

In a semi-offic­
ial statement it was announced that the 
powers belonging to the triple alliance 
will follow a common course in regard to 
the Balkans, while at the same time keep 
ing in friendly touch with the other pow-

Toronto, Nov. 8—A movement that 
may result in the Church of England tak­
ing up the question of church union is 
under way in Canada. Thirty prominent 
members of the Anglican communion have 
attached their signatures to an appeal on 
behalf of Christian unity and have for­
warded it to every Anglican clergyman in 
Canada with the request that, if they ap­
prove the principles and the practical pro­
positions set forth, they sign and return 
to Rev. A. P. Shatford of Montreal, act­
ing secretary of the movement.

The present time is regarded as most 
opportune for action of some kind look­
ing toward a closer relationship between 
the Church of England and other churches 
and the instigators of the movement in­
tend to promote, if possible, such legisla­
tion in the synods as shall give effect to 
the practical measures suggested ,(

GROWS BEAUTIFUL HEAVY HAIRrestore 
In the Boston, Nov. 7—The importance of St. 

John as a shipping port became apparent 
today when a movement was set on foot 
to have the ’longshoremen of that city, 
Montreal, Quebec and Halifax federate 
with their confederates in New York, Bos­
ton, Brooklyn, Hoboken and Portland.

For more than fifty years it has been 
a point of honor With coroners not to put 
a stamp on the envelopes containing the' 
reports of juries’ verdicts which he sends 
to the local registrar.

W. J. Hanna’s prison farm, at Guelph, 
says Robson Black, writing in November 
Canada Monthly under the title of “Mak­
ing a Man of a Convict.”

On the day I visited at the farm, one 
man was assigned to work on a new con­
crete bridge over the River Speed, built 
entirely by the prisoners and much ad­
mired by Earl Grey and the Duke of Con­
naught on their visits. He applied himself 
with diligence and intelligence to his new 
duty. His surroundings were practically 
identical with those of the freest 
Canada. A “foreman” instructed him in 
the mixing of concrete and the manipula­
tion of tools. It was perspiring, back- 
bending work, but conducted with the 
camaraderie that helps the hours pass like 
lightning. Twelve o’clock brought the 
signal for luncheon. The men formed in 
line and marched off to the dining hall, 
where they feasted as well as the best 
fed farm laborer in the land. Then a 
group of four, unattended, shouldered their 
axes and struck off for a patch of woods 
half a mile distant, where post cutting 
was in progress. Five others found a new 
assignment in straightening out a bend 
in the river regarded as uncondueive to 
the aesthetic standards of the farm. Many 
were needed for the quarry and a corpor­
al’s guard manned the ljpie kiln. A good- 
tempered fraternity departed for some 
newly planned highway. The fine Hol­
stein herds required attention. The dairy 
took a foreman and five. Two were sent 
with 'horse and wagon to repair some 
broken fencing and gave a lift to a com­
rade bound for town to replace a piece of 
damaged machinery. Such a disposition of 
two hundred men would read in the 
nais of twenty-five years ago as the order 
of a public maniac.

Were the Provincial Secretary of On­
tario inclined' to boast, he might very eas­
ily offer a substantial reward for the du­
plication in any old-fashioned prison of 
such occurrences as I am about to relate.

A man of thirty years, whose residence 
in his native town had been a source of 
police worry, fastening upon himself the 
distinction of a professional loafer, took 
an erfra liberty with the law and was 
awarded a two-month sentence. The of­
ficer is charge of the prison farm gave 
him a special job, beautifying a portion of 
the river bank. Though at first mulish, 
he quickly evinced a curious pride in hie 
undertaking and when compelled to re­
linquish it by the expiration of his term 
was far from jubilant to regain his liberty. 
Spying Mr. Hanna coming along a path, 
he accosted him thus:

“I hope you’ll see that a good man is 
placed on this river job. It has been a 
tough piece of work, sir, and I wouldn’t 
like to hear of it being spoiled.”

It was probably the first confession of 
any interest or ambition that the poor 
fellow had ever made. The minister gave 
him a ready assurance, for to his keen di­
vination the incident was crammed full of 
significance.
