As there are many persons in the
maritime provinces who are ‘investing, or
whose friends are investing their spare
funds in the raising of foxes for their
fur it has been thought by the Rock-
wood Park management that a cage of
foxes would prove interesting. Various
offers of these animals have been re-
-| ceived—some at absurdly high prices.
These were of necessity declined.

Hearing of this Frank E. Williams of
this city, who is interested in the Ren-
forth - fox ranch, has donated to the
park four young foxes—two male and

TWENTY MILLION

IN HOSTE CAMPS

Did Bismack Rightly Work Out
Future of Europe?

THE SITATION REVEWED

Speculation, With Reasons For it,
as to the Grouping of the Powers,
Great and Small — Switzerland
Alone Declared in Neutral Posi-
tion

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Berlin, May  27—In  the next few
weeks may be revealed the fact that
France has secured one of the greatest
wishes of her heart—either an open al-
liance. or an entente, with all kinds of
secret . agreements, with her southern
neighbor, Spain. For many months the
French embassy has been conducting an
active and almost open press campaign
in favor of Spain’s formal junction with
the Triple Entente. The greatest enemy
of such a course has been King Alfonso
himself, who believed that no policy ev-
cept one of splendid isolation would be
tolerated by his people. But at last the
French schemers got Alfonso to' Paris
on an official visit, wined him and dined
him and put him in the hands of their
best diplomats. Now Paris is talking
rapturously of. “the new - alliance” and
the whole of Europe is waiting anxious-
ly for the result. ’

Two Rival Groups ?

Europe is organizing itself into two
inimical camps, each of which is resolved
to thwart, menace, and war on the
other. That is the net result of the
diplomatic developments since 1904
when Great Britain abandoned her iso-
lation and tacked herself on to France.
The old Europe of twenty states, all
with tangled and multifarious ambitions
is passing away, and a new Europe with
clear-cut political aspirations, all under
one heading or another, is taking its
place. This process is not yet complete,
but it is developing; thé Balkan League
is another stage nearer to its completion
and the day is not far off when Bis-
marck’s prophecy will be fulfilled: “Be-
fore Europe is federated .in a single
group, there will come a stage of or-
ganization in two rival groups, and prob-
ably an interlude of war.”

General Ratko ' Dmitrieyeff, hero of
Kirk Kilisse, is at this moment in St.
Petersburg negotiating with S:,zonoﬁ,
the Russian foreign minister, for the in-
clusion of the Balkan Slav states in the
Dual Alliance. This is not an acci-
dental circumstance. All Europe’s dip-
lomacy is immersed in such ‘problems.
What will become of Holland in time
of war ? . Will Belgium join Germany
or France ? Can Switzerland stand neu-
tral ? What of Roumania and Turkey ?
These are the questions which the next
few years will decide. .

“The minor states are collectively
great states,” said Bismarck. How. pres-
ciently Bismarck foresaw the real trend
of things is shown by the fact that.in
1875, when he so spoke, none of the pres-
ent alliances was dreamed of. Since
then have been formed, in 1879, the
Dual Alliance between Austria and Ger-
many; the Triple Alliance due to the
accession: of Italy in 1883; the Franco-
Russian Alliance a decade later; the
Austro-Roumanian military convention,
a result of the policy of Joan Bratianu,
Roumania’s great liberal minister; next
in 1904-6 the  British treaties with
France and Russia which led to the
Dual Alliance. becoming the present
Triple Entente.

This process of tacking on and of
hunting for allies is today in.full, force.
The late King Edward VIIL advertised
it by his tours through Europle. Ger-
mans ' believe that King Edward, not
content with seeking allies among the
minor disengaged states, also aimed at
breaking up opposing alliances and tried
to argue Kaiser Franz Josef, during a
Karlsbad cure, into abandoning the al-
liance with Germany. The dependence
of Portugal from England is a perme-
nent historical fact. When the British
fleet visited Lisbon in 1900, King Carlos
made a speech which admitted this fact
and the first thing done by the republi-
can government of Theophile Braga was
to proclaim that the alliance with Eng-
land stood intaét,

The Balkan States

England’s “entente” friend, Russia,
has also been successfully at work. She
has got in her pocket four of the six
Balkan states. Why Bulgaria,  Servia,
Montenegro and Greece have no formal
alliance with Russia is a mystery; the
likely explanation is that Russia feels
too weak to’ undertake to defend the
provocative: Serbs in case their monthly
quarrels with Austria lead to war.

