Tsai Chen, pres­
ident of the ministry of commerce, 
Yuan Shi Kat, viceroy of Chi Li and 
commander of the Chinese forces, and 
Tang Ska Oyi, the new Governor of 
Mukden, have also been Impeached on 
various charges.

She will call at all 
the Rivers Inlet canneries, as well 
calling at the following places: Vancouver, 
Sechelt, Bucaneer Bay, Pender Harbor, 
Van Anda, Lunn, Shoal Bay, Rock Bay, 
Bear River, Salmon River, Port Neville, 
Alert Bay, Sointula, Fort Rupert and 
Hardy Bay.

Captain Troup, general superintendent 
of the Canadian Pacific steamship ser­
vice, who made the announcement of the 
company’s intentions this_ morning said 
that by placing the Queen City on this 
route the canneries at Rivers Inlet would 
be given a betetr service with the Vic­
toria merchants. Traffic under the 
schedule will be more brisk 
direct than during previous years.

When the vessel goes on her new route 
she will be in the command of Captain 
Gunns, who at present acts as pilot to 
the steamer Princess Victoria. Captain 
Gunns is well acquainted with the Rivers 
Inlet route.

Boise, Ida., May 8.—As a precaution­
ary measure, street speaking or 
preaching will be stopped In Boise dur­
ing the trials' of Haywood and the 
other leaders of the Western Federa­
tion of Miners. It is feared that free­
dom of speech in the street may lead 
to local agitation for or against the 
prisoners and possible disorder, and 
Mayor Haines has decided that it will 
be better to enforce a strict order 
covering the. matter.

The city continues 
there is not the slightest indication of 
disorder. The occasional crank is the 
man feared, rather than any concerted 
or suddenly 
ment.

Police and detectives watch the rail- 
rqads and highways entering the city, 
and it is the general belief that they 
will be able at all times to fully con­
trol the situation. Behind them is an 
experienced local militia and two 
troops of United States cavalry quart­
ered at a post within, the city limits, 
but there is not the slightest appre­
hension that their services will be re­
quired, nor has the militia been In­
structed to hold themselves In readi­
ness. In fact, the governor, the mayor 
and the people of Boise decline to be­
lieve that, In any circumstances, the 
peace will be broken.

The city is rapidly filling up. Wit­
nesses are arriving, many 
from a long distance. The 
men and magazine writers, many of 
them, have engaged houses or flats fo^ 
several months, the opinion being that 
the case will take three months to try.

Rev. Dr. Jordan of Queen’s Univers­
ity Addresses Divines on 

Various Questions.

The conference on religion and theology 
held annually in connection with the 
Presbyterian synod opened on Tuesday 
morning in the West Presbyterian church, 
New Westminster.

One of the main features of the meet­
ing will be six lectures on the value of the 
Bible as-a teacher, by the Rev. Prof. Jor­
dan, D. D., professor of Old Testament 
literature in Queen’s University, King­
ston. 'Or. Jordan is an eminent critic of 
the Bible and hie discourses will be re­
ceived with keep interest by the members 
of the Synod now^assembled. He deliver­
ed his first lecture on Tuesday morning 
on the subject, “The Old Testament as a 
Problem, ' and on Tuesday afternoon at 
4 o'clock delivered his second paper, which 
was on the subject, “Archaeology and 
Criticism."

The morning meeting opened with an 
excellent paper by the Rev. Dr T. W. 
Taylor, on the subject, “The Church’s 
Creed and Life.” While holding that a 
minister should enjoy the utmost liberty 
of thought and should be accorded that 
latitude by others, yet there were certain 
limits set to that liberty by the minister's 
duty as a teacher in an orthodox church. 
In concluding his address Dr. Taylor stat­
ed that in the paternal government of the 
church the ecclesiastical slipper and cat- 
o’-nine-tails have not been much in evi­
dence of late, but were nevertheless still 
in existence. It was necessary that they 
should be openly destroyed. Dr. Taylor 
said in conclusion: “When heresy appear­
ed our fathers judged the man; let us 
judge the thought, ever remembering 
that the worst evil from which any church 
can suffer is doubt hidden through fear.”

During the afternoon session the Rev. 
R. J. Wilson, M. A., Vancouver, gave a 
most interesting and well thought-out 
paper on “The Self-Portraiture of Jesus.” 
The whole lecture, though lengthy, was 
listened to with wrapt attention, and the 
discussion which followed, led by Rev. 
J. A. Logan, of Eburne, and Rev. J. R. 
Robinson, of Revelstoke, showed that all 
were interested and edified.

Following a short intermission was a 
learned and exhaustive paper on archae­
ology and criticism by Rev. Prof. Jordan, 
D. D., of Kingston, Ont. This paper gave 
rise to a very lively discussion, and while 
all by no means agreed with all the learn­
ed professor brought forward, one and *11 
appeared to be struck with his candor, 
learning and fairness in handling this 
difficult and intricate subject. Only the 
shortness of time brought the session 10 a 
close. The evening session was given up 
to a lecture on Japan by Rev. Prof.

London, May 6.—With negotiations 
extending up to the last moment, and 
all participating in them bound to 
secrecy, little is known as to the pro­
visions of the Irish council bill, the 
main proposals of which Augustine 
Blrrell, chief secretary for Ireland, 
promises to explain in the House of 
Commons to-morrow.

There has been a keen contest in the 
cabinet between the Home Rulers, re­
presented by Sir Henry CampbeU-Ban- 
nerman and Mr. Birrell, and the anti- 
Home Rulers, led by Mr. Herbert 
Asquith, chancellor of the exchequer, 
and Richard Haldane, secretary for 
war, with the Home Rulers desirous of 
giving Ireland at least a foundation 
for self-government, and Messrs. 
Asquith and Haldane demanding that 
the bill shâll not bear any resemblance 
to Home Rule. Mr. Asquith has gone 
so far as to say that if the bill contains 
anything in letter or in spirit inconsis­
tent with or in violation of the pledges 
he has made against Home Rule, he 
will resign; and there is little doubt 
that he would be followed by Mr. Hal­
dane and probably other members of 
the cabinet.

John Redmond has taken a promin­
ent part in the negotiations. The La- i 
borites* all of whom are Home Rulers, 
have been supporting the Nationalists, 
but even this would not justify Sir 
Henry Campbell-Bannerman losing two 
members of his cabinet in whom the 
people have the greatest , confidence. 
Faced with the impossibility of obtain­
ing an Irish parliament, ' with an ex­
ecutive responsible to it, Mr. Redmond 
is carrying on the fight to get as large 
an installment of Home Rule as is pos­
sible, and now it is announced that if 
this scheme lays a foundation on which 
Ireland can build, the Nationalists will 
consider whether it is worth accepting.

Mr. Redmond had a conference Sat­
urday with his chief advisers, includ­
ing John Dillon, Edward Blake and T. 
P. O’Connor, when the government pro­
posals and the attitude the National­
ists would adopt were discussed. This 
will be followed by a convention at 
Dublin, during the Whitsuntide recess, 
when the question will be gone over 
and the Irish members of parliament 
will be Instructëd as to the course they 
shall pursue.

