WILI LIKELY BE -
ARRANGED IN LONDON

Result of Meeting of Antipo­
dean and Canadian 

Newspaper Men. V

On Board R. M. S. Empress of Bri­
tain, May 2Sth.

The Imperial Press conference, which 
convenes in London on June 6th, prom­
ises to be not only unique in the history 
of the Empire, but epoch-making as 
well. As is frequently the case, its real 
significance was grasped by few .of 
those privileged to take part in its de­
liberations. Conferences for purposes 
of trade, of defence, of postal conven­
tions, etc., have become common, but 
hitherto the necessity of some gather­
ing where the journalists of the Empire 
might meet, compare notes, and reach 
a common understanding on subjects of 
interest to all, has been overlooked. The 
importance of the colonial press as a 
factor in the consolidation of the Em­
pire has perhaps not been sufficiently 
appreciated.

The mere statistics of the oversea 
press of the Empire only inadequately 
convey a sense of its influence and its 
importance; yet they serve at least to 
indicate its remarkable expansion. In 
the Dominion of Canada, for instance, 
there are now 1,249 newspapers, ot 
which 117 are published daily. In Aus­
tralasia there are 1.200 Journals, and 
in New Zealand 226. In South Africa 
over 100 newspapers are published in 
Cape Colony alone. Compared with 
these significant figures, the number pf 
English newspapers in the great de­
pendency of India seems comparatively 
few; but more than one Anglo-Indian 
journal of great repute can claim to be 
older than most of the publications of 
Great Britain. It must be manlfeet 
that a conference which collects in the 
capital of the Empire the conductors of 
principal newspapers in the oversea, 
dominions will be of no ordinary inter­
est and value.

While the effect of a meeting of. thy 
newspaper men from all corners of : the 
Empire on purely Imperial questions 
will doubtless be far-reaching, Canada 
is enjoying an additional advantage 
from the fact that for seventeen days 
the Australian and New Zealand dele­
gation travelled leisurely through this 
country noting its resources, comparing 
its institutions and forms of govern- 

.ment with their own and frankly learn­
ing about the great Dominion. They* 
were joined at Ottawa on the 19th tty 
most of the Canadians, and thereafter 
until the sailing of the Empress of Bri­
tain on the 21st, the Canadians and- 
Australians became brothers. At Ot­
tawa the minister of the Interior ten­
dered them a joint luncheon, and In the 
evening His Excellency the uovemor- 
General and Countess Grey entertained 
at dinner at Rideau Hall.

At this latter, function, contrary to 
custom, there were several speeches de­
livered which prolonged the gathering 
until a late hour. The Governof-Gèn- 
eral himself impressed on Canadians 
and on Australians alike, the great ré­
sulte likely to flow from the gathering 
and the grave responsibilities which 
rested upon them at a crisis in national 
affairs. Sir Wilfrid Laurier also deliv­
ered one of his delightful after-dinner 
speeches, and responses were made -by 
Messrs. Thomas and Cunningham of 
the Antipodean deputation. The fermi­
er alluded particularly to Victoria, an* 
spoke of its gardens and its flowers as 
bringing to them memories of their own 
dear land, while Mr. Cunningham spoke 
of the curious rush of feeling experi­
enced in being in a land where the 
Union Jack flew, and where men sang 
“God Save the King,’’ as they did 
themselves.

Since the voyage, now about over, 
(for Ireland is in sight), began these 
bonds of feeling have grown with great 
rapidity. Not only have the three del­
egations, Canada, Australia, and New 
Zealand, become as one family socially, 
but other ties of a more material kind 
have been forging daily.

FUGITIVE ESCAPES
FROM DEPUTY SHERIFF

Arrested on Charge of Passing 
Worthless Cheques, But 

Regains Libert

Seattle, Wash., June 10.—Deputy 

sheriffs and police detectives are 
searching the city to-day for C bailee 
H. Widrig, who yesterday afternoon es­
caped from Deputy Sheriff Zimmerman 
at the Hotel Butler by a ruse.

Widrig had been arrested on a 
charge of passing a large number of 
worthless bank cheques at Los Angeles 
and locked up in the county jail. The 
prisoner requested permission to re­
turn to the hotel where he had been 
stopping for the purpose of changing 
his linen.

At the hotel Widrig 
made an excuse to go to the lavatory. 
There is another entrance to the lava­
tory through the barber shop, and 
while Zimmerman waited at one door 
the fugitive walked out the other and 
made his escape. The report of Wld- 
rlg’s escape was telephoned at onBe to 
police headquarters, but he has not yet 
been found.

THE SACRED COLLEGE.

Papal Secretary of State Favors Crea­
tion of an American and French 

Cardinal.

Rome, June 10.—Cardinal Merry Del 
Val, papal secretary of state, will urge 
at next autumn's consistory the crea­
tion of an American and a French 
cardinal, according to a general be­
lief in Vatican circles. His desire to 
confer the red hat upon archbishops of 
these nationalities is, thought to be 
based upon political reasons, and it is 
no secret that he favored such appoint­
ments before the recent adjournment of 
the consistory.

There are now several vacancies in 
the college, but much pressure, said to 
have been brought to bear for the ap­
pointment of certain 
French and German qrchbishops, 
have engendered a disposition in favor 
of waiting for affairs to adjust them­
selves before definite action is taken.

It is said that the efforts of the Pope 
to place the Vatican finances on a firm­
er footing may be one of the reasons 
for his permitting the many vacancies 
to exist. Tlie Supreme Pontiff, it is 
thought, is anxious to hold in check 
the disbursements thit the large allow­
ances made to Cardinals would necessi­
tate.

SIX MEN MEET

HORRIBLE DEATH

Fifteen Others Injured by Ex­
plosion in Steel 

Works.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Wheeling, W. Va., June 10.—Six men 

are dead and 15 seriously injured as 
the result of an explosion that oc­
curred last night at the Wheeling Steel 
& Iron Company’s plant.

Fifty or sixty workmen had gathered 
about the blast furnace to make ready 
for a cast .when, without warning, 
there came a great roar and masses 
of molten metal spurted from the fur­
nace, covering the workmen. Twenty 
or more wete caught th the rush to 
escape. They were showered from head 
to foot with the white hot metal, and 
arms and legs were burned off and 
their bodies otherwise horribly burned.

All of the men were foreigners. What 
caused the accident has not yet been 
learned.

LITTLE STEAMER
PROBABLY WRECKED

Has Not Been Reported Since 
Sailing for Sound Thirteen 

Days Ago

(Times Leased Wire.)
San Francisco, Cal., June 10.—Fear 

Is exprtssed in marine circles to-day 
that the little 58-foot steamer Grayl­
ing, which sailed from Puget Sound 
13 days ago, has been wrecked. The 
customs authorities are interested in 
the fate of the little craft as they had 
Intended to examine her cargo upon 
her arrival here, having heard rumors 
that she carried contraband opium 
taken aboard in British Columbia.

When the Grayling left Puget Sound 
she was ostensibly bound for this port 
on her way to Panama. No word of 
her has been received since.

BALLOON DAMAGED.

New York, June 10.—Charging that 
some one cut a hole in the Wade- 
Morgan balloon before the start of the 
balloon race at Indianapolis on Satur­
day, Leo. Stevens created a sensation 
here yesterday by demanding that an 
Investigation be made. Stevens was the 
constructor of the balloon.

COAL GOES DOWN
IN SAN FRANCISCO

Rivalry Between Companies 
Reduces Price of Australian 

Fuel.

(Times Leased Wire.)
San Francisco, Cal., June 10.—Aus­

tralian coal was reduced in price by 
wholesalers here to-day from 39 to 
37.50 a ton as the result of a bitter 
feud which has broken out between- 
the Western Fuel company and the 
Pacific Coal company. The latter con­
cern slashed prices to-day and it is 
understood that retailers will reduce 
their rate from 312 to 310.

The price cutting wholesalers ex­
plain that they wish to stimulate the 
summer trade and that they are also 
helped in reducing prices by the fact 
that it now costs less to import coal 
than heretofore.

NEW ROAD WILL 
BE INDEPENDENT

COMPETITION FOR HILL 
AND HARRIMAN LINES

Puget Sound Railway to Make 
Bid for Oriental Export 

Trade.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Chicago, June 10.—Some Interesting 

possibilities of competition for the Hill 
and Harriman railroads in the strug­
gle for transcontinental' traffic are sug­
gested by a decision reached by the 
traffic and executive officers of the 
Chicago, Milwaukee & Puget Sound 
railroad, to maintain an independent 
attitude in regard to the making of 
rates to the west.

