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ELECTRICITY IN THE HOUSEHOLDN. B.—In Stock and To Arrive Poo Dozen K. & R. Axes.
It* Progress Slow for ПотемІІс Гне*— Elec­

tric. Kitchens Hardly In Sight.
"I think” said the electrician with a 

weary air. "I saw something in a paper 
the other day about lighting closets by 
electricity. Opening the door turns 
on the light; closing the door turns it 
off. It's a beautiful scheme and ns 
practicable as it is beautiful. But 
that's all the good it does. People will 
keep on pawing around in dark clo­
sets, or setting all their best clothes 
on fire by lighting matches among 
them until I am gray—or until you 
are, which you probably think will be 
longer.

“We hear a good deal of talk about 
the giant strides of science and things 
like that. I suppose it does seem to 
be getting over the ground when you 
look at it from one point of view. But 
in another way it seems fairly to crawl. 
For instance, twenty years ago there 
was in London’ an exhibition of cook­
ing by electricity. Now you would 
think that in twenty years a process 
like, that one which comes home to 
every household, would have been 
adopted everywhere. People predict­
ed then that the finish of the coal 
ranges and gas stoves was in sight. 
But I notice that the stove makers 
are still doing business and they 
don't seem to have a lean and hungry 
look. ,

“The invention of a thing isn't all 
that's necessary. That's only the first 
step. If you can't make your inven­
tion do its work as cheaply as its rivals 
you will never get the world to use it. 
Cooking by electricity is hardly any 
further along than it was five years 
ago, and* it won’t be any further along 
until it gets to be as cheap as gas or 
coal. That lime is coming slowly but 
surely nearer; in the meantime,though, 
you won’t find many electric kitchens 
outside of exhibitions.

“It’s as hard to push a new device in 
electrical household applicances as it is 
for some people to get into society. 
Take electric curling irons, or, rather, 
the heaters for these irons. Women 
go into the new hotels, where there 
are electric lights, and the only way 
in which they can heat a curling iron 
is to use an alcohol lamp. There is 
more damage doue to furniture and 
carpets and nangings In this way 
than would cover the cost of the 
hotel man of providing the attachment 
for heating the iroq.

“One trouble in getting private 
houses to use electricity is that they 
don’t want to tear up the house to 
have the wires strung. The fine new 
houses are being provided with electric 
/ires in the building, and many of the 

old ones have had them put in but peo­
ple are slow, to make radical changes 
of any sort. Physicians have been 
about as ready to avail themselves of 
the new opportunities as anybody. A 
great many of them have an office 
wire which taps the street wire and 
use electricity in cauterizing and for 
regular electrical treatment. It does 
away with any fussing with batteries, 
and is always ready. Dentists do the 
same way. But when it comes to real­
ly domestic uses we have to admit 
that electricity has gained ground 
very, very slowly. It's always the 
way, though. You will find men’s of­
fices equipped with the very latest 
conveniences, but the women's kit­
chens have to get on as best they 
can.”

His brother,
James McAlpine, with whom he was 
associated in the directory business, and 
father, who is 76 years of age, were sum­
moned to the dying man’s bedside Monday 
afternoon and arrived a few hours before 
death ensued. He bad been in Moncton 
three weeks getting up a city directory.
His remains were taken to St. John for 
interment.

The contracts, says the Toronto Globe, for 
the extension of the Intercolonial dock at 
St. John, and other improvements necessary 
to make the railway terminai accessible to 
ocean vessels of big draught, has been award­
ed to Mr. M. K. Connolly, the price being 
about $320,000. This ie an important part 
of.the scheme of Intercolonial improvements 
which has been undertaken by the Minister 
of Railways, and for which appropriations 
have been voted by Parliament. In addition 
to enlarged dockage at St. John, an elevator 
will bo erected of sufficient capacity to 
handle a large grain traffic. For this build­
ing $57,000 was placed iu the estimates last 
session. With the new elevator and terminal 
improvements at Halifax, the extension of 
the road frem Levis to Montreal, the im­
provement of the roadbed all along the line, 
and the additions which have been made to 
the rolling stock, the Intercolonial can now 
take rank as one of the best equipped roads 
in America, and if it does not get its proper 
share of the carrying trade it will be no 
fault of the Minister of Railways, who has 
done everything in his power to put it upon 
a solid business basis.

The credulity of well-informed people

We were quite surprised to 
read, in Monday'» St. John Telegraph, a 
press telegram listing that the Canadian 
Line S.S. Uaspeaia had arrived at Mata­
pedia. Aa that «turner ia one of over 
3000 toss and must draw twenty to 
twenty-five feet of water, and aa there are 
bars in the Reetigonche below Matapedia 
on which there is not quite two feet, and 
the ice must be at least a foot thick be­
fore these are reached, we had tome doubt 
u to the verity of the statement. The 
Moncton Transcript, however, verified it 
en Monday afternoon. A part of its 
despatch on the subject was as follows :—

Mztapsdia, Deo. 19.—The Gupeaia, 
the first trsns-oceanio stumer of the 
Canada Steamship Line, arrived here 
from Milford Haven at 9 o’clock y eater- 
day meroing. * * * The
Gupeaia ia a very fine ship. Her keel 
length i« 384 4 10 feet, breadth 43 feet, 
depth 33 6 10, gross tonnage 3,836, and 
net registered tonnage 2,408.

