Five Candidates In The Field.

The Day Appointed For Pro­
vincial Elections.

A visitor at Andover and Perth hears 
nothing but political gossip from morn­
ing until night, The election promises 
to be a hot one. No less than five can­
didates are in the field, and the names 
of three other gentlemen have been 
mentioned, but it can hardly be possi­
ble that any others will enter the con­
test. Those spoken of as candidates 
are A. J. Beveridge, who already has 
served one term in the Legislature and 
will run the straight government ticket ; 
J. Frazer Tweeddale of Arthurette, 
who unsuccessfully contested the consti­
tuency for the Opposition in the last two 
elections, will run a sort of a “mug­
wump" ticket, and as a confrere he 
will have Thomas Lawson, who once 
ran against Hon. John Costigan, in a 
federal election. Mr. Porter, who has 
already served two terms, will run again 
He will not, as formerly, be associated 
with Mr. Beveridge. T, J. Carter will 
run a straight Opposition ticket. The 
Advertiser has not heard of any wa­
gers being laid, but Mr Beveridge and 
Mr. Lawson seem to be in the public 
opinion as good as elected.

The contest in Victoria will be 
watched with Interest.

Nominations on the 11th.

The Provincial Legislature was dis­
solved on the 28th, and no one was 
surprised.

Nomination of candidates will take 
place on Feb. 11th, and the elections 
will take place on Saturday, Feb. 18th.

Both parties are looking forThe Gov­
ernment to be sustained by a sweeping 
majority. A leading St. John Oppos­
ition worker tells the Advertiser that 
he expects their party will elect 18 
candidates He is wonderfully hope­
ful. More so than a gentleman from 
Fredericten, opposed to the Govern­
ment, who says York is hopeless and the 
Government will be sustained by a ma­
jority of 23.

Carleton County will elect three 
Government candidates.

The Opposition Ticket.
There seems to have been a consider­

able amount of difficulty in selecting an 
Opposition ticket, but latest advices state 
that Messrs. Dibblee, J. T. G. Carr and 
John R. Tompkins will attempt to run 
the gauntlet. The Advertiser has not 
interviewed Mr. Carr, but leading oppo­
sition men give it as a fact that he will 
be a candidate. Everyone has been 
looking for J. K. Fleming to come out, 
but it seems he will not. And where is 
Hon. G. VV. White? The opposing 
party will struggle hard for victory, but 
will they win ? There can be no doubt 
of Mr. Carr’s polling a big vote.

William Love.
William Love, proprietor cf the 

Glassville Hotel, died at his home Fri­
day night of La Grippe. Mr. Love was 
born in Scotland, in the vicinity of 
Glasgow. When a boy he was in the 
employ of the Earl of Eglenton, in 
mining operations ; afterwards he own­
ed teams in Glasgow, and later he 
was in the employ of the Glasgow and 
Southwestern Railway ч’о. When he 
came to New Brunswick he lived som e 
years in St. John in the employ of the 
Harris Foundry and Machine Co.; and 
was on different steamers on the bay. 
In 1861 at St. John he married Miss 
Miller, and a few years afterwards they 
came to to Glassville with two or three 
small children. There he started a hotel 
which bscame very popular. A wife 
and four daughters and two sons sur­
vive.—Dispatch.

sought by superior cultivation and sci­
entific manuring to produce the highest 
possible amount per acre. He con­
tended that after allowing for the nec­
essary expense for keeping hie work­
ing team, that even allowing the high 
average of 80 bushels of grain per acre 
for the ploughed land and two tons of 
hay per acre on the grass land, only 
some $250 worth would be produced. 
He then took up extensive farming : 
claimed that extensive farming as un­
derstood in the western country was im­
possible here ; that, in fact, extensive 
farming, as practicable here, must be 
the cultivation of a hundred or one hun­
dred aad twenty-five acre farm. He 
said that there was the same expense 
for keeping a team of horses; that a 
pair of horses would easily handle one 
hundred acres under the ordinary sys­
tem of cultivation, and that by proper 
rotation and pasturing and using such 
manures as were produced on the farm 
an average production of 40 bushels of 
grain and one ton of hay per acre could 
be obtained, which at current prices 
would be some $600 value produced on 
the hundred acres, as compared with 
$250 on the small farm ; and he claimed 
the extra expense of harvesting on the 
larger farm would be more than offset 
by the expense of fertilizing the smaller
