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INCRBASING DRUNKENNESS.

In the police court this morning his
bhanor, Judge Ritchie, remarked on the
greatly increasing amount of drunken-
ness seen on some of the principal
Bireets of the city, especially on Satur-
day night. He sald that many com-
plaints had come to him from women
whoge husbands, after receiving their
week's wages in the evening, would re-
main awvay spending their monéy in
drink and arrive home late at night
with but a small part of the amount
they hal recelved, and in some cases
with none at all, One case in particu-
lar was mentioned where the husband
had received nine doliars in wages and
got home between nine and ten o'clock
4t night in a semi-sober condition and
with only three dollars and thirty cents
Teft. Some of his money had gone for
d:inks which he had received during
the evening, but more of it in paying
bills for liquor procured on credit dur-
ing the week. When the last liquor
act was passed the sectien forbidding
the furnishing of liquor on credit was
left out, and now laboring men can get
any amount of it from those who are
willing to trust them. Often in the civ-
¢ court suits are entered for the re-
covery of amounts due for liquor, and
on one occaslon, when the claim was
for $2.90, the plaintiff when asked for
the dates on which the liquor had been
procured stated that all of it had been
glven on the one day. And this to a
man who was earning $1.50 per day.

Those men who stand about the
streets in the evening are the ones
who generally manage to procure a
bottle before the saloons close and who
do not get drunk enough to be arrest-
ed. They are the worst sort of drunks,
as in the condition in which they exist
they are just full enough to be nasty
and are a menace to the safety of la-
dies who happen to pass.

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THE ANTHRACITE ROADS.

BIG STEAMER FOR STRAIT.
Walker Shipyard Bullde One for the
Intercolonial.

The Intercolonial rallway has - re-
cently had bullt at ‘the Walker ship-
yard of Sir W. G. Armstrong, Whit-
worth & Cc¢., Ltd., on the Tyne, a car
ferry steamer to be put in service in
carrying rallway 'trains across the
Strait of Canso, in Nova Scotia. The
vessel was built by order of the min-
ister of rallways'and canals. The chief
dimensions, the Rallway Review eays,
are: Length, 282 feet; breadth, 48
feet; depth, 17 feet.' There are three
tracks on the deck, and the vessel is
80 arranged that the trains can enter
upon the deck at one end and leave. it
at the other. There 16 a rudder -and a
screw propeller at each end of the
vessel, as the crossing from side to side
of the streit is only short, and time
is of great importance. :The turning
of the vessel at each end is obviated
by this arrangement, and she is ready
to receive the second train as soon as
she has discharged the first. As the
Strait of Canso is frequently full of
drift ice during the winter season,
special structural arrangements have
been —ade so as to énable the vessel to
hold her own under these conditions.
The p-opelling machinery consists of
two ©.i3 of single screw triple expan-
sion engines, either of which can actu-
ate either propeller so ‘'that the risk
of breakdown is reduced to a mini-
mum. The vessel has been named the
“Scotia,” and is now receivinz her
machinery at the works of the ““alls.
end Slipway and Engineering ‘‘om
pany.
