NEW DENMARK

Squads of Police are Scouring
the Gountry—Inquest Wil
be Held Today — OCrime
Which Was Committed
Last Night Was About a
Woman

e

A brutal murier took place near
New Denmark, about eight iles from
Grand Falls, last night at eleven
o'clock, when in a row over a woman
an Italian labore: shot and killed one
of his companions and seriously
wounded another.

The men concerned wers, all, employ-
ed by Contractor McDonald on Grand
Trunk Pacific construction work.

The murder took place on the high-
way and the attention of some resi-
dents in the vicinity was attracted by
the sound of revolver shots. The body
of the murdered man was, found be-
side the road with a bullet hole in his
head and another in his body. Another
ItaHan who was mixed up in the af-
fair was found.badly wounded. There
was no hospital within reach but the
best attention that could be procured
was given to the injured man at the
camp. It was known that there had
been ill feeling between the murdered
man and his slayer over a young wWo-
man -who lives near New Denmark.

Owing to the fact that all concerned
in the matter were Italians and could
speak little English, it was found daiffi-
cult to get accurate information re-
garding the affair.

The murderer made good his escape,
under cover of darkness and so far no
trace has been  discovered of his
whereabouts or the direction he took.

1, P. Farris, commissioner of the G.
T. P. police, and Chief of Police Alblon
R. Foster were at Edmundston, forty
miles from the scene of the crime when
it occurred.

They were- promptly informed of the
deed and started immediately for the
spot to assist in the gearch for the
man.

In .the meantime, James Tibbits,
sheriff of Victoria County, organ{;ed
a posse of constables at Grand Falls
ang started to search the country-
side. Coroner George Ryan, the de-
ruty sheriff, and a constable, left
Grand Falls for New Denmark imme-
diately on receipt of the news.

Magistrate Curzess, of Grand Falls,
at an early hour this morming, put
himself in communication with Soli-
citor Gen2ral McLeod, at Fredericton,
asking for instructions in regard to
the murder. The Solicitor General
wired to have a warrant jssued at
once for the murderer’s arrest. He
also wired J. J. Gallagher, barrister &t
Grand Falls, to proceed to New Den-
mark and attend the coroner’s inquest
on behalf of the crown. The inguest
probably takes place today. Jf the
murderer is captured the Solicitor
general will be f1.formed, when he will
go to Victoria to conduct the prelim-
inary examination. Mr. McLeod says
that everything rossible is being done
to capturs the nan, and he thinks
the attempt wili be succeseful, There
is no information yet te hand as to the
names of the parties.

HAS NOT YET BEEN CAUGHT

'DOCTOR'S DEAT
DUE TO INSANE REVENGE

PHILADELPHIA, July 3—In addi-
tion to having found the express office
where the bottle of supposed poisoned
ale was sent to Dr. Wm. H. Wilson,
who died under mysterious circum-
stances last Friday, and securing a de-
scription of the man who sent the
package, the detectives have learned
something definite concerning the let-
ter received by Dr. Wilson prior to the
delivery of the ale, and which letter
was prepared to make it appear that
it had been sent from a local brewin
concern. On the envelope and letter
was stamped the German letter “S.
The detectives found a rubber stamuey
maker who sold such a stamp to a
man who answers the description of
the ‘one who left the package contain-
ing the poisoned ale at the office of a
local express company.

It Is possible that an arrest will be
made soon. The description of the
man who left the Wilson package at
the express office tallies somewhat with
that of a man who has been under
suspicion for several days- He is said
to be wealthy, and to have a know-
ledge of the brewlng of ales. It is
eaid this man some years ggo sent a
patient to Dr, Wilson, who tried to ex-

tort large sums of money from him.
It is further said the man under sus-
picion brooded over the affair and be-
came weakminded. A peculiar phase
of the case devolves about two leters
received by the coroner’s office, one
sent from Bristol, Pa., and the other
from Boston, Mass. In one letter the
writer says he sent the poison to Dr.
Wilson and in the other he declares
Dr. Wilson a menace to the commun-
ity, and should have been put out of
the way. Ordinarily no attention would
be paid to ananymous communications,
but in this case it appears the letters
came from the same person. The Bris-
tol letter was malled June 27, and the
Boston letter June 29. That the writer
of the Boston letter knew about the
Bristol letter is perfectly clear. He
writeg in the Boston letter, “This is in
confirmation of my Bristol letter,” and
continues: “It is no use hunting for
Dr. Wilson’s murderer. By the time
you find out. my name I will be out
of the country. You need not try to
print the letter heads I used, I printed
them myself. I want you to know
though, that the murder was not com-
mitted for robbery. I killed him only
because he killed my wife.”

TOKIO:@uly 3—It ‘s expected that
the Cablnet will resign tomorrow
morning. The Assoclated Press was in-
formed today that the Pramier, Mar-
quis Saionji, deccided to ter.der his re-
signation: some days ago and that at
his requost the membs.s of his cabinet
agreed to tesigh ‘also, the resignations
will be tenderei the Emperor in the
morning.

The nominal reason for Marquis
Saionji’s resignation is ill health. The
cabinet are all strict members of the
Seiyuka, or constitutionalist party and
it was therefore necessary that they
resign with him. The actual reasen
for the resignation of the Premier is
understood to be the position taken by
Marquis Inoiye, Secretary of the Home
Department, regarding the future =
nancial policy of Marquis Saionji. This
calls for retrenchment in the army and
the navy, the postponement of public
works, a demand for a sinking fund
and the yearly repayment of loans.

Marquis Inoiye recently attacked the
present Government policy regarding
finances. This gave offence to Marquis
Saionji, who decided to resign alone.
He consulted with the other: ministers
and was by them persuaded to accept
the resignations of all the members of
the cabinet.

One unknown quantity in the situa-
tion is the position the Emperor may
take. He possibly may decline to &ac-
cept the resignations, but this is con-
sidered extremely unlikely.

