buildings. Taking the earthquake first:
The only considerable building report-
ed shaken down is City Hall. This was
a massive stone pile which must have
failen owing to its very weight, just
as did''some of the Stanford buildings.

THE AWAKENING OF THE NORTH

A METROPOLIS ORDAINED BY
GOD.

There is no doubt that the city will
be rebuilt. Say even that the capital-
ists involved agreed by mutual con-
sent to withdraw from the peninsula,
they would have to rebuild on the
shores of San Francisco Bay, for this
is a metropolis not by the hand of man
but by the dct of God.

It does not exist because lines of
trangportation have agreed upon it as
a site, but because it is the only nat-
ural site, the only possible site for the
port of entry and the metropolis to
California and all the country which
lies back of it to the Rockies.

Seattle, t'l:e only good harber to the
north, has been pressing it close for
some of the Pacific trade and has near-
ly taken away the Alaskan trade,
which used to be in the hands of Cali-
fornia, but it can never be the port of
entry and of exit for the country of
central and northern California and for
the mountain regions further inland.

SURROUNDING TERRITORY VERY
RICH.

These are the resources of that part
of California which lies tributary to
San Francisco:

There are two great interior valleys
running for 400 miles between the Coast
Range and the Sierra Neévada, and
tributary to the Sacramento and San
Joaquin Rivers. San Francisco Bay is
at the mouth of these rivers, which are
navigable through their richest dis-
tricts.

Once, these valleys were all in wheat;
now, when the bottom is out of that
erop, they are begirLning to break up
these rich lands into small tracis and
10 raise concentrated crops. In these
valleys, but more especially in the
smaller valleys, like the Santa Clara,
fiourished the great dried fruit indus-
try of the United States. - There was
a great industry in fresh fruits for the
Eastern markets, also, and most of the
fresh deciduous fruits sent to the Easi-
ern markets come from the North.

The ‘orange and .lemon industry is
mainly in the South, through the coun-
try tributary to Los Angeles; but late-
ly it has been found that vre=nges do
well in the hot interior valleys at a
latitude even with Philadelphia;: and
the orange industry of the north was
increasing. Every year more and
more wheat land was going into con-
centrated crops.

Fresno ships more raisins than any
other city in the world; Petaluma is
one of the greatest “hen towns” in the
country. The Santa Clara Valley, be-
ginning just below San Francisco and
running for seventy or eighty miles
down the coast, is one great orchard.

There is a heavy beet sugar indus--
try.

Up the coast, nerth ' of San Fran-
cisco, stretches an - unbroken, forest,
one of the few considerable tracts of
forest land left in:this country, ;' The
state is a steady and persistent pro-
ducer of g01d—$17,000,000 1last year.
Once, it led in this respect, but Colo
rado has passed it. This comes in the
main from the mother lode of the
slerra—and the end of the mother lode
is not yet in sight. This mining coun-
try is naturally tributary to San Fran-
cisco; so is all Nevada,. California, is
the only state which produces quick-
silver in quantities, and these mines
lie in the bay region. The copper in-
dustry is growing. The base metals
of the Sierra are hardly touched, and
Californians -have been howling for
Eastern capital to come in and do
something,

One thing the state lacks—coal. There
is only one bed, and that of inferior
quality. The fuel coal is brought from
‘Washington. Although the power
transmission lines, which have turned
the torrents of the Sierra into light,
heat and the whirl of wheels are in-
dustrial wonders of the world, there can
never be any great and general manu-
facturing.

The backbone of California wealth
is the incomparable richness of the
lands, which, under that soft growing
climate which makes all things large,
has an immense producing power. Sec-
ondary, but still important, is the min-
ing wealth, by no means fully develop-
ed.

THE REBUILDING PRQBLEM. """

In the matter of rebuilding, the city
is up against a curious problem. Brick
and stoné are scarce. There is little
good brick clay in the region, and
there are few quarries west of the
Lierras. The wooden buildings which
the fire took were partly the growth of
necessity, for wood at least was near
at hand and one did not need brick
and stone houses to keep warm in that
climate.

