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mice see how far we have departed from the course pure , 
sued by them. ffow we feel'the paralysing effect of the 
practice so common among us—à continual change among 
our Ministère.

We admit that some of the Lçrd's servants should be 
Evangelists, yea, that such a class of Ministers is 
sary to the advancmentof the Redeemer’s kingdom. And 
that the Bible honors them, for when the scriptures give a 
catalogue of the gifts Christ has bestowed on his Church, 
the office of the Evangelists is placed before that of the 
Pastors, Eph. iv. 11, “ and he gave some Apostles, and 

Prophets, and some Evangelists, and some Pastors, 
and Teachers.” We are not speaking about Evangc 
who travel, preach and gather Churches—men wh< 
modem times we call Missionaries. We are speaking of 
the Pastoral relation, its stability and permanency.

We believe it may be the path of duty for a Pastor 
sometimes to change his field of labour, but the will of 
God, as far as we can know it, should be the rule, and 
not neglect of duty in the Pastor or covetousness' in the 
people. The evils arising from an unsettled state of things 
among ourChurchcs and Ministers, must be apparent to all.

In the first place, it has a tendency to ere 
and divisions. Every pious consistent Minis 
have warm friends among his people, who will feel any 
neglect of the Pastor, and any thing that will remove him 
from them to be a very great evil, and they must feel 
grieved with those who do any thing to cause his removal 
either by absenting themselves from his ministry, or in 
what is more common, withholding his support, obliging 
him and his family to suffer or to remove.

You cannot find a united Church, where, in the space 
of four or five years they haVe had as many Pastors. Is 
it not common to find altpobt as many parties in ,thc 
church as they have had Ministers labouring among them ?

' I» the second place, it encourages covetousness in 
Churches. The unscriptitral practice of engaging a Pastor 
for the year and getting up a subscription for that time; and 
at the end of the year making another engagement with 
him, and getting up another subscription list, and calling

(reside, While One Minister has' more work than hé dirt 
justly attend to, perhaps another servant of Christ is com­
paratively idle. But let us rttum to that stability anti 
permanency in the pastoral relation which marked the 
ministry of our FathersTin thé Gospel* to which we have 
alluded, and all these difficulties will be overcome.

Ill the fourth place, this unsettled state of things affects 
the efficiency of our Ministers.- All know that the Min­
ister who is'tosséd about Without a permanent home, can- 
hot be so studious, and nave so much timb for reading 
as he who is labouring athong the same people. Nor 
has he motives to study that the settled Pastor has. And 
what affects fhe efficiency of the Minister will soon affect 
the information and instruction of thé people. If this rea­
soning be correct, then it follows that the permanency of 
the pastoral delation lëadirto an efficient ministry* and a 
Well-infornfed and wéll hrsthicted Chufch $ and the ob­
servation of that divintf ptéçèpt, “ study to show thyself 
approved Unto God, a workman that needeth not to be 
Ashamed, rightly dividing die word of life.44 The Pastor 
that has to appear three tintes every week before the 
Same people* must work hard* mum read and think and 
labor, or else give up his post, and adopt that unsettled 
kind of labor to which We have been deferring.

The longer the résident® of the Pastor among his flock, 
the more will he know of their wants, and die kind of 
preaching best adapted to their state. Young people 
growing under the ministry of the gospel tintil they arc 
matured, hearing front the samb servant of God the bles­
sed doctrine of Christ, Will have received clearer views of 
the way of salvation than those who have received their 
religious views and impressions from différent Ministers.

Look around among our Churches and you will find 
that Church iii a broken, scattered state which is coati- 
imally changing its Minister, without that moral power 
necessary to eaert a healthy influence on the world 
around. You will find that Church among whom the 
Pastor has grown in influence and usefulness, and has 
been blessed with revival after revival, and has been the 
means of bringing multitudes into the Church of Godj.

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examination, a report of which, furnished by a kind and firm friend of 
the Institution, has already been published in the Christian Visitor.

Some alterations and repairs, which had been previously authorised, 
were made last Summer, and have materially added to the appear­
ance of the building and to the comfort of the inmates. The front 
entrance has been thoroughly repaired, mid to prevent the necessity 
for the lads entering the School Room from that quarter, a door has 
been opened in the back of the building, leading directly into the 
school room, and a strong porch erected over it. New fences also

___ constructed ; the roof has been well covered with fire proof
paiiit, and the back of the building painted.

In consequence of the outlay thus incurred, no reduction of the 
of the debt has been possible this year.

The thanks ofthe Committee are due to the Ladies of Fredericton, 
Meeting in the Seminary, the proceeds of which 

appropriated to defray the expenses of the repairs mentioned 
i. Through the seasonable aid thus kindly rendered, and the 

dividend accruing from the general Missionary Union, the Committee 
have been able to meet the extraordinary charges of the past year 
without increasing the debt of the Society, the tuition fees now due 
being more than adequate to cover the baumce in fbvour of the Com­
mittee.

The Committee cannot close their report without adverting to the 
sum annually absorbed to pay the interest of the debt: it is now 
shout ten years since the present Principal took charge of the Insti­
tution, and dining that period the interest upon the debt hae 
amounted to three hundred and forty-five pounds, this large sum has 
been actually paid out for the use of money that might be railed, 
without any great difficulty, from the friend» of Education la this 
Province.

Will the Society allow another decade to see the gradual waste of 
between three and four hundred pounds ?

The Committee make their appeal at the present time because the 
general prosperity of the Province encourages them to hope, that the 
Educational Institution, which has been the object of so much exer­
tion and so many prayers, will not be the last to share In the abund­
ance which God has con fared upon our Brethren.
