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DOMINION OF CANADA.

HE origin of the word Canada is obscure, but the derivation now generally accepted
is that from an Indian word ** Kannatha,” meaning a village or collection of huts,
and it is supposed that Jacques Cartier hearing this word used by the Indians
with reference to their settl ts, mistook its ing, and applied it to the

rhole country.

As at present constituted, it is divided into seven Provinces, viz. : Nova ‘Scotia,

New Brunswick, Prince Edward Island, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba and British Columbia,
gether with the vast extent of North-West Territory, out of which the Districts of Assini-
ia, Alberta, Saskatchewan and Athabasca have been formed ; districts which will in
he near future become.great Provinces of the Dominion, each having a territory as large

s & European kingdom or empire.

The Dominion of Canada occupies the northern half of the continent of N. orth

merica. It has a territory of about the extent of Europe, and larger than that of the

'nited States without Alaska. The southern frontier of Manitoba and the North-West
erritory, if extended across the Atlantic Ocean, would strike the continent of Europe a
ttle below the latitude of Paris; while the southern part of the Province of Ontario is
far south as the latitude of Rome. Canada is, therefore, the physical equivalent on the
ontinent of America of the great empires and kingdoms of Italy, France, Belgium,
ermany, Austria, the British Islands, Russia in Europe and Sweden and Norway.

From east to west it stretches from the Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean, and from the

buthern latitudes above stated to the Arctic Circle.

It has great varieties of climates, from the arctics to that of almost the most southern
the temperate zones. The climates of the settled portions of the Dominion, and of the
ds open for settlement, are among the most pleasant and healthy in the world, and

vorable to the highest development of human energy. The Dominion of Canada must,
erefore, from these facts, become in the not distant future the home of one of the most
opulous and powerful peoples of the earth ; while to the European immigrant, of what-
ver nationality, it offers un inheritance rich in resources and fruitful in products.

Very large portions of this great territory are cultivable ; and those portions not
Itivable are rich in mineral wealth, The proportion of cultivable land in the Dominion,
pited to the production of the temperate zones, is quite as large as that of the United
tes, It possesses the largest extent of land yet open for settlement adapted to the
owth of the grasses, cereals, and other productions of the t perate climates, not only

p the continent, but in the world,
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It has many thousands of square miles of the finest forests on the continent, and
many thousands of square miles of the most fertile prairie land.

1ts rivers and lakes form one of the most remarkable physical features of the continent.
This water system furnishes important facilities for cc ication ; and the course of
the St. Lawrence is in the line of the shortest sailing circle across the Atlantic. The same
favorable condition prevails on the west coast, from the terminus of the Pacific Railway
across the Pacific Ocean to the markets of China, Japan and also to Australia. Coupled
with these important commercial conditions, there is the fact that the Canadian Pacific
Railway crosses the continent on the shortest line through the fertile belt, and at the
“gate” of the Rocky Mountains,

1t is to be observed that the areas of the great waters, such as the great lakes and
rivers of the Upper Provinces and the St. Lawrence, the bays and inlets of the Lower
Provinces, as nearly as they can be estimated from measurement on the maps, would be
about 140,000 square miles, which, added to the areas taken from the census districts,
would give a total of over 3,610,000 square miles.

The area of the whole of the continent of Europe is 3,900,000 square miles ; the area
of the United States, exclusive of Alaska, 2,933,688 square miles—that of Alaska is B77,-
390 square miles—combined making 3,610,978 miles. Thus the Dominion is nearly five
hundred thousand square miles larger than the United States without Alaska, and nearly
eighteen thousand square miles larger than both combined.

The total population of the Dominion by the census of 1881 was 4,324,810 &) ainst
3,687, 024 as shown by the census of 1871, The increase in the old Provinces during the
decennaid is over 18 per cent. The increase for the same Provinces in 1871 over 1861
was over 12 per cent. The number of males in 1881 was 2,188,864 ; that of the females,
2,135,956 ; there being a preponderance of more than 50,000 males over the females in the
Dominion. This has probably arisen from the excess in immigration of males over
females. .

