FROM POLITICAL
CAMP AT OTTAWA

Choice of Party Conven-
tion Discovers Lack of
Unanimity in Liberal
Ranks and Resigns.

His Enlightenment Due
To laurier’s Action In
Putting Lid Down On
Government Strong Box

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, Jon. 17.—The Liberal con-
vention tonight nominated Mr. Al-
bert Allard, a well known Ottawa gro-
cer, for the Ottawa seat in place of
Mr, Auguste Lemieux, K. C., whom
Bir Wilfrid Laurier had banneq and
whose persistence in his candidacy
he stopped by the simple expedient of
shutting down on the campaign fund.
Apparently it never occurred to any
of the ‘gemi-mutinous Liberals to fi-
nance their own campaign themselves.

_ Drastic Methods.

It is evident that methods by which
Auguste Lemieux was forced to re-
tire were extremely drastic, and that
the local Liberal party is badly devid-
ed. Mr. Lemieux's letter was as fol-
lows:

J. L. Kehoe, President Ottawa Re-
form Assn., Ottawa, Ont.

Dear Sir:—Since receiving the un.
animous nomination of the Liberals of
Ottawa for the vacancy caused by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's decision to sit for
Quebec East, I have discovered that
there is a lack of unanimity in the
party ranks on the subject of my can-
didature. While I feel that my efforts
and services in the past on behalf of
the Liberal party deserve more cor
dial recognition at the hands of my
siberal friends, I am too good a party
man to stand i the way of Liberal
guccess, and I therefore beg to ten-
der my resignation, as the Liberal
candidate, in order that the party may
be at lJiberty to select another can-
didate upon whom all the Liberals of
Ottawa may unite.

A Conference.

This was the result of a conference
held on Saturday between Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and the local French:-Canadian
Liberal leaders. At that conference

not to reveal what took place; but the
evening Journal is enabled to publish
the following interview with one of
them:

He told us briefly, after
pledging us to secrecy on our indi-
vidual word of honor, that no money
would be forthcoming if Mr, Lemieux
ran, the Government would give him
no help in the way of speakers or
recognition, Sir Wilfrid practically
ordered us to withdraw his candidat
ure. Then it was ,too, that Mr. Al-
lard’s candidature was practically set-
tled upon.

All Day Bession.

“On Sunday there were meetings all
day. A number of us went to see Mr,
Lemieux and there was a meeting
with Mr. McGivern present. Since
Sir Wilfrid had shown his hand a
number of the reform executive who
had been supporting Mr. Lemieux
dropped away, afraid of losing their
‘pull’ with 8ir Wilfrid and the cabinet.

“Finally Mr. Lemieux iIn disgust
sald he would withdraw. A number
of us promised to stand by him and
brave all the powers on the hill could
do to us bt he would not have it so.

“We have all been informed that
Mr. Allard is to be nominated tonight
unanimously. It is understood that
anyone who makes a demonstration
in favor of Mr. Lemieux will be no
longer considered a Libergl. M.
Lemieux, too, has asked us to do
everything to make things easy for
the party's.success.”

TUNSIAN T AL
FER ROUGH PSSIE

Allan Liner Three Days Over-
due Reports Roughest Ex-
perience in History—Atlan-
tic Swept by Great Storm,

‘Halifax, N. S., Jan. 17.—Tén days
out from Liverpool, after battling her
way through head winds and mighty
seas, the mail steamer Tunisian, three
days overdue, arrived in port shortly
after three o'clock this afternoon.
The Tunisian docked on the north
side of pier 2, where she discharged
her cargo and a large number of pas-
sengers.

The steamer sailed from Liverpool
on Friday January Tth, and met ex-
ceptionally rough weather all the way
across, Captain. Farfull, the com-
mander, who has been on the north
Atlantic for the past twenty-five years,
informed The Stindard that it was
the roughest weather he had ever ex-
perienced. The steamer’s decks were
constantly under water and the first
four days out she made very little
head way. The storm was so severe
that the hatches had to be battened
down and the passengers were fore-
ed to abandon the decks. Madam
Marie Tremblay, who ventured out,
was thrown on the deck and badly
shaken up. Several other saloon pas-
sengers were more or less injured,
while members of the crew had their
ribs broken. The following were the

The Government fared much bet-
ter today than their most ‘ardent sup-
porters expected. The Unionists gain-
ed 19 seats, the Liberals 4 and the
Laborites 1, making a net gain dor
the Unionists for the day of 14, one
less than they galned at.fewer elac-
tions on Saturday.

