As the Ger­
man fleet did not attack us at the 
outbreak of the war, we must presump 
that they counted upon reducing the 
British fleet by process of attrition. 
We have been at war for four months, 
and I should like to consider how that 
process of attrition is working. Our 
destroyers have shown an enormous 
superiority in gun power, and we 
have lost none of them, while eight 
or ten of the enemy's have been de­
stroyed. We have lost six of the old­
er armored cruisers and Germany 
has lost two; but we have three or 
four times as many of these as the 
enemy has. Of the most important 
class of minor vessels, modern fast 
light cruisers, we have lost two out 
of thirty-six ; Germany has lost six 
out of twenty-five."
Could Lose a Dreadnought a Month

and Still Hold Superior Position.

The prospects for the future, con­
tinued Mr. Churchill, were even more 
satisfactory. In the next twelve months 
Great Britain would have doubled the 
number of the enemy’s fast cruisers. 
He emphasized the excellent position 
of Great Britain In regard to Dread- 
rough ts. Naturally, he could not an­
nounce the number added to the navy 
since the war, but he could say that 
the relative strength of the fleet was 
substantially greater. He showed that 
Germany at the end of 1915 could only 
add three dreadnoughts while Britain 
could add fifteen. It was no exaggera­
tion to say that Britain could loss one 
s uper-d read nought per month for a 
year, and yet be in a superior position 
to that In which she was on the declar­
ation of war. (Cheers.)

In conclusion, Mr. ChtirchUl expres­
sed the hope that these facts would 
comfort nervous people. He paid tri­
bute to the patriotism of the workmen 
in the shipbuilding yards. He said 
that the health of the sailors was 
twice as good as in peace times, and 
their conduct exemplary. The navy

But we could not 
object to her exacting an Indemnity 
if she were the victor.”

Soisaone is still being bombarded Intermittently by 
heavy German guns of long range, but the inhabitants continue there 
usual occupations.

The French war office gave eut the following announcement this 
morning:

“The slackening of the artillery fire of the enemy wae noted all 
along the line, during November 26. Two Infantry attacks directed 
against the heads of bridges, which we had thrown down on the right 
bank of the Yeer, to the south of Olxmude, were easily repulsed.

Lowell, Nov. 27—Wm. A. Mitchell, 
agent of the Massachusetts cotton 
mills of this city, has Just returned 
from a trip of over seven weeks in 
Europe in which time he travelled 
through England, Holland, Belgium 
and Germany. The Lowell Currier 
Citizen points the following about it, 
and much more:

The trip was of a business nature, 
but, in spite of that, he was able Nto 
keep in constant touch with matters 
pertaining to the European war, saw 
some of its effects on both sides of the 
conflict and comes home inspired with 
the firm belief that if the United 
States remains neutral a tide of com­
mercial prosperity such as this coun­
try never experienced before, is sure 
to prevail in the United States as a 
direct result of the war.

Agent Mitchell pierced his way into 
Germany for the purpose of negotiat­
ing for dyestuffs for American textile 
mills. In company with iM.' R. Pouch- 
er, vice president of the Badftche Com­
pany of New York, he visited German 
cities where dyeetuffs are made and 
arranged for a cargo of that very ne­
cessary product to be sent to Rotter­
dam, where it was loaded on a special­
ly chartered ship flying tue American 
flag and under United States registry.

That ship was the Matanzas, the old 
Spanish "Guido,” vapturyd in the 
Spanish-American war. There never 
was a moment when the ownership of 
that vessel was questioned, because 
Its history was known. The Matan­
zas is now at New York, having re­
cently reached port with her cargo.

Agent Mitchell and 
reached New York on the White Star 
Liner Baltic on Friday evening. After 
a flying visit to his home here In Low­
ell Mr. Mitchell has again returned to 
New York to attend to the details of 
the unloading of the Matanzas. He re­
lates an Interesting story of his trip, 
although he declines to discuss its 
business aspect in detail.

Armod with passports, with docu­
ments from the Department of State 
and with the effects of advanced cor­
respondence with the European inter­
ests, these two American men made 
their way through the frontiers of the 
Nations at war and back again with­
out mishap, transacted business, took 
time to see the sights in the path of 
the German Army in Belgium and sail­
ed across the mine-infested seas off 
the British Isles. They saw much.

