Canadian Headquartdfs in France,
wvia London, Aug. 23.—(By Stewart
JLyon, Special Correspondent of the
‘Canadian Press)—Another turn of the
mcrew was made this morning on the
ssouthwest front of Lens.

FEAR 3IX
AMERIGANS
PERISHED

Were Taken from Campana's
Boat by Sumarine Which
Was Probably Sunk by
French Vessel.

"Atlantic Port, Aug. 23— The Stand-
ard Oil tank steamer Campana, whose
captain and five of her navy gunners

were taken prisoners by a German
submarine on Auggust 6, surrendered
to the U-boat, but only because she
had not another shot to fire. The

mpana's ammunition after firing
180 shots became exhausted.

This was the story told by J. H.
Bruce, third mate of the Campana, who
with forty other memberg of the Cam-
pana crew and eight gunners, arrived
here on a French steamship. The
battle began at 5 a.m. and was waged
for four hours at a range of between
7300 and 760 yards.

The U-boat fireg 400 shots, only
two of which hit the mark. The
Campana nevertheless was outranged
by the two guns, one four-inch, the
other two-inch with which the sub-
marine was armed. The U-boat was
fully as speedy as the American ves-
sel. After the Campana hoisted the
international signal of surrender, her
last shell gone, the submarine never-
theless continued to fire, Bruce said,
and all hands took to the boats. Capt.

The Firm's Holdings.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley desired the de-
tails of the holdings of MacKenzie and
Mann and Co., Ltd., and Sir Thomas
White replied that the secretary of
the company had written him stating
that of the $58,614,000 of capital stock,
par value, $51,000,000 was wholly the
property of MacKenzie and Mann and
Co., Ltd.; $2,000,000 was in trust for
certain officers and employes of long
standing; $1,600,000 was deposited
with the province of British Columbia,
and the balance, $4,014,000, was held
by MacKenzie and Mann and Co., Ltd.,
pending uncompleted flnancial ar-

The Minister of Finance added that
the list of shareholders presented to
the house was as on June 30 last but
there had been no changes since, nor
had there been any for a year before.
Messrs. George, Christie and Richard-
son had no personal interest in the
shares with which they were credited.
These had simply been transferred to]
them to qualify them as directors of
the company. Mr. E. R. Wood had
also written to say that, apart from the
qualification shares, he had no inter-
est, direct or indirect, in the C.N.R.

Sir Thomas White added that as to
the fifty-one million dollars held by
MacKenzie and Mann Company, Ltd.
that stock was with other assets,
pledged to the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce.

Land Grants.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley asked the minis-
ter if he had obtained any informa-
tion as to the value of the land
ts. He also wanted to know if
the land holdings of the company in
Ontario and Quebec were included in
the stock transactions.

Sir Thomas replied that the Ontarlo
and Quebec lands were not, pledged as
securit¥ for stock. He added that
judging from the record of sales, the
agricultural lands of the company are
worth about $15 per acre.

Mr. Pugsley claimed that there was
a growing dissatisfaction in regard to
this bill which the government could
not long ignore. These expressions
of dissatistaction were to be heard in
all the great financial centres. The
legislation, he said, would probably
cost the country more than $60,000,000.
‘When arbitration proceedings comy
menced the Minister of Finance would
have nothing in writing to put before
the arbitrators to demonstrate that the
C.N.R. is unable to longer carry on
business. The company, however,
would submit a financial statement to
show that it was still able to get
along. This, said Mr. Pugsley was not
the #ime to pour out millions to Mao-

Shediac, Aug. 23.—The 60th anniver-
sary of the opening of the railroad
from Moncton to Shediac, a link which
was important to traffic in the United
States and Canada, occurred this week
This section of what wag then the
Kuropean and North American rajl-
road, was officially opened to traffic
on August 20, 1857. That system ex-
tended from Bangor, Me., to Shediac
by way of St. John and is now con-
trolled by the Canadian Government
Railways, Canadian Pacific and Maine
Central. In Maine the European and
North American railroad is still a cor-
poration and its stockholders meet
annually. It leases its property, which
is now in Maine only, to the Maine
Oentral system. o
The construction of the line from
St. John to Shediac enabled a large
through traffic to be handled between
Prince Edward Island, this section of
the province and the United States.

Slow Communication.

Before that time it was necessary
to use stages to St. John and the
United Stdtes or else vessels. The
railroad to Halifax was not construct-
ed until a later period. The contrac-
tors and financial backers of the
original road were practically all resi-
dents of England.

A large amount of money was spent
here ,for machine shops had to be
built and a deep water terminal con-
structed. The principal corimercial
business and shipping traffic, which
hitherto had been conducted at Shedi-
ac Cape, nearly three miles distant,
were transferred to Shediac and Point
du Chene ,two miles east. Later the
machine shops were burned and re-
constructed at Moncton, which then
became the headquarters of the sys-
tem under the government ownership.
A serious mistake®was made when
the northern division was diverted
from the North Shore ports instead
of passing through them, in the opin-
ion of many residents of that time,
for a large part of the Northern line
passed through an unprofitable dis-
trict and branch lines had to be builg
later to Chatham, Richibucto, Buc
touche, ete.

There are still half a dozen or so
residents living in this vicinity who
remember the construction and open-
ing of the system. The old ballast
pit, off Sackville street, here is still
a reminder of the building of the road.

