ROYAL COMMISSION REPORT RECOMMENDS
~ RADICAL CHANGES IN ST. JOHN HOSPITAL.

Finds There Were Grounds for Complaints as to Food, Want of Cleanliness, and Inattention to Patients—Nine ‘More Lady
' Nurses Suggested—Practical Instruction in Cookery—Three Trained Male Nurses—Should be General
Superintendent, Also Head Nurse—Matron Merely House Keeper—Commission
Reduced to Five—$25,000 for Building Improvements. ‘

Fredericton, July 10—At the meeting of
the provincial government held here the
report of the royal commisison appointed
to investigate the St. John Hospital was
received. In-their report the commission-
ers recommend some radjcal changes.

The full text of the report
lows:— _

St. John (N. B.), June 9, 1902.
To His Honor, the Lieutenant-Governor
in Council:

The undersigned, by virtue of authority
of a commission dated the 14th February,
1902, under the great seal of the province,
which directed them to procced to inquire
into. all questions connected with the
“general management of the Saint John
Public Hospital, the care of patients and
generally all matters connected with its
administration; also as to the desirability
of continuing the arrangements made some
years ago with the dominion government,
whereby the Marine Hospital was discon-
tinued and sailors were admitted to. the
said institution, under an agreement with
the dominion government, as to whether
in your hospital the usefulness of the
hospital might not be more g#ffectively
promoted if this arrangement were dis-
continued,” beg to Tteport that they
have made diligent inquiry. Be-
fore dealing with the evidence
brought out during the investigation, it
may be well to say that the General Pub-
lic Hospital was erected and managed un-
der the provisions of an act of assembly
of the year 1860, and of certain other
subsequent acts- The bill of 1860 was pro-
moted by Dr. William Bayard, the pres-
ent chairman of commissioners, and when
submitted suggested a much larger assess-
ment upon the city of St. John for main-
tenance than was finally authorized by the
bill. Had Doctor Bayard’s view then been
adopted, and the larger assessment asked
for made available, one of the answers
repeatedly made to the charges investigal-
ed by your commissioners, viz., “lack of

is as fol-

money to ampanage the institution,” would
not have rested upon as solid a founda-
tion as it appears to do.

Dr. Bayard.

In the opinion of the commissioners, a

debt of gratitude is due to Doctor Bayard
for his persistent, faithful, ¢onscientious
work in estabiisning the institution; for
the active aid which for many years he
has given to its management, and also for
his having had the courage of his con-
victions at all times with regard to its
welfare. These convictions at last found
expression in- his statement to the com-
missioners—page 490 of the evidence—em-
bodying some of the most radical changes
suggested by medical men.

Complaints Have Foundation in Fact.

The complaints made by patients fall
naturally into three divisions, viz., quality
of food; absence of proper care by the
internal staff; uncleanliness of the insti-
tution.

Your commissioners find that these com-
plaints have some foundation in fact—the
evidence which is submitted herewith
stating the details. -

THE FOOD QUESTION.

Dr. Emery's Evidence Practically Sums Up
Commissioners’ Conclusions on This
Point. ’
Dealing first with the food question,

your commissioners dircct attention to

the evidence of Dr. A. F. Emery, pages

268, 269, 270 and 271 of the evidence. This

practically sums up the conclusions at

which the commissioners have arrived.

Dr. A. F. Emery Examined.

‘Mr. Lee—Whose duty is it to inspect
the food?
A. The matron’s primarily, and the resi-

dent physician and the visiting commis-
sioner. I think the matron is the one
whose duty it is to see that the food
comes in all right.

Q. And it is her duty to report? A. If
the food was wrong. Yes. I do not re-
member all the details but I think that is
supposed to be her duty. According to
the by-laws the resident plysician is the
steward and according to the by-laws it
is his duty to do that. When I was resi-
dent physician I did it as largely as- I
could, all the time I had at my disposal
I looked into the food, but the resident
physician has not much time for that.
The matron -has to do that largely.

Q. (Mr. Trueman)—During your time as
superintendent, did you have any com-
plaints to make in regard to the food?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Did you get a remedy when you
made complaints?

A. Well, in my first month as hospital
physician I refused the butter—without
going into details. Tt was pn the list
then at tender and T absolutely refused to
take it and sent it back and watched it
myself. The matron of the hospital was
a very old Jady of 80 and over at the
time, and not very well, so that her duty
came upon myself largely, and the butter
was sent back a number of times; those
tendering said they couldn’t afford better.
I refused to take it and finally the but-
ter was sent all right.

Q. You complained to the commissioners
at the same time?

A. I dealt with it right myself first; as
steward of the hospital. At that time
the resident physician had more author-
ity as steward than he has at the present
time, and I think that was remedied as far
as my memory goes, largely, but it had to
be kept up continually, the matter of
food. Many times during my time I had
to refuse food.

The Chief Justice—Other articles as well
as butter?

A. Yes,

the meat; I had a regular

controversy with those supplying meat.
Tor a time I did not know whether we
would have any or not.

Com. Lee—You did not find any ob-

struction on the part of the commission-
ers as to getting food?

A. No, 1 think they were rather glad
to have me do it.

Com. Knowlton—As visiting physician
have you had any reason to complain of
the food as a general thing?

A. I think, taking generally—in looking
over the statements made by patients who
were up before the commission before,
you would think no good food ever went
into the hospital—that is mot correct. But
I do not think the quality of the food
in many instances is right. I think the
butter very often is mot up to what I
would call good butter. 1 have looked
into it at various times, and while it is
not absolutely bad, sick people are pretty
particular about what kind of butter they
get, and my impression is that very often
butter of a quality that sick people could
not eat went into the hospital; but it was
not as bad as would be judged.

The Chief Justice—It was not contin-
ually bad?

A. No. This matter of bad food does
not go on all the time, because efforts
have been made by the hospital commis-
sion and those in charge continually to
remedy these things. This has been go-
ing on in the hospital, as it will in any
institution, amd you have got to keep
continually at it. But about so much
bad butter; when I went in as visiting
physician I did not go in at visiting
hour and patients, as a zule, did not
complain to me as much as the public
would suppose. Some of them did, but I
always found, when I brought it to the
attention of the house, it was looked
into, and if it was not remedied altogether
it was remedied so far as they could rem-
edy it, although at times it needed a lit-
tle sharper looking after—it would soon
fall back. With regard to the food—

I think the method of serving is not ab-
solutely up-to-date, in serving the food
into the wards. A large number of those
in the wards can eat anything that is set
before them, because there are a lot of
slight ailments, people whose appetites
are all right and probably getting much
better food than they ever got before.
They can eat anything. The other pa-
tients cannot eat food unless it is serv-
ed micely, and that can only be done if
there is a larger staff of assistants.

The chief justice states that he
found here a method in this hospital dif-
ferent from other hospitals he visited.
A tray of food for several persons would
be sent up to the ward, while in every
other hospital which he saw there was
an individual tray for each patient.

Com. Lee—When you inspected this
food and looked after it and saw that the
food was all right that came in did you
have any complaint from a patient?

A. No; I think every time I spoke
about the food it was remedied.

Q. But did the patients complain when
you were household doctor, when you
_we»ne doing your best to get the best food
in? ; ’
course,

i A. Well, of that is go-
ing back some years. I presume
there were always complaints more

or less, but of course I don’t remem-
ber that. That is going back to ’87 and
’88. I do not think the patients were as
particular about what they got in the
hospital then as at the present time.
They have changed in their ideas. They
expect more now. In regard to the serv-
ing of food I think they need a different
system in, K the hospital. I am mot pre-
pared to say what they would - carry out.

Q. You would not approve of supply-
ing stale eggs, I suppose?

A. Oh, no; I think that was greatly
exaggerated.

Q. Would you think it right to supply
poor food to one sick between life and
death?

STARTS CHOATE BOOM
FOR PRESIDENCY

Possible Successor to Roosevelt in
Ambassador to England.

London, July 8—At the amnual dinner
of the Hardwick Society in London to-
night, Don M. Dickinson, of Detroit, who
was counsel for the United States before
the international high commission on the
Bering Sea claims in 1897, referred to
Joseph H. Choate, the United States am-
bassador, as a possiple candidate for the
presidency of the United States. The
company consisted of several hundred
members of the English bar, law lords
and judges. Sir Charles Tupper, formerly
prime minister of Canada, was among the
guests.

.“Mr. Choate does not belong,” said
Mr. Dickinson, “to my party or to my
government, but it is very near the hearts
of the American people that he shall go
from the court of St. James to the pres-
idential chair and I wish he may get
there.” 5

Mr. Dickinson compared President
Roosevelt, amid the enthusiastic cheers of
those present, to Sir Philip Sydney, ‘sans
peur et sans reproche.’’

Dealing with international feeling, Mr.
Dickinson said

“We of the United States have long
since ceased to boast that we alone are
the champions of liberty; wherever the
British flag floats today it stands for Iib-
erty”’

“Great Britain and the United Stales
can make the world’s freedom wider yet;
not by -alliance, but by an understanding
that we, the KEnglish-speaking nations
mean well by the rest of the world and
that the other nations must not attack
either one of us:”

He was employ-
ed as a loader and was in the act of re-
moving a large Jump of coal from the
pavement when the face of the room fell
on him and ccushed him to death.

Johnstown, Pa., July 10—Johnstown has
again been visited by an appalling mine
disaster, only less frightful than the awful
calamity of May 31, 1889, in cost of life,
but in its terrible consequences it has
brought the shadow of sorrow. in hundreds
of homes made desolate by a mine explo-
sion in the Cambria Steel Company’s Roll-
ing Mill mine, under Westmount Hill, at
12.20 o'clock this afternoon.

How many are dead it may take geveral
days to determine, but that it is a lomg
list is certain, It may reach 200 or more.
1t was nearly an hour after the explosion
before any general knowledge of what had
happened got abroad. Men who came
from the mines, escaping with their lives,
told the terrible news and soon it spread
like wildtire. In scores of homes there
were the most pithetic scenes.

A the opening across the river from
the point, the Cambria Iron Company
police, with assistants, stood guard, per-
mitting no one to enter the mine, from
which noxious gases were coming. It
was nearly .four o’clock when all hope of
sending rescue parties from the West-
mont opening was abandoned. Two men
who had escaped from the mine— Richard
Bennett and John Meyers—went back
two miles to see what assistance could
be rendered, but the frightful damp drove
them back ané they fell prostrate, when
they finally, after a desperate struggle,
reached the outside. Their story made it
clear that the rescue work could not
proceed from the Westmont opening and
preparations were made to begin at the
Mill Creek entrance. Mining Engineer
Moore and one of his assistants, made an
attempt to enter the mine, but the gases
stopped their progress. '

Mine Foreman Harry Rogers, his assist-
ant, William Blanch, and Fire Bosses John
Whitney, John Retallick and John
Thomas were overcome, and it is feared
perished in a heroic effort to rescue the
miners. A son of Harry Rogers then tried
to reach his father, but was quickly over-
come, and was carried out unconscious.

William Stibich spent several hours at
the Mill Oreek opening. He said he be-
lieved as many as 450 men were still in
the mine. In his opinion, not to exceed
150 men had eome out.

The cause of the explosion is thought
to have been firedamp. The scene of the
accident is known as the Klondike, and is
two miles from the surface and the work
of rescue it attended with great difficulty
and danger.

