gress in this sector, but further north, in the arc around Lemberg, as well as
along what has now become the northern front, between the Vistula and Bug
rivers,

2,000,000 MEN MOVING IN ATTACK

The Austro-German forces on this front are estimated at 2,000,000 men,and
their progress has been rapid. They have crossed the forest fringing the Tanew
river, and are not far from the Zamosc fortress, 25 miles north of the Galician
frontier,

Only 100 miles to the north is the great Russian base, Brest Litovsk,
linked with Warsaw by important railways, and lying almost due east of the
Polish capital.

The development of the Galician campaign has created a situation entirely
unexpected by the Alfies. A few months ago the Russians were at the Carpath-
fan Passes, and duting the spring months there were confident predictions, both
in England and France, that Hungary would soon be overrun. The British press
has been optimistic for weeks that the Russians would turn and make a
stand, but it now frankly concedes that the new invasion of Russia is serious,
The papers, however, place faith in Russia’s munitions campaign, much the
same as the British public is relying upon David Lloyd George’s plan to so
equip the British army in France as ultimately to match the Germans dn ex-
plosives and munitions, especially machine guns.

Heavy fighting on the Italian front north of Monfalecone is reported.

The Arras sector maintains its reputation as the storm centre of the west-
ern front ,but despite the fact that the losses are piling up daily, neither side has
been able to defiver a decisive blow.

REPORT CAPTURE OF KRITHIA BY ALLIES.

A despatch tonight from Athens says that the Allies have taken the Turk-
ish stronghold of Krithia, on the Gallipoli Peninsula, to the western edge of
which General Ian Hamilton’s report of yesterday carried his forces; but there
is no confirmation,

Gratification over the British progress in Gallipoli is hardly more progounced
than the realization of the tremendous task which faces England and France in
their attempt to clear the Turks from their natural defenses barring the way to
Constantinople.

The first stroke against British naval craft in home waters for some time is
announced briefly by the admiralty tonight, which says that fifteen men have
been lost by the mining or torpedoing of the destroyer Lightning, an old craft
laid down two decades ago.

" LOOK TO FUTURE

Liberal Member Withdraws Amend-

London, July 2—The house of com-
mons, after suspending the 1l o’clock
rising rule, sat until after midnight this
morning in order to put the munitions
measure through the last stages. An
amendment limiting the government’s
power to enforce, by arbitration, all labor
disputes, together with other chapges,
was adopted.

In proposing a new clause transfer-
ring all powers possessed by the ordn-
ance department of the war office to the
new minister of munitions, Sir Henry
Dalziel declared that the management of
the department had been recognized as a
national scandal. Other members criti-
cized the department, and urged the gov-
ernment to enlighten the house on the
truth of the accusations.

David Lloyd George, in replying, said
that it was more important to guarantee
that mistakes made in the past should

German Trade Cut to One-Fourteenth,

Berlin, July 1, via London—During the
first six months of this year there was
exported to the United States'and Am-
erican possessions from Hamburg, Lu-
beck and Kiel goods to the value of $1,-
158,000. Statistics on this trade for the
first six months of 1914 show the export
of goods valued at $14,994,000.

This information is taken from the
first of the American consular reports
on trade from Germany to the United
States issued this year. It was prepared
by Consul-general Henry H. Morgan, of
Hamburg.

Controlling Netherlands Trade.

London, July 1—A representative of
the Netherlands Overseas Trust is here
for the purpose of negotiating an agree-
ment with the British government pro-
viding for the limiting of imports by
Holland to an amount necessary for the
normal consumption. The agreement
contemplates regulations which will pre-
vent accumulations that might tempt the
ultimate consignees of the goods to re-
export them to Germany.

The British government is in posses-
sion of evidence that importers wish to
bring into Holland large stocks of goods,
some of them in contemplation of the
advantage of having the goods there
when peace is declared, while others ap-
parently are desirious of running the
blockade into Germany.

