WarLondon, July 1, 10.30 p. m.—The northern drive of the Austro-German 
armies from Galicia into Poland is daily becoming more formidable, and Eng­
land is puzzled as to whether they propose to make their main effort in this 
direction, instead of maintaining a concentrated offensive to the eastward, to 
force the Russians out of the southeast tip of Galicia.

Whatever the ultimate object is, the fighting along the Gnila Lippa has 
abated, and this afternoon’s Berlin official communication not only records pro­
gress in this sector, but further north, in the arc around Lemberg, as well as

London, July 2—The house of com­
mons, after suspending the 11 o’clock 
rising rule, sat until after midnight this 
morning in order to put the munitions 
measure through the last stages. An 
amendment limiting the government’s 
power to enforce, by arbitration, all labor 
disputes, together with other changes, 
was adopted. g

In proposing a new clause transfer­
ring all powers possessed by the ordn­
ance department of the war office to the 
new minister of munitions, Sir Henry 
Dalziel declared that the management of 
the department had been recognized as a 
national scandal.

able evidence of the efficacy of innocu- 
lation against typhoid was furnished by 
Harold J. Tennant, parliamentary un­
der secretary for war, in the house of 
commons this afternoon.

In the British Expeditionary Force in 
France, he said, there had been only 827 
cases and 128 deaths up to May 27. Of 
this number 508 cases were persons wrho 
had not been innoculated, and 106 of 
these died. There were only 22 deaths 
among the 308 men innoculated who, de­
spite innoculation, contracted the dis­
ease.

The submarine was first sighted by the man at the wheel, and though 

the ship was pushed to the limit the underwater craft rapidly overhauled her 

and commenced shelling. The Armenian’s efforts to keep her stern to the 

submarine were futile.
The faster vessel circled the freighter and the German commander speak­

ing through a megaphone, ordered the Armenian’s captain to surrender or he 

would sink the ship.
The skipper of the Leyland liner struggled hard to evade the undersea 

boat, but the latter dropped a shell through a skylight into the steamer’s en­
gine room, putting the engines out of action. The Armenian then surrendered.

Lifeboats were lowered and the crew and some seventy mule tenders, near­

ly all Americans, scrambled into them.
As one of the boats were being lowered a shell from the submarine cut 

the falls of the boat. The occupants were spilled into the water and presuma­

bly were drowned.
Five boats loaded with survivors got away. The submarine then fired two 

torpedoes into the Armenian and the vessel sank within thirty minutes. The 
survivors rowed around in the boats till Tuesday morning when a steam 

trawler landed them at Avonmouth.

London, July 1—The British steamer 
Lomas, bound from Argentina for Bel­
fast, with a cargo of corn, was sunk 
by a German submarine, Wednesday af­
ternoon, sixty miles west of the Scilly 
Islands.

The submarine first fired two shots, 
presumably as a summons to haul-to, 
but the second shell struck the steamer, 
killing the second officer. The crew took 
to the boats, and were picked up by a 
Belgian trawler and landed at Milford 
Haven.

The submarine sent the Lomas to the 
bottom by a torpedo and shell-fire.

The Lomas was of 3,048 tons gross, 
her length being 325 feet. She was built 
in 1898 at West Hartlepool and was 
owned by the Buenos Aires and South­
ern Railroad Company of Hull.

The Norwegian ship Cambuskenneth, 
which sailed from Portland (Ore.), Feb.
9, with a cargo of wheat valued at $171,- 
380, for Liverpool or Manchester, was 
sunk today by the German submarine 
U-39, by gun-fire, 20 miles south of Gal­
ley Head, on the Cork coast.

Joseph Carter, a colored muleteer, of Norfolk (Va.), one of those rescued 
after the life boat was swamped, said that his friends, King, Oakes, Speed, Small 
and Foreman Sedden, all were drowned. Carter added :

It is a constantly changing, shifting 
scene, yet the same, varied only by the 
intensity of the canonadc and the smoke 
of shells. It is difficult fully to realize 
that the geysers of smoke and flames in 
an otherwise lifeless landscape mark the 
death of human beings.

From our perch we look down upon 
the batteries, see the burst of flames 
and smoke, followed a second later by 
the roar of the short, squatty 
and watch the shells burst on the ridge.

