mo J. A S. LEONARD, and all concerned.
JL As you have meanly and maliciously at­
tempted to injure me. by publishing your spite­
ful “Caution” in yesterday’s Telegraph and 
Journal, I request your attention to the follow­
ing statement of fadU, and the succeeding 
queries, which I publish for general information; 
quite content to abide the public verdict.

In July last, I had occasion to go over to 
Digby on business. At that time there were 
several vessels at anchor in the harbor, laden 
with eoal, and waiting for berths to discharge;

in Walker’s Slip. Before leaving St John ior 
Digby, I especially cautioned all _ my Clerks to 
allow no Vessel to come into the Slip astern of any 
Vessel then lying there, or to make fast to the stem 
of any such Vessel ; because any such Vessel so 
astern could be sure to slide out at low water, 
and sustain damage. Ttoo of my Clerks pe 
ally communicated this “Caution” to J. 
Leonard, and one of the other joint owners of the 
very Vessel damaged as they allege, also cau­
tioned them in the same manner. Yet in sp 
of these warnings, they persisted in bringing 
their Vessel into the Slip, astern of another 
Vessel, and thus wilfully courted the danger 
and damage of which they had been thoroughly 
forewarned. Now. it is remarkable, that no 
claim against me for damage to their ship was 
ever made by J. k S. L. till yesterday, the 16th 
September, [.fully two months after the occurrence] 
when I sent in my Bill fur Wharfage dues, 
amounting to some $12 or $13; upon whioh the 
said J k S. L. for the first time set up a claim of 
Set-off for the damage to their vessel, and so en­
deavored to sneak out of payment of my Bill, 
whioh of course I would not admit or allow. My 
answer, therefore, to their malevolent "Caution” 
is that any damage occurring to their ship in Jnly 
last, was entirely owing to their own pig-head­
