He
held that it made no distinction between
thie different bodies of the people, It ap-
plied to all sects of the community 1t
did not enjoin the reading of:the Scrip-
tures, but the regulations left it to the
rdiscretion of the teachers. Was it not
the business of the clergy to teach reli
gion? . It was not in the province of the
sclidols' to give A < sectarian education,
their object being to teach the
young to read, write and cypher. No
concessicn would reconcile their Roman
Catholic brethren to the law. At first
they would have come in if the millenery
regulations were done away with, and
when- taken away they raised other ob-
jections. In fact, he thought, that their
Roman Catholic brethren wished to be
and remain as separate people. From his
experience he knew that there was no-
thing to prevent Protestant and Catholic
.children from mixing together and being
taught in the same school.

Hon.!Mr.Hanington spoke favorably of
the working of the School Law in Nova
Scotia.
