20,000 Men Killed.

New York 21st.—The Times has the
followin speeial—Headquarters army Po-
tomae, 20th, 8 a. m. My despatch of 10
p. m. yesterday, if received, will inform you
of the attack made last evening upon the
right wing of our line and the handsome
manper in, which the rebels were driven
back. The purpose of the enemy’s move-
ments were undoubtedly to discover what
we had oo our ri-ht. It was made by the
whoie of Ewell's corps. The enemy left
the vicinity of Spottsylvania Court House
about 1 p. m. yesterday and made a detour
by the west, crosscd the New York =and
about five o'eclock strack the Fredericks-
burg road on the rear of our right flank,
breaking out within three quarters of a
mile of the Headquarters of Gens. Meade
and Grant.

‘['he only troops we had on the ground at
the time were a couple of regiments of Ty-
ler's division of heavy artillery which bas
lately been brought from Washiogton and
is composel of troops that were never be-
fore under fire. Tyler roon brought up
the remainder of his forece aod met the at-
tack, drividg the enemy back into the woods,
There the rebels had formed their line of
battle in single line, with skirmishers in
front, Gen Tyler felt rather apprehensive
at the work before him, considering the
rawness of his troops, and had some difficulty
in getting them into formation. When
fairly under fire, however, they showed the
utwost bravery and audacity, surpassing
even that of old trooops. In these murder-
ous wood fights our Loys have learned all
the devices that are calculatei to shelter
them from fire, and will lie down and take
advantage of trees, stumps, &ec., but the
beavy artillery braves, unused to this kind
of craft, the moment they saw the ecnemy,
blazed away and pushed on. In consequence
of this their less was quite heavy, much
more severe than reported by me in my de-
spateh of last might, and will probably reach
1,000 killed and wounded.

Perhaps 1t was also in consequence of
our heavy artillery men’s crude bravery
