superior Chinese force of regulars in 
a mountain pass near the Chinese wall, 
not far from Tsing Kuan. Five guns 
were taken by assault, and the Ger­
man flag was hoisted. Major Von 
Forster was wounded; several other 
Germans were wounded or killed, and 
the Chinese lost 50 dead.”

Confidence is expressed in the press 
now that regular telegraph connec­
tion has been established with Pekin 
that news from Chinese seats of ac­
tion, especially about German achieve- 
ments, will come plentifully.

The opinion is generally held that 
the military operations are by no 
means over, and it is surmised that 
Prince Tuan, whom the Chinese re­
port as having fled, is really quietly 
reorganizing the Chinese forces for a 
winter campaign.

Authoritatively, the correspondent of 
the Associated Press learns that Ger­
many does not intend to send any 
more troops to China unless unfore­
seen circumstances arise.

CHINESE BARBARITY.
London, Nov. 5.—Dr. Morrison, wir­

ing to the Times from Pekin, Nov. 1. 
says the evidence in the Pao Ting Fu 
trial to fix the responsibility for the 
massacres showed that an American 
lady, before execution, was led naked 
through the city, and that her breasts 
were cut off.
