,,Ëouse. It is his duty to elcmly examine the provisions

of Privqte Bills so, as to protect the p!iblie against an)r
$UT nseq or undue encroachment or injury. Ho contron
aliT rogulates the contluet of subordinate officers, of the
Ppuse, and enforces the Rules of the House; ho cannot
Z2in in any débate unleu in Committee of the Whole
ilouse. Ais the reoiding officer of the House, ho bas afl

the duties i:cfz to such au office. Thç Spmeaha& or la
chosen b the members of Parliament.;and holds hia
office until the Parliament in which he is élècted in d4-
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solved. Should a member persevere in disébeying the or-
der of the Speaker, and of the House, the Speaker may

name him,', a course uniformly followed, as the term
impliee, by the censure of the House. In extreme cases
the Speaker may order members or others into custody
until the pleasure of the House be signified.

All the messen-
gers and servants of the Bouse, except the ('lerks, are
under his orders. He has a seat within the Bar, and
directs all arrangements for the, maintenance of order in
the approaches thereto, -and in the galleries. He is, of
course, in immediate attendance upon the Speaker, froni
whom he takes all orders in connection with bis duties.
He is assisted by a Deput.y.

7. ORDim.-By this word is meant obedience to certain
rules and regulations intended to facilitate the despatch , rev
of business, and preserve that decorurn necessary in aU

.îdeliberative assemblies. The rules by which the business
of Parliament is conducted are of two kinds - one kind
the House possesses in common with à1l deliberative

assemblies-another is peculiar to ita own existence and 17
1)owers. For the proper application of all these rules, the
Speaker or Chairinan's decision is had, and to this deci-
sion due deférence is at all times paid. The Speaker, while
in the Chair, takes no part in the debate, it being bis duty
toregulatethemanner inwhichbusiness shallbetra'ns-

acted; to confine those members who address the Houàe to,
the subject under* co'nsideration ; to, give bis opinion in all
things which, relate to order; to, put the matter in dispute
into the form. of a que8tion, upon which the votes of mem-
bers are taken, and to, declare the majority as soon as it
is communirated to, him by the Clerk. It is also his duty
to state when the business of the House is elosed, and to
see that its transactions are correctly and properly re-

corded. After routine he calls upon the membe? whose
motion stands first on the paper of notices., or who is

otherwise entitled to, precedence. A motion must be se-
conded or faUs to, the ground; being seconded, the motion

J
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is banded in writing to the Speaker, who bas to read it
before debate can be had upon it & having been read ob-

jections may be urged. There are 8everal ways by which
a motion may be opposed; it may be met by a direct ne--
gative, or by an amendment, or by a motion to poetpone,

eý by roceeding to the next order of the day, or by mo-
ving tge previous question., or by the simple motion of
adjournment. A motion once read cannot be witbdrawn
withoqt the permission of the House. Unless a speech is

made objecting to a motion, neither mover nor seconder
can speak a second time except in explanation. If, however
a debate does arise, in whieh opposition is -offered to the
mover of a motion, he bas the riglit to reply; but thiz pri-

vilege does net belong to the inover of an amendment.
AU am permitted to explain. The debate being ended,
the Speaker or Chairman ts the question, and calla
IL n thoee in favor to say " ýuýa," and those of a contmry
dýpqeition to say Il Nay." He then declares that in his
opinion the " Yeas " or the Il Nays 1' (as the c aise may be)
have it. If bis decision is. questioned, the House divides,
the " Yeu " rising and their names being taken down, the
Il Nays " following, the numbers are counted from the
record and declared. Should a member, when the voice
of the Housè is called for, s AYE, and sbould he after-
wards, on division, vote dé Yay," and attention be called

to the fact, his vote will be recorded " Aye." The simply
caffix, for a DivWn, when the -Speaker lias deèlared thate thel yes have it," would not, how-ever, require the record
of his vote adversely as Il Nay,-" the Canadian rule differ-
ing herein from the Enelish. When an amendment has

been moved, the vote is taken on the amendment, ahè
then on the original question. Should the amenduient
be adopted, it then becomes the substantive motion, and

may be amended in the sanie. way that the oW**nal mo-
tion wu amended. Thus a number of successive amend-
mente to the original motion may be disposed of. Any

member is at liberty to interrupt another by Il rising to

8. OmAmma-1f any member shall take, notice that
strangers * are present, Mr. Speaker, or the Chairman, (as
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the case may be), sball forthwith. put the queStion that
strangers, be ordered to withdraw, without permitting any
debate or amendment; provided that Mr. Speaker, or the

