An Act to Incorporate the Ontario and Quebec Railway
Company.,

\ HEREAS, the jersons hereinafter named and otheis, have Preamble.
petitioned for incorporation as a Company to construct a
Railway from Toronto to Qttawa, paseing through or near Peter-
boro’, Madoc, and Carleton Place, with power to cross the Ottawa
5 River, at or near Ottawa City, and to unite, amalgamate, or make
running wrangements with Railway lines in the Provinces of
Ontario and Quebee, and whereas, the construction of such
Reilway would be of great public advantage, by affording facilities
tor the_settlement of the back country, bringing to market the
