The First Imperial Federationist.

Dr. Newell Dwight Hillis, pastor of the Brooklyn
(N.Y.) Tabernacle, the church once presided over by
Henry Ward Beecher, recently spoke of an Imperial
Federation, representing all parts of the British Em-
pire, as one of the things that would probably be
brought about by the present war. Referring to this
the Bropklyn Eagle, in an article which manifests
an exceptional knowledge of the relations between
Great Britain and her Overseas Dominions, draws
attention to one of the earliest projects of Imperial
Federation. In Canada, Joseph Howe's famous
speech on “The Organization of the Empire,”
garded by many as the first substantial presenta-
tion of the scheme. But Joe Howe must give place
to Ben Franklin, whose plan is thus set forth by the
Brooklyn writer:—
“Not long after Wolfe's victory on the plains
of Abraham sealed the fate of Canada, Franklin
published a plan for the federation of the em-
pire. It placed Canada, then a geographical
term, comprising the present Province of Que-
bec and part of the Province of Ontario, on the
same plane as the colonies of New York and
Pennsylvania. Each of these three divisions of
the North American Continent was to be entitled
to three members in an imperial House of Com
mons, Massachusetts Bay, Virginia, Georgia and
South Carolina were to be given four members
each. Nova Scotia, Newfoundland and some of
the smaller colonies in North America and the
West Indies were to be allowed ome member
each, and a representation of colonial peers not
to exceed ten in number was to be created for
the House of Lords. Ireland, then having its
own legislature, was included in the federation.”
Benjamin Franklin's plan, the Eagle says, “never
received more than academic consideration.” As
much may almost be said of all proposals of the
kind that have since been made. The idea of a
federation of the British Empire is a grand one, that
must strongly appeal to the imagination of Britons.
But the difficuities in the way of a realization of it
are many, and nobody has yet been able to outline
a scheme that would be likely to find general favor.

WOOL MARKET QUIETER

Boston, February 27.—The wool inarket has quieted
down tremendously; -and 4t would be ‘hard to tell
from the present dealings of less than . 2,000,000
nounds a week that there ever had been such a wild
wave of speculation as took place only a few weeks
8go.

But the amount of wool available s still so small
that values show no signs of receding in the lenéL
The top prices are still being maintained. There is
plenty of reason for this. Abroad prices on tops at
Bradford are still rising, and it is statéd that sup-
plies are very light. Military demands, combined
with the difficulty of obtaining woot already bought
are the levers under the advance.

The new plan whereby the textiie alliance, con-
slsting of the five national manufacturing associa-
tions of the United States will receive wool consign-
ment through co-operation with the British govern-
ment, will tend to relieve the situation, though wool
dealers who will be obliged to recetve consignments
do not approve of the manufacturers knowing all the
details of their business.
