added to the voters’ list with the word ¢ sworn ’ written there-
after.”

7. The form substituted for form L in the schedule to the
said first cited Act by section thirteen of chapter fifteen of the
Statutes of 1894 is hereby amended by striking out the words
“ division containing ” in the fourth paragraph thereof, and
substituting therefor the words ¢ white circular space oppo-
gite.”
