energy and efficiency. He has left an 
abiding mirk upon our scholastic 
system, and his work won high enco­
miums from public men and those in­
terested in educational matters abroad. 
In 1853, chiefly in Consequence of Dr. 
Ryerson’s strong representations, the 
Legislature caused the Grammar School 
Law to be thoroughly revised, further 
improvements made in 1855 being also 
traceable to his influence. In 1855, 
with the aid of Col. Lefroy, he establish­
ed several meteorological stations in 
connection with the County Grammar 
Schools, the number of which was after­
wards increased. In 1857 the doctor 
again set out fora comprehensive educa­
tional tour in Europe, visiting the prin­
cipal seats of art, where he procured on 
behalf of his department a series of 
copies of paintings by tho old masters in 
Dutch, Flemish, and Italian art. These 
were placed in the Educational Museum 
in Toronto. On his return lie began 
advocating a system of Government 
grants to outlying Universities, and 
drafted tho Education Bill of I860, which 
effected some improvements in our 
school system. In 1861 he received from 
Victoria College tho honorary degree of 
LL.D. In 1874 Dr. Byerson was elected 
President of the fiiMt General Conference 
of the Methodist Church, hold in 
Toronto. He held this office for four 
years, when lie was succeeded by Rev. 
Dr. Douglas, of Montreal. Dr. Ityerson 
was elected for the third time to repre­
sent the Canadian Conference in Great 
Britain in 1876. lie was received by the 
British Conference with every possible 
mark of respect and affection, reference 
being made to his appearance in the 
same capacity forty-three years previous-

Ryerson was appointed a delegate to 
England and attended the British Con­
ference of tho Wesleyan Methodist 
Church with a view to the projected 
union with that Conference of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church in Canada, 
which he was largely instrumental in 
accomplishing. In 1835 he again visited 
the Mother Country, with the object of 
obtaining a charter for the Upper Cana­
da Academy ns a seat of Methodist edu­
cation, and also with a view to procuring 
subscriptions in aid of the project from 
the English Wosloynns. He 
ful in accomplishing both these objects, 
and the academy, which ultimately de­
veloped into Victoria College, 
established in Cobourg. During 
Ryerson's stay in London he contributed 
a series of letters on Canadian affaire to 
tho Times, in order to counteract the in- 
influence of William Lyon Mackenzie, 
who, backed by Hume and Roebuck in 
England, had created a good deal of feel­
ing in favor of political reform in (,'ana- 
da. Mr. Ryereon, believing that these 
efforts looked toward the establishment 
of a Canadian republic, strenuously 
combatted them, and his letters, which 
attracted muoh attention, were repub­
lished in pamphlet form and distributed 
among members of Parliament. In this 
country they exorcised considerable in 
fluence iroon the elections of 1836. On 
the occasion of a noted speech in the 
Commons by Mr. Joseph Hume in sup­
port of a petition presented by Dr.
Char'es Duncombe. setting forth the 
grievances of tho people of 
Canada-. -Mr. Gladstone, who 
desirous of replying to him, put himself 
in communication with Mr. Ryerson,who 
wns present in the gallery, and from the 
materials furnished by tho latter made a 
speech which sealed the fate of the pe­
tition.

The Rebellion broke out in 1837, a 
few months after Mr. Ryerson’s return.
Though as has been shown, he had no 
sympathy with the revolutionists, he was 
opposed to the employment of harsh 
measures against Mackenzie's followers, 
and succeeded in procuring the release 
of several of them from imprisonment.

044 miles in 1878 to 440,703 in 1881. 
There were in 1881 29 cases in which regr 
istered letters failed to reach their 
destination, as against 70 eases of failure 
in 1880 ; and of these 29 cases there 
•were only two in which the letter» mis­
carried, and in which the value was not 
made good by the persons responsible 
for tho mis-carriage. The number of or­
dinary dead letters, circulars, 6tc., 
to the dead letter office during the year 
was 534^75 ; ot these 7,081 were sent 
from the United Kingdom, 91,548 from 
the United States, and 436,155 wero re­
ceived from post-offices in Canada. The 
special dead-letters were 83,137. The 
total value of the issue of post-stamps, 
post-cards, etc., was $1,736,802. The <b>- 
posits in the post-office saving banks 
nave increased three-fold in three years, 
aud the number of daily transactions has 
more than doubled during the 
time. These returns indicate great ex­
pansion in the social and industrial life 
M the people.
