The same principle should apply to the

MEN OF. FIRST CLASS MUST, ALL
RESPOND TO CALL ON OR BE-
FORE THAT DATE

Ottawa, Nov. 6.—In Canada, no future
date in the calendar looms more important
to thouaands of people than November 10
next. That is the last day for reporting
for service or sending in’' claims “for ex-
emption under the :Military Service Act.

Severe penalties, are provided for fail-
ure to report for service or send in a claim
for exemption by November 10. Besides
a term injail, the offender loses his cﬂance
to ‘appeal for ‘éxemption and is'automatic-
ally drafted into the’service after paymg
his penalty.

Since everything possible has been done
to acquaint the first class called with the
facts, that they must report for service or
claim exemption by November 10 or else
suffer severe’ penalties, very few if any
laggards are  expected to remain  for
rounding up after the “magic date."

YHE week under review will be chiefly
- memorable in the annals of the war |
“for the continued set-back of the Italians ;
" but on other fronts the Entente Allies
held their. positions or made some ad-

vances.

In the Western campaign no changes of

any magnitude were effected during the |,

week, though there was much activity at
numerous points. The most important
event reported was the advance of the
British troops, including Canadians, north-
east Ypres, resulting in the complete oc-
cupation of Passchendaele and nearby
hamlets which dominate Roulers, the im.
mediate objective of the Entente Allies.

The week was practically without news
of the Russian campaigns in Europe and
in Asia, only minor operations having
been reported, and no changes in positions
were effected.

The Mesopotamian campaign furnished
news of the further success of the British,
this time on the Tigris to the northwest
Baghdad

In the campaign in Palestine the Britlsh |-

“ took the strongly fortified Turkish posi-
tion of Beersheba, capturing some thous-
ands of prisoners and a number of guns;

Mediterranean south of Jaffa, the port of

THE CENTENARY OF THE BANK
OF IONI'REA!.

N Saturday last, Novembe: 3, the
Bank of Montreal celebrated the
one hundredth anniversary of its founda-
tion, its doors having been opened to
public business on Monday, November 3,
1817. We give below, taken from a daily
paper, the stepping stones in the history
of the bank, and regret that we have not
space for a more extended notice of its
vast operations :

say that the congregation must have been
more than twice as large as it is to-day,
Moreover those were the davs of large
families, and the number of births per
year might well have been three timeés as
great as it is at present. And at the pres-
ent time it'would be a very unusual year
indeed that would rot bring at least a
dozen baptismal services in the Church in
the course of it. However, I mention
this merely as a curiosity of history and
a thing that struck me as remarkable in
passing~ But to revert again to the men
whose names I have read,-I wonder if
the same thought has occured to you that
has struck me,—the thought that embod-
ies itself in the question,  Where are they?’;
and the answer to which would grow so
monotonous, if it were asked with regard
to each one of them. The two Bishops
have long since gone to their- réWard.

HOW TO ECONOMIZE ~
mk SOLDIERS’ BENEFIT

Canadians who are wﬂhng to follow the
advice of the food controller in order to
help to save urgently-needed wheat flour,
beef and bacon for the soldiers, will find
a considerable number of wholesome sub-
stitutes.

To save wheat flour, barley may be used
for soup and barley flour for thickening;
corn meal for bread and cereal, oatmeal
for cereal oat muffins. Potatoes may be
used in'a variety|of appetizing dishes: and
when they are served bread may some-
times be omitted from the meal. At
present the price of corn meal is high, but
the new crop in the United States is very
l&rge and will be coming on the market
svon. ; The. guestion of price has:to be
carefully considered by the great majority’
of people, but those who can afford to d6
so should substitute in part other cereals
for mheat even if the price of the sub-
stitutes should be " higher.

For meat, fish is a particularly suitable
substitute because of the variety available
and the abundant sources of supply in the
Dominion. - Beans have nearly the same

. | food values as meat.

By a careful selection of other foods
the .consumption of meat may be very
considerably reduced, especially, by per-
sons who are not engaged in heavy man-
ual work. J

urging saving of wheat flour; beef and
bacon is not economy in cost, but that

(Expetlmental Farms Note)

If you set aside a few choice roots at
harvest time this autumn and then make
up your mind to grow a supply of mangel,
turnip and . carrot seed, at least sufficient
for your needs, you will save yourself a
number of disappointments in 11919 and
future years. =~ All signs point to a serious
root gnd séed shortage, a shortage that
can only be remied by the growing of
these seeds on the horne farm. ' Select
two dozen smooth well shaped mangels,
ttirnips or carrots of your own. favorite
variety. Put-these carefully away .in a
cellar or pit toawait the coming of spring.
In April when the soil is in condition to
plow, bring the stock seed ‘roots out | of
storage and set them in position that they
may pmduee aséed crop.- In soil well

-prepared by plowing or cultivating, plow

adeep furrow or dig holes sufficiently
deep to plant the seed root, so that the
crown will be the only part exposed  at
the level of the ground surface: 'Culti-
vate'the soil about 'these plants ‘as you
wonld cultivare potatoes.

The situation in Europe remams seri-
ous, . The boys i in the trenches are, how-
ever, dﬁmonstratmg that the war can be
won if the necessary supplies and rein
forcements are, forthcoming. = Men are
necessary. but almost : equally important
is a steady reliable supply. of proper, fopd-
stuffs. Euprope. is lookrng more and more
to America for this supply because of the
distance being,so. much less, from othcr
parts.,  The demand will be ingistent; the

jefiort, required to meet the demand will
\ beareat but not so great as that being

put forth by the men in France, The
agricultural sections of America will be

.| strained to their utmost to meet  the de-

mand. By a united and_ intelligently  di-
rected effort only, can the requirements
be met. Many sections can produce a
large variety of crops whereas climatic
conditions decide for several with New

3runswick amongthe'number havmg s?me
‘what limited poeaﬂnhtes. but able  pro-
duce many ¢rops in abundance. We can
assmtby proc[ucmg to the limit all the
potatoa, grains, butter, cheese, beef, pork,

,andpoultry that is possible, Labor 'is

scarce and expensive, the seasons may be
not too favorable but our conditions are
far better than those under which many
others labor.

The 1917 crop was none too sausfactory
We must not hesitate however, about lay-
ing plans for the greatest possible acreage
for1918.We may not be able directly to ex
port wheat, sugar and flour, but wecan
supply substitutes thus setting free from
other parts larger quantities.

The Provincial Department of Agricul-
ture and the Greater Production Commit-
tee are working co-operatively in order to

wick. It has been decided to contract for
15,000 bushels of oats, 3,000 bushels of
wheat, 1,000 bushels of barley. 1,000 bush-
els of buckwheat and 1,500 tons of 3-6-5
fertilizer. The grain will be for distribu-
tion in the early spring of 1918, Larger
quantities of grain are required in order
that more livéstock may be fed without
1mpotqu all concentrates.

One of thewtfnctore influencing pro-
duction is an adequate supply of fertilizers.
Undoubtedly the supply. for 1918 will fall
for short of the demand 'and 'im order to
partially meet the situation  the.above
mentioned purchase has been made.  If
the demand for chemicals warrants action
the Department will not hesitate to_ pur-
chase in the best market a quantity sufs
ficent to meet the demands. The fertiliz-
ers will be sold on a cash basis or by ar-

.| rangement through any local bank,

Mz Chas. Shaw, of ‘Hartland, has been
engdged to .look after the distribution.
His head quarters will be the Department
of Agriculture, Fredericton, but mail or
telephone enquiries to the Agricultural
School Woodstock will reach him guickly.
