Of all the experts on the case Clarence 

Kinyg is the best Anown to the world at 
large, while his position in science, is one 
of the highest eminence. Mis investiga­
tions in the field of geology have been 
fruitful of not a few most important 
discoveries, and he has embodied the re­
sults of. his labor in a number of works, 
which are recognized authorities in thaï; 
department of science. His treatise on 
the solution of the problem of the age of 
the earth was welcomed with widespreau 
applause, was spoken of admiringly by 
.the great Helmholtz and received the pub­
lic approval of Lord Melvin. He com­
bines with a rare faculty, for scientific re­
search a keen literary and artistic taste, 
and to his writings there is a literary grace 
and finish, which works of this character 
too often lack. He has been a great trav­
eller, and has spent much time in Europe 
and in exploratory visits to Central and 
South America. Mr. King is a Rhode 
Islander by birth and a descendant of the 
early Puritan refugees from religious per­
secution under the Stuarts. He graduated 
in 1861 from the scientific department of 
Yale, where he made a specialty of geo­
logy and the kindred sciences under Dana. 
In the spring of 1863 he crossed the great 
plains of the west, on horseback, to join 
the geological survey of California, and 
from 1863 tô 1867 he was engaged continu­
ously on the geological survey, with the 
exception of a few months when his ser­
vices were secured .by the engineering de­
partment of the United States army to 
make a geological survey of Arizona. On 
the California survey Mr. King's work 
chiefly lay among the high mountains of 
the oierra Nevada, and in a study of the 
gold belt.

In 1867 the Union and Central Pacific 
railway having been begun from both 
ends simultaneously the idea was con­
ceived of starting a geological and explor­
atory survey of the whole country to be 
opened up by the road. The government 
adopted the suggestion and the then 
retary of war, Edward M. Stanton, placed 
Mr. King in charge of the exploration.
I his important work was immediately un­
der the secretary of war, and the survey 
party was officially attached to the bureau 
of engineers of the United States army.

exploration, therefore, was a mili* 
t^iy one. This work lasted from the 
f Fing»of. 1868 until 1874, and resulted in 
the publication of seven quarto volume* 
and extra topographical, geo1 >giuil an 1 
mining atlases. Mr. King's individual 
contribution was a monograph on the 
Comstock lode, which was the first ex­
tensive study of a mining district done by 
the United States. These publications 
were issued and the work completed in 
1874. In 1879 the United States 
carrying on three different explorations of 
à scientific character and in the interest 
of economy and uniformity and of better 
administration the government of the 
United States concluded to abolish all ex­
isting experimental work and create a 
permanent bureau of the government, 
which should be entitled the Geological 
Survey of the United States.

The plan of the bureau and the actual 
legislation in connection with it was draft­
ed by Mr. King. Upon its organization, 
which he conducted, he was asked to act 
as the first director. He accepted the ap- 
lointment and continued to hold it until 
[882, when he resigned, in order that he 
might have more freedom for foreign 
travel. In his foreign travel he went over 
the whole of Europe, the north of Africa, 

West Indies, the islands of the north 
and south Pacific and the whole of Cen­
tral America and Mexico. These trips 
were all of a professional character, as all 
the travels of scientific men are.

LEAVE REFUSED.

The Application Can Be Renewed Dur­
ing the Progress of the Trial.

Tuesday Mr. Justice Walkem delivered 
a short judgment disposing of the applica­
tion made by counsel for the Centre Star 
te the pending action with the Iron Mask. 
On Monday Davies, Q. C., applied for leave 
to do certain experimental work te the 
shaft on the Iron Mask ground, reading 
an affidavit of J. B. Hastings te support of 
the metion that the work sought to be 
done yould be of use te determining the 
issues to be tried in the action. His lord- 
ship, having considered the judgment of 
the full court on a previous application for 
the same relef, stated that te his opinion 
the judgment of the full court decided that 
he had jurisdiction to make the order 
asked in the interests of justice. The full 
court, however, was of the opinion that in 
the state of the case as presented to them 
the order should not be made, and the 
learned judge was of the opinion that the 
state of the case had not been changed 
since the decision referred to, and that he 

‘was bound by the finding of the court. He 
would not dismiss the motion, however, 
but would adjourn it, with leave to the de­
fendants to bring it on at such time during 
the trial as would be most convenient, in 
view of the evidence then being adduced 
before the court. Both counsel could then 
discuss the whole question fully whether 
the order should be made or not.

