ATCHMAN AT WILCOX MILL

KILLED BY BEING CAUGHT
IN MACHINERY.

S BODY FOUND REVOLVING
YESTERDAY WITH THE
MAIN*‘SHAFT.

YMIR, May 5.—A frightful fatality
curred during last night at the wil-
bx mill. When the day shift went to
e mill this morning between 5 and
o’clock they were horrified to dis-
over the dead body of W. J. Salmon
evolving with the shaft of the main
ulley. Life had apparently been ex-
kinct for several hours, and a hole 12
ches in depth had been worn in the
ound beneath by the continuous
eating of the body.
Salmon was 23 years old and a na-
ve of Ottawa, Ont. He had been em-
bloyed at the Wilcox mine for the past
hine months, and was in charge of the
mill during the night.

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IS THE C. P. R. TITLE WEAK ?

People of East Kootenay Aroused to Enquire About the
~ Crown Granting of a Big Block—A Strong
Belief that the Land Still

to the Crown.

FORT STEELE, May 6.—It is alleged
tbat there is a cloud upon the title of
another large East Kootenay land grant
to the C. P. R, The recent signing of
the lieutenant-governor of the bill can-
celling the grant of over 600,000 acres
in block 4593, embracing the whole of
the southeast corner of British Columbia,
has resulted in investigations here with
regard to the titles to other C. P. R.
land grants from the provincial govern-
ment, and hence it is that a new and
startling discovery has been made.

Adjoining block 4593 on the west s
block 4589, containing about one million
acres of coal, oil, timber and farm lands.
The grant is many miles wide, and ex-
tends from the international boundary
northwards across the Crow’s Nest Pass
railjway and into the heart of the Elk
river country. This tract of land is fully
as rich, if not more so, than the now
famous Flathead district contained in
block 4593.

It is certain that the crown grant to
block 4589 was irregularly issued if a
survey was not made according to the
prescribed rules of the provincial govern-
pent. It is a plainly established fact

Prospectors and surveyors returning
from the Flathead district declare that
they have been unable to discover any
trace of the so-called eastern boundary
of block. 4589. It is thought that the
crown grant was issued upon merely a
description of metes and bounds, and
therefore block 4589 is government land
and open to location and preemption by
the general publie.

There is a rumor here to the effect
that Col. Prior, the premier of British
Columbia, has been aware of all this
for some time, but the astonishing fea-
ture of it is that he has taken no steps
to save this magnificent heritage to the
people. It is not known whether E. V.
Bodwell, the legal representative of the
Great Northern railway at Vietoria, has
ever been consulted upon the subject,
but there is a report in circulation to
the effect that he is fully conversant
with all the circumstances surrounding
the issnance of the crown grant and
could make some interesting revelations
were he asked to do so. The great
trouble is that the people of East Koot-
enay have become so impoverished by
the poliey of the provincial government,

which has tied up almost the whole
district for the benefit of the C. P. R.,
that they cannot raise sufficient funds
to.take up the case.
The fact that their representative in
the legislature, B. C. Smith, has recently
flopped to the government side of the
house has left them in a worse plight
than ever, -

The outlook for East Kootenaians js
hopeless unless the oppositionists in the
legislature come to the rescue. They
feel that if Hon. Richard McBride, the
leader of the Opposition, would come
out squarely against the aggression of
the railway company in this district, all
would yet be well. There are millions
of acres of land and millions upon mil-
lions of dollars to be saved to the pro-
vince. i

This rumor concerning the title to the
million acres in block 4589 has started
prospectors to the district. The block
contains some of the richest coal, petrol-
eum and agricultural lands in Western
eanada. A great excitement is-likely
to follow, and an army of fortune hunt-
ers is expected from the United States.
If it is finally proved that block 4589
belongs to the crown instead of the C.
P. R. it is safe to say that there will be
50,000 strangers located in this section
within the next two years.

Survey Now Under Way—
Straightening Spitzee
Shaft.

The most recent development in con-
nection with the plans for the White
Bear this summer is that of securing
direct connection with the railroad. Pre-
liminary steps in this direction are now
being taken.

R. A. Bainbridge, resident engineer of
the Kootenay-Boundary division of the
Canadian Pacific, has been in the city
sinee Saturday night with a conple of
assistants for the purpose of locating
a spur to the White Bear works.

The surveyed line as demarked up to
the present time leaves the main line be-
tween the water tank and Union avenue,
and follows the course of Trail creek
to the mine biuldings. An excellent grade
can be secured at comparatively small
cost for grading, and the land traversed
is of comparatively small value for other
purposes owing to its proximity to the
creek.

An advantage to the company at this
suncture will obtain from the prompt
construction of the spur, inasmuch as
they figure on extensive building dur-
ing the summer and will secure a con-
crete advantage by the delivery of ma-
terials of all descriptions and machinery
ou the ground instead of being compelled
t~ use wagons between the railroad and
the mine.

WORK IN THE SHAFT.

Work has been commenced in the shaft
of the Spitzee mine, and the resumption
of underground operations is thus to be
facilitated. The water having been
reduced to the level of the horizontal
workings, the management concluded to
proceed with the alterations to the shaft
as the result of which a straight incline
will be secured instead of the irregular
angle previously in existence. The work
will be carried on concurrently with the
unwatering, and the end in view is to
have matters in such shape that when
the mine is unwatered, the shaft will be
in shape to receive the new winding
plant, and development of the 100 and
lower levels can proceed without inter-
ruption. ;

AFTER MANY DAYS

LONG DRAWN OUT SUIT OF
CLARK V8. COLLOM CLOSED
YESTERDAY.

SETTLEMENT BY WHICH PLAIN-
TIFF SECURES A LARGE SUM
OF MONEY.

A famous Kootenay law suit came to a
sudden close yesterday afternoon when

the litigants in the long-drawn action of
Clark vs. Collom agreed upon the terms
of a settlement, which disposes of the
| issue altogether. The case was set down
for a hearing at this sittings of the Su-
preme court, but has been withdrawn
from the calendar.

The case received notoriety from one
end of Canada to.the other last year
| because of the committal to jail of Wil-
liam MecAdams, editor of the Sandon
Paystreak, for contempt of court in mak-
! ing comments on the delays in Clark vs.
; Collom, which the Supreme court judges
\deemed offensive. The treatment of the
editor evoked a storm of criticism, and
McAdams’'s sentence was speedily re-
‘yoked. ;

Almost three years ago, J. K. Clark,
of New Denver, commenced suit against
J. Frank Collom, managing director of
the Arlington mine, near Slocan City,
to compel the delivery of 83,000 shares
of stock in the Arlington company, which
Clark maintained was due him as com-
mission on the sale of the property to
the Arlington company. The action was
vigorously fought by the defendants. A
series of points were raised in the Su-

preme court and then appealed to the
full court, thus dragging out the litiga-
tion considerably. Finally the delays of
the law were exhausted, and the matter,
was to have been fought out here this
week. The plaintiff has been in Ross-
land for several months, and was joined
here on Monday by his solicitor, F. L.
Christie, of Sandon. On Sunday W. A.
Macdonald, K. C., solicitor for the de-
fendant company, came over to consult
the plaintiff with a view to a settlement.
<Yesterday afternoon the matter was fin-
ally closed up, the agreements signed,
sealed and delivered, and the case con-
cluded.

The sum involved in the settlement has
not been divulged, on the ground that
value might be placed on Arlington stock
by inference, this being one of the clauses
of agreement. Mr. Christie intimates,
however, that his client receives a cash
consideration that was deemed reason-
 able and runs into a considerable amount.

The past week has seen further ad-
vances in connection with the mining
industry of the Rossland district. The
Kootenay has attained the shipping list,
the Jumbo and Spitzee mines are on the
working list anew: and the announcements
respecting the White Bear point to un-
usual activity at that property this sum-
mer. The outlook for a prosperous sea-
son in the Golden City is substantially
enhanced as the outcome of the week's
developments, 2

Shipments, too, are larger than for
several weeks previous, and undoubtedly
afford a criterion of the magnitude of
the camp’s weekly output when con-
ditions conduce to increased tonnage,
which should now be at a comparatively
early date. The Rossland mines are
prepar®d to ship a much larger tonnage
than they have produced for some weeks,
but the coke shortage is still felt at the

The re-
port fro rail in regard to coke sup-
plies is that the plant succeeds in main-
taining its three copper furnaces in op-
cration by extraordinary precautions.

2. Damages for trespass for wrong-
fully opening up and constructing cer-
tain tunnels and other underground
workings from the defendant's prop-
erty known as the Nickel Plate and
Ore-or-no-Go claims and wunder the
plaintiff’s property known as the Cen-
tre Star mine, and permitting large
quantities of water to flow from the
defendant’s said property into the
plaintiff’s said property, thereby en-

The full complement of machinery will
be in hand by the time the foundations
‘and buildings are sufficiently far ad-
vanced to permit of the installation of
the apparatus.

