There is no middle class. They are
peasants and soldiers who form a
military caste as in Germany. Per-
naps this is why Bernhardi, on page
101 of the English translation says
~Turkey is our mnatural ally: she as-
sures Germany’s position against
Russia and Britain. Turkey is the
on)y power which can threaten Bri-
tgin’s positiou in Egypt. We ought to
spare no sacrifices to secure her as an
ally for the eventuality of a war with
Britain and Russia. Turkey’s inter-
ests are-ours.” (i.e. Germany’s).

As Turkey is ruled bv the Army,
and the Army has for two decades
seen the world through Prussian mili-
tary spectacles, it is not to be won-
dered that Turkey should display pro-
German proclivities.

The present government of Turkey,
ie. the Committee of Union and Pro-
gress, is not Turkish in mind, inspira-
tion or composition. 1t is an inter-
vatfopal  Junta -working by occult
methods and composed mainly of hy-
brids, all wearing a Moslem masque.
Their doctrines are the Jacobinism of
the French Revolution and they seized
power, in 1908, by gripping the ex-
treme and kindred spirits in the Army,

" established a secret and irresponsible

Courtmartial in Constantinople, have
hanged, assassinated or exiled their
political opponents and thus, during
the last five years, have governed Dby
a reign of terror a despotism. The
pivot of this system was the secret
Courtmartial composed of extremists
and unserupuloug officers, who formed
the link with the Germanized Army.
The Sultan-Caliph, Grand Vizier, Sub-
lime Porte, etc.,, were reduced to the
state of terrorized puppets of the ne-
farious Junta.

When Bulgaria was crushed as the
result of the second Balkan war, the
Young Turks marched out and seizead
Adrianople in violation of the treaty
of London. They succeeded in keep-
ing it, thus flouting the Great Powers
of Burope. Emboldened by this suc-
cess they determined to oust thc
Greeks from Saloniea and, failing
Turkish occupation of that town, tc
arrange that Austria, as desired by
Germany, should get possession of it
thus preparing the way for Germany’s
descent to Triest.

The Great Powers, appealed to Db}
Turkey, had awarded the Qreek is-
lands of Scio and Mitylene to Greece
in return for Greek concessions in
Epirus to Albania. The “Young
Turks” resolved to repeat the Adrian-
ople adventure over again. They re-
fused to abide by Europe’s awarad they
had themselves solicited, and ordered
two dreadnoughts in Britain, their
idea being that when Austria should
the, tacit consent of
Turkey should, with Bulgaria}, ad-
vange by land on Salonica, while the
Turkish fleet, with the two new dread-
noughts, should attack the islands of
Mitylene and Scio and aiso the town
of Salonica. To counter this plan, the
Creeks bought the two ships Idaho
and  Mississippi from the United
Diates.

As the assassination of Generalis-
simo Nazim Pasha at the Sublime
Parte by the Vouung Turks had led to
the second campaign n Thrace in
February, 1913, and the assassination
of King George. at Salonica, had led
indirectly to the second Balkan war,
50 the assasination of Archduke Ferd-
igand, of Austria, aC Scrajeve, on
June 28th last, was the signal for
Auvetria’s advance. through Servia, on
Salonica in co-operation with the
Young Turks.

-But the latter's plans were upset by
Bntains entry into the war conse-
dygent: on Germany’s violation of the
yeutrality of Belgium. Bulgaria hesi-
wted to connive at a war in which
MNussia  and Britain were engaged,
while Britain very naturally took
oyer the two Turkish dreadnoughts
which were hurriedly leaving for Con-
(Stantinople.

That
the Turks, with their record of mas-
sacre and destruction, should side
with the German Huns is only natural,
but it ‘must be remembered that the
ruling Junta was in the original plot
to bring. Austria crashing down
through Servia into Salonica, anad
that, from an internal Turkish point
of v’iew, if Germany was beaten, the
game of the pro-German officer clique
and Committee of Union and Progress
would be seriously compromised. Ac-
cordingly, being desperadoes of the
Jacobin type, they decided to throw
Turkey into the maelstrom in the
hope that, by containing large Rus-
sian forces, she may turn the scales
in favor of Austro-Germany.

She has flouted all the Great Pow-
ers, including the United States, by
unilaterraly abolishing  the Treaties,
called the Capitulations, the only safe-
guards that foreigners in Turkey posl
sess against the flagrant injustices of
bher abominable judicial system. Ever
barbarous by instinct she has de-
tained several of the Consuls of the
belligerent powers, poured constume-
ly on their Ambassadors and subjects

' at their departure, and has gone the

length of proclaiming a religious war,
ie. a Crescentade, against Britain,
France and Russia. True to her tra-
ditions and in harmony with the do-
ings of her ‘German ally, she has
partly destroyed ‘he Anglican church
at Jerusalem and driveun out the mis-
sionaries both Protestant and Romau
Catholic,

When Turkish troops, in July, 1913,
swept over Thrace and retook Adri-
anople, evacuated by Bulgarian troops
they massacred oir otherwise elimin-
ated the remaining Bulgarian popula-
tion of some 75,000 souls. During
recent months, the Committee Junta
by getting up an artificial agitation
against the Greeks, has led to fanati-
cal outbreaks and organized pogroms
which have resulted in the massacre
of forced emigration of some hun-
dreds of thousands of Greeks on the
toast of Asia Minor.-

Toward Egypt she is impotent to
make any serioune attack sn the Suez
Canal, while in Mesopotamia the sei-
zure of Basra may lead to an anti-

WAR MESSAGES

Amended Liquor Bill

Irish Party Compels British Par.
liament . Readjust the Defense
of the Realm Aet

London, May 11~The Commons
this evening passed the second read-
ing of the Chancellor or the Exche-
juor, Lleyd Georges Bill to amend
the Defense of the Realm Act. The
Bill originally was designed to place
a heoavy surtax on wines, spirits and
beer, but under pressure from the
Irish Party, its provisfons were amen-
ded to giving the Government control
over the sale of liquor in areas where
munitions of war were being made,

Under this Bill a Central Committee
will be set up for: Scotland and Eng-
land It will act on recommendations
from local committees of employers
and workmen in the districts affected.

Liloyd George promised to appoint a
committee toinguire into the charge
of drunkenness among workmen, and
all parties, including the Laborites,
have expressed their satistaction with
the Bill.
