Vaoconver, Nov. B8.—Censftruction
work on the new railway to thé in-
terior to Kitimat Arm will be com-
menced in the spring. This was the
prinpipal item of news received by the
steamer Tees, which arrived from the

north last evening.

The preliminaty survey party, with
the exception of Mr, Gray, the chief
engineer, came down, and the¢ party
of fifteen men now. here are headed |
by Mr. Pinder, the second engineer in
charge.

Accompanying them is Capt. Mad-
den, representative of Mr. Samuel M. |
Robins, generalsuperintendent fgr the
New . Vanoouver Coal Company
Capt. Madden ocame down for the
| purpose “of making a complete report
on the coal fieMds of Buckley walley,
and ‘it is considered altogether prob-
able that work will be begun there
also next' season in developing the
coalfields.

The country is an easy ome for rail-
way building. From Kitimat Arm
to the canion on the Skeena, where
large copper properties are situated,
is a" distance of forty miles, and this
is the. < line that will probably be
started in construction at the first of
thie ‘year. The preliminary survey |
