MORDER AND SUICDE

A Woman and Her Paramour Found
Dead With Their Throats Cat.

NO EVIDENCE OF A STRUGGLE

The Heads Almost Severed from the
Bodies—Two Young Children Found
Playing in the Room Where
the Bodles Were—In-
quest to be Held.

Toronto, March 25.—The city was
shocked yesterday by the news of a shock-
ing murder and suicide. The victims of
tho tragedy are John Bell and Sarah
Swallow, who had been living together
as man and wife, and were found dead in
bed in the morning with their heads al-
most severed from their bodies and an
abundance of evidence to show "that the
woman was killed by her paramour, who
had then immediately slain himself. In
a corner of the room where the bodies
were found weltering in their blood a
couple of innocent children, four and six
years old, were in their cot playing with
pleture books, all unconscious of the hor-
ror in the bed adjacent to them. They
were the children of the woman by her
deceased husband. Sarah Swallow’s hus-
band was killed by a fall from a horse in
August, 1802, The animal had been
frightened by a trolley car and some time
after Swallow’s death his widow received
a small amount in damages from the
Street Railway Company. She invested
in a light delivery waggon and a horse,
and John Bell has lately been acting as
her driver; also later coming to live with
her. During the last few weeks Bell
had been drinking hard and Mrs. Swallow
had become anxious to get rid of him.
She had also taken up with another man
named William Gorrie frequently of late,
causing jealous remonstrances from Bell,
Last Tuesday Gorriec was at her house,
which is located on the lower end of
Jarvis street. Bell and he met there and
had a fight, some windows being smash-
ed. Since then Gorrie has not been at
the house, but Mrs. Swallow had spent
every ovening in his company and was
with himm Saturday night, Gorrie leaving
her at the door of her house as late as 10
o'clock. He is probably, thcrefore, the
last person who saw the woman alive
save the murderer. A -~woman living in
the-same house with the couple has been
in the habit of taking milk and leaving
it for them. Sho got no response when
she called them Sunday morning, and
pushing open the door beyond the kit-
chen, used as a badroom, saw signs of
blood. She immediately called a neigh

bor who notifled the police, and entering
a few minutes later they found the two
lying dead on the bed and covered with
blood: The woman’s head was almost
severed from the body, the throat being
cut through to the spine. She had ad-
parently been killed in her sleep, there
being no visible evidence of a struggle.
The man was lying on the broad of his
back and his windpipe severed. Both had
been dead some hours.. The children
were playing in the room as described.
The right hand of the man grasped a
bloody razor, the evident instrument of
death. The half opened drawer of a bureau
adjacent contained the razor case. Coro-
ner Johuson was called and after a close
exanmination satisfled himself that no
third party was implicated. An inquest
will be held this afternoon.

MRS. DICKS DIED BY BURNING.

But the Jury Conld Not Agree that Dicks
Cnused the Fire,
Toronto, March 21.—The evidence at the
adjourncd inquest on Tuesday night into
the death of Mrs. Dicks who was burned
to death on the morning of March 2nd,
established the fact beyond a doubt that
the body found was that of Mrs, Dieks.
Doctors John Caven and John McConnell
gave the result of theirautopsy performed
on the rémains of Mrs. Dicks. They wore
of the opinion that death resulted frim
burning, and upon a careful examination
failed to discover any evidence of violence
or criminal neglect, cither pathological
or otherwise. No evidence of violence was
found. All the post-mortem conditions
proved that death was caused by burning.
This testimony was another damaging
blow to the Crown's theory that Arthur
Dicks murdered his wife. Nothing has
yet been adduced to nulppun the charge.

Toronto, March 25.—The Crown closed
its case on Friday night without adducing
any additional evidence to maintain the
charge of murder. The efforts of the
Crown officers were directed to prove that
Dicks was an incendiary, but they merely
succeeded in showing that Dicks had
been burned out several times, but not
under suspicious circumstances, The
heavy insurance carried by the accused
aud his wife was shown as motive and
incidentally the public had an opportun
ity of learning the loose manner in which
insurance risks are taken, two agents
stating that they accepted a risk on Dicks’
furniture without seeing it, accepting his
word as to the value.

