Department ol Agriculture ha# just 
issued Circular No. fl, on ‘The Con 
trol ol Locust# in Eiatern Canada,’ 
which ha* been prepared by Mr 
Arthur Oibion, chief assistant ento 
mologiet. This circular has been 
written specially to help farmers and 
others living In district# where these 
dlstructlve Insects hsve caused very 
Hflous loss#* in recent year# to var 
ions kind* of crops, such ss oats, bar 
ley, timothy, rye, wheat, etc. If. 
certain localities these Insects, known 
commonly s# grasshoppers, have ap 
peered In such enormous numbers 
thst they hsve been the cause " of 
fermer# vacating their terms. In tbst 
1914 the Entomological Branch con 
ducted important experiments In Ihe 
conlrol of locuste with mixture» of 
bran, Faria g/een, molasses, lemons, 
etc , and lbs result# of this work are 
given in the Circular, aa well as tbe 
cost of application, etc. In Quebec 
province where field# were treated 
with ibis new poisoned bran mixture 
as many a# 11 to deed locuste were 
counted in one square yard.
