An extended report of the condition 
respecting fire protection was given by 
Mr. Stairs, who recommended the pur­
chase of a combined pumper, hose cart 
and chemical for the use of the firemen. 
Prices andd escriptions of different makes 
varying from $1,508 to $15,000 were 
presented with other details and the 
matter was referred to the Water and 
Fire Committee for recommendation.

In the matter of the petition of the 
citizens living on Maple avenue asking 
for street lighting the manager reported 
three plans, providing (1) for a full 
lighting to include fifteen lights extend­
ing to the town limits at a cost of $280 
per year, (2) five lights as far as the ice­
house, at a cost of $100 per year, and 
(3) three lights on the north end of the 
street to cost $60 per year. The question 
was discussed and tabled for further 
consideration.

A report respecting the proper exten­
sion of the sewer at the western part of 
the town was made, the estimated cost 
to be $5,000 and service given to all the 
buildings now existing or likely to be 
erected. This was referred to the Sewer 
Committee, as it was thought necessary 
to have the consent of a majority of the 
residents before action was taken.

NEW CHEQUE TAX RULE

On and after August 1, one dollar 

is the maximum amount of tax payable 
on cheques, bills of exchange, receipts 
for money paid to a person by a bank 
chargeable against a deposit of money in 
the bank to his credit, express money 
orders, travellers’ cheques or post office 
money orders.

On and after October 1 postage stamps 
may not be used in payment of stamp 
taxes for revenue purposes. Excise tag 
stamps only may be used and they may 
be bought from any collector of customa 
or any bank.

The tax ort receipts makes taxable atr 
ceipts for $10 or upward on post can», 
form letters and letters, and this comm 
into force on and after August 1. The 
amendment to the act also provides that 
a receipt liable to the tax shall not. ex­
cept in criminal proceedings, be given 

evidence or be available for any pur­
pose» unless it be duly stamped in ac- 
cordance with the law.

TRAFFIC LAWS SHOULD BE ENFORCED
With no desire to make trouble for any person but solely in 

the interest of public safety The Acadian feels called upon to again 
make a protest against the flagrant neglect of proper caution in the 
operating of motor vehicles in Wolfville. Whileras we have remarked 
before, most of our motorists are careful to take no risks there are 
always those who disregard anything in the line of consideration for 
the safety of those who share with them the privileges of the road 
Only a few evenings ago one of these wild drivers was the means of 
forcing a motorist in the eastern part of the town to leave the street 
and take the ditch with serious damage to his car in order to safe­
guard himself and those who accompanied him.

Very little effort is made to enforce the law and when anything 
is done along this line it is of a spasmodic nature. None of the ap­
pliances to protect dangerous street comers, such as are used in 
most of the other towns of the province, are employed and no at­
tempt is made to establish and advertise a speed limit. So far we have 
been remarkably fortunate considering the risks daily taken but a 
serious accident is bound to occur unless a decided change is made 
m the method of dealing with this menace to public safety. Strict 
laws rigidly enforced are necessary for the correction of this evil.

A good example was set a few days ago by a town in the western 
part of the province where two influential men, one a government 
representative of the county, were brought up and fined as they de­
served for violating the law. Only by such action will the laws of 
the land be given proper respect and the safety of citizens be ade­
quately guarded.

With the vision of an ended summer necessarily not very far 

off the problem of a winter's coal supply is an ever present worrj^to 
the frugal householder. From present indications prices are notiike- 
ly to be very much less than last year in spite of the fact that almost 
five years have elapsed since the ending of the Great War which up­
set the well ordered conditions preceding 1914. With reductions 
in most other directions the opinion is naturally entertained that 
we are now asked to pay more than is due for our fuel supply and 
that the operators of our mines are reaping unwarranted profits. 
Not only in Nova Scotia, where the people owh the mines, but in 
other parts of Canada as well, people are finding it difficult to keep 
the home fires burning and are seeking some way out of the embaras- 
sing position in which they find themselves. In the province of Al­
berta are located coal mines which are seeking an outlet for their 
product. Coal is delivered at the mine for $4.50 per ton and the 
government has fixed the freight rate to Toronto at seven dollars. 
Alberta coal is in consequence sold in Toronto at twelve dollars afte- 
being carried by rail nearly two thousand miles With present trans­
portation, rates so extremely high coal mines at our doors ought to 
be able to give a great advantage over those,so far away, and one 
way to enforce such a desirable change is for the freight rates in Nova 
Scotia to be fixed as they are in other parts of Canada.