In Bulgaria a formal alliance with
Russia has grown popular only since
Bulgaria in domestic affairs emancipated
herself from St. Petersburg. That was
finally accomplished about 1906 when
Russia’s own internal economy was test-
ed and found  wanting. At that time
Colonel Nikephoroff, the Bulgarian at-
tache at St. Petersburg, published a
pamphlet on “Slgv. Confederation and
the Expulsion of Turkey,” and advised
that the Balkan Slavs should undertake
to join Russia during war. Nikephoroff
is now Bulgaria’s minister of war; he is
urgently demanding the realization of
his 'plan and it is Ratko Dmitrieyeff, his
intimate friend, who is trying to carry
it out.

In Russia the leader of the campaign
for a “Vseslavianskoe Gosudarstvo”—an |
All-Slav state—is the notorious chief of |
the Duma reactionaries known as“Mark-!
off the Second.” Markoff, backed by
Count Bobrinsky, and some other Pan-
Slavists, demands that Russia should |
immediately seize Constantinople and|
then arrange an alliance with the Balk-!
an Slav states, with the purpose ot
“encircling' Austria.”

The Triple Entente has other aims.

Competition is going on for the al-
liance of the three Scandinavian states.
None of the three counts much on land,
but among them they control the en-
trance to the Baltic, which is of first
rate importance in a naval war. If

Gérmany, -already with the Kiel Canal, |:

got control of the Sound she wou!d be
able to leave and enter the Baltic as
she wished, and could attack in detail
the Russian and British fleets. Den-
mark and Sweden here count most.

Since the war of 1854, in which Prus-
sia and Austria wrenched Schleswig-
Holstein from the Danish monarchy, the
Danes have been bitterly hostile. Be-
fore the Franco-German war D;nmegrk

roposed to Napoleon III. an offensive
gllianc'e with thep?:ubject of enforcing the
fifth article of the Peace 6f Prague un-
der which North Schleswig was to be
restored to Denmark by plebiscite. In
1908 Kaiser Wilhelm proposed an al-
liance to Denmark, offering to guaran-
tee her territory if she undertook to
close the Sound to British warships in
time of war,-and to prevent the land-
ing of British troops in West Jutland,
but King Christian IX, whose court was
a centre of anti-German intrigues, re-
jected the offer.

In war-time Denmark must be count-
ed rather with the Triple Entente. Nor-
way and Sweden, if they take part at
all, would rather join the Triple Al-
liance. Both dread Russian aggression.
Dr. Sven Hedin, two years ago, started
a panic movement on this line. He pub-
lished a pamphlet which so incensed Rus
sia that Nicholas II. ordered the ex-
plorer’s name to be struck from the list
of honorary members of the Imperial
Academy.

Turkey, once reformed, will be more
powerful without her Kuropean prov-
inces than she has been with them. The
Turk is essential to restore the Euro-
pean equilibrium which has been upset
by the Balkan-Slav triumph.

Only one state in Europe is genuine-
ly neutral, and proof against bribes and
threats. That is Switzerland. Burope's
publicists who proclaim that “the day
of small states has passed,” still discuss
whether the Swiss can vindicate their
neutrality in time of war, but no power
cherishes the hope of winning over. the
Swiss. Switzerland is better equipped
to prevent a violation of territory than
either Holland or Belgium. The Swiss
national passion for neutrality is also
strong, and most diplomatic experts
agree that even in an universal Euro-
pean war, Switzerland would stand im-
partial.