The only expression of opinion ob­
tainable was from a more conservative 
Irish member of the House, who said: 
“I think the bill will be found to be 
fairly favorable,” indicating that while 
the Nationalists are far from satisfied, 
they realize that Mr. Birrell has gone 
as far as possible without requiring a 
disruption of the government, and will 
accept the bill as a start toward self- 
government.

The most sanguine now only hope 
for a measure giving administrative 
power through control of the expendi­
ture to an Irish council, which will be 
predominantly elective, all the Irish 
members of Commons being members 
thus obviating the necessity for sep­
arate elections. The Unionists will be 
represented by a nominative element. 
Even this administrative power, it is 
anticipated, will be limited, excluding, 
it is said, control over the Lord Lieu­
tenancy, the Privy Council, the judi­
ciary forces and the Crown police.

A concession may be made by hand­
ing over the Dublin metropolitan police 
to the council. The council will ad­
minister the local Irish government 
board, which controls public institu­
tions^ and. also the Irish board of 
works, two departments the affairs of 
which occupy so much time in the 
House of Commons.

The departments of agriculture and 
education doubtless will be handed 
over to the council. It was originally 
intended that a government official 
should be president of the council, but 
this was strongly opposed by Mr. Red­
mond, with the result that the 
election of the presiding officer is left 
for the council to decide. This is far 
from a settlement of Ireland’s claim 
for Home Rule, in the opinion of Home 
Rulers, but they express the hope that 
the bill will be so framed that the pow­
ers of the council can be enlarged as 
the Irish prove their fitness for self- 
government.

Advices 
received from Hazelton say that the 
party of Indians sent out to search 
for the two alleged criminals have re­
turned without finding any trace of 
theh* men.

The opinion, js expressed by some of 
those who have been out with the 
search party that the. two Indians may 
have met death during the past winter 
on account of being inadequately pre­
pared for the severe weather.

It will be remembered that the wife 
of Peter succumbed to consumption:, 
being unable to withstand the trials 
she was put to during the flight from 
justice. Peter was regarded as the 
real instigator of the trouble which re­
sulted in the murder of the victims of 
the affair. There are those who be­
lieve, however, that the Indian was not 
so much to blame but that the inter­
ference with his domestic affairs 
brought the Indian to a point where he 
could not withstand the temptation to 
take the life of the one whom he held 
responsible. There has always been a 
question whether Peter did not com­
mit both murders alleged.

Feter was a well to do Indian, but 
crazed by liquor and suffering under 
wrongs he felt had been done him, he 
committed the deed. This at least is 
the construction put upon the affair by 
those who defend the Indian’s action.

There were those who prophesied that 
the Indians would never be taken alive. 
According to the information received 
from Hazelton it would seem that 
their words have come true and the 
two fugatives have perished from hun­
ger and cold rather than yield to un­
dergo a trial for the crimes alleged.

Two of them 
who for some time past have been re­
duced to the use of crutches, had a 
difficult task. Bent double, the most 
abject wrecks of humanity that it is 
possible to conceive, these victims of 
the leprous scourge, who could count 
their brief span of life by hours, 
crawled, or were dragged, on board. 
One of them on reaching the deck near­
ly collapsed, and it was some minutes 
afterwards, when, raised by his com­
rades, he regained the use of his legs 
and passed into the quarters which 
had been selected for the lepers in the 
after part of the vessel.

The entire after portion of the ves­
sel had been set aside for the use of 
the lepers. There, in roomy quarters, 
they will spend the thirty days occu­
pied in the trip across the Pacific. 
The poop has been reserved exclusively 
for their use and they will lack noth­
ing in the way of fresh air. Every 
possible precaution has been taken to 
prevent the crew from coming in con­
tact with the lepers and the process nf 
segregation as exemplified on the 
steamer last night was of a most 
thorough character.

At the last moment the Chinese at­
tendant who had previously signified 
his willingness to go with the lepers to 
Hongkong, changed his mind and stated 
that he would not go.

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THE LEPERS. opinions on the matter as exhibited in 
the per capita Consumption of liquor 
of various brands by the population of 
the province, although that idea must 
be considered as to some extent con­
troverted-by the vote caAt when the 
prohibition plebiscite was taken. Be 
that as it may, our readers are doubt­
less aware • that a certain number of 
medical men in Great Britain recently 
issued a manifesto with respect to-' the 
virtues of alcohol when taken in mod­
eration. They held that it was benefi­
cial alike to the persons when in good 
health and when afflicted by fleshy ills, 
provided the limits of discretion were 
not transcended. Of course this pro­
nouncement created an uproar and a 
contrary expression of opinion, 
advocates of total abstinence, at­
tended to that. Now the ques­
tion has been raised as to the 
anti-teetotallers. Why did they affix 
their signatures to the mischief-breed­
ing document at all? Why did they, 
experienced men as they are. and 
of discretion beyond question, raise the 
issue, when they might just as well 
have gone on practicing In accordance 
with their belief, leaving others of the 
profession of a contrary mind to do 
the same thing? It is suspected that 
there was a political plot behind the 
whole thing, and that if It could only 
be unearthed the world would be 
greatly enlightened. Finally we have 
an explanation from the lawyer who 
drew up the document, and, after the 
manner of a good many legal state­
ments, it does not seem to convey a 
completely satisfactory explanation. 
He says he signatories had no thought 
of politics, that the thing arose out -of a. 
dinner-able discussion, and the origin­
al draft was much stronger than that 
ultimately published. As. it was car­
ried from one physician to another for 
his signature it underwent many modi­
fications. This one was for toning it 
down; the next was for heightening it; 
a third was for fine distinctions be­
tween malt liquors and spirits; a 
fourth, a Scotsman, Insisted upon a 
particular reference to .whiskey and 
water, and so on. At last, so great 
was the difference of opinion in detail 
that it was agreed to reduce the now 
bulky defence of alcohol to a brief gen­
eral statement to which none of the 
signers could possibly object. Many 
more signatures might have been had 
if the word “harmless" had been sub­
stituted for “beneflcig.1.” Hbwever, it 
was too late now to make the change 
and out came the manifesto with, six­
teen respectable doctors openly de­
claring their belief in the usefulness 
of alcohol. Some of them seem to be 
sorry they spoke. Doubtlesr they had 
never anticipated the terrific storm and. 
it took them by surprise. Some even 
began to apologize in a mild "Way. “I 
would certainly not have signed it,” 
said Sir William Gowers, “if r had 
known that It originated with the 
laity,” and “I certainly thbught,” said 
Mr. Jonathan Hutchinson,” Mr. Wil­
liams was a doctor. I was also under* 
the impression that Sir Lauder Brun- 
ton had signed the declaration when 
It was presented to me.” . ”1 
say," said another of the signers,* 
“that had the drafting of the document 
ben left with me I would have made it 
less general in its meaning.” These 
apologies are all very well, but no one 
was obliged to sign the document, 
and, moreover, if it had not “originat­
ed with the laity” would It therefore 
have been truer? This, from one of 
the doctors, is more to the point: “I 
don’t care a rap who It originated with. 
It makes no difference to me whether 
Mr. Williams is a medical man or not, 
so long as I am putting my name to a 
scientific truth 
cause I do not think the medical pro­
fession ought to describe alcohol uni­
versally as a ‘poison.’ It is no good 
telling people a He like that in order 
to frighten the few to whom M is a 
poison into total abstinence.”