Ever since the construction of the 
line was started, it has been predicted 
in railroad circles that the road would 
become a rate making factor to be 
reckoned with. This was borne out to­
day when it was officially stated that 
the Puget Sound, for the present at 
least, will not become a member of the 
transcontinental freight bureau, the 
traffic organization by which the west­
ern roads make and maintain freight 
rates, but will make and publish its 
own rates so as to be free to change 
them as it sees fit.

One of the most important consider­
ations which influenced the decision of 
the traffic officers in their determina­
tion to maintain an independent rate 
position was that thg road proposes to 
make some extremely low rates on 
Oriental export business.

Train Schedule.
Seattle, June 10.—On June 14th the 

first Chicago, . Milwaukee & Puget 
Sound train schedule will go into ef­
fect, covering the first three divisions 
out of Seattle. The schedule calls only 
for a double train service, a daily pas­
senger, Sunday excepted, and a thrice- 
a-week second class service, being a 
combination freight and passenger 
train.

It will be several months before any­
thing like a fast schedule will be in­
augurated.

DEATH OF CHAPLAIN
OF THE U. S. $E#ATE

Rev. Dr. Edward E. Hall Passes 
Away From Heart 

Failure.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Roxbury, Mass., June 10.—Edward 

Everett Hale, chaplain of the United 
States senate, eminent divine, author 
and teacher, died early to-day at his 
home in this city. He was 87 years of 
age.

Though Dr. Hale’s health had been 
poor for nearly a month, no fears were 
felt by members of his family until a 
few days ago, when he grew suddenly 
weaker, and declined rapidly. The cause 
of his death, as announced by the at­
tending physician. Dr. Temple, was 
heart failure.

The end was peaceful. There was no 
suffering and the ^red minister appear­
ed to be merely sleeping when Dr. Tem­
ple arose from the bedside and an­
nounced his patient was dead. There 
were present in the death room Dr. 
Hale’s daughter, Miss Susan Hale, and 
a number of his personal friends.

RAILWAY WILL NOT
ASSIST GRAND JURY

Declines to Submit Records 
Bearing on Embezzlement 

Case.

(Times Leased Wire.)
St. Paul, Minn., June 10.—In open de­

fiance, the Great Northern railroad 
has formally declined, by action of its 
board of directors, to submit to the 
grand jury of Spokane county, Wash., 
any records it may have bearing on 
the charge of embezzlement against 
M. J. Gordon, former counsel for the 
railroad. At the same time the board 
of directors turned down the promise 
recently made by James J, Hill, chair­
man of the board, to the grand jury 
that he would see to it personally that 
the desired records were forthcoming, 
or at least would exercise his influence 
with the board.

Attorney Is Angry.
Spokane, Wash., June 10.—Prosecut­

ing Attorney Pugh is so angry at 
James J. Hill and the board of direc­
tors of the Great Northern for refus­
ing to place. In the grand jury’s posses­
sion certain records, that to-day he 
declared in an interview that the di­
rectors “are simply lying” when they 
say they have no records that will as­
sist the jury.

“Hill told us,” said the prosecutor, 
"that he would get us what we wanted. 
Suddenly he has discovered that the 
board has a rule that prohibits any 
such action. Hill is simply trying to 
squirm out of his promise. As chair­
man of the board of directors he must 
have known pf the rule, if one exists, 
when he made the promise to us under 
oath.”

BRIG.-GEN. OTTER 
VISITS CITY

SAYS WIFE IS HYPNOTIZED.

San Francisco Man Declares His 
Brother Has Compelled Spouse to 

Run Away With Him.

San Francisco, Cal., June 10.—Upon 
tlie authority of a warrant sworn out 
by Thomas Colby, the police are search­
ing for Colby’s pretty young wife and 
his brother, XVm. T. Colby. Colby charg­
ed that his brother holds the woman 
under a hypnotic spell, and that he has 
compelled her to run away with him.

Not content with making off with his 
brother’s wife, William Colby is charg­
ed with appropriating the greater part 
of the husband’s wardrobe. Mrs. Colby 
had in her possession when she dis- 
appeared, a cheque for 3300 given her 
by her husband to deposit in a bank. 
Mrs. Colby is an attractive woman 26 
years of age.

HE IS INSPECTING
FORCES AND DEFENCES

Fifth Regiment Will Parade Be­
fore Him To-morrow 

Night.

"The Canadian government is gradu­
ally getting the defences of the country 
into shape, but unfortunately the fall­
ing off in revenue came just at a time 
when there were large public works to 
be undertaken. This has made in dif­
ficult to obtain money necessary to 
do all the work that military men 
would like. A great deal of money has 
been spent at Halifax already, and 
Esquimalt will undoubtedly receive 
more attention in the near future.” This I 
is the statement made this morning 
to a Times representative by Brigadier- 
General W. D. Otter, C. V. O., C. B„ 
chief of the general staff of the Can­
adian militia.

General Otter is on a tour of inspec­
tion, making his first visit to this coast. 
This morning he looked over the de­
fences at Esquimalt, To-morrow he 
will make an inspection of the Fifth 
Regiment and then leave for Van- 
couver, where he will inspect the Sixth.

In conversation the general showed 
great interest in the military situation 
in Europe at the present time, but said 
that owing to the distance and the dif­
ficulties of communication it was im­
possible to express any opinion. He 
thought, however, that when the Eng­
lish people were moved, as they seemed 
to be to-day, there must be some rea­
son behind it. General Lord Roberts 
was anything but an alarmist, and 
when he said there was danger, there 
must be some good reason for it.

Continuing, General Otter said that 
he thought the present military move­
ment was having a good effect In 
bringing the outlying portions of the 
empire together. The Imperial and Can­
adian governments were both working 
for the unification of the defence sys­
tem, and 'the, present military wave 
was aiding them In the work.

General Otter is a Canadian by birth, 
having been born near Clinton, Ont, 
Since lSLj, when he joined the militia 
in-'.Toronto, h- iias been identified with 
the military forces of the country. He 
rose in the ranks Of the Queen's Own 
Rifles, and in 1866 saw service at Ridge­
way as adjutant of the Queen’s Own. 
In 1883 he was appointed commandant 
of the Royal Military school at Toron­
to, and in 1885 took part in the Rell 

‘rebellion as commander of the Battle- 
ford column. In 1886 he became D. O. C. 
of military district No. 2, with head­
quarters at Toronto.

In the Anglo-Boer war General Otter 
commanded the Canadian forces in 
the Transvaal and the Orange River 
colony. He led his men through the 
fierce action at Paardeberg and at the 
close of war was awarded the Queen’s 
medal with four clasps.

SPANISH LINER
RUNS ON SAND REEF

Passengers Removed From 
Stranded Steamer by Life- 

Saving Crew.

(Times Leased Wire.)
New York, June 10.—The Spanish 

liner Antonio Lopez, from Cadiz, with 
309 persons aboard, which is stranded 
on a sand reef near Point o’Woods, on 
the south coast of Fire Island, is in no 
immediate danger, according to an an­
nouncement made to-day by officers oC 
the company.

The vessel stranded during the night, 
but did not get into communication 
with the shore until to-day.

Efforts are being made by tugs to pull 
the great liner off the spit.

The 309 passengers were removed 
from the strasded liner by the life­
saving crew at Quogue this morning 
on the advice of the New York agents 
of the company. While it is believed 
that the liner Is in no danger the 
agents did not want to take any 
chances of a disaster.

The passengers were hysterical when 
ordered into the life boats and the life- 
savers were almost compelled to use 
violence in some casés to forcé them 
to embark in the small praft. Their 
experience last night, when the liner 
shivered from stem to stem as it was 
rocked by the waves, has unnerved the 
passengers. Several women had to be 
restrained to prevent tfiam from jump­
ing overboard before day broke, f.

After being carried away from jthe 
linêr in life boats, the passengers were 
landed on a wrecking tug, from which 
they were transferred to revenue cut­
ters and taken to New York.

MEDALS FOR THE
WRIGHT BROTHERS

President Taft, in Making Pre­
sentation, Congratulates 

Aviators.
ATTEMPT TO SHIP

ARMS TO VENEZUELA (Times Leased Wire.)
Washington, D. C., June 10.—Wilbur 

and Orville Wright to-day received, at 
the hands of President Taft, official 
recognition of their countrymen for 
their spectacular successes in the field 
of aerial navigation. Each brother 
was presented with a handsome gold 
medal, the gifts of the Aero Club of 
America, commemorative of their re­
cord-breaking flights in September, 
1908.

The formal presentation of the 
medals occurred this afternoon in the 
east room of the White House in the 
presence of scores of diplomats from 
foreign countries, state officials, offi­
cers of the United States army and 
navy and ladies of Washington official 
life. The Wright brothers were ac­
companied by their sister, Miss Kath­
erine Wright.