As a special dupateh to the Transcript 
from Naw Carlisle also. states that the 
Gupeaia arrived there on Sunday, and 
she wu likewise at Matapedia on that 
day, it ia to be presumed that she made 
the upward trip by the Bay Chaleur rail­
way and returned to Pupcbiao immediate­
ly by the same lino, for the Transcript 
likewise stated that ahe would ' luve the 
latter port on 19th for Europe via Obar- 
lettetown. The reason why we assume 
that the steamer went to and from Mata­
pedia by rail ia became aha could certain 
ly not go by water, dor could ahe рам 
under the famous I. C. R. bridge just 
below the mouth of the Matapedia river, 
and we have not hurd of its removal. 
We uy this without prejudice, however, 
and still do not entirely believe that the 
Gupeaia wu at Matapedia at all.

oiprociiy treaty. The Glououter claim ia 
that the fisheries are the nursery of the 
navy, but of this our New York contem­

The favorite argument for protecting 
the Gloucester fishermen is that the fish­
eries are the nursery of the navy. Tnis 
was true in the early part of the century, 
but the fishing indu try has dwindled till 
it ia.no longer true. List spring the navy 
drp r ti ne il t telegraphed to the mayor of 
G.uiicuter to know whether that 
could man a small auxitliary cruiser if 
were named for it and the mayor replied 
in the negative. The number of men ob­
tained hy the navy f.om the fisheriu has 
been publirhed ; the figures are not at 
hand, but they were not imposing. It 
hu become absurd to justify a duty on 
Canadian fish by the pretence thst Glou- 
oest< r is a valuable recruiting station for 
the navy.

A cemmittos of the St. John Beard of 

Trade hu issued an excellent pamphlet 
on that city aa a Canadian winter port, 
bat, siugolerly, while it mentions the 
principal railways ef the Province, it en­
tirely emits the Canada Eastern. Not 
only so, bat the same omission is made on 
the railway map, which is a patl ef the 
work. The inscription on the map is,—

Some touriste from 
Greet Britain or the continent would, 
probably, like, after teaching St. John by

Make winter butter only on 
the modern improved plan, i.e., wash­
ing the buttermilk from it when it is 
granulated, using a pure soluble grade 
of salt, and placing it on sale in neat 
attractive packages.

SAVING SEED CORN.
Few farmers realise the necessity for 

care in the selection of grains and 
other farm products intended for the 
next year’s seed. With wheat and oats 
there is usually but little difficulty, 
provided the grain has been well rip­
ened and is thoroughly dry when gar­
nered. Any grain that has heated ex­
cessively in the bin, says a writer, will 
be found to be injured in vitality and 
will not give a full and uniform stand. 
When there is any suspicion that all is 
not right, it will be better to reject 
it and secure some from sources known 
to be reliable. Run no risks on poor 
seed, directly and indirectly on 
alone, amounts to thousands of dollars 
annually in the aggregate, most of 
which might have been avoided by pro­
per precaution at the right time. The 
practice of taking seed corn from the 
crib just before planting should not 
be rfelied on. There is much disappoint­
ment in store for those who select seed 
in this way. There is no better way 
for selecting than when husking. While 
handling, the best ears will be read­
ily seen and can be thrown aside. The 
largest and most perfect ears should 
be selected ; those well filled at the 
point should be taken in preference 
to others. Also those with small cob 
and long, plump grains. It is well to 
select twice as much as one expects to 
use. It frequently happens that one 
plants a larger acreage than he had 
expected, or some neighbor who has 

—. been less careful than you will want 
some. If plenty fs stored it can be 
culled again before planting, using 
onlttbe very best. By careful and con- 

trod selection, the yield may be ma­
terially increased. When we consider 
that the seed for the planting of an 

- acre of com costs but a trifle, we see 
the folly of risking poor seed. Where 
one wishes to improve the early matur­
ing qualities of the crop, it may be 
well to- go through the field in advance 
of the cutters and select the earliest 
ripening ears. Tnis metnod continued 
several years win result In making the 
same variety very much earlier. The 
best place to store seed corn during the 
winter, is in a room where the temper­
ature will seldom or never go much 
below freezing. While freezing may not 
kill the germ entirely, it will lessen 
its vitality, and a weak, puny stalk be 
the result. One would suppose that if 
corn would germinate at all, it would 
give satisfaction under all circum­
stances but such is not the case. I 
remember, very well some years ago, 
seed corn was very scarce in our lo­
cality owing to early frosts the year 
previous, and many farmers depend­
ed upon buying. A local dealer ship­
ped in a lot to supply the demand 
Some of the purchasers tested it in the 
house under the most favorable cir­
cumstances, and about 90 per cent, 
failed to grow, the season being cold 
and unfavorable. The failure to get 
a good stand is a matter of serious 
loss and great disappointment,, espe­
cially if the planting be done late in 
the season. To be obliged to replant 
from any cause means additional ex­
pense, and the field always presents an 
uneven, patched-up appearance. It is 
Lest to leave the corn unshelled until 
wanted for planting ; it retains its vi­
tality better and longer. Instances are 
known where seed corn that had been 
stored in the ear, in a dry warm place, 
retained its vitality for ten years. Not­
withstanding all precaution has been 
taken in selecting and storing, it is 
safest to test it before planting, to 
'learn just what per cent, can be de­
pended on, A week or two before 
planting time, take a couple of grains 
from a number of ears, sufficient to 
give a correct estimate, and plant them 
out of doors, subject to all climatic 
changes. The per cent found growing 
under those conditions can be depend­
ed on in field culture. It is always 
safer to plant rather thick and be cer­
tain of a good stand ; it can be thin­
ned later if necessary for one-fifth the 
expense it would require to replant. 
The easiest way to thin hoed crops is 
to cut them out or cover them with a 
hce. This requires no stooping and can 
be dotie almost as fast as one can 
walk.