Marquis Katsura, who was formerly

premier, probably will succeed Mar-
quis Baionji, although Admiral Count
Yamamoto, former minister of marine,
is a strong candidate for the premier-
ghip.

Komura, at present the Japaness Am--

bassador at London, is almost certain
to succeed Count Hayashi, the present
minister of foreign affairs. Count
Hayashi probably will succeed Count
Komura at Lordon: It is uncertain
who will get the porifolio of finance,
since no one is anxious to accept.
There will be no changes in the min-
istries of marine and war.

The Genre, or Elder Statesmen, will
be consulted immediately with regard
to the appointment of & premier. Mar-
quis Katsura is a member of the
Genro and Admiral Count Yamamoto
has considerable influence there.
There is —eason to believe that Mar-
quis Saionji would support Marguis
Katsura. Marquis Saionji is the
leader of-the Baido Club, which has
forty ~votes. Such a combination
would give Marquis Katsura an abso-
lute majority. It is doubtful if any
other man in the post of premier
could secure full parliamentary sup-
port.

In best informed clrcles, it is de-
clared positively, that the general
policy of the government will not be
cianged. The present program of re-
trenchment will be carried out.

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COLORED IMMIGRATION
70 BRITISH COLUMBIA

L

(The Hon. Ralph-8mith, M.P.,, in The
Standard of Empire.)
TR

Epecial interest attaches to this ocon-
tributioln upon the subject of Colored
Immigration because its writer may be
sald to represent the views of the or-
ganized en of British Colum-
bla, as the Dominion’s Pacific frontier,
is most keenly concerned with this ub-
ject. Mr. Ralph Smith writes as a re-
cognized suthority and is & member of
the House of Commons for the British
Columbian eonstituenay of Nanalmo.

P

The question of the immigration to
Canada of peopie from the Asiatio
countries is one of the most serious
matters with which the Canadlan au~-
thorities had to deal in recent years.
It first thrust itself upon: the attention
of the country about a quarter of a
century ago, and since them, although
checked from time to time, it grew so
rapidly that it reached alarming propor
tiong within the last twelve months
and occasioned grawve concern on the
part of thinking people of the Domin~
ion.Moreover the problem became mors
complicated as time passed because in
the first instanocs, but one alien race
was involved, while within the last
year it has peen found necessarily to
deal separately with three differnt peo-
ples, of whom one acknowledged alleg-
iance to the British Crown. This pro-
blem, therefors, has come to us in Can-
ade a threefold aspect, and a little re-
flection will make plain this difficulty.
The original single barvelled question
was susceptible to a direct solution, but
we have had to ‘“make haste siowly” in
dealing with a matter which possessed
a number of perplexing complications.

et e

I may point out that, so far, Orien-
tal immigration to Canada has ben
confined almost entirely to British Col-
umbia. Few have peanetrated the
Rockies and made their way to vari-
ous parts of Canada beyond, but it is
the falr Pacific Provinos which has
borne ths burden, and it is there that
the conditions in recent years have be-
come uncomfortably acute. But al-
though materially this question there-
fore had a Provincial aspsct, thinking
Canadians realized that it was a na~
tional, ray, an Imperial, matter.

Let me briefly sketch the history of
this problem. A quarter of s century
ago the completion of the Canadian
Pacific Rallway released am army of
Chinese who were engaged In con-
struction work in British Columbia,
and against whom there arose a strong
prejudice in the industrial communi-
ties. Following the report of a com-
mission to inquire into Chinese immi-
gratien, a head tax of $50 on every
Chinese immigrant was imposed. Sub-
sequently this wag increased to $100,
but the agitation againts the immigra-
tion continued and anothsr commission
was appointed. It was about this time
(1900) that the question was enlarged
by Japanese immigration, and the com-
miesion in making its investigation se-
parated the two races. Its report re-
commended the increase of the head tax
on Chiness to $500, which wes adopted
by Parllament.

With regard to the Japanese, the
Commission suggested that an under-
standing be entered intd between the
Dominion and the Japanes authorities
by which the immigration of subjeots
of Japan should be limited. This agree-
ment was arranged, and from 1900 un-
til 1607 the immigration of people from
China and Japan was not sufficlent to
cause the faintest stir in the Province
of British Columbia.

——

Karly last year Canada by Act of
Parliament, announced its adhesion to
the treoaty enterd into between Great
Britain and Japan, the Canadian gov-
ernment still relying upon the tacit un-
derstanding that had existed for seven
yaars ragarding Japanese immigration.
But immediately the treaty act was
passed, Japanese in large numbers
come in from Japan and the Hawalian
Iriands to which there has been con-
slderable emigration from Japan. More
than eight thousand arrived in Can-
ada in ten months. Many of these
crossed the border to the United States
but those who remained in British Col-

Y umbia engaged in various lnes of in-

duetry, and at once® very acute trou-
ble arcse. For g time the situation
possessed all the elements of a big
combustion and had to be handled
carefully. The Hon, Rodolphe Lemisux
was despatched to Japan to try to ar-
rive at an understanding on this ques-
ticn. Mr. Lemieux brought back as-
surances from the Japanese Govern-
ment which were regarded at satisfact-
ory by the Canadian authorities.

Legislation weas also passed to pre-
vent any influx of Japanese fiom theé
Hawalian Islands, the regulation pro-
viding that immigrants to Canada
must come direct from the country of
their origin.

The mission of Mr. Lemieux and the
immigration regulations enforced by
the Canadian authorities, it 1s hoped,
have dispossd of a very serious phase
of the immigration problem.