Yet it is inconceivable that the city |
authorities should permit any more
wooden buildings within certain cen-
tral districts. The business part will be |
rebuilt, no doubt, on the steel struc-
ture plan, with cement walls. The
Pittsburg steel men have said that |
they will be able to furnish all that
San: Francisco wants. It is different
with the dwellings.

FPerhaps cement of the cheap sort
used for smaller buildings will solve |
this. The materials of cement are
close and good. Excellent Portland |
cement is made on the border between {

The two hundredth anniversary -of
Benjamin Franklin’s birth was cele-
brated in Paris last Friday by the un-

DON'T DROP YOUR INSURANCE.
AS a result of. the exposures made
during the New York state legisla-
ture’s investigation ef the insurance
companies the amount of new insur-
ance written by the American eom-
panies during 1905 fell of $194,000,000 as
compared  with the previous year.
Placing the average policy at $3,000,
this means that about 65,000 men who
would otherwise have taken out insur-

ance and. protected their families, ne-
glected this- duty. Probably thousands
more, stampeded by the revelations of
mismanagement and dishonesty into
the fear that they were paying their

‘money into bankrupt concerns, allowed

their insurance to iapse.

A similar investigation is now under
Wway in Canada and it is possible that
wrongdoing - and . waste, =almost as
startling as was discévered by the
American ‘inquiry, may be unearthed:

In this conneetion the Winnipeg Tri-|

bune gives ' some sterling advice  to
Canadian poliey holders, "It says:

‘“The Canadian peaple should remain
calm. They should not permit thems-
selves to be stampeded by any sensa-
tional evidence that may be given be-
fore. the insurance commission. Under
no circumstances should they permit
themselves to drop their policles, Un-
der no circumstances should they lose
faith in insurance, Y

“The chief thing to remember fs,
that thou, companies may be badly
managed, though graft may ‘flourish in
some of their head offices, no one seri-
ously suspects that the companies are
not thoroughly solvent, not quite able
to carry out thelr contracts to the let-
ter. Even the most corrupt of the New
York companies is solvent beyond any
possible doubt.

“It is right that men occupying posi-
tions of trust, who betray that trust,
should be -severely - punished—but the
dropping of . policies, or neglecting to
insure, is not the way to punish them.
By such a plan the general publie, who
can not afford to lose premiams, or to
leave their familles without the pro-
tection of policies, are the sufferers.”

Vast as was the devastation wrotght
by the San Francisco earthquake it is
insignificant beside the record of some
similar disasters. The great earth-
quake of 1765, which engulfed Tisbon
and destroyed Fez and many other
cities over an area of 5,000 miles, kill-
€d over 70,000 people in Lisbon and
Fez alone. In 1783 there was an earth-
quake in Ca_labrla. that caused the
death of 100,000 persons, and was felt
in mnearly every part of :é:urope. An-
other terrific earthquake'svas that of
31 B. C., which devastated Judea and
destroyed 10,000 people. In A D, 458
the City of Antioch was visited by an
earthquake, and no fewer than 260,000
péople killed. In 587,130,000 were de-

stroyed.

The Early Days—The Baptists in Old Man’s Story—
: Lay Laborers—Men of Today.

The town of Sackville Is situated in
the richest section, not only of  the-
county of Westmorland, but of the en-
tire province, the productiveness " of
its marsh lands being practically in-
exhaustible. It has a nomber- of
manufacturing establishments ~ snd
does a large business in “stoves and
other {ron work, boots and shoes, tux;-{
niture, farming equipments, and other
lines.” The poor are conspicuous by
their fewness, the well-to-do are gen-
eral, and quite a number are regard-
ed wealthy. There are many fine re-
sidences, much taste is shown in field
and garden, and strangers frequ* ity
quote -the words of Goldsmith as-em-
inently appropriate:

JOSIAH WOOD AND JOSEPH L.