Of this population, 478,235 were born in the British Isles and Possessions ; 101,047
in Prince Edward Island ; 420,088 in Nova Scotia; 288,265 in New Brunswick ; 1,327,800
in Quebec ; 1,467,988 in Ontario; 19,690 in Manitoba ; 32,275 in British Columbia ;
58,430 in the Canadian North-West Territories ; 77,768 in the United States ; and 53,330
in other countries.
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THE PROVINCE OF ONTARIO.

' NTARIO embraces an area of nearly two hundred thousand square miles, about eighty
thousand more than the United Kingdom. It extends from east to west nearly
leven hundred miles, and from north to south seven hundred miles. Its southern border,
ssex County on the shores of Lake Erie, is traversed by the 42nd parallel, and ita
porthern, at James' Bay (forming the southern extremity of Hudson's Bay) by the 52nd,
o that it lies within the same degrees of latitude as Michigan, New York, and the New
ngland States, as well as the greater portion of the most fertile countries in Europe.
he 1nternational boundary line, dividing Canada from the United States, which runs

A survey has been made for the Berlin C.P.R. Junction
to run here from Galt, and it is expected that this road will be built in 1890, when
additional railway facilities will thus be acquired. Berlin has thirteen churches, two
bank agencies, two telegraph offices and telephone exchange, eight newspapers, includinﬁ
daily, a model school, with ten teachers, a gigh school, a Roman Catholic college wit!
public schools; its manufactures are extensive and rapidly growing, among thése are four
furniture factories, two button factories, four shoe factories, two large tanneries, a shirt
and collar factory, valise and trunk factory, carriage factory, foundries, etc. The town
has a complete system of waterworks, electric light and gas, and is growing rapidly.

OITY OF HAMILTON.

Hamilton is situated on the south shore of Hamilton (formerly Burlington) bay, the
western extremity of Lake Ontario,

The following figures of population and§fssessments are taken from the municipal
census of 1888: Assessment of real property, $17,202,248 ; income assessment, $725,030;
personal property, $3,645,830; total assessment, $21,573,108.

The inhabitants of Hamilton namber over fifty thousand, all more or less interested
in manufacturing industries, for which Hamilton stands pr: inent in the Dominion of
Canada, the capital invested being nearly one-thirty-fourth of the whole capital invested
in manufactures throughout the whole Dominion. :

At the opening of the present century the ground on which Hamilton now stands
was covered with forest. A dozen years later it was occupied by farmers, and gradually
a hamlet grew up at the spot which is now the centre of the city; but it was not till 1833
that a municipal organization was effected. In 1836, just fifty years ago, the inhabitants
numbered 2,846, and the assessed value of property was less than £35,000 sterling, Ten
years later the population was found to be nearly 7,000, and a city charter was obtained.
The growth of population since that year is shown in the following table:

The assessed value of property last year was £4,000,000 sterling.

Her factories, equipped with modern machinery and the latest labor-saving devices
to minimize the cdst of production, maintain a daily output of innumerable articles of the
metal, wood, and leather industries, of textile fabrics, and of gl e, pottery, clothing,
boots and shoes.

The situation of Hamilton, at the head of Lake Ontario, affords special facilities for
communication with western Canada, with the great lakes of North America, and with the
River St. Lawrence. Such advantages for commerce the pioneer traders of Canada were
not slow to appreciate, and through their foresight and energy, and the industry of their
successors, Hamilton has become an important centre of Canadian trade.

The merchants of Hamilton organized a Board of Trade in 1845. That body, from
its inception, has exercised a salutary infl over the tile affairs of the city, and
has been on the alert to promote the construction of railways, canals and other works, for
opening up the resources and trade of the country. The list of Hamilton merchants is
an interesting, if not & long one. Several stand in the front ranks of Canadian trade, and
some have now more than a Canadian reputation for their public spirit.

THE PROVINCE OF QUEBEC.

THE province of Quebec occupies the centre of the Confederation (Dominion of Canada).