This practically assures the return
of the Liberal power with a fair ma-
Jority for among the places still to
poll are’those in Scotland and Wales
which are always solid Liberal.

There cannot be said to have been
many surprises today. Some expected
that John Burns, president of the lo-
cal government board, would be de-
feated in the Battersea division of
Battersea and Clapham, but pessim-
ism has been present in every election
since Burns has been a candidate.

Other state officials who had to
fight for their seats and were sue-
cessful, were Augustin Birrell, chief
secretary for Ireland, and C. E. Hob-
house, financial secretary to the rea-
sury in Bristod and Dr. T. J. MacNa-
mara, secretary to the Admiralty, in
Camberwell.  Their majorities were
considerably reduced.

Throughout Country,

In fact, this happened all through
the country, the huge majorities se-
cured in 1906, showing big reductions
In almost all cases. Indeed, many of
the Liberals who became members
of the House of Commons by the grace
of the landslide that year, have been
sent back to private life. Among them
I8 Hamar Greenwood, a Ohnadlan,
who represented York, and was con-
sidered a prominent candidate for
high office. Another Canadian, Joseph
Martin, former premier of British Col-
umbia, was most successful in winning
the seat for St. Pancras, east.

Other prominent members defeat-
ed Included ‘L. G. Chiozza Money, the
apostle of free trade, who lost his
seat for North Paddington and Will
Crooks, the labor leader, for Wool-
wich, 8ir H. Robson, the Liberal can-
didate for North Kensington failed to
get a majority as did also Sir John
Gorst, an ex-minister and at one time
a member of the Fourth party, whose
leading spirits were A, J. Balfour and
Lord Randolph Churchill.

Doctors in Arms.

On the other side Lord R. Criel and
G. Stewart Bowles, who, ran as free
trade Unionists, falled in their attempt
to oust Philip Showden, the labor
leader, and Sir Thomas Barcley, at
Blackburn. Doctors had much to do
with the defeat of Claude Hay, Union-
ist, in the Hoxton division of Shore-
ditch. His opponent was Dr. C. Addl-
son, a famous consulting surgeon. Hay
on the platform, made disparaging
remarks about the profegsion and as
a_ result, the whole fraternity turn-
ed out to assist Dr, Addison.

The Liberals also won back the ad-
Joining constituency of Haggertson,
which was represented by the Hon. R.
Guinnes, Unionist, he being defeated
by H. G. Chancellor.

The Unionist leaders, who ran to-
day including A. J. Balfour, A. Bonar
Law, Walter Humelong and Sir Wil-
liam Bull, Sir William being the man
who caused a diversion by engaging
in a fist fight recently with a heckler
at Hammersmith, hold their seats by
increased majoritie8.

The naval question hgd a great ef-
fect In the dockyard ports. Ports-
mouth gave the Unionists two gains,
Admiral Lord Chas. Beresford and B.
G. Falle, both belng elected by huge
votes, 16,777 and 15,592, respectively.
The polling was remarkably close,
however, in many constituencies. H.
E. Duke, the noted barrister, for ex-
ample, won Hxeter from the Liberals
by the narrow plurality of 26, while in
the Peckham division of Camberwell,
Henry Cubitt Gooch, who secured a
majority of more than 2,000 in the re-
cent by-election, retains his seat by a
bare hundred. One Liberal retained
his seat by a majority of only ten.

Burns Returned.

John Burn§ of Battersea, comes
back to parliament with flying colors.
Although in the great landslide of
1906 he won by 1,600 votes, his nor-
mal majority is about 200, and in to-
day’s hard-fought battle, he beat
Shirley Benn, the Unionist, by 555,
The vote was: Burns 8,540; Benn 1,

Defeat has been predicted for “Hon-
est” John perenially during the past
decade and Mr. Burns and his friends
were considerably frightened this
year. Since the most picturesque fig-
ure in Westminster was sent to the
House of Commons by the enthusias-
tic support of the workingmen and
Socialists of his home district as their
spokesman, and since he held posi-
tions of increased responsibility, he
has gradually out-grown his old radi-
cal ideas. John Burns of today, is a
vastly différent politician from the old
John Burns who expected the work-
ingmen in Trafalgar Square to rise
against the police. He has become
one of the most conservative of Lib-
erals and is even said to be at heart
a good Tory,

John Burns has so far out-lived his
famous dictum that no man can hon-
estly earn more than $2,500 yearly,
that he holds a $10,000 position and is
likely to be promoted to a $25,000
position, although his style of living
remains as modest as ever.