“I suppose, from first to last, I saw 
a million soldiers on the move," said 
Agent Mitcholl. “That a war was in 
progress was unmistakable especially 
in the cities along the Rhine because 
of the presence of troop trains, the 
sight of thousands of wounded—there 
were 50100 wounded Germans In 
Frankfort on Oct. 12—and more espe­
cially in Belgium, where ruined vil­
lages and damaged cities were to be 
seen.

“I saw- wha<t we estimated to be at 
least 300,000 destitute Belgian refu­
gees along the roads in Holland, and 
one of my first inquiries when we 
reached New York was as to the ex­
tent and effectiveness of the various 
relief funds for these people. They 
need help."

Apparently the Telegraph is learn­
ing that it has no adequate defence 
for the disloyal actions of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, who. having failed to take 
any effective steps in the direction 
of Canadian aid to the Empire navy 
called upon his partizan majority in 
the Canadian Senate to kill the pro­
posal of Mr. Borden, which, if adopted, 
would have given to that navy the as­
sistance asked for, whem it would 
have been of most value. The Tele­
graph, fearing itself to discuss naval 
matters, has fallen back upon the 
expedient of republishing the opinions 
of the Toronto Globe and, tm yester­
day morning’s issue, treats its read 
ers to a lengthy extract from the 
Globe entitled. The Liberal Naval 
Policy."

The article, which is a remarkable 
production, quotes Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
to this effect: "Our policy," said Sir 
AVI If rid. speaking of the attitude of 
himself and his supporters durin.- the 
long session, "was that we should have 
two fleet umits—one on the Atlantic 
and one on the Pacific—to take the 
places of the British squadrons which 
had been removed from these wat-

This purports to be a proposal ad- 
\ oca ted by Sir Wilfrid, and is so pre­
sented by the Toronto Globe, and re­
published by the Telegraph for the 
express purpose of causing the people 
of Canada to believe that the Liberal 
leader entertained definite high and 
patriotic ideas on the subject. But it 
is not a true presentation of the case, 
and can be proven false by the Toron­
to Globe itself, and by reference to 
Hansard

Sir Wilfrid Laurier rejected the idea 
of a Pacific fleet umit when he was in 
power. The proposal of the British 
Admiralty in 1909 suggested "that all 
parties unite in establishing an Im­
perial Pacific fleet; that Canada and 
Australia should each contribute a 
fleet unit, and that New Zealand and 
the Mother Country should co-operate 
in providing two additional units."

It felt that the Pacific was the im­
portant point for Canada to guard, as 
the British fleet could look after the 
Atlantic. But. at the Imperial Con­
ference. Canada, led by Sir Wilfrid, 
resisted so strenuously that the plan 
fell through. That portion of the 
official report of the Conference of 
the year 1909. the year to which the 
Globe refers, says in reference to the 
attitude of the Canadian representa-

"While on naval strategical consid­
eration® it was thought that a Fleet 
Unit on the Pacific as outlined by the 
Admiralty might in the future form an 
aceptable system of naval defence, it 
was recognized that Canada's double 
sea-board rendered the provision of 
such a fleet unsuitable for the pres­
ent." This is found in the report of 
The Defence Conference 1909, British 
Blue-book, page 23.

The Admiralty had assured the con­
ference that Great Britain could look 
after the Atlantic waters, but that it 
would be advisable for Canada and 
Australia each to furnish a fleet unit 
for the Pacific. Apparently the Ad­
miralty spoke from knowledge and 
based its assurance on its ability to 
fulfill its promises. But Laurier, with 
bis superior Intellect, set his judgment 
up Against the British Admiralty and 
refused the Pacific unit. This refusal 
he emphasized in the report he deliv­
ered to his supporters in the House 
of Commons when introducing the 
Naval Service Bill in 1910. 
quoted in Hansard 1909-1910. page 

.1736, as follows: "The representatives 
of the Canadian Government at the 
Conference took the ground that it 
would not be advisable for Canada to 
have all her fleet 
Ocean."