A former geneéeral manager of the
Intercolorial, Mr. David Pottinger,
who entered the railroad business in
1863, lives at Shediac Cape during
the summer season. Another former
general manager, Sir Collingwood
Schreiber, lives at Ottawa. He took
¢harge of the system in 1873. He
entered railroading as civil engineer
in 1852,

That he saw a man and woman
trying to effect an emtrance into the
store of the late Harry L. Willlams
about 1045 o'clock on the evening
that deceased met his death was the
testimony of Russell R. Maxwell be-
fore Coroner F. L. Kenney's court of

Seldom before in the history of the
city has such widespread interest
centred in any case as that manifested
over the proceedings at the inquest
into the death of Mr. Willlams, Long
before the opening of the court at 8
o'clock the court room was crowded
to the doors, and large numbers were
unable to gain an entrance.

The
lights .were burning in the Williams’
store and the blinds facing Elm street
were raised,

Police Officer SBampel Jones was
the next witness, He saw the de-
ceased allve in his store at 11.20
o'clock. He saw no person other than
the deceased in the store.

Detactives Testify.

Detective Willlam Duncan was the
next witness. He testified to being
called to the Williams store while he
wag on his way home about midnight,
He outlined the examination made of
the premises. No revolver was found
in the store, while there were no in-
dications of a disturbance. The de-
ceased had only been dead a short
time,

The detective gave evidence with
respect to the position of the body
and explained minutely the condition
in which he found the remains, also
of summoning a doctor, the ambulance
and the coroner.

To Mr. Kerr, Detective Duncan said
he was certain that the Main street
door was solid, though he was not
sure whether it had been bolted. 'If
a man had a sufficlently long reach
he could have killed the deceased
from a crouching position behind the
stove., The deceased had a pencil
gripped in his right hand. There was
no evidence of a revolver. If deceas-
ed had held anything in ®is left hand
it would be reasonable that he would
have retained it in his hand, if his
death had been instantaneous.

To the coroner the witness said
that there appeared no motive for
either murder or suicide.

Detective Biddescombe, the next
witness, gave evidence along the
lines of that given by Detective Dun-
He informed Mr. Kerr that if
the shell was discharged from a re-
velver in the hands of a person stand-
ing behind the stove it would land
in exactly the position where it was
found.

Detective George H. Briggs told of
his finding the bullet and shell.
They were produced in court. The
evidence of Mr. Briggs corroborated
that given by the other two detectives.

Coroner Kenney then announced
that the inquest would be adjourned
until this evening at 8 o'clock, when
a private session will be held in the
county council chamber at the court
house to enable the court and jury to
hear the evidence of the female wit-
nesses.

Thomas and Frederick Kelcher Finished First in
16 Minutes—Swimmers Obliged to Battle with
a Strong Current—All But One Are Successful
—Large Crowd Witness the Performance.

Five girls and seven youths made re-
markably good time in a swim from
No. 1 berth, Sand Point, to the eastern
side of the harbor yesterday afternoon.
The event was sort of a tryout for a
race which is to be held sometime next
week. Those who crossed the harbor
are as follows: Thomas, Frederick and
Agnes Keleher, Harry and Winnie
Dunlop, Burns, Andrew Mul-
cahy, Vivian McKinney, Bessie Antel,
Audrey Mullin, Arthur Bodington and
Cecil Khorr.

Crowds of spectators lined the rail-
ing on Union street, West End, at the
city baths, and gave the contestants a
good send-off as they left in small
boats, all under the care of Instructor
Mark Burns.

A few minutes before three o'clock
the dozen young swimmers jumped
from the boats at No. 1 berth, Sand
Point, and started on their long, hard
grind to the eastern side of the harbor.

The objective point was the Eutarn]

Steamship pier, and there was a large
number of people assembled at this
place to watch the struggle.

The water of the harbor was almost
dead calm and with a clear day the
heads of the swimmers were plainly
visible all the way across the harbor.
There was a strong tide settink up on
the western side when the swimmers
started, and it made the work for them
much harder, while they tried to swim
in a straight line. In just sixteen
minutes from the time they' jumped
into the water until they reached the
eastern line pler, Thomas and Fred-
erick Keleher grasped the side of a
small boat together in a tie. They
carried off the honors as they were
the first to cross the harbor and were
the only two to reach the objective
point decided on. The other swim-
mers were carried up stream by the
tide and were picked up as they reach-
ed near the Pettinglll wharf, where a
s p was_docked.

fellow landed on the wharf, where the
steamship Empress docks, he was
third to land and fully eight minutes
after the Keleher boys finished.

All of the contestants crossed the
harbor with the exception of ore who,
after battling with the current for
some time and finding that she was
being carried away up the harbor, de-
cided to give up the contest and was
picked up by one of the boats.

As the two Keleher boys reached the
eastern line dock they were greeted
with rounds of applause by the spec-
tators.

Small boats fdllowed
all the swimmers in case of any acci-
dent, and Iustructor Burns, attired in

itmuhle. It is said that some of the
swimmers who so successfully crossed
the harbor were nos able to swim be-
|fore this summer and their ability to
| swim such a long distance at the pres-
jent time speaks well for the instruc-
tior given by Mr. Burns.

After the contestants had finished
their swim they were carried back to
the baths in motor boats and received
a hearty welcome from many friends
whe were awaiting their return.