About a score of American miners who
were at work in the Klondike district
noticed the presence of the firedamp in
their apartment soon after the explosion
and started for the main entrance. They
were almost overcome, but reached the
outside in safety. One said it is not
known what caused the explosion and that
it will probably never be known, as he
believed none of the men at work in
the Klondike district- can be saved. Tle
also said that only a few days ago the of-

ficials issued’ an order to the employes
in the mine not to play with the gas, and
that the very mext day a young Hungar-
ian was ecen pushing his naked lamp
along the roof of the mine in search of
.

Canvas screens are being used to wall
all the side entrances and rooms, so as
to force a direct current of pure air ahead
of the rescuers. Kngineer A. G. Prosser,
who, with. Mr. Moore, entered the mine
at the main opening, came to the surface
at Mill Creek and immediately set about
securing men and material to aid in the
rescue.

Harry Rogers and his party were not
in the Klondike when the explosion took
place, but started down a short time later.
Griftith Powell and Thomas Ifoster, two
other fire bosses, carried John Whitney
200 yards in the hope of saving his life,
when they were compelled to drop their
burden and save themselves.

Several miners have reached the sur-
face who were. working mear the scene of
the explosion. They say they passed
through a portion of the Klondike dis-
trict and saw the bodies of at least 50
men. The men who came out were
foreigners and were in such an escited
condition that it was impossible to get
a connected story. The mine has been
open for about 50 years and is producing
8,000 tons per day.

Johnstown, Pa., July 10—Two miners
who came out of the mine at the Mill
Creek opening estimate about 300 of the
600 men in the Cambria drift got out at
that opening. They think the other 300
still there and probably dead.

Nearly 200 men were at work in this
section and it is feared that 175 have lost
their lives. Among those known to be
dead are Mine Foreman Harry Rogers,
his assistant. William Blanch and Fire
Bosses John Whitney and John Thomas,
who all perished from fire damp in a
heroic attempt to save the miners.

Of the number who were at work in the
district when the explosion occurred 50
were Americans.

No entrance to the mine can be made
‘through the main entry’ and the miners
are coming to the surface at the Mill
Creek opening five miles from the city.

A reseuing party, headed by Mining
Engineer Marshal T. Moore and Supt.
Geo. T. Robinson, have started for the
scene of the disaster. Canvas brattices are
being used to shut off side entrances and
rooms, so as to send a current of air
ahead. Every step -of the way must be
fought and the rescuers themselves are in
imminent danger.

Officials now in the mine send out word
that it is impossible to state the loss of

life, but hope that the powerful air fans’

and compressers will furnish enough pure
air to keep the men alive. If the passage-
ways are reasonably clear this can be
done.

JOHNSTOWN FLOOD HORROR RIVALLED
BY AWFUL MINING DISASTER THERE.

Number of Victims Estimated from 200 to goo—There Was an Explosion,
Cause Unknown—Work of Rescue Handicapped by Deadly Gas
—One Man Saw 50 Dead Bodies.

mated by the officials at 175. At 4.30
o’clock 75 men had escaped from the mine.

There are two openings to the mine in
which the explosion occurred. One .is near
the bridge of the Pennsylvania Railroad,
just below the depot, the other at Mill
Creek, four miles away. Large rescuing
parties are at work but after damp is
driving them back. All mines in the vicin-
ity have been closed and their miners at
the scene ready to help in the rescue
work. The scenes at both openings are
indescribable.

The mining officials state the explosion
was one of firedamp.

The swrvivors who have escaped from
the mine describe the condition as fright-
ful. Solid walls of masonry three feet
through were torn down. The roofs of
the mine were demolished and not a door
remains standing. In the face of these
difficulties even thé most heroic effonts to-
wards rescue may well seem hopeless.
 Miners who left the mine by the Mill
Creek entrance brought ‘horrible stories
of crawling over the dead bodies of their
comrades.

The“stories of the men who escaped are
miraculous. Tom Koster, assistant fore-
man in the “Klondike,” was among the
first to emerge from the Mill Creek shait.
Shortly after Powell Griffith, a fire boss,
came up. Foster was in is office when the
esplosion occurred. With the help of
Foreman Roberts, an effort was made to
replace a few of the shattered doors.
All the while the fire damp was closing
around them. They did not falter but
awent into the midst of.danger. ‘Thnough
galleries into headings, warning and help-
ing, the two men went. Roberts fell, but
Foster staggered on, whither he hardly
knew. In the midst of the danger he met
Powell Gnifith. ‘Lhey went forward,
dragging a comrade into a possible place
of safdty here, giving a word of warning
there, until human endurance could stand
no longer. lxhausted they staggered into
a heading where the firedamp had not
entered. They rested there for a moment
and then plunged fonward until finaly
they wandered into a water level and
through it reached a place of safety.

The latest meport places the dead at 125
and states that 65 bodies have been seen.

BRUTAL HUSBAND IS

Two Years for James Stuart, Tried
at Amherst for Wife-beating.

Amherst, N. S, July 10.—(Special).—

two years in Dorchester penitentiary for
brutally beating his wife.

Although nearly every one on both
boats, whether standing or sitting, was
thrown to the floor by the shock of col-
lision, no one was seriously hurt.

It was very fortunate that mo one
was mear the Cumberland’s forward com-
panionway, for at that point, on the star-
board bow, the iron nose of the Farragut
smashed in the wooden planking of the
Cumberland from water line to rail for
weveral feet.

The fog was peculiar, being “in bunches.”
g0 that at one moment there was no fog
ahead and the next moment such dense
fog that the lookout could not see 100 feet
off. But stories differ as to what signals
preceded the accident and as to the speed
of the steamers.

Captain Allan of the Cumberland claims
that he blew the whistle at regular in-
tervals, according to harbor rules, from

that he was steaming at moderate speed.
Several passengers, who were standing in
the Cumberiand’s bow, said that the Far-
ragut was' laying her course nearly at
right angles to that of the Cumberland;
to them the big white bow loomed up
suddenly and smashed through the side
of the Cumberland before they could even
jump. As the latter kept an even keel,
after the vessels drew apart, these cooi-
headed persons decided mot to worry and
calmyy awaited developments.

Will Take Gaynor and Greene
Case to the British
Authorities.

COMPLAINS OF CANADA

Charges That Dominion Authorities
Are Pursuing an Unwarranted
and Extraordinary Course— Offic-
ial Sends a Lengthy Réport to
Washington,

Washington, July 9.—The extrad'ticmn
case ol Messrs, Benj. D. Gireen and John
F.Gaynorywhose ramoval from Canada to
the State of Georgia for trial on charges
iof “misappropriation and emhbezzlement of
more than $2,000,000 in connection Wwith
river and harbor improvements at Savan-
aah, (Ga.), has been sought for some time
by the United State:, will take on a diplo-
matic phase in a few -days when BSecre-
tary day communicates to the British
goverinment the view of the officials of
the United States department of justice
that the Canadian- authorities are pur-
suing an extraondinary aand unwarranted
course in the case. [I'he delays and em-
barrassments in the extradition proceed-
ings resulted in Marion Krwin, special as-
sistant to ‘the attorneysgeneral, who has
Dbeen in active charge of the extradition
proceedings of the United States, trans-
mitting to the attorney-general under date
of Montreal, July 7th, a special report on
the case, in which he calls attention to
the fact that the legal representatives of
Greene and Gaynor are closely connected
through professional and family ties with
the Canadian officials, to whom this gov-
ernment must look for extradition of the
men whose custody it seeks.

Mr. lirwin, in his report, says that
prior to instituting the exbradition pro-
ceedings he was put on notice that the
fugitives hiad ‘“taken refuge at Quebee, for
the purpose of resisting extradition and
that they had employed as their counsel
the finms of lawyers to which belonged
the highest officials of the provincial and
dominion goveraments.” He says that he
was thus “precluded by the position taken
by them from conf.rrirg with the law
officers of the crawn.” He therefore re-
tained two attorneys of the Montréal and
(‘anadian bar, who have ably assisted him.

The report then calls attention to this
provision of the Canadian extradition
act:

“Whenever this act appies, a judge may
issue his warrant for the apprehension of
a fugitive on a foreign warrant of arrest,
or an information or .complaint laid be-
fore him, and on such evidence or after
such proceedings, as in his op nion would
subject to the provisions of this act, justi-
fy the issue ot his warrant if the crime
of which the fugitive is accused or alleged
to have been convicted had been com-
mitted in ‘Canada.”

Citation is made of the extradition
treaty between the United States and
Great Britain and it is shown that it pro-
vides for extradition for the offenses of
embezziement, fraud, receiving stolen
moneys or goods, or property or obtaining
the same under false pretenses, or for
participation in these crimes, provided
such participation is punishable by the
iaws of both countries.

Attention is thea called to the fact that
Mr. Erwin made complaint on cath, May
14, 1902, before Hon. Ulrnic Lafontaine,
ome of the extradition commissioners for
the province of Quebec, resident at Mon-
treal, who is given jurisdiction over the
whole province of Quebec, charging Gay-
nor and Greene with having participated
in the crimes of fraud, embezzlement and
obtaining money under false pretenses,
the complaint setting out matters in de-
tail, and that such participation was pun-
ishable by the laws of both countries.

The report then directs attention to
the entire regularity cf service of the writs,
arrests -of Greene and Gaynor and their
remand for furtiier examinaton.

After this Judge Andrews at Quebec
jssued writs of habeas corpus which were
served at night on the jailer at Montreal,
who held the men under the extradition
commissioner’s order for further proceed-
mngs.

On what- followed the report says:

“Without notice to the commissioner or
to the attorneys representing the United
States "in the proceedings the Montreal
jailer, who holds his appointment under
the provincial authorities, within a few
minutes after service of the writs upon
him, conveyed the prisoners by speclal
train to Quebec.

“In view of the fact that there were
other judges at Montreal exercising habeas
corpus powers and in auch cases the
Canadian Jlaws give a judge in the dis-
triet of Quchec no authority to bring a
prisoner' from Montreal on habeas corpus
inquiry, it is not believed that the jailer

at Montroal would have adopted so ex-

traordinary a course without notice to the
parties in interest, except under high
oflicial pressure. The attorneys at that
time appearing in the proceedings for the
fugitives and movinz to have that done,
embraced among others the firm of- Iitz-
patrick, Pavent, Taschereau, Roy & Can-
non—of which finm the Honorable (Oharles
Fitzpatriek, minister of justice of the do-
minion of Canada, is a member.

«Of which firm the Hon. S. N. Parent,
prime minister for the province of Quebec,
iy a member. ;

«Of which firm Mr. Cannon, son of the
depuly attorney-general for the province
of Quebee, is a member.

“Also Mr. Honore Gervais, law partner
of Hon. Mr. Archambeault, attorney-ge-
eral for the province of Quebec.

«Also Mr. Chauveau, son of the extra-
dition commissioner at Quebec.

“If the jailer had heen acting under
the advice of officers of the crown,” adds
the report. “free from the entangling re
Jations of eounsel for the fugitives, it is
ineredible that in a ccuntry which shares
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with us the high standards of justice and

faimness which is our common heritage, a

jailer could have wilfully withtheld, the
documents of his authority to the preju-
dice of a party to the<litigation.”