Since a virtual blockade of Ameri-
can exports to Holland already exists the
only effect the proposed new measure
will have on American exporters will be
to give them more definite information
relating to the amounts they can ship.

New Protest From U. S.

Washington, July 1—Searching investi-
gation is being conducted by the United
States into several cases in which it has
been reported officially that British ships
flew the American flag, apparently to
avoid attacks by German submarines.

Reports have been received not only
from Ambassador Gerard in Berlin but
through American consular sources in
Great Britain, with affidavits and other
evidence tending to show allewed mis-
use of the United States flag.

The issue is regarded as of such im-
portance to the safety of ships really
entitled to fly the American flag that-a
note may soon be sent by the United
States to Great Britain renewing the re-
presentations previously made concern-
ing any general use of the American
emblem by British vessels. Some of the
affidavits thug far received state that in
certain cases the British admiralty
agents have consulted with the masters
of vessels and, instructing them to take
certain courses, advised the use of the
American flag.

The United States will not act until it
hag received complee information, but in
view o fthe emphasis which is laid in
Berlin upon the dangers of such a prac-
tice, Ambassador Gerard’s information
on specific cases, as obtained from the
German government, is being carefully
investigated, sufficient proof, it was
stated authoritatively today, already has
been gathered to cause officials to con-
sider the making of new representations
on the subject.
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AMERICANS LOSE

LIVES ON BRITISH SHIP IN

GRIM RACE WITH SUBMARINE.

DESTROYER DAMAGED;
SEVEN VESSELS LOST

The Lightning, of British Navy,
Lost Fourteen of Crew

FOUR NEUTRALS GONE

The Scottish Monarch, Well-known in
St. John, Lost With Cargo of
Sugar—Germans Taken Under Sea
By Submarine Attacking Norwegian
Ship — Second Officer of Lemas
Killed by Shell.

London, July 1, 7.50 p. m.—The tor-
pedo boat destroyer Lightning was dam-
aged last night off the east coast by a
mine or torpedo explosion. She is now
in' harbor. Fourteen members of the
crew are reported as missing. Announce-
ment that the Lightning had been dam-
aged was contammed in an official com-
munication issued by the British admir-
alty tonight.

The Lightning was built in 1895. She
was a vessel of 320 tons, and her arm-
ament consisted of one 12-pounder and
five 6-pounders. In times of peace her
completement was fifty men.

‘Loss of Scottish Monarch.

London, June 80—The British steam-
er, Scottish Monarch, which sialed from
New York for Manchester June 16 with
a cargo of sugar, was torpedoed and
sunk yesterday by a German submarine
The steamer’s crew of 36 men took te
the lifeboats.

The captain and 19 men were picked
up near the Hook Point lightship, not
far from Dunmore Harbor, Ireland, and
were landed at Dunmore. Heavy seas
were running at the time.

The Scottish Monarch was 400 feet
long and was of 5,048 tons gross. She
was built in 9906 and was owned ' by
the Monarch Steamship Company of
Glasgow.

The Scottish Monarch arrived here in
ballast on December 24, 1914, after a
passage which one.of the officers of the
vessels referred to as a ‘“bouncing voy-
age,” on account of the buffetting which
the vessel was subjected to in the stormy
weather which prevailed.

The steamer loaded stores.for the ad-
miralty and left for England on Jan.
6. She was a fine steamer and greatly
admired.

Torpedoed Without Warning.

London, July 2, 12.33 a. m.—The Ital-
ian ship Sardomene, timber laden, was
torpedoed without worning five miles
from Castletown, Bear Haven, Ireland.
"Two of the crew were killed outright and
several were wounded or missing. Seven
were saved.

Word was received later from Castle-
town, Bear Haven, that nine of the
Sardomene’s crew were drowned and two
others died of injuries, The mate is the
only officer among the nine survivors,
two of whom were wounded.