The men load and fire with slow de­
liberation, in sharp contrast to the 
French lire, increasing to sudden in­
tensity, then dying down, only to burst 
forth again with greater fierceness.

Gen. F------calls it a “mad, insane can­
nonade” and “wasteful extravagance of 
ammunition.”

Between the Labyrinth, Neuville and 
the Lorette Heights, the deeds of valor 
on both sides would fill a lib ran-. We 
look into the sector of Gen. Joffre's own 
fighting observation stand, which is 
eight miles directly south of our aerial
perch, says Gen. F------. He seems to
know the exact spot and tells me where 
Joffre’s headquarters is.
“French Getting Nasty!”

The general explains that the original 
French and British parallel offensive ex­
tended over a front of approximately 14 
miles.

With deep pathos in his voice he tells 
me of his own heavy losses in his divi­
sion in five weeks and touches upon the 
suffering of the wounded lying for hours 
between the lines in the scorching sun, 
with heartrending cries for water, until 
death relieves their tortures or it is pos­
sible to get those nearest the trenches 
under cover of darkness. This, however, 
is impossible where the trenches are near.

As we watch the wonderful scene be­
fore us and listen to the general it ap­
proaches noon, and the fire of the French 
artillery is increasing in intensity. They 
are pouring a hail into a little wood half 
a mile away, evidently suspecting that 
heavy batteries are located there. It is 
where the ammunition wagon came out.

They now began “feeling” for the bat­
teries in our immediate vicinity. We 
admired the beautiful line shooting, but 
shells, which were bursting 200 or 300 
yards away, either overshot or fell short.

The exploison of a shell near our high 
perch suddenly made us realize that our 
reserved $eat had its dangers.

“The French are getting nasty and 
it’s a long way to fall; let’s get down,” 
remarked the general, and we lost no 
time.

The top of the ridge and the greater 
portion of the slope was held by the 
French and British, the Germans cling­
ing tenaciously to the foot. It is only 
two miles from us, and my glass brings 
it up so close I see in the brilliant sun­
shine the slope scarred and tom as if 
by upheavals.

They are the craters thrown up by 
big shells, which dot the slope so closely 
that it is difficult to conceive how human 
beings could survive such a hail of fire 
and iron.

To the left on the slope are the skele­
ton- like ruins of the chapel of Notre 
Dame, and still closer to me what’s left 
of the walls of Souchez and the sugar 
factory mentioned so often in the offi­
cial reports. It changed hands some 
days twice.

Around it every foot of ground is 
drenched, while in the extensive cellars^ 
the most desperate hand-to-hand conflicts* 
are said to have taken place.

Shrapnel,
(Wall Street Journal.)

The complete shrapnel is composed of 
three principal parts: (a) The time 
fuse;-(b) the projectile proper, a hol­
low steel shell filled with bullets and a 
bursting charge of black powder; (c) a 
brass cartridge filled with smokeless 
powder to shoot the projectile from the 
gun. /This brass cartridge case is similar 
to the shell of an ordinary rifle or re­
volver cartridge.

The time fuse is a very complicated 
mechanical device which may be set to 
burst the steel projectile any -number of 
seconds or feet after it has left the muz­
zle of the gun. It is as delicately con­
structed as a watch or a safe lock and is 
made largely of brass and alloys of 
aluminum.

The time fuse is screwetTinto the point 
of the steel projectile, the projectile is 
filled with small bullets, usually about 
280 in number and is exploded by means 
of a charge of black powder seated at 
the opposite end from the time fuse. 
When it explodes the bullets are hurled 
over a range of about 250 square yards. 
The bullets are 88 per cent, lead and 12 
per cent, antimony.

The cartridge-case is from a foot to 
almost two feet long and is made of 
sheet brass and filled with smokeless 
powder. It is set off by a percussion 
cap and will burl the projectile up to 
6,000 yards, making that distance in a 
trifle less than 20 seconds.

NOTE AND COMMENT. •
The large supplies of ammunition now 

going to France from the United States 
ought to help the Allies considerably.