Chairman, may, whenever be thinks proper, order the
withdrawal. of strangets.

9. COMMMEM.-Are first those -of the Whole House,which may be to considér ceiytain resolutions, as to the
nature of wbich considerablé latitude prevails; or the
House itself resolves into such Committee to, cônsider the

(letails of a Bill, the principle of whÎch may be discussed
at any or all of its other stages ; or there may be Com-

mittees for financial purposes, as those of " Su 1 or jWays and Means," (which Qee.) Secondly telere are
Select Committees, chosen by ballot or otýer*i8eI, for some
specifie purpose. The number composing such bodies

seldom exceeds fifteen members, except by permission of
the House. During the session of 1877 an important dis-
cussion took place, involving both the composition and YPpoýrers of Select Committtees. Thirdly, Committees on

Fnvatè Bills (whieh see.) When the whole House is in
Committee, the Speaker vacates the chair, the Mace is Aw-placed under the table, and some member is called to pre-

side, who site in the seat of the Clerk of the House.

10. PigrrrioN&-The following rules respecting Peti-
tions should be carefuHy observed, as deviation therefrom
will involve re ection:

(1.) Pétitions involving publie expenditure, such
as grants of money or lands, claims for arrears of pay or
for remuneration for publie service rendered, or other de-mande imposing a burthen u m the people, cannot be
received by the House, which ras not the power of initi-
ating sûch imposition. A petition whiéh only ý expressed
a hope for a grant was excluded in session of 1878. In
1877, howeyer a petition for imposition of duty or for
bounty on coal was ireceived.

Pétitions of this nature should be addressed to 4His
Excellency the Govemor43eneral in Council." ' The cor-
rect fonn is to forward'them to the Secretary of State,
who wM then, by command refer them. to the Minîs-

ters of the Crown to, whose Department their subjects
reispectivelv relate; and they will thereafter be dealt with

Npartinen*tallv, in the sarne manner as any official letter
or eommunivaiion reeeived direct from the parties inter-

e8ted. In point. of fact, howe%-er the forwarding of such
petitions 1)v menibers of Parliaý;ent, with covering letter,
direct to tlie Departrnent concerned at any time and with-
out waiting for the session, is practically the best course.
In this way, petitions may be brought before the execu-
tive in auiple time for consideration before the nieetine
of Parliainent, when th re resentatives ean, if de8im,
bring on a dimeii m-ion upon le merits of the case.

Although isuch petitions mav not be presented to the
House., which. has not the power of granting them, it is

quite in order ýafter procecling as above) tg bring them
under the cognizance of Parliament by moving an iaddreu
to His Excellencv for them and any other papers con-

nected with thein in thé Npartmenta, to be brought
down; and the Governinent, upon its responsibility to

Parliament, can then be brought to aecount for the e3rer-
rise or non-exerciise of the power vested in it of granting
the pecuniary or other relief prayed for.

(2ýo It has been decided that Aliens, non-résidente of
the minion of Canada, have not the right of petitioning
this Parliament. An exception to this rule. wu made

uring session of 1878.

Petitioni3 may be either written or printed - ro-
always that the signatures of at leut three eeti-

tioners are subscribed on the sheet containing the prayer
of the pétition.

(4.) Signatures to Pétitions must be original; no
agent should sign a Pétition to-Parliament for any pur-
pose. No chairman ran sign for a publie meeting, but the

mmmon seal of a «apomtion is received as the pétition of
the whole body.