A First Class Daily Express and 
Stage Service to Bossburg.

Development of Mining Properties in 
the Boundary—Interview With 

Mr. 8. P. Balaton.

Grand Forks, April 14.—[Special.]— 
Within 10 days a first class daily express 
and stage service between this city and 
Marcus and Bossburg will be established. 
Three weeks hence will see the same ser­
vice extended to Republic. The details 
were arranged here today by State Sen­
ator W. H. Plummer and Thomas Hye of 
Spokane, directors of the Marcus and Re­
public Transportation & Express company. 
The schedule has been so arranged that 
Grand Forks will be one of the termini 
for both lines; passengers going to and 
from Republic will spend the night in this 
city. The same applies equally to their 
other patrons, who have interests, at 
Greenwood or other points in the Bound­
ary country. An individual will be en­
abled to leave Spokane in the morning and 
be in Grand Forks the same day before 
darkness. The equipment will include 

Concord coaches drawn by six horses. 
Each vehicle performing a servidfe each 
way daily, will cover the distance in seven 
hours, and will accommodate from 12 to 
14 passengers. The hour of departure 
from the railway will be 1:30 in the 
afternoon. Stages going east will leave 
here at 5 a. m. There will be four relays 
along the route. ..he express service will 
be equally expeditious. Valuable packages 
will be carried in portable safes as a pre­
caution against highway men. The pres­
ident and treasurer of the Marcus & Re­
public Transportation & Express company 
(incorporated) is Colonel W. M. Ridpath, 
the former treasurer of the Le Roi mine 
before its purchase by the B. A. C.

foot level. It is evident that he intended 
to reach the portion of the station 
south side. The opening in the a 
the 300-foot level is but four feet square, 
and the bucket is 36 inches in diameter, 
and this left only a very small space for 
the passage of Collins’ body. Charles Mead 
stood looking at Collins, and describes how 
he got out of the bucket, and said that 
his action seemed inexplicable to him. He 
seemed to have forgotten the danger, and 
this temporary absence of mind cost him 
his life. No one was to blame for the 
accident. Norman Fraser, the pump man, 
had been down to the 500-foot level, and 
the trapdoor in the shaft at the 300-foot 
level was open. This is not unusual, as it 
is always left open when work is in pro­
gress in the 500-foot level. The men had 
been informed that the trapdoor was open 
before they descended into the shaft, and 
Collins spoke of it when he was descend­
ing to McKinnon, and told him to be care­
ful when he got out of the bucket.

NEED OF SIB WILLIAM HEBE

Sir William Van Home would do wisely, 
in the interests of his company, if he 
would hasten his arrival in British Col­
umbia. His presence here, from a strict­
ly C. P. R standpoint, is urgently requir­
ed. His agents are not allowing good 
management in the Corbin charter affair. 
Blunder after blunder has been commit­
ted at a time when it was desirable that 
the “smoothest” diplomacy should be dis­
played. To such a lamentable pass, in­
deed, have the acknowledged agents of 
his company brought matters that no re­
spectable newspaper in the province dare 
now yield the corporation any open as­
sistance in its fight for monopoly, 
managers of such papers recognize the 
fact very clearly that by such a step they 
must jeopardize their influence with their 
readers, if, indeed, they would not dis­
astrously affect their business. This is 
the* case with those journals which have 
ever been friendly towards the (,'.