At the local office and works of the
Canadian Ore Concentration company,
controlling the Elnfore process, some ad-
ditional machinery has arrived in the
course of the past day or two. A new
t crusher to be operated by electrical pow-
. er has arrived, and will be set up at
once, making a useful addition to the
experimental works. Further, a contriv-
ance used in the “circulating” system of
the process, has arrived. This is an in-
genious piece of apparatus designed to
handle the argentiferous and telluride
ores with a disposition to slime. The
slimes are circulated by means of a cen-
trifugal pump until the oil has picked
up all the mineral.,, after which the
storage cylinder is flooded and the oil
drawn off from the top.

THE CITY CONSENTS.

Will Permit Whité Bear Company to
Close Streets and Lanes.

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

The board of works committee of the
city council met last night pursuant
to the resolution passed at last coun-
cil meeting authorizing the board to
pass upon the application of the White
Bear company to close certain streets
and lanes in the White Bear addition
to the townsite.

The company’s request is for permis-
sion to close a section of Kootenay ave-
nue now unsued for street purposes,
and to remove what is known as Mon-
treal street to a location in the addi-
tion that will not interfere with the ex-
tensive works it proposes constructing
at the mine this summer.

The board of works consented, with
other property owners Interested, that
Kootenay avenue should be thus closed
and that Montreal street should be
shifted. The lanes affected will also
be closed so far as the corporation is
concerned. This policy is in accordance
with the statement by Mayor Dean that
the council is anxious to further the
interests of Rossland’s great mining in-
dustry.

JUNBO MINE
STARTS TODAY

Small Crew on Start—To
Increase as Circum-
stances Permit.

Property Has Large Body
of $13 Ore Blocked
‘ Out.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Operations are resumed today at the
Jumbo mine after the property has becn
shut down for three years. This consti-
tutes another of the factors making for
vastly improved conditions in the Ross-
land district during the approaching
summer. The work at the mine:on the
start will naturally be on a small scale.
The plans of the management, however,
contémplate a gradual increase in ae-
uvity until the mine is employing the
largest complement of men that can be
utilized to advantage.

M. R. Galusha, of Spokane, managing
director of the Jumbo company, is per-
sonally directing the resumption at the
property, and he has briefly outlined the
plans which have been formed in con-
nection with the summer’s campaign.

It may be stated that the Jumbo mine
is located on the upper side of the gulch
dividing Red mountain from
Granite mountain and other eleva-
tions to the north of it. It is approxi-
mately a mile and a quarter from the
RBlack Bear siding, with which connec-
tion is had by wagon road over an excel-
lent grade. The present company drove
two tunnels on the property. In the up-
per of those a shoot of ore 100 feet in

may be safely placed at $13 per ton.
Just before the mine closed down in

tons was made to the Tacoma smelter.
This ore was broken down indiscrimin-
ately in the stopes and loaded without
sorting, the idea being to secure a per-
fectly representative sample of the ore
.body. The returns were $13 per ton,
which did not justify further operations
at that juncture. Since then the costs
of freight and treatment have been
reduced more than half, and other min-
ing costs lowered to a greater or less
extent, the net result being to make the
possibilities for the successful and pro-
fitable operation of the Jumbo most
promising. The company, having await-
eG this stage in the developmént of the
mwining industry, feels justified in re-
opening the mine.

Only a trifling sum can be raised by
assessments on stock, so that the Jumbo
if it succeeds will have the distinetion
of paying expenses almost from the
date of resumption. *

Today two men start work on the pre-
perty. They will confine their attention
te surface work only, the lengthy shuz-
down having left much to be done about
the property prior to the commencement
of underground operations. The boarding
house is more or less dismantled and will
probably have to be replaced. The tun~
nels are not in the best of condition, and
timbers will be replaced here and there
as occasion demands. Extensive work
cannot be undertaken at this juncture,
as there is a foot or two of snow re-
maining on the upper section of the wa-
gon road, which also needs repairs.

Negotiations are under way with
smelters for the disposal of Jumbo ore.
Much of the ore contains an excess of
iron, and will, therefore, command a low
rate for treatment even in these days of
universal low charges. Pending the com-
pletion of these arrangements the com-
pany will not undertake extensive un-
derground work.

‘When it is seen that the product ean
be marketed at a figure which the com-
pany regards as reasonable, the stoping
of ore will be started. Coincidently de-
velopment will be resumed in the upper
level, where the extent of the ore body
has not been established, although the
shoot as already defined is as specified
above. In the lower level the ore shoot
has been located within a certain area,
and a diamond drill will probably be
introduced to complete exploration.

The foregoing plans are dependent up-
on the satisfactory completion of the
company’s preliminary arrangemnents,
which should mature in the course of the
next two or three weeks.

WHITE BEAR PLANS

TO- BUILD LARGER PLANT AT
MINE AND ERECT CON-
CENTRATOR.

ORE AT 80 LEVEL IN LARGE
BODIES—MUCH HIGH
GRADE.

The annual general meeting of the
White Bear Mining company takes
place in Toronto on June 1, and a va-
riety of matters of importance will be
brought befort the shareholders. The
election of officers for the ensuing year
and the ratification of the directors’
acts during the past year are first on
the business list.

A special resolution will be introduc-
ed authorizing the directors to borrow
$25,000 or such other sum as may be
deemed expedient, the execution of a

mortgage on the property and assets
{of the company securing the sum thus
to be negotiated, the issuing of deben-
tures and the pledging of such deben-
!tures. Another resolution will be of-
| fered for the sanctioning of an increase
in the capitalization from $300,000 to
$350,000.

The construction of a concentrating
works and increased mining plant are
the objects for which the funds pro-
vided for in the foregoing resolutions
are to be raised. A circular to the
shareholders states that the second
level, known as the 850-fot level, has
turned out to be very much better than
the 700-foot level. Several large bodies
of ore which will pay for min-
ing amnd smelfing - without cen-
centration have been struck and
are now being opened up. The
economical mining and hamdling of ore
makes it necessary to increase the ca-
pacity of the plant, which will require,
according to the circular, omly a
moderate -expenditure on capital ac-
count. The new hoist, compressor and
framing shop referred to by the man-
aging director in his application to the
city council recently are doubtless re-
ferred to in this way.

In addition to the smelting ores, the
circular continues, very large bodies
of concentrating ores have been opened
up on the 850-foot level. Owing to the
vallues in these ores amd to their large
extent, the consulting engineer (Ber-
nard MacDonald) has advised the im-
mediate construction of a concentrat-
ing mill. Several sites for the mill are
under option, and a full report will be
ready for the shareholders at the an-
nual meeting. The entire estimate of
the concentrator, with a capacity of
100 tons daily, is estimated at $25,000,
and it is proposed to raise this sum by
issuing bonds on the company’s mine
and assets, including the mill to be
erected.

PUMPING THE SPITZEE

SHAFT CLEARED TO EIGHTY FOOT
LEVEL — TO INSTALL NEW
PUMP.

PLANS FOR NEW BUILDINGS IN
PREPARATION — MR, PARRISH
MENTIONED.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The operations at the Spitzee mine are
proceeding steadily. ‘The unwatering of
the workings is advancing, the eighty
foot level in the shaft having been
reached. During the pumping it has been
noted that the water in neighboring
shafts has dropped rapidly, indicating
that the Spitzee people are pumping
all the surface water in the neighbor-
hood.

A large sinking pump is to be placed
in the mine at once, which will mater-
ially facilitate pumping. When the hori-
zontal workings are clear the water can
ke handled thereafter with ease, as the
standing surplus will have been disposed
of, leaving only the natural influx to be
dealt with.

Plans for the new buildings at . the
‘mine are being prepared and arrange-
ments made for the acquisition of the
machinery with which the development
of the is to be continued. It is
stated that within three weeks the new
structurea will be under way and the
machinery on the ground ready for in-
stallation. Meantime the property will
be completely ubwatered; in fact this
will be accomplished in the course of the
next few days, and the plans for the
straightening of the shaft put into effect.

S. F. Parrish, general manager of the
Le Roi company, will act in an advis-
ory capacity to the management, and it
is understood that Mu Parrish will

FOUNDATION STONE

lCONSTITUTION OF MINING ASSO-

CIATION NOW' UNDER AD-
VISEMENT.

WILL BE FINALLY PASSED UPON
ON MONDAY NIGHT
NEXT.

The organization of the Rossland
brsx}ch of Provincial Mining Asso-
ciation of British Columbia has reach-
ed the point where only the adoption
of the constitution is lacking to final
formation. This will be disposed of at
a meeting of the association on Mon-
day night at the board of trade rooms.
As the comstitution is the foundation
of the body corporate it is essential that
numerous members should attend the
meeting at which the regulations will
be offered for ra.tgﬂca.t.ion. Appended
is a brief survey of the constitution as
it will be offered to the branch:

Article one of the constitution pro-
vides for the naming of the organiza-
tion and sets forth the objects as “to.
assist the .principal association in its
effort to protect, develop and foster the
mining industry of B. C. in all its
branches and, in particular, to safe-
guard the mining interests of the Ross-
land mining district.”