The i)ury, after deliberating over two
hours, brought in a_ verdict early Satur-
day morning which was, however, not
unanimous. As a whole the jury came to
the conclusion that the deceased came to
her death by being burned in the house
on St. Helens avenue, and eight of the

WRECKED ON TRIAL ISLAND.

The Tug Velous Carried on the Rock by,
the Tide—Loss of Life.

Victoria, March 25.—The tug Velos with
the barge Pilot in tow, left this city Fri-
day night for Hoddington Island to pro-
cure a cargo of stone for the new Parlia-
ment buildings. On board the tug were
Coutractor Adams, Capt. Anderson, Mate
Cheristen, Engineer Low and three other
members of the crew. When passing Trail
Island, which is a barren rock, about two
miles from the harbor, the captain found
the outside passing too rough and decided
to take the inside passing. This island
1s the most noted place on that portion of
the coast, on account of its flerce tide.
When in the midst of these tide rips the
tug’s rudder chain broke and at full speed
she ran_on the rocks. The barge Pilot
brought up against her and as the barge

Mate Christiansen sprang aboard
of her. The barge had twenty-five stone
outters and laborers aboard. The barge
drifted past the tug, breaking the hawser
and went ashore on Trial Island, all who
had been aboard of her escaping to shore.
The men who had reached the shore had
no boat and could do nothing to assist the
unfortunate six left aboard the tug of
which Capt. Anderson is now the only
survivor. Finally the tug went down
stern first, leaving her bow partly above
the water. Contractor Adams and three
of the crew were quickiy washed away and
drowned. . Capt. Anderson and Engineer
Low, however, had lashed themselves to
the davits and there they remained for
gome time, being exposed to a flerce gale
accompanied by rain and sleet. Finally
Capt. Anderson announced his intention
of abandoning the wreck and trying to
reach the island by swimming, advising
Mr. Low to do the same, as othorwise he
must inevitably soon perish from ex-
posure. Capt. Anderson followed out his
plan and being caught by heavy scas, was
carried in on the top of two big waves and
thrown on the shore in a half frozen con-
dition. The body of Mr. Low, who had
remained on the wrock, wasrecovered in the
afternoon. The dead man was hanging
downward in the water, he having suc-
cumbed to the terrible exposure.

None of the ether hodics have been re-
covered and in all probability never will
be. The steamer Maud brought in all
of the saved.

Sandusky, Ohio, March 25.—For thirty-
five Lours, from Friday morning until
Saturday afternoon, a fishing fleet of
steamers, consisting of 50 men, were ice-
bound in Lake Erie.

conditions under which the weight falling |
upon an upright man could produce the |
injuries. Some of thp fractures. could |
have been caused by the falling of the
weight from a short distance but not all,

Evidence of a financial naturc all ad-
duced to prove motive on the part of the
Hyams was also brought out.

Dr. J, H, Richardson, professor of
anatomy in the Toronto University, cor-
roborated much of Dr. Johnson's evidence.
He declared that all the fractures in the
skull could not be produced by one line
of force The fractures were not produced |
by a weight falling vertically upon an
upright man, and he could not conceive
of the arch of the skull remaining in itg
shape as now. If the man had been look-
ing up his neck would have been broken
by the blow.

Part of the skull had been broken by a |
blow on the right side of the head. All |
the other fractures stopped at this point,
He further said that if the weight had
fallen upon the man who was looking up
it would have crushed him down ina
heap, injured the shoulders, and the body 1
would not have been found in a horizon-
tal position. Two blows were struck,
the first of which broke off the part of |
the skull over the right eye. The weight |
lying before him would cause those frac- |
tures falling three fect. Practically every
hone was broken. If the weight struck
the head obliquely the body would be
knocked sideways and the shoulders
might not be touched, but the weight
would not be found on the head and
probably part of the head cut off.

TWO REFORMATORIES.
Oitawa Ministers Advocate One for Cath-
ollos nnd One for Protestants,

Ottawa, March 25.—The committee ap-
pointed a few days ago by the Ottawa
Ministerial Association to wait on the
Minister of Justic® to urge that the pro-
posed reformatory be not located at Alex-
andria but at some larger town, had an
interview on Saturday morning  with
Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper. The deputa-
tion consisted of Dr. Benson, Dr. Saun-
ders, Dr. Campbell, Dr. Moore and Rev.
Mr. Mackay. They were received very
kindly. The ministers in the deputation
spoke in favor of the erection of two
institutions. They thought Alexandria
might suit for a Catholic institution but
felt there were not enough Protestant
clergy or lay workers there for a Protes-
tant institution, and that some large
place—Ottawa, for instance—where there
would be manymere clergy and lay work-
ers willing to do w ork in connection with
the reformatory would be more suitable
for the Protestant institution.