SUMMER PRUNING CUTTING 
SPROUTS POOR PRACTICE

To point out the inadvisability of 
heavy summer' pruning requires first, 
that an explanation'be made of the func­
tion of the leaves oil the wood that would 
be removed by summer pruning. The 
main reason a tree develops excessive 
water sprout, lateral and terminal bran­
ches is that there is more plant food avail­
able than the regular bud and leaf sys­
tem of the tfee is able to consume. There- 

balance this condition the tree 
endeavors to develop a greater leafing 
system.

During the early pert of the growing 
season when these new leaves and shoots 
are being developed they are drawing on 
the supply of mineral plant food in the 
soil for their nourishment. About the 
middle of the summer these new leaves 
and shoots become firmer of texture 
and continue manufacturing plant food. 
However, this plant food now being 
manufacutred in these leaves is not for 
the leaves themselves but to be returned 
to the fruit for its development, to the 
buds for their development through­
out the tissue of the tree, to be stored up 
for next year’s use and to roots of the 
trees to be stored there and be used next 
year for the development of the new 
feeder roots.

It will thus be seen from the above 
that the early development of water 
sprouts and new shoots represent ex­
cessive growth biit that later in the season 
If left undisturbed they may become an 
aid to the nourishing of the remainder 
of the tree. Removing the water sprouts 
and shoots after they have developed 
and before they aid in furnishing plant 
food to the tree is really a process of 

■robbing the tree of nourishment and it 
is much better to leave such growth until 
entirely dormant before removing it.

Young Trees
Often in dormant pruning of young 

trees they may be severely cut back

Summer Pruning While Thinning

A number of orchardists are beginning 
the practice of clipping out many new 
shoots and heading-in fruiting branches 
at thinning time. This is done as a sup- 
xwed aid m thinning and as a means of 
etting more sunlight to the apples to 

promote higher color. The clipping out 
of a large quantity of new shoots should 
not be practiced as it is a divitalizing 
process and it is out of the leaves on these 
new shoots that develop and store up 
plant food for new buds for future growth 
and fruit development. It is not known 
but what the removal of new shoots aris­
ing from spurs bearing fruit robs the 
fruit of plant food which, of course, 
would check the development and growth 
of the fruit itself. Any form of summer 
pruning should be done veiy carefully 
as there are many instances where drastic 
summer pruning divitalized and injured 
vigorous hearty trees.

As far as growth and development of

If they become so dense, how­
ever, that they form a harboring place for 
Aphis and shut out the sunlight from 
fruit on the trees they may be removed 
any time after the middle of July. In 
removing them they should be cut with 
sharp shears very close to the main branch.

% SCOTT'S BAYAPPLES AND PLUMS WERE IN­
TRODUCED IN ENGLAND FOUR 

CENTURIES AGO

Works of reference show that last year 
was the fourth centenary in England of 
two of their most valued fruits, the apple 
and plum. They were introduced to that 
country in 1522, and may be said to have 
kept close company ever since, the com­
bination of the plum and apple in pre­
serving and culinary form 
known, particularly to those on the battle- 
fronts, who sang of the glories of pi 
and apple jam in the early stages of the 
Struggle, and gradually became less 
enamored of it. The apple came from 
Syria and the plum from Italy. Apples, 
of a kind, were indigenous to England, 
but the fruit as we know it was introduced 
in 1522. no doubt by Richard Harris, 
fruiterer to Henry VIII., to whom Eng­
land is indebted for so much in the way 
of fruit and vegetables. He planted a 
great part of the original, orchards of 
Cent In 1688 the number of varieties 

was placed by Ray at 78, and. 
are over 2000. Experts in pomology might 
question, however, whether this could 
be demonstrated on distinct varieties.

’ ^Manufacturing too is doing for Canada 
what it did for us a half century or more 
ago. The transportation tines of the 
Dominion are already magnificent and 
are steadily improving. No other railway 
adject was ever more daring than the 
luilding of a tine through the wilderness 
almost at the northern limit of possible 
human habitation, to the shores of 
Hudson Bay, to open for a few months of 
the year the shortest route from the grain- 
fields of the West to European markets.