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LOOKING FOR A CURE
The United States is interested just
" pow in minimum wage legislation ap-
plying to women in some trades. Mas-
sachusetts has already passed an act of
such a character and more far-reaching
bills to the same end have been before
other legislatures. In some parts-of the
eastern states it is proposed that indi-
gent and widowed mothers shall be pen-
sioned by the state. Through the ef-
forts of the Labor party, a resolution
was, recently introduced in the British
parliament for a fixed and universal
statutory minimum wage—really mean-
ing that all in the United Kingdom who
work at all shall be assured decent liv-
ing pafy. It would seem that the world
is at last looking about for a cure for
poverty in cases where people are in-
dustrious but unfortunate. The Satur-
day Evening Post believes the search
may be more successful than many peo-
ple think. It says:

“It is a large order, but not hopeless.
In comparing his budget for this year
with Gladstone’s in 1861 the British
chancellor showed that yearly expendi-
tures for army and navy had risen by
nearly fifty million pounds; while for
education, old-age pensions, working-
men’s insurance, and like social services
—which figured little if at all in Glad-
stone’s budget—the state this year will
spend another fitty million pounds.
Eliminating these two jtems—and al-
lowing for increased postal revenue —
expenses of government have risen only
nine million pounds since 1861.

«In other words, the state’s economic
end social waste on armaments equals
\ts disbursements for fighting ignorance
and poverty at home. We think that is
the crux of the problem. Poverty can
be cired only when preventable waste
is prevented. Socialism itself could no
more avoid that rule than capitalism

can.”

THE NEW BOOKS

It is often interesting to hear the
latest books discusseéd. Quite a number
of well-meaning persons make the fact
that, ‘broadly ‘speaking, our literature is
written for a day, a reproach to it, as
though literature had. not always been
written for a day—the day the publish-
er’s first check would be due. There
seems to be a notion that ambitious
authors should write for posterity, al-
though it is not clear just how they can
do this unless they know what their owh
day wants. A Canadian professor said
recently that he made it a rule not to
read new books until they had stood the
market test for five years. If then they
were in demand, he read them. If they
had not survived he concluded that much
of his valuable time had been saved.
Possibly he was not aware that the av-
erage life of a successful novel is reck-
oned about twelve months. By “life” is
meant the period durihg which it is in
really great demand from the novel-
reading public. In this connection a
statement from leading publishers is of
Interest. In 1912, they say, there were
twenty-seven best sellers. All of the
best sellers in January had disappeared
from the list by December. Only one
held its place as long as eleven months,
and ten were best sellers for one month
only. When a book drops from the es-
tate of best seller its descent is often
very rapid. It is surprising how few
of the best sellers of ten years ago the
young novel readers of today have ever
heard of. The mortality rate among
novels that are not best sellers is. prob-
ably even higher.

The ambitious author may well con-
clude that he need not worry too much
about posterity, for posterity will have

- its own froubles. If future generations
want his book it will be because his
book breathes the spirit of its own
time more than any other book.

BULGARIA 1S SHAKEN BY
EARTHOUAKE, MANY KLLED

Violent Shocks en Saturday and Sunday

Sofia, June 16—Earthquake shocks of
Saturday were renewed on Sunday “in
many parts of Bulgaria.

MONEY BUYS MORE NOW

An English Jounal's Views of Present
Day Prices and These of Old

{

(Pearson’s Weekly.)

If you are the father of a family or a
frugal housewife it is reasonably certain
that one of your pet grievances will be
that the cost of living has increased ter-
ribly during the last few years.

In the company of friends you will
gloat over items in your grocer’s bill and
revile the political party to which you
do not belong. But you are quite wrong.
The cost of living has. decreased, not in-
creased, during the last twenty-five
years. !

Of course you can easily point to half
a dozen particular foods that have gone
up in price. That is not the point. The
point is, whether, after adding together
all the expenses necessary to. a decent
existence, you are or are not better off.

First of all you can write down the
necessaries that have increased. The list
clothier's price list with one that is
twenty or even ten years old, and you
will see the difference in price. When
you see the working man on & Sunday
and remember how he was dressed in
the last century, you will see the differ-
ence in appearance.