Some of the arguments produced in 
England and in this country for and 
against alcohol are instructive, says 
the New York Sun. One notable au­
thority on nutrition is said to go so 
far as to deny that alcoholic beverages 
have anything to do with gout, an 
opinion which will perplex the experi­
enced. He says he once had a patient, 
a woman, who was a martyr to gout 
but never touched a drop, while her 
husband, a confirmed toper, never suf­
fered at all. Still, there was subtle 
connection between the drink and the 
gout, which the doctor explains as fol­
lows:

“Every time this woman’s husband 
came home drunk she had a violent at­
tack of gout. I always knew when 
he had been taking too much, for his 
wife generally came to the hospital the 
next day. This could be easily ac­
counted for. She was so strongly op­
posed to drink that her anger and re­
sentment at seeing her husband under 
the influence of drink would simply 
overcome her, her digestion would 
naturally be affected and gout would 
be the result."

This may be well enough for married 
men, but it is a poor consolation to 
those who have no wives to bear the 
consequences of their dissipation. We 
shall never be satisfied till the medi­
cal men have declared by manifesto 
that alcohol is beneficial fo ail gouty 
bachelors.

A happy solution of the leper pro­
blem has been reached by the Domin­
ion government. In their native land 
the unfortunates will receive such 
treatment as would have been impos­
sible while they remained immured 
upon Darcy Island. It is true that 
while they were in charge of the au­
thorities of this city the lepers were 
not permitted to suffer for lack of 
anything that could add to their ma­
terial comfort; but nevertheless our 
common humanity revolted at the idea 
of men in their cdndltion being com­
pelled to linger in their sufferings 
without the care and attention the 
civilization of to-day exacts on behalf 
of the lower orders of creation in like 
extremity. The Orient, being more 
accustomed to the dread disease of 
leprosy, does not shrink as the Occi­
dent does from contact with the un­
clean. In China there are institutions 
for the treatment of leprous subjects, 
and into one of these the late deni­
zens of our lazeretto will be admitted, 
the government of Canada being re­
sponsible for the attention bestowed 
upon them. Consequently the history 
of the leper colony on this coast has 
been closed and a happy disposition 
made of a very perplexing question. It 
Is possible that, notwithstanding close 
medical supervision, other cases of the 
disease may bevelop In the province. 
But such a contingency will become 
more remote with every year that 
passes, because the Mongolian popula­
tion is steadily decreasing under the 
exclusion laws now In force. In view 
of any eventualities, however, Darcy 
Island will be retained as a place of 
temporary detention until means of 
transportation, which cannot be secur­
ed on the ordinary liners running to 
the Orient, can be procured.

The curtain being now rung down 
upon the tragedy of British Columbia’s 
lepers-—because anyone who has visit­
ed the doomed settlement on the island 
knows well that there were pathetic 
and tragic elements in connection with 
their incarceration—it may be well to 
remind the public that the federal

The

government of Canada assumes no re­
sponsibility for the treatment of dis­
eased persons once they have passed 
the frontier of the country. Under the 
terms of confederation that is a duty 
which falls upon the provinces and 
upon municipalities. Thé Dominion 
guards the gates at all ports of entry. 
Once Immigrants have run the cordon
at such places, they are beyond 
federal jurisdiction. A corps of effi­
cient and vigilant officials is maintain­
ed at William Head by the Dominion 
government.

Under a previouà' federal administra­
tion and up to a certain point in the 
career of the present administration 
attention was frequently drawn to the 
experience of Victoria with her Chinese 
leper colony and the Jqjustice pointed 
out of our people being compelled to 
bear the cost of their isolation and 
maintenance. The case of the Tracadie I signed be-
lejwrs in the East, the cost of whose 
maintenance in isolation is borne by 
th$ Dominion, was cited as proof that 
we in British Columbia Were being dis­
criminated against. The answer was 
that the Tracadie leper colony was in 
existence previous to confederation and 
wa,e taken over under a special ar­
rangement; that the British Columbia
government received a portion of the 
tax collected from Chinese seeking en­
trance on this side of the continent be­
cause they were rçcognized as immi­
grants in a sense of an objectionable 
class, and that therefore the question 
was one between the provincial gov­
ernment and the municipalities. Final­
ly the representations of the present 
members for British Columbia in the 
Dqminion Parliament prevailed with 
the Ottawa government, and the result 
is that the city of Victoria and the 
otfier municipalities which incurred ex­
pense of the maintenance of leprous 
Orientals have been reimbursed for all 
their outlay and the colony has been 
deported to the country from whence 
it came. Just at the present

But while the situation is what it is, 
it is satisfactory to note that the prefer­
ential seed sown by Canada is begin­
ning to germinate. Whether . it ^ was 
cast upon stony ground or upon fruit­
ful soil that promises an abundant 
harvest is a matter that the future 
alone can determine. The leafier of one 
of the great political parties in Great 
Britain has made a definite announce­
ment with respect to his attitude. Sir 
Henry Campbell-Bannerman has taken 
strong ground on the other side, and, 
however our sympathies may be, 
there can be no question that in the 
light of the recent elections he is justi^ 
fled in doing so. It is certain that from 
this time forward the battle will rage 
furiously. Issues of the most mo­
mentous importance are involved—is­
sues involving not only the relations of 
the colonies with the central power 
but the relations of foreign countries 
with the Empire at large. The eyes of 
all the nations of the world have been 
intently’ watching the progress of 
events in London in connection with 
the sessions of the Colonial Conference, 
and it is probable that the views of 
foreign nations could not be more dis­
passionately or frankly stated than in 
the following from the New York 
Evening Post:

“Another point which outside nations 
can but consider with great care is the 
final decision of he conference in the 
matter of preferential trade. If Eng­
land Should depart, even but a little 
and only for Imperial reasons, 
her settled policy of free trade, 
event would be one of world-wide im­
portance. For wrapped up in prefer­
ence is retaliation. One of the Colon­
ial Premiers frankly admitted this, 
but declared England could retaliate 
upon the retaliators in a way ta bring 
them to their knees. This however, 
is not so certain. Nations will suffer 
as much for trade rights as for any 
other, and a commercial wrar might 
easily be as prolonged and disastrous 
as one with guns and ships. Fortun­
ately, there is no sign whatever that 
the Liberal ministry will assent to the 
proposal to tax the products of other 
countries in order to swell the exports 
of the colonies. That path Is too un­
tried and ^perilous; and, besides, the 
government contends that it had a 
plain mandate from the electorate not 
-to place a tax upon food. Now, with­
out a food-tax, preferential trade with 
the colonies is a dream. It is expect­
ed that the Chancellor of the Exche­
quer will to-day explain'to the confer­
ence how impossible tt is for the gov­
ernment to accede to the demands of 
Premier Deakin of Australia.”