Presenting the medals, the president 
spoke briefly, congratulating the avia­
tors upon their successes, and com­
mending the honor they have brought 
to themselves and to their country. 
The brothers were unassuming and 
shy, accepting the congratulations of 
the company modestly, and with evi­
dent embarrassment.

Secret Service Agents Are On 
Trail of Suspected Con­

spirators.

(Times Leased Wire.)
New York, June 10.—That the United 

States is not lulled to sleep by the ap­
parent inactivity of former president 
Cipriano Castro, of Venezuela, was 
shown when it developed that secret 
service agents are investigating an at­
tempted shipment of 31,000 modern rifles 
to the. southern republic.

The shipment was made from Bel­
gium and it is said that the plan was 
to re-ship them from New York to 
southern ports in the United States 
and send them in smaller consignments 
to Venezeula. In this way it was hoped 
that although a shipment or two would 
be seized, a considerable number of 
guns would be smuggled into Gomez's 
domain.

Investigation has disclosed that from 
foreign sources the sum of 31,000,000 
was placed at the disposal of men su­
spected of heading the plot and secret 
service agénts are endeavoring to draw 
a complete net of evidence about the 
suspected men.

PATRICK CALHOUN’S TRIAL,

Attorneys for Defence Protest Against 
Production of Vouchers of 

United Railways.

ACCIDENT IN SOO LOCKS. San Francisco, Cal., June 10.—It Is 
apparent that despite Special Prosecu­
tor Heney’s prediction, the trial of 
Patrick Calhoun for alleged bribery 
will not be completed to-morrow.

Heney evidently depends largely 
upon the vouchers of the United Rail­
ways Company, signed by Tirey L. 
Ford, to clinch his case. Yesterday 
when the court ordered the vouchers 
produced à storm of protest arose 
from the camp of the defence. The ob­
jections of the defence were renewed 
later by Stanley Moore, with so much 
vigor that It is apparent the case can­
not be concluded within the limit set by 
the special prosecutor.

Dollars.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., June 10.—a he 
last barriers of the emergency dam 
across the wrecked Canadian canal were 
placed to-day.

Shattuck, who was driving the Union 
avenue car, had been employed by the 
street car company but a short time. It 
is supposed that when he saw the other 
car approaching, he lost his reasoning 
power and shot his car ahead instead of 
reversing the current. Instantly after 
the accident occurred he was buired 
under a shower of glass. His leg was 
broken and it is thought his skull was 
facturred.

New York, June 10.—Believing thqt 

he has at least found a way around 
the Sherman anti-trust law, James J. 
Hill is laying plans to-day to merge 
all of his railroads, according to pri­
vate advices received here from St.

The Colorado & Southern, which Hill 
recently bought from Edwin Hawley, 
will be the holding company, according 
to the report. This road’s charter is 
very broad and its lines do not parallel 
any of the other Hill lines. Lawyers 
have advised the magnate that under 
this scheme the government cannot 
successfully combat the consolidation 
of his roads.

The roads to be merged with the Col­
orado and Southern are the Great 
Northern, Northern Pacific & Chicago, 
Burlington & Quincy.

BRITAIN TO BE ASKED i 
TO SEND WARSHIPS

Naval Review at San Francisco 
to Celebrate Rebuilding 

of City.

London, June 10.—A movement is on 

foot to have Great Britain participate 
in a naval review to be held in San 
Francisco next October to celebrate 
the rebuilding of the city. A formal 
invitation will be presented by Am­
bassador Reid. The matter will be 
considered by the cabinet and an 
answer will be given in a few days. 
There is said to be liklihood of 
ceptance as there is a strong move­
ment in England for showing the flag, 
particularly in the Pacific. A commit­
tee of Californians, now in London, 
will go to all the capitals of Europe 
and present similar invitations.

RE-MARRIAGE OF
DIVORCED PERSONS

Clergymen of Sacramento Will 
Not Perform Cer­

emony.

Sacramento,. Cal., June 10.—Divorced 
persons wishing again to enter the 
marital state will have to search fur­
ther than Sacramento to find a clergy­
man to perform their wedding ceremon­
ies. The Ministerial Union of this ci)y 
has frowned upon the re-marriage of 
persons divorced upon grounds other 
than infidelity, and its members brave 
entered into an oral agreement not to 
marry any one divorced for other 
causes.

The decision of the local clergymen 
was made at a recent meeting, after 
the reading of a paper by Rev. George 
E. Swan, rector of Trinity Episcopal 
church and an archdeacon of the Cali­
fornia diocese, on “The Evil of Di­
vorces.”

The decision has caused no little fa­
vorable comment among the churches 
whose pastors are members of the 
union.

Roberts and Secretary of War Haldane
were present and a grave note 
again emphasized in speeches of home 
statesmen.
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Mr. Balfour appealed for a broad Im­
perial viewpoint when the overseas do­
minions were organizing the local de­
fences and at the same time the im­
perial defence must bear in mind the 
necessities of various component p-ajt 
of the Empire.

Dealing first with the military part of 
the question, he laid down two propo­
sitions, one, that all forces of the over- 
seas states should be under control of 
those states, and second, that they 
should be organized on a common im-l 
perial basis. Regarding the navy he did! 
not consider as useless any local at­
tempt at naval defence, but anything 
in the nature of coastal protection 
should be rigidly subordinated to fleet 
action, (hear hear).

The fate of the Empire at the last 
resort would be dependent on fleet 
perlority and that superiority muet be 
shown In home waters. If there was to 
be an Armagedon it would take place 
in the German ocean, the English 
channel or perhaps the Mediterranean.

Mr. Balfour, continuing, said:
"Any one who reads the signs of the 

times will, I think, agree with the 
weighty words of Lord Roseberry and 
Sir Edward Grey and will recognize 
that no man can now speak of the Im­
perial defence without provoking some 
notoriety, but we have to look around 
at the gathering forces and armaments 
of possible foes, to consider the strate­
gical import of these and possible hos­
tile combinations, and everyone will 
recognize that the language of the 
foreign secretary, if language unusual 
in the mouth of a foreign secretary, 
does not go beyond the necessities of 
the situation."

Mr. Balfour next humorously re­
marked that the British nation Is 
fond of saying about Itself that If It is 
not a nation it used to be. In this re­
gard, however, he looked forward, not 
perhaps without anxiety, but with high 
cheerful courage, towards dangers 
which ‘might menace the Empire, but 
he urged that the responsibility lay 
upon all. (applause)

Mr. Brlerly, editor of the Montreal, 
Herald, who followed, assured the conj 
(erence that Canada was willing to take 
her share In this imperial defence If 
consistent with the maintenance of her 
autonomy, and these two elements were 
not inconsistent (hear, hear). He ex­
pressed pleasure at the full récognition 
by the home government that the over­
seas states must be allowed full con­
trol of their own affairs.

Govan Smith is the head of the 
Smith clan, which is one of the strong­
est feudist organizations in this part 
of the country.

Bloodhounds, put upon the trail of the 
man who shot Callahan, led the posse 
to the Smith home. Occupants of the 
house were forced to admit that the 
trio arrested to-day had dashed up to 
the house last night on horses that had 
been ridden bard. They left the worn 
out mounts there and taking fresh ones, 
started into the hills. The officers rode 
hard and by making use of short trails, 
finally overtook the men and placed 
them under arrest.

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Charles Diamond, one of the best 
known characters in Moyie 
Kootenay, was drowned in the nar­
rows above Moyie last week.

Diamond and a man named Dan Mc­

Lord Roberts was upon his feet in 
an instant.

"It is impossible for us to look for­
ward to a period of twenty years’ 
peace in which to prepare ourselves," 
he cried. "I am inclined to reduce the 
period to months. If you will pay at­
tention to an old soldier, I counsel you 
that the present situation demands the 
closest attention. We cannot evade 
our responsibility nor defer action,

"The great question facing us at 
this time is: “Are we prepared to 
fight now?’ ’’

Lord Roberts’ positive stand evoked 
the approval of the majority of the 
delegates in the conference.

Sixty of the most important news­
papers in the Empire are represented 
at the conference and the deepest think­
ing men in the Empire listened to the 

-words of the old general. That he 
made a grave impression upon them 
could not be doubted by the manner 
in which they received his statement 
as compared to the evident disapproval 
of Mr, Haldane’s policy of delay.

No Prospect of Agreement 
Being Reached at 

Aberdeen.

Aberdeen, Wash., June 9.—Any hope 
that might have been entertained that 
the mill owners and their former em­
ployees would settle the differences that 
led to a strike and subsequent lock-out 
within a few days, has been dispelled.