WINTER BUTTER MAKING ON THE 
FARM.

Dairymen who expect to make but­
ter this winter and produce it at a 
profit, should be prepared to conform 
to certain conditions. First, cold wea­
ther unless successfully combated is an­
tagonistic to the production of milk. 
Milk must be had both of good quality 
and liberal in quantity, to insure raw 
material for butter manufacture, writes 
Geo, E. Newell.

It is imperative then that the cows 
be surrounded by warmth, to husband 
the animal heat within, and be fed well 
balanced rations conducive to the high­
est production of milk. To give one 
without the other would be to cause 
the cows to shrink in yield. A milch 
cow in winter needs the hghest grade 
of care-thorough, systematic care, 
given by an experienced and conscien­
tious hand. Regularity in feeding and 
milking must be enforced and the sta­
ble kept sweet and well ventilated. 
Care of a winter dairy should not be 
termed "chores,” and left to boy help, 
ae is too* often done. It is next to im­
possible to wring profits out of the 
cows by any such plan.

Every precaution should be taken to 
preserve the natural flavor of milk 
Even the slightest bit of stable tang 
will ruin the quality of the butter. The 
immaculate flavor of winter-made but­
ter will commend it more than any 
other feature, and win it friends ev­
erywhere. To insure this quality clean­
ly methods must be employed in milk­
ing. Clean, sweet bedding must be used 
under the cows, and directly after the 
milk has been drawn it should be re­
moved from the stable. Outside or the 
stable, and in a sweet, pure at me phere, 
preferably the dairy room, the milk 
should be strained and aerated. It is 
then ready for any method of cream­
ing that is to be employed. If a hand 
separator is to' be used of course that 
part is soon settled, but if you can re­
ly. on deep or shallow setting, set the 
milk at once after aeration. I spoke 
of a " dairy room,” attached or adja­
cent to every farm house where butter 
is made winter or summer, there should 
exist an especial room for this pur- 
pose and for the housing and creaming
of milk.

This plan x.* "setting ” milk in n 
pantry or "buttery,” off from the 
kitchen, wilf result now as it has al­
ways resulted, in second or third class 
quality butter.

of breeding until we have the animal 
of marketable age generally sought for. 
The beet time to go into the business 
of horse breeding is when breeding 
stock is cheap—little or no demand in 
the markets-r-when selections of the de­
sired types and blood can be carefully 
made with the adaptation of both sires 
and dams to be coupled together for 
the most uniform results, with the view 
of improving all the good qualities of 

^pur horses and eradicating their de­
fects, at a reasonable outlay of money.

To maintain any of the specific types 
of horses, we must confine ourselves ! 
in the selection of breeding animals ; 
to the desired type, Jet it be draft, 
coach, carriage or road horses, and nev­
er try to improve either type by cross­
ing one type with another. By so do­
ing we axe in great danger of losing 
the good qualities of both and all sub­
sequent breeding will be more or less 
guess work.

While we may confine all our horse 
breeding to a specific type, we cannot 
expect to overcome the imperfections 
of many of the individuals of the type, 
without very careful selection of the 
brood mares and stallions that should 
be mated together for the improvement 
of that type, and herein lies the great 
secret of the improvement of all the 
types of our best horses. Thousands up­
on thousands of farmers in the last de­
cade have had some experience in cross 
breeding, or rather " haphazard ” 
breeding from which the country be­
came flooded with a great mass of 
horseflesh that they themselves did not 
want and there proved to be no sale 
for at living prices, which should be a 
lesson for us in all future efforts in 
horse breeding.

MANURE PRESERVATIVES.
About the stable and the compost 

heap much valuable ammonia escapes 
and is lost. This can be largely pre­
vented by the application of materials 
which will absorb and hold the volatile 
gases. Pdssibly the best and cheapest 
is dry earth containing a considerable 
quantity of humus. Every farm has 
plenty of this, the only cost being the 

. placing under cover, Gypsum or land 
plaster is highly recommended, but its 
influence is not very markes. Sprinkle 
the absorbent over the manure pile and 
about the stalls when the stable has 
been cleaned. Disagreeable odors will 
be prevented and fertility saved.