I have removed the Chinese and Jap-
anese from the situation, and will now
briefly review the history of what I
conceive to be an even graver phase,
not from the material, Provincial view-
point, but from the Imperial side,

Induced by glowing accounts of the
opportunities offered by British Colum-
bia for making fortunes, circulated by
employment and steamship agencies,
more than 4,000 Hindoos came to Brit-
ish Columbia in the years 1905-06-07.
While their arrival created some ex-
citement, it was principally because
they contributed to the proportions of
the general question. The Hindoo was
not as great a commercial advantage
to the average employer as the Chin-
ese or Japanese, because he was not
as suitable a workman, and could not
so readily adapt himself to the climate
and environment. At the same time,
the arrival of several thousand Hin-
doos in cne year was a serious disturb-
ing factor, and had to be dealt with,
not more for the sake of the industrial
workers of Bpitish Columbla than for
the Hindoos themselves.

—

But here the Canadian Government
perceived a big Imperial problem, and
Mr. Madkenzie King’s recent success-
ful mission to London affords testl-
mony to the fact thbat Canada is not

vnmindful of the great difficulty which
faces the Mother Country, in reaching

[ a settlement of this problem.

But to advert to Canada's position.
There are across the Pacific approxi-
mately seven hundred millions of peo~
ple M¥ving “from hand te mouth” in
frightful oongestion. Their laboring
classes recelve a few cents a day in
wages. They are told that in Canada
they can earn §L50 mnd $2.00 a day,
with work for everybody. Is it not
natural that they should do thelr ut~
most to obtain enough to take them to
this land of plenty? In various ways
they raise the sum, and then cross the
ocean in ermies. They do mot alter
their manner of Rving when they reach
British Columbia, where almost all of
them remain. They have a standard
which would be degradation to the
white race, and that standerd enables
them to live for so much less then the
Buropean workingman, that they are
able to undersell them that much in
the laber market.

Therefors, when I explain that, as

lebor has invaded about a score of in-
dustrial .branches, the resentment of
the white workingmen can readly be
understood. The Canadien is thus at
e disadvantage in his own country. He
cannot live and support & family on the
wages of an Oriental, who, having no-
body but himself to suppert, imagines
he is receiving princely remuneration,
out of which he saves considerably.
The latter is a distinct type from the
Caucasian, He does not assimilate; he
hes nothing in éommon with the peo-
ple of the laxd. The immigrants from
the United Otates, Sweden. or other
Turopean countries adopt the ways of
their new hemeland. They becoms cit-
izens, assume the ordinary responsibil-
ities and obligatione—wocial as well as
eeconomic—of the other inhabitants,
and, in a word, becomse & part of the
country. But not so the Oriental; he is
of the country ,and yet apart from it.
His activities' are with us, bus s heart
is beyond the seas.

I bave alresdy poliited out that Can-
adians recognize that this problem of
colored immigration 15 an
matter, and I essume that the British
Press desires to make known to the
British people the attitude of Cana~
dians towards the Imperial status of
the question.

As is now generally understood, we
are confronted with the Imperial ques-
tion because of the presence in British
Celumbia of & lavge number of British
subjects from 'India, In the past our
policy has been divected towards the
restriction of the immigration of what
1 may describe as Asiatic foreigners as

tio origin, But the large influx“ef pee-
ple from India was felt to be undesir-
able, and there aross & strong deter-
minstion, partioularly on. the Paqcific
Slope, to confine immigration to those
of. European stock. KHastern Canade,
after some considerstion, fell into
sympathy with the Western view, and
supported the efforts that were made
to prohibit all classes of Orientals from
entering British Celumbia in undesir-
able numbers.

Although - the diplomatic endeavors
of Cansdian statesmen, in dealing
with the question in its larger sense,
have indicated that we are not neglect-
ful of our Imperial abligations, never-
theless the unalterable policy of Can-
ada on this subject must be that color-
ed immigration is incompatible with
our desire to build up Canada with an
indigenous democracy of the British
type. This detevmination is expressed
in the immigration policy of the coun-
try—namely, %0 settle its vast areas
with people from XEurops, especially
those from the British Isies. These are
entering the Western Provinces in
large numbers, and it is worthy ef note
that the rapid inoreass of British set-
tlers in British Columbia began coin~
cidently with the checking of the im-
migration from Asa. :

s o @ o

For years this province suffered in
repute because of reports that 80 per
cent. of its population were Asiatics;
while people held aloof from & land of
great opportunities because of the pre-
sence of Orientals there in large num-~
bers. Therefors, whatever opposition
our people in the British Isles may
have entertained intheoryto our re-
strictive policy, experience has taught
us that the Anglo-Saxon will not set-
tle in a country peopled largely with
Asiatics.

As an Englishman, I can quite ap-
preciate the feeling of the average man
in the Old Country that our policy of
restriction upsets all notions of Chris-
tian brotherhood, as well as the gen-
eral uniformity of British citisenship;
but those views seem to be rendered
untenable by the extraordinary condi-
tions under which the competition be-
tween the white and yellow races is
carried on., I take it as & principle,
however, that the Empire does not de-
viate from the policy of affording pro-
tection to its Colonial people; that it
would not force us to accept in Can-
ada even people of British citizenship
whose presence would be an injury to
our civilization,

B

This may not he consistent with the
oft-repeated theory that no state with-
in the Empire has the right to adopt
a polioy of administration or a stan-
dard of civil liberty contrary to the
fraditional policy of the Exmpire itself;
but then, again, the special conditions,
as they obtain in British Columbia,
must be considered. In that province
there is a strong sentiment in favor
of direct exclusion. And let me say
that no more loyal people exist in any
portion of the British BEmpire than
those of the Pacific Province; they will
risk their lives for the Flag. They
stand for Britigh traditions and fair
play, and whatever they cherish as the
inheritance of the Haxon they gladly
insist shall be extended to the Orien-
tal Britieh subjects in the country, al-
though they oppose colored immigra-
tion. This was clearly shown when,
in the Stats of Washington (U. 8.
Hindoos were -driven from certain
towns. British Columbians were Iin-
dignant that British subjects should be
#o0 treated.