They had six sons and
two daughters, Martin of Hopewell
Cape, Dr. Rufus of Albert, Philip of
Dorchester, Acalus, fidge, of St. John,
the others of Sackville. * Maririer Wood
started a business of Hhis' own at
Sackville, which grew ‘to great pro-
portions, and in 1871 became the firm
of Mariner Wood & Sons.”  Josiah
studied law, and was ddmitted to the
bar in 1866, but later relinquished the
profesion and entered” the mercantile
arena. He married Laura 8 daugh-
ter of Thompspon Trueran, in 1874
Was elected to the house of commons
in 1882 and was called to the senate
in 1895. He has ever been a generous
supporter. of the interests of the Meth-
odist church, and has given some
large contributions towards the insti-
tutions at Mount Allison.

The great grandfather of Joseph L.
Black was a Scotchman, born iin
Paisley in 1727. When a young man
he removed to Huddersfield, England,
and in 1774 came to Nova Scotia, and
settled in what is now the town of
Ambherst. Later he removed to Dor-
chester, where he died at the advanced
age of ninety-three years, leaving a
large family. He was the father of
the Willlam Black whose apostolic
labors in.the early days of maritime
Methodism have been frequently re-
ferred to in these papers, and -because
of which he is frequently spoken of
as Bishop Black. His great grandso:,
Joseph ‘L., has for many years played
a prominent part in.fhe ‘public life of
the county of Westmorland, has fillaq
& number of responsible Positions with
much efficiency, and for several years
was a ‘valuable member of the local
legislature. He has ever 'taken a
great interest in matters pertaining to
the church, 'has been repeatedly sent
to the conference, and, like. Mr. ‘Wood.,
has been a liberal supporter of the
Mount Allison Institutions.

; Tero district, south of Shannon street,

WATER SUPPLY.

SAN - FRANCISCO, April 22 —Ex-
perts of the Spring Valley Water Co.,
who  have  been engaged in making a'
thorough examination of the mains and
reservoirs of the systeni, have report-

ed that the company has in its reser-
voirs enough water to supply the city |
at the regular rate of 35,000,000 gallons |
per ‘day for a period 6f six hundred '
days. The only immediate problem is
that of getting this supply of water in-
to the ecity: Already pipes have been
repaired in certain ‘sections and a sup-
ply of 6,000,000 gallons daily is reach-

ing and will continue. to reach the city |
proper from Lake Mercede.

Within a few hours another supply !
of 6,000,000 gallons daily will be poured
into the city from College Hills, This |
will furnish’ water to the northern sec- |
tion of the city. Already water is be-
ing supplied to the Black Points and
Pacific Heights district and the city
will within four days be receiving a !
daily supply of beiween 16,000,000 and
17,600,000 gallons, Which is practically
equal to half the amount that was be-
ing furnished to the entire city prior
to the earthquake. This makes it cer-
tain that the ecity will be habitable
again almost immediately, a food sup-
ply’ already being assured,

The " archbishop’s
words and his reference to the death
of’ Fire Chief Sullivan affected the en-
tire assemblage, tears streaming down
hundreds of faces upturned to the tiny
altar in the open doorway of the vesti-
bule. Five masses were celebrated in
St. Mary's cathedral. Archbishop
Montgomery in his sermon recommend-
ed the people to be at all  times sub-

Close to the graves in Calvary ceme-
tery, on the narrow porch - of a tiny
house that stands within the grave-
yard enclosure, three masses were
celebrated for the congregation of Holy
Cross. church.

CHIEF SULLIVAN DEAD.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 23.—Chief
D. J. Sulliv of San Francisco’s fire
department died this morning from the
effect of Injuries received on the
morning of the earthquake. Chief Sul-
livan and his wife were sleeping in the
fire house adjoining the California
Hotel on Bush street. The earthquake
shook down the chimney of the hotel
and sent it crashing through the fire
house. Sullivan and his wife were car-
ried with the debris two stories to the
ground floor, where they were extri-
cated after great difficulty. Mr. and
Mrs. Sullivan were at once taken to
the Southern Pacific Hospital, but when
the flames reached the Mission they
were- again moved, this time to the
general hospital at Presidio.