With its eastern shores washed by the waves of the Atlantic and traversed through-
out its entire length by the River St. Lawrence, it unites all the advantages both of a
maritime and continental country.  Situated in the temperate zone, its climate is among
the most favorable to the activity, energy and industry of the vigorous peoples who
inhabit it.

The province extends from east to west between 57° 50’ and 80° 6 west longtitude
from the meridian of Greenwich, and from south to north between 52° and 45° north
latitude. . -

1ts configuration takes the irregular form of a triangle, with its base to the south-west
and its apex at I'Anse au Sablon immediately inside the Straits of Belle Isle. Its greatest
length, represented by aline drawn from White River at the northwestern extremity of
Lake Temiscamingue to the intersection of the shore line of the Gulf of St. Lawrence by
the eastern boundary at 1’ Anse au Sablon, is about 1850 miles or 2573 kilometres. lts
greatest width, measured from north to south along a line drawn between the seventy-
first and seventy-second degrees of longitude, is almost 500 miles, more than 800 kilometres.

The ares embraced within the boundaries of the province of Quebec forms a super-
ficies of about 165,625,990 acres, equal to 268,634 square miles, or nearly 660,896 square
kilometres. Deducting the surface of the inland waters and those of the River and Gulf
of 8t. Lawrence, the land surface amounts to 120,764,651 acres, equal to 188,688 square
miles or 488,676 square kilometres. Compared with the area of their territories, this ‘prov-
ince exceeds all the countries of Europe, except Russia.

1,359,027 souls, apportioned as follows between the different nationalities :

MONTREAL.

Montreal was founded on the site of the Indian town of Hochelaga, a name still
preserved in one of the wards of the city and in many local institutions. For more than
a hundred years before the knightly Maisonneuve landed here, Hochelaga is know to have
existed as a fortified town. \

While the total foreign trade of Canada has increased about 15 per cent. in ten years,
that of Montreal itself has increased 40 per cent., or from about $50,000,000 to about
$70,000,000. The exact figures for 1888 were exports, $27,262,174 ; imports, $42,246,469,
making a total of $69,607,643. The steamship lines to Montreal rank in tonnage and
equipment with the best in the world. It is the head port of eight different lines, com-
prising about 70 vessels, including two or three under construction, with a tonnage of
200,000 tons, and worth about $26,000,000. The principal of these lines are the Allan
and the Dominion Lines, some of whose vessels are of over 5,000 tons, and magnificently
fitted for passenger service. The tonnage of ocean vessels that arrived in the port in 1878
was 397,266 tons, and in 1888 it was 782,473 tons ; of inland vessels the total tonnage in
1878 was 764,243 tons, and in 1888 it was 863,014 tons. The total arrival of vessels of all
classes in 1888 was 6,166, with a total of 1,645,487 tons. In the year 18563 only vessels
drawing not more than 11 feet of water could come up Lake St. Peter, the shallowest part
of the river between Quebec and Montreal, but by a system of dredging which has cost
about $6,000,000, this channel has been deepened to 274 feet. About $3,5600,000 have
been spent on the wharves and harbor facilities of Montreal, and these are now being
extended by the addition of wharves at Hochelaga, making a line of about five miles
of wharves,

The combined exports and imports or Montreal amount to eight-ninths of the trade
of the province, and out of $9,621,064 duty paid on goods by the whole province in 1888,
Montreal contributed $8,548,739. The total foreign trade of Montreal amounts to $10,-
000,000 more than the foreign trade of all the provincial capitals combined ; and it is more
than one-third the total trade of the Dominion itself. Every business day in the year,
Montreal contributes $25,000 to the revenue of the Dominion. Among the items of export
during the season of navigation in 1888 were 120,979,881 feet of lumber, 16,133 tons of
glslg-pwu, 5,668,227 bushels of grain (of which 2,033,325 bushels were wheat and 2,721,-

were maize), 61,003 head of cattle, 46,223 head of sheep, 264,113 barrels of apples, and
170,186,918 1bs. of cheese.

In 1883 Montreal had 85 boot and shoe factories, with other leather works, the total
hands employed in the shoe trade being over 5,000, and the factories producing 16,000
fdn per day, or §6,600,000 worth per yoar. At Ereuent the number of boot and shoe
actories is b1, besides about 26 t who employ from b to 20 hands, but who
byve no regular factories.