Opposed Unempldyed.

The “Czar of Battersea,” as some
of the workingmen call him, has not
hesitated to stand against some of the
demands upon the government, of
some of his old-time friends, when he
considered them unreasonable. He
has opposed the unemployed and has
spoken plainly about the working-
men’s tendency toward improvidence
and drink. While he has gained the
respect of all parties in parliament,
and is considered one of the ablest
as well as one of the most interesting
legislators “traitor,” and ‘“renegade”
are some of the mildest terms applied
to him in the labor camp. Threats
to overthrow him have been louder
this year than everand his defeat was
generally expected, but his engaging
personality and his thorough canvass
of the district pulled him through.

Crooks
went about the streets followed by a
great crowd. He was cheered every-
where and frequently stopped and
made impromptu speeches from the
steps of houses. One of his addresses
was delivered in front of the head-
quarters. of his antagonist, Major W.
A. Adam, Unionist, who viewed the
scene from a window.

President and Former Chief
Forester Meet on Common
Ground at Washingtona —
Speak Before National Civic
Federation.

Washington, D. ., Jan. 17.—~Presi-
dent Taft and Gifford Pinchot, whom
the former recently removed from his
position as head of the forestry bur-
eaun, spoke today from the same plat-
form in addressing the national civie
federation, now in session here to
discuss problems of uniform state
legislation. Both were received heart-
ily. ;

Representatives of almost every
branch of human activity met today
at the conference to consider Ways
and means of bringing about uniform.
ity of laws relating to child labor,
marriage and divorce, pure food and
pure drugs, conservation of natural
resources, negotiable instruments,
bills of lading and other matters af-
fecting the social and business life of
the nation.

Mr. Pinchot, was one of the princi-
pal speakers at the afternoon session
of the conferemnce. He sald that sub-
Jects such as forest preservation, had
been advocated by Americans for
more than a hundred years, but that
the control of waterpower monopoly
|in the common interest was younger
than the present century.

“All of them today,” he said, “are
in the valley of decision. We have
come at last to the point of action.
And we must either go forward or
fall back.”

In his judgment, he said, the pre-
sent situation offers a field for uni-
form action and for co-operation be-
tween the states themselves and be-
tween them and the nation,

“The president urges that the mea-
sures he recommends shall be taken
up and disposed of promptly without
ayaliting the investigation which has
been determined upon. I echo his de-
sire,

“In the face of this great opportun-
ity, let us go farther, and so far as
h issues are concerned, let us
**ard the controversy altogether
in a general effort to secure what every

vod citizen earnestly desires.

Mr. Lancaster Introduces
Old Resolution Looking
To Abolition of Senate
and DebateWaxesWarm

Premier Out Flat Footed
Against the Scheme---
Motion Voted Down By
Big Majority.

_ Ottawa, Ont. Jan, 17.—~The House of
Commons today was very busy with
the Upper Chamber nearly all day.
First Mr. Lancaster's abolition resolu-
tion which bids fair to become a hare
dy annual, was debated and voted
upon: The result was 22 for and 111
against abolition. Then Mr. G. D,
Taylor’s.  abolition calling for six
senators for each of the four wes-
tern provinces was discussed and wag
fnot pressed to a vote,

The debate on the Lancaster motion
was noticeable for two utterances by
the prime minister, One bore closely
upon the British elections, "

Lords Blamed. v

“At the present time,” he said, “an
election is going on in England upon
action taken by the second chamber,
Without expressing an opinion which
I think would be very inopportune to
say the least. It is clear that the
action of the House of Lords is blamed
by many, perhaps by a majority of
the people of Great Britain, in fact
that is tle noint before them. Rut
whether the Unionists succeed or whe
ther the present government succeecd
there is no doubt that the action of
the Lords in rejecting the budget is
resented by a very large portion of
the people of the United Kingdom.,
But I have never heard it suggested,

even by the most radical of the radi-
cals, that the House of Lords should
be done away with and the second
chamber suppressed. Of course, the
wish Is expressed that there should
be a reform of the House of Lords
and indeed it is very probable that
whichever party succeeds in the pres-
ent eléction, as a consequence of the
election, the House of Lords will in
some way be reformed. But I am sure
that there is no suggestton that the
House of Lords should be abolished,
I think it would be unfortunate if the
second chamber were abolished. The
same principle applies here.”
Wholly Refilled.