Large supply in both lines 
yesterday —Chickens 
much cheaper than last 
week’s figures.
There was a plentiful supply of pro­

visions in the local market yesterday. 
Meats and poultry were in abundance. 
A large supply of chickens was in the 
market, at unusually low prices, 75c. 
to $1.25 a pair being the prices asked. 
Ducks averaged $1.50 a pair. Beef, 
sirloins, could be had at from 24 to 
28c. a pound. Lamb was obtainable at 
from 16 to 22c. a pound. Fresh eggs 
are dearer, 46c. a dozen being asked 
for; case eggs 35c. Butter, .prints, is 
34c.; tub, 32. There was a fair sup­
ply of vegetables, the prices of which 
remain practically unchanged from 
last week.

There Is now a good supply of fresh 
fish.

A careful watch was set up­
on the business, and suspicion pointed 
to certain meni employed in the office 
of the Globe, a New York evening 
paper, as the guilty persons. The 
case was considered by the eecxutive 
committee of the A. P., directors at a 
recent meeting, and a plan to detect 
the culprits and bring them to jus­
tice adopted.

For the purpose of transmitting the 
more important news in bulletins 
wires connect the central office of the 
organization at 51 Chambers street 
with the editorial rooms of the var­
ious members in New York. In the 
office of the Globe these bulletins 
were copied surreptiously by H. u 
Linder, a telegraph operator employ­
ed by the Postal Telegraph Company, 
and 'repeated to the New York News 
Bureau, a Wall Street concern. Fre­

Stockholm, Nov. 13 (Correspon­
dence)—The Svenska Dagbladet pub­
lishes a report by Professor Gustav 
Cassel, a national authority on “fin­
ancing the war.” He says, in part:

“Those countries which are big cre­
ditors of the neutrals have naturally 
a special strength in war time, in that 
maturing liabilities are readily taken 
up. This is most distinctly seen in the 
vase of England, which under normal 
circumstances invests between $50.- 
(•00,000 and $75,000,000 per month 
abroad .this being the normal form for 
the application of the surplus of Eng­
land's balance against foreign coun­
tries. Should England now, as might 
be the case, cease to make the invest­
ments. the corresponding amount 
would stand at her monthly disposal.

In 1912 the General Conference of

This meeting represent­
ed thirty Conferences, covering every 
state in the Episcopal areas east of 
Chicago. This gathering will be fol­
lowed shortly by one to be held In 
Chicago. The meeting at Washington 
was not only representative, but en­
thusiastic. In following up 
lutiort of General Conference the 
scheme was laid before many of the 
Annual Conferences, and In endorsing 
the plan these Conferences agreed to 
raise certain specific amounts. The

Do not let us pay any attention to 
the foolish prattle of those who talk 
of this war as the "doom of conscrip­
tion.” It the system of universal 
service has placed a powerful weapon 
in the.hands of the Kaiser and his 
advisers, and they have made a bad 
use of it. we must also remember that 
a similar system has enabled republi­
can France to speak with her enemies 
in the gate, and the Czar of Russia to 
summon his hosts even from the bord­
ers of Mongolia. It is true that the 
German “nation in arms," founded for 
the noble purpose of freeing Prussia 
from the yoke of Napoleon, has been 
grossly misused. But the remedy for 
that Is not so much the destruction 
of a just and honorable instiution as 
the reform of the political system of 
Prussia and the transference of more 
power to the Prussian people.

Let us not understlmate the power 
of the great nation of sixty-six million 
German people who havè entered upon 
this war in the firm be.let that they 
are bound to win. I cannot help think­
ing that the great task of subduing 
that nation will begin when we, with 
cur French, Russian and Belgian 
Allies, have driven the German armies 
into the heart of their own territory.

Apple and Mountain Ash Jelly
Take equal parts of quartered ap­

tumblers and cover with paraffin.

Apple and Rhubarb Jelly
Cut apples Into quarters. To every

This, however, Is not so dificult ns 
at first it might seem. The agricultur­
al societies are aU incorporated, and 
are eligible to do business through 
their directors. It only requires that 
the directors make the necessary nr- 
angements with their nearest bank, 
and then secure cash with which to 
do business. This has already been 
done by the several societies which 
bought these fertilizer materials la»t 
sprimg.