“In the meantime the counsel for the
prisoners, who in Fngland or in the
United States would be debarred from
occupying such dual relations, have, in
open court, challenged the right of the
United States to be heard at all in these
proceedings and its right to -employ
(anadian counsel to represent it in the
courts. As will be seen, Mr. Justice
Andrews overruled these objections, but
they have been renewed before Mr. Jus-
tice Caron, and it is uncertain what posi-
tion he will take. I attach clippings {rom
two of the Quebec papers, one French,
the other English, bearing upon the dual
attitude presented by the official rela-
tionships of the prisoners’ counsel, indicat-
ing that the public conscience of Canada is
not asleepn.”

In conclusion the report says:

“It will be seen, that before we can
finally take the prisoners out of Canada
we twill have to submit the regularity of
our proceedings in some very important
features to a high official of the dominion
government whose firm was retained in
advance of the extradition proceedings to
resist extradition, and whose powerful
political influence has been felt at every
turn the case has taken.

“Tf this state of affairs is to continuc
without protest on the part of our gov-
ernment, we had just as well understand
in advance that extradition of criminals
from Canada under our treaty does not
apply to cases where the fugitives have
committed financial crimes of magnitude.”

Upon receipt of this report the acting |~

attorney-general called the matter to the
attention of the state department saying
in his letter of transmittal:

“It has been a matter of great surprire
to this department that such a state of
affairs as that reported could exist in
any country controlled by British senti-
ment and Jlaws, and I respectfuly re-
quest that the facts be laid before the
representative of his Britannic majesty,
in order that the matter may be dealt
with in accordance with the high stand-
ards of British justice.”

It is understood that the secretary of
state will bring the matter to the atten-
tion of the British embassy at once.

THEPROBLEM N SOUTHAFRICA

SUPPLY OF NATIVE LAB)R SHORT OF
RAND REQUIREMENTS.

Expariment of Gving Discharged Soldiers
Employment st the Mines--British and
Cape Opinions on Decision Not to Sus-
pend the Constitution.

London, July 8—It seems probable,
says the Times correspondent at Johan-
nesburg, that there will be a permanent
difficulty in making the supply of native
labor keep pace with the growing require-
ments of the Rand. The importation of
Asiatics is politically undesirable, and
South African opinion will tolerate it only
as a last resort, when all other expedients

have failed. The scarcity of native lalbor
has already effected great economies in!

the opening of the mines, and new me-
chanical appliances, better organization
and increased efficiency may lead to a
great reduction in the estimate of the
number of natives which will ultimately
be required. If, however, the deficiency
remains it must be supplied by the in-
creased employment of white labor- The
only obstacle to this is the - prejudice
against unskilled labor as beneath the
diginity of whites. The experiment is now
being made of offering to discharged sol-
diers employment on the surface work of
certain mines. 1f the experiment is suc-
cessful it may mean incalcuable benefits
to the country politically and economi-
cally.

London, July 7—The newspapers are di-
vided in their opinions of the govern-
ment’s decision not to suspend the con-
stitution of Cape Colony. The Standard
upholds it, but the Telegraph still urges
a suspension because the Afrikander Bond
is led by able but unscruplous men, for
whom the debaters in the Cape ministry
are no match in the Cape legislature. The
Morning Leader congratulates Mr. Cham-
berlain on his firm refusal to surrender to
the clamor of the Rhodesian minority for
suspension. The Times has misgivings re-
garding the decision. It says that if the
very adroit persons who manipulate the
antiBritish forces in the colonial legisla-
ture keep the letter and break the spirit
of their promise they may plead that they
have done all they were called upon to
do, and make the whole position worse
than it is now.-

Cape Town, July 7—Parliament will re-
assemble soon. The belief is that the re-
fu-al to suspend the constitution ends a
most discreditable agitation that was
fomented by a powerful faction. Mr.
Sauer, speaking on behalf of the Afri-
kander Bond, declares a genuine desire to
bury all differcnces and co-operate in re-
pairing the ravages of the war.

Commenting on the refusal to suspend
the comstitution of Cape Colony, the Cape
Times says the decision reached at London
is to be regretted hy all loyalists, and
that it is clearly based on imaccurate in-
formation.

Would Place British Vessels in the.

" Combine at Admiralty’s Disposal
ou Certain Terms—British Inter-
ests on the Sea Discussed in
Parliament.

London, July 8—In the House of Com-
mons the parliamentary secretary to the
Admiralty, H. €. Arnold-Forster, reply-
ing to Wiiliam Redmond, the Irish leader,
confirmed the report that J. Pierpont
Morgan had offered to place all the Brit-
ish ships in the new combine at the dis-
posal of the admiralty for the next 50
years on certain terms.

Mr. Arnold Forster added that the of-
fer had mnot yet Dbeen accepted, because
it could be deald with only in relation to
British shipping generally and the Atlan-
tic trade position, which was being very
carefully considered by the government.
j.ord Brassey (Liberal) initiated a dis-
cussion on naval matters in the House of
Lords. He deplored that Great Britam
had lost the place she once held with her
mercantile marine, The question of sub-
sidies, he thought, must depend on the
actions of the other powers. All the maval
powers of Kurope gave liberal subsidies,
while President and former Secretary
(tage had recommended this policy. It
was contrary to British policy to foster
industries by bounty or protection, but to
pay for reserve oi auxiliary vessels wouid
certainly be to the public advantage.

Lord Selborne, first lord.of the admir-
nlt.y, replying, referred to the Atlantic
shipping combine. It seemed to him the
balance was one of disadvantage to the
combination because it necessarily placed
very large poswers in the hands of a few
men. The government disciaimed any sort
of jealousy of the intention of the Amer-
icans here, They had an American mai-
ine of their cwn and they had a perfect
right to a full share of the Atlantic trade.
[t was to British interest that they should
have it. It should rot be an almost
-British monopoly. @n the other hand
Britain could not afford to see herscli
squeezed out of the Atlantic trade. The
attitude of the government there was not
one of hostility, but of anxiety, and not
until they had formed a final opinion of
the whole question could they wisely or
fairly enter into agreements with one
party or the other. It would never do
to rely in time of war on merchdnt ships
of ‘other nations for British-carrying trade.
Great Britain had fallen behind in re-
gard to vessels of high speed because she
had not given heavy subsidies like other
nations. The expense of so large a sub-
sidy policy was so insidious that in his
opinion the subsidizing of commereial cor-
porations should and must be confined to
a limited number and for a special and
definite purpose. While merchant cruisers
had their proper place, in: time of war
they could never be substituted for naval
cruisers; mor would the possession of
merchant cruisers ever diminish the ship-
Luilding vote for the navy.

London, July 9—The reference in par-
liament to the Morgan shipping combine
has set all the London papers again to
writing editorials on the shipping problem.
Satisfaction . is unanimously expressed.
that the government is devoting itselt to
consideration of the problem, but consid-
erable doubt is expressed whether Morgan
could offer guaraniees substantial enough
to justify the acceptance of his offer.

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ATICAN'S BEPLY GIVEN,

QUESTION OF THE FRIARS LEAVING
PHILIPPINES.

Reply of the Pope to Govirior Taft is
in Twelve Articles --- Arbitration on
Certain Points - Reply Delivered Late
Last Night.

R

Rome, July 9—The answer of the
vatican to the note of Judge Taft, gov-
ernor of the Philippine Islands, concern-
ing religions affairs in the archipelago,
which was handcd to Cardinal Rampolia,
papal secretary of state, July 3, was de-
livered to Judge Taft at a late hour to-
night. As the vatican’s reply is in X'rench
it is being translated by Bishop O’Gor-
man, of Sioux Fails (S. D.), and Major
Porter. It will be telegraphed entire to
Washington tonight.

The Vatican’s answer to Judge Taft fol-
loaws:

The contract which the Vatican pro-
poses skall be signed by both parties
comprices 12 articles. The first says the
Philippine governmeat is to buy the lands
of the four religious orders concerned,the
Holy See acting as intermediary. ‘Lhe
second describes the agricultural lands to
be bought. The third says that if some
of these lands are possessed by corpoia-
tions, the friare will sell their share. ‘I'he
fourth establishes a tribunal of arbiters
of five members, two to be chosen by the
Vatican, two by the Philippme govern-
ment and the fifth by the other four. In
case of disagreement as to the fifth, he
shall be chosen by the Pope and Prest-
dent Roosevelt. :

The fifth article provides that the work
of the arbiters shall begin Jan. 1, 1903.
The sixth refers to litle deeds; th:se will
bz transferred to the Philippme govern-
ment.

Article seven sets forth that payment
is to be made in Mexican dollars. Article
cight deals with the tramsfer to the church
of ancient crown lands with ecclesiastical
buildings on them.

‘The ninth proposes amicable accord in
the matter of the existing charitable or
cducational trusts in dispute. In the event
of failing to agree in these maters, re-
course is to be had to the same anbiters.

The tenth provides for anbitration as to
the indemnity the United States shall
pay - for the ecclesiastical buildings used
during the war in the Philippines.

According to the eleventh the expecses
of the tribunal of avbiters is to be paid
by the Philippine goverament.

Article twelve declares that the Holy
See in the sphere of action which is in its
competence, shall use all its influence for
the pacification of the Philippine islands
and in favor of their adhesion to the es-
tablished government and that it shall
prevent all political opposition on the
part of the clergy, both regular and se-
cular.

The Vatican promises that it will try to
introduce into the Philippines clergy of
other nationalities, especially Americans,
grachually as they are found veady or are
adapted to the purpose.

The note agrees that the friars shall
a0t return bo the parishes they left and
where their presence could provoke
trouble.

The note ends by saying that the Pope
is willing that the school question in the
Philippines be not insisted upon now but
that he hopes his representative in Man-
ila may have an understanding with Judge
Taft on this point, which is of capital
importance in a country almout exclu-
sively Catholie.

EMUTINY AND MURDER. "

MATE KILLS SEAMAN WHOSE WORK
DIDN'T SUIT.

Others of Crew of Schooner Mary Sanford
-Seek to Hang the Mate to the Yard-arm---
Murderer Overpowercd by Captain and
Brought to Port in lrons.

Pensacola, July 8—A sensational story
of mutiny and murder on the high seas
is told by Captain McDonald of the Am-
erican schooner Mary Sanford, which has
arrived here after an eventful voyage

voyage one man was killed and the
crew were in almost constant mutiny,
clamorous for the blood of the men who
murdered their shipmate. The murderer,
First Mate Nicholson, was placed in jail
soon after arrival here.

The Mary Sanford left Bluefields June
24 and when four days out A. G. Nichol-
son, the first mate, killed Fred Reed, a
negro, because he did not perform some
duty to suit the ideas of the mate.
(Captain MeDonald overpowdered Nichol-
son, took the pistol from him and threw
it overboard. The mate was placed in
irons. At Pensacola quarantine station
the United States marshal’s office was
told of the murder and Nicholson was
brought here and locked up.

One of the crew said that immediately
after the killing, four West Indian sea-
men, countrymen of the dead man,
threatened to hang Nicholson from a
vard arm. The captain, two mates “and
steward were the only white men on the
vessel and the combined watchfulness of
this quartette prevented a marine session
of Judge Lynch’s court. Reed’s body was
wrapped in sails and buried at sca.

SENSATION IN ROME.

Action of Church Authorities Towards a
Divorced Woman Who Married a Prince.