The Sardomene sailed from Bunbury
on Feb. 21 for London. She was a ves-
sel of 2,000 toas gross and was built
in 1882.

Seco\ nd Officer Slain.

London, July 1—The British steamer
Lomas, bound from Argentina for Bel-
fast, with a cargo of corn, was sunk
by a German submarine, Wednesday af-
ternoon, sixty miles west of the Scilly
Islands.

The submarine first fired two shots,
presumably as a summons to haul-to,
but the second shell struck the steamer,
killing the second officer. The crew took
to the boats, and were picked up by a
Belgian trawler and landed at Milford
Haven.

The submarine sent the Lomas to the
bottom by a torpedo and shell-fire.

‘The Lomas was of 3,048 tons gross,
her length being 825 feet. She was built
in 1898 at West Hartlepool and was
owned by the Buenos Aires and South-
ern Railroad Company of Hull.

The Norwegian ship Cambuskenneth,
which sailed from Portland (Ore.), Feb.
9, with a cargo of wheat valued at $171,-
880, for Liverpool or Manchester, was,
sunk today by the German submarine
U-39, by gun-fire, 20 miles south of Gal-
ley Head, on the Cork coast.

The submarine signaled her to halt.
Then it was asserted that there were
a number of Germans among the ship’s
crew and eight men had the novel ex-
perience of being rowed to the submarinc
and later disappearing under the sea
with her while their mates were left
floating in the ship’s boats. The latter,
numbering 13, were landed at Galley
Head this morning.

The Norwegian steamship Gjeso, of
1,094 tons gross, also was sunk by a
German submarine’s torpedo today. The
crew was landed at North Shields.

The Norwegian bark Kotka was sunk

today off Fastnet by the gunfire of a

The Armenian, Mule-laden, On Fire in
Three Places Before Captain
Gave Up the Fight

Twelve Men Lay Dead on Decks From Shell Fire
Before Ship Surrendered and Others Perished
in Water When Shrapnel Severs Boat Falls—
Steamer in Service of Admiralty, Thus Plac-
ing Americans on Board at Their Own Risk.

Washington, July 3—Official information on which to base an accurate judg-
ment of circumstances under which the British steamer Armenian was destroy-
ed, with the loss of a number of American lives, was lacking tonight, and until
all details are available, Secretary Lansing stated, the position of the American
government could not be determined.

There was little tension over the incident in official quarters here after it
became known that the Armenian had sought to evade capture. It was admitted
that if official reports bore out the press despatches there was no likelihood that
2ny new cause of complaint would be added to the issues pending between the
United States and Germany, '

Avonmouth, Eng., July }—There were eleven Americans among the nine-
teen members of the crew who lost their lives in the sinking of the Leyland
Line‘frcight streamer Armenian by the German submarine U-38, off Trevose
Head, Cornwall, on Monday, Some members of the crew were killed outright
when the German torpedo struck the ship.

When sunk by the German submarine the Armenian was carrying a cargo
of 1,422 mules from Newport News to Avonmouth, the animals to be used by
the French armies in Belgium and France, The vessel had a crew of 72 men,
and carried 96 men as mule tenders, %

The submarine was first sighted by the man at the wheel, and though
the ship was pushed to the limit the underwater craft rapidly overhauled her
and commenced shelling, The Armenian’s efforts to keep her stern to the
submarine were futile,

The faster vessel circled the freighter and the German commander speak-
ing through a megaphone, ordered the Armenian’s captain to surrender or he
would sink the ship.

The skipper of the Leyland liner struggled hard to evade the undersea
boat, but the latter dropped a shell through a skylight into the steamer’s en-
gine room, putting the engines out of action. The Armenian then surrendered.

Lifeboats were lowered and the crew and some seventy mule tenders, near-
ly all Americans, scrambled into them.

As one of the boats were being lowered a shell from the submarine cut
the falls of the boat, The occupants were spilled into the water and presuma-
bly were drowned.