OF LOYALIST STOCK.
To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—It may interest the descendants 
of United Empire Loyalists residing in 
Canada, and perhaps more especially 
those of the province of New Brunswick, 
to learn that the late Charles M. Street, 
who is reported to have been killed in 
action during April last while serving 
in France as a private of the 10th Bat­
talion Canadian Infantry, came of united 
Empire Loyalist stock as his father's 
mother, the late Mrs. John Ambrose 
Street, of Fredericton, New Brunswick, 
was a daughter of William Hubbard, of 
Burton, Sunbury county, New Bruns­
wick, who was one of the first batch of 
American Loyalists to settle in New 
Brunswick at the close of the American 
War of Independence. His paternal 
great-grandfather, Samuel Denny Street, 
served as a lieutenant in the Loyal Fea­
sible Regiment -against the rebellious 
American colonists and when pea* was 
proclaimed settled in Sunbury county, 
New Brunswick. He and William Hub- 
bird soon came to the front in provin­
cial affairs, and each was made a mem­
ber of the legislative council of the prov­
ince. The late Hon. John 
Street, Q. C., of Fredericton, 
wick, was Charles Street’s grandfather, 
and his name is still remembered as that 
of one of New Brunswick’s most re­
spected citizens.

Bilsky swore that Birkett said 
this $2 per glass was to go to Col. Hurd­
man, and consequently Bilsky refused to 
sign the agreement.

Birkett swore that lie never said any 
such thing and no commission was ever 
paid or promised to any government of­
ficial. '

Mr. Mason, of the P. W. Ellis Co, tes­
tified that the company had tried to get 
from Birkett details as to the make and 
quality of the glasses the latter had de­
livered, to the government and had been 
misled by the answering letters and the 
failure to supply them with detailed in­
voices.

“We left Imbros one morning about 
three o’clock and steamed toward the. 
Dardanelles and dived as day was break­
ing. We got through the Narrows OK 
and arrived on the other side and saw 
two battleships. We were getting ready 
to torpedo one of them when they spot­
ted us, opened fire on us and nipped, 
bunked, ran away.

“We then journeyed on for a mile or 
two and then went to the bottom and 
rested until about 8 p.m. when we came 
up. It was dusk, so we looked around, 
but there was nothing in sight. We 
broke surface and entered the Sea of- 
Marmors and bumped around for a few 
days without sighting a thing until Sun­
day morning, when we were diving out­
side of Constantinople and saw a big 
gunboat. At 6225 a.m. we gave her a 
“tit fish,” and by 6.30 she was no more, 
but before she sank, while she was list­
ing over, they opened fire on us. The 
second shot hit our periscope. That 
gunner must have been a cool card, eh.

“On Monday we sighted a steamer, 
came to the surface alongside her and 
told her to stop. She stopped and the 

were so anxious to get clear that 
one boat -capsised. No lives were lost. 
There was an American correspondent 
aboard who tried to bluff, but it was no 
gpod, though, because an officer and two 
men boarded her and discovered she -had 
a six inch gun, several vun mountings 
and fifteen inch ammunition aboard.. So 
we blew her up.”

“A few minutes afterward we sighted 
another steamer, and told her to stop but 
she would not. We chased her to the har­
bor and when she was being secured 
alongside the pier we torpedoed her.

“Soon after we sighted another steam­
er and chased her till she ran ashore, we 
were about to board her when some cav­
alry came up and opened fire. We replied 
and dropped a few, and then we dived 
and torpedoed the ship.

“On the next day, Tuesday, our skip­
per. decided on entering Constantinople, 
and to make a long story short, we got 
into the harbor without mishap and fired 
two torpedoes, one of which sank a 
transport loaded with troops, and the 
other exploded on shore. We learned af­
terward that it caused some panic. The 
troops refused to go On another trans­
port, the shops were closed and people 
ran up the hills j in fact, it caused an 
uproar for a time.

“On the following day we saw five 
transports escorted by destroyers, We 
banged the first and biggest one, which 
sank in about three minutas. A few 
days later we went back to our old cor­
ner and caught a supply ship napping. 
Again a few days afterward We tor­
pedoed a German transport, and another 
tremsport soon afterwards.