(5.) All titions muet be in respectful and temperate
language, ancrmust not contain any matter in breach of
the Privileges of the House, such as animadversion upon
the conduct of the Parliament, or référence to any subject
under debate, or to a inotion in course of preparation.

(6.) Pétitions to the House of Commons i3hould be
addressed 7b the Honorable the Commom of Canadap in
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P(irli4inwni (wemUed, ;" the statement of grievance or cause
of eomplaint mhould be clearly and muccinetly set forth;
and they must close with a specific. jjraýe1r, thum:

(7.) The member presenting a petition should en-
dorme him name thereon, and prement A in his place in the

tury practice. Their employment im sanctioned in Can-
ada, every agent being (Ride 72) personally responsible to
the House and to, the Speakei for the observance of the

rules, orders and practice of Parliament, and -for the pay-
ment of all fees and charges; and all agents muet have
received the express sanction and authority of the Speaker.

15. AvomAi4cim oiR A DamioN.-When a motion has
been made upça which. the House is unwilling to come to
a vote, there àýe certain formal modes of avoiding a deci-

sion, amonpt which "are passing of the orders of the
dayq or Mtng "the remous question!' The former

means that ouse sýould--.cîwting aside and taking
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no notice of the matter then before it-proceed toi the
other business _ppointed or that day ; the latter, that a
vote be viously taken as'to the expediency of coming
to, auy ecision on the question raised. If Il the previous
question" be negatiýeâ as a matter of expediency, the
motion to whieh it referred is on-ly gotten rid of for the
time, whereas a direct negative to the motion itself would
be a proscription of it for the remainder of the session, as
well as a denial of its rlncl e. With respect toi a Bill,

moving that it Il be reUthis ay six months or thîs day
three months," is a mode oÉ throwing it out-without com-

ing to an express declaration against tLe principle of the
measure.

16. ROYAL AmzNT.-The Act by which the Crown
agrees to a Bill is called the Royal Assent; this assent is
usually given at the end of a session, unless there is
urgent necessity for the Act becoming law without lSs of
time, in wbich case the Governor General, or the person

administering the Government, comes down to, the-Upper
House, and there, in the pres,ýnce of both Houaes gives his

assent. His Excellency specially manifesta his assent to,
the Supply Bill. Bills to which. the Royal Assent is not
given are pronouneed to be reserved for the signification
Of Her Ma* pleasure, thereon, and are mentioned in
the Offi m 1 Gazeae as having been reserved for Her

Majesty's consideration. Unless a 'eserve is made in the
Act itself, so soon as the Royal A,ment is given the Act

becornes a Law, and can be proceeded on before any com-
Ô1 petent Court.

17. IlRiviLwBs oF PAmiAmmrr.-Amongst the privi-
leges which the Commons claim are:

The power of committing individuals to prison-the
r of publishing matters which, if not issuing from

cWhehigh authority, might become the subject of proceed-
éïl- in a court of law-the power of directing the Law

Officers of the Crown to prosecute persons accused of
offences against the laws or affecting the privileges of
Parliament-and fmey, of doing anything not directly
contravening an existing Act of Parliament, which may
be necessary for the vindication and protection of its own
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rights, in the exercise of its constitutional functions.
Questions of privilege take precedence of aU other pro-
ceedin1p, and are always in order. .The leivileges claimed,

by individual members are, freedom, oi speech andDer-,
son, including freedom from legal arrest ana seizure ui;der
process from. the Courts of Law ahd Equitv. This does
not extend to indictable offences, or to actual contempts
of the Court of Justice. Members of Parhament are
exempt from. aU duties the performance of which. might
interfère with their yroloupt attendance to their Parlia-
mentary calls. Privilege of Parliament, such as it is, con-

tinues for a convenient time after prorogation and disso
lution.