While high grade mining propositions are 
looked on with much favor, some splendid 
results have been secured from large bodies 
of low grade ore. Very high grade ore is 
usually pockety, and it is often found in 
small veins, and these frequently do not 
give the best results. Great wide veins 
of low grade ore which assay the same 
throughout that can be made to yield just 
a little per ton over the cost of treatment 
are being sought for more and more. Min­
ers are begining to pay more attention, 
therefore, to quantity than to quality than 
they used to, and a proposition where the 
ore deposits are large and the conditions 
favorable for cheap reduction does not go 
long begging for a purchaser. Mines of 
this sort are lasting, and they go on yield­
ing dividends indefinitely. The Treadwell 
mine near Juneau, Alaska, is a case in 
point. This mine has paid in dividends 
$3,625,000, and before it was acquir­
ed by the Treadwell company, when 
the mine was owned by the Alaska Min­
ing and Milling company, it had paid 
$700,000 in dividends. The ore of this 
mine is very low grade. It never exceeds 
$3.60 a ton, and it often averages only a 
few cents over $2 per ton, but the condi­
tions ere such that the maximum of eco­
nomy in reduction is possible.

THE WEEK’S REPORT.

The Miner gives a batch of letters from 
its special correspondents at five points 
in Southern British Columbia, viz.: 
Kaslo, Sandon, Sloean City, Grand Forks 
and Nelson. It will be noted with satis­
faction that the eight-hour labor law is 
not likely to cause further trouble in the 
Sloean. The mine owners and the men 
apparently understand the situation and 
there is an evident disposition to come 
together and avoid anything approaching 
an open rupture. The government has 
plainly intimated that it does not desire 
to enforce the act and suggests that the 
whole question can be profitably brought 
up at the next session of the provincial 
house, when both of the parties interested 
can be fully heard. In the case of the 
Athabasca mine the Miners’ Union of 
Sandon offered to send union men to Nel­
son to work the property and the offer 
was accepted. From the Boundary Creek 
country the news shows that this section 
is busily engaged in preparing for the sea­
son now close at hand. The spring tide 
of travel is everywhere in evidence, and 
It is safe to say that at the present time 
no portion of " Canada has brighter busi­
ness prospects than the Kootenay district.

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NEWS OF KASLO.
Suspension of the Eight Hour Law- 

Ore Shipments From Kaslo.
Kaslo, April 15.—[Special.]—The partial 

suspension of the eignt-hour law for 2 1-2 
months has given tne mining community 
a breathing spell, and work will go on in 
the meantime as usual, except in the case 
of properties where development 
large scale has been contemplated, all of 
which will be left in abeyance until the 
question is settled.

The law as it stands does not evidently 
convey the full meaning of its promoters, 
which would be expressed by an additional 
clause as follows: “Provided, that for 
every such day’s work or shift no less rate 
of wages shall be paid than the sum of 
$3.50.” The inherent unworkableness of 
such laws is the circumstance that delays 
the advent of the millenium.

The invitation sent out by the Rossland 
board of trade asking other boards in 
Southeastern British Columbia to send 
representatives to a joint meeting, is prob­
ably the beginning of a movement which 
will affect history. The peculiar con­
ditions that have sprung up in Kootenay 
since the era of mining development be­
gun, have not as yet been anywhere ade­
quately represented, and in a local parlia­
ment, which such-a convention would be, 
it is possible that some of the more prom­
inent needs of the district would be formu­
lated, and such a common understanding 
in regard to them arrived at as would lead 
to common action.1 From the favorable 
reception accorded the proposition, it may 
be inferred that the first parliament of 
Kootenay and South Yale, will asemble in 
Rossland in June, 1899.

M. S. Davys of the Hall Mines com­
pany, arrived in Kaslo on Saturday. It is 
believed that the difficulty between the 
company and the owners of the True Blue, 
will be adjusted, and that promising prop­
erty will be speedily developed into a per­
manent mine.

The men employd at the Leviathan have 
completed their tunnel contract, and the 
company has decided to continue the 
tunnel 50 feet, the indications being such 
as to warrant further expenditure.

They were taken on Wednesday by the 
steamer Hercules to the head of the lake 
and landed on the west or Lardo side. The 
mission is the location of a railway line 
from Kootenay lake to Trout lake. Prim- 
arily the valley of the Lardo proper is to 
be the scene of their operations. But 
they were very anxious to get information 
as to the valley of the Duncan as well, 
and they refer to the construction of the 
line between Kootenay and Howôer lakes 
as a possibility for this year.