Article two provides for the election
of officers, namely, president, two vice-
presidents, secretary, - treasurer and
executive of sixteen members exclusive
of the officers specified. The executive
is to be composed of four representa-
tives of the following classes: 1—Pros-
pectors and miners; 2—mine operators
and owners; 3—business men; 4—pro-
fessional men and others. Officers are
to be elected annually by ballot, and
majority vote shall rule.

Article three provides for the pro-
cedure at meetings and the duties of
the various officers. The treasurer’s
and secretary's obligations are outlined
at length, and provision made for bonds
to be filed by both officials.

Article four specifies the duties and
prerogatives of the executive commit-
tee, which are practically parallel to
those of a general meeting of the asso-
ciation.

Article four relates to the financial
business of the association, and the
following article relates to membership
fees. Article seven deals with general
meetings of the association and calls
for a week’s notice. Article eight deals
with rules' of procedure at meetings,
limits speakers to ten minutes.

Article nine prescribes the order of
business, and the tenth and last article
provides machinery for amending the
constitution. It is specified that par-
liamentary rules as coded will govern
lall matters not otherwise provided for.

CAPTAIN OF 4,000

JOHN STEWART, RAILROAD CON-
TRACTOR, IN CITY OVER
NIGHT.

IS A BELIEVER IN THE NORTH-
WEST'S COMING. GREAT-
NESS.

John W. Stewart, the well known
railroad contractor, spent last night in
Rossland on his way from the North-
west Territories to his home in Spo-
kane. Many Rosslanders know Mr.
Stewart, who has been interested in
most of the important railroad building
enterprises in the province of British
Columbia, from the Spokane Falis &
Northern to the Columbia & Western
and Procter branches of the Canadian
Pacific.

Mr. Stewart is now building a hun-
dred and twenty miles of road from
Regina to Arcona in the Territories.
In addition he is double-tracking the
Canadian Pacific main line from Port
Arthur west and working in the vicin-
ity of Moose Jaw.

“I believe I have in the neighbor-
hood of 4000 men on the payroll at the
present moment,” saild Mr. Stewart to
a query from a Miner man, “but I ex-
pect to add to this considerably at a
comparatively early date, now that good
weather has arrived.”

Few Canadian captains of industry
have a larger army of men under their
personal direction than John W. Stew-
art, and his operations are on a par
with the prosperity which has attended
his rise from minor things to the point
where he is very properly recognized
as one of the foremost figures among
the men who build railroads. It is
characteristic of the man that person-
ally hg has not altered a whit since
the early days. Ostentation is as far
removed from J. W. Stewart as the
poles, and this will probably be the
case for all time,

Mr. Stewart is an ardent believer in
the present and future greatness of
the Northwest Territories. It is the
greatest wheat country in the world,
he says, and is destined for great
things. ' People are now armriving in
thousands from every quarter of Amer-
ica and Europe. In Regina, Arcona
and other points of distribution people
cannot secure lodgings at any price,
and still they are arriving. Mr. Stewart
says the American emigrants arg the
best class of settlers, because as a rule
they understand the climate and have
the funds to establish themselves on
farms. ;

This morning Mr. Stewart leaves for
Spokane, where he will spend several
days before returning to the Northwest.

Thel
list of causes to be tried, as completed
up to today, is as follows:

W. J. Harris vs. English Canadian
company; J. A. Macdonald for plain-
tiff, Richard W. Armstrong for defend-
ant company. The action is for a fore-
closure of mortgage, and will be con-
tested on various points. Walter
Morshead of London is the principal
shareholder in the defendant com-
pany, and his representative here is
William Bailey, a coast mining man.
The matters at issue received consider-
able publicity in a Spokane paper last
year.

QUEER TREASURES.

Quite apart from the treasures whizh
become the property of every British
sovereign, and which consist for the most
part of gold and silver plate, weighing
together twenty-eight tons and valued
at about $10,000,000, King Edwarl pos-
sesses a private collection of curious of
which little is known.

The museum near the equerries’ en-
tranee at Windsor was really established
as recently as 1896, when some workmen
engaged in repairing the castle brought
to light a number of relics dating from
the Stuart period, and these, with such
as were personally collected by Queen
Victoria, have been set apart with sever-
al attendants to look after them. War
mementos are present in large numbers,
every campaign of recent years being
represented since the Abyssinian war,
at the conclusion of which Lord Napier
presented the queen with King Theo-
dore’s cap and gold seal. Subsequently

of gold, black and crimson feathers from
the wings of a now extinct species of
parrot, and were given to George IV byﬁ
the king of the Sandwich islands in 1824.
Scme of the feathers are so minute as
to make each cloak a marvel of ingenu-
ity. Another treasure which at onef
time belonged to a savage potentate is
Tippoo Sahib’s eagle, taken from his
throne at Seringapatam. The bird, nearlyf
life-size, is of solid gold; the beak and,
wings are tipped with diamonds. There
i3 also a gold tiger’s head from the same
scurce, the eyes of which are of priceless
ciystal

Not far away may be found the eol-
lection of walking sticks King Edward
inherited from his mother, numbering
187 in all, and many of them of great
value. One of these, purchased at the
Culloden sale in 1897, is carved to repre-
sent Wisdom and Folly, $800 having paid
for it. .Another, of black oak, originally
telonged to Charles II, while a third is
made from the wood of the luckless Ala-
boma, the handle being carved to rep-
resent Captain Semmes, the skipper.

The Royal library, which now consists
of 125,000 volumes, owes its origin to
the late Prince Consort, and could not
be purchased for $500,000. A second col-
lection of 10,000 volumes, for which the
kFing was himself responsible while
Prince of Wales, reposes at Sandring-
ham. In the Windsor collection are
many books of priceless value, notably
the Mentz Psalter, of which only one
other intact copy exists. Its value is
$40,000. There is also the MS. of Mo-
zart’s first opera and the copy of Shakes-
peare’s works used by Charles I. Among
the pictures are 21,000 engravings after!
such masters as Raphael, Da Vinci, ete.

Not the least interesting feature of the
king’s private museum is his collection
of gold keys which have been presénted
to him at various times when opening
public buildings. To each is attached
a concise account of the ceremony with
which it was connected, the total value
of the collection being placed at $25,000.

A BRILLIANT
EXPLOIT

A London cable says:

Dispatches from Kawai, Nigeria, re-
port the arrival there of the force from
Kano, under General Kemball, after
an exhaustive march across the desert.
 They also report a brilliant engagement
between a small patrol of mounted in-
fantry under Lieutenants Wright and
Wells and the entire Kano army, consist-
ing of 1200 horse and 2000 foot, who were
utterly routed. Ten days after leaving
Kano, General Kemball received intelli-
gence that th main Kano army was in
the neighborhood, and he at once took
steps to insure the safety of his now
diminished force, and dispatched a pa-
trol of mounted infantry, consisting of
44 men, under Lieutenant Wright and
Lieutenant Wells, to a place called Ko-
tokoroshi, a few miles distant, to learn
news of the Emir of Kano. e

The patrol, for two days after leaving
the main column, followed a man’s foot-
marks in the unfrequented track, and
on arriving at Kotokoroshi Lieutenant
Wright asked the local chief what these
marks meant. At thie moment a ve-
dette galloped in to say that the Kano
army was approaching. Lieutenant
Wright had barely time to mount when
50 horse and 200 footmen appeared. In-
stantly forming up his men he charged
the enemy, who bolted with the loss of
30 killed. The patrol, which was only
saved from annihilation by its steady,
dismounted fire, halted at a village for
the night.

The next morning Lieutenant Wright
advanced very cautiously in square for-
mation, hugging the thicket bush. Soon
the enemy appeared in great strength,
and the patrol were dismounted and
formed into square, prisomers, carriers
and horses being in the centre. Select-
ing the densent thorns he could find,
Lieutenant Wright formed a zareba,
placing his 44 carbines at three paces
interval. Ten times in succession the
enemy’s cavalry eharged furiously, com-
ing within three yards of the square,
and firing revolvers almost point blank
at the defenders, who were only saved
by the fact that the Fulanie’ horses
reared and plunged at the thorns and
continuous fire, until they and their rid-
ers fell. The fight lasted two hours,
and during this time so fierce was the
conflict that no less than 300 of the
enemy were killed. Sixty-five of the
horsemen lay dead around the square,
among them being eleven of the Emirs
principal chiefs and warriors. The Brit-
ish loss was only one man hit and three
horses killed.