Sir Charles Tupper seemed to be of the
opinion that the Government was conis
mitted to erect an institution at Alexan-
dria. However, he spoke favorably of the
pmpuml to erect two reformatories, one |
for Catholics and the other for Protes-
tants. He promised to take the whole
matter into consideration,

I have made plans suited to our own
needs on a farm four miles from Syracuse,

N. Y., that is devoted to fruit and garden |

crops, with a small dairy. We do not
cary for the conventional parlor, and
therefore dispense with it, believing that
the hall, dining room and living room
afford all the -y rooms for practical
usze. The living room may be used fora
bedroom if necessary, and will be found
exceodingly convenient for either purpose.
This house faces to the west, so that all
the living rooms have south windows,
giving plenty of sun for people and plants
in the seven cold months, while the hall
is on the north side and the generous ver-
anda at the west, so as to be particularly
desirable for summer use. The exterior
can be made as simple or ornate as de-
sired. There is a cellar under the whole
house, extending under the shed and milk

room, the latter space being occupled by
a large cistern, to.catch the roof drainage,
which holds soft water enough for a long
drouth. A pipe should connect this cistern
with the pump that supplies the tank in
tho attic. The coal bin is under the ves-
tibule, and the bin for the kitchen coal
may open off the large bin; but, to save
steps, o small bin of coal can be kept in
the shed. The furnace room is directly
under the front hall, being tightly board-
ed or bricked up, to keep the rest of the
cellar cool. A large register directly over
the furnace into the front hall utilizes an
immense amount of heat that would
otheiwise go to waste, and by having a
sheet-iron jacket extending from the top
of tlie furniice to the floor, and fitting
closcly about the hot-alr pipes, very little

amount of hay, and only feed just what
they readily will take, as many farmers
make their sheep dainty by feeding too
much hay; better keep them a little hun-
gry for hay.

And now about the care of your lambs:
Have a frame or pen of hemlock boards,
thirteen feet square in the yard, three
boards high and the bottom one raised so
the lambs can pass under (not the sheep)
and in here have small troughs and sprin-
kle ground oats and corn, equal parts,
and a little salt, and the lambs will soon
learn to eat it, and continue this course
till grass has a nice start and then turn
out your sheep and lambs in the daytime
and fair weather, but yard and grain at
night till feed is flush and weather warm.
About April 16 you will have some lambs
fit for market, and by June 16 you should
have them all sold. If you shecp have
been well handled they will be fat and
you can sell them for mutton and have

vance on the cost by~ July 20, and the
mutton sheep usually sell well at that
time, and then buy a new flock for the
coming winter in September. In this way
you have a heavy fleece on wool, a valu-
able lamb and an advance of cost of sheep
of from one to two dollars per head, a fine
lot of manure and only a few or no sheep.
In August and September the month’s
feed is shortest and they do the land most
harm and with good care they always pay
well.—Farm Journal.

When An Incubator is Profitable,
To hatch a few chicks, as fifty or one

are the cheapest; but to hatch in larger
numbers, as one hundred and more, and
when we want them hatched, the incuba-
tor is the cheapest. Why? 1. Because it
costs just the same to care for and feed
each setting hen of twenty as it does for
one. The capacity of the hens to cover
eggs does not increase only as'we increase
the number of hens. The incubator can
be built with any capacity we desire. It
costs but little more to run a large ma-
chine than a small one. 2. Because we
can hatch when we desire. Early chicks |
are more valuable for breeders or the show
pens, than those hatched later in the sea- |
gon. Hens do not often wish to set in
winter, therefore if early chicks are de-
sired, the incubator is the more reliable
setter.—Ohio Farmer.

Neat Cabinet for the Display of Odd
Plates and Bric-a-Brac,

A rack of shelves or a china rack makes
a desirable picce of furniture for a din-
ing-room. It may be used as a cabinet
on which to display odd plates and pretty
articles of china. A suggestion for a
‘china rack is shown in the cut. It will
be found a very simple and inexpensive
affair to construct.