Canada is under fine institutions— self- 
governed and well-governed. It has bred 
a bodv of public men of ability and high 
character. Americans may not appreciate 
the worldly wisdom that leads Canadians 
to cling to the British connection; but 
they can appreciate the sentiment behind 
their willingness to forgo the last rights 
of complete sovereignty in their pride.

liait of the British Empire for there 
is now no material benefit for them in the 
connection. Once the statesmen of the 
Dominion might have regarded separating 
from the empire as sacrificing protection 
that they needed. Now, if any duty re­
mains. its rests on Canada to help Eng­
land. The child looks naturally to shelter 
and protection at the hinds of a parent; 
when it is grown up filial affection holds 
it true to its allegiance.

History can be searched in vain for 
larallcl to the relations, physical and 
itical, between Canada and the United 
ites. There has never been another 

such stretch of unguarded boundary be­
tween two countries, never two peoples 
living side by side for so long a period 
in entire harmony and good feeling. It 
is all the more remarkable when we con­
sider that the two peoples are almost 
absolutely alike in everything except 
that one of them cherishes a sentimental 
allegiance to the British crown. A stranger 
alighting from the air in a town in New 
York or Ontario would need to inquire 
iniwhich country he was; for the houses, 
the people and the mode of life are identi-

POOR CROPS IN THE OLD 
COUNTRY

Strong Demand For Canadian Apples 
Expected This Season

OTTAWA, July 27—Dealing with the 
British and continental fruit crop 
pects, Canadian Fruit Trade 
missioner J. Forsyth Smith, reporting 
from London to the Department of 
Trade and Commerce, asserts that poor 
crops are anticipated with the possible 
exception of those in France. Due to 
recent cold winds and frost, an abnor­
mal number of apples have fallen from 
the trees, says Mr. Smith. Crops are 
patchy in general and indications are 
for only half the usual yield. The pear 
crop will be largely a failure, and not 
more than a quarter of the average 
of plums is expected. •

A strong demand for Canadian apples 
on the Bntish market from the start of 
the season is anticipated.

A WORLD PERSONALITY IN 
CHRISTIAN SERVICE

A cablegram from India a few months 
^ago announced the death of Fundi ta 
Ramabai, who has been known for nearly 
a generation as the savior of many Hindu 
widows. She was the daughter of a Brah­
min priest and so well educated that 
before she was twenty she received from 
the Pundits of Calcutta the title of 
Sarasvati, never before conferred upon 
-a woman.

Convinced by her study of the Hindu 
«acred writings that the degradation to 

0 which widows were subjected was not 
•a tenet of the Hindu religion, but an 
abuse of its teachings, Ramabai,
-a widow, determined to devote

a

herse 1 
her life

to bettering the condition of the sad 
•class of her sisters. To this end she went 
4o England in 1883 where she mastered 
English, giving lectures in Sanscrit at 
Cheltenham College jn return for Eng­
lish lessons.

In 1888 she visited the United States, 
’where she interested many religious 
leaders in her plan for starting a home 

for widows where her countrywomen 
■could come without fear of breaking 
caste, since Ramabai herself was a widow.

Accordingly, upon her return to India, 
she opened m Bombay such a home school 
which was called “ Sharada Sadan" 
(Home of. Wisdom). This school, small 
at first, increased rapidly during the 
great famine in 1896. It was moved to 
Poona, a farm was bought, Ramabia 
Associations were forméti in America 
and England, and soon hundreds of 
girl widows were finding protection and 
a way to happy self-reliance. The en­
terprise started solely for widows. In 
later years it so developed that schools 
and orphanages for 1,500 to 1,700 young 
women and children have been carried 
on with the greatest success. She trained 
her own teachers for the indqgtrial de­
partments of weaving, printing and farm 
work. In addition to all her activities in 
superintending and financing she trans­
lated the Bible and many other Chris­
tian books into the language of the people 
among whom she worked.

Quite early in her life she accepted 
the intellectual truth of Christianity 
and was baptized in the Church of Eng­
land during her stay in London. But 
in her wonderful little book, called ‘‘A 
Testimony ’’, published in 1917, on 
her own press in Poona, she sa vs: “I 
came to know after eight years from the 
time of my baptism that I had found 
the Christian religion which was good 
enough for me, but I had not found Christ.’ 
In the same pamphlet she relates the 
evolution of her religious experience until 
she came to accept with joy Jesus Christ 
as her Saviour.