As far as the
cerned, look at the “bargains” adver-
tised in an old newspaper and compare
them with those advertised today. You
will find a striking difference in favor
of today.

A thoroughly serviceable pair of boots
can be bought today for 8s, which
would formerly bave cost nearly double.

Manufacture is tending to develop on
a larger and larger scale, and the pro-
duets, as a result, are cheaper. This
applies not only to boots, but to nearly
every manufactured article.

Fares to and from work are an iter
will not be so formidable as you think
—especidlly if you take the average
during the full twenty-five years. And
there will be many important jtems
missing. Flour, for example, has not
increased; and bread can be bought at
the same price.

Next to bread in importance comes
meat. And meat not only has not risen
—it is cheaper.

Owing to the improvements of late
vears in the machinery of transport,
foreign meat can be sold so cheaply that
good ‘“‘cuttings” capable of making a
nourishing stew, can be bought at 2d.
per pound; while the housewife who
knows how
can buy good breast-bones at half this
price.

Of course the more tasty varieties of
home meat are more expensive. But
those to whom the cost of living is a
vital problem, rightly regard this as a
luxury.

Vegetables, with the exception of po-
tatoes, remain about the same, while
fruit is ever so much cheaper. Up to
Christmas, good cooking apples can be
bought at 1d, per pound.

Oranges are cheaper than they were.
While, owing to certain shipping enter-
prises, bananas, which used to be an
expensive luxury, are now the cheapest
of fruits. They are within the reach of
the humblest purse, and as they arc
about as nourishing as so much meat,
they must be reckoned as a very im-
portant item when calculating the cost
of living.

But it must not be forgotten that man
does not live by bread alone—a facl
that is sometimes overlooked by the
grumblers. There are other necessar-
jes to be considered. There are clothes,
manufactured articles, and travelling.

Clothing is ever so much cheaper—
and better, shoddy notwithstanding.
Nowadays, instcad of bad shoddy, we
have good shoddy. Compare a modern
in the budget of nearly every bread-win-
ner. And the triumph of the electric
tram has moré than halved the cost of
travel while giving infinitely grealer
speed and comfort.

Two This Season in London
Have Much of Interest

ONE 15 ANGLO-CERMAN

Marks New Era of Commercial
Prosperity — Strike of Farm
Laborers in Cheshite Ends, But
Trouble Threatens in Lancashire

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Lendon, June 2—The coming London
exhibitions are beginning to attract a
large amount of public attention. The
most important are those which are be-

ing prepared at Earl's Court and the
Crystal Palace for the summer months;
but various attractions are announced
for shorter periods at Olympia and
other resorts. A good deal of interest is
also being shown in exhibitions which
are in course of preparation for the

i}l rubber exhibition, to be held in June
and July at the Royal Agricultural Hall,
and the international exhibition of travel
and sport at Earl’'s Court from May to
October. Koo

Another exhibition which is being or-
ganized for the autumn of next year is
to be held at Olympfa. It is the ship-
ping, engineering, and machinery exhi-
bition, one feature of which is that it
is to 'be run on co-operative lines, every
exhibitor having a ° direct interest.
Many of the great shipping companies
anq engineering firms have promised
their assistance. There will be sections
for warships, wireless telegraphy, fish-
ery exhibits, turbines, marine engines,

Of  the immediately forthcoming
events one is the Imperial Services Ex- |
hibition at Earl’s Court, and the other
the Anglo-German Exhibition at the
Crystal Palace. The Earl’s Court dis-
plgy may be described as a naval and
military pageant designed on spacious
and dignified lines, and ought to prove
of absorbing interest to students of the
national history and to all who are con-
cerned in imperial progress and expan-
sion. The grounds are just now the
centre of much activity. Naval and mili-
tary men are employed in moving con-
signments of guns and ordnance which
are being sent from Woolwich and 'in
placing in position model ships which
are to be used in the naval display, an
armored train, a hospital train, a block
house, and other features of the exhi-
bition. All these exhibits will be in
charge of naval and .military men who
have seen service on sea or on land, and
who have taken part in the construction
of the entrenched camp, the blockhouse
of the veldt, and in service on armored
trains. ¢