the world in this as in all social 
problems. Great Britain has estab­
lished the nucleus of a fund which will 
be the basis of an old age pension 
scheme, provided another party does 
not come into power of reactionary 
tendencies, which, is not at all prob­
able. In Canada the question has not 
yet passed the academic point; but 
there is little doubt that now the sub­
ject has been introduced by Sir Richard 
Cartwright, one of the Ministers of 
the Crown, it will again be introduced 
and will be continue to be discussed 
until something tangible result^ The 
undemocratic democracy to the sduth 
of us is the one advanced community 
in the world that lags behind in this 
matter of making provision for the de­
clining years of the aged and infirm. 
This condition of affairs may be partly 
due to a doubt respecting federal as 
opposed to state jurisdiction. Evident­
ly the Empire State of New York has 
concluded that it must set a salutary 
example to the other states of the 
union, as the representative of Brook­
lyn in the assembly at Albany has in­
troduced an old age pension bill, which 
provides that every man or woman over 
the age of sixty years who has no 
income and is incapable of working to 
produce an income shall receive assist­
ance to the extent of twelve dollars a 
month. In explaining the purport of 
his measure the representative in 
question stated that in the state there

“The great hall was hushed in abso­
lute silence except for one smooth, 
quiet voice. Yet it spoke of common 
things—tales of the mart and the mar­
ket-place, and the trade the merchant 
brings. But, ‘if business be business,’ 
there" is a sentiment behind it that 
mere commercial interest has never yet 
engendered, ‘though we do nof fall on 
the neck and kis when we come to­
gether.1 And the proud claim of a free 
people rang through the appeal for 
closer union. ‘We do not come here as 
suppliants.’ ”

Thus a writer in the Pall Mall Ga­
zette .described a scene historic at the 
dinner given , in London by the 1900 
Club to the Colonial Premiers when 
the Premier of Canada, Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, was speaking. “It was pretty,” 
the writer continued, “to see the 
throng of men and women converging 
silently ever closer round* the chief 
table as the spell of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier’s silver oratory held them. To 
hear him the better, men who were 
making their names in' their country’s 
history accepted the offer of half a 
chair from those more happily placed 
with profound and heartfelt grati­
tude.” That the great imperial gather­
ing, in which our Canadian represen­
tative is at once,the most conspicuous 
figure and admittedly the most far-see­
ing and wisest counsellor, has made 
a deep impression not only upon the 
thinking men of Great Britain, but 
upon the leading intellects of the world, 
we have already had abundant evi­
dence. The New York Post, a news­
paper of broad views and cosmopoli­
tan sympathies, expresses the opinion 
that Americans “have every reason to 
follow with deep interest the proceed­
ings of the Colonial Conference. There 
is involved in It a living demonstra­
tion of one of the most wonderful sys­
tems of government the world has ever 
known. As Ühir. Balfur pointed out in 
his speech at the banquet given the 
Colonial Premiers by the T.900 Club, the 
history of Iiïipèrial colonization shows 
no parallel to the great British experi­
ment. England herself has but slowly 
felt her way- to the position which she 
at present. maintains with respect to 
her colonies. First came control by 
the mother Country; but this has now 
been abandoned. Then the right of in­
tervention, in ,£he domestic affairs of 
self-governing colonies was dropped; 
and now we see a very ‘loose’ connec­
tion, local independence joined with 
loyalty to the Empire, but a connec-

are over sixty thousand people who 
have reached the span of life at which
they ought to be in receipt of state as­
sistance. “Think,” he said, “of the 
hundreds of old people now in poor- 
houses who ought to be living in their 
own homes on a small pension from 
the state.” Contrast this state of af­
fairs in a wealthy country like the 
United States with the conditions in 
Germany, in comparison a poverty- 
stricken land, where there is scarcely 
a person but possesses all the neces­
saries of life free from all the degrad­
ing influences of pauperism.

The restrictions to be imposed by the 
state of New York are copied princi­
pally from the law at present in force 
in New Zealand. Applicants for pen­
sions must have*resided continuously in 
the stàte for twenty-five years. No per­
son who has been convicted of a crime 
shall be eligible. The ban will be 
placed upon wife deserters and upon 
all who have neglected to properly 
provide for their families. No person 
who has not been of good moral char­
acter and soby habits between the 
ages of fifty and sixty years, a period 
of life at which all should have 
reached the age of discretion, shall be 
considered as worthy of having their 
applications considered. Thus ^ the 
scheme is designed to accomplish a 
great moral reform as well as to do 
justice to the industrious and deserv­
ing. There will be the usual safe­
guards against fraud by the nominal 
transfer of property and othér subter­
fuges familiar to the sharper, and 
which, if rumor Is to be credited, have 
been frequently practiced upon the fed­
eral government for the purpose of 
swelling the huge list of those who are 
drawing bounties on account of the 
civil war.

There is no doubt that the Toronto 

News in its estimate of Hon. George E. 
Foster accurately expresses the views 
of a very large section of indepen­
dent Conservatives throughout the Do­
minion. The following frank and can­
did utterance from the News is quite 
refreshing: “In the last analysis it 
would have been sound policy and good 
politics to have recognized frank'y that 
as an Opposition lieutenant, Mr. Fos­
ter’s usefulness was over. It would 
ultimately have strengthened Mr. Bor­
den's hand, and made him free to deal 
ruthlessly with government wrongdo­
ing. As it is, the opposition is weak­
ened in the country, and there are 
signs that his own party in Mr. Fos­
ter’s present constituency will reverse 
the policy adopted by the opposition 
at Ottawa.

THE ISSUES RAISED BY THE COL­
ONIAL CONFERENCE.

One of the most ^remarkable features 
of political life in Canada is the com­
plete submersion of two of the chief 
Conservative causes of complaint 
against the present Dominion govern­
ment. We refer to the demand for 
“adequate protection” for Canadian in­
dustries and the claim that in institut­
ing a preference for British goods we 
gave something for nothing and that 
had our representatives insisted when 
the duties on British products were re­
duced reciprocal advantages might 
have been secured from the Imperial 
government for the proudets of Can­
ada. It was contended that when Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier announced that the 
preference was granted unconditional­
ly, leaving to the people of Great Brit­
ain absolute freedom of choice as to 
whether they should grant a corres­
ponding advantage in their markets, 
the cause of this country had been be­
trayed. But circumstances have com­
pletely vindicated the course of the 
Canadian government, and to-day we 
find one of the most aggressive of Con­
servatives and strenuous advocates of 
Imperial preferential trade announcing 
that in this matter he and Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier are absolutely in harmony. We 
refer to Sir Charles Tupper, at 
time a leader of the Conservative 
forces and the first Canadian High 
Commissioner in London. Sir Charles, 
after sounding British opinion at first 
hand, is now agreed that In the inter­
ests of Imperial unity it is essential 
that if the Empire is to be united in 
stronger commercial bonds, the con­
summation must be brought about by 
the free will of the British people and 
without pressure - from the colonies. 
This is the only safe path to follow. It 
Is easy now to see what Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier perceived from the beginning: 
that if the*people of the Motherland 
had been induced to depart from their 
traditional free trade policy at the In­
stance of the colonies and hard times 
had followed, not necessarily as the re­
sult of the adoption of such a course, 
but incidentally because of conditions 
beyond the control of statesmen, the 
effect upon the relations of the varl-

The trouble between the coal miners 
and operators of eastern British Col­
umbia and western Alberta- has been
settled. We believe it will stay set­
tled. The native industries of this pro­
vince and the agriculturists of the 
three prairie provinces have been re­
lieved from the suspense incidental to 
a possible shortage of fuel and thq 
business embarrassment incidental 
thereto. There is no question that the 
strike threatened the prosperity of the 
West especially and that its effects 
would have been seriously felt in all 
portions of the country.