State labor commissioner Hubbard, 
who arrived here on Sunday, ha» been 
working In the hope of bringing about 
some agreement, but no settlement is 
in sight. He suggested that the strik­
ers drop all their demands but one-that 
the yard men be paid *2 instead of *1.75 
a day leaving the patter of a general 
increase in wages until conditions in 
the lumber market become more prom­
ising. The owners and employees have 
held several conferences but cannot 
agree. The owners of the mills claim to 
be pleased that their mills are closed.

but sixteen battleships of the Atlantic 
fleet In active service, Secretary Meyer 
will recommend that all other fighting 
machines of that class be held in re­
serve, when he revises the expenses 
of his department for the fiscal year of 
1910-11, according to a statement made 
on good authority to-day. This recom­
mendation , will be made in accordance 
with President Taft’s instructions to 
retrench.

The secretary believes a large saving 
can be effected by placing all battle­
ships outside the Atlantic fleet in re­
serve with a small complement of of­
ficers and men, a mere skeleton of the 
regular.: force.

The plan for Retrenchment will not 
effect the proposed increase of 3,000 men 
in the enlisted personnel nor the policy 
of making appropriations for two bat­
tleships. Estimates for the pay of the 
additional men ahd the cost of the new 
ships will be included in the budget.

Employment for the additional men 
and those taken from the ships In re­
serve will be provided by Increasing the 
enlisted strength of every ship in com­
mission. Under this plan the battleships 
will get as high as 1,100 blue jackets.

D. C. June 9.—Leaving Fredericton, N. B., June 9.—The forest 
fires of central New Brunswick, fanned 
by yesterday’s heavy north-east winds, 
are gaining ground and last night this 
city was filled with clouds of heavy 
smoke and falling cinders. The wind 
dropped later, momentarily Improving 
the situation.

Barns at Fredericton Junction owned 
,by four farmers were destroyed. Bad 
fires raging In the Grand Falls district 
where'the Grand Trunk Pacific con­
tractors are making a hard fight with 
the flames. The Canadian Pacific have 
big gangs out fire fighting along the 
Gibson branch which rubs to Woods 
Rock. Over a thousand men are fight­
ing fires In the province and the tim­
ber loss will be immense.

Cardiff, Wales, June 9.—Coal mining 
in South Wales will be completely tied 
up and 150,000 men thrown out of em­
ployment throughout Glamorganshire, 
Monmouthshire and Carmarthenshire 
unless an agreement, which to-day 
seems Impossible, is reached between 
employers and employees by July 1st

The troubl" is the outcome of the 
enactment of the miners’ eight-hour 
law recently. The men were working 
at the time under an agreement which, 
under ordinary circumstances, would 
not have expired until March, 1910, By 
forcing 'alterations in working condi­
tions, the "operators contend that the 
new law nullifies this agreement, and 
on June 1st formally notified the 
miners’ union that they would termin­
ate it at the end of the month.

Representatives of the operators and 
the men have since been in conference 
relative to a new compact, but at pres­
ent the negotiations wear a most un­
promising aspect.

A strike will at first affect only South 
Wales and its 160,000 miners, but there 
is the greatest danger, In the event of 
a prolonged struggle, of sympathetic 
walk-outs throughout the country.

Britain Is 
determined to uphold the Welsh min­
ers, and the Coal Owners’ Association 
is resolved to protect the operators In 
the same locality.

DESTROYED BY ’QUAKEHamilton, June 9.—The Presbyterian 

General Assembly concluded Its delib­
eration on church union yesterday and 
adopted Principal Patrick's motion;- 
The vote indicated a largely preponder­
ating opinion In favor of the principle 
of union in the ranks of the clergy and 
elders in the church.

During the debate Rev. Dr. Sedgwick, 
Tatamagouche, said Principal McKay’s 
amendment must have commended it­
self to many right thinking men. He 
thought Principal Patrick’s ability to 
beautify and decorate would have 
equipped him to become a window 
dresser In a store. Dr, Sedgwick re­
marked that the joint committee’s re­
port was a hopeless mixup, and remind­
ed him of Alice m Wonderland.

Principal Patrick said he hoped they 
gave one another credit for absolute 
honesty ,of purpose. They had aban­
doned now the belief that God bad es­
tablished only the Presbyterian policy, 
though they believed in the reforma­
tion. They were constrained by con­
science to unite with those that be­
lieved the same as they did. It seemed 
that it would be utter folly after the 
committee had negotiated with the 
Methodist and Congregationalists for 
organic union for the rest of the as­
sembly to turn round and ask them 
for federation, something they knew 
the Methodists and Congregationalists

The vote was then taken, 
amendment of Principal McKay was 
defeated, 154 voting against and 64 
for it.

A. C, McGilivray, of Toronto, that of 
the Sunday school committee.

Montreal, June 9.—Unusual e conditions 
are now prevailing in the grain export 
business. Steamers sailing from Montreal 
are refusing to carry grain at the rates 
offering, and are going out with water 
ballast.

This Is due to the fact that the passen- 
ger boats sailing from New York are 
carrying grain at the cost of placing it 
on board and discharging it. The railways 
have also reduced the charge for haulage 
between Buffalo and New York by a 
cent, and the new rate plus the handling 
charge by New York steamers makes the 
rate Montreal would have to meet so low 
that steamship men have coAe to the 
conclusion that water ballast is a cheaper 
freight to carry.

The situation is not expected to last 
very long, and as a matter of tact there 
is very little grain now offering for ex­
port, most of the movement being back 
to the West, where it le required for local 
consumption.

LOG DRIVE.

Ten Million Feet Cut On Forks of the 
Kettle River.

Grand Forks, June 9.—The Yale-Col- 
umbia Lumber company's drive of logs 
is now near this city, the end of the 
drive at the present time being at 
Danville, Wash. Considerable timber 
has been cut during the past season 
on both fotks of the Kettle river, "the 
present drive of the’ Yale-Columbla 
company containing some seven mil­
lion of feet, which is being floated 
down the river to the company’s mill 
at Cascade, some twelve miles east of 
here, while the Danville Lumber com­
pany's cut for the season will total 
nearly three million feet.

Both of these companies have made 
their cut. this season on the west fork 
of the river, while on the north fork 
Robinson & Lequime have cut and now 
have in Smelter lake, above the Granby 
smelter at their mill there, over five 
million feet of timber. This latter com­
pany has a five-year contract with the 
Canadian Pacific railway for all the tie 
timber they can take out, and which 
this season so far will amount to about 
seventy-five thousand ties, although 
the company will, at the end of the 
month, put another crew in the bush 
for the purpose of cutting more ties 
during the summer months.

London, June 8.—The provision for 
the establishment of a labor exchange 
contained in the budget prepared by 
Chancellor of the Exchequer Lloyd- 
George, regarded by the Conservatives 
as the most socialistic provision of a 
socialistic budget, is receiving the en­
thusiastic support of Winston Church­
ill, president of the board of trade. Not 
only does Winston Churchill approve 
of the plan for national labor ex­
changes, but he strongly urges the es­
tablishment of a system of insurance 
for the unemployed.

Supported by a Liberal majority in 
the House of Commons and with a 
Liberal ministry behind him, the 
prime mover in this radical scheme of 
protection to the workingmen of the 
nation stands an excellent chance of 
being accorded an official trial.

If this plan is adopted, the board of 
trade will be the headquarters for the 
entire system. Below it will be ten di­
vision commands, each with its own 
officers. The largest cities in exchange 
divisions will be supplied with first ex­
changes, with second class exchanges 
for the smaller towns. Country villages 
will be protected by sub-offices. It is 
thought these exchanges, in addition to 
giving service in securing employment 
for those out of work, will be of assist­
ance in the settlement of labor dis­
putes.

The plan for insurance against unem­
ployment is meeting with emphatic op­
position from vested interests. The 
plan as outlined by Winstori Churchill 
provides for the payment by each la­
borer of a tax of four cents a day. 
Employers would pay four cents a day* 
for each man in their employ. Another 
four cents would be paid by the gov­
ernment.

It is estimated that the exchanges 
during the next ten years would cost 
*1,000,000 while the insurance would be 
*4,000,000 each from employers, em­
ployees and government.

Mayor, on Behalf of Commis­

At the regular meeting of the license 
commissioners held yesterday after­
noon the chairman.

An application from the proprietor 
of the Maryland restaurant for a li­
cense to serve Intoxicating liquors with 
meals, was refused, the comtnblsslon- 
erg not having power to grant it under 
the statute.

The clerk read a copy of a letter 
which had been sent to each saloon 
warning the proprietors that liquor 
must not be sold to any person who 
was under the influence of liquor.