To sum up, let me say that I believe

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MILITARY TRAINING.

@ir Frederick Borden, Minister of
Militia, nas on various occasions ex-
pressed his opinfon that the tweélve or
fourteen days training in camp, pro-
vided under the present system is
scarcely sufiicient for the Canadian
Militia. Sir Frederick would be even
more deeply Impressed with this view:
if he were able to visit the several
camps of instruction now in progress.
New Brunswick voluntesars are as
¢ood as any in the Dominion; they are

" quite as intelligent, and eager to learn,

yet it is not too much to say that the
sen who are now eading their stay at
Sussex know practically nothing of
military discipline and drill. Regiments
have gone under canvas this year, &8
in other years, consisting of from thir-
ty to fifty per cent. of recruits, men
who have never before held a rifle. In
the towns and cities of the Province
there are better opportunities for ac-
qQuiring knowledge than exist in rural
communities. Boys in St. John are able
to see some of the militia on almost
any evening during the . summer
months. They gather around and
watoch the drill, and so acquire an ‘ele-
mentary understanding of what is ne-
oeasary, which forms a foundation for
their training when they become af-
@liated with any of the companies. In
the country there are no such Oppor-
tunities and new men who join are to-
tally igmorant of even first principles.
They go to Sussex one year and find
that in many cases their officers are
little better equipped than themselves.
Those -in command, who have a thor-

‘ough knowledge of the drill, are not

sufficlently numerous, nor could they
be expected to be, to give attention
to eadh individual under them. The
men must be trained in companies or
squads and the progress made is ne-
cessarily very slow. Today at the
close of camp there are hundreds of
men who have not really grasped the
meaning of the various words of com-
mandy to whom the rifie they carry is
an incumbrance, and who, while me-
chanically ‘going through the different
fleld movements have no jdea of what
it all means. There is not even time
for anything like accuracy in the me~
chanical part of the drill This is not
because the officers imparting instruo=
tion are not earnest in their efforts, nor
because the men are too dense to learxm
readily, but is simply due to the fact
thet thers s so much in military train-
{ng that for raw recruits a gonseiderably
longer period than twelve days is
needed to aoquire xnowledge of the
work, If the same men remained in
the regiments year after year & high
standard would probably be reached,
b\it.'..lo many new men join between
camps that the short term now allowed
does fot afford proper opportunity.
Anyone seeing the militiamen on their
arrival at Sussex on Tuesday of last
week and again today must be struck
by the progress made, but must also
be deepiy impressed with the faot that
now towards the close of the oamp
the men are not by any means profic-
jent in military arill. This applies more
perticulariy to the infantry than to
the eavelry and artillery.
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THEB HARBOR BILL.

With eommendable celerity, members
of the common council have prepared
the bill under the provisions of which
it is proposed to place the west side of
the harbor in commission. Such energy
on the part of the aldermen is all the
more refreshing because it was unex-
pected, and the hope may be expressed
that the promptness with which this
preliminary work has been done may
Muo until the matter is brought to
a suocessful conclusion. The bill oc-
cording to Hon. Wm. Pugsley’'s pro-
posal, will now go before the federal
pariiament, but until the provinolal
legislature grants permission for the
transfer of control of the properties in-
volved it cannot become operative.
This permission will not be obtained
until next spring, but the intervening
months may be profitably spent in set-
tling the flnanoial and other details of
the transaction in order that when the
time for the transfer comes a definite
sgreement may be in existence, 8t.
John, according to the present under-
standing, le to be repaid the amounts
expended on harbor work on thse west
side. This city has no desire to de-
mand profite, but will merely ask for
fair remaumeration, the amount being
equal to that actually expended. A
very large portion of the civic debt
megy be accounted for by the construc-
tion of west side wharves. Rellef from
the burden so imposed will free for
other public uses large sums now de-
manded by annual interest payments.
It is net wise to count the chickens be-
fore they are hatched, but certainly
8t. John's future today seems brighter
than - for many years. The usual
lethargy or indiffevence regarding mat-
ters of civic interest is apparent in
connection with this harbor schems,
Iﬁﬂt there has been noepposition to the

proposal, and while silence on the part
of citizens may not mean anything it
can be regarded as approval of what
is now being done.

LIVING ON $1.25 A WBEK.

The problem of how to live on $1.25 &
week and still keep in fine physical con-
dition is being solved by an economy
diet club at the International Young
Men's Christian Association training
school at Springfield, Mass. The club
was organized at the suggestion of
Harry O. McGuire, of Toronto, Canada
and has been in existence nearly three
months. The students in Mr. McGuire's
club have certainly reduced eating and
cooking to a science. A room over the
gymnasium is rented by them for $1 a

| week. The gas for cooking costs them

from 2 to 50 cents a week and this
jeaves only $1 a week from each stud-
ant for food. In other words, twenty-
one meals are furnished for $1—less
than five cents a meal. The heaviest
expense each week is for butter and
lard, with meat a close second. Six or
seven pounds of meat are purchased
weekly, and most of it is used in stews
as they are found to be the most nour-
ishing. Cornmeal mush and cornmeal
fried can always be relied upon and
rice ig cooked in every form, Puddings
are generally oaten for dessert. and
these are of rige, bread or custard.

GERMANY'S REFUSAL
T0 ARBITRATE.

o

The chief foe of arbitration now
stands revealed, it appears in no less
formidable a shape than the German
Empire. A year ago it was whispered
about among the European press that
the efforts being made at The Hague
for international arbitrationvand limi-
tation of armaments were’ being block-
ed by von Bieberstein, the leading Ger-
man delegate, and now this rumor is
con_ﬂrmed by two delegates to The
Hague, who spoke at the Lake Mohonk
Arbitration Conference a few days ago.