It was found that Mr. Sullivan was
suffering from a fractured skull, four]
broken ribs and other injuries:

“Eddie" Graney, the well “known
sporting referee, was with Chief Sulli-
van from the time the wounded man
was removed from the ‘fire house util
Mr. Sdllivan’s death. Mr. Graney to-
day stated that Chief Sullivan never
knew there was a fire. After recover-
ing conscigusness the chief took great
interest in 'the affairs of the city, being

always apprehensive that a fire would

Mrs, Ethelinda Star-
ratt and her two daughters, Mrs., Hodg-
kins and Mrs. McGinnis, ‘formerly of
this place, resided in San Francisco,
also Capt. J. F. Robinson and. family.
Mrs. Eva Reed, daughter of the late
John Starratt of this village, resides in
Frinkvale, a suburb of San Francisco.
These persons have many relatives
here who will be glad 1o learn of their
safety. Other former residents of Hope-
well living in California - are Mrs.
Mbore, widow of ‘the late Dr. P. R.
Moore, "and family  of i.os Angeles;
‘Wm, Kinnie and family, of the same
city, and Mrs. Annie Cutten and Miss
Mary E. Bacon, residing in Fresno.
Miss Augusta Cutten, formerly  of
Hillsboro, is a professional . nurse in
San Francisco, and several brothers of
Miss Cutten live in other parts of the
state. James and Merritt Reid, form-
erly of Harvey, brothers of Mrs. W.
A. West of this village, are also resi-
dents of San Francisco, being well
known architects.

AWFUL SUFFERING OF LITTLE
CHILDREN.

LOS ANGELES, Cal., April 22.— A
fragmentary aceount of the terrible
sufferings endured by the little child-
ren of San Franecisco in the earthquake
and fire was brought'to this city yes-
terday by Mr. and Mrs. Henry Huskey
and Mrs. Kate Land, who lived to-
gether on Pine street,

“@nder our own observation,” said
Mrs. Huskey, ‘‘was the case of one
child, ill of diphtheria, who was car-
ried into the streets Wednesday night
by her parents, and died in agony on
a lawn the next morning.”

In some districts peopled by the re-
fugees, women got to moaning and
pleading for drink.: Ruined families
made every human effort to satisfy
the thirst of their little ones. 'Failing
at last and in desperation, they invad-
ed ' the neighboring saloons and
brought whiskey to the women. Un-
able ‘longer to withstand the pleadings
of their children, mothers poured small
quantities of the fiery liguor into tin
cans and other available receptables
and gave it to the tots to drink, The
natural result was to increase the

SAN FRANCISCO, April 22—~The
committee having in charge the relief
of the hungry, reports that every home-
less man, woman and child in San
Francisco is being cared for and that
thera is no suffering on the score of
either food or drink within the city.

Within a few hours an ample supply
of milk will be assured.

Cars and steamers laden to their
capacity with food and medical sup-
plies are pouring into the city from
every point along the coast and
throughout the state.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 22 — The
Pacific Mail steamer China, with a
cargo including a large quantity of
foodstuffs, arrived today from the
Orient and was docked at Oakland in
order that the supplies be distributed
there. The shipping of San Francisco
is at a standstill and such will be the
state ‘of affairs while the city isiin the
least endangered. The United States
cruisers Chicago and Marblehead are
stationed off Meigg’'s wharf and pre-
vent every vessel, whether foreign or
domestic, from sailing out of the har-
bor. The vessels are being held here to
be ready for any emergéncy that may
arise. ’

The federal authorities removed all
the customs restrictions from the cargo
of the steamer China as soon as pos-
sible, and the rice, tea and other food-
stuffs from the Orient were taken off
the vessel and sent to the aid of the
stricken Chinese. Until next Monday
the foreign vessels will be examined
merely to pass tupon the health of the
vessel.

SACRAMEINTO, April 22.—A  de-
spatch to the Union from Agnew says:

“The work of taking out the bodies
of patients who. were killed in> the
wreck of the insane asylum buildings
is still going on. At the present time
it is estimated that at least one hun-
dred are dead.

‘“The cupola over the administration
department went down and all ° the
wards in that part of the building col-
lapsed. Twelve attendants were Kill-
ed, and Dr. Kelly, second assistant
physician, was ipstantly crushed to
death. There were 1,100 patients in the
hospital. §

“Cne hundred patients were trans-
ferred to the Stockton yesterday. Itis
believed that forty or fifty patients
have escaped.”