QUEBEQC.

A writer in referring to the city of Quebec pays :—** The history of Quebec for close
on two centuries may be said to be that of Canada, and as such more than ordinary
interest is attached to the * Rock City.’

The varied incidents of the expedi-
tion form a series of spirit-stirring events which possess the mind with the eager interest
of vicissitudes, as they develop the great game of war, played by the most skilful hands
and for the noblest stakes,

**Quebec is well called the Gibraltar of British America, the strength of its citadel
and its remarkable position for a full command of the St. Lawrence below, and the
country around it, fully entitling it to this appellation. The population of the city is
about 63,000, while the surrounding country forms a complete panorama of the most
picturesque scenery in the world,”

In a recent work upon the Province of Quebec, by Hon. Honore Mercier, it is said
that the city of Quebec is the centre where the leather industry—tanning and shoemaking
—is carried on, on a large scale, In 1881, it employed 480 men, earning $130,114 a year,
consumed $1,741,716 worth of raw materials, and produced $2,101,774, According to
competent authorities, the same industry employs to-day 1,300 persons, earning $376,000
a year, consumes annually $120,000 worth of hemlock bark, and $1,150,000 worth of raw
hides, and furnishes more than $2,600,000 worth of leathers. In 1881, the manufacture
of boots and shoes employed 8,897 persons, earning wages to the extent of $467,811, con-

. sumed $1,588,973 worth of raw materials, and turned out $2,432,006 worth of boots and
shoes. It is estimated that to- ay it gives employment to 4,000 hands, earning $1,200,-
000, and produces upwards of $4,000,000 worth of boots and shoes.

Take about one pound of gutta-percha (sheey will do), place it in boiling water, then
get a rolling-pin, take the percha out of the waté when you find it becomes soft enough
to roll out on kitchen table or anything flat. g;\ﬁnklc a little French chalk upon the
roller to prevent it sticking, and roll to about the thickness of § inch. Then oil the foot
and proceed to cover it all over with the percha.  You will not want the thread nor the
paste. When nearly set, cut down the sides with scissors a little way, and the foot may
be slipped out easily. The slit may be tied together, or a hot iron passed over it will unite
it. This forms the shell, which must be ¥rensed inside ; then you may take a thousand
models, if you like, from the one shell, W hen done ‘with, you may put it in hot water,
it having lost none of its value, and use it again and again. I have tried this, never
having heard of any one else using it, and if it proves of any valué to your numerous
readers I shall be well repaid.  Of course, a little practice is required, which may be
obtained without making any mess. If the shell is right the model must be.

TakiNe MEASUREs,

It must not be supposed that the taking of measures is a purely mechanical operation,
So varied are the requirements of customers that it requires some experience to be fairly
certain of giving satisfaction. If all that was necessary to produce a fit was to make boots
the exact size of the foot it would be fairly simple. But experience has proved that some-
thing more than this is necessary. In some feet a tight fit over some parts is necessary ;
in others the boots mustthe fully up to measure, Where the foot is thin and quite sound
the instep measures shoul, \be taken rather close. The joint measures should be easy ;
this will give a close-fitting yet easy boot. It may safely’ be asserted that the instep
measure is most vital in its effect on the production of a satisfactory article.

here the foot is unsound, has a bunion, corn, or, prominent bone, some extra ease
must be provided. But this must not 80 to extremes ; loose boots are as productive of
corns as tight ones, and so, except in special cases, all looseness must be avoided.

A common cauge of dissatisfaction is the fact that in many people the foot is not
always the same in girth. The feet of eople in-delicate health or advanced in years are
very likely to swell at times, particulurf)y towards evening. - This alteration in the size of
the foot cannot, be provided for if a close fit is expected. Unfortunately, there are not
many who will admit that they have constitutional peculiarities which make it difficult to
produce perfectly satisfactory results. If the measurdis taken early in the day, and it is
found to be less than some previous measure, or less than the pattern boot, some care
should be exercised in fitting up. .