That is one utterance. Mr. Lancas.
ter had used the following argument:
That if an improper act were passed
by a single chamber of the Canadian
parliament, His Majesty the King
could disallow it, on petition being
made to that effect by a sufficient
number of persons. Sir Wilfrid Laur
ler, repelled this utterly, “It is true,”
he said, “that there is a power of
disallowance invested in the Imperial
parliament. But was it possible that
Mr. Lancaster would think it advis-
able that our legislation should be
disallowed by the Imperial govern-
ment? Did he believe that such a pol-
icy would be conducive to good rela~
tions' between the Imperial govern-
ment and Canada, or to good relations
between the several branches of the
Empire? The Dominion government
has certain powers as to disallowance
over the local legislatures, but Sir
Wilfrid doubted whether the exercise
of those powers would be conducive
Lo peace, harmony and concord among
the' people of the provinces.”

A Rusted Weapon.

With this intimation from the Pre.
mier that the power of disallowance
is a badly rusted weapon in the Fed-
eral armory, we may note Mr. Lan-
caster's arguments, His resolution
was for the same as last year’s, for
an address to the Crown, praying for
the abolition of the Senate. His speech
was rather brief. Everybody agreed,
he said, that the present condition of
the Senate was an evil; no two people
agreed on a remedy; therefore the
logical thing was to remove that
which: was the cause of the evil. He
quoted an opinion in favor of aboli-
tion expressed by Sir Richard Cart-
wright in 1896 and a remark by Sir Ol-
iver Mowat in 1903 that a fundament~
al reform of the Senate was neces-
sary. “If the Senate was to be re-
talned,” this last qualification, he
sald, amounted to an expression of
opinion that it should not be retain-
ed. Mr. Lancaster then made use of
the argument as to disallowance al-
ready noted and went on to condemn
the proposal that the provinces ap-
poiut the Senafors on the ground that
such a method of appointment would
lead to conflicts between the two
Houses on provincial rights. Ontario,
he said, has got on all right without
a second chamber. But Mr. Lan-
caster's best passage was his sugges-
tion that the $300,000 a year which the
Senate costs, would be saved-—and
could be devoted to bringing about the
protection of level crossings.

Supported Proposal.

Mr. H. 8. Miller supported the pro
posal, his argument being that the
Senate, not being popularly elected,
did not represent the people and did
not possess the confidence of the peo-

ple.

Sir Wilfrid's principle utterances
have been noted already. He chaffed
Mr. Lancaster, a professed Conser-
vative, for bringing forward so un-
conservative a proposal and avowed
his full belief in the doctrine of the
second chamber, as approved by all
countries. He also did the usual jok-
ing about the complexion of the Sens
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Peterboro—G. G. Greenwood, Liber-
al, 3.308; Sir Arthur Purvis, Union-
Ist, 2,875; Liberal majority, 433; no
change.

Legislation.

The Legislature of New Brunswick
by chapter 37 of the statutes of 1907,
intended to provide for both in the
case of telephone systems. The pro-
vision for expropriation and - public
ownership is contained in section 1,
which is as follows:

“Whenever and as soon as the Lieu-
tenant Governorin-Council may de-
cide, by order-in-council, that it is
expedient and in the interests of the
people of the province, to expropriate,
take and have the telephone property,
rights, powers and franchises of any
telephone company or companies in
the province it shall be lawful for the
Lieutenant Governor-in-Council to ex-
propriate, take, have and go into pos-
session of any such telephone pro-
perty and franchise.”

This section does not authorize ex-
propriation by municipalities. It au-
thorizes expropriation by the province
only. In view of the fact that all fran-
chises have under this act to be paid
for, we think expropriation under it
would be another instance of “a cure
worse than the disease.”

The installation by the city of St.
John of a separate system is one sol-
ution of the probler Municipal con-
trol of telephone systems like muni-
cipal control of everything else, will
ever be open to criticism, and the
large telephone companies have indus-
triously endeavored to point out and
magnify its  weaknesses. While
municipal government in Great
Britain may be conceded to be super-
for to municipal government in Can-
ada, still, the results of municipal con-
trol in the Old Land may be studied
by us with profit.