By an act of the Legislature during 
the past session, the Agricultural So­
cieties of the province were united in 
a corporation to be known as the 
Agricultural Societies and with pow­
ers to buy fertilizer materials for all

ed by buying the fertilizers unmixed.
For instance, the Agricultural Society 
at Kingston paid at the rate of $33.00 
per ton for the materials necessary 
for a 4-6-10 brand, f.o.b. at their near­
est railway station. This, when all 
necessary expenses were paid, was 
very little less than they could have 
bought the ready-mixed for. Of 
course we are not now considering 
the greater agricultural value of the 
home-mixed goods.

idly. In 1912 this province used 44 
per cent of the fertilizer imported in­
to the Dominion. It has been estimat­
ed by the writer that betwen six and 
seven hundred thousand dollars were 
eent out of this province during the 
past season, for commercial fertilisers.

Several of our thrifty and thought­
ful farmers some time ago began to 
make Inquiries as to whether there 
was any possibility of getting these 
fertilizers at a less cost than they 
were paying.

All our cultivated roots are biennial, 
which means that the root itself is 
grown one season, is stored over win­
ter, and is made to produce seed when 
planted out the next spring. Root 
seed is grown from either large, fully 
matured roots, or from smaller, not 
quite developed roots, also called 
"steckllns.”

Laud Intended fpr seed growing 
should above all be rich, well drained 
and, if possible, sheltered from heavy 
winds. Liquid manure, is a splendid 
fertilizer for seed roots. On meat 
soils it Is advisable to suppdement the 
liquid manure with 300 to 400 lbs. of 
Acid Phosphate per acré. Where a 
general mixture of commercial fertiliz­
ers Is used It is better to supply the 
nitrogen with Sulphate of Ammonia 
tfhan. with Nitrate of Soda, as the .al­
ter tends to rush the growth of the 
young seed stalks too much, making 
them weak and less resistant to wind

Selecting

Before selecting the seed roots the 
grower must have a clear conception 
of the type he intends to breed. For 
convenient inspection the roots may 
be lined up with the tops laid togeth­
er for two and two rows. The selected 
roots are turned about, with tops out,
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After the land has been properly 
worked it should be well packed wltii 
a roller and marked before plan tin u. 
Common distances are 24 inches by 
24 inches for small roots anid 85 inches 
by 36 inches for large roots. Three 
men, when used to the work, can 
plant about 3000 roots ln a day. One 
men lays out the roots ln their places, 
another digs the holes and the third 
man puts ini the roots. The root In 
the first hole Is covered with the soil 
from the second and so on. Where 
the soil is deep enough the rooti 
should be planted firmly straight up 
and down, and should be set so deep 
tlhat the crown barely reaches the 
surface. With long shaped varieties 
and on shallow soils it may be ad­
visable to tilt the root, always re- 
memberimg to plant them as deep as 
the soil will permit with the crown 
reaching the surface. If the plow is 
used the roots are placed against the 
land side ln the opened furrow. It is 
a good plan to cover them partly by 
drawing loose earth with one stroke 
of the foot to the bottom of 
root so that they may keep ln position 
when the furrow is thrown back. Un­
less, however, the w’orkere are familiar 
with this method, it gives scarcely as 
satisfactory results as the spade plant­
ing method which causes a firmer and 
more regular stand. The root-seed 
land should be kept cultivated aa lonz; 
as possible ln order to preserve the 
moisture. On smaller areas It pays 
well to use the hand cultivator be­
tween the rows, when the length of 
the seed-stalks prevents the use of 
the horse cultivator.

It le very important that the seed be 
harvested in right time. Very often 
the field does not ripen quite uniform­
ly, and all the seed on one and the 
same plant never matures Simultan­
eously. The first formed seed on* the 
lower parts of the seed stalks ripens 
earlier than the rest, and as this eeed 
is stronger and consequently more 
valuable than the later formed seed 
the grower should endeavor to secure 
It before it falls off. Mangel seed Is 
ready when the true seed inside 
the brownish cluster shows a mealy 
surface when cut with a knife, 
is time to harvest swede seed when 
the bottom slliques or pods are getting 
brown on the outside and the upper 
ones have attained a yellowish cotor.

Where seed is grown ln small quan­
tities it Is of course possible to d.y 
the seed stalks by hanelmg them up 
In a well-aired place ln the house or In 
the barn. In this cast- a sheet ur a 
tarpaulin should be spread out on lbe 
floor eo that no seed may be lost. On