Rome, July 9.—A great sensation has
been caused here by the action of the
Vatican authorities towards the Princess
Joseph Rospigliosi, an American. ller
husband is head of an ancient family of
clerical nobility and his brother is com-
mandant of the papal noble guard. 1n
August, 1901, Prince Rospiglicsi married
Mrs. Marie Jennings Reid Parkhurst, of
Washington, the divorced wife of Colonel
Trederick I. Parkhurst, of Bangor (Me.)
The ceremony was civil and hence was
not recognized by the Vatican. Princess
Rospigliosi, who is now on the point of
confinement, engaged an English Blue Sis-
ter as a nurse and the latter took up her
duties, but Cardinal Maecchi (socrcln‘r\' of
apostolic briefs) hearing of this, forbade
the sister to fullill her duties, on the
ground that the inarriage was non-ex-
istant. The prince was furious and ex*
erted all his influence to @vercome the
scruples of the church, b withoug avatl.
Eventually he was obliged#to sendsto Eng-
land for a nurse. The 1g@ident i{‘expected
to have im 1t devgopmentg.

BULLER'S MESSAGE
AUVISING SURRENDER,

Text of Ladysmith Telegram; He
Makes it Public--Has Destroyed
His Reputation, Newspapers Say.

London, July 8.—Just when the British
preoccupied with
Jmore recent, things, General Sir Redvers
Buller, who was cashiered from the army,

i has rearoused the old angry controversy
over his conduct of the Natal campaign. |

He has forwarded to the press copies of
his despatches relating to his first abtempt
to relieve Ladysmith.

His first despatch, dated Dec. 15, 1899,

 is from Chieveley Camp to the secretary.

for war. In it he says explicitly that he
does not consider his force strong enough
to relieve Ladysmith. He says:—

“I consider that I ought.to let Lady-
smith go and occupy a good paosition
further south in Natal, and so let time
help us.” -

The war office announced that General
Buller’s telegram regarding the abandon-
ment of Ladysmith was paraphrased for
the protection of the cipher before it was
printed. General Buller now. issues his
exact message from his own record, as
follows:—

“My view is that I ought to let Lady- |

smith go and occupy good positions for the
defence of south Natal and let time help
us. The best thing I can suggest is that
I should occupy defensive positions and
fight it out in a country better suited to
our tactics.”

To the foregoing message the govern-

ment replied that the surrender of Lady-

smith would be regarded by the govern-
ment as a national disaster of the greatest
magnitude, and it urged -General Buller
to make another attempt.

The text of General Buller’s heliogram
to General White in Ladysmith after his
next failure to relieve that place. over
which there was a controversy in Eng-
land contains this passage:—

“I suggest your firing away as much
ammunition as you can and making the
best terms you can. I can remain here
if you have any alternative suggestion, but
unaided I cannot break in. I find my in-
fantry cannot fight more than 10 miles
from camp and then only if water can be
got. Whatever happens recollect to burn
your cipher, decipher and code books and
all deciphered méssages:”

General White’s reply was that he could
not make his food last much longer, but
he should not think of making terms until
he was forced to do se.

The newspapers take the view that Gen-
eral Buller has now destroyed his own
reputation and proved his worst enemy.
The Daily Mail says that General Bul-
ler’s attitude hitherto led many persons
of weak judgment to imagine that he was
cruelly maligned, but the full text of his
message is worse than his own enemies
supposed.

In the city he had known of an
execution being issued for arrears of 30
cents and he wondered why city people
who owed much more to the county were
not proesecuted.

Alderman Robinson said the chamber-
lain was exerting every effort to collect
taxes in arrears.

Councillor Leee asked the chamberlam
for the amount of collectable arrears ap-
pearing on his books as due the county.

The chamberlain said the amount would
be about $45,000, but that every year he
paid as much money to the county treas-
urer as the whole county revenue from
other sources. The 5 per cent. allowed as
a discount must be deducted from this.

Councillor Lee quoted from the audi-
tor’s report for 1900 showing that from
1872 to 1900 .the indebtedness of the city
to the county was $88,000::

. Chamberlain Sandall claimed that the
report was incorrect.

After much more discussion Alderman
Robinson summed up the grievance of the
county members by saying that Councillor
Lowell thought the city authorities are
not pushing the collection of taxes as are
the county authorities. Personally he
thought Chamberlain Sandall was doing
all possible and he asked the councillors
for suggestions as how to secure larger
collections.

Councillor Lowell asked if the chamber-
lain had issued executions for all who ap-
pear on the books to be in arrears.

The chamberlain replied that executions. -

had issued for all where he had a legal
right to take such measures.

No decision +was reached hefore the
meeting adjourned, but the county mem-
bers will meet again before Tuesday’s
council meeting and #will prepare a report.

THE REASON WHY.

A portion of the newspaper press has
raised the question as to the propriety of
holding a public inquiry -such as the in-
vestigation of the affairs of the Frederic-
ton Imstitution for the Education of the
Deat and Dumb behind closed doors. In
a word, should a public inquiry ever be
conducted in private? We answer, no,
unless in protection to the witnesses and
in the interests of public morality. Then
in such an exceptional case the hearing
should be restricted in so far as justice
would allow. In the present Deaf ~and

Dumb inquiry nq.attempt is made to pre |

vent anyone connected .with the institu-
tion officially from ,being present, . but
both the complainant and defendants, if
we may be permitted to use the terms to
denote_$hose in interest, agreed in this
inquiry that grave injustice would be
done by throwing the doors of the inquiry
room open to the public.

The reasons for this ,should be appar-
ent to everyone. Where such seri-
ous charges are.. preferred it can
be easily understood that mnot only
would the public morality  suffer
from the publication of the evidence
which it is natural to eyxpect would be
offered in support of some of the charges,
but the public mind would be irretriev-
ably prejudiced long before it would be
possible for the defence to offer evidence
in rebuttal, no matter how strong might
be the defense. An equally potent reason
for the cvidence in such an inquiry be-
ing taken in camera, is found in the pro-
tection necessary to wilnesses whom it
is only fair to assume have come forward
out of a public spirited interest to correct
abuses charged against a public institu-
tion. The Telegraph does not hesitate to
gay that much as it is interested in right-
ing what it has undertaken to prove has
been a serious wrong in the administra-
tion of the Deaf and Dumb 8chool, it
would rever consent to do this at the
expense of the public exposure of the
witnesses whose good name must in such
case pay the forfeit.

These are the reasons which, in the
opinion of all parties to the inquiry, have
justified Commiigsioner Barry in his de-
cision that that portion of the evidence
referring to the alleged brutality .and
jmmorality in the institution should be
taken behind closed doors.

INSTRUCTION TO NURSES.

The deep interest shown in the proceed
ings of the Women’s Council last week
by the large audience assembled to hear
a discussion of the work of the Victcrian
Ownder of Nurses must have been very
gratifying to those who have this splendid
field of philanthropic effort in their charge.
It was especially pleasing to The Teley
graph as confitming its stand for more
efficient methods in the management of
the Genaral Public' Hospital. When 1t
cme to the attention of this paper that
abusas existed in the hospital, it did 'not
escape atbention that reforms of a very
high standard could very properly be ia-
sisted upon. Side by side with the great
udvin es that have been made in medica:
gkil within the past few years have growe
up revolutionary methods in the care of
the sick by trained nurses and in the
conduct . of hospitals. The standards of
efficicnoy in ‘these departments Lave 1m-
creasod at such an enormous rate that 8
hospital equipment of a generation ago 1%
wholly untit for present day purposes. 1t
would nawburally therefore not satisfy this
paper that the evils of bad food and un
cleanliness complained of by many per
sons before tie recent royal inquiry weare
remadied, if the hospital wwvere left un
provided with all the deta’ls of equip
ment nece-smary to make the inslitution
completely first class in every particular
The progréss that has been made in med-
¢al science, and in numsing skill, should

be reflected in every aspect of h=ospit)all

management.

At last night’s meeting Miss Scovil gave
expression to a forcible truth in her re:
marks ‘when she said that it was of no
value to put patients in a hospital if suf-
ficient nurses were not provided for them.
One of the striking matters alluded to by
the witnesses in the inquiry was the nced
of graduate nurses at the hospital. The
efficiency of a modern nurse, trained uader
exacting instructions, is of the very
'l\righesi order. We are led to believe that
the theoretical instructiom imparted by
the doctors on the lecture staff of the
public hospital is highly saftisfactory. "This
can hardly be said of the practical instruc-
tion given, owing to the failure of the
hospital commissioners to supply gradu-
ate head nurses or a superintendent nurse
charged solely with the duty of super-
vising and training student nurses—a de-
ficiency which is a very grave one.

In a2 address delivered in Boston in 1899
by Dr. Alfred Worcester, of the Wai-
tham training school for nurses, are
several points in this line that might well
have been referred to by him in his ad-
dress last evening. From that address
might have been illustrated in a very
cogent way 'the arduous instruction given
in that capable instibution, and the very
high standard of duty expected of a nurse.
It was shown at our hospital that purses
were not instructed in cooking. This was
manifestly an indefensible omission. Km-
phasising the importance of this branch
of a nurse’s training, Doctor Worcester
says: 7

“Twice a’ year we start with classes ol
15 to 20 ginls. For a year we call them
probationers. For the first six months
in that year we train them to do house-
kelaping, ‘for we hdlieve that nurding
essentially is housekeeping or home-makimg

for the sick, and we also believe it is im-

possible for a woman to make a home per-
fectly fitted for a sick person who is nob
able to make a perfect home for & well
persgn. So a thorough dducation in
housekeeping is first given them. I'hey
are_fanght to hboil potatoes and roast
meat,’ aad to miake appetizing food out of
raw mhaterials, and they are drilled in
this service until it can be done without
conscious effort. Unless a woman cal
cook well she is mot a trained nurse.”
Now that the Royal Commission in re-
gard to our hospital has handed in its
report, while as yet having no knowledge
of its contents, we certainly expect that
not the least prominent of its recommen-
datons is that an addition should be made

‘to the hospital staff of a superintendent
‘of nurses and a number of qualified or

graduate murses. Tn view of last might’s
meeting the publication of the report will
be looked for with all the more interest.

NO AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE.
Under the eaption of “too costly,” the

Halifax Chronicle gives a black eye to the

project for the establishment of an agri-
cultural college and as it is supposed that
the Chronicle represents the views of the
provincial éovernmenb of Nova Scotia, it
may be taken for granted that the plan
will not_be pushed. The Chronicle has
some rather hard things to say against
the project. It says that if the project
wera persisted in it would antagonize the
overwhelming majority of the well-
informed and thoughtful people of Nova
Scotia; that the farmers of Nova Scotia
do not want an agricultural college such
\s the one suggested, which could not be
mnaintained for less than $10,000 a year;
that the farmers of Nova Secotia would
2ot make use of such a college if it were

:stablished; that 99 per cent. of the farm-

ers hawe neither the time nor the means
{or college education and thab in most
.ases the son of the practical farmer who
vent to such a college would pass out
through its back door into some -other
jeld of industry. It would be very much
better, the Chronicle says, if 10,600 a year
were distributed in increased grants to
‘armers” associations and societies, to the
sstablishment of peripatetic speciai schools
md to the encouragement of circulating
ibraries for farmers.