Five boats loaded with survivors got away. The submarine then fired two
torpedoes into the Armenian and the vessel sank within thirty minutes, The
survivors rowed around in the boats till Tuesday morning when a steam
trawler landed them at Avonmouth.

'NO EFFORT 'TO RESCUE DROWNING.

Cardiff, Wales, July J—Survivors of the sunken Armenian arriving here
say that the German submarine ran close to the drowning men who had been
thrown into the water by a capsizing boat, but that the crew of the submarine
did not attempt to rescue any of them.

CAPTAIN TRICKEY’S THRILLING STORY.

London, July 1, 533 p.m.—Captain Trickey, of the steamship Armenian,
in an interview today, said that he only surrendered to the German'submarine
when the freighter was afire in three places, and after the ship’s engines had
been put out of action and a dozen members of the crew had been killed by
shrapnel fire, Most of the members of the crew who perished, Captain Tric-
key said, were Americans,

“The submarine, as a signal for us to stop,” said Captain Trickey, “first
put a couple of shots over our bows when we were four miles off. 1 put my
stern to him and ran for it.

“The submarine then began to shell us in earnest, the shrapnel bursting
all around us, killing several of the crew and knocking others overboard. I
scon realized that the enemy was gaining on us, but did not propose to sur-
render without a struggle. But my steering gear was soon hit and placed out
of commission. Then a shell fell into the engine room and another carried
the Marconi house away, Still another cut down the funnel and disabled the
stokers, preventing them from keeping steam up.

“By this time the ship was on fire in three places and I decided to sur-
render. We had resisted the enemy for an hour, and twelve or thirteen men lay
dead on the deck.

“The submarine commander then forced me to clear ship, and at seven min-
stes past 8 the Armenian went down, shattered by two torpedoes.

“] must say that the submarine commander showed us every fairness after
we had given up picking up many of the crew who, because of a damaged boat,
had fallen into the water. :

“Wlost of the crew who perished were Americans.”

100 SHELLS FIRED AT STEAMER.

Joseph Carter, a colored muleteer, of Norfolk (Va.), one of those rescued
after the life boat was swamped, said that his friends, King, Oakes, Speed, Small
and Foreman Sedden, all were drowned. Carter added:

“The submarine chased the ship for two hours and fired about 100 shells,
25 of them striking the ship, I was in the boat, with 38 others, when it fell
into the water. | was swimming nearly an hour before I was picked up.

FEET OF SOLDIERS

All the socks that were got together
through the efforts of the Royal Stand-
ard Chapter, Daughters of the Empire,
some weeks ago have by now been dis-
tributed to the Canadian soldiers at the
front.

Mrs. E. Atherton Smith, the regent,
has just received news that the packages
were sent forward by the Canadian War
Contingent Association. Captain Pink-
ham, of the steamer Start Point, and J.
G. Colmer, honorary secretary of the as-
sociation wrote and E. McLaren Brown,
honorary secretary of the ladies’ commit-
tee also gave some advice as to the way
of packing socks that would be most
convenient for sending on. She says:
“May I say that socks that are folded
in two and fastened together by safety
pins have always been undone, before
they can be baled and forwarded as, on
account of things going forward by
weight, the socks are “arranged by sym-
metrical half-dozens. It is quite all-
right to put in, say one packet of cigar-
ettes or some such small article in the
toe of one of the socks, but if both
socks are filled up with these bulky par-
cels, the things have to be removed as4
the socks cannot lie flat in the half dozen
packages. Also we would be very grate-
ful to all senders of socks to see that the
pair of socks are fastened together, either
at the toe or at the top. It is surprising
how the sock wriggles away from its
mate, and it is often necessary to spend
half an hour in trying to match up per-
haps fifty or -sixty socks that get loose
by the time they reach us.

Goes With Army Guides.