“When we broke surface that evening 
we found a mine hanging over our bows. 
We chucked it off as quickly as possible, 
Then our escort came up, gave us three 
cheers and off we went.”

11, Edmonton, June 29—The flood here 
reached its crest just before 2 o'clock 
this morning, since when the waters have 
been slowly but steadily receding. Opin­
ion k general that the most Critical 
hours have passed.

In the wake of the torrents that have 
swept down the Saskatchewan river in 
the past forty-eight hours are upwards 
of 2,400 homeless people. Approximately 
sixty homes have been carried away and 
shattered into matchwood. Seven hun­
dred more were inundated, and will be 
more or less ruined as a result. The 
total property damage was estimated this 
morning at close upon a million dollars. 
The bulk of the loss comes upon peo­
ple who can ill afford it.

The fight against the waters at the 
power and pumping station was aband­
oned at 10 o’clock last night, when it 
became positively dangerous for the men 
to keep the machinery running. A re­
turn to normal conditions is entirely de­
pendent upon the recession of the wa­
ters. At 9SO this morning one boiler 
w« fired and sufficient energy generated 
to start a limited number of street cars.

United States would not recognize any 
agreement between China and Japan 
which impaired American rights in 
China, or endangered the so-called “open 
door” policy, was conveyed to the gov­
ernments of both China and Japan in an 
identical note from Washington, which 
was delivered about May 15. The notes 
were handed to the foreign offices of both 
countries a week after China had ac­
ceded to the demands contained in the 
Japanese ultimatum, insisting upon con­
cessions from the former nation.

The United States note was, in sub­
stance, as follows:

“In view of the negotiations which 
how are pending between the govern­
ment of China and the government of 
Japan and of the agreements which 
have Been reached as a rekult thereof, 
the government of the United States has 
the honor to notify the government of 
the Chinese Republic that it cannot rec­
ognize any agreement or undertaking 
which has been entered into, or which 
may be entered into, between the gov­
ernments of China and Japan impair­
ing the treaty rights of the United States 
and its citizens in China, the political 
territorial Integrity of the republic of 
China, or the international policy rela­
tive to China, commonly known as the 
open door policy. An identical note has 
been transmitted to thc Japanese gov­
ernment.”

Enormous Losses.

We lost our colonel at five o’ciock n.ui., 
at eight we lost thirteen majors, at 
eleven we lost ten lieutenants. We also 
lost three company se-gvant-mnjors, 
fifteen sergeants, fourteen full corporals 
and sixteen lance corporals. Besides 
these we lost 700 men. You can well 
imagine what we came through. But 
as I am safely through it now I heartily 
thank God for my safe deliverance. My 
back and heart and eyes were injured. 
I am confident that no man could côme 
through such an awful place without 
God’s help. No human tongue can de­
scribe it fully, neither can anyone 
describe what it is like, with the roar 
of the cannon around you coupled with 
the moans of the dead and the dying. 
The bullets were flying between my legs 
and under my arms and then the poison­
ous gases that no one could stand. Al­
together it was a terrible place.

“I am now in a hospital in France 
where everything is quiet and nice. The 
Red Cross nurses are simply grand. 
They do all in their power to help one 
bear his pain. 1 cannot sleep at night. 
I seem to hear the cannon roaring and 
the " drums beating as soon as I close iny 
eyes, and I wake with a shout. My 
heart also gives me a lot of trouble. 
The doctor says I am suffering from 
general debility. I have been told that 
I will be sent to England shortly to re­
gain my health. Well, this Is all I am 
able to write for the present, as I am 

’ completely exhausted. I will write as 
soon as I can again. Give my love and

I have 
not met many of the P. E. Island boys 
here so far, but I suppose nearly all the 
young men around home have joined. 
I hope they have, anyway it’s up to 
them to help us.

“We are all fighting for the greatest 
cause known. We are fighting for our 
God, qur ting and our country- We 
are not only fighting for our existence 
but for every one at home, and I think 
that every home can produce a soldier. 
It is not only their duty to their kind, 
but to themselves to do so. A soldier 
on the battlefield is working and doing 
a whole lot more for his home than he 
would be at home in one of his fields. 
And we would all realise that only too 
quickly if the Germans ever get the 
upper band.