18. ComumAm.-In common with Courts of Law

Adjournment is' a poetponement of the sittings or pro-
ceedings of the House- fmm one time to another specified
for the re-assemblage. When the isittinqs of both Ilouses
are interrupted, by Royal authority, it is called proiroga-
tion. Dissolution puts an end to the rýepresentative char-
acter of the individuale who, at the -lime, compose the
House of Commons, and Parliament cannot therefore 12

assemble until -after a new election, except in cases here-
inafter mentioned.' The power of adjouqmment is a right

be!ongýng to each House, and there are no restrictions to,
this power.

The House of Commons can interrupt or postpone any
débate, defer the consideration of any memure, or alto-

gether adjourn. ite sitting,. but the practice is alwiays to
adjourn to some stated tîme; and we think there cun be

no doubt that, by the previîous permission of the House,
the Speaker can leave, the Chair for a certain number of
hours; but this does not amount to an adjournment, and

could not be noted as such by the Clerk. But it must be
remar-ked that the adjournment of one House does not
adjourn the other. The Crown may, pending an adjourn-
ment, summon by îouse or both, and

-proclamation 

either

may direct either House or both to adjourn, to any parti-
cular day. But while the power exista, and although in
fortaer times it bas been frequently exercised in the

Impori-al Legislature, it bas grown into desnetude there,
as well sa in the Provinces enjoying the privileges of their
own Local Legislatures.

An individual ppmber may for a time inte 't the Il CI
p-rolMu of business by successive motions for,rm rourn.
ment, which may be repeated indefinitely, with this
restriction,: no seSnd motion to ad*ourn can be viade

until affer some intermediate proweding shall have been
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bad. The motion in committee, tLat the chairman report
progreu p is equivalent to a motion to adjoum the debate.

A4journment does not close the debate, nor does pro-
rogation terminate Parliament. The former is an act

which either House can perform; the latter is a power
vested in the Crown. The duration of recess may be sub-

seq ' uently shortened or extended as the Crown pleases.
AU unfinished, business terminates and dies with a pro-
rogation, but during an adjournment they remain in statu
quo, to be revived on the re-assembling of Parliament. À

member who moves the adjournment of a debate or who
is in poésession of the floor at the time of the ad *oUrnment,

is said to, be in possession of the House, with t e .ght to
re-open the débate which had been interrup This is
not the case, however, when committees of the Whole
House adjourn. Prorogation never extends beyond forty

daya, but it may be repeated from time to time by pro-
clamation, and continue to, be renewed until it is intended
that Parliament shall meet for the despatch. of businew.
The Crown can summon Parliament to, meet at any time6 O..e-by giving fourteen days'notice. Dissolution is the simple
death of Parliament, and may be brought about in two

wayis----oither by the pleasure of the Crown or by the lapse
of period for which it was called into existence. There
waz a time when the existence of a Parliament terminated

by the demise of the Crown, but a special law removed
this provision of the Constitution. But there is no power
in the Constitution by which a Parliament in Canada can

be extended beyond five years. If Parliament, at the
time, of the Sovereign's death, be separa!ed by adjourn-
ment or prorogation, it must assemble immediately, or
witbin a reasonable period. If no Parliament be thon in

existence, the members of the last must again meet, and
may serve as a Parliament for six months, unless sooner.
prorog1ýed. By the British North America Act, 30 Sec., it,

is provided that Il there shall be a Session of the Canadian
Parliament once, at least every year, so that twelve
months shall not intervene 1ýétween the last sitting," etc.

QUALIFICATIONS OF SÊNATORS AND MEMBERS
OF THE HOUSE OF COMMONS. W'HO A-RE
ELECTOPS.

The Parliament of the Dominion consista of the Queen,
a Senate of 78 members, appointed by the Crown for

life, and a House of Commons of 211 members chosen
by the people. The members of this Parliament are
locally apportioned as follows:-

Senator are, that be must be a natural born or natur-
àlized subject, of,'the full age of 30 years, resident in

9 ovince for which. he îs appointed, and possessed of
,000 real and personal estate, over and above all

liabilities. . For the Commofts no real estate qualifi-
cation is necessary, but the member must be a natural
born or naturalized subject of the Queen. Voting is
by ballot.