It is reported that the party is quite 
independent of the local C. P. R. authori­
ties, receiving instructions only from gen­
eral headquarters, and making arrange­
ments for outfit, transportation, etc., en­
tirely on their own responsibility. It is 
hoped here that the Kootenay Railway &
Navigation company will be stirred to ac­
tivity by the enterprise of their rivals.

A mining deal of some importance has 
been successfully consummated. The 
Lucky Jim mine at Bear lake 
has been sold by the Braden 
brothers to a syndicate of English capital­
ists, represented by A. R. Brown, who has 
been in Kaslo for a year past. The terms 
are $6,500 cash and $43,500 at four months.
The Lucky Jim has a record as capable of 
a large output of ore, which has been hith­
erto seriously depreciated in value by its 
zinc contents. A wire tram was put in 
about two years ago and some 1,500 tons 
of ore shipped, but it has been lately 
standing idle. Mr. Brown is sending a gang 
of men to the mine today. He proposes 
to ship the ore to Great Britain via the 
Pacific coast. The deal was made through 
the agency of A. J. Smith of the Surprise 
mine, who has had, for some time, an 
option on the property. Mr. Smith leaves 
for Toronto today in connection with some 
other mining deals which hé has on the 
tapis.

Sandon, April 15.—[Special.]—“Old King

The vein was 
opened up in several places for a distance 
of several hundred feet, and an average 
sample, when assayed today, gave returns 
of $160 per ton.

The Iron Mask and Centre Star Ac­
tion Commenced.

His Lordship Mr. Justice Walkem took 
xhis seat Monday afternoon at half-past 
two in the improvised court room that 
Registrar Schofield has constructed out of 
the Miners’ Union hall. Quite an audi­
ence had gathered in the expectation of 
hearing some of the evidence in the fam­
ous case of the Iron Mask Gold Mining 
company against the Centre Star Mining & 
Milling company, George Gooderham and 
Thomas Gibbs Blackstock. No evidence 
was taken, however, and the main case will 
not open until Thursday morning next at 
10 o’clock.

E. V. Bodwell, Q. C., and A. H. Mac- 
Neill, Q. C., (both wearing the silk for the 
first time) appeared on behalf of the plain­
tiffs, and E. P. Davis, Q. C., and A. C. 
Galt for the defendents.

Mr. Bodwell stated that he had an ap­
plication to make before the case was gone 
into, and that his learned friend Mr. Davis 
also desired to make an application on be­
half of the defendents. The plaintiffs fur­
ther desirte to amend their statement of 
claim as filed and already aniehded. It is 
sought to add two clauses, setting out—
The two prospectors, Bourjouis and Mor­

ris, entered into an agreement in 1890 that 
each should have a one-half interest in 
the claims located by either of them. Sub­
sequently, in the same year, Bourjouis lo­
cated the Centre Star and Morris the 
Idaho, in violation of the statute, which 
prohibits a free miner from locating more 
than one claim on the same ledge. >

Subsequently, in 1891, Bourjouis and 
Morris made a relocation of the two claims 
in their joint names, and this the plain­
tiffs claim is Ho better than the first. Sub­
sequently the government issued a patent 
in 1893 of the Centre Star ground, and the 
plaintiffs claim that while this may be a 
good and valid grant, jt only dates prac­
tically from the time it was applied for, 
and not from the date of the original loca­
tion or the relocation referred to, both of 
which the plaintiffs allege are void.

After hearing counsel, His Lordship de­
cided that he was obliged to allow the 
amendments as aSked, but upon terms. The 
plaintiffs must pay the costs of the appli­
cation. The defendants have the right to 
amend their defense, if so advised, and to 
have an adjournment of the trial in order 
to obtain and put in the evidence of the 
original locators, Bourjouis and Morris, 
should it become necessary, and an order 
Tiv&s so made.