Lieutenant 'Wright would have pur-
sued the rest of the enemy, but by this
time he had only fifty rounds of em-

‘other mounted infantry patrol, under
Captain Porter, who, with 25 men, gal-
lantly charged into the midst of the
enemy, who broke and fled, leaving ten
dead. The exploit of the mounted in-
fantry was a brilliant one, a reconnoi-
tring patrol of 44 men in less than two
hours having stopped and defeated an
army of over 3000 horse and foot.

From latest details, it seems that the
force encountered by the British patrol
wag under the personal command of the
Waziri of Kano, and was, it is believed,
on its way back to attack the garrison
which had been left at Kano. General
Kemball recognized from the first the
danger of this, and made such disposi-
tions by dispatching patrols of mounted
infantry on either flank as would pre-
vent the main body being outflanked.
General Kemball, with the main col-
umn, was halted at Duru, on the main
road to Sokoto, amid dense forest, while
the two alternative routes to that city
were being watched by the mounted in-
fantry patrols, which engaged the Kano
gimy. The only explanation of the trif-
ling loss sustained by the patrol is that
the Fulani, seeing that they were in such
overpowering force—about 80 to 1—that
they could have ridden completely over
the little square, did not trouble about
their marksmanship, relying entirely on
the weight of an overwhelming charge.
The Waziri, who rode at the head of
his men, displayed magnificent bravery,
and actually rode nine times right
through the British line and back again,
before he fell dead with 10 bullets in his
body, being finally shot by Lieutenant
‘Wright himself.

Lieutenant Wright and Captain Porter
had been instrumental in raising and
training the mounted infantry which
d.id. such magnificent work on this oec-
casion.

ASTOR'S NEW PURCHASE.

Hever castle, where the second of Hen-
ry VIII’s six wives lived, has been pur-
chased by William Waldorf Astor for
£37,000. The castle is near Seven Oaks,
Kent, and has ehanged very little in
the last four hundred years. Anne Bole-
yn was born in the castle in 1507, and
there she gpent some time in exile when
the king had banished her from court.
It was there that the king came to woo
her and he persuaded her to return to
the court after the marriage of Sir Hen-
ry Percy, whom she loved. Her subse-
quent career, the machinations of the
king, his advices and his repeated apolo-
gles, the divorece of Queen Catharine,
the disruption of church and state in the
king’s attempt to obtain sanction for his
act, his marriage to Anne Boleyn, the
birth of the princess Elizabeth, the usur-
pation of Anne’s favor with the king
by Jane Seymour, the charges brought
against Anne, her beheading and the
mysterious disappearance of the body
are succeeding chapters of English
history which would never have been
enacted if Anne Boleyn had never left
Hever castle for a throne. :

The castle still contains most of its
medieval characteristics,
much of the furniture which was used
by the Boleyns. The room which has
always been the most popular for visi-
tors was the bedroom of Anne, which
is beautifully paneled and contains Anne
Boleyn’s bed. Here there is still a mas-
sive pair of andirons bearing the royal
initials, H. A., and surmounted with
crowns.

Another room is said to have been
used by Henry VIII for a council cham-
ber. The room has a curious stucco
ceiling. Most of the windows hearing
heraldic devices still exist. The secret
passages, dungeons and blind closets of
former days are also preserved as a
reminder of the more dangerous days of
King Edward III, and the fourteenth
century, when the castle was built. f

A TRAVELING ISLAND.

In-a recent address before the Ameri-
can Geographical Society, Elmer L.
Corthell showed a map of the large is-
1and just a little north of the Argentine
city of Rosario, in the Parana river,
The island has -for years been moving
down the stream, narrowing the passage
between it and the city.

The fact that the island has moved
from its old position will not appear
so strange when the phenomenon is ex-
plained. It seems after all to be a
simple matter.

The vast body of water coming down
the Parana impinges upon the wide
northern front of the island, and tears
away great masses of earth from the
banks, carrying the sand and other de-
iritus away from the northern shore.
The island so obstructs the current that
an eddy is formed on the south side of
the land mass, and into this eddy most
of the earth that is torn away from the
northern bank is carried and deposited
against the south shore in this quiet
part of the waters; so that while the
north side of the island is constantly
wearing aWay, the southern shore is
being built up and extended, and thus

the stream.

The engineering problem does not seem
to be a very difficult one. It is pro-
posed to protect the mnorthern bank so
that it cannot be further eroded by the
corrent. Of course, if this bank is kept
intact there will be no earth to carry
around to the southern shore, and that
part of the island will remain in its
present position.

Mr. Corthell told some very interest-
ing things about Rosario, which is now
well known as a very important river
seaport of Argentina, with ocean steam-
ers from Europe constantly discharging
and taking on freight at its docks. It
has grown from 50,000 to 110,000 in popu-
lation in the course of a few years. Ves-
sels drawing twenty-one feet can aseend
to its docks, and it is expected to deep-
en the channel so that larger steamships
may make Rosario their destination.

Rosario is the largest exporter of the
millions of bushels of wheat which Ar-
gentina now sends to Earope. Mr. Cor-
thell showed an interesting view of a

SALE OF POISONS,

.On behalf of the Pharmaceutical So~
ciety a Pharmacy Acts Amendment bilk
has been introduced into the house of
commons to make the restrictions upon
the sale of poisons more effective. Twos
serious defects now exist. Individuals
who fail to pass their qualifying examin-
mtions frequently convert themselves
into limited liability companies, and thus
are enabled to escape the incidence of
the Pharmacy Act of 1868, under which
the sale of poisons is regulated. A sec-
cnd defect is that at present it is only
possible to prosecute the actualk
seller of the poison, frequently merely
the shop assistant, while the real of-
fender, the employer, cannot be proceed-
ed against. The new measure, which =
has been introduced by Mr. Lough and
is supported by members of all parties,
purposes to compel all companies to ae-
cept the same regulations as registered
chemists, and makes the master fully
responsible for the acts of his servants.
In the house of commons the other night
Mr. Akers-Douglas informed Mr. J.
O’Connor that a departmental committee
appointed by the lord president had re-
cently reported on various questions re-
lating to the sale of poisons. That re-
port was now under careful considera-~
tion, and some of its recommendations
were in the direction of legislation for -
the purpose of increasing the restrie-
tions upon the sale of poisons.

“THE POSITION OF SILVER.

One of the most interesting features
#@n the general financial situation during
sthe past fortnight or s¢o has been the
-decided advance which has been taking
Place in the price of bar silver, to~
@ether with the attending improvement
dn India exchange and in the premium
mupon gold at the City of Mexico. At
the beginning of the present year bar
gilver was quoted in the neighborhood
of 22 1-2d. per ounce at London and 48
«<ents at New York. Early in the year
there was a decline from these figures,
and all appearances justified the belief
that the downward tendemcy would
<continue and carry silver to a much
Jower level than had yet bean seen.
There was also a rise in the Mexico
gold premium to the meighborhood of
270.

it is only about a month since a
«change in this situation began to be-
-gcome apparent. Prices for bar silver
sgtrengthened considerably as soon as
“§t was announced that the congress of
*the United States at its present gession
¥Yhad passed the act providing for the
wurchase of about $7,000,000 worth of bar
=ilvér for colnage into the new Philip-
wine Island pesos, which are to be ex-

changeable for American dollars at the
fixed ratio of 50 cents on the dollar. At
the same time, it was understood that
the Mexican government was making
sensible progress in its efforts to se-
cure a more stable basis for exchange
between that country and the gold-cur-
rency nations with which its external
trade is conducted. It was not until
a fortnight ago, however, that the rise
in silver became accentuated. The
movement, once started, assumed great
headway, and, as was pointed out in
these columns a week ago, silver prices
attained a higher level than they have
reached in several years. This was due
primarily to the buying of about 500,000
ounces each week by the United States
treasury for the Philippine coinage,
which materially reduced the floating
supply of the metal and curtailed the
amount offered in London, where, as
has recently been the case, there was
a considerable amount needed to sup-
ply engagements for shipments to the
east, made in connection with what are
termed contracts fon forward delivery.
London, in other words, was short of
silver, and the demand thus created
forced a sharp rise which carried the
price of the metal in that market in
the early part of the present week up
to as high as 25 1-16d. per ounce, while
at New Work the quotation for com-
mercial bars reached the level of 54 3-4
cents. This was accompanied by a
sharp drop in the Mexican exchange
rate, gold being quoted in the City of
Mexico at as low as 220, which repre-

sented a drop of 50 points. There has’

naturally been a reaction from the ad-
vance, silver, both at London and New
York, selling off on the reduction of the
demand to cover shorts at the former
city and on realizing sales by thé spec-
ulative interests which had been induc-
ed to buy the metal by the prospéct of
the rise. ; 4

For the time being, however, silver
promises to remain at around the pres-
ent figures, the most cogent reason
for this being that the United States
government is still in the market and
will have to buy upward of 4,000,000
ounces more in order to complete the
requirements for the new' Philippine
coinage. What will occur thereafter it
is impossible to foretell. At the same
time, there is a feeling in well-inform-
ed circles that a change for the better
has occurred in the position and pros-
pects of the silver market, and that the
metal is likely to remain upon a some-
what higher level than it has recently
enjoyed.