The following interesting statement
bas been handed us by Mr. A, M.
Chassells the esteetned Chief Ranger of
Court 784. We are sure the infor-
mation we give will be
interest, not only by our many read-
ers"who ure Foresters, but by all our
subscribers :

Up to the present it has been the
good fortune of the Independent Order
of Foresters to find each year’s history
of the Order better than any preced-
ing year. Notably is this true of
1894 ; the record shows a higher gain
than any other year.  Allowing for
deaths and lapses, the net gain in mem-
bership is 15,151.  The total member-
ship stood, on 31st December, at 68,
468.

Another fact, equally gratifying, is
that although the Order is now in the
20th year of its history, an age when
the death rate might reasonably be ex-
pected to be increasing from year to
year, the death rate for 1894 was 5,39
per 1000, us against b5.47 tor 1803.

The harbor as we salled out was em-
broidered with ice, and the beautiful snow
on Broadway was as pure as the soul of a
politician,

We took the Cuban line of steamers.
Ours was the seamer Cienfuegos (pro-
nounced in sixteen different ways, I may
say, but generally Sinefwagose, as nearly
as I can pponetically pronounce it). The
first day was almost bitterly cold, and one
had to wrap up warmly and keep moving
on deck in order to be at all comfortable.

When we retired on Sunday night, how-
ever, the sea was moderately calm, and
no one was ill. All the mal de mer of the
trip was forgotten as we went $o bed
knowing that we would land at our
Bahama port on the afternoon of Monday.

I could not go to sleep readily. I read
and smoked and rolled about in my berth
till .two o’clock and then slept rather
lightly. At 4.45 there was a scrape on
the keel of the vessel like the low, hearse
growl of a bulldog in the basement, and
I awoke thinking that I was at home and
that a burglar below. in hunting for my
cider barrel, had stepped on Towser.

A moment afterwards a deeper, growl
from the keel and a jerk of the vessel
showed that she had struck, I felt sure.
I dressed hurriedly, but took time to put
on an oxtra suit of flannels in case I
should have to spend a few. weeks on the

ocean in an open boat. In eight minutes
my statoroom had been flooded with water
breast high, and a good suit of lecturing
clothes had been placed on the bargain
counter.

The water at once poured into the ves-
sel like a river, and instantly tho engine
firos were extinguished by it. The elec-
tric light, of course, went out and left the
ship in darkness, with the wicked sea rol-
ling over our cheery dinner saloon,

In the presence of almost certain death
I forgave the pianist. I could not go down
with a bitter feeling in my heart.

The passengers were put into the
boats, women and children first, and the
most touching picture was that of the
separation between wives and hnsbands
and parents and children, for we could
not be certain that the boats would safely
hold every one.

I can see that picture yet.

We had grown to know and to like each
other very much in our four days’ voyage,
and to see those agonized faces turned
towards us and the pale and horrified
fathers and husbands on our deck forced
to sce their families go down within forty
yards of us or be torn to picces: by the
serrated cdges of the reefs and their
bodies given to the waiting sharks—that
was the trying time with us, and the
knowledge that, even if I went down, my
wife and children were safe at home made
me almost comfortable.

It is true that we could see land, but
80 you can when you are on the roof of a
twelve-story building which is all on fire
below you. .

It is at such a time that people show of
what mettle they are made, and we were
all calm and quiet amid the angry waters
when the steward got us some hot coffee
and a fine, hot steak aj feco, which we ate
with our fingers on deck and in our life-
Preservers,

With the approach of day the captain
from the bridge, saw with his glass a
schooner of sixty-two tons (though I took
her to be about sixty-two and one-half
tons) several miles away and tacking, it
seemed, to get to us in answer to our gun
and rockets, For a while I feared that
she might be one of the ships that pass in
the night, and I sald so to a deaf man
with a tin ear, but he rebuked me for bé-
ing gay in the presence of death.

Soon another sail hove in sight, and
with the approach of good daylight thirty.
or forty craft, manned by blacks, mostly
sponge flshers, ete., appeared to the east-
ward. They managed with their lifo boats
and perfect knowledge of the shore and
their wondcerful skill to cross the reef,
and before long the captain of the Gopd
Will, the sixty-two ton schooner, had ar-
ranged with Capt. Hoyt to take us and
our ruined baggage to Harbor Island.