Thus has passed into Eternal Joy a 
woman who has not only brought un­
speakable blessing to thousands of wo­
men of her. own race, but one who has 
by the story of her personal dgyotion 
to Christ brought inspiration and up­
lift to multitudes througnout the Chris-1 
tian world.

ESTIMATING GRADES OF HILLS Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, leader of 
the Liberal-Conservative party in Canada, 
accompanied by W. L. Hall, K. C. pro­
vincial leader of the party, made a brief 
visit to Kentville on Wednesday. They 
were entertained at a luncheon at 
Cornwallis Inn, and a number of 
minent members of the party in 
county had a chance to meet the leaden 
in the afternoon.

When looking at the road directly 
ahead of the car, it is practically im­
possible to tell with any degree of ac­
curacy the grade at which the road goes 
either up or down. Often we will be 
running on what seems to be considerable 
of an upgrade and will be surprised to 
notice that water at the side of the road 
is travelling the same way that we are 
going. This is due to an optical illusion 
which is hard to overcome. One hill 
will look exceptionally steep, while an­
other with exactly the same grade, will 
look nearly level, the difference being 
caused by the surrounding country in 
the neighborhood of the different hills.

An experienced driver who knows his 
car very well, can tell with a certain 
degree of accuracy as to approximately 
how much of a grade he is climbing by 
the power required to drive the car. 
Many times we think the car is not pulling 
as well as it should, when we find upon 
investigation that we are travelling up 

de instead of on what was 
5 be a level road. This is an

the road bed happens to he wet or slip­
pery, a car cannot begin to climb a grade, 
of much less than this amount.

There are instruments made purposely 
to measure the grade of a hill but in the 
absence of one of these, it is a very easy 
proposition to get a fairly accurate de­
gree of the percentage of the grade. The 
necessary tools consist of a piece of string 
just ten feet long and a small pocket level 

^ Simple Practice
In order to measure the grade, fasten 

one end of the string to the road by a 
weight of some kind, then walk down the 
hill to the other end of the string which 
is on the down hill side high enough so 
that the string will be perfectly level and 
then measure the distance fropi the 
string to the ground in feet and tenths 
of a foot. Multiply this distance' in feet 
by ten feet and you will have the per­
centage of grade of the hill 

For example, if you find the distance 
from'the end of the string to the ground 
to be one and four-tenths feet,,it means 
that the grade is 14 per cent. If it happens 
to be two and five-tenths feet, it means 

are not familiar with that the grade is 25 per cent, etç. ,3a. 
The grades which are emnmte* 

in ordinary travel are much less than Mr 
ually supposed. It is verye^ldom th* 
we find a grade of more than 10 per cent 
on an ordinary public road although oc­
casionally we find some of 15 per cent in 
exceptional places, while notoriously 
Weep hills mây run up as high as 20 per 
cent. This, however, is about the limit.

A hill which is steeper than 10 or 12 
per cent looks much steeper than it 
actually is and if you know of some ex­
ceptionally steep grade, take your ten 
feet of string and the pocket level and 
go out and experiment. You will be very 
much surprised to see that the hill does 
not point toward the sky nearly as much 
as you had expected before you tried the 
experiment.

The Tangent System
There has been considerable argument 

as to whether the per cent of grade should 
be measured in the size of the angle of 
rise from the horizontal or in the tangent 
of the angle. General custom has pop­
ularized tne use of the tangent method 
of measurement and this has been recent­
ly indorsed by the National Society of 
Automotive Engineers.

To readers wno 
these trigonometric names, we may ex­
plain this measurement in the following 
manner:

A grade of 10 per cent means a vertical 
distance cf one hundred feet. A 20 per 
cent grade in the same way would be a 
rise of twenty feet in a horizontal dis­
tance of one hundred feet. A 100 per 
cent grade measured in this same way 
would be a rise of one hundred feet in 
the horizontal distance of one hundred 
feet. This would mean an angle of forty- 
five degrees or exactly one naif of the 
perpendicular. This is about twice as 
steep a grade as any automobile can 
be made to climb regardless of its power, 
due to the slipping of the wheels on the 
road surface.

With a good road surface and good 
tires, it is often possible to climb a 50 
per cent grade which is an angle of a 
trifle less than thirty degrees. In case