Mimic Battle.ships

An advance squadron of the fleet,
which is to take part in the naval spes-
tacle is at work at Earl’s Court. Six
stone-grey mimic chattleships are lying
in dry dock in the harbor of the myth-
ical city which is to be bombarded three
times daily during the summer. The
battleships are models of the “King
George V.” the “Queen Mary,” the
“Thunderer,” the “Colossus,” the “Nep-
tune,” and the “New Zealand.” They
are from twenty feet to 25 feet in length.
The manoeuvres of this Liliputian navy
will be carried out by sailors on board
the ships. The harbor in the Empress
Hall pageant will then begin. Part of
the naval display will be a 6-inch naval
gun, a lifeboat lent by the Royal Life-
boat Society, and a model of the after-
part of the cruiser “Lion,” which visit-
ors will be able to inspect.

Another. feature of the Earl’s Court
exhibition will be a display of ordnance,
small arms, uniforms, breast-plates, his-
toric military weapons, and relics which
are” being sent from the Tower and
Woolwich Arsenal and are being ar-
ranged for exhibition in the long cor-
ridor extending from the Queen’s Palace
to the Queen’s Court.

Besides a collection of historic shields,
arquebuses, swords, and banners to be
hung on the walls, the broad promenade
will be flanked by British uniforms of all
periods and kinds. Field guns and fort-
ress guns of all periods, some of them
dating back to the thirteenth and four-
teenth centuries, will be exhibited, and
in the Queen’s Hall there will be mod-
ern specimens of ordnance from Wool-
wich, including the latest pattern of the
15-inch gun and a.60-pounder. Minia-
ture dels of aeropl hydroplanes,
and airships will be used for the illus-
tration of aerial warfare. The War Of-
fice and Admiralty are lending encour-
agement to the exhibition, and the gener.
al object of the display will be to il-
lustrate the union of the two services.

G. Edwards, general secretary of the
union, said that the union.would not
stand idly by and see that tyranny prac-
tised upon the men by any one. They
would support every laborer so locked
out or evicted, and would make public
the name of any farmer who was guilty
of such a mean and contemptible .ic-
tion. If any more of that kind of thing
took place the executive would seriously
consider the advisability of calling out
all the men. By their action the farmers
had declared war on the men, and the
union would ‘not be responsible for any-
thing that might follow.

The farmers replied to this threat by
holding a meeting to discuss the de-
mands put forward, and unanimously
decided not to recognize the men’s
union. It was also resolved, by forty-
one votes to thirty-nine, that the men
cease work at two o’clock on Saturday
afternoons between the busy seasons.
Several farmers protested against the
voting, but the chairman, P. T. Ros-
botham, declared the proposition car-
ried, and said he hoped that the farm-
ers would bow to .the decision of the
majority. He felt sure that if they
were only a united force they could
“squash” the union and take the wind
out of the sails of Mr. Edwards, the
secretary.

A Liquor Question

By permisison of the Duke and Duch-
ess of Westminster, the annual meeting
of the Native Races and the Liquor
Trafic United Committée was held at
Grosvenor House a few days ago. Sir
Robert Laidlaw presided. The annual
report of the committee, submitted by
Mr. Newton, the secretary, discussed the
recent action of the Ceylon government
in reversing its policy of restriction on
the trade in strong drinks. In 1870 there
were about 1,500 general liquor licenscs
in the island. By the end of 1911 these
had fallen to about 850. But in 1912
they were increased by the government
to 2,000. As between 80 and 90 per
cent of the inhabitants of Ceylon were
by religion abstainets, this thrusting of
liquor shops on them had, said the re-
port, outraged their most sacred cun-
victions. In the view of thé committee,
the government of Ceylon were making
a gigantic mistake. The committee slso
reported that in West Africa there was
a steady increase in the importation of
spirits, but whereas gin was the «ld
currency a silver currency was now be-
ing established. Belgium had enacted
prohibition in the whole of the Congo,
and Portugal had also forbidden the sale
and manufacture of spirits in the con-
tiguous districts.