On Monday evening at the weekly 

meeting of* the city council, Aid. 
Hanna will ask leave to introduce a 
by-law to amend the revenue by-law 
which was passed in 1900 and amended 
in 1902. The chief aim of the amend­
ments which the alderman proposes is 
to widen the scope of the revenue by- 
l$w by Increasing the number of tax­
able occupations and to obtain revenue 
from certain vehicles not covered by 
the old measure. Aid. Hanna has been 
investigating the act relating to thè 
taxation of insurance corporations, and 
finds that its provisions allow any cor­
poration to send as many agents as it 
wishes into a city to collect, and can­
vass (or It providing that it has paid 
the license required by the city. He 
at first suggested an amendment of the 
civic by-law which would have the ef­
fect of stopping the in/lux of outside 
agents into the municipality, but finds 
that such an amendment would be con­
trary to the act.

Only oné new clause is added, in the 
proposed amendment by-law, to the 
original, and this clause provides that 
all vehicles, except those used for do­
mestic purposes or by traders who are 
resident in the city, shall be taxed $2 
a year. Another of the changes made 
is the addition of waterworks compan­
ies to the list required to pay a half- 
yearly tax of $50. The proposed amend­
ment by-law, in full, is as follows :

The municipal council of the corporation 
of the city of Victoria enacts as follows :

Î. This by-law shall take effect on and 
from the 16th day of July, 1907.

2. The Revenue By-Law, 19Q0, No. 321, 
as amended by the Revenue By-Law 
Amendment By-Law, 1902, No. 393, Is 
hereby amended as follows:.

I. Paragraph 18 of schedule A to the 
said amending by-law is hereby repealed 
and the following paragraph substituted 
therefor:

“13. Every fur dealer, or fur trader, ex­
press company, gas company, telephone 
company, electric light company, street- 
railway or tramway company, water­
works company, $60 for every six 
months.”

II. Paragraphs 30, 31, 32, 33 and 34 of 
schedule A are hereby repealed and the 
following paragraphs hve 
therefor:

“30. From every Insurance corporation 
doing business and taking risks in the 
municipality (other than a fire, marine, 
plate glass, accident, fidelity and employ­
ers’ liability insurance corporation) the 
sum of $50 for every six months.”

“31. From every marine, plajte glass, 
cident, fidelity and employers’ liability 
Insurance corporation doing business and 
taking risks in the municipality the sum 
of $10 for every six months.”

“32. From one agent carrying on busi­
ness In the municipality for every insur­
ance corporation doing business and tak­
ing risks in the municipality (other than 
a fire, marine, plate glass, accident, fidel­
ity or employers’ liability Insurance cor­
poration), or for a loan and investment 
society or corporation doing business in 
the municipality, which Insurance or 
loan and investment corporation or so­
ciety has not taken or paid for a license 
under the provisions of this by-law, the 
sum of $50 for every six months.”

“33. From one agent carrying on busi­
ness in the municipality, for every* 
marine, plate glass, accident, fidelity or 
employers’ liability insurance corporation 
doing business and taking risks in the 
municipality, which corporation has not 
taken or paid for a license under the pro­
visions of this by-law, the sum of $10 for 
every six months.”

“34. The agents’ taxes in the two next 
preceding paragraphs shall be paid In 
addition to aqy other business license tax 
paid or payable by the agent.”

3. Said schedule A is hereby further 
amended by adding thereto the following 
paragraph :

“35. Every person, the owner of any 
vehicle used in the city (except bicycles. 
Invalid carriages, perambulators and 
children’s vehicles, and except vehicles 
kept by traders residents of the city for 
the delivery of their own merchandise, or 
in the exercise of any tradé or calling 
carried on in the city), $2 annually, pay­
able on the 16thf day of July in each and 
every year. /

“Vehicles owned by farmers resident 
outside the city using the city streets are 
not taxable.”

For many years the Church of 
1 has been deeply interested in

Back to civilization for the first time 
in several, years, Frank Braine, fur 
trader at Stewart River, Yukon Terri­
tory, is spending a few days at the 
Dominion hotel before leaving for the 
Old Country to take a well-earned, but 
short, holiday. He arrived from the 
North by the Princess May yesterday, 
and will commence his journey to Eng­
land at ‘ the end of the week.

There is evidently profit and pleasure 
in Mr. Braine’s occupation, for he, with 
his partner, have established their 
headquarters on the Stewart river, 500 
miles from Dawson, and in as lonely 
a country as one could imagine. Ex­
cept for the Indians, who trade with 
them, and an occasional white man, 
who comes that way, the two fur trad­
ers see little of their fellow man and 
pass their days in solitude, relieved 
only by the calls of their occupation. 
Mr. Baine speaks the Indian languages 
like a native, and is easily able to out­
do the traders from Dawson, who have 
from time to time endeavored to carry 
on business with the tribes* occupying 
the territory covered by his partner 
and he. The Indians with whom he 
does most business arev the “Rabbit- 
skins,” to give the English equivalent 
for their name, and this tribe is known 
as the third in point of strength of all 
the northern Indians, the Créés and 
the Eskimos alone surpassing them. 
Other tribes with which Mr. Braine 
trades are the Pell River Indians, the 
“Looseshoes” and the “Dry woods.” 
These Indians are a peaceable lot and 
give the traders no trouble, but trad­
ing with them is not so simple a mat­
ter as with some of the more advanced 
tribes. The pelts obtained are mostly 
those of the silver fox, martin, beaver 
and mink, and the two traders ship, 
on an average, furs to the value of 
$8,000 to England.

Mr. Braine thinks that the frozen 
north, so often regarded with a shiver 
by warm-blooded people, is a splendid 
place to live. The altitude is high and 
the air bracing and clear. Snowshoes 
are required from October to May, and 
between these months the temperature 
sometimes drops to about 70 degrees 
below. Although Mr. Braine is taking 
his second holiday in nine years, he 
will be back to his work in a couple of 
months.

At Halesboro, in the Red 
river country, the wife and child of An­
drew Bell were badly hurt.

The village of Antioch was practically 
destroyed.

Crops in the path of the storm, which 
was unusually wide, were completely de­
stroyed. The village of Birdwright was 
destroyed, and it is known that at least 
one death occurred there.

Near Selina, Texas, a farm house was 
blown down and two men killed. There 
were no less than ten tornadoes reported 
in the North Texas tornado belt, the 
greatest number ever known in one day.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS. 
Victoria Meteorological Office,

1st to 7th May, 1907.
The week just past has, like its two im­

mediate predecessors, been a continuance 
of fine, bright weather, without any pre­
cipitation to speak of. In this district no 
rain has fallen since April 16th, now three 
weeks past, a most unusual spell of dry 
weather at this season of the year. On 
•the Lower Mainland a thunderstorm oc­
curred at New Westminster on the 4th, 
and on the 7th a light shower fell there; 
this is the only precipitation recorded in 
the province during the entire week. At 
Victoria there were registered 76 hours 
and 54 minutes of bright sunshine, being 
a daily average of 11 hours.