Charles Lellevre did not appear to ask 
for a transfer of the license of the 
Mecca saloon, so the license was not 
granted.. The law requires that the ap­
plication shall be made In person. 
Mayor Hall suggested that It would be 
a good plan to cancel the license, but 
it was finally decided that the applica­
tion should not be granted, and that a 
temporary permit might be granted un­
til the next quarterly meeting. This 
will necessitate advertising the applica­
tion over again.

In the meantime delay is hampering 
the business of the company and is 
postponing the day when the consum­
ers of light and of power in the city 
shall have such conveniences at a much 
cheaper rate than is possible under 
existing conditions. The company has 
given a pledge that Just as soon as the 
promised works are in operation a 
tariff corresponding with the rates 
charged In the neighboring city of 
Vancouver will be put in force here. So 
that jthe longer the delay the longer 
we shall continue to pay heavily for 
these services. Procrastination on the 
part of the council is costing the peo­
ple a great deal of money. Then there 
is also the further fact to be taken 
into consideration that the extensions 
of the street railway system which 
are in view cannot be prosecuted. The 
mileage already in operation absorbs 
all the power

But the public may ask, and ask 
with reason, why it is if the facts in 
regard to the inability of the city to 
enter into competition with the com­
pany are as represented that the com­
pany does not proceed about the busi­
ness of enlarging its facilities without 
asking any guarantee—what better 
guarantee could it have than it pos­
sesses in the alleged fact? The answer 
is that the company must go upon the 
market for the money required. Capi­
tal regards the times as somewhat 
parlous from its point of view. It is 
confronted with what it considers all 
sorts of socialistic vagaries. It is 
therefore concerned about the value 
and stability of securities. It is not 
familiar with the facts as they appear 
to us who are upon the ground.

We understand that the stumbling 
block some of the members of the 
Council see before their hesitating feet 
is the possibility of being charged 
with "giving everything away to the 
street railway company.” We do not 
think investigation will sustain that 
charge against the present or any past 
city council. The privileges granted 
the company have been conferred for 
the most part by the legislature of the 
province. No council can abate these 
by a single jot during the term of the 
charter. The duty of the council, con­
sequently, is to make the best of the 
situation as it exists. The company 
should be encouraged to extend its sys­
tem under the provisions of its char­
ter, therefore, until its rails cover the 
entire peninsula. The greater the 
mileage in operation the better for the 
city from a, business point of view. Are 
we not all Interested in increasing the 
commercial Importance of Victoria?

In any event, It Is surely the duty of 
the council to permit the people to 
give expression to their opinion upon 
the subject.

SONGHEE 3 AND OTHER INDIAN 
RESERVES.

Elsewhere in this Issue of the Times 
will be found a full, yet succinct and 
accurate, si atement of the ’ facts 
garding the present position of the In­
dian reserv a question in British Co­
lumbia. Ths matter is of considerable 
interest to ill the people of tke prov­

ince, but it is of particular interest to 
the citizens of Victoria by reason of 
the agitation which has been raised 
intermittent: y during the past quarter 
centry or mire for the removal of the 
Songhees Indians from their reserve 
located in what is now practically the 
centre Of the city.

The facts t s published in plain terms 
Indicate precisely why the settlement 
of the Songl ees Reserve question has 
proved such an exceedingly difficult 
matter. Under the terms of confeder­
ation the Indian reserves of this prov­
ince are held under an entirely dif­
ferent tenure from the reserves in any 
of the other provinces of the Dominion. 
Here the reversionary rights in a re­
serve in the event of the extinction of 
a tribe by deith or of its claims from 
any other cause are in the province. 
In other provinces of Canada there is 
np such reversionary right. Should 
the Indians of a tribe in Ontario, for 
example, in their own interests or in 
the interests of the community by 
which "they a -e surrounded, surrender 
their rights, the matter is one entirely 
between them end the Dominion gov­
ernment, tbeii guardian. There is no 
third party to utep in and prefer a claim 
to the land proposed to be released for 
settlement or to the proceeds from the 
sale of that la id. With the consent of 
the Indians a reserve may be sold, an­
other reserve provided elsewhere if 
the Indians so desire, and the residue 
of, the proceed s of the sale funded by 
the government, acting again in the 
interests of its wards, for the perman­
ent benefit of the tribe. The proced­
ure is exceedin fly simple, and in every 
case it has operated for the benefit of 
all concerned.

This so-called adverse balance of trade 
has frequently been commented upon 
unfavorably, and just as frequently 
the present government has been urged 
to endeavor by fiscal reprisals to cor­
rect it. The answer, and we believe 
the correct answer, to such demands 
has been that we Import commodities 
from the United States because we re­
quire them—and if we actually require 
them, then we are benefited to Just the 
extent that we do require them.

But if the United States is not satis­
fied with such a state of affairs, if she 
desires to still further increase this 
disparity between the amount she pur­
chases and the amount she sells; if she 
is determined if possible" to exclude 
from her markets all Canadian pro­
ducts save such raw materials as she 
can reduce to finished products and 
sell "to us and to others at a profit, 
then the time will have come for fur­
ther consideration of the aims and 
ambitions of the United States as they 
are likely to affect Canada.

NECESSITY FOR AN IMPERIAL 
NEWS SERVICE. New York, June 16. — Spending her 

fortune at the rate of $2 in the same 
length of time that it took her husband 
to accumulate 30 cents, Mrs. Russell 
Sage has disbursed $25,000,600 in less 
than three years, and If she continues 
at the present rate the entire $$5,0001000 
which it took a lifetime to accumulate 
will be gone within five years more.

It took Russell Sage more than fifty 
years to scrape together his Immense 
fortune which amounted to $3,500 a day 
for his entire life. Mrs. Sage has been 
spending this money at the rate of 
$25,000 a day for the benefit of mankind.

She has given $5,000,000 to educational 
Institutions, $2,506,000 to religious wo tit, 
$10,000,000 to the Sage foundation and 
the remainder has gone to works of a 
semi-religious and educational char­
acter.

It is hoped that one result of the.

They have devoted the 
greater part of their resources to the 
maintenance of able correspondents in 
the capitals of the different countries 
recognized as important news centres.
They have had “Reuter" as an auxiliary, 
it is true, but this agency never appears 
to have considered Canada worthy of 
its very serious, attention. The press 
of this country has not yet attained 
such A position__of affluence as would 
warrant the maintenance of a news 
agency of its own. It has been sup­
plied, and is supplied to this day, with 
the news of the Motherland and with 
foreign and domestic news by the as­
sociations of the United States, formed 
and maintained chiefly by the more 
important journals of that country.
There was a time in the history of the 
newspaper press of Canada when we 
had ^good reason to complain of the 
character of that service. It was col­
ored to suit the taste of readers of the 
United States at a period when there 
was an unreasonable and unreasoning 
prejudice against Great Britain and 
against everything pertaining to the 
British Empire. But that charge 
no longer be laid against the

Mr. Justice Clement: "It seems to 
me that your proper court pf appeal is 
the Privy Council, which is not bound 
by the legislation of this country.”

"Apparently I am not going to have 
a very good time if x get before your 
lordships,” remarked Mr. Bodwell with 
a laugh.

The chief justice wished to know how 
this matter got among the appeals any­
how. It had not been before any other 
judge.

Mr. Bodwell said it had been referred 
to the court and set down on the list.
‘‘It is immaterial to me what your lord- 
ships’ judgment may be. I must sim­
ply follow my instructions and press 
the appeal,” he added.

The attorney-general of the pro­
vince wanted the "stated” case referred 
to the British Columiba Full Court, the 
loser to have the right to appeal direct 
to the Privy Council. His reasons tor 
presenting the case to the Full Court 
in the first instance were, principally, 
that the matter was of local concern, 
and the documents easier of access at 
Victoria than at Ottawa, 
course, would have avoided the Su­
preme Court of Canada, it being pos­
sible under the practice to take the 
opinion of but one court in Canada, and 
the minister of justice, quite properly, 
would not agree to any method of pro­
cedure which would deprive the gov­
ernments of the Dominion and the pro­
vince of the benefit of the decision of 
the Supreme Court of Canada, which is 
the superior tribunal.

On various occasions the 
federal authorities have endeavored to 
dispose of certain reserves In a man- 

whlch would have resulted in their 
would have rendered 

them productive, but the provincial au­
thorities always bobbed up with their 
reversionary claim, and, of course, with 
the question of title in the air, pros­
pective purchasers did not desire to 
assume the risk.