“DETERMINED OPPOSITION.”

“Obligatory arbitration would have
been adopted but for the determined
opposition of Germany, the great mili-
tary power of the world,” said ex-Sec-
retary John W, Foster, who repre-
sented China at the Conference, and
Dr. James Brown Scott, who has been
called “the brains of the American
delegation,” said the same thing. Si-
multaneously with these announce-
ments comes the news that Germany
has declined to conclude with the
United States an arbitration treaty
such as the United States have been
negotiating with the other powers.
Great Britain, Japan, France, Italy,
Spain, Switzerland, Mexico, Portugal,
Netherlands, Sweden and Denmark
have entered into arbitration agree-
ments with the United States, but
Germany declines,

GERMAN POLICY.

This attitude of Germany arouses in-
terest in the motive, Is Germany
contemplating some war that such a
treaty would interfere with? The
New, York Sun does not accuse Ger-
many of any such design, but takes
this refusal as part of the settled »o'-
icy that has made the Empire what
it is today. The editorial practically
says that Germany’s causes in her
great wars have not been such as an
international court would be likely to
approve. We read, in further explana-
titon of her attitude:—

“A good deal of surprise seems to
have been caused on our side of the
Atlantic by Germany’s refusal to con-
clude with the United States an arbi-
tration treaty similar to the conven-
tions which we have lately agreed upon
with Great Britain and other nations.
At first sight, undoubtedly, the refusal
is hard to reconcile with the repeat-
ed and emphatic proofs of Germany’s
desire to bring about the most cordial
relations with the United States, but
upon reflection it will be found in har-
mony not only with her opposition to
the establishment of a Hague tribunal
and her efforts to minimize its impor-
tance but also with her determination,
which since 1870-71 has become fixed,
never again to hamper by treaties her
power to obtain and preserve what she
belieaves to be her rigﬁtl.

“NATIONAL UNIFICATION.”

““The history of Germany has taught
her that not until she had learned to
rely upon herself alone was she able to
satisfy the age-long and passionate
craving for national unification. So
long as a part of her children leaned
on one foreign power and the rest of
them on another it was inevitable that
German unity should be sacrificed.

“Each of the three steps by which
German unity was attainled was ac-
complighel in the teeth of European
public opinien and by exclusive reli-
ance on native resourc3s. The reincor-
poration of the Schleswig-Holstein
duchies was brought about in 1864 with-
out the coun‘snance of any outiside
state, and certaialy would have been
frustrated had Germaay’'s claim been
submitted to an international tribunal
instead of to the arbitramant of the
swyord. Prussia’s struggle with Austria
in 1866, a struggle indispensable to the
achievement of Garman unity, would
never have *aken place had the valid-
ity of the ostensible pretexts been re-
ferred to arbitration.

HER REFUSAL.

“The war of 1870 between the North
German Confederation and France
would never have occurred or would
have been arrested quickly and would
have had a very differant outcome had
a Furopsaa Corgress been invited to
consider the questicns nominally at
issue. The seemingly headlong course
pursued by Prussia at each of these
fateful coajunctions would not have
been justified by a Iuropean Deace
conferencs, but it was vindicated by
the 'instinctive national resolve never
again to miss an opportunity of estab-
lishing German unity.

“Is Germany's refusal to hamper by
arbitration treaties her future power
of enforcing what she believes to be
her right likely to prove a source of
international peril? The question might
be answered in the affirmative if she
or the rulers who personify her spirit
were as unscrupulous as Napoleon )
or as Napoleon 'II, or, we may add,
as Warren Hastings.

CLEAR-SIGHTED POLICY.

“As a matter of fact, however, the
German consclence iz as clean, as alert
and as clear-sighted as is that of any
other nation. As a rule the German
Government in its controversies 18
compelled in its own interest to take

good care to have the national con-
enters
into a quarrel it will be one which her
people think just and for which they
will be willing to die by the hundred

thousand, and it is in order that such
sacrifices when they are needed may
not be made in vain that her people
are willing to bear, for decade
decade, .the burden of military con-
scription and of a huge standing army.

«Their resolve is always to be pre-
pared to make their conception of their
rights previil. That is why they will
not trammel themselves by arbitration
treaties, or disarm, wholly or even par-
tially, in reliance on an international
tribunal whose conscience may, in
Germany’s opinion, be no better than
her own.”

Tt s curious to see, says the London

@pectator, what difficulty even very
able men find in understanding the
‘meaning of sea power. [Dspecially is
this true of Continental publicists and
stetesmen. Their eyes are so con-
staptly Ozed _upon . their armies, and
Jipent- the plainer aspects of military
m'-m. that they are always forget-
how great a part the command

of the sea plays even in land warfare.
A ‘pemarikadle exdmple of this is to be
‘found in the two articles which have
Fed” duting  Whe Present week In

“the Temps newspaper—articles ocalou-
lsted to reise Qoubts in the minds of
Prenchmen as to whether France can
safely trust to a close understanding
with Britain as long as Britain is not
of an ermy on the Conti-

nental scale.
WRLCOMBED CRITICTSM.

Pefore we examine the criticiams
eantained in the Temps, let us say that
we do not resent but welcome them.

chmen have the clearest and most
obvious right to disouss their relations
with this country in all their bearings,
and we should be the last to condemn
anything in the nature of plain speak-
ing. Any matter which affects the
peace .ot Hurope, and consequently the
future happineas of mankind, must be
treated, not in a vein of sentiment or
enthusiasm, but with the utmost care
end seriousness. But though we wel-
ecome the determination of the Temps
to consider all the facts of the situa-
tion, ¥
ecuflous blindness to the strategic as-
pects of the command of the sea.

NOT ONE-SIDED.