If this peculiarity is suspected it is advisable to endeavor to induce the customer to
wear soft Balmorals,  In this case, if the joint measure is taken easy, when the foot swells
the boot is easily loosened and again drawn tight when the foot ussumes its normal condi-
tion, It is almost impossible to give satisfaction to this class of customers with either

" button or elastic-spring work. It is much better to induce them to try lace boots, With

a wide tongue they can lace them to suit themselves.

The shape of the sole of the foot, its length and girth measures being taken, the next
point is to determine what class or type of foot it be?ongs to. It is very important that
this.should be as carefully noted as any of the other matters : The ganemly form of the top
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part at the joints, whether ‘‘stiff-jointed ” or not ; the spring of the waist, which can be
tested by passing something flat beneath it ; the shape of the heel above the lower edge ;
its prominence, compared with the pitch of the leg ; the sharpness or thickness of the
tendons behind the ankle ; any cavity in the foot ; the prominence of the ankle bone,
which is an important matter, should be carefully noted. If the ankle joint is swelled, a
s{)acial measure should be taken over it ; this measure should be from two inches above
the edge of the heel at the back to the throat in front, and is sometimes a valuable supple-
mentary measure.

It may appear to many that these directions are exceedingly complicated. A very
little experiment will show that they are not so, and are indispensable to satisfactory
results. Many of them are dispensed with where the last-fitting is done by the same
person that takes the measure. f{e mepghlly photographs the foot, and, going by memory,
can dispense with many of the written’ directions which a man working independently
of him would receive. ~Short of needless complication the fullest details should be given
on the draft.

There is much diversity in the get-up of long work, and cc quently in the positi
of the measures. In hunting or jockey boots, as they are usually called, the height
required should be carefully taken ; it must be remembered that this height will include
allowance for tops. In thigh boots, the height of the knee must be taken, and whether
the boot is required stiff-legged, as some gentlemen like them. Napoleons must be care-
fully measured ; if the least too high, they are very uncomfortable. Racing boots, which
are the true jockey boot, are cut much lower in leg than the usual jockey. Much of the
remarkable lightness in weight, which is the characteristic of this work, is secured by cutting
the boot very low in leg. They are so cut that the top just reaches the edge of the breeches,
and 80 4 saving in the weight of some three inches of stuff in the legs is effected.

In taking measures, no matter for what class of work, the main principle should be to
take the dimensions of the foot while the foot is in the position it will be in when the
boot is in wear. To make boots to some immutable condition is a mistake That the

front of a boot should be at right ng%les to the ground may be true under some conditions,

but it most certainly is not in othe: If the person stands naturally, so that the front
part of the leg is perpendicular, then certainly the boot should be so also. But many
persons do not so stand ; very many have a forward inclination in the leg at all times,
particularly those who habitually wear high heels.

Again, the gait is important, as before stated. The majority of physiologists assert
that the correct method of walking is to place the joint of the foot on the ground first,
thus feeling the way along, as it were. In some races it may be—it is—the habit to so
walk, but this style is rarely seen among people accustomed to get about sharp in ordinary
foot-gear. Asiatics walk in what 1 suppose ought to be called the natural way, and ver:
graceful it is in appearance. Among the foreign seamen coming into our large ports, this
style of walk is quite common. The body is carried very upright, and the legs are rather
more straightened in reaching out than is customa: among us. The joints or toes are
placed on the ground first, and then the heel brought gently down. Very little weight
appears to be thrown on the heel, but the forepart of the foot quickly again takes the
bearing and goes back as the weight of the body is thrown on to the next foot, It has a
most elastic and elegant appearance, but does not appear to be capable of producing so
much speed as our method. I take it that when pace equal to our quick walk is required,
the people using that gait have to run, and they look as if running were as easy and
natural as walking to them. Such a gait is not possible in boots with heels above half-an-
inch high—even with that height it would be wearying to the muscles of the calf. We
have to provide foot-covering for those having certain peculiarities, and we cannot expect
them to alter their habits to suit our convenience.—Boot and Shoe Trades Journal.