If it is found necessary to adopt
municipal ownership in 8t. John, we
have no hesitation in saying thai

Public Control.

Public control of tariffs is given by
section 8 of the act, which is as fol-
lows:

ion of the Lieutenant Governor-in-
Counell, reduce its revenues to such
an extent that after providing for
said interest, expenses and deprecia-
tion' the prospective annual dividends
upon the company's paidup capital
stock will be less than eight per cent.
per annum,
Wrong Principles.

Two wrong principles are incorpor-
ated in this system. The telephone ex-
change in St. John like other tele-
phone exchanges is a system complete
in itself andl the rentals should be de-
termined with regard to the. cost of
installation, maintenance and man-
agement of that exchange alone. Act-
ing strictly within its rights under
this section the company could make
the patrons of any exchange pay what-

erless to interfere provided that it
did not “earn and pay,” (mark the
language) an average dividend of at
least 8§ per cent. upon its total paid-
up capital stock, There is no guaran-
tee that the present unwarranted in-
crease is to be the last. The apparent
safeguards of the section are capable
of almost limitless evasion.
Tie common law would have afford-
ed some protection but since the pas-
sage of this section and so long as
it remains in force those who are com-
pelled to patronize the company's sys-
tem must submit to whatever rentals
it may arbitrarily impose.
Another objection to the section is
that it vests even this phanton con-
trol In the hands of the executive.
Apart from these reasons which render
governments very unsatisfactory, tri-
bunals for such a jurisdiction, the sal-
aries of the members of our provin-
elal government are entirely too small
to justify the imposition upon these
officers of the duties laid down in this
section. They could not be
to give the complicated ques
ing before them the time SAT)
for intelligent solution. It has come
to be recognized in the great commer-
cial countries of the world also that
the tariff of a natural monopoly which
is a public utility, is a matter for a
judicial tribunal and not for the ex-
ecutive of the nation. Canada foliow
ing in the footsteps of the United
States, hds appointed a railway com
mission to remedy the evil, of un-
reasonable tariffs in railwa To ap
point a commission to regulate the
control of telephones and telephone
rates in New Brunswick might not be
desirable from a financial standpoint

Not Tamely Submit.
In England powers have been con-
ferred by parliament upon judges of
the dourt to determine upon the rea-
sonableness of railway and canal com-
paniés’ regulations even in such mat-
ters, a8 the receiving, forwarding and
delivering of freight. The question of
the reasonableness of freight charges
uhder statutes of Great Britain fre-
quently comes before the courts. In
New Brunswick we are fortunate in
having judges of the supreme court
who are admirably qualified to exer-
cise control over the regulations and
tariffs of telephone companie Tele-
phone companies have rights that
should be respected. The willingn
of shareholders to risk capital in un-
dertakings whose success is doubtful,
should be rewarded. At the same time
the citizens of free country should
not be placed in a poesition in which
they are obliged tamely to submit to
whatever exactions may be wrung
from them. The control of telephone
rates by the court would insure justice
to all parties. The companies would
be protectied in obtaining a just re-
turn on the capital invested, and the
public on the other Kand would be se-
cured immunity from extortion. We
recommend:

Recommendations.

1. That section 1. of the act be
amended so as to allow incorporated
towns or municipalities to expropriate
local telephone systems within their
borders, and to exclude as subjects of
compensation franchises gratuitously
conferred by the legislature upon tele-
phone companies,

2. That section 8 be repealed and
a section substituted therefore vest
ing powers of revision over the tar-
iffs and regulations of telephone com-
panies in the hands of the judges of
the supreme court with right of ap-
peal to the full bench from the judg-
ment of an individual judge.
3. That on failure to obtain such
legislation, ‘steps be taken to author-
ize the installation by the city of an
independent telephone exchange.

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To Escape Locomotive

Carl Lumsden Made Desperate Dive Into Harbor Yesterday
Afternoon—Dragged Into Boat When Nearly Exhausted—
Was in Dread of Being Crushed Beneath Wheels of Ap-

proaching Engine.

Driven to desperation through fear
of being run over by an approaching
engine, Carl Lumsden, a Swedish sail-
or, plunged from the IC.R. trestle
draw bridge into the icy water of the
harbor, about 8 o’clock yesterday af-
ternoon.