Well, the Chronicle may be entirely able
to speak for the Nova Scotia farmers and
f course The Telegraph does not presume
to dictate in regard to what Nova Scotia
should do in any such affair. It is re-
spectfully submitted, however, that there
is another view of the matter than that
s dictatorially presented by the Chron-
icle, and The Telegraph takes the liberty
of presenting this view because the pro-
nosed agricultural colleze was not designed
solely for the farmers of Nova Scotia, but
for the benefit of the agricultural indus-
try of the three maritime provinces, New
Brunswick for one agreeing to support it
a8 such. We submit ‘that it is entirely
possible to conceive of an agricultural col-
lege maintained not essentially or ex-
lusively for farmers or farntbrs’ sons, but
ior the benefit of the agricultural indus-
try. Theological colleges are not main-
tained exclusively for the benefit of clergy-
men or clergymen’s sons, but in order that
the ministry may be recruited from all
ranks wherever a young man is led to
study in that line. It is true that some
Jenominations do not exclude from their
ministry men who have not graduated
irom a college, and neither does a farmer
object to an assistant who is mot a col-
lege graduate, but it does not necessarily
follow that the unlearned clergyman or
farmer are any fsetter from their lack of
tore. A medical college is not maintained
excusively for physicians or the sons of
physicians, bul so that the country may
have the benefit of the most modern skill
and the most thorough research by men
paid to devote their time to maintaining
the standard of the profession in the fore
front of modern science. It is the same
‘n all other special schools of learning.
They draw their pupils from all the walks
of life and teach them the best and most
recently developed applications of science
to the particular purpose for which the
college was devised.

If therefore an agricultural college is

to have in view the benefit of the agricul-
tural industry, to set forth the advantages

- of the maritime provinces for such in-

dustry, to maintain professors who should
develop jointly the greatest local knowl-
edge of conditions and the best applica-
tion of science for securing the finest re-
sults, to most easily and successfully solve
the agricultural problems as they arise in
the development of the industry, and to
attract from all walks of life students who
would learn the beauty and the profit of
the agricuitural calling, such ‘a college
would be a credit to the provinces, a suc-
cess upon the most logical basis and a
very material help to the foundational
business of the provinces. There are many
pedple who will regret the Nova Scotia
decision against the agricultural college
project- 1t is a decision which in fact is
liable to prove a far-reaching disappoint-
ment.

NOW REFORM THE HOSPITAL.

The Telegraph presents today in full
the report of the Royul,(.lommi&sion ap-
pointed by the provincial government in
February last to investigate the affairs
of the St. John public hospital as the re-
sult of the expoee of the conditions made
in the columns of this papar. The report
has been long looked forward to and will
be read with great interest. It will be
prominently mnoticed” that the charges
made by The Telegraph of improper food,
lack of cleanliness and inattention to the
patients, have beea ithoroughly sustained
by the commission. It will also be observ-
ed that the commission recommends such
radical changes in the hoepital muapage-
ment as were the suggestions of the prin-
cipal criticisms by this paper. A perusal
of the repont will likewise show that the
commission used so far as possible the
evidence of those most favorable to the
hospital itself—the members of the hospatal
staff, and that mpon their admissions the
arraignment of the hospital became the
more ternible.

The public have been, however, more
interested to learn the recommendations
of the commission in the circumstances
than their finding of faulty conditions re-
quiring radical remedy, for such a finding
was a foregone conclusion, a comclusion
thoroughly settled by the jury of public
sentiment after comsideration of the evi-
dence adduced, and in the radicalism of
the recommendations is abundant evidence
that our hospital was permitted to drop
far behind the times.

The Telegraph has pleasure in en-
dorsing the report as a fair and impartial
one, evincing dareful weighing of the

| evidence and patient investigation by the

commission. The majority of the recom-
mendations made are such as must meet
popular approval and it is to be ‘hoped
that the expenditure of the m.onéy neces-
mry to reorganize ithe institution and
bring it up to a modern standard, may
be made possible without unnecessary de-
lay. Mhe only regret that we have to ex-
press conicerning the report is that some
quggestion had mot been embodied in 5t
as to what icourse should be followed if
no material change is made in the build-
ing and if ithe amount of money recom-
mended to be expended . should not be
forthcoming. The view of the commas-
sion probably was that if any such
aconomical suggestion were ihade it might
be followed instead of the more radical
improvement recommeaded and €o it was
decided. that only a clean sweep could
accomplish the objects desired, although
the finding of the comimission justifies the
inference that, if the necessary legisla-
tion cannot be obtained for the larger ex-
penditure, at least some radical change
shall be made in the management. ‘Ihe
improvements poesible without increased
expenditure are in the matters of dis-
gipline and such uncleanness as that Lo
which attention is called in the report,
in regard to which the statements of the
report are rather suggestive of absolute
carelessness characterizing the period of
investigation than of the want of guttictent
funds. The suggestion of the commisison
that the systom of management by vota-
tion of commissioners be abolished will
meet with the approval of all who have
followed the evidence, as the present sys-
tem is antiquated and productive of lack
4f discipline.

In the report of the commission there-
fore the public will find fresh evidence of
the value of a mewspaper which does not
hesitate to deal vigorously with coaditions
inimical and didcreglivtmb]e to the pubiic
welfare when such conditions come under
its notice. The public will also find cause
for crediting the provincial goveinment
with entenprise in investigating the hos-
pital by royal commission when that be-
came the only way possible of authorita-
tively getting at the facts and providing
a remedy. And likewise the public will
see the danger of permitiing such aa im-
portant public institution as the hospital
to fall into management liable to care-
lessness if not maintained munder the most
faithful, most strict and most ep‘Wr(pv'is-
ing supervision. The remedy ‘havinrg now
been prescribed, however, the public will
wateh with closest interest the results of

PREMATURE JUDGMENT. -

It will be remembered that on the even-
ing of February 7 last the hospital com-
misdioners had a meeting for the consid-
eration of charges which were originally,
published in The Telegraph on Febuary
4 over the signature of «Humane.” The
writer of that letter had after its publica-
tion appeared in person before the com-
missioners and had offered, if the commis-
sion chose to accept her suggestions for
the improvement of the hospital, that she
was willing to give them the benefit of
her observations and experience. The
commission, however, chose to treat her
offer as charges to be indignantly re-
sented, as reflecting upon their efficiency
of management, and declined to meet her
in the friendly spirit of adviser, so that
after the meeting of Feb. 7 the following
statemont was given out through Secre-
tary , Thomas:

«“The commissioners of the hospital met
pursuant to adjournment at the office ot
Dr. Bayard at 8 p. m. prepared to ‘-
vestigate the matters referred to in the
letter of Mrs. Trombly. :

«“Mrs. Trombly did not appear and from
their investigations the commissioners
were satisfied that her charges were ab-
solutely without foundation.”

In view of the repoit of the Royal
Commission presented today, the state-
ment of the hospital commission bthat
Mrs, Trombly’s charges were “absolute-
ly without foundation” sound rather odd.
The commission did not find them “‘albso-
lutely without foundatibm”—in fact quite
the contrary, and in the trivmph of The
Telegraph, which had championed the
cause of the weak, the public will rejoice
concurrently with the rejoicing that the
royal commission, which has so thoroughly
vindicated the public-spirited action of
bright little Mrs. Trombly, has provided
a programme to assure the establishment
of the hospital as a genuine ‘home for the
sick poor.

BEAF AND DUMB INQUIRY.

The so-called public inquiry into the
moral and financial character of the Fred-
ericton Dcaf and Dumb Instlt\‘mon was
opened in St. John yesterday with closed
doors, all the press except members of
The Telegraph staff being .excluded by
Commisioner Barry. The sittings are being
held in Hon. Dr- Pugsley’s building and
will be continued today or at such time
as suits the convenience of the promot-
ers of the affair. —Sun.

The above local news item published in
yesterday’s Sunm, is somewhat misleading:
The press is excluded in the same man-
ner as all the rest of the public, except-
ing those representing ‘the complainant

 and the institution of which complaint has
been made. The Telegraph having pre-

ferred the charges could not very well be
excluded from the investigation of its own
charges. As to the statement that sittings
are being held in Hon. Dr. Pugﬂley’s

‘building, that is only true in so far as

Dr. Pugsley may have a financial interest
in the building in which is located the
Admiralty Court, which Justice MecLeod
has very considerate\fy" placed at the dis-
posal of the Royal Commission which is
investigating the affairs of the Deaf and
Dumb School. If the inference be that
Dr. Pugsley is profiting by the sittings
being held there such an inference is in-
correct, as the room is under rental al-
I‘Ead); as an Admiralty Court and Dr
Pugsley has no control of it. Mbreover,
no rental charge is being made for the
usage of the room by the Royal Commis-
sion. L
The last statement that the sittings
“will be continued today or at such time
as suits the convenience of the promoters
of the affair,” is equally misleading. The
Telegraph as complainant has pressed
from the opening of the inquiry for the
most speedy progress possible, and not a
single hour’s delay so far has been due
to our wishes or at the request of our-
gelves or our counsel. Moreover, Com-
missioner Barry, who is pretty well known
to the people of this province as an
honorable and fair-minded man, has not
shown any favoritism to either party to
the inquiry to justify the suggestion that
he is under the influence of anyone. The

OUR BOER VISITORS.

SCHOONER; FIRST
EVER LAUNCHED,

The Thomas W. Lawson Sent
Into the Water Near
Boston.

e

NO LARGER SAILER.

Launching Somewhat Unusual—Is
403 Feet Over All —Cargo Ca-
pacity 8,100 Tons—Will Carry
43,000 Feet of Canvas — De-
scription of the Ne v Vessel.

P

Boston, July 10—The first seven-masted
schooner in the world was christened the
Thomas W. Lawson and successfully
launched at the Fore River Ship & En-
gine Company’s yard near Boston this af-
ternoon. The christening ceremoany was
performed by Miss Helen ‘Watson, daugh-
ter of the president of the company, in
the presence of many thousand specta-
tors who filled the yard and thronged the
hills on both gides of the Weymouth
river.

The Lawson is the first steel schooner
built in this country, the first craft ever
constructed with seven masts, and the
largest sailing vessel afloat. She was sent
into the water with her steel lower masts
stepped and partially rigged, which made
the mere mechanical performance of
launching her somewhat unusual.  The
hull rested on a cradle 28 feet long, leav-
ing an overhang of 50 feet forward and
70 feet aft and the ground-ways, two feet
wide and a foot thick, extended about 300
feet astern on a foundation of piles. The
cradle was carefully fitted to the Law-
son’s hull beforehand and then removed
so that the ways could be smeared with
“launching grease” last night. The ves-
sel was held ready for launching by bolt-
ing the forward ends of the sliding ways,
which had been partially cut away, to
the groundiways, and was released by
sawing through the remaining planks.

When she went overboard the Lawson
was in charge of Captain Arthur L. Crow-

 ley, who has given up command of the

sixsmaster George W. Wells, to become
her master. Bringing her to a standstill
by means of tugs, as is frequently dome in
launchings in this country, was out of
the question on account of the impetus
given by hér great size and weight, so
Captain Crowley adopted the method gen-
erally used abroad and stopped her by
means of one of her enormous anchors.
She will be towed at once to the end of
the Fore River dock, where her topmasts
will be stepped and her sails bent. Her
fitting out is expected to take about a
month and then she will start from Bos-
ton wvith her first cargo, probably for
Philadélphia, Baltimore and Newport
News.

The Big Schooner Described.