Accompanied by Capt. Von Bunsen, a
nephew of the ex-British ambassador to
Vienna, I came from the grand general
headquarlers at dawn this morning.
Young Duke Luitpold of Bavaria, a lieu-
tenant in a Uhlan regiment, but now
attached to the headquarters of Prince
Kupprecht, joined us.

Lieut. Gen. Von , whoge division
bore the brunt of the ¢easeless French
attacks on the line between Neuville and
the southerly edge of the Lorette Heights
of the past five weeks, met us, and him-
self offered to guide the duke and my-
self to the best observation points.

Gen. B——— sent his chief corps sur-
geon-general with us, in case “American
shells and shrapnel should have no re-
spect for royalty or the American press.”

The cannonade became louder and
bheuvier, and soon ,within easy range,
fearing that the cloud of dust raised by
the automobiles might tempt the French
and British artillery, we left the cars
under cover of a building.

Battle Panorama From on High.

Geén. F wanted an inconspicuous
party. So he requested Capt. von Bun-
zen and Col B to remain behind, and
asked the duke and myself to follow
him. He passed near A—— and went
on in the direction of Souchez. He took
us into a slender, tower-like structure.

“If a shell should hit this, of course it
would come down, and we with it,” re-
marked the general, adding reassuring-
ly, “but the sun is in their eyes, so per-
haps they won’t see us, and I believe
we can risk it.”

When halfway up the rizzy height I
noticed that the structure was riddled
with shrapnel and my knees became a
bit shaky. As if reading my thoughts,
the general remarked: ;

“It isn’t so easy to hit a thing like
this with a shell. Shrapnel, however,
scatters like a shotgun, but can’t bring
it down.”

Arrived at the top, we crouched on a
board 200 feet above the ground. The
most magnificent panorama stretched
out before us. It was like a box seat at
this bloodiest and most desperate sec-
tion of the theatre of war.

Gen. F explained the lay of the
land and the operations in great detail.
There was the village of V. less than
A mile from us; just beyond the edge
of Neuville was visible. Directly in
front we looked down upon Souchez,over
the ridge of Carency, and to the right
were the now famous Lorette Heights.

Battle at Two-Mile Range.

The top of the ridge and the greater
portion of the slope was held by the
French and British, the Germans cling-
ing temnaciously to the foot. It is only
two miles from us, and my glass brings
it up so close I see in the brilliant sun-
shine the slope scarred and torn as if
by upheavals.

They are the craters thrown up by
bix shells, which dot the slope so closely
thal it is difficult to conceive how human
beings could survive such a hail of fire
and iron.

To the left on the slope are the skele-
ton-like ruing of the chapel of Notre
Dame, and still closer to me what’s left
of the walls of Souchez and the sugar
factory mentioned so often in the offi-
cial reports. It changed hands some
days twice.

Around it every foot of ground is

drcnched, while in the extensive cellars |

the most desperate hand-to-hand conflicts
are said to have taken place.

At present the French are in posses-
sion again. Gen. F—— calls my atten-
tion to some dark spots visible against
the barren slope of the Lorette Heights.

OUject Lesson for Jingoes,

“On the ground between the Lorette
Heights to Neuville and the labyrinth,”
he explains, “are perhaps 10,000 unburied
or partly buried dead. The stench is
pestilential. By means of a hose we've
thrown creosote or quicklime upon those
nearest our trenches. As a matter of
self-preservation both sides appear late-
ly to have come to a silent unspoken
agreement to bury those nearest at
night.

“It’- ghastly beyond imagination.
Words can’t portray to the mind that
picture; bv day and night white eyes
staring cut of faces burned coal black
by the sun.

“There are places where they are ver-
itable piles of bodies. As the days and
weeks go by they shrivel and shrink
together until they look more like little
heaps of old clothes. Those silent heaps
are more weird bv moonlight than by
day. I wish those who cause and make
war with indifference would be put in
the ‘hell of death’ between Neuville and
the Lorette Heights for a little while.”