This will not interfere with the hearing 
next Thursday, when a start will be made 
in the evidence.

Mr. Davis then applied to the court for 
leave to do certain experimental work on 
the. ground of the Iron Mask in order to 
obtain certain evidence of facts for use at 
the trial. In opposing the motion Mr. 
Bodwell contended that the matter had 
been decided on the appeal of the defend­
ants to the full court on a previous appli­
cation made for the same purpose. The 
full court, Mr. Bodwell said, had all the 
facts before them now alleged. •

At the conclusion of the argument His 
Lordship reserved his decision m thé mat­
ter. Judgment will probably be given 

time before the court reassembles on 
Thursday next.

Mountain Lion Machinery I. Working 
Well—Other Not...

Republic, Wash., April 14.—j[ Special.]— 
The Kate Hayward crosscut is in 150 feet, 
with about 50 feet more to run to cut the 
ledge.

The Alice Eureka tunnel, in the Klon­
dike camp, is in 80 feet. It has been run 
for 20 feet through a blind ledge, showing 
considerable quartz which assays well. 
The tunnel is being driven for the main 
ledge, which is about 50 feet distant. The 
second ledge is about 100 feet distant.

John King, with a crew of men and a 
pack train, started today for King’s camp, 

the south half, about 20 miles distant. 
Mr. King is the owner of several claims, 
the best known of which is the Bonanza 
and Nispelton. Other parties are going 
along to develop their respective claims. 
King’s camp f is about four miles south­
east from the late strike on Gold creek.

In running an open cut on the Hit or 
Miss claim a 12-foot ledge of solid quartz 

exposed. It is about 200 feet from 
their 35-foot shaft, and now that the snow 
has disappeared from that vicinity they 

going to strip the ledge to the shaft, 
prospecting for the pay chute. Ledges are 
here in plenty, but the all-important fac­
tor is the pay chute, and the management 
of the Hit or Miss is developing the sur­
face in pursuit of it.

THE EIGHT HOUR LAW
The Government Has Suspended Its 

.Operation.

PREMIER SEMLIN’S VIEWS
The Law Will Come Up Again at the 

Next Session For Discussion—Space 
For British Columbia at the Paria 
Exhibition.

Victoria, April 15.—As a result of the 
representations made by the mine owners 
the provincial government has definitely 
suspended the operation of the legislation 
prohibiting the employment of men under 
ground in auriferous mines more than 
eight hours a day.

Hon. Fred Hume, minister of mines, 
says that it will stand suspended until the 
opinion of the miners, the other parties to 
be considered, could be heard. Speaking 
on the same subject, Premier Semlin said 
the government proposed to proceed slowly 
and to do nothing which would cause fric­
tion btween the mine owners and ___

The government would institute no pro­
ceedings for the present, or in any way 
seek to disturb the existing relations be­
tween employers and employees. Should 
the miners in any district ask for its en­
forcement their request will be granted. In 
stich case one month’s notice has been as­
sured the mine owners before the act 
comes into force. The government has in­
structed Inspector MacGregor to this ef­
fect. The question of retention or repeal 
of the law is a matter that will be left to 
the house at the ne?t session.

The Provincial government this morn­
ing received the plans for the British Co­
lumbia pavilion, to be erected at the Paris 
exposition for British exhibitors. The en­
tire floor space is 3,900 square feet, of 
which about an eighth is available for Can­
ada, and a proportinate area for British 
Columbia. At the World’s Fair at Chi­
cago the province had 14,000 square feet 
of space, every inch of which was used.

At the last session of the legislature a 
vote of $15,000 was included in the esti­
mates to meet the expenditures 
of the exhibit, and as the space is 
to be so small this appropriation is likely 
to be ample.

When it became known that the British 
Empire would be so cramped for accom­
modation, the British Columbia represen­
tative suggested hiring a building apart 
from the exposition structure, where an 
ample display could be made. This con­
cession, however, was refused.

The steamer City of Seattle, three days 
overdue from northern points, was the 
cause of some anxious speculation today, 
until word arrived of her having been tow­
ed into Juneau by the Amur of this city, 
who found her helpless with a broken 
crank shaft.