THE MILLION-ACRE CLOUD.
LS s, ' - - .—-

(From Friday's Dalily.)

The Miner’'s Fort Steele dispatch refer-
ring to the alleged cloud over the tit'e
to about a million acres of East Koote-
nay land now supposed to be owned by
the C. P. R. is a truly startling revela-
tion, if true. The land in question is
worth many million dollars. It embraces
a large portion of the richest mineral
and agricultural areas in a district now
famous for the immensity of its natural
resources. If we are not mistaken, black
4589 is a part of the provineial land grant
to the British Columbia Southern Rail-
way company, a corporation which has
been absorbed by the C. P. R., and which
built the line of railway extending from
Kootenay Lake eastward to the Crow’s
Nest Pass. The grant of lands to this.
company was prodigious. The company
was . among the pioneer land grabbers
of B. C. With Colonel Baker, the min-
ister of mines in the Davie administra-
tion, as its leading spirit, it obtained con-
cessions and favors from the province
that fairly staggered the electorate and
excited the envy, cupidity and energy of
a hoard of pestiferous railway promoters.

The B. C. Southern charter and the
accompanying land grant was hawked
esst and west for years, but nothing
was done until 1897, when the C. P. R.
took it over, and after some trifling re-
modelling of the terms of the charter
because of the action of the federal par-
liament, proceeded to build the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway with a princely sup-
plementary cash grant from the Domin-
ion of $11,500 per mile,

The land in block 4589 immediately
adjoins the famous Flathead district on
the west and embraces the best portions
of the rich bottom lands of the Wigwam

and Elk.rivers. It is, as the dispatch
states, worth millions apon millions of
dollars,

There is a decidedly pathetic vein to
the story. The struggling and dispirited
settlers of East Kootenay fully
appreciate the immense possibilities of
their opportunities had they had but a
champion to fight for them.

The intimation of the dispatch that
Premier Prior is familiar with the real
facts of the case is likely to explode sev-
eral bombshells in the House. If ever
evidence were produced to show that
he already has knowledge of some ir-
regularities, we would not like to be in
his boots, Maybe that evidence is easily
available.

But what an opportunity for the Op-
position! What a chance for Mr, Me-
Bride! If ever that gentleman were de-
sirous to take up a fight for the people,
he should certainly be ready to enter
the lists on their behalf now. If he
doesn’t, he “will lose the opportunity of
a lifetime,

The spectacle of Eberts, or rather
Eberts’ partner, Taylor, and Wells ex-
posing each other before the investi-
gating committee at Victoria is sim-
ply delicious. It is a case of the pot
calling the kettle black. Meanwhile
the country is getting a liberal educa~-
tion of how they do things at Vic-
toria. Of course Premier Prior can’t
see anything. He is as blind as a bat.
Neither is he worrying. Oh, no!

However, in the classic phrasing of the
Lands and Works department “it {s up
to him to do something.” If he has an
excuse for delaying to dismiss Wells
and Eberts the people have a right to
know it. It is more than probable that
he has no excuse. We do not see how
he can have one worth considering. Of
the scores of newspapers in Western
Canada we have yet to see one that
has a word to say in favor of the re-
tention of Wells and Eberts. Even the
poor old Colonist refuses to extend any
consolation to these two worthies.

THE STIMULUS OF MINING ACTIV-

e

¢ The discovery of new mining districts
is no longer a result of accident, but the
intelligent search for mineral by men
trained by years of experience in this
business. The prospector is a man to
whom the mining world owes much. He
13 a man of sanguine temperament, of-
ten—usually — disappointed, but rising
hopeful again he continues his search,
across desert plains, through rugged
mountains, and into almost impenetrable
thickets. In some instances the obstrue-
tions to his progress are so great that
several days are required to reach-some
objective point but a short distance away
and within plain sight. The discoverers
of the mines of Rossland were several
days in reaching the objective point of

‘their search after having made @p their

minds to visit a particular red mineral-
stained hill. They were hampered by
allen timber, dense thickets and deep
torrents of icy cold water, but they per-
severed, found and located some of the
best mines in the district, though they
did not profit largely by their find—the
discoverers of great mines seldom do.
Butler, the ~discoverer of Tonopah,
went into the desert of southern Nevada’
when there was no unusual activity in
that district. He went, believing that in
that broad region, which had produced
bonanza mines before, there still refain-
ed a chance to make new discoveries of
value. He made a discovery, the Miz-
pah mine, and sold out at a moderate
priee, sustaining the repuuﬁon"’:hgfp}m-
Dgctor has for disposing of great mines
for nominal sums. . hn
. That the last great mine hasbeen
discovered in British Columbia, Nevada,
o in Arizona, Colorado or California or in
any other great mining reglon no ofe be-
lieves, but what is required to stimnlate
search is the discovery and development
of a rich mine. When this occurs the
immediate neighborhood fs quickly

 seoured by prospectors who search every-

where, and take many chances which

 at other times would not be given a

moment’s consideration. Claims are lo-
éated and shafts started upon nothing.
That there is no surface indication is

apparent, but the hope of rich veins or
| deposits below stimulates this class of

prospecting and often satisfactory re-
sults follow.

Oceasionally in old mining districts,
where mining has been carried on suc-

.cessfully for years, a new find is an-

nounced where the existence of pay ore
was not even suspected. Discoveries of
this class are sometimes made in old
mines, where crosscuts are driven or dia-
mond drill holes have been bored. A
discovery of this character has the same
stimulating effect upon an old district
that is so noticeable in a new one. And
this renewed activity in an old camp can
usually be measured by the value of the
initial new discovery. If it is a bonanza,
development is . given an impetus
throughout the district, and this some-
times extends far beyond the immediate
vicinity of the new field. If it be of good
but not of extreme value, the result of
the stimulant is only noticeable locally.

Sach great development as that of the
gold-bearing banket of the Witwaters-
rand has a stimulating effect upon the
whole world, but here, too, the ratio of
the value of the development to the in-
tensifying of mining activity is propor-
tional in the same degree that a more
or less important one would be.

The extensive development, equipment
and successful operation of such mines
as the Homestake in North Dakota,
Treadwell in Alaska and some of the
great copper mines has stimulated search

for large mines which wil'l afford a
reasonable but assured margin of profit.

Such operations as these have done much
to place mining where it properly be-
longs, on a legitimate basis, and on the
same plane as other investments of equal
commercial importance.

AS TO BLOCK 4689.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A dispatch from Victoria states thag
the report as to the C. P. R.’s alleged
clouded title to the million acres in
block 4589 in East Kootenay is dis-
credited there. Premier Prior says he
never heard of the maidter until it was
brought to his attention in the dispatch
that was originally published in The

wy
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sioner of lands and works, says the
block was surveyed and the crown
grant issued during the Semilin regime
to the B. C. Southern Railway com-
pany.

Colonel Prior can say what he likes,
but he should not trifie with facts. It
is dangerous for any man to do so if
he values public opinion. The Miner is
loath to accuse the Premier of utter-
ing a deliberate falsehood at the pres-
ent time, for the reason that the re-
port of his dénial is for the present
simply contained in a press dispatch.
If Colonel Prior will only make a sol-
emn affidavit that he is wholly ignor-
ant of any irregularities in connection
with the issuance of the crown grant
to block 4589, we may have something
more to say on the subject; meanwhile,
we await the Premier's affidavit with
the liveliest interest.

It must be conceded that Colonel
Prior was not acting as leader of the
government at the time the crown
grant was issued. The title was grant-
ed a considerable time before he enter-
ed provincial politics. That, however,
does not prevent him from knowing
Land tting that he has been famil-
iar with some, if not all, of the circum-
stances in the case for several months
past. If Colonel Prior has determined
to ride for a fall, it is his own lookout.

In passing, it is refreshing to hear of
the Premier denying something. He
has such a “hot-air” habit of admitting
everything that political  exigencies
may demand. Maybe this very denial
is also borne of political exigencies.
Politigal exigencies are so much a part
of Colonel Prior's statesmanship that
we can expect from him little else—cer-
tainly no good for the electorate.