A serious question arises in regard to
the cause of this wreck, but I leave it to
investigation ‘hereafter. We know that
u[l«-r it occurred the officers and crew
were brave, kind and thoughtful.

We were thirty miles off our course, and
should not have been there. A steamship
is made to run on water, not on land,
The moment you try to ride around over
bare ground in a steamer you get your-
gelf in trouble.

These reefs are made by the coral in-
sect, and it takes him quite awhile to
mako an island like New Providence.
Then it isn't of much account after he
has made it.

That there are hundreds and thou-
sands of infelicitous homes in America
no one will doubt. If there were only one
skeleton in the closet, that might be lock-
ed up and abandoned, but in many a
home there is a skeleton in ghe hallway
and a skel in all the apar

“Unhappily married’’ are two words
descriptive of many a homestead. It
needs no orthodox minister to prove to a
badly mated pair that there is a hell.
They are there now. Sometimes a grand
and gracious woman will be thus incar-
cerated, and her life will be a crucifixion,
as was the case with Mrs. Sigourney, the
great poetess and the great soul. Some-
times a consecrated man will be united to
a fury, as was dohn Waesley, or united to
a vixen, as was John Milton, Sometimes,
and generally, both parties are to blame,
and Thomas Carlyle was an intolerable
scold, and his wife smoked and swore,
and Froude, the historian, pulled aside
the curtain from the lifelong squabble at
Craigenputtock and Five, Cheyne Row.

Some say that for the alleviation of all
thsee domestic disorders ofwhich we hear
easy divorce is a good prescription. God
sometimes authorizes divorce as certainly
as he authorizes marriage. I have just as
much regard for one lawfully divorced
as I have for one lawfully married. But
you know and I know that wholesale
divorce is one of our national scourges. I
am not surprised at this when I think of
the influences which have been abroad
militating against the marriage relation.

For many years the platforms of the
country rang with talk about a free love
millennium. There were meetings of this
kind held in the Cooper institute, New
York; Tremont temple, Boston, and all
over the land.  Some of the women who
were most prominent in that movement
have since been distinguished for. great
promiscuosity of affection. Popular
themes for such oceasions were the tyran-
ny of man, the oppression of the mar-
riage relation, women’s rights and the
aflinities. Prominent speakers were wo-
men with short curls and short dresses
and very long tongues, everlastingly at
war with God beeause they were created
women, while on the platform sat meek
men with  soft accent and cowed de-
meanor, apologelic for masculinity and
holding the parasols while the termagant
orators went on preaching the doctrine of
free love.

That campaign of about twenty years
set more devils into the marriage relation
than will be exorcised in the next fifty.
Men and women went home from such
meetings so perinancitly confused as to
who were theirwives and husbands that
they er got out of their perplexity, and
the eriminal and the eivil courts tried to
disentangle the “‘Iliad’’ of woes, and this
one got alimony, and that one got a limit-
ed divorce, and this mother kept the
children on condition that the father
could sometimes ccme and look at them,
and (hese wont into poorhouses, and those
went into an insane asylum, and those
weont into dissolute publie life, and all
went to destruction. © The mightiest war
ever made against the marriage institu-
tion was that free Jove campaign, some-
times under one name and sometimes
under another,

Another influence that has warred upon
the marriage velation has been polygamy
in Utah. Thap was o stereotyped carica-
ture of the marriage relation and has
poisoned the whole land.  You might as
well think that you can have an arm in a
state of mortification and yeot the whole
body not be sickened as to have those
t tories polygamized and yet the body
of the nation not feel the putrefaction.
Hear it, good men and women of Ameri-
cu, that ¥o long ago as 1862 a law was
passed by congress forbxlding polygamy
in the territories and in all the .places
where they had jurisdiction. Twenty-
four years passed along and five adminis-
trations Lefore the first brick was knock-

Francisco 333 diverees in one year, and in

More difficult divorce will put an estop-
pel to a great extent upon marriage as a
financial speculation. There are men
who go into the relation just as they go
into Wall street to purchase shares.. The
female to be invited into the partnership
of wedlock is utterly unattractive and in
disposition a suppressed Vesuvius. Every-
body knows it, but this masoulne candi-
date for matrimonial orders, through the
commercial agency.or through the coun-
ty records, finds out how much estate is
to be inherited, and he calculates it. He
thinks out how long it will be before the
old man will die and whether he can
stand the refractory temper until he does
die, and then he enters the relation, for
he says, ‘““If I cannot stand it, then
through the divorce law I'll back out.”
That process is going on all the time, and
men enter the relation without any more
principle, without any affection, and it
is as much a matter of stock speculation
as anything that transpired yesterday in
Union Pacifie, Illinois Central or Dela-
ware and Lackawanna.