THE JUDGESHIPS

Ottawa, June 15—As a result of
the operation of the amendment to
the Judges Act, passed in the closing
days of the session of parliament,

there will be a considerable shake-up
in the judiciary of Canada.

The new amendment applies only to
county court judges, but there are sev-
eral others who, under the old law, are
about to retire on full superannuation.
The -act now provides that county
Jjudges "must retire on reaching their
76th year, while they may be retired
after thirty years of service.

The vacancies impending under the
provisions of the new law or other-
wise are two supreme court and ten
county court judgeships in Quebec,
one supreme and -one county court
judgeship in New Brunswick, and one
county judgeship in Manitoba. '

In addition to these about a dozen
new judgeships were provided for in
the last session, thus giving effect to
provincial enactments, They include
an extra county judgeship in Ontario
and a new circuit court judgeship in
Quebec.

Progress in Gloucester

“QOur company will ship 150,000 tons
of iron ore during the summer,” said J.
J. Drummond, proprietor of the Drum-~
mond Iron areas near Bathurst, yester-
day. “Up to the present time our ship-
ments have been practically experimental
but now we have regular contracts and
hope to increase the output each year.
The ore is sent to Philadelphia where
the business is on a sound basis.”

Mr. Drummond said that the company
had about 80,000,000 tons of ore in their
holdings. “We have three vessels under
continuous charter for carrying the ore,”
he continued, “and these are loaded at
Bathurst. The whole nothern part of
the province has advanced greatly with-
in the last few yeears. The government
has thrown open a large tract of land
for settlement and farmers are taking up
land in all directions. Dredges are at
work deepening the Bathurst harbor, and
theré will be twenty-five feet at low
water at the different docks. We expect
soon to have a large pulp and paper mill
established there.”

CLEWS DISPLAYS
" MORE CONFIDENCE
IN'THE QUTLOOK

New York, June 14—The home busi-
ness . situation is generally sound, Mer-
chants and manufacturers are running
upon' a hand-to-mouth basis and there
is consequently no general oversupply of
merchandise. The moderate contraction
of credit thus far enforced has also tend-
ed to improve general conditions and
place the country upon a stronger and
more conservative basis. Commercial pa-
per is in better supply and offerings are
more freely taken, indicating sound
business conditions.

Ther is every reason to believe that as
soon as the' tariff is settled a decided
business recovery will follow. In the
steel trade there is already a disposition
to place orders with more freedom. Or-
ders for cotton goods and woollens are
increasing. Our foreign trade continues
to improve, the increase in exports of
manufactures being particularly grati-
fying. The crop outlook is good, in
spite of minor setbacks owing to low
temperatures. The season is somewhat
late, but corn always makes rapid- pro-
gress during July and ‘August, and other
crops afford a promise about as good
as a year ago., "The home banking situa-
as tion is slowly but surely improving
as a result of persistent contraction.
Forthcoming bank statements in reply
to the last call from Washington should
show more or less strengthening of re-
serves in all parts of the country.

Turn for the Better

There is good reason to hope that the
market has taken a more encouraging
turn for the better. At the same timie
it would be imprudent to he overconfid-
ent. -The finahcial situation at home has
not yet been entirely cured. 'The tension
upon the money market is great and the
demands for new capital still very in-
sistent.

Political conditions are unsatisfactory.
The situation abroad is still one of great
strain. There have been several fail-
ures in London resulting from the ex-
treme tension in credit, and in Paris and
Berlin there is a similar situation, ag-
gravated by local affairs. Paris is suf-
fering from the reaction~in Russian in-
dustrials, while Germany is passing
through a general trade reaction and a
universal shrinkage in securities. —The
failure of the German loan is an unwel-
come reminder of world-wide monetary
strain which cannot be cured over-night.