There has not been any marked change 
in barometric conditions, the pressure has 
been mostly high over British Columbia 
and ’the northern part 
states and low In California and Utah; 
these conditions have mainly contributed 
to the continuance of fine weather. To­
wards the close of the week there has 
been a tendency for low areas from the 
ocean to develop on our northern coast 
and pass inland across the province to the 
prairie provinces. The wlhds have been 
chiefly moderate in foroe, increasing to 
fresh on the 7th Inst. Temperatures have 
been higher during the day, reaching 82 
at Kamloops on the 7tji ; but the nights 
hav^ been cdldV Vegetation has .advanced, 
but rain is badly jieedefl In most sections.

In the far Northwest It 1 
warffcer, 68 bein£ recorded 
the 6th. In the Pacific sta 
er has been mostly fair and warmer be­
tween the ranges, and only a few show­
ers have occurred.

East of the Rockies abnormally cold 
weather has beep general; light snowfall 
has occiyred at various points, 
metric pressure has greatly varied, and 
the séasori appears to be generally back­
ward.

INCREASED TRAFFIC
TO AUSTRALIA

Steamer Manuka Brings Long Pass­
enger List Chiefly For 

San Francisco.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
With a long passenger list, the majority 

of whom are destined for San Francisco, 
the steamer Manuka, of the Canaaian- 
Australian line, reached port Tuesday 
evening. The Manuka has replaced the 
Miowera on tl*e route, but it is likely 
that she will only make one more voyage 
this summer, and on her withdrawal the 
Miowera will ply as heretofore.

Every voyage of the Canadian-Aus- 
tralian liners shows an increased passen­
ger traffic. This is consequent upon the 
withdrawal of the vessels of the Oceanic 
Steamship Company which formerly plied 
between Sydney and San Francisco. Aus­
tralians en route to United States points 
are now coming via Victoria.

To meet this increased traffic the Union 
Steamship Company, which operates the 
Canadian-Australian line, has now under 
construction at. Greenock a new vessel 
called the Mirama. Full details of this 
addition to the fleet have already appear­
ed In the Times, and the vessel, which is 
guaranteed to stêhm sixteen and a half 
knots, will make her initial voyage to 
Victoria next spring.

The Manuka passed through ideal 
weather during her trip to this Coast. The 
report of the voyage is incorporated in 
the following report drawn up by the 
purser:

“Departure was taken from Sydney on 
April 15th, Brisbane April 17th; Suva, 
FIJI, was touched on April 22nd, and 
Fannings Islands on the 27th, to land 
stores for the cable station. Honolulu 
was reached on the 29th, and cargo and 
mails landed and taken in, the steamer 
leaving again at 11 o’clock the same even­
ing. Ideal weather prevailed throughout 
the trip, accompanied by smooth seas, 
deck games during the day and social 
entertainments in the evening were in­
dulged in and enjoyed to the fullest ex­
tent by all bn board. The final social func­
tion in the first-class was held Monday 
evening, when a successful fancy dress 
ball was held, and Miss Ackman, as a 
gypsy, was perhaps the best of a decided­
ly good lot of fancy dresses, Messrs. 
Campbell and Fleming heading the list 
for the gentlemen. In the second-class a 
champagne supper and concert was held, 
presided over by Mr. Wm. Cable, when 
everyone took farewell amid mutual re­
grets."

The vessel had between 600 and 700 tons 
of general freight on board, among which 
were large quantities of a perishable 
nature. At this port she discharged 50 
tons. She had over 400 passengers. After 
lying at the outer wharf durins the night 
she sailed for Vancouver at 7 o’clock on 
Wednesday morning.

TELLS OF CONDITIONS 
IN CANADIAN WEST

W. C. Mathews is Optimistic—Why 

Manitobans Are Coming, to 
This Province.

Winnipeg, Man., May 6.—Mr. W. C. 
Mathews, Toronto, general manager of 
R. G. Dun A Co., in the course of his 
annual tour throughout the west, said 
in reply to a question as to the effect 
of the graih blockade upon payments 
and trade, that it had no effect in 
tightening up money. “But in British 
Columbia, in Vancouver and Victoria, 
where I have just been,” he continued, 
“trade has been good and people have 
been paying up pretty wellv There, of 
course, they are but little affected by 
the grain blockade. The banks, how­
ever, have been tightening up money 
in the matter of real estate, which no 
doubt is a wise policy. Nor do people 
complain much in Calgary and Ed­
monton and payments there have been 
good. There is something in the west 
that is very exhilarating and the feel­
ing is, that if things are not right to­
day, they will be very soon. If trans­
portation facilities could be improved 
they leel that they could soon get out 
of their troubles.

“A large amount of money is being 
brought in by settlers, in small sums 
in* each case, but a great deal in the 
aggregate and there were few com­
plaints that payments were not quite 
as good as expected. There was a gen­
eral feeling of hopefulness, which af­
fects creditors as well as debtors, and 
bankers say that they are prepared to 
look after legitimate mercantile cus­
tomers, but they are setting their faces 
against real estate advances, and wisely 
so. Things have gone on too fast and 
in some places have almost reached 
the danger limit; They have been go­
ing on in a rising market, buying to­
day and selling to-morrow at a higher 
price, and it was only a question of 
time when the top point would ~be 
reached, and I think it is about there.

“There is a great future for both 
Edmonton and Calgary. Edmonton is 
in the centre of a splendid agricultural 
country, and the city has a great fu­
ture ahead of it. but it will take time. 
Many places in the west are suffering 
from their inability to deal with the 
large influx of population. Settlers 
have been coming in faster than they 
can take care of them comfortably. One 
of the difficulties Is illustrated by the 
high price of lumber; but at the same 
time they are not suffering to the 
same extent as settlers did In Ontario 
in the early days, nor even In Mani­
toba a few years ago.

“A good many people are getting un­
easy about the weather conditions, but 
these seem to be universal, for they 
ere in trouble both in the east and in 
the south. My experience is that these 
things will not turn oüt as bad as is 
anticipated. We have to have some 
poor years. As long as the tide of im­
migration continues to flow as it is do­
ing now, I do not think there can be 
any serious setback. In fact, a tem­
porary check would be a very healthy 
thing.

“The C. P. R. Irrigation scheme In 
the neighborhood of Calgary is a huge 
undertaking, and they have great hopes 
for the development of the district. 
They are brlngipg in lots of Americans 
from the irrigated states, who are "buy­
ing land, and they hope for a larger in­
crease in the near future. There is one 
thing that is particularly attractive to 
Americans, that Is that they have a 
guarantee of water from the govern­
ment. In the United States questions 
of water rights arise and a man who 
buys land often buys a lawsuit. In the 
Calgary district when a man buys land 
he has a government guarantee that he 
will be always supplied with water at 
60 cents an acre.

NEW AGREEMENT

Notices Have Been Posted Request­
ing Men to Return to Work 

in Mines.