Position of Dominion.
By order in council of December 19th, 

1907, it was directed that a reply be 
sent to the British Columbia govern­
ment through the lieutenant-governor 
of the province that as the minister of 
Justice was of the opinion that the pro­
posals set forth by the attorney-gen­
eral of British Columbia did not cor­
rectly state the result of the law ap­
plicable to the reserves in British Col­
umbia the government of the Domin­
ion did not admit, but was prepared to 
controvert them, and was ready to fa­
cilitate the government of the province 
of British Columbia in any steps it may 
be advised to take to test the question 
involved before the courts. And, fur­
ther, that it was the opinion of the 
minister of Justice and the superintend­
ent general of Indian affairs that a 
conference between the two govern­
ments, such as was suggested by the 
attorney-general of British Columbia, 
would be premature until the questions 
of law and title which were proper for 
decision by the courts were first dis­
posed of.

6. In case a tribe of Indians becomes 
extinct or surrenders or abandons their 
interest in, or ceases for any reason to 
occupy lands reserved for Indians with­
in the province, yhat then are the re­
spective rights or title of the province 
of British Columbia in the lands pre­
viously appropriated by the province 
to the use of such extinct tribe, or in 
any land surrendered, abandoned 
ceasing to be occupied by the Indians 
aforesaid ?

7. In such event are any and, if so, 
what grants or conveyances are neces­
sary to place the ultimate fee of such 
surrendered, abandoned or upoccupled 
lands as aforesaid in the original own­
er thereof?

8. Having regard to the terms of the 
order in council approved by the lieu­
tenant-governor of British Columbia on 
the 6th day of January, 1876, a copy of 
which, with the correspondence relat­
ing to it, is hereto attached, what steps 
should be taken by the government of 
the Dominion of Canada, where there 
is a‘‘material decrease in the numbers 
of an Indian tribe occupying an Indian 
reserve, from the standard set up in 
said correspondence ; and, in such 
event, are any, and if so what grants 
or conveyances are necessary in order 
to re-invest the title of such surplus 
lands in the province of British Colum­
bia?

When the council Is discussing pro­
posed by-laws the members are sup-, 
piled with type-written copies.

SOON WITH SUPPLIES

The members of the city council 
showed Monday that they are fully 
aware of the slow progress Which Is 
being made on street Improvements, 
and the imperative necessity for rush­
ing these on. It was decided that the 
city engineer shall make a report to 
the streets committee on Friday even­
ing as to the works which he thinks 
should be done by contract, instead of 
the present system of daÿ labor by the 
city. The engineer is now empowered 
to secure what additional plant, he 
needs for the speedier carrying on of 
whatever part of the work the city is 
to undertake.

The matter, which has been simmer­
ing for the past few meetings, came to

head by the reading of the following 
reports from City Engineer Topp and 
Leonard Pusey, superintendent of 
street maintenance. The engineer 
wrote:

"Gentlemen.—I beg to call your at­
tention to a report from the superin­
tendent of maintenance, all of which 
is in accordance with my views. I 
might state it is useless for your hon­
orable body to pass any more work of 
local improvement, particularly that 
which involves broken stone or maca­
dam roadways, as will be seen by the 
above mentioned report. There is suf­
ficient to keep the present plant In 
operation for several months to come.

"In the meantime, little or no main­
tenance -of our main streets is being 
undertaken. If an attempt is made 
to push forward the new work by day 
labor, it will be impossible for Mr. 
Pusey to satisfactorily attend to re­
pairs of roadways without entirely 
shutting down the new work about 
September.

"Taking all these points into consid­
eration, I am of opinion that a large 
portion of Ahe new work requested by 
the citizens will either have to be done 
by contract, or a considerable sum of 
money furnished by the council for 
the purchase of additional plant if 
dene by day labor.

“If your honorable body cannot see 
its way clear to adopt either of these 
suggestions, there is no use of the citi­
zens expecting the work carried out 
expeditiously without sufficient inde­
pendent plants to conveniently handle 
tbe new work and maintenance."

More Plant, or Contract,
Mr. Posey’s report, referred to, was

Ÿ6ur attention Is drawn 
to the deadlock existing in the matter 
of providing crushed rock for the work 
passed oy council. The amount re­
quired to finish these" works is a little 
more than 25,000 cubic yards; in addi­
tion to this about 10,006 yards Will be 
needed for maintenance, making a 
total of 35,000 yards.

"I anticipate little difficulty in com­
pleting the grading within a reason­
able period, but it will be utterly im­
possible to produce sufficient broken 
rock to finish the work this year with 
the machinery we have, even if kept 
in constant use. As you are aware, the 
small crusher has been at the reser­
voir for weeks, and the large crusher 
has also been idle for six weeks owing 
to the hitch In the Cook street im­
provement.

“The work where tar-surfacing is 
ordered must be undertaken at once, 
even if other improvements have to 
wait, as this work can only be done 
■during the dry weather. By the time 
this is finished the crushing plant will 
be required for re-surfaetog old roads, 
leaving little time for making new 
streets.

“If it is desired to push construction 
of new streets, I suggest that the work 
be let by contract, which is bound to 
give the persons who have to pay tho 
greater part of the cost better satis­
faction than day labor can possibly do. 
It would also leave the city’s stair a 
free hand to attend to the thorough­
fares, a work that would benefit the 
whole commpnlty. I desire to impress 
upon you that it is useless to under­
take any further work than is now 
passed unless you are prepared to 
largely increase the plant or call in 
the assistance of contractors.”

Aid. Turner moved that the engineer 
report on what portion of the work or­
dered could and should be done by 
contract, and subsequently he added to 
this that the engineer be authorized 
to purchase whatever machinery he 
deemed requisite to carry out works.

Aid. Bishop, seconding this, said It 
was time the council made a move. 
All it had to show for five months on

A total tax rate of one and a half 
mills was declared for the municipality 
of Oak Bay, at its regular general meet­
ing on Tuesday, . There was a general 
rate of ten mills or one per cent less one 
sixth rebate. This covers the cost of 
schools, roads and bridges, police, of­
fice and other expenses, a total of $16,- 
700. The assessment this year is mad i 
on the land only, the improvements 
being exempt. This it was thought by 
some would have the effect of raising 
the rate but it did not do so, the rate 
remaining the same as last year. A debt 
rate of one and a half mills covers the 
interest and sinking fund on five small 
loans which have been made for school 
and other purposes.

The present council while progressive 
and active have been careful with the 
funds. Had they not, it might have 
been necessary to raise the tax rate.

The contract system of doing local 
improvement work has many advocates 
in the Oak Bay municipality. There is 
a section of the council which advo­
cates the calling of tenders for all work, 
allowing the engineer to put in a tender 
the municipality to do the work and 
the cost to the petitioners not to ex­
ceed the estimate of the engineer. A dis­
cussion along this line was precipitated, 
by Councillor Newton, who introduced 
the following resolution:

"That in the event of petitioners for 
local Improvement works petitioning or 
asking that such works in whole or 
In part should be done by contract. The 
council may call for tenders in the 
usual manner and at the same time in­
struct or authorize the municipal engi­
neer to submit a competive tender on 
behalf of the municipality.

“And if after opening the tenders 
such work is not given under contract, 
but carried out by the municipality the 
cost of same as assessed against the 
petitioner shall not be greater than the 
account of such municipal tender to­
gether with any legitimate extras that 
would be allowed under a contract."

“No, Sir, i oppose that,” was the em­
phatic Announcement of councillor 
Oliver after Councillor McGregor had 
seconded the motion. “By doing the, 
work in this way the municipality 
would be entering the contract business 
without receiving any of the profits 
which might accrue. I object to doing 
business that way. If the cost exceeds 
the estimate the balance will have to 
be paid out of general revenue. I be­
lieve the whole burden of costs should 
fall on the property owners."

Reeve Henderson referred to the fact 
that the municipality had a rock crush­
er and roller, and that it would be econ­
omy. to use the fine stuff for the side­
walk work. He advised either letting by 
contract or doing it by the municipality 
and not combining the t»o.

Councillor Colbert favored having the 
engineer put in a tender as he thought 
At would be a check on the contrac­
tors.

On the reeve pointing out that they 
should go into the whole matter thor­
oughly before passing the resolution, 
the mover consented to withdraw It 
and bring it up later at a meeting of 
the roads committee.

At a meeting of the committee pre­
vious to <he regular meeting of the 
council the tenders for piping were let 
subject to the consent of the engineer 
on technical matters connected there­
with. Names of the successful tenderers 
were not announced. The pipe wHl 
be imported from England and is to be 
delivered by November 1st next. This 
will be used In the water distribution 
scheme, the money for which was re­
cently voted by the ratepapers.

Clerk Floyd was granted leave of ab­
sence for a sufficient time to allow Mm 
to make a visit to England, leaving 
August 18th. This was on the natter- 
standing that the work of the muiliot- 
pality would be left in competent 
hands.

A number of petitions for local im­
provement work were read and all al­
lowed to take the usual course, Among, 
these was one for the grading and 
macadamizing of Foul Bay Road from 
Fairfield Road to the sea, the cost of 
which will be shared by the city. An­
other was for the building of Lawrence 
and St. James streets.