With regard to the possibilities of
the Eintente ripaning into an “Alliance,”
the Temps in effect tells us that such
an arrangemernt would be one-sided un-
fess Great Britain is able to bring far
more military power than she now pos-
pésses {1ito the common stock. France,
that 18, would suffer from the Alllance
anless she could look to Great Britain
gor substantial military aid. But ac-
gording to the Temps no such military
¢4 could now be given to France by
this country. Here is a capital exam-
ple of thinking that strength in war
rests only upon soldiers. For ourselves,
we believe that even without any in-
erease Of our present army we could,
should it be necessary to go to the ald
of France, do a very great deal more
on land than the critic of the Temps
@ssumes to be possible. A hundred
and fifty thousand men acting upon the
flank of an army attacking France
€rom the east might be quite enough to
turn-the scale. ‘When iwo forces are
oV balanced the de.ermining factor
need pot necessarily be large.

AID OF INCALCULABLE BENEFIT.

we are bound to point out its

our command of the sea would enable
us to bestow on France at the moment
of crisis aid that might be of incalcul-
able benefit to her. This can easlly
be realized by supposing France at war
“with Germany in the course of, say,
three years’ time, and considering the
situation. ‘It iz no secret that at that
time the German fleet will be so great-
ly superior in numbers, power and effi-
clency to the French flest that it is as_
certain as anything human can be that,
in spite of the unquestioned gallantry
of the French navy, it would be over-
come, and Germany would very soon
after the declaration of war possess the
command of the sea—in the relative
sense; that is, as far as France was
concerned.

BLOW TO FRBENCH COMMBRCE.

What must be the consaquences? In
the first place, a terrific injury would
be done to French commerce. The
French mercantile marine would be
swept from the sea, and French foreign
trade would be paralyzed. Next, the
whole of the great oversea Empire of
France in Africa, Asia, and the Pacific
would be at the mercy of Germany.
8till more serious, the Germans by the
possession of the command of the sea,
coupled with their enormous resources
in the matter of sea—transport, would
be able to deal France a blow which
would counteract any successes French
troops might achieve on the frontier.

We arée by no means to be counted
among those who believe that in the
case of war with Germany the French
armies -would be unable to give a
good account of themselves. We be-
Hleve, rather, that France would be able
to hold her own on the frontier, if not
indeed somewhat more than her own.
The notion of the Germans being able
to make a rapid invasion of France is,
in our opinion, quite untenable. No
doubt France would have a very se-
vere struggle, and would have to place
almost che whole of her military forces
on her Eastern frontier; but when she
had doro that the Germans would find
themselves opposite an insurmountable
obstacls.

HELP LAND FORCES.

Faced with such a situation, the Ger-
mane could bring their sea power to
help their -land forces. What ‘they
would do would be to fit out an ar-
mada of trgnsports, put some two hun-
dred thousand men on board and con-
vey them to some place along that vast
stretch of coast which runs from Dun-
kirk to Biarrits, and from Cette to
Mentone. It will, perhaps be said
that the French army would be able to
resist such a landing; but remember
that no man in France could say where
the blow would fall. In order to
guard her thousands of miles of coast
efficlently, France would be obliged to
withdraw from the eastern frontier a
large number of troops who would be
urgently needed in the firing line there.
In the case of land invasion, it is easy

enough to tell within a hundred miles

or o where the attack is coming and
10 make ready to meet it. It is the
nature of invasion by sea that the
enemy can conceal thelr place of at-
tack end that it is impossible to know
where to look for them.

That is the reason why sea power
can alone give compléte protection
from invasion, and why islands which
do not possess sea power are always
invaded with special esse. The silver
streak does not give protection,but only
the long black or grey things which
float upon the silver streak. We do not
wish to be pessimists, but we say with-
out fear of contradiction that the posi-
tion of Fraice, face to face with
Germany, uniess she possesses the com-
mand of the sea either in her own per-
gon or through our help, is one which
no true friend of France can contem-
plate without grave misgiving.

There is yet another point of view
from which it is essential that France
should be able to feel secure as regards
sea power. It I8 of the greatest im-
portance that Italy should not join in
any attack upon France. That Italy
{s most anxious to refrain from joining
in such an attack and to remain on
good terms with France, is what we
may call a commonplace of diplomacy.
But if France were without sea power
herself and without and ally passessed
of sea power, Italy might be constrain-
ed by the nation which did possess ste-
power into taking up arms against
France. Italy is so terribly vulnerable
to the attack of those who possess the
command of the sea that she is almost
pound to do the bidding of the power
which controls the Mediterranean. If
Great Britain were neutral, and Ger-
many had obtained the command of
the sea. Italy would hardly refuss to do
the bidding of Germany. The same
considerations apply to Spain. She
might easily ve bullled into hostility to
France by the possessor of sea power.

POSITION OF STRENGTH.

We have dwelt about upon the peril-
ous position which France would be in
if the command of the sea had passed
to her enemy. Compare this for a
moment with the position of strength
which she would obtain had she on her
slde a power which possessed the con-
mand of the sea, even although that-
power brought her no military ald. In
the first place she need have no fear
of Italy or Spain. Neither power
could possibly be coerced into attack-
ing her even if it wanted to do so—
which it would not—for the game
would be too danggrous. Next, she
would be able to feel absolute secure
as to her coasts and her commerce, and
could put every single man into the
fighting-line. Again, she would be
able to feel safe in regard to her colon-
{al and oversea possessions, and could
draw from them a considerable portion
of their garrisons.

A RISK FOR GEHRMANY.

On the other hand, Germany would
have a good deal to fear for her own
coasts. It is true those coasts are not
very long, but still to guard them ef-
fectually a large number of troops
must be kept back from the frontier.
It would never do for Germany to risk
the possibility of some point on her
coast being seized and a mixed force of
a quarter of a million Frenchmen and
Englishmen being landed for the imme-
diate attack of say, Hamburg or Bre-
men, with the further possibility that
if the first landing were unsuccessful
another half-a-million men would be
brought round to attack the German
armies in the rear,

VITAL IMPORTANCE.