As the man plunged head first into
the water and disappeared below the
surface the dozen or more spectators
who witnessed the spectacular feat,
believing it to be an attempt at
suicide, quickly manned a boat with
the intention of effecting a rescue,
They were surprised, however, to see
Lumsden quickly rise to the surface
and swim strongly for the shore, al-
though considerably encumbered by
a heavy overcoat and boots.
was quickly rowed to the struggling
sailor and after some little difficulty
he was safely taken on board.

Although Lumsden was making but
slow headway and was almost ex-
hausted, his rescuers say that he

showed considerable ability as a
swimmer. He was taken to Miller's
boarding house on Britain street and
in about half an hour appeared none
the worse for his experience.

In explaining his motive for jump-
ing from the bridge, Lumsden said
that he wished to visit a friend on
board a schooner that was lying at
the Ballast wharf, and thought that by
crossing the trestle he would save
the trouble of walking around.

When he had reached the centre of
the bridge he saw an engine approach-
ing and.thinking that remaining on
the trestle would mean a horrible
death by being crushed. under the
wheels of the locomotive, he took the
alternative’ of jumping into the har-

or.
The height of the bridge from the
water at the time that Lumsden made
his daring leap was about 30 feet. It
is considered that he had a remark-
able escape from drowning encumber-
ed as he was, by heavy clothing.

Clarion Call Issued
By Local Socialists

Programme of Reforms Drawn Up at Meeting Last evening
—Better Housing for the Masses and Fair Rent Courts
Demanded—Assessors to be Publically Elected—Inequal-

ities of the Present System

At & meeting of the local branch of
the Socialist Party of Canada, last
evening, it was decided to make an
effort to remedy two evils which the

members belleve exist in the city. One!
of these is the unsanitary housing of
the working class, the other the un-
falr assessment of incomes.

The houses they claim are not what
they should be, many being without
even a water supply. The rent is
exhorbitant and to remedy this they
ask for fair rent courts. As a remedy
for the unfair assessment they sug-
gest that the assessors be elected by
the citizens,

The Programme of Reforms.

A vigorous statement handed out at
the close of the meeting contains their
ideas as follows:

“There seems to be an idea abroad,
how it has been formed heaven only
knows, that we as a party go about
with bombs blowing up buildings, or
wait around a corner with a club to
knock a policeman’s brains out. This
is a sad, sad mistake. Our ‘local’ con-
sists simply of a party of working
men who are trying to solve working
class problems from a working man's
standpoint.”

After much discussion the meeting
formed the following planks of a plat-
from and others will be added as oc-
casion demands:

“1, A municipal committee to in-
quire into the housing problem with
a fair rent court. i

“We think that the housing of the
working classes in this city is a dis-
grace. There are hundreds of work-
ing men ih St. John living in houses
almost as bad as dog kennels. It is
known to every one what these places
are like. Rooms not high enough to
stand upright, sloping roof, not
enough room to whip a cat around,
and sanitation almost nil. There are
hundreds of houses that have not

Denounced.

even water in them. One of our pub-
lic men said not long ago that if cer-
tain portions of St. John west were
burnt out it would be a blessing and
we heartily endorse him.

“And for these hovels they have
the impudence to charge rent.

“Working men it is time you took a
hand in this game. These things have,
been threshed out in other countries,
why in this free and independent
country can't we settle them? It is a
question of vital importance to all of
the working classes.

“There are usuary laws in Canada,
yet there is property in St. John pay-
ing 256 per cent. to 30 per cent, inter-
est. If a money lender charged these
rents he would at once be hauled up
and prosecuted. Yet these property
owners can go on year in and year out
and no one seems (o say a word.
This is why we advocate fair rent
courts. These have been found to be
a success for remedying the same
conditions that exist here in many
countries, notably Germany and New
Zealand.

s Terrible Anomalies.

“2. That the assessors be publicly
elected. An -examination of the as-
sessors’ list will convince anyone that
there are some terrible anomalies
here. The workers are taxed to the
full extent of their imcomes but so-
called upper classes seem to get off
scott free. Why, there are people in
St. John who keep a couple of ser-
vants, can afford to send children to
the universities and yet are taxed at
$1,000 a year. How thé dickens they
do it on $20 a week is what some of
us would like to find out?

“These things are all well known.
The press has commented on them
several times, yet nothing is done.
No! and nothing will be done until
the workers wake up from their long
sleep and go for this thing in an en-
ergetic way.”