The Thomas W .Lawson measures 403 feet
over all but her steel spike bowsprit is 85
feet long and from its tip to the end of the
aftermast boom is mearly 500 feet. On the
water line her length is 368 feet, while her
beam measurement is 50 feet, her depth 3%
feet 5 inches and her Yoaded draft 26% feet.
When launched, she drew about 10 feet of
water. ‘These dimensions give the seven-
master a cargo capacity of about 8,100 tons
and a displacement, when fully loaded, of
about 11,000 tons. TFrom the masts, which
are to be 15 feet high above deck, will be
stretched 43,000 square feet of canvas. The
lower masts are steel cylinders 135 feet long
and 32 inches in diameter, each weighing 17
tons bare and nearly 20 tons when rigged.
The topmasts are Ore;on pine spars 58 feet
long.

To manage this enormous rigging, the Law-
son is provided with six steam engines, one
in the forward deckhouse of 40.horse power
to work the capstan and hoist the two 10,000
pound stockless anchors; one of 2 horse
power in the after deckhouse, and four
others of 25 horse tpower ranged along the
deck in the open air, so placed that they
can serve the six hatchways when the
schooner is in port as well as hoist and
lower her sails when she is at sea. Steamy
is suppliel by two bolsers set in the deck-
houses, the after boiler, beside taking care
of its share of the hoisting machinery, being
connected with the steam steering gear which
will be used to guide the vessel in difficult
channels or in very heavy weather. The
pumps, placed in a well that gives direct
opening from the deck to the inside of the
double bottom, will also be worked by steam.
A siren whistle and steam coils for heating
the cabin are also provided and the forward
boiler supplies power for an electric dynamo
that will produce all the vessel's-lights. In-
stead of the oM-fashioned light boxes for
holding her regular colored signals she will
have “lighthouses’ such as have never be-
fore been put on a schooner. There is also
to he a telephone system for carrying orders
over her great length.

With this novel equipment, the 'whole con-
struction of the Lawson is unusual for a
merchantman. Not only is she built of
steol—even her decks are steel plates, the
upper deck being overlaid with wood and
caulked, as on a wooden vessel—but she has
a double bottom four feet deep, divided by
collision bulkheads into four compartments,
so that the outer plating might be torn open
over half her length along her keel without
her sinking. When she goes light laden,
1,200 tons of water ballast can be carried
in the double bottom if it is desirable. More
than 2,000 tons of open hearth steel have been
used in the construction of the seven-mas:
ter's hull, which is plated on the “in and

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davits. When on those davits and the ves-
sel is loaded, the launch will be 25 feet
above the water, and the knightheads when
she is loaded will be 30 feet above the water,
which will give a fair idea of how high she
will set out of water when drawing 27 feet
of water, the depth which she will have
when loadéd to her capacity. All of her
booms except the spanker, the after boom of
all, will be 456 feet long, the spanker being

After
she goes into commission she will be used
in the coastwise coal-carrying trade, and
it is expected that later she may be sent
to the Philippines. She comes up in all
respects to the requirements of Class Al
Bureau Veritas and American Register
and is guaranteed for 20 years.

Warns Canadians from Going to the States,

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—Will you kindly allow me the privi-
lege of your columns to offer a few words
of advice to the young men and women
of Canada who contemplate coming to the
United States for the purpose of procur-
ing employment.

As president of the Canadian Club of
Boston for several years, I came in con-
tact with many who came here with the
idea that work was to be casily obtained
and that waces were much higher than
in Canada. They were from all walks in
life—laborers, men and women with trades
and even professional men.. They came
with the most buoyant hopes of better-
ing their lot, only to find, after weeks of
vain seeking, that their anticipations were
doomed to disappointment.

The industrial condition of the United
States is not what it was 20 or even 10
years ago. In thoe days there were
ample .opportunities - for all' who wanted
work. At the present time  neatly all
branches of business are centralized, the
great trusts are in control, labor-saving
machinery has displaced hand work, wages
have been cut down and thousands of men
and women are now walking the streets of
the great cities who would, if they could,
cagerly embrace the opportunity to earn
a few dollars a weck to kéep the wolf
from the door.

The enormous immigration from Ku-
rope, especially from the southern part,
has glutted the labor market and been a
powerful factor in lowering wages. From
Ttaly alone about 1,500 immigrants are ar-
riving every week at the port of Boston,
while probably double that number land
at New York, Philadelphia and southern
coast. cities. These people can live in
luxury on wages that would drive an Am-
erican to the poorhouse. . The supply of
laborers is therefore greater. than the de-
mand and much distress consequently
exists. , L

My advice to the young men and women
of Canada is, Stay at Home! Their op-
portunities are better there at the present
time than they ave here. If the young,
people ‘of the eastern provinces are mot
satisfied with home conditions let them
try the Canadian . Northwest. That is
practically a new country, where the
chances of success are excellent for those
who are willing to work. A great many
are going there from New England, and
it locks as if the prediction of Sir Charles
Tupper, made at a dinner of the Canadian
Club three years ago, that it would mnot
be long before the tide of immigration will
flow from this country toward Canada, is
about to be verified.

Dailey, thoroughly versed in the game of
the ring, saw at once that the boXing in-
structor of the Olympic possessed gifts in
his peculiar line: which wonld stand him in
good stead in his fighting climb up the
ladder.

For some years Mr. Dailey had made
an especial study of pugilism and his let-
ters to the press on 'general
topics written over the nom de plume of
D- A. Leg were attracting more than local
attentidn.  He was covering the west as
that other sporting authority, “The Ban-
tam,” was covering the south, and he saw
in Corbett a golden opportunity. Accord-
ingly, through his papers, he commenced
to boom the Californian. Kasteners soon
learned that there was on the Pacific
slope a gladiator of the squared circle big-
ger than their biggest, better than their
best. Just after Corbett’s first battle
with Choynski, Mr. Dailey took him under
his especial care and closed negotiations
with Bud Renaud for .Corbett to 'box six
rounds with Jake Kilrain at New Orleans.

From New
Orleans he went back to ’Frisco and
thence to Brooklyn, where Mr. Dailey had
secured for Corbett an
fight Dominick McCaffrey.

“Kimmick,” said Mr. Dailey, in talk-
ing to ‘The Telegraph, “would have been
the greatest welterweight in the world
had he lived. Tommy Ryan- refused to
fight him time and time again.”

Mr. Dailey’s withdrawal from prize ring
matches was largely due to his expose of
the Wier-Murphy fake fight and which
won for him as a reward expulsion from
membership in the California  Athletic
Club of ’Frisco, then the swell organiza-
tion of the kind in the west. The night
before the fight he got on the inside of a
deal made with Wier, as a result of which
Wier was to throw the fight to his op-
ponent. Mr. Dailey published his knowl-
edge to the world through the columns of
the papers he represented and gen he
quit the game for good.

“I'm all through with it now,” said he,
“as I have other interests which demand
my attention. . The prize ring and its en-
vironment has no charm for me any more
but— I’ve been in with the best of them
in my time.”

KISETY-NINE IN ALL

Sale of Horses in West End Con-
cluded Wednesday,

The stock yards at Sand Point and A.
C. Smith & Co.’s stables, Rodney street,
have been the chief place of interest to
horsemen for the past couple of days on
account of the large horse sale conducted
by Auctioneer F. L. Potts. Tuesday and
Wednesday 99 horses were disposed of the
number sold by auction Wednesday beiag
47, the last of the consignment. Thousands
of fine looking horses have been shipped
from this port to South Africa for the
British soldiers as remounfs, having been
purchased in Canada by the imperial gov-
ernment and the shipments have caused
considerable interest and a large amount
of work for the carpenters and longshore-
men.

When the glad tidings of the proclama-
tion of peace was received here there were
at the C. P. R. stock yards at Sand Point
awaiting shipment nearly 1,000 horses .and
a large consignment were en route to this
port for shipment to South Africa, but
soon after the peace word came the orders
for shipments to South Africa were can-
celled and a large number of the animals
purchased were shipped to England. Other
consignments were held at Toronto and
were sold at auction. here were to be
sold at Sand Point between 100 and 110
horses but several were shot by the
police on account of injuries and other
causes.

The first day’s sale took place at the
stock yards and was largely atended and
the prices ranged from $20 to $80. Wed-
nesday’s sale was held at Smith &-Co.’s
stables and among the 47 horses sold were

_about 10 which are in what is termed “the

hospital,” being cared for because of in-
juries, etc.. Some of these animals were
sold for $7, while some of the more sound
horses in the stables brought $80. As soon
as the auctioneer would announce that a
horse had been sold the highest bidder
would settle up with the cash. This last
lot of horses are not considered as fine a
lot as were shipped to South Africa dur-
ing last winter or early spring.

For an Albert County Grammar School.

Hopewell” Hill, July 7.—The Grammar
school for Albert county has been located
at Alma for about 20 years. During this
period it has been efficiently managed by
Thos. E. Colpits, B- A. A change is about
to be made in the location #f this school.
The trustees of Alma have had notice from
the chief superintendent of education that

their time tor holding the Albert county
Grammar school will terminate June 30,
1903. . .

If the villages of Albert and Riverside
unite the amalgamation will make one
large school with the promise of grammar
school, to take effect in one year. This
is a most excellent scheme. At the pres-
ent time each village has old dilapidated
school buildings and to replace them with
new structures will entail a larger expen-
diture ‘than having one central school. A
still greater combination is proposed, tak-
ing Hopewell Hill into the union. Greater
union, greater strength. The people of
these districts are showing a progressive
spirit by the combination that is being
suggested. Sackville has this year adopted
a similar combination by which they will
have a central school almost equal to an
academy. By this Albert-Riverside-Hope-
well Hill combination all three villages
will be benefitted but probably Riverside,
by its central position, will derive the
greatest benefit. By having the grammar
school ‘at or near Riverside, apart from
educational facilities, there will be a finan-
cial side that will interest the place in
which the school is located. This school
will be in advance of all others in the
county and larger and more advanced
pupils preparing for matriculation will
make this a preparatory school. There
will be no other school in the county
higher than a superioy school, and we may
naturally expect with a grammar school
centrally located in a place like Riverside
that it will be patronized by the advanced
scholars from Ilgin, Hillsboro, Alma and
any other place in the county- These pupils
must be boarded in the vicinity. All this
creates business. In addition to this the
annual examination for teachers of this
county, now held at Hillsboro, will, with-
out a doubt, be then held in the large
grammar school building. This makes
business for the hotels: Besides having
the social and intellectual advantages of
meeting with 40 or 50 teachers, the hotels
have the opportunity of ¢atering to them.
All these things tend to help any village.

Riverside is one of the micest villages
that can be found in the province and
contains some handsome residences,among
which may be mentioned that of ex-Gov-
ernor McClelan. The proposed grammar
school building. will be another worthy
acquisition. It will be a lasting benefit to
the children and thus improve the place
for future generations.

The National Council of Women opened
at the usual hour Tuesday morning, and
a large amount of business was transact-
ed during the day. So far as the public
and press are concerned, yesterday was
the closing day of the council for today
'the meetings will be private. Before the
wsual business was entered into Miss Wil-
son announced that the Tourist Associa-
{ion irive this morning would leave the
head of King street at 8 o'clock. TLady
Taylor read a letter from the Marchion-
ess of Dufferin and Ava expressing her
appreciation  of the council’s expression
of sympathy in her late bereavement. -

The financial report which had been
;audited, was submitted, showing feceipts
‘during the year to have been $1,032.80,
with a balance on hand of $250.68. The
report was adopted. Mrs. Halton, the
duditor of last year, was re-appointed.