It is a constantly changing, shifting
scene, yet the same, varied only by the
intensity of the canonade and the smoke
of shells.

From our perch we look down upon
the batteries, see the burst of flames
and smoke, followed a second later by
the roar of the short, squatty mortars
and watch the shells burst on the ridge.

The men load and fire with slow de-
liberation, in sharp contrast to the
French fire, increasing to sudden in-
tensity, then dying down, only to burst
fcrth again with greater fierceness.

Gen. F calls it a “mad, insane can-
nonade” and “wasteful extravagance of
ammunition.” .

Between the Labyrinth, Neuville and
the Lorette Heights, the deeds of valor
on both sides would fill a library. We
lcok into the sector of Gen. Joffre's own
fighting observation stand, which is
eight miles directly south of our aerial

“French Getting Nasty!”

The general explains that the original
French and British parallel offensive ex-
tended over a front of approximately 14
miles.

With deep pathos in his voice he tells
me of his own heavy losses in his divi-
sion in five weeks and touches upon the
suffering of the wounded lying for hours
between the lines in the scorching sun,
with heartrending cries for water, until
death relieves their tortures or it is pos-
sible to get those nearest the trenches
under cover of darkness. This, however,
is impossible where the trenches are near.

As we watch the wonderful scene be-
fore us and listen to the general it ap-
proaches noon, and the fire of the French
artillery is increasing in intensity. They
are pouring a hail into a little wood half
a mile away, evidently suspecting that
heavy batteries are located there. It is
where the ammunition wagon came out.

They now began-“feeling” for the bat-
teries in our immediate vicinity. We
aamired the beautiful line shooting, but
shells, which were bursting 200 or 300
yards away, either overshot or fell short.

The exploison of a shell near our high
perch suddenly made us realize that our
reserved seat had its dangers.

“The French are getting nasty and
it’s a long way to fall; let’s get down,”
remarked the general, and we lost no
time.

‘When
Harry left here he went as a bugler, but
it was soon found that there was little
or no ‘use for buglers in ‘the war, and
Harry became a despatch. rider, one of
the most dangerou# positions in the war.

He was in the fierce battle of. Y]
and at one point during the hottesg':;
the fight, General Turner found it neces-
sary to send despatch orders to a column
of troops at some distance. The 'in-
tervening space was swept by a fierce
rain of bursting shells, machine gun and
rifle fire an inferno through which it
seemed impossible t6 pass. General
Turner called for volunteers and Harry
Dawson stepped to the front. As the

instructions for its delivery and

said, “My boy if you come back you
will not- be forgotten”. Harry replied
“Pll come back, Sir”, and away he sped
with his message, seeking shelter where
it could be found, hiding in the hole
made by the bursting of some giant shell,
cutting through a shot-riven wood, dash-
ing across the open where shot and
shell fell like hajl. He reached the ob-
ject of his daring trip and returned safe-
ly, bearing despatches to headquarters.
General Turner was as good as his word.
The name of Harry Dawson was sent
with a recommendation for his bravery,
and he wears' today the much coveted
“Distinguished  Service Meedal”. When
history is written Harry will not be‘the
only one of our boys that Springhill is
Jjustly proud of.

MEMORY OF REV. J. BEARDSLEY |
In memory of Rev. John S
whose body lies buried ath the
 chancel, a tablet will be unveiled on next
Sunday in Trinity church, Kingston, N.
B, under the direction of the 'Grand
Masonic Lodge of New Brunswick. The
late Rev. Mr. Beardsley was the first' to
institute a Masonic lodge in this province
and was its first naster, receiving his dis-
pensation from England where he had
formerly been junior grand ward on
April 19, 1784.

Washington,  July 1—The Leyland
steamer Armenian was “engaged on ad-
mirtlay business” when she was sunk
by a German submarine off the Cornwall
coast of England two days ago, with
the loss of a score of American lives.
Ambassador Page, at London; reported