COAL-LOADING RECORDS.

What Nanaimo Can Do at Her Col­
lieries—Some Oomparieone

Nanaimo as a coal mining center is stead­
ily forcing itself to the front and is fast 
becoming the chief coaling port on the 
North Pacific for all deep sea vessels. Yes­
terday the monthly shipments of coal from 
the island collieries were published. luese 
showed that during the quarter tnuing 
March 31, 150,306 tone have been shipped 
the majority of which was for American 
users. Out of this total the New Vancou­
ver Coal company shipped in March alone, 
31,547 tons; the Wellington collieries, 17,- 
150, and the Union mines 11,208 tons, mak­
ing a total of 59,905 tons for the month.

The New Vancouver Coal company,, 
without any extra exertion, has placed 750 
ton» of its superior quality of Nanaimo coal 
per hour, for five consecutive hours, in the 
steamer Titania. This is at the rate of 12 
1-2 tons per minute. Not very long since 
9,000 tons were loaded into steamers by 
this company in 50 hours. The vessels 
were the Burma and Siam. They arrived 
in the port within a few hours of each 
other and took on coal simultaneously from 
the bunkers. This not only shows the su­
perior loading facilities of the company, 
but demonstrates the fact that its storage 
facility is sufficient to load nearly 9,000 
tons without depending on the simultane­
ous output of the mines.

Only last week the steamer Mineola com­
pleted loading 3,200 tons of coal in 11 3-4 
hours, which is one of Nanaimo’s record 
times. Vancouver News-Advertiser.

Coryell’» New Map of Grand Forks and 

Kettle River Division» Corrected to
April I, 1999.
Another map has just been issued by 

John A. Coryell, C. E., P. L. S., etc., of 
Grand Forks, of the Grand Forks and 
Kettle River Mining divisions. It shows 
the mineral claims located up to 
April 1, 1899, in these two mining div­
isions.

Slatan Pasha has been discussing Mr. 
Rhodes telegraph and railway scheme. He 
is not unfriendly to either project; but 
is frankly of the opinion that the exten­
sion of the telegraph wire south of the 
Soudan would probably be of little value 
so long as no direct means of transjport 
existed between Cairo and the Cape. Still, 
such a. telegraph line might be of advan­
tage in creating such a connection.

and often a freeze-up, which is a very ex­
pensive thing for the company owning the 
furnace. Furnaces, if working well, can 
be run from three to eight months without 
being shut down for repairs. If the fire 
“climbs” in the furnace the fuel is ex­
hausted before the proper time, partially 
melted ore sticks to the sides of the fur­
nace, and it gradually closes up, necessi­
tating the cooling off of the furnace and 
barring off the accumulated slag and ore, 
a very expensive and uncomfortable oper­
ation. An accumulation on the sides of 
the furnace is generally called by the fur- 
nacemen a sow.

The silver saved in a lead-silver furnace 
should equal 95 to 98 per cent of the assay 
value of the ores. The gold will generally 
equal the full assay values in tne ores, 
while the lead saved will equal from 90 to 
94 per cent of the assay values.

Most smelters endeavor to have thin lead 
bullion run from 200 to 300 ounces silver to 
the ton. It is generally refined by one of 
three methods, cuppellation, the Pattison 
process and the Parks process, or a com­
bination of these processes.

The Pattison process consists- in putting 
the bullion in large iron pots, where it is 
melted and then cooled * to a point where 
the lead commences to crystalize. It has 
been found that lead that crystalizes first 
contains very little silver, that which re­
mains liquid containing most of the values. 
The crystals are removed with a perforat­
ed ladle into an adjoining pot, and the 
operation repeated from one pot to an­
other, until the lead in the last pot on the 
right is found to contain too small a quan­
tity of silver to pay for further refining.