From time to time The Miner has
found occasion to refer to the conduct
of the department of lands and works.
Its fossilized incompetency, its irregu-
lar and annoying disregard of public
business, its general mal-administra-
tion for years past have been the
shame and scandal of  the province.
Ever since the days of Mr. Walkem, the
department of lands and works has.
been the most rotten of the rotten de-
partments of the British Columbia gov-
ernment. A subsidized and subservient
press, with rare exceptions, has over-
looked the fact, but provincial land
surveyors, miners, locators om crown
lands and the -public generally have
sufféred financial loss and much dis-
comfort from the disgraceful adminis-
tration of this department of the gov-
ermment. The laxity of its methods|
was n more_apparent than at the
present time. Since the appointment.
of W. C. Wells to-the office of Chief
Commissioner of Lands and Works' the
department has become as a stench in
the nostrils of the people. Its acts of
omission and commission, in connection
with crown grants and the hindrance
of the development of the country are
equal to anything .that was ever at-
tempted by New York's Tammany:
Hall. -

A time-server by the name of Gore,
who .for years has held the post of
Deputy: i er of Lands and
Works, has risen from obscurity and
the dimmess of his office to declare
that the report concerning the validity
of the C. P. R.s title to block 4589 is
ngt to be questioned. As a matter of
fdct, The Miner does not place the
value of a tuppenny plece upon the
opinion of Mr. Gore in this instance.
We are certain that he was never on
the ground, and, therefore, could not
say of his own knowledge whether or
no the lines of survey have been run
according to law. All he has to go by
is the records of his office. It is not
a certainty that he is telling the truth;
but if he is, he is only speaking from
records in the lands and works depart-
ment, :

If necessary The Miner js prepared to
produce the afidavits of at least three
men who have been on the ground—one
a surveyor of unquestiomable standing
—who will swear that there is no evi-
dence of a survey of the eastern boun-
dary to block 4589. There are no marks
showing the location of the line, and
the inference plainly is that the line
was never located. It would be quite
in keeping with the department’s usual
'course to call a lne drawn on & map
a survey, but that is certainly not what

the statute contemplates,
————

THE LEGISLATURE AND THE MIN-
ING ASSOCIATION.

The newspapers at the coast are con-
demning the government geverely for its
cavalier treatment of the Provincial Min-
ing Association. It will be matter for
very general surprise and regret that
the mining committee of the legislature
has seen fit to decide against the intro-
duction this session of legislation on
the lines suggested by the association,
composed of the best informed mén of
British Columbia with respect to mining
matters in their infinity of detail. The
real purpose and objects of the associa-
tion's extended session in ‘Victoria was
to pave the way for.practical reforms
in mining law and practice, and it is
certainly most discouraging that this
laudable object should be so cavalierly
thrust aside. There are many particulars
in which the mining laws stand in need
of radical and immediate reform. Even
although such matters of contentious
chancﬁer as railway assistance with
subsidies may properly stand over until
a new House is chosen to more fitly
represent the people of British Columbia,
the desired improvement of the mining
law occupies a very different position.
There does not appear to be anything
in the question calling widely for diver-
gent opinions or protracted debate. Then
why not carry out the mecessary reforms
before another wasted year has been
permitted to pass?

To be sure, the mining committee of
the legislature must be credited with a
much larger knowledge of the mining
business than a hundred or two practi-
cal mining men. But it might bhave
given some -cousideration to the fact
that the assaciation had met, at a con-
siderable cost to the various members,
for the very purpose of considering the
mining industry of the province, and it
should have ftruck the members of the
mining committee as possible that some
of the matters considered by the asso-
clation were worthy of a passing thought
of such an admittedly brainy outfit as
the committee, or even the house itself.

Or it may be that the mining committee
thinks the present legislature should .be
restricted to the limit’in its labors. It
is unworthy of confidence and should
bo buried in the place from whence it
came. If that be the view, we heartily
endorse it. But it is possible the com-
mittee merely expresses the views of the
Premier, Colonel Prior, the minister of
mines, strong members, whose strength
mines, whose strength is not always ex-
ercised for the benefit of the country.

———
THE POWERS RESPONSIBLE.

There seems to be little chance that
any one shall get a settled idea of what
8 the matter with the Balkans while
a new complication arises with nearly
every fresh telegraphic dispatch. On
general principles we believe over here
that the Turk is the organic disease,
and at this long distance we are likely
to have a better general view than the
powers close at hand, yet, as the
Macedonian situation develops, the
guerilla-like character of the disturb-
ances makes it a toss-up as to what
the ultimate result of the present out-
breaks will be. There is no dignity of
concerted revolution about them, but
what other recourse has the Christian
element in Turkey than that of secret
conspiracy and public worrying of

fcund that the buyer can make a dollar

Turkish authority from the rear?

The powers preserve, on all sides, a
careful avoidance of the main issue as
to how a Turk and a Christian can
ever live together in inter-political re-
lations except on cat and dog terms.
These powers talk wisely and guarded-
ly of reforms; then go off and watch
how agile the cat can be in getting to
a place of refuge. Seeing her treed,
the immediate trouble is over and the
Balkans are at peace again., Compared
to this policy, the tentative vacillating
method of the sultan has, at least, ‘he
excuse of utter imability to understand
the strength of the belief that separ-
ates the “infidel” from the “faithful”
He is holding to what seems to him the

only real salvation for all Turkey and /

deserves a certain respect for his intol-
erable views.

These Christian powers who stand
coldly aloof, dreading to be wused to
snatch the chestnuts from the fire for
somebody else, are coming to occupy
the most responsible position in the
whole Turkish problem. : No interna-
tional principle is involved now in .he
policy of non-interference. Turkey be-
gan the process of perfunctory decen-
tralization a good many years igo.
Now the good work delays long in ef-
fectual completion because the jealousy
of the powers stands in the way. The
result of Macedonian reforms has
therefore become an ill-odor for which
Europe alone is responsible. What the
United States did for Cuba, Europe
must ultimately do for Turkey. Put
the burden of relief for Macedonia on
the Christian' nations of Europe and
not on the Turk. You can’t apply
homeopathic principles to this trouble
and cure it by a hair of the same dog
that bit. Macedonian independence—
or, if not that, such control as Austria
has given to Bosnia—is the only relief
for a distressing and humiliating situ-
ation in the eyes of afl Christendom.

—_—

SOCIALISM IN GERMANY.

It is announced from Berlin-that Ger-
man politicians are expecting a large
increase of Socialist members of the
Reichstag in the elections now pending,
the Socialist leaders claiming that their
representation will be increased from
fifty-eight — the present number — to
eighty, out of a total of 397. Presum-
ably German politicians do not differ
from our own ip ante-election “claims,”
there will probably not be eighty So-
cialist members in the new Reichstag,
but all appear to concede a probable in-
crease of Socialist representation.

It is also probable that theoretical So-«
cialism is getting a greater hold on the
German people, although there are no
means of estimating, th .
strength anywhere, least of all in Ger-
many. Socialism everywhere stands for
discontent, and all who are discontented
vote the Socialist ticket. There are many
sects of Socialists, and should the Socia-
list party obtain political preponderance
in any community it would at once split

into innumerable factions, each claiming
to be the only -representative of pure,

‘orthodox Socialism. At present all who
desire anything which they do not have
and cannot get unite in opposition to
whatever is. When we hear that Ger-
man Socialists cast between 2,000,000 and
3,000,000 votes in a national election it
must not be understood that this number
represents the Germans who propose to
abolish rent, interest and profits, acquire
control of all means of production, and
generally carry out the entire Socialist
program. These questions are not po-
litical issues in Germany. German So-
cialists, while avowing their belief in the
wisdom of doing all these things, have
gn “immediate” program, whose main
objects are equal manhood suffrage, free-
dom of assembly and the press and relief
from the crushing burdens of militarism.
In other words, they are struggling for
what all inhabitants of British coun-
tries now enjoy. It is also true, there as
here, that Socialism has its main
strength in the cities, and just now Ger-
man Socialists are struggling for free
trade in food and raw materials, with
protection to manufacturers, as against
the “Agrarians,” who demand stiff pro-
tection for agriculture and free trade
in manufactured articles. This aspect
of the case indicates the probability of
a pretty clearly drawn contest develop-
ing in Germany between people of the
manufacturing centres and the producers
of raw material. The situation is so
mixed that it is not possible to esti-
mate, from the votes cast, the real
strength of theoretical Socialism in Ger-
many or any other part of Continental

Europe.

There is no limi-
tation of the human mind more benefic-
ent than that which limits man’s ab-
solute knowledge of events to the present

{ and the past. While it is true, that in

2 certain sense and to a varying extent,
«coming events cast their ghadows be-
fore,” it is one of the great and ever-
present facts that so far as positive in-
formation as to the future is concerned,
the fool and the philosopher are on equal
terms. Yet it is deemed a matter of
immense moment to be .able to forecast
the future with the nearest possible ap-
proach to accuracy.

It is a burning shame that British Co-
Jumbians are not permitted to share in
the good times now being experienced
elsewhere throughout the Dominion. This
industrial depression and general inac-
tivity is surely not the fault of the coun-
try. British Columbia has more varied
and natural resources than any other
provinee in Canada. The fault, then,
lies chiefly with the Victoria govern-
ment, which is incapable of establishing
general confidence and of encouraging
+he industrial development that is neces-
sary in order for us to experience pros-
perity.