Now, suppose a man understood, as he
ought to understand, that if he goes into
that relation there is no possibility of his
getting out or no probability, he would be
more slow to put his neck in the yoke.
He would say to himself, ‘‘Rather than
a Caribbean whirlwind, with a whole
fleet of shipping in its arms, give me a
zephyr off fields of sunshine and gardens
of peace."’

Rigorous divorce law will also hinder
women from the fatal mistake of marry-
ing men to reform them. If a young
man by twenty-five years of age or thirty
years of age has the habit of strong
drink fixed on him, he is certainly bound
for a drunkard’s grave as that a train
starting out from Grand Central depot
at eight o'clock to-morrow morning is
bound for Albany. The traln may not
reach Albany, for it may be thrown from
the track. The young man may not reach
a drunkard’s graye, for something may
throw him off the iron track of evil habit,
but the probability is that the train that
starts to-morrow at eight o’clock for Al-
bany will get there, and the probability
is that the young man who has the habit
of strong drink fixed on him befora
twenty-five or thirty years of age will ar-
rive at a drunkard's grave. She knows
he drinks, although he tries to hide it by
chewing cloves. Everybody knows he
drinks. Parents warn, neighbors and
fricnds warn. She will marry him; she
will reform him,

If she is unsuccessful in the experiment,
why, then the divorce law will emanci-
pate her, because habitual drunkenness is
a cause for divorce in Indiana, Ken-
tucky, Florida, Connecticut and nearly
all the states.  So the poor thing goes to
the altar of sacrifice. If you will show
me tho poverty struck strcets in any city,
I will show you the homes of the women
who married men to reform them. In
one case out of 10,000 it" may be a success-
ful experiment. But have a rigorous
divorce law, and that woman will say,
““If I am aflianced to that man, it is for
life,”

. A rigorous law will also do much to
hinder hasty and inconsiderate marriagos.
Under the impression that one can be easi-
ly released people enter the relation with-

out inquiry and without reflection:
Romance and impulse rule the day. Per-
haps the only ground for the marriog
contract ig that she likes his luoks, and
he admires the graceful way she passes
around the icecream at the picnic! It is
all they know about cach other. It is all
the preparation for life. A woman that
could not make a loaf of bread to save
her life will swear to chertsh and obey.
A Christian will marry an atheist, and
that always makes conjoined wretched
ness, for if a man does not believe there
is a God he is neither to be trusted with
a dellar nor with your life-long haj pi-
ness, Having read much about love in a
cottage, poeple brought up in case will
go an starve in a hovel.

By the wreck of 10,000 homes, by the
holocaust of 10,000 sacrificed men and
women, by the hearthstone of the family,
which is the cornerstone of the state, and
in the name of that God who hath set up
the family institution, and who hath
made the breaking of the marital oath the
most appalling of all perjuries, I implore
the congress of the United States to make
some righteous, uniform law for all the
states, and from ocean to ocean, on this
subject of marriage and divorce.

Testing Eleotrieal Resistance.

Professor Swineburn is now engaged
upon some interesting experiments caleu-
latined to establish a standard of electric-
al resistance of the individuals of the
human family according to temperament,
complexion, race, ete. The data so far
deduced are necessarily crude and inaccu-
rate, and it is not claimed that anything
is known respecting the difference in the
electrical resistance of represontatives of
the various races of man nor of individu-
als of various temperaments, but it has
been shown that there is a wide range of
resistive power in the various subjects.’”
A summary of the results on 500 subjcets
tested indicates that the resistance to a
continuous current will vary from 8,320
to 10,000 volts; also that there is a great
difference in power of resistance, varying
with time of day, fullness or emptiness of
the stomach, ete.—St. Louis Republic.