The Canadian situation is also one of
concern, the break in Canadian Pacific
having had damaging effects in the Lon-
don market. Delay and confusion in
the Harriman dissolution plans add to
discouragement. There is, however, a
danger of pessimism being overdone. In
reality there is a better buying power
in the market than has existed in several
months. This has been brought about
partly by liquidation and partly by the
accumulation of large sums of money for
the purpose of investment. For the time
being the outlook is certainly for a more
confident and active market. ~

The Sttuation

New York, June 16—With' pressure
from abroad all day Monday our market
waited sullenly for the supreme court
decision,” It came after the close, and
on Tuesday any support that the mar-
ket abroad may have had from us was
taken away, because both here and there
the decision was read adversely, and as
another rude push to our long-suffering
railroad :situation.

But it is ‘the strain  upon capital, pres-
ent and 'in prospect, that is the really
depressing influence. The Bulgarian-
Servian imbroglio—at,_last within pdssi-
bility of settlement through arbitration—
only putg off longer the return of confid-
ence, and with it the hidden gold of Eur-
ope. It is a market in which apparently
bad news hurts, and what seems good
news other times, has little effect. The
impending tariff changes, of course, have
their adverse bearing, although this alone
would not be seriously disturbing.

The steel and iron trade shows signs
of slowing down, and copper prices
must be shaded to meet buyers. Crop
prospects continue good. Financially,
we have resources enough to lift the
whole world out of its gloom if only
their strength could be marshalled under
operation of a good banking system. To
the bringing into being'of this last, all
intelligent co-operation must be enlisted

and exerted.

Schoolboy Mathematichisn Puts One
Over on Euclid, Newin
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Sidney A. Gross.

A sixteen-year-old boy has solved a|

mathematical problem that has baffied
the world since the beginning of civiliz~
etion,

He has found a way to divide an
angle into three equal parts without the
use of higher mathematics. And that
is something that neither old Euclid nor
Des Cartes nor Newton nor any other
mathematical genius that ever lived
could do. &

This prodigy is Sydney A. Gross, a
Philadelphia high school boy.

Sydney wanted to trisect an angle
and was not satisfied with the elabor-
ate “higher curves” method invented by
Euclid 2,100 years ago and used ever
since. So he made a little cardboard
device that does the business'as simply
a8 a draftsman’s pantograph.

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FLEET OF MODEL WARSHIS

British Vessels in Miniature With Guns
That Can Be Fired

(London Daily Mirror.)

The most expensive toy in the world
was on view here yesterday.

It was a real miniature fleet of super-
Dreadnoughts, battle cruisers and de-
stroyers, with a royal yacht, all fitted
with guns and searchlights, the whole be-
ing a replica, exact in every detail, of
vessels in the British Navy.

In time to come it may be that the

little super-sons of our multi-millionaires
will prevail upon their super-fathers to
buy them a model fleet as a saper-toy.
Yesteray they provided a spectacle of
exceptional interest as they were taking
part in the first review of miniature
fighting ships, ever Hheld.
Every vessel is fully armed with 18.5
in. and 12 in. guns—made to scale—
that will fire. Each one is equipped, too,
with the correct number of secondary
guns and carries electric navigation
ligths and searchlights, while the tor-
pedo-boats are operated automatically.

They are
propelled by electrical motors, and all
the boats .can travel at speed varying
from 21-4 knots to 81-2 knots for two
hours without stopping.

“If the fleet were bought as a present
for boy,” continued Mr. Hobbs, “the
generous father would require to build
for his son a lake 200 yards by 100 yards
and three feet deep. This would cost
£4,000, while scenery effects would cost
another £4,000; total for the fleet and the
sea, £12,550.

“After a few lessons intelligent boys
could easily work any vessel belonging
to the fleet. The guns can also be made
use of, and 150 rounds apiece can be
fired without reloading.

The problem of providing siding ac-
commodation to replace the facilities
which are being removed to make way
for the sugar refinery plant is daily be-
coming more pressing.