Fernie, May 6.—The following notice 
has been posted all over town:

“To the officers and 'members of U. 
M. W. of A., district No. 12: The re­
sult of voting upon the new agreement 
Is as follows: For, 1,124; against, 747; 
majority, 377. The agreement has been 
duly signed to-day, and all members 
of our unions are requested to end 
their vacation and resume work at all
mines.

“(Sd.) F. H. Sherman, president, dis­
trict Nco. 18, U. M. W. A."

Provisions of Agreement.
The agreement occupies four pages 

of typewritten matter, and the accom­
panying schedules take up eight more. 
The parties are the Western Coal Op­
erators’ Association, consisting of seven 
companies, as represented by the Unit­
ed Mine Workers of America, district 
No. 18. By It the provisions of agree­
ments existing prior to April, 1907, are 
confirmed for a further period of two 
years, excepting in so far as they are 
changed by provisions of the new agree­
ment. Sixty days before the expira­
tion of the new arrangement a confer­
ence will be held by the parties to dis­
cuss a renewal. All the persons accept­
ing employment at mines, coke ovens, 
and outside plants are to be governed 
by the rules laid down in the agree­
ment. In the event of a local dispute 
a man, with grievance shall submit hts 
complaint to the pit boss. ^ If the pit 
boss and the employees fail to agree 
the matter shall go before the pit com­
mittee and mine superintendent. If 
they fail to agree it shall be referred 
to the general manager or general su­
perintendent of the company concern­
ed and members of the district board. 
Should they fail to agree the dispute 
shall be referred to a joint committee 
composed of three operators appointed 
by the Western Coal Operators’ Asso­
ciation and three miners appointed by 
district No. 18. If this committee is un­
able to agree It shall endeavor to choose 
an independent chairman. If it can­
not do so the Minister of Labor shall 
be asked to appoint such chairman. 
The decision of the committee thus 
constituted shall be binding upon both 
parties. While the dispute is being 
considered the men must remain at 
work. In the event of an employee be­
ing discharged he shall not remain In 
the employ of the company while his 
case is being investigated. If a claim 
Is made for the time lost, thA'joini 
mittee shall determine the 
tion, if tthy.

One important sub-section reads as 
follows :

“Any breach of this agreement by any 
of the parties hereto is not' to void 
the said agreement, but same is to 
continue In full force and effect. It is 
not intended, however, by this sub-sec­
tion to abridge the right of the men to 
suspend work until after final settle­
ment as herein provided, if any opera­
tor or operators refuse to be bound by 
any decision given against them under 
this article.”

The article referred to is, of course, 
that arranging for the settlement of 
disputes.
which may arise is to be on the basis 
of day wages until a wage scale has 
been fixed by joint committee. The 
promise of Hon. W. H. Cushing, minis­
ter of public works for Alberta, that 
his government would introduce legis­
lation enacting an eight-hour day, 
hank and bank, has apparently been 
considered in the section relating to 
hours of work.

STRIKE RIOTS IN 
SAN FRANCISCO

At the meeting of the board of al­
dermen on Monday, two reports were 
received from Messrs. Mason and 
Mann, the city solicitors. One had ref­
erence to the difficulties which have 
arisen out of the proposed straighten­
ing of Catherine street in Victoria 
West. The other dealt with the gar­
bage question.

Explaining the first report, Mr. 
Hanna pointed out to the board that 
the Intruding property on Catherine 
street had been laid out according to 
the old naval map of the city. The 
Ralph map has of recent years been In 
use by the city engineer and is the offi­
cial map of the present time. It there­
fore appeared that the city had power 
to straighten the street.

The solicitors’ report in full, was as 
foHows:

The strikers from the Havemeyer sugar 
refinery, who had been paid off during 
the day, had reinforced the longshore­
men until they were close to three hun­
dred lurking about the pier. When 
the strike-breakers were clear of the 
pier and it looked as though they 
safely through the energy’s line, men 
armed with clubs, pistols, paving stones 
and guns appeared. From the roofs 
came a volley of stones, which poured 
on the heads of the frightened Ital­
ians.

One of these 
was knocked down by a cobblestone, 
and before he could be rescued, half a 
dozen men had seriously Injured him. 
Meanwhile ambulances and police 
serves were hurried to the scene. They 
found a hundred men stretched on the 
ground.

The patrolmen in three minutes had 
the rioters in flight. As they fled the 
others seized four trolley cars and 
ried off perhaps a hundred of their 
wounded companions. The police had 
twelve well battered prisoners and thir­
ty-five injured. Two or three of them 
are in a critical condition. One police­
man was dangerously injured and two 
others seriously Injured.

To this 
charge he pleaded “not guilty,” but 
after a long trial he was convicted by 
the judge the day before yesterday. 
Passing of sentence was deferred for 
two days, an<$ before court opened this 
morning Wilson had addressed a letter 
to the judge in which he admitted his 
guilt and asked to amend the pleading 
and also to plead ^guilty on the other 
two charges.

In court therefore he had nothing to 
add to the statement made in the let­
ter, and judgment was accordingly 
passed upon him aYter the amendment 
of the pleading. Judge Lampman sen­
tenced the prisoner to five years on 
each of the three counts, the terms to 
run concurrently. The option of a 
whipping was omitted by the judge, 
who said he felt that the prisoner was 
suffering more in mind now than the 
terms of imprisonment would mean for 
him.

Chairman Jay reported that he had 
secured recognition for the annual 
school sports on Victoria Day as part 
of the official celebration programme, 
and that the committee had decided to 
give $75 for a prize fund.

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MILLERS RAISE 
PRICES OF FLOUR

ADDITIONAL ORDERS 
RECEIVED FROM HONGKONG

Engineer Succumbs to Injuries Re­
ceived in Wreck--Immigrant 

Ends His Life.

Winnipeg, May 8.—An1 advance in 
flour prices of 20. cents a barrel was 
made by a number of mills at outside 
points this week, and the larger con­
cerns decided on a similar move this 
morning, so that a general advance of 
20 cents is announced. The announce­
ment was made by the Ogilvie Milling 
Co. this morning that Royal House­
hold flour had gone up 20 cents a bar­
rel, making It $2.40 per sack. The Gle- 
nora Patent has advanced 10 cents, 
and it is $2.10 instead of $2.00 per sack. 
The other mills in the city have ad­
vanced their grades in a like manner. 
There has been no change in the price 
of flour since last September, 
millers claim that they have been forc­
ed to boost the price of flour owing to 
soaring of the wheat prices. They lopk 
for further advances in price within 
the near future.

The Lake of the Woods Company to­
day closed a cantract for 10,000 bags of 
flour to be shipped to Hongkong. This 
is the most southerly point in the Ori­
ent from which orders have been re­
ceived by western Canadian mills, last 
winter’s enquiries being from Shanghai 
and Japanese ports.