The plans for the subdivision of prop­
erty partly bounded by Saratoga and 
Monterey avenues were adopted. This 
land is being put on the market by the 
Island Investment Co.

An inquiry was made in regard to 
the building permits. It being under­
stood that some Of the persons erect­
ing buildings in the municipality had 
not taken out the necessary document. 
Councillor Newton asked if the con­
stable saw thpt all these took out per­
mits. Constable Steele said that all 
were arranging to take out the per­
mits as required by law.

It was reported that no booths were 
now being allowed outside the race 
track grounds. This was in response to 
a request from the Country Club.

The matter of destroying the tent 
caterpillars was discussed but It was 
decided that it was too late to do it 
this year, as the nests had been vacated 
and the caterpillars were now seeking 
places In which to undergo their annual 
metamorphosis. _

The meeting th,en adjourned.
There were present Reeve Henderson, 

Councillors Oliver, McGregor, Pember­
ton, Newton, Colbert, and Noble.

Estevan Point Tower to Be 
Erected—Lighthouse for 

Triangle.

(From Tuesday’s Dally.)
Steamer Quadra is coming off the 

ways at Esquimau to-day and as soon 
as she is ready will leave for Carman- 
ah with a quantity of lumber and other 
supplies for the new fog alarm building 
at that point. The machinery has not 
yet arrived from the East but as soon 
as it comes it will be forwarded to its 
destination with dispatch.

H. C. Killeen the resident engineer is 
leaving on a trip up the West coast in 
the prosecution of his regular duties. 
He will look after the erection of the 
reinforced concrete tower at Estevan 
Point. This tower is to be 100 feet high, 
and will be a permanent structure such 
as is required at so prominent a point.

From Estevan the engineer goes to 
Triangle Island where the surveys for 
the newlighthouse will be completed. 
It. will be placed on the highest point 
of the island 600 feet above the sea and 
will/be a splendid mark for ships pass­
ing north or south. The necessary light- 
keeper's house and other buildings will 
be all erected In the near future. Tri­
angle Island Is forty miles from Cape 
Scott and is an unique position for a 
lighthouse.

Father north the work on the Lawyer 
island tower and the repair work at 
Ivory island is still proceeding.

more plant was procured, but he saw lots 
of work about the city that needed no 
Increase of plant, such as the grading of 
Frances avenue and the blasting out of 
the rock on Gordon street, between 
Courtenay and Humboldt streets. Many 
other cases there were which could be 

.forwarded if handled In a business like 
fashion. Aid. Henderson said he was a 
believer in day labor, which could be 
done as cheaply As contract work.

Aid. Bishop pointed out that the city 
would be paying interest on the loans 
for’these works, which would mean addi­
tional cost to the ratepayers.

The Mayor said that to have done what 
Aid. Henderson suggested would have in­
creased the interest charges. If Frances 
avenue and Gordon street had been pre­
pared for the macadamizing they would 
have had to lie for lack of rock.

“I take exception to that statement,” 
said Aid. Henderson.
Gordon street could have been crushed 
last winter."

Seattle, Wash., June 10.—After hav­

ing narrowly escaped a watery grave 
In the straits of Juan de Ëuca, ten men 
of the crew of the tug Sea Lion, which 
was run down and sunk by the Amer­
ican schooner Oceania Vance yester­
day morning, have arrived in Seattle 
on the steamer Whatcom, having been 
transferred to that vessel at Port 
Townsend.

The collision occurred during a 
dense fog shortly after six o’clock in 
the mdrning and was most violent. The 
sharp stem of the schooner cut 
through the rail and guard of the tug 
like a knife, making a rent several 
feet long. For the space of about two 
minutes the vessels were locked to­
gether, the Vance’s bbw extending into 
the tug’s forecastle. The hole in the 
hull of the Sea Lion reached far be­
low the water line and almost instantly 
a torrent of water began rushing into 
the stricken tug. Fireman J.,WlIliams 
and a companion were asleep in the 
tug’s forecastle and escaped death 
amid the wreckage by the narrowest 
of margins, the schooner's bow separ­
ating the men, who occupied adjoining 
bunks. They managed to scramble 
over the wreckage and reach the deck. 
While the vessels were locked together 
the Sea Lion’s crew were all able to 
climb up the head gear and over the 
jlbboom to the Oceania Vance’s deck. 
The schooner then drew off and the 
tug sank like a stone.

When the collision occurred the Sea 
Lion had in tow the barge Charger. 
The hawser was not parted and the 
grave of the wrecked tug, which lies 
in 70 fathoms of water, is marked by 
the barge. An effort will be made to 
raise the sunken vessel, but it is not 
believed that this will be successful.

The Sea Lion, which was one of the 
largest of the fleet owned by the Pu­
get Sound Tug Boat company, is val­
ued at 350,000. She was recently pur­
chased at San Francisco from the 
Shipowners’ and Merchants’ Tug Boat 
company.

K Details as to the disposal of and the 

contests for the perpetual challenge 
cup which His Excellency the Govern­
or-General has decided to offer for 
Rugby contests, have been made pub­
lic.

His Excellency has named three trus­
tees, H. B. McGlverin, M. P., of Ot­
tawa; Rev. Bruce McDonald, of Toron­
to, and Peretval Molson, of MontreaL 
Regarding the trustees, the Governor- 
General’s wish is that they shall con­
trol the contests for the cup, and that 
their decisions as to the cup and its 
custody shall be, absolute.

At the request of Lord Grey, the 
trustees have made suggestions 
gardlng the disposal of the cup and 
contests for it, which His Excellency 
has approved as follows :

1. The club which holds the cup shall 
defend it on behalf of its own union 
against any challenge from any other 
amateur union or representative ama­
teur club.

2. Challenges shall be addressed to 
the trustees, and shall be given pre­
ference in order received, unless spe­
cial circumstances intervene,

3. The cup shall be open to challenge 
by only the leading or champion ama­
teur clubs of any recognized union or 
association, unless the trustees consid­
er some special exception desirable.

4. In any union or association in 
which the cup is held, the cup shall 
not be open to challenge by other clubs 
of the same union, inasmuch as each 
union has its own championship ser­
ies; but at the end of the union’s 
season, the possession of the cup, if 
still in that union, shall belong to the 
new champion club of thé union with­
out any special match, and that club 
shall have the defence of it.

6. Holders of the cup max. accept 
challenges upon whatever ' conditions 
of play they choose to agree with a 
challenging club, bill it no such agree­
ment is reached, thejrustees will name 
the rules of play.

* 6. If the clubs fail to agree on any 
condition or conditions, the trustees 
will proceed to umpire on the basis of 
the following clauses:

(a) A challenge for the cup may be 
decided by a single match or by the 
best two matches out of three, or by 
most points in two matches, as the 
competing clubs themselves may 
agree, or in default of agreement the 
trustees may decide.

(b) Matches shall be played on the 
grounds of the holders of the. cup, un­
less the trustees upon appeal from the 
challengers decide differently.

(c) Gate receipts shall be equally di­
vided after legitimate match expenses 
are paid, but no charge shall be made 
for the grounds, if the match be play­
ed upon the grounds of either com­
peting club. No travelling expenses 
allowed.

(d) Officials must be agreed on by 
competing clubs at least a week be­
fore date of match, otherwise the trus-, 
tees may appoint them. The expenses, 
If any, shall be equally shared by the 
competing clubs.

7. A club receiving the cup shall 
give acknowledgment to the trustees, 
stating that they hold it subject to the 
absolute decision of the trustees In all 
respects.

8. Each club winning the cup may 
engrave its name on an attached shield, 
with the date of championship.

The likelihood of a call for additional 
school accommodation in the eastern end 
of the city is recognised by tbe school 
board, and steps win be taken to purchase 
a site before real estate values become 
higher. There are a couple of sites to 
view which Would be suitable, and at last 
night's meeting of the board the build­
ings and grounds committee was instruct­
ed to get terms of sale on these.

Plans and specifications for the pro­
posed school on Mose street will be con­
sidered at a special meeting on Tuesday 
evening next. Tenders for tbe erection of 
the school will be called for shortly. At 
the same meeting will be taken up the 
question of repair work. There is only 
$2,768' available for all repairs for the bal­
ance of the year, while the work to be 
done needs far more than that. The 
buildings and grounds committee will re­
port on what repairs are Imperative, and 
these will be carried out.

Tenders for 200 cords of wood for the 
schools were received from the following: 
Johns Bros., $4.90; H. Jennings, $4.65; E. 
A. Wilson, $4.75; G. B. Painter, $5.S0; 
Joslah Bull, $4.40: G. D. McMartln, $4; 
Burt Bros., $5; H. M. Shaw, $5.10. The 
contract will be awarded to G. ID. McMar­
tln as the lowest tenderer.