There is no need to emphasize fur-
ther the vital importance to France of
the command of the sea not being in
hostile hands, and therefore the vital
importance of a good understanding
with the power which commands the
sea. Wae feel sure that our contem-
poraries in the French press will ac-
knowledge the significance of the con-
siderations we have eet forth as soon
as they are pointed out to them. Mean-
time we desire to express a hope that
our words will not be misunderstood
in Germany, unless she should attack
a power with which we have an under-
standing, such as we have at present
with France. Should France — which
i{s absolutely unthinkable—perpetrate a
wanton and unprovoked attack upon
Germany, no one in Great Britain
would hear of backing her up.

If, however, Germany were to force
war upon France, then unquestionably
opinion here would be unanimous in
supporting France to the very utmost
of our ability, unless, of course—which,
again, is absolutely inconceivable —
France had in previous years told us
that our help was not required by her,
and that she did not want or desire an
understanding with us in’ the matter of
foreign relations,

NO WANTON ATTACK.

France will as we have said, never
perpetrate a wanton attack on Ger-
many. She is, we believe, the most
peaceable and the most peace-loving
of all the Continental powers, and
therefore she is essentially the power
with which we, who also desire peace
above all things, ought to arrive at and
understanding. Whether this under-
standing should be called an alliance
or not seems to us rather a matter of
names than of things. For ourselves,
however, we are inclined to think that
“understanding’’ or entente is a much
better name than “alliance.” “Alli-
ance” has a somewhat aggressive air
about it. But the object of both
France and Great Britaln is to show
the world that when acting together
they are thinking of nothing so much
as of peace, and that they have no de-
gire to injure, or even to isolate, any
other power.

Peace is the principls upon which
the understanding rests. We hold that
both nations may rely upon their com-
mon determination to prevent any
power from disturbing the peace of
the world, or from taking aggressive or
oppressive action ae the best possible
form of alliance. The fact that Russia
is also the friend of peace and of
France and Britain is a further secur-
ity. While these three powers hold
together, the risk of Europe being
plunged into war is reduced to a mini-
mum. Their rulers know this, and
therefore are not likely to allow inter-
ests so vast and so beneficial to be
jeopardized by a punctilio, or by any
injudicious and misinformed computa-
tion of the exact amount contributed
by each nation to the common insur-
ance fund against war.

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OPPOSITION NOW ACCEPT
LAURIER'S PROPOSAL AS
MADE TWO MONTHS AGO

OTTAWA, Ont.,\ July 2.—The long
expected announcement from the gov-
ernment as to the compromise affected
on the election bill as the result of
negotiations carried on during the past
few weeks between the Prime Minis-
ter and the leader of the opposition,
with a view to overcoming the dead-
lock, was made today by Hon. Mr.
Aylesworth in the course of a cogent
and exhaustive review of the conten-
tious clauses of the bill, which has
held the cengre of the stage in the
Commons this session. The amend-
mentsg he proposed to the crucial first
clause of the bill in brief retain a pro-
vision for allocation by county court
Judges of lists in Manitoba to respect-
ive federal constituencies and also
practically the original proposal with
respect to a second revision of lists by
Judges in unorganized districts of New
Ontario.

In taking the course adopted with
regard to the Manitoba lists, the Min-
ister of Justice frankly admitted it
was a substantial departure from a
fair proposal originally embodied, in-
asmuch as that proposal provided for
preparation of the lists by enumer-
ators by the government.
new proposal the government
were only carrying out the pro-
position submitted by %he Prime Min-
ister on May 12, when he declared his
willingness to have the preparation of
the lists taken altogether out of the
hands of the government appointees
and put absolutely beyond the reach of
political influence. It was an example
which might well be followed by the
provincial governrments, which con-
trolled the preparation of their own
lists. British Columbia and Quebec, he
said, would not be dealt with in the
bill as amended, because the sityation
in these provinces did not demand it.

The Minister of Justice concluded his
speech, which occupied over
hours with a strong defense af clause
17, which validates a ballot marked in-
advertently or otherwise by polling of-
ficial. He completely turned the criti-
cisms of oppesition to ridicule by point-
ing out that the very provision which
they and their press had so vehemently
stigmatized as violating secrecy of bal-

lot was actually contained in the bill,
of Mr. Alcorn, Conservative member.

for 'Prince Edward,and also in the elec-
tion bill passed in April by the Whit-
ney government. It was also clear
that as a result of the provisions ori-
ginally proposed in the bill a fairer list
had been secured -in Manitoba thaa
would otherwise have been the case
and panrliament, if any injustice should
in future be shown to exist, could at
any time insist on its right or de-
mand the passing of remedial legisla-
tion as at first proposed.

Replying to a question by R. L. Bor-
den in the House of Commons this
morning, Sir Wilfrid stated that while

The debate on the election bill was
then resumed by H. H. Miller, who
in a brief speech reviewed the situa-
tion with regard to preparation of pro-
vincial lists in New Ontario and point-
ed out that under present procedure
lists as prepared by the provincial
government gave practically no op-
portunity for revision in -unorganized
districts,

Jas, Conmee, who followed, said he
knew as a fact that at the last pro-
vincial election in Ontario a large
number of names were put on the list
in one riding to be voted in another
riding. It was also the case that 140
men had voted in one riding in New
Ontario who had been only a few days
in the country and who had been
warned not to vote. Not only had the
new law in Ontario cut out the rights
of the electors by reducing the time
for appeals, but when the election took
place nobody knew the law.

In some instances, he sald, the enu-
merators had posted up lists at places
fifty or more miles from the electorate
affected, and these lists had been
treated as complete and flnal without
any opportunity being given for an
appeal.