Mrs. Torrington, on behalf of the Tor-
onto ‘local council and the Torento. city
council, extended an invitation to the
National Council to meet in that city next
year. The invitation was accepted.

Mrs. Griffin said the Ottawa delegation
had decided to withdraw the resolution
regarding cottage homes for friendless
women and women prisoners, as the ‘lady
who was to speak on it was not present.

Lady Taylor, for the Toronto local coun-
‘cil, ntoved: That the standing orders be
‘amended as follows: The minutes of all
lexecutive meetings shall be read and con-
firmed before the meeting adjourns, and
if the minutes have not been so confirmed,
‘they shall not be sent out to members
iof the executive.” .

! This carried unanimously.

Miss Danard, for the Foronto council,
moved that.the constitutipn be amended
<0 that past national presidents be ex-
officio members of the national executive.
This was passed.

Mrs. Cumrmings told eof what the coun-
cil's plans were in connection with the
coming Toronto exhibition and asked co-
operation in making a good loan exhibi-
tion and exhibition of Indfan work.

Judge Foibes delivered a neat address,
welcoming the visitors and saying kind
words for the Vietorian Order.

Miss Teresa Wilson read the report pre-
pared by Miss Charlotte Micleod, <hief
supermtendent of the order. She also read
a letter from Miss Mcleod regretting her
inability to be present. The report dealt
with the work of the order from July 1,
1901, to July 1, 1902. Kxcerpts show there
are eight hospitals conducted by the or-
der and three have been instituted during
the year—at Pictou, Dauphin and Revel-
stoke, Six have received grants from the
Lady Minto fund. It is now projected to
erect a building at Fort William. Refer-
ence was made to the proposal to conduct
a echool of nursing. Probationers would
spend 1 12 years in a small hospital and
complete the course with two years in a
larger institution. When they passed a
creditable examination they would receive
badge and diploma. At Revelstioke it 'was
agreed that educated Indian gitls should
be admitted to membership, to mnurse
among their own people. There are three
things shown by the reports of the work—
the need of trained nursing in the domin-
ion, the fact that the Victorian Onder
supplies this need and that wherever lue
order has gained a foothodd it will stay.

Reports were read from Gravenhurst,
North Bay, Revelstoke, Shelt Lake, ‘Mani-
toba, Fort William, Baddeck (0. B.),
Traro, Dauphin ‘and Canso, showihg the
work done in some of the smaller gentres
of population. The Vicborian nurses had
thad 2,728 patients during the year and of
these but 5 did mot recover. As very
many were from the poorer classes it could
easily be imagined what the effect would
be if the Victorian nurses had not been
there. The general public as well as the
gick poor owe a debt of gratitude to the
order, to Lady  Aberdeen, its founder,
the Countess of Minto, its patvoa, and
to the nurses themselves.

The Work in St. John.

Mrs. D. McLellan read the report of
the order in St. John. It started here
on May 9; 1899. In 1899 the nurses made
2,493 visits, $1,313 was realized from sub-
scriptions and $17 in fees. Kxpenses for
the year were $839, and the murses were
employed by 15 physicians. In 1900 the
nurses made 3,312 visits and were em-
ployed by 27 physicians; subseriptions
amounted to $956 and fees tio $144. ‘L'’he
year’s expeunses were $974. The record
For 1901 showed 3,263 visits and the nurses
employed by 29 doctors; $1,048 raised by,

.subscription and $223 from fees; expemses,

$1,033. These statistics show 9,165 visits
'for the three years; $3,310 in subscriptions
and $382 in fees. There is a cash balance
of $936.

Doctor Worcester.

Dr. Worcester, head of the Waltham
Training School for Nurses, who was in
St. John when the Victorian Order was
incepted, paid a tribute to Lady Abei-
deen and Miss Meleod. Miss Mekeod’s
enthusiastic devotion was praised. Dr.
Worcedter traced the relations betiween
the distriet visilor and the avomen in the
Bible who followed the Saviour and the
nuyse ‘whom St. Paul lcommended. 1t
was not alone by specially consecrated
aurses that the work of nursing was being
carried on but by (Christian women all
over the world. In all the smaller centres
and Tural districts the fecling of kindly
sympathy is apparent. When a 1member
of a family is stricken down with illness
the neighbors gather and proffer kindly
assistance. It is only im the larger cties
that the spirit seems. to be disappearing
and this may be accounted for because in
these cities the people have the knowledge
that there ave those at hand whose busi-
ness and profession it is to render assist-
ance. The obligation is on the communi-
ty to sce that these factlities are at thand
and the nurses should receive the moral
support of all. The Wiomen’s Council was
instrumental .in starting the order and

enjoyed and appreciation for the good
cheer extended, regret at the conclusion
of so bright a time.

“Arrangements,” declared one of the
Jadies had been so perfectly performed
and the committess had done their work
so effectively that the commencement was
the essence of harmony—a characteristic
that marked the council throughout.”

It is quite agreed that this council
has beem one of the most successful.
Many St. John ladies express their de-
light at meeting the visiting delegates as
they derived from them a great deal of
knowledge of other parts of our dominion.

Lady Taylor said that this same fact
had been observed at the convention ‘n
Victoria (B. C.) The council, it is be-
lieved, is doing a great deal to assist the
national feeling. Different ladies who have
been members of the council since its in-
ception tell of its remarkable growth.

One lady who has been absent for two
years from -the council’s meetings said
that the growth she moted during that
time was a revelation to her. When Lady
Aberdeen left many thought that the so-
‘ciety would weaken, but it is steadily
growing stronger year by year. Men ot
po=ition, intellect and power who at first
scoffed at the idea of the council even at
the budy itself are beginning to see its
advantages, its facilities for helpful work
in so mamny channels, and are beginning
to suggest, help and ask for the council’s
‘co-operation. Strong evidence of this is
iseen in the fact that the Toronto city
council, avhich at first was hy no means

 friendly to the National Women’s: Council,

have extended to them a formal invitation
requesting them to meet in that city next
iyear.
This invitation has been accepted.

Berlin, July 10—The government of-
ficials here are taking cognizance of the
ill feeling in Great Britain toward Ger-
many caused by the brutal cartoons and
pleasantnies here on King Edward’s 1ll-
ness.

Sup-
posing that the management could be bet-
tered by an increased expenditure of
money, is the management with the money
at 9their disposal as good as it ought to
be?

A. No; I do not think so-

Q. Then referring for a moment to Mr.
Coster’s question, about ventilation, and
bearing in mind the age of the building—
completed, if T can remember, in 1865, and
having by this time become old, and that
so many later improvements have been
made since that building was put in view
of better ventilation, as it is, noting what
is there now is insufficient—what in your
mind ought to be done with that building
without destroying it, what can be done
in order to make it better than it is to-
day? Have you ever given that a thought?

A. Yes; I have given it some thought.
I would improve the ventilation; I would
change a number of rooms that I think
are too small for use as they are.

Q- What about the floors, are they hard
pine, birch or what?

A. In a number of the wards they are
hard wood.

Q- Would you have hard in all?

A. Yes, or have them of some composi-
tion.

Q. Then I suppose no one could tell
very well just what it avould cost to put
that building in proper condition, proper
up-to-date condition?

A. I could not form an estimate.

Q. Let me ask you then, what would
you think of a recommendation that some-
one should expend $20,000 in making the
necessary changes in that building?

A. I think it would do a great deal, T
don’t know whether it would cover it or
N0«

 Summing Up.

i The upsumming of these three divisions

reveals the fact that at certain periods
the food has not been of a reasonably
good quality; that vermin has been pres-
' ent when no reasonable excuse could be
offered for its presence, and that at times
" the discipline has been lax.

It must be understood that in view of
your commissioners this condition of af-
fairs did not obtain day in and day out.
The testimony covers a period of several
years and given by a large number of
witnesses, who nevertheless were a small
proportion of those treated, over the en-
tire period to which the evidence applies:
If the evidence disclose merely that a
small percentage of such patients had
good reason to complain, the statements
of Doctor Emery, a former resident physi-
cian and at present a member of the visit-
ing staff of doctors, together with those
of Doctor MacLaren, also a member of
the visiting staff, both gentlemen fitted
by long experience with the hospital to
express an opinion which might reason-
ably be taken as decisive, emphasizes the
conclusion that a radical change in the
administration of these departments is
absolutely necessary, in the interests of
the public, and for the credit of the hos-
pital. It has been urged before the com-
mission that the food served and the at-
tention given to the patients far excel
these features in the wusual every day
home life of many of those who complain;
but this surely is no answer. Every man
who enters the hospital is entitled to re-
ceive, and the public expect he shall re-
ceive good, pure food, properly served, as
well as careful attention. In this way only
can the public health be best assured, and
the work for which the hospital was erect-
ed be properly performed. -

The evidence as a whole discloses that the
present system by which the commission-
ers, of whom there are nine, purchase the
supplies is faulty. The commissioners
divide the work, one purchasing the sup-
plies for a month, succeeded by another
for a month, and so on until each has
acted. ‘Thus, in a yearthere are nine dif-
ferent men each in turn purchasing sup-
plies. No uniformity in purchase can
thereby result, as perhaps no two men
agree as to the required standard.

Recommend a Superintendent.

Your commissioners recommend that a
superintendent be appoinied to manage
the business affairs of the institution,
“under the direction and control of the
commission;” that the system of commis-
sioners rotating monthly in the work of
purchasing supplies be discontinued, and
that this work become onc of the duties
of the superintendent, who shall inspect
the food upon arrival, and be responsible
for its constant .excellence to the whole
commission.

Nire More Rurses.

With regard to the care of patients,
your commiisisoners recommend that nine
nurses be added, making a total of 25 to
be employed or trained; that of the 25
at least three be graduated nurses, one of
whom shall be placed in charge of each
floor, all to be under the control ¢f a
superintendent of nurses (to be appoint-
od) said superintendent to maintain striet
discipline, to have authority to dismiss
for any of its breaches, and to be re-
sponsible to the commissioners for the
efficiency of the service. The matron shall
act as housekeeper. The nurses in train-

Your commissioners received evidence
with regard to the condition of the hos-
pital building, from which it appears that
while the building was fully up to the
standard required at the time of its erec-
tion, a large expenditure would now be
necessary in order to modernize the in-

: terior.

Q. Would you care to make any obser-

vations about the character of the -hos-
pital building?

A+ Well, at the. present time I would not
consider (it a modern hospital.

Q. Would you say in what respect you
thought it would be defective?

A. Well, there is a large portion of the
hospital that is practically of no use as
a hospital; that is the main portion of
the building, where the winding stairs
and corridors that take up ‘a good deal
of space and are not utilized for anything
but goimg up and down stairs, and there
is not any modern system of ventilation
in it. The heating system is better than
In my time it was very
oor,

Q. Is it altogether up to the mark a
the oresent time? s

A, I do not think so.

Q. Is: there any difficulty
proper heat in the winter?

A, Wdll, there has been. It has been a
little better during the past year, but a
number of times there has been a lack
of heat in the building; patients would
complain of -it.

Q. Would it get below the proper
point, so as to be dangerous to patients?

A. Well, no; I do not think it would

in getting

,get below the proper point, but some-

times the heat would get below 55.

Q. Would that be early in the morning,
doctor?

A. That would be when I was making
my visit there—between 10 and 11.

Qi Is the present system of ventilation
of a such a character that it is really detl-
rimental to the health of the patients?

A, Well, I would say to a certain ex-
tent it ie; in winter time the ventilation
is mot too bad.