The liquid metal in the first pot used 
transferred to one-on the left, and is melt­
ed and cooled in the same manner, the 
crystals removed being put in the pots on 
the right, while the liquid and more fusible 
alloy is removed to pots on the left. In 
thfe wav it is found that there will be a 
very rien alloy of silver in the extreme left 
hand pot/ and nearly pure lead in the 
furthest right hand pot. This rich alloy 
is further refined by cuppellation, tvhich 
consists in putting it in a clay or bone ash 
receptacle and blowing a blast of air' over 
it while it is in a state of fusion. The lead 
is oxidized and drawn off as litharge, (lead 
oxide) while the gold and silver remains 
999 fine.

The Parks method consists in melting 
the lead bullion and putting into it molten 
zinc. The zinc has a stronger affinity for 
the silver than the lead, and consequently 
attracts it. The zinc and silver having a 
lighter specific gravity and higher fusion 
point, rises to the surface and is taken 
off as a crust. The zinc crust containing 
the silver is then put into a properly con­
structed furnace, where the zinc is driven 
off as an oxide,% the silver remaining near­
ly pure. The zinc fumes are conducted to 
a chamber where they are condensed and 
saved as a commercial product.

LARGE RESERVES OF ORE
Major Leckie Tells of His Recent 

Inspection of the B. C.

There Is 3000 Tons Ready for the Smel­
ter Taken Out in the Course 

of the Development.

Major R. G. Edwards Leckie, in 
speaking about his recent trip to the 
Boundary Creek country yesterday, said: 
“The development work on the 50-foot 
level of the B. C. mine has opened up a 
large body of ore. A drive has been made 
to the north from the shaft for 
a distance of over 70 feet, and is in 
clean shipping ore all the way. In the 
lower, or 150-foot level, the north drift 
has been extended for 80 feet, and has 
opened up considerable shipping ore. In 
the work recently done there has been ex­
tracted 1,000 tons of ore, which, added to 
the 2,000 tons recently taken out, gives 
a total of 3,000 tons that is ready on the 
dump for shipment to the smelter as soon 
as the railway is finished and ready to re- 
as the railway is finished and ready to re­
ceive it. The ore recently extracted con­
sists of two grades. The higher grade .... 
ries $1 in gold, six ounces in silver and 
12 per cent copper, or about $30 per ton. 
The second grade ore carries $1.50 in gold, 
three ounces in silver and six per cent 
copper, or a total value of $15 per ton. 
The 3,000 tons of ore was all taken out 
during the progress of the development 
work. There has been no attempt made 
to stope any of the ore. It has been 
blocked out and left. This shows what 
large reserves of ore there is in the mine. 
Twenty men are now employed in the 
mine. A new 40-horse power boiler has 
just been installed. The plant, before this 
boiler was put in consisted of a 30-horse 
power boiler, a5-drill compressor, etc. This 
plant will be used until the new one is in­
stalled. The new plant will consist of two 
80-horse power boilers, a 20-drill compres­
sor and a new hoist. This will be shipped 
in just as soon as the Canadian Pacific 
railway is finished. The work of con­
structing the branch railway from the main 
line of the C. P. R. from Eholt to Sum­
mit camp has already been commenced. 
The branch is two miles in length.

“Considerable development work is be­
ing done on other mining properties in the 
Summit camp. This is notably the case 
with the R. Bell. There is in this prop­
erty from three to four feet of high grade 
copper ore, which is believed to be the 
richest in the Summit camp. The Rem­
ington, another property in Summit camp, 
has a good surface showing. Work is also 
being vigorously pushed on the Rathmul- 
len and the Homestake. The outlook for 
Summit camp as a copper producer is very 
encouraging.

for the precious metals. The collector of the 
precious metals in a furnace is sometimes 
called the wash for that furnace. Hence 
we have the term wet ore applied to those 
ores which are expected to supply the wash 
or collector in the furnace.

The term dry ore is applied to those 
ores which do not contribute to any con­
siderable extent a collector for the preci­
ous metals. They contribute largely to the 
slag-making substances in the turnace.
The term is usually applied to silicious 
ores, but in the case of a lead smelter it 
may be applied to ores not containing lead 
or containing it in such small quantities 
as to be of no importance as furnishing a 
collector for the precious metals.