The only solution to the difficulty is
to turn the rascals out. They have been
tried and found wanting.

AT VICTORIA

VICTORIA, May 7.—Martin can gen-
erally be depended upon to provide the
spectacular feature to any situation, and
he played the part with success again by
hobbling on crutches into the room where
the special committee is conducting the
East Kootenay investigation for the pur-
pose of denying certain rumors which

he states have been in circulation. Ever
since Dunsmuir testified that Taylor told
Wells that there were two members in
the deal he said it had been suggested
that he was one of them. This he em-
phatically denied, and was most explicit
in his statement that he had nothing
whatever to do with the matter, nor had
he any knowledge of it. He wished also
to deny the statement that he went to
the hospital to avoid the vote in the
house on this matter. He also justified
his course in wvoting for the bill last
year, giving the C. P. R, the selection of
lands in Yale and Kootenay, by saying
he did not notice all the provisions of
the bill. Had he done so he would
have voted against it. He had been in-
formed that his name was among those
applying for coal prospectors’ licenses
on these identical lands since the can-
cellation of the C. P. R.’s land grants,
but if so it was without his knowledge
or consent. Martin drove from the hos-
pital to make his statement, and at its
conclusion he returned there.

The rest of the day was consumed in
the cross-examination of Wells, who was
on the stand all day, and whose cross-
examination is still in progress. He ad-
hered closely to his original testimony
of being approached by Taylor, and »m0;
refuted Taylor’s statement that he (Tay-
lor) was not acting for the C. P. R. by
the statement that since 1900. Taylor
has persistently interested himself to
secure the grants for the C. P. R.

He also gave direct testimony that
Eberts showed him a wire from Taylor
in 1900 asking if B. C. Southern lands
eould not be changed to Columbia &
“Western. Eberts consulted him. Wells
showed him the bill providing
that the lands must be con-
tiguous, and Eberts then wired back
the word “impossible.”

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy his been dis-
“turbed over an impression gathered from
Wells’ evidence that he or the company
‘had been using improper Influence to
“secure the crown grants. He telegraphed
to know if the evidence bore this mean-
ing, declaring his intention to come out
and- appear before the committee if it
«did so. In consequence of this Wells
took the witness stand yesterday and
‘made the folowing statement:

“In conneetion with my evidence as
to the conversation I had with W. J.
Taylor in Montreal, in November, 1901,
wherein he informed me of a projected
syndicate or company to take over the
Columbia & Western lands in East Koot-
enay, and offered me a twentieth share
therein, equivalent to 30,000 acres, I
desire to state that I have not intimated
-and do not in any' way desire to convey
“the impression that the C. P. R. or Sir
"Thomas Shaughnessy, were in any way
parties to Mr. Taylor’s proposals to me,
or that I believed then, or believe now,
that Sir Thomas Shaughnessy or the C.
P. R. were privy to any scheme to ac-
quire or use these lands for corrupt or
improper purposes. (Signed) W. C.
Wells, May 6, 1903.”

In Taylor’s evidence on eross-examina-
Hion he stated that he had not discussed
the grant matter with Brown or the at-
torney-general or any one else, but had
discussed Wells’ statement /concerning
himself. He never heard from Brown
or any other C. P. R. official that an
agreement had been come to between
the government and the company where-
by the company would be reinstated in
this grant. He denied also that he had
wired from Montreal to Eberts asking
if it could not be arranged to give the
blocks in question in lien of B. C. Sonth-
ern earned lands, receiving the answer
that he (Eberts) believed it could be
done.

Under cross-ex-
amination Wells said that in 1900 he had
written to applicants for coal and oil
prospecting licenses that the land in
question was reserved by the govern-
ment. He said he had not an exalted
©opinion about the excessive value of these
iands.

VICTORIA, May S8.—Further tele-
gams have passed between the com-
mittee of the house and Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy. The chairman offered to
receive Sir Thomas Shaughmessy’s evi-
dence by the 14th. Sir Thomas replied
that he could not reach Victoria by
that date, but he was anxious to tes-
tify. The result is that the committee
will await his arrival. This will neces-
sitate the further adjournment of the
house for a week.

Some important documents were tab-
led today, one a letter from Brown to
“Wells dated March 22nd, 1902, in which
the former alludes to a promise made
by Wells to convey to the Columbia &

expediency.” He also reminds Wells
that he has not notified the company
of the revocation of the order-in-coun-
cil granting the jands. Wells in reply
to this letter denies that he -gave
Brown any assurance, or used the ex-
pression, ‘“political expediency.”

Most of today was devoted to examin-
ing the different departments for docu-
ments and seeking to aacertain the au-
thorship of bill No. 87 of last year.

BARR COLONY

ON THE MARCH|

BATTLEFORD, April 28.—From Sas-

katoon, the forwarding base of the Barr
colonists, to Battleford, the ancient capi-
tal of the Northwest Territories, is %2
miles by trail, along-which generations
of Indian hunters and Hudson Bay men
have toted peltries or goods for barter,
sre some hundred more teams, every one
heading for the Barr reserve.

Of the 1350 Barr colonists it is doubt-
ful if two-thirds ever reach the distrizt
for which they are bound when they
left their English homes. At Winni-
reg nearly 300 left the party, at Saska-
toon 150 were distributed north and
south to Jumber camps and railroad
gangs. Another hundred cut adrift from
the Barr movement and decided to se-
lect lands for thémselves in locations
apart from the Barr reserve. And of
the 700 or more remaining in the Town
of Tents at Saskatoon, a good many
are not likely to proceed to the reserve.
Possibly, when the last straggler has
arrived on the location, he has come so
far to homestead, not more than one
thousand people will be scattered over
the 50 townships set apart for the all-
British colony.

The long march overland, now being
undertaken by the colonists, has many
phases. It partakes at different times
of the noble, the Indicrous, the pathetic
and pitiful. Surely no people ever set
out on such a journey with so many
mrisconceptions, both as to the country
and the transport as these colonists,

At one place, about sixteen miles out
of Saskatoon, I counted eight teams
stuck in an alkali flat at the same time.
We helped five out and then sent them
tc assist the other three. ;

It is ‘almost impossible to believe but
that there will be accidents at a number
of places along the trail. ' Between Sas-
katoon and Battleford three creeks have
tn be crossed. The first of these, Eagle
creek, has trenched for itself a tremen-
dous valley, with banks more than 200
feet high and difficulty is anticipated
here. But a special providence seems
to have had the colonists in charge. No
cne seems to have been hurt as yet,
though one man eplit his foot with an
axe at Saskatoon, and a wagon load of
effects, with their owners, including a
woman and three children, were pre-
cipitated into the icy waters of Stoney
creek. When I passed, they had opened
every box to dry out their belongings,
which were disposed over the farther
bank in picturesque confusion.

When these creeks were crossed it was
a sight well worth looking at. First a
gang, under the direction of a halfbreed
fieighter or farm instructor, would eut
down a number of logs, and lay in the
stream. Above this was piled two feet'
of brush. Then, slowly and carefully,
with delicate mincing steps, the team
would come over the brow of the bank,
and begin the descent. Soon the weight
behind pushed: them and they dashed
down and across the stream at a wild
gallop, and were up the opposite bank
with the momentum of their rush al-
wost before they were aware of it.

The colonists’ candping arrangements
at night showed how much they have
to learn in this regard. Nine of every
ten tents they pitch are placed with
their openings toward the wind. On
the first day or two’s march out of Sas-
katoon many tents were pitched half
a mile or more from wood or water, and
these cardinal necessities for eamping
comfort altogether ignored. Instead, too,
of pitching tents in low and sheltered
spots, they set them on high, wind blowa
ridges. After the first three or four
days, however, experiénce made them
ccrrect these mistakeés.

The weather throughout the trip has
Leen very variable. Saturday was like
a day in June and Sunday was a day
almost as bright. But Monday .was a
bitter day—a day in which no man who
could stay indoors, would venture outf
and when it was almost inhuman to

expect women and little children to be

abroad. Yet womeén tru thé long
twenty miles from camp to camp. Many
of them were clothed most inadequately
for such weather. As they leaned for-
ward into the cutting wind, blowing
right in their faces, the cold must have
penetrated to the very marrow. Yet
from them I heard no word of complaint.

“*Tis a bitter day, sir,” they would
say. “How far is it to the next station?
‘We shall all be glad when we get there.
Its not like England, this ’ere. We
thought you didn’t feel the cold in Can-
ada.” It is this substratum of hardness
and determination that, despite blunders
and mistakes, will eventually bring the
Barr colonists to prosperity. But it
was hard to see little children toddling
along to leeward of the big wagons, with
heads hunched down in*‘ the collars
and crying with the perishing cold. “He's
getting his experience,” said the father
of one frying little lad. “I'm sorry it
is such a:hard one and him only seven,
but it will be a good thing for him.”