PROF. BLACKIE.

Bketoh of an Extremely Interesting auwa
Attractive Personality.

Professor John Stuart Blackic,who dicd
in Edinburgh in his 86th year on the 2d
Marpeh, 1805, was, in many respects, one
of the most remarkable and attractive
characters of his timo. A Greek scholar
of rare accomplishments, an adm le
writer and a keen, original thinker, it
was chiefly his strong and unconventional
personal attributes which secured him the
recognition and esteem of his entire gen-
cration, As is the case with Mr. Glad-
stone, there was in the late Professor's
temperament an exquisite blending of
both conservative and radical convictions,
without a trace of the pessimisin that not
infrequently accompanics old age.  Buoy-
ant and vivacious in spirit, he preserved
long after he had passed the alloted share
of human existence that fresh and un
trammelled outlook wupon life which ren-
dered him so interesting and so attractive
a personality.

He was the son of a banker, and was
born at Glasgow in (809, His education
was pursued at Gocttingen, Berlin and

THE LATE PROFESSOR BLACKIE.
Rome, and at 25'he was called to the bar.
His legal carcer, however, was bricf. He
decided to devote himself to scholastic
duties, and in 1842 he was appointed to
the newly formed chair of Latin literature
at Marischal College, Aberdeen. In 1851
he became Professor of Greek in the Uni
versity of Edinburgh, a post which he
held until his retirement from professional
duties in 1882,

Such are the bare facts of Professor
Blackie's career. But, in themselvos, they
give little indication of his unusual and
valuable record of achievement. He was
not only a unmiversity professor; he was
ono of the great teachers of men, A very
celebrated man, who had been a stud
in Edinburgh, said that he had
more wisdom from Professor Blac
from an entire faculty and any number
of beoks.

Professor Blackls remained
at 85. Has might have heen
any day in Edinburgh, striding along
from Douglas-crescent to  Pginee
or back again, hale as an’ athléte
as a young hunter, his cloud of
tossing ahout hisghead and fap;
agalnst his big brimmed soft black t3
his cheeks rosy with the air, and his kird
eyes dancing with tho delight he took in
his favorite walking excrcise,

A recent interviewer gave the world an
interesting deseription of the Professor at
home. He was deseribed as a ““tall, old
man, " with a great, strong, clear-cut,
smooth shaven face, like one of the tradi-
tional gods of his favorite lore, vt in no
other respeet resembling the mythological
at that instant, His head was crowned
with ane of the last efforts of nodernity,
a huge straw hat, and his body was lost
somewhere in the embraces of a blue
dressing gown, which came to his heels,
and his walst was wound about with
yards of red silk sash, the ends of which
sprawled to the flodr. | He Is not what the
anecdote mongers call a ‘conversationail-
ist," He does not converse; he explotdes.
His talk is volcanic. There: comes an

The Government
organs have published this week very in-
volved and evasive denials of the reports
of Lord Rosebery’s intention to resign
the Premiership but the Opposition jour-
nals repeat the rumor daily, Meanwhile
Lord Rosebery is in almost complete re-
tirement in the country and the Premier-
ship practically is out to commission.
His physicians give only the guarded
opinion that he may soon recover. Those
who saw him at the brief Cabinet meeting
the other day say his hair has turned
quite white within the past month in
consequence of his intense suffering and
continued insomnia. Of course this situa-
tion cannot last and unless some relief 1s
speedily found he will certainly resign at
no distant date. There has not been an
hour in the past, three weeks when he
would not himself have done so except for
the opposition of his friends.

Rumiors of dissolution increase. In ad-
dition to the Cabinet's anxietics over the
veto bill, the recalcitrant Liberal brewers
and the Irish Nationalists, fresh troubles
are doveloping over the Speakership. Mr.
Campbell-Bannerman does not care to
undertake the drudgery imposed upon
the occupant of the chair, and his collea-
gues cannot spare him from the War
Office. Mr. Leonard Courtney has refus-
ed to take the placoe unless he can have
the assured support of the whole House.
The Conservatives wish to put Sir Mat-
thew Ridley forward as a candidate, but
the Government side would feel it hard
to hand over the Speaker’s chair to the
Opposition. Consequently the latter are
discussing the possibilities of Mr. Lock-
wood or Mr. Gully.