An interesting situation has arisen 
at the Lake of the Woods in connec­
tion with the location of the proposed 
8,000 barrel mill of the Washbum- 
Crosby Company, of Minneapolis. The 
last issue of the Kewatin Enterprise 
takes the following view of the situ­
ation: “For some considerable time 
there has been efforts made in a pri­
vate way by a small number of inter­
ested individuals to ascertain if it 
was possible to induce the Wash burn - 
Crosby Milling Company to locate 
their proposed 8,000 barrel flour mill at 
Kenora. The publication of the Enter­
prise two weeks ago of such a possi­
bility was a little ahead of their calcu­
lations, and gave the citizens of Kenora 
generally to understand that they 
might secure a second large flour mill 
and warned the people of Kewatin that 
there was a danger of the proposed 
mill being built elsewhere, 
transpires that the town of Kenora 
has made a proposition to the Wash- 
burn-Crosby Company which they 
considering. Backed up by thè busi­
nessmen, the Kenora town council 
have offered them a free site.”

the house has been properly cemented 
over the entire surface, or in panels be­
tween half timbers, it can be left in this 
condition for a number of years without 
touching. However, after taking all pos­
sible care with the work, cement cracks 
will appear; these can be washed in with 
thin cement" and in the course of time all 
trouble arising from cracks will disap­
pear.

The coloring of the cement mortar in 
dark green or brown shades is often done, 
but has never been a great success. The 
house that we are illustrating in this is­
sue is designed to be cemented in the ab­
ove manner on the outside, the upper 
sections of the walls in the panels left 
in natural light color, the lower section 
being made a few shades dafker.

The size of this house on the ground 
is 26x32 feet, exclusive of porches. There 
is a large living room, with alcove in the 
front, opened up with two wide columned 
archways; the alcove is finished with a 
large fireplace on one side and seat op­
posite, forming an 
Opening through sliding doors from the 
alcove is the dining-room. This is a very 
pretty room with projected baywindow, 
recessed sideboard opposite the sliding 
doors and opening onto a broad screened 
porch.

The main stairs to the second story 
are arranged for combination, basement 
stairs underneath and outside entry. The 
second story comprises four chambers, 

^mple closets, and bath room. The finish 
in the first story is oak, with birch floor; 
second story white enamel, with birch 
'floor. The outside trimmings are painted 
white and the roof is dark green. We

The design that we are illustrating in 
this issue is for the use of cement on 
timber construction, general treatment 
being in English, half timber,
This kind of construction had never been 
used in this country to any extent up to 
the “Centennial” year, 1876. At that 
time the English houses that were erected 
on the Centennial grounds in Philadel­
phia were built in this manner and at­
tracted much attention among people who 
ihad never seen this kind of work. The use 
of cement on exteriors in England and 
Germany is perhaps the most common 
method of construction, but in tho* 
countries the cement is placed directly on 
the face of the brick walls, common brick 
being used, laid with rough surface. This 
kind of work has been used in the United 
States for many years.

Some of it can be seen in the older 
towns of northern New York state. The 
old buildings of Union College in Sche­
nectady, New York, were built in this 
manner over 60 years ago. _ Of late years 
We have been learning how tc use cement 
on wood construction._ 
commonly employed at the present time 
is as follows: 
sheathed on the outside of the stud frame 
with matched and surfaced boards, the 
sheathing is then covered with one to 
three thicknesses of some kind of water­
proof building paper; narrow strips of 
wood are then nailed over each stud. 
These strips may be 1-2x2 inches, the out­
side of these covered with some kind of 
metal lath firmly nailed to the strips. 
Good cement mortar is then applied to 
the outside with a 3-4 inch coat, the outer 
surface may be left very rough, and some­
times coarse gravel is worked into the 
surface to suit the taste of the owner, 
then again the surface may be troweled 
smooth, or it may be left “under the 
float” with a rough sand surface.

The latter method is the one most com­
monly in usé. When the cement is being 
put on, as far as possible, the walls

Simplicity in House Decoration
Although the majority of home builders 

and home-makers are tending toward sim­
plicity and good taste in house decora­
tions, one still sees in a great many homes 
heavy stuffed draperies, inartistic furni­
ture and poor taste in pictures and other 
decorations.

A merciless elimination should be the 
first step toward decorating a room in 
good taste; perhaps the room should be 
cleared absolutely, 
backgrounds should be arranged next, the 
effects striven for being extremely plain 
in floor, wall and ceiling, selecting light 
and harmonious tones.

The model gowns planned for the com­
ing season are more delightful in material 
and style than ever, and among the new 
designs exhibited a great many novel 
ideas are shown as to cut and trimming. 
Thin, soft materials lead in favor, especi­
ally for the dressy gowns, and for early 
summer wear the silk fabrics will be wide­
ly used. These include chiffon finished taf- 
etas, satiny finished crepe de chines, mous­
seline de soie, particularly in the strip­
ed and bordered varieties, marquisettes, 
and also the less expensive foulards, pon­
gee and shantung silks.

Striped effects are considered very smart 
and one model gown showed an effective 
trimming use of transparent striped ma­
terials. This model was of green and white 
striped mull of very sheer quality, a very 
clever skirt trimming being contrived by 
applied tucks cut on the bias set on about 
the lower part of the skirt. These tucks 
Were really a double fold of the material 
so that the effect was that of a plaid or 
checked material. The bands were headed 
by strips of Cluny insertion, which inser­
tion also trimmed the bodice of th*i gown. 
The same idea could be very effectively 
carried out in mousseline, chiffon cloth or 
other transparent striped materials.

The new skirt models, by the way, show 
little trimming, qnd what ornamentation 
is used is most often at the foot. The new 
French models, with scarcely an excep­
tion, show the trailing skirt, although 
American women still cling to the short 
skirt for daytime wear. Except for the 
very ÿoung girls, all the new gowns in­
tended for dress occasions are made with 
the sweeping skirts, and to give the long, 
straight, clinging lines, the hems of many 
of these skirts are weighted.
For the short-skirted frocks in linen 

and serge coat and skirt costumes, there, 
are several very desirable models. Most 
of the new skirts of this description are 
made in plaited style, with tucks, or ap­
plied bands simulating tucks trimming the

lower part. Some of these models show 
three deep tucks with a group of nar­
row tucks above, the first wide 
tuck being set in just above, the hem of 
the skirt with a group of, say, three 
row tucks above, the top group being at 
about knee depth, with the second group 
equi-distant between. Another variation of 
this style is especially adapted to checked 
and striped materials, this model showing 
three double bias folds stitched on to sim­
ulate tucks set on at distances of five or 
six inches. These skirts show the plaits 
stitched well down below the hips and 
pressed in sharply to the bottom of the 
skirt.

For linen and other wash materials the 
gored skirts are liked, a great many gores 
being used so that, though very dose fit­
ting about the hips, the skirt falls very 
full in the lower part.

As to the bodices, the majority of the 
models show very deep yokes of lace, em­
broidery, fine handwork, or transparent 
tucking, and the sleeves, too, or rather 
the undersleeves are also, as a rule, of 
lace, etc., so that the material of the 
gown proper is used about the bodice. 
This use of a deep guimpe of vest and 
undersleeves of lace is also seen in the

pale blue batiste. This idea of using fine 
braids and cords on than materials is very 
new, and is charmingly effective and un­
usual looking when deverly applied. The 
gown pictured was braided with fine 
white soutache, the little braided collar 
or rever on each side of the front being 
finished by a tassel in pale blue and White 
Cluny beading ^as used in conjunction 
with the braided insets, the yoke and 
sleeves being of fine Valenciennes all-over.