The resignation of Mies McKean as 
teacher of domestic science was received 
with regret. Applications for tbe posi­
tion will be called for at once, at a salary 
of $80 per month.

An Increase in salary was granted to 
Miss Wheeler, teacher of typewriting, 
from $50 to $60 per month, to take effect 
from the first of June.

Supt. E. B. Paul read a very interesting 
report on the work of the schools, which 
he considered quite satisfactory on the 
whole. The teachers, with very few ex­
ceptions. were performing their duties 
thoroughly and conscientiously. Writing 
was being given special attention in all 
the schools, and no careless or slovenly 
work was allowed. The experiment being 
made' In the North Ward school in what 
is known as the “Batayia system” of 
bringing forward pupils, tn which work 
Miss Sweet is aiding the regular teachers, 
Supt. Paul described as exceedingly suc­
cessful. The system has passed the ex­
perimental stage here, he said.

The superintendent commented on the 
small number of pupils in comparison to 

'the enrolment who were presented for the 
High school entrance examination. An 
effort will be made to have the two up­
per classes to the large schools prepared 
instead of one, and at next examination 
a few boys from the second divisions of 
South Park and the Boys’ Central will be 
sent up. The results of the recent ses­
sional examinations in McGill University 
College of Victoria 8 apt. Paul declared to 
be so honorable to Dean Willis and the 
faculty that 'every citizen should take * 
legitimate pride in them.

For the coming visit of the Dominion 
Educational Association here an educa­
tional exhibit of drawing, map drawing 
and manual training work done by 
pnpils of the city schools is being pre­
pared.

At the meeting last night there were 
present: Trustees Riddell, Staaeland, 
Christie, McNeill and McIntosh.

The father was, as stated by one of 
the witnesses In the first court, brought 
up as a Methodist but never became 
a member of any church; considered 
churches as being used for social and 
other purposes rather than for advanc­
ing Christianity but admitted the sin­
cerity of some; believed in God and 
His ruling of affairs but was agnostio 
in regard to the orthodox conceptions 
of heaven and hell; favored any form 
of Protestantism rather {han Catholic­
ism. Other witnesses spoke of him as 
an unbeliever. The mother is a Ro­
man Catholic but admitted she was not 
a very good one, not living near a 
church.

Sir Hibbert Tupper, K. C„ for the ap­
pellant sociéty, argued that there had 
been no jurisdiction In the magistrate 
to make his second order and there­
fore no basis for the -decision of Mr. 
Justice Martin. In any case he held 
that the father must be considered as 
having been a Protestant and the child 
the same. A further point he made 
was that the societies, while one might 
be considered Protestant and the other 
Catholic, were both secular so far as 
the Children’s Protection Act was con­
cerned and no question of religion 
could be considered.

L. G. McPhillips, K. C„ for the so­
ciety connected with the Church of 
the Holy Rosary, argued that the 
child, whether baptized into the Roman 
Catholic church after . the father's 
death or not, was so baptized with 
his consent. The father, he said, was 
an unbeliever and the mother’s faith 
must be considered as that of the child.

Their lordships gave judgment in 
favor of the society of the Church of 
the Holy Rosary.

At a sitting of full court yesterday 
afternoon several judgments were 
read,, all in mainland appeals.

Rex vs. Song Chong—The court up­
set the Vancouver city by-law, prohib­
iting peddling before 10 a. m., and 
quashed the conviction of appellant. 
Irving and Morrison, JJ., found It an 
unjustifiable Interference with the 
right of peddlers to sell when they 
liked and of householders to buy where 
they liked. The chief justice dissent­
ed, considering the by-law was a mat­
ter of regulation and not of prohibi­
tion.

Rex vs. Garvin—Irving and Morri­
son, JJ., quashed the conviction Of ap­
pellant for having milk In his possession 
not up to the required standard, hold­
ing that the regulations were not suf­
ficiently clear to warrant penal ac­
tion. The chief justice dissented,

Mrs. Clara B. Jones vs. North Van­
couver Copper Co.—Irving and Morri­
son, JJ., found appellant not entitled 
to a declaration that 240 shares of 
stock had been forfeited. The chief 
justice, in a lengthy judgment, held 
that the appellant was entitled to the 
order sought.

Re Assessment Act—The appeal of 
the Bank of Montreal against the gov­
ernment’s construction of the act in 
regard to exemption of items written 
off was allowed. The chief justice 
wrote the unanimous decision of the 
court.

Ottawa, June 8.—Hon. W. Temple- 
man had a conference this morning 
with the minister of trade and com­
merce, and with Mr. Creelman, repre­
senting the C. P. R., relative to im­
provement of the mail service in Brit­
ish Columbia, especially in the north­
ern portion. Arrangements will be 
made for an improved service to Queen 
Charlotte Island and on the Stikine 
and Skeena rivers.

Mr. Templeman with Mr. Brock, 
acting director of mines, will make an 
official trip through northern British 
Columbia and to Dawson in August, 
investigating the needs and prospects 
of further development of the mining 
industries. Mr. Templeman leaves for 
Victoria at the end of this week.

SPEEDING AUTOCOLLEAGUE COURSES.

United States Attorney-General De­
plores Modern Tendency to 

Specialization.
DRIVER WOUNDED

Shot by Chief of Police When 
He Refused to Obey Com­

mand to Stop.

South Bethelem, Pa., June 8.—At­
torney-General Wickersham to-day de­
livered tlje annual alumni address at 
Lehigh university. The address was 
heard by several hundred alumni and 
students of the university and citizens 
of this city.

Wickersham deplored the modern 
tendency of specialization in college 
courses, and advocated a thorough 
general education even for those who 
are preparing for technical professions. 
He gave as his opinion that diversi­
fied, broad, collegiate courses were more 
valuable in active life than the nar­
rowing specialization, and favored the 
extension of the elective system in 
American colleges.

Indianapolis, Ind.. June 10.—Chief of 
Police Metzger shot and seriously 
wounded Samuel Dowden, a local at­
torney, who was speeding his automo­
bile Tuesday evening and refused to 
stop at the chief's demand. Metzger 
was accompanied by Police Chief Wil­
son, of Oakland, Cal., when Dowden’s 
automobile whizzed by.

“Stop,” cried Metzger. Hi g command 
was repeated by Wilson to no effect. 
After commanding him again to halt, 
Metzger dretr his revolver and fired 
three shots. Dowden was shot through 
the knee and was carried to a hospital 
by policemen who were attracted by 
the shooting. .

Metzger said he fired at the tires of 
the machine, which he claimed was go­
ing at a speed In excess of 35 miles an 
hour.

LE ROI TWO SHAFT
TO BE DEEPENED

Be Sunk to 1',200-foot 
l evel at Cost of 

$18,000.

It was anuounced yesterday that a 
grand jury- would be asked to investi­
gate the case.

In order to develop the downward 
continuation of the Le Roi ledge, which 
extends into Annie territory, and also 
to get at the other ledges on Le Roi 
Two property it has been determined 
to deepen the present shaft from the 
900-foot to 1,200-foot level. This shaft 
will enable the Le Roi Two to tap, by 
means of crosscuts, the Le Roi ledge 
on the 1,200-foot level where it dips 
frbm the Black Bear ground into the 
Annie mineral claim, says the < Ross- 
land Miner. Below the 1,200-foot level 
it belongs to the Le Roi Two. The 
dimensions of the continuation of the 
shaft will be the same as those of the 
present shaft, slxtèen by six feet. The 
task will take about eight months' 
time and will cost about $60 a foot, or 
a total of $18,000.

As there has been considerable dia­
mond drilling downwards from the 
900-foot level it is known that there 
are important ore bodies below that 
level, and so it is - certain that the 
deepening of the shaft will lead to im­
portant results in the way of Increased 
ore production.

Work on the I. X. L. continues. A 
new and narrow ledge was recently 
found on the surface, is being drifted 
on, and it is yielding considerable 
high-gra#e ore. It is thought this 
ledge will widen out considerably after 
it is further exploited.

The O. K. is being operated by the 
lessees with fairly satisfactory results.

In the South Belt the work of sink­
ing the shaft on the Hattie Brown Is 
making good headway, and with the 
progress of the work the probabilities 
of the making of a mine increase. On 
the Richmond the shaft is also being 
deepened, and the indications are of a 
promising character. Work on the 
Mayflower is making fair progress, 
and, within a reasonable time, there 
will be a carload of ore ready for the 
.smelter. The lessees of the Blue Bird 
are getting out considerable ore of a 
high grade which Is being placed on 
the dump preparatory to making a 
shipment.