Mr. Boyce (Sault Ste. Marie) de-
clared that what the bill proposed
with regard to northern- Ontario was
an unfair discrimination against that
part of the province and suggested
that the government wished to punish
Ontarlo for what happened on June 8.

Mr. Alcorn argued strongly in favor
of - the present system of preparing the
Ontario provincial lists.

Newspaper Unfairness

Hon. Mr. J&ylesworth at the outset
of his remarks said that since the bill
was Intrcduced he had been subject-
ed to a great deal of abuse from news-
papers politically opposed to him. So
far as the newspapers were concerned
he had become callous gnd did not
propose to reply to or even deprecate
the attacks, nor did he propose to de-
vote any time to a repetition of those
attacks made by members of the
house. There had, he said, been little
real criticilsm-of the bill in the house.
A good deal of that had been actual
misrepresentation. Proceeding, he
spoke of the criticisms of the last
clause of the bill framed with a view
to prevent any further political con-
tributions in this country on the part
of any company or association, not
alone to election funds of a campaign
fund or to the candidate himself, but
for any political purpose. He had not
been able to find more sweeping lan-
guage than had been embodied in the
clause. But so far as legitimate
political subscripticus were concern-
ed through the agency of the regularly
incorporated political organigstions

whose books were open to incpection
an excaption was made to the bill

Mr. Aylesworth then referred to the
speeches of Mr. Borden and Mr. Roche
of Marequette and quoted passages
showing that they were in favor of
having the allocation of votes made by
\county court judges. He also alluded
to the proposition made by 8ir Wiifrid
Laurier. That proposition, he said,
had been made with his (Mr. Ayles-
worth’s) full consent.

“I ard prepared,” he continued, “and
I have no doubt every member on this
slde of the house is prepared to adhere
honorably and distinctly to the propo-
sition made by the leader of the house.

“But with regard to the allocation of
nameg it was manifest that it could
not be done by a judge unless that
judge had also power to define and es-
tablish polling sub-divisions.”

He was prepared, he said, when the
bill reached the committee stage to
move a clause in substitution of clause
one of the bill providing that a board
of Manitoba county court judges shall
in each Dominion electoral district in
the province allocate the lists and poll-

But in-the :

ing sub-divisions for the federal elec-
tion.

“The judges in doing that work,” he
said, “are to take the provincial lists
as finally revisej and then locate and
distribute the names among the several
polling sub-divisions of that particular
riding for which the committee was
appointed. In proposing that sub-
stitute clause I am rot for & moment
losing sight of the fact that it is a
substantial depamture from the propo-
sition as it appears on the fact of the
bill. This bill proposed that the work
of preparing lists should be done as it
i{s done today in tHe province by enum-
erators appointed by the government.
That feature of ihe bill is entirely el-
iminated simply because I adhere en-
tirely to the proposal made by the
leader of the house.

“He (Prime Minister) stated that he
was prepared, speaking for the gov-
ernment and party which he leads, to
take this preparation of the voters
lists entirely out of the hands of the
government appointees and put it en-
tirely in the hands of judges, to put
it above the reach of political influ-
ence.

“If he is prepared,speaking as leader
of his party, to take that ocourse and
if I am following in stating now that
I propose to present an amendment of
that character I think we are setting
an example before the various provin-
clal governments of this country which
control the preparation of their own
voters lists an example which, to say
the least, they might all well follow.
Personally I have been influenced very

TELEPHONE A SUCGESS

C. P, R Officlals Well Satisfied With
: Experiment. -

-ago the C. P. R. installed a telephone
system on the line between Montreal
and Farnham, Que. Tt has beem in
operation for these three weeks, and
all the officials of the road pronounce
it most satisfactory, Mr. Kent, man-
ager of the C. P. R, Telegraph Com-
pany, declares that.the telephone will
supersede the telegraph as a means
of despatcHing trains. He said that
the system of calling a station is
faster by telephone. In one case an
operator called three stations in 24 sec-
onds, This would take at least two
minutes by telegraph. The C. P- R. is
the third railway on the continent to
establish a single track telephone cir-

| cuit, and for their demonstration chose

the busiest piece of the road on the
eastern system. During the three weeks
no -telegrams were used in the des-
patching of trains. Although the fitting
up of the telephone is more expensive,
yet Mr. Kent declares that it will
prove cheaper in the long run, owing
to the saving in the.time of operating.
For the telephone system they require
two copper wires, while for the tele-
graph they use an iron one. Mr. Kent
thinks that the day is not far distant
when the whole system of train operat-
ing 'will be conducted by telephone, in-
stead of telegraph.

KANSAS CITY, July 2.—The Kansas
City Court of Appeals decided today
that the first marriage in the worldy
history was a common-law contract —
a mutual agreement between the prin-
cipals. The court holds that present-
day common-law marriages are like-
wise binding.

The suit in question was for $400,
brought by BHlla Phillips Davis against
R. W. Stouffer, administrator of her
husband’'s estate. She asserted that
she was his common-law wife,

The court, finding for her, said:—
“The marriage of Adam and Eve was
not only without witnesses, but so far
as the records show, they married
themselves.

LONDON, July 2—An orstorical dusl
between Lord <Curszon and Viscount
Morley _of Blackburn, Secretary of
State for India, took place in the House
of Lords tonight, on the subject of
the recent unrest in India, this being
Viscount Morley’s maiden speech in
that House.

Lord Curzon regarded the unrest as
& chronic symptom of the condition of
Asia as a whole, which has beeen fo-
mented by Japan’'s victory over Rus~
sla,

“That was the trlumph of Asia over
Burope,” he sald, “and the reverbera-
tions of that conflict have spread like
& thunderclap through the whispering
galleries of the east.”

The
Government had no reason, he con®
tinued, to doubt the Ameer’'s loyalty
and friendship, and regarding the In-
dian agitation it did  not intend to
adopt the remedy of “martial law and
no damned nonsense,’” but while the