Dr. G. A. B. Addy, examined.

Q. Dr. Addy, you were at one time
house. surgeon at the hospital?

A. I was,

Q. In what years?

A. I think it was 91 to ’93.

Q. And you are now pathologist in the
hosaital?

A. Yes. !

Q. Have you ever been connected with
the visiting staff?

A. Not with the visiting staff.

Q. And your connection with the hos-
pital takes place every day? .

A. Yes; every day between 3 and 4
o’clock. .

; Q. You have had that appointment how
onzx?

A. Four or five years.

Q. Recently, doctor, have you had an
opportunity of visiting quite a number of
hospitals abroad?

A. Yes; I have just returmed from see-
ing several of the larger hospitals.

Q. Where?

A. In Canada and the United States;
the Montreal General, the Rhode Tsland
Hospital, the Presbyterian of New York,
and Saint Luke’s Polytechnic, New York.

Q. Which of those has the highest
standing?

A. Well, I think that St. Luke’s is the
newest and perhaps has everything most
up-to-date of any of the institutions I
was at, although the Monircal General
and Prosbyterian. and St. Lukés are al-
most on a par. They seem thoroughly
up-to-date; if anything St. Luke’s is more
up-to-date than any.

Q. Recollecting what you saw there,
and, of course you had in mind that you
would be called here, would you make a
‘comparison of the different features of
those hospitals and this one here?

A- Well, it is a very difficult matter
to make a compariscn. Firstly, in St.
Luke’s we have got a new hospital; here
we have got an old one, and from the
standpoint of the building of. course there
is nothing modern about the building it-
self. It would require entire renovation;
you would have to clean it right out to
the walls, in fact, to make it a modern
building. That is, [ think to modernize
this institution, you would have to just
leave the four walls. .

Q. What changes
then?

A. T would put in modern floors and
ceilings and modern ventilation appara-

would you make,

tus.,

Q. What do you find wrong with the
floors?

A. Well, the floors in St. Luke’s Hos-
pital, for instance, are all concrete; there
is no chance of vermin or bedbugs of any,
deseription to get between the walls and
the floors. There are no corners in the
walls; they are all rounded out, so there
is no opportunity for dust and no chance
for- bedbugs to crawl down between the
suibases and floors as there is here. Then
they have the most improved ventilating
system. 8 ;

Q.. How do you find ours?

A. Well, I am not aware that there
is any ventilating system in the old wing
at all in our building. There is a venti-

lating system in the new, but it is not
just up to date I wouldn’t think.

Q. Is that a requgm which is urgent in
this “hospital?

A. Well, T wotild think that it was for
successful surgical work.

The  Chief Justice—As compared with
what you saw in the hospitals you visited,
wouldn’t it involve a mnew hospital here
altogether?

A. Practically it would, or an expendi-
ture of about $20,000 on this building.

Q. It would ‘be feasible to instal a new
ventilating system, I suppose, in this hos-
wital?

A. Well, to instal a modern ventilating
system there would mean tremendous ex-
penditure, by tearing up the hospital, and
if ‘'you have to tear up the hospital, it is
a question whether it would mot be bet-
ter to go on and make the other repairs
to the whole place, It would so mutilate
the walls and the ceilings that the ex-
pense incurred would mot be justifiable
unless you were. going to make a clean
aween of the whole business.

Q. Without that ventilating system the
hospital is always going to be very defi-
cient, is it not?

A. You could not expect to have the
results in surgery in a poorly ventilated
building as in a well ventilated building.

Q. Mr. Trueman—Is ¢his building so
poorly ventilated as that it would be in-
fected with hospitalism—that is, is the
hospital itself a source of infection?

A. I think this hospital, like any old
building, would be a source of infectjen.

The Chief Justice—Dou mean—is there
anything in the hospital that if a person
goes there with one complaint he might
contract another?

A. Yes, there is.

(. What?

A. Well, take the old walls and old
floors and old ceilings; 'that would be a
source of infection. ¥or instance, there
have been several cases of midwifery
taken into that hospital and the results
have been invariably bad. It is a well
recognized fact that if you do a surgical
operation in a practically new building,
the results are wery much better than
operations done in an old building.

Q. We have had evidence this moraing
that this hospital was built in 1865, would
you have a mew hospital every thirty
years—how are you going to remedy that?

A. Well,take moaern ~walls, modern
floors today and modern ceilings, they are
built =0 that you can thoroughly cleanse
them; there is a sort of enamel finish that
you can put on the walls and keep them
scrupulously clean, whereas old plaster
and old floors will tagke mp all sorts of
contamination, it is #lmost impossible to
keep clear of it. Modern hospitals today
are so that you can cleanse the walls and
ceilings and floors and make them scrupul-
ously clean.

Q. Does mot your view and your evi-
dence here involve an expenditure of fifty
or seventy or one hundred thousand dol-
lars? .

A. No, I think the whole thing could
be changed for about twenty thousand.

Q. And leave the builiing bhere?

A. Leave about the four walls.

Mr. Trueman—Have you made any cal-
aulation, Dr. Addy, that that would be
the expenditure? '8

A. No, but T think the place could be
made tolerably  good on an expenditure
of about $20,000, that would be about
¢5,000 on a ward.

Attention is also directed to the evi
dence of Dr. Thomas Walker and that of
George E. Fairweather.

All of this evidence brings to light the
faat that a large ewpenditure should be
made in order to modernize the institu-
tion. The hospital build ng 1epresents per-
thaps the best thought of medical men of
30 years ago, but the rapid advance made
during that - period in the itreatment of
the sick and in surgery, have rendered
necessary hospital buildings of a ditferent
plan and construction from those of the
earlier date.

Recommend $25,000 Debentur-s

Your commissioners recommend that the
hospital commissioners be authorized " to
jesue debentures to the estent of $25,000
this sum to be expended in remodeling
or improving the building, if possible to
bring .up to the standard outlined by Dr.
G. A. B. Addy and Dr. W. A. Christie,
and if this sum will not attain this re-
sult, that the ambount be expended to the
best advantage according to plans to be
submitted to the government or the muni-
cipal cowncil. The other wards in the
ihospital should at least be brought up
to the standard of the Frances Murray
Memorial Ward; a portion of the increas-
ed money to be used to enlarge the
Nurses' Home, to provide accommodation
for the additional nurses rocommended.

Fees fram Private Patients
Your commissioners have carefully stu-
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4 that a larger number

died the hospital statistics of other Cana-
dian ‘hospitals, and find a marked differ-
ence in the receipis from private patients

‘at St. John and elsewhere. Thus, in the

province of Ontario, the amount received
from private patients in all public hos-
pitals in 1901 was $275,691.23 and the
amount received from ‘municipalities was
$104,674.28, in other words the private
patients contributed 72 per cent. of the
revenue from these two sources,

The St. John hospital reccived last year
from private patients in eightt months

ment for the care of sailors, who for the
purpcses of this comparison may be class-
ed as private patients, $1923.00, in all
$3,426.51. The amount paid by the muamn-
cipality of St. John was $11,927.79, and
therefore the percentage of these two
items that private patients contmbute a®
St. John is 21 per cent., as against 72
per ceat in Ontaro. In no single instenc:
in Ontario does the percentage fall as low
as it does here, and it may be fair to
infer that so far as this hospital is con-
cerned it might be well to discontinue
receiving private patients altogether, or
else remodel the hospital in such a way
could be taken,
thigher rates charged and the income Of
the commiss'on be thereby increased.

Reduction of Commission to Five Members.

Your commission believe that the hos-
pital commission should be reduced to
five members, two to be appointed by the
city of St. John—two by the provincial
government and one by the municipality
of the city and county of St. Joho.
Further, that the term of office be limited
to five years, tut that the memebrs be
eligible for reappointment,

If this suggestion be adopted it is
recommended that one commissionerbe
appointed for a year, ome for two years,
one for three, one for four and one for
five years, and as each term expires the
new appointment be made for five years.

the sum of $1,923.90 received from the
dominion government for the board of
sailors, leaving under this head a defici-
ency of $3,443.75. Add together the net
deficit caused by the maintenance of pati-
ents from New Brunswick counties, ex-
cluding the county of St. John, $1,521.62,
and the deficit incurred by supporting
those outside the province $3.443,75, and
the result is reached that $4,965.37 is con-
tributed by the municipality of the city
and county of St. John for patients who
perhaps should mnot be properly‘ placed
upon it.

This deficit, so far as the New Bruns-
wick patients are concerned, might be
met by a readjustment of the basis upon
which provincial “aid is granted, and in-
stead of a fixed sum of $3,800 paid over
to the commissioners, the actual cost of
maintaining such patients be the govern-
ment quota, or -else that legislation be
enacted to provide for the payment to the
commission, by the municipalities from
from which patients come, the ac¢tual cost
of maintenance. :

without the province, it iz suggested that
ap-
proached with a view to their increasing
the allowance per diem for the care of
sailors, if the amount received for hos-
pital dues at the port of St. John war-
rant such request. In this connection it
may be stated that the weight of evidence
is in favor of continuing the present ar-
rangement with the dominion government
for the care of sailors, at a higher rate if
posible, with which your commissioners
agree. !

Tha increased revenue which might ac-
crue as a result of the adoption of the
above sugestions, will not meet the in-
creased -cost of managing the hospital, in-
cidental to the increased changes and im-
provements suggested by your commission-
ers, and it is therefore recommended that
the commisisoners of the St. John Public
Hospital be authorized to issue their war-
rants for a sum not exceeding $18,000, in
the manner provided by chap. 49 of the
acts of 1873, and in amendment to sec. 1
of said act.

It is with extreme regret that your com-
misioners are obliged to recommend this
additional taxation, but the evidence
makes it transparently clear that changes
in the alministration of the hospital are
‘abundantly necessary, and those changes
cannot be brought about unless additional
money be provided.

The St. John Hospital, if not semi-pro-
vinical in character, is certainly more
than local. A large number of patients is
treated yearly, and directly or indirectly,
a large proportion of the people of the
‘province is interested in its welfare. It is
therefore the earnest hope of your com-
misioners that steps will be taken to mod-
ernize the institution and bring it up as
closely as possible to a standard which
might reasonably be expected in the chic
hospital of the province. Thereby encour-
againg medical men to take an active in-
terest in its welfare, inducing them to
send patients there for treatment, and
generally enthusing the public in its ad-
ministration,

Your commissioners beg to point out
that the services rendered by the hos-
pital commisisoners aré given absolutely
free, and that they have spent much time
and care in managing the institution. In
the course of this examination members
of the commission with whom your com-
in contact, have

missioners have come )
facilitated the inquiry and invited a
searching investigation. The treasurer,

Doctor Walker, has given most complete
details and explanations of the transac-
tions of the commission, showing an inti-
mate knowledge of its affairs, as well as
an appreciation of its needs.

At the request of the government, the
chairman of this commission visited hos-
pitals at St. Stephen, Tredericton, St.
Basil, Chatham and Campbellton. At all
these places he was most cordially re-
ceived and given every opportunity to in-
spect each one in its every detail. The
work in each is being well done and sup-
plying a service needed sererally by the
districts from which the patients are
drawn.

Your commissioners all wish to thank
the government for the facilities placed
at their disposal in furthering the object
of the inquiry. While your instructions
were that a thorough, searching examina-
tion should be held, .it would not have
been as complete or as minute in detail
without the assistance of counsel which