Rossland ores for lead smelting purp 
may be considered dry ores. I he hi 
are substances not containing gold and 
silver values, which, added to the furnace 
charge . form with the ore a light and 
easily fused slag. The fluxes added to 
lead-silver furnace are generally iron ores 
and lime stones. .. , , *If the average of ores supplied to a fur­
nace contains sufficient silica, iron and 
lime to 4‘orm a light and, easily fused slag, 
they are termed self-fluxing, and the buy 
ing of iron ores and limestone, a source of 
considerable expense to the smelter, is ob-

Some ores can be sufficiently calcined by 
ordinary heap or stall roasting.

In this method the ore is oiled < u a 
layer of cordwood, which starts the file, 
and the combustion of the sulphur in the 
ores accomplishes the rest. By this 
method the sulphur contents can be re­
duced to from 3 to 6 per cent, and a large 
portion of baser metals is oxidized.

Most lead smelters, however, prefer reg: 
ular roasting furnaces, of which there are 
a great many different patems in use . In 
these the sulphur contents are reduced to 
from one-half per cent to 3 per cent. Much 
of the arsenic, antimony and other objec­
tionable substances are all eliminated.

When a smelter receives a large amount 
of fine concentrates and fine ores, it is 
necessary to sintre or aglomerate them 
to avoid excessive dust being driven out 
of the furnace by the blast, and to prevent 
packing of the charge in the furnace.

The ores for a lead-silver furnace must 
be mixed so that their average contents 
will form a light and easily fusable slag, 
and so that there will be sufficient lead to 
collect all of the gold and silvèr values.

It has been found in practice that unless 
there is at least 8 per cent of the charge 
lead, the loss of gold and silver is ,ejces- 
sive. Twelve per cent is about the gen­
eral average used.

The office of the slag is to hold in solu­
tion or suspension the worthless portion 
of the ore, and at the same time allow the 
molten lead to pass through it, collecting 
the valuable contents. The mixing of the 
ores is one of the most important opera­
tions in connection with the smelter, and 
should always* be in charge pf a thoroughly 
■practical and experienced "metallurgist. 
The slag should contain nearly equal por­
tions or silica and ferous oxide <abf iron, 
and from 12 to 28 per cent lime.

Captain Lebrun-Renaud then related 
how he had repeated the words of Drey­
fus' to numerous officers. The next day 
he repeated them to General Mercier and 
to M. Dupuy, who took him to President 
Cassimir-Perier. The latter questioned 
him (the witness) regarding his indiscre­
tions to journalists. The witness denied, 
on that occasion, speaking to reporters, 
but he admitted that perhaps he had 
spoken in their hearing. Since that time, 
as the result of this blame, and on a warn­
ing from his superior officer, Colonel Ris- 
bourg, he had not spoken of the matter, 
except to some superiors. He did not 
make any affidavit, but just an ordinary 
report of a conversation, which he re­
garded as a confession, of the delivery of 
documents. He did not repeat the words 
of Dreyfus before M. Cassimir-Perier or 
M. Dupuy, as they did not ask him any­
thing about Dreyfus, but he showed his 
notes of the conversation with Dreyfus to 
M. Cavaignac.

Colonel Risbourg was called, and con­
firmed Captain Lebrun-Renaud’s account of 
his (Risbourg’s) reprimanding him, and 
admitted that he had not made an affi­
davit of the incidents because they were 
known to the minister and to M. Cassi­
mir-Perier. Some officèrs testified tnat 
Captain Arelles, who, according to Captain 
Lebrun-Renaud, was present during the 
conversation with Dreyfus, had described 
the interview to them immediately after­
wards, clearly showing that Dreyfus had 
made the avowals. General Barras, who 
commanded the parade at the execution 
of the sentence, testified that when the 
judgment was read, Dreyfus exclaimed: 
“I am still worthy to belong to the army: 
Vive la Armee, Vive la France.” General 
Barras said he heard no other words from 
him during the ceremony of degredation.