Bad as was the day’s journey, the
camp at night must have beén worse
to very many of the colonists. Many of
them had no stoves in their tents, and
their sufferings through cold must have
been intense. In the large floored tents,
erected by the government, are stoves
and supplies of wood and hay. These
were given free of charge to the settlers
staying there. But a large p
of those on trek did not camp at thé
stopping places and it was these who
suffered most during the cold spell.

In the four days’ drive from Saska-
tcon to Battleford, I passed two dead
horses and one cow. The trails improved
greatly after the first day’s travel, and
when sevently miles out we struck North
Saskatchewan, out of which the fce is
just beginning to move, the trail along
its southern bank is in good shape,
thanks to much labor expended on it
by the Territorial government,

THE LABOR INQUIRY

EVIDENCE RELATING TO THE
FEDERATION’'S PART IN
STRIKES.

LOOKING INTO THE MINERS' EN-
FORCED CHANGE OF
RESIDENCE.

VICTORIA, May 7.—James Baker,
organizer of the Western Federation of
Miners, gave evidence before the royal
commission at Ladysmith as to the
working of unionism. He said that
local unions must take the initiative in '
declaring a strike and in the settlement.
The Federation never interfered. He
denied that the men could be ardered
on gtrike for trouble elsewhere, with
which they were not connected. The
men could not have accepted the sug,
gestion to go back to work, as advised
by Chief Justice Hunter. The men had
nothing to gain by returning to work
without a settlement, and would lose
the respect of the Federation.

Other witnesses told of the grievance
the men had in being forced to leave
Extension to live in Ladysmith in or-
der to get work. Dunsmuir, they con-
tended, told them they would not be
interfered with, but might live at Ex-
tension if they liked.

The- hardships in this respect were
recounted, and Chief Justice Hunter
told counsel for Dunsmuir that the
onus lay upon the company to show
that no hardships were worked, or at
least that proper notice had been
given.

STRIKE.

NANAIMO, May 4.—By an almost un-
animous vote, the Cumberland miners
voted to strike at the mass meeting held
at that place Saturday evening. The
meeting, which was the largest ever
held in that ‘city. assembled at 7 p. m.,
and in less than half an hour later a
decision had been reached, the vote be-
ing 196 for ‘the strike, 12 against.

Since the formation of the Western
Federation there, the officers of the
union have systematically been laid off,
or in other words, discharged. The men
demand a reinstatement of these offi-
cials. They say that they have been
provoked beyond endurance, that there
was no other course open. If they did
not stand by the officials they might
as well have no union at all. They are
confident of ultimate victory, They also
demand that the union shall be fully
recognized. The company on the other
hand are equally confident and are pre-
pared to fight to a finish. The mines
will be worked as usual by the few
non-union men and Japanese and Chin-
ese labor now at Cumberland. A number
of the latter have also signified their
intention of striking but have done noth-
ing as yet. ¢

This morning was devoted to taking
out tools from the mines. It was an odd
sight to see hundreds of men wending
their way homeward with picks, drills
and other mining implements. There s
considerable excitement in Cumberland
but business is almost at a standstill.
Merchants will do a cash business here-
after.

" The company is determined to keep
the mines in operation even if the output
is limited to a ton a day. They are will-
ing to contract with any of the men to
take out coal for a term of years. If
this” meets with no response, Asiatics
will be employed in the mines.

. A rumor is current that the miners
have received notice to vacate all the
houses the property of the company, un-
less they resume Work.

For that reason I am reluctant
to say very much just now as to what
has been accomplished up to date or
what I hope we will succeed in doing

I have, however, no hesi-
tation in saying that the finding of the
original Payne ledge in No. 8 level has
developed very satisfactorily in every
way, and the results so far have ex-
ceeded my most sanguine expectations.
We have now gone in on the ledge
about 200 feet and have drifted to the
right and left of the lead with emin-
ently satisfactory resuits.

“My report will state the details very
fully and will demonstrate beyond all
question that the ledge is a continua-
tion of the original one above men-
tioned from which the Payne’s $1,500,-

tle early yet to say for certain, but
from all the indications we have met
0 far.I1 see no reason why the body
of ore at, above and below No. 8 level
should not turn out as satisfactorily
to the shareholders from a dividend
standpoint as the first body of ore ex-
plored in the early history of the mine
did.

The mine stands at the head of
the dividend producers of the province,
having paid out $1,438,000. The last
dividend was paid in Jamuary, 1901. At
that date the ore reserves became ex-
hausted and the work of driving a long
tunnel ‘(over 1600 feet) to tap the ledge
at the No. 8 level was commenced.
This resulted in the ledge being found
early this year, and further develop-
ment work has demonstrated the exis;

Mining Developments — Visit of Spo-
kane Capitalists.

GREENWOOD, May 9.—Sant. F. Hol-
brook, 'an old Wisconsin pioneer, for
many years in business at Sparta, but
now of Mindeapolis, Minn., is here on
a visit to his son, D. A, Holbrook, after
having spent a month with another son,’
D W. Holbrook, in Spokane.

Col. W. M. Ridpath and Major H, J.
Cole, both of Spokane, came in on yes-
terday’s train to look at several mining
properties in the neighborhood of Green-
wood. The latter is interested in the
Defiance mineral claim, a high grade
gold quartz property lately bonded by
Wm. Fowler, well known in connection
with his successful development of the
Providence from a mere prospect into
a profit-returning mine. Mr. Cole has
as well other mining interests in the
district, one being a third share in the
C. 0. D, also partly: owned by Charles
N. Collins of Greenwood and situate
near Long Lake.

D. A. Holbrook is arranging to leave
ghortly for St. Paul and Minneapolis,
where he has many friends, for the pur-
pose of endeavoring to secure capital
for the opening up of several promising
mwineral claims in the vicinity of Green-
wood, including the Gold Bug, St. Paul,
Minneapolis, Hill and others. Two ship-
ments of ore were made from the Gold
Bug to the Trail smelter in December,
1899.

ton, and the second was 14 tons, averag-
ing 3.72 oz, gold, 130.80 oz. silver, and
12.30 per cent lead, returning $149.81
per ton net. Mr. Holbrook was promi-
nently identified with efforts made dur-
ing the ’90s to attract attention to Boun-
dary Creek mineral resources. He came
into the district in 1892, and drove the
first wheeled vehicle ever known to get
up the creek to the falls, his team pick-
ing its way carefully along the side-
hills, for there was no road up the creek
in those days. At that time Louis Eholt
held the pre-emption then appearing on
the provincial government maps as
Eholts, but now the town of Midway.

FIXING WAGES.
The Victoria

Colony Experiment Proves
a Failure.

Thirteen years ago the Victorian gov-
ernment attempted to put on one side
the ordinary law of supply and demand.
It agreed to the appointment of wages
boards for various trades, which should
bave the power of fixing a minimum
wage for.adult labor.

Last session a royal commission sat to
inquire into the results of this experi-
ment. The report of the commission has
now reached England, and affords in-
structive reading. It is charged with
pungent criticism, and is the more con-
vincing becavse the commissioners are
still supporters of the wage regulation
principle,

A different wage board is chosen for
each trade, and usually consists or eleven
irembers, five each elected by masters
and men, and a chairman nominated by
both. parties. In actual practice this
usually means that there are five ad-
vocates of the employers’ case, five with ;
whom the real decision rests. In nearly
every case the chairman is an outsider,
who is chosen because he knows noth-
ing of the business. Inspectors of police
and clergymen are largely appointed. A
schoolmaster decides the wages of wood
workers, a publican settles the rate of
pay in the brewing trade, and an archi-
tect makes arrangements for the wicker
workers.

As often as not, the chairman ends
by an obvious compromise such as split-
ting the difference between the two
parties. Thus the bootmakers demanded
£3 a week, their employers offered 30s.,
and the chairman ended by giving his
vote for 45s. “On some of the boards,”
the commission report, “the proceedings
have been marked by strong party feel-
ing, and bitter personalities have been
indulged in.”

It is one thing to fix a wage, but it is
quite another to find employers who will
pay-it. In various industries where the
boards have decided upon an economi-
cally impossible rate, the employers have
replied by shutting their factories. The
fellmongers’ board raised the rate about
15 per cent, whereupon the employers
closed their, doors. Some of the yards
were afterwards re-opened, but in place
of 309 persons engaged in 1900, there were
only 127 in 1901. The masters could not
face foreign competition.

WORK: AT PHOENIX.

The V. V. & E. Branch Location—Gran-
by’s Steam Shovel.

PHOENIX, B. C., May 9.—Matters in
regard to the crossing of streets within
the corporation limits of’ this city by
the V. V. & E. branch of the Great
Northern raflway are rapidly assuming
a shape that is satisfactory to both
the city authorities and the railway
company officials.

VICTORIA, May 11.—The legislature
today took another adjournment till the
20th to permit of the special committee
further prosecuting the investigation
into the land grant scandal.
